155.6 Receipt of fees.

1. Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2, all fees collected under the provisions of this chapter shall
be paid to the treasurer of state who shall deposit the feesin the general fund of the state. Funds shall be
appropriated to the board to be used and expended by the board to pay the compensation and travel expenses
of members and employees of the board, and other expenses necessary for the board to administer and carry
out the provisions of this chapter.

2. The board may retain ninety percent of the revenue generated from an increase in examination, licensure,
and renewal of licensure fees established pursuant to section 155.15 above the examination, licensure, and
renewal of licensure feesin effect as of June 30, 2005. The moneys retained by the board shall be used for
any of the board's duties, including but not limited to addition of full-time equivalent positions for program
services and investigations. Revenues retained by the department pursuant to this subsection shall be
considered repayment receipts as defined in section 8.2.
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
