904.314 Plans and specifications for improvements.

The director shall cause plans and specifications to be prepared by the department of administrative services
for al improvements authorized and costing over twenty-five thousand dollars. An appropriation for any
improvement costing over twenty-five thousand dollars shall not be expended until the adoption of suitable
plans and specifications, prepared by a competent architect and accompanied by a detailed statement of the
amount, quality, and description of all material and labor required for the completion of the improvement.

A plan shall not be adopted, and an improvement shall not be constructed, which contemplates an
expenditure of money in excess of the appropriation.
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
