
572.18 Priority over other liens  priority of certain construction mortgage liens.

Mechanics' liens shall be preferred to all other liens which may attach to or upon a building or improvement
and to the land upon which it is situated, except liens of record prior to the time of the original
commencement of the work or improvements. However, construction mortgage liens shall be preferred to all
mechanics' liens of claimants who commenced their particular work or improvement subsequent to the date
of the recording of the construction mortgage lien. For purposes of this section, a lien is a "construction
mortgage lien" to the extent that it secures loans or advancements made to directly finance work or
improvements upon the real estate which secures the lien. The rights of purchasers, encumbrancers, and other
persons who acquire interests in good faith and for a valuable consideration, and without notice, after the
expiration of the time for filing claims for mechanics' liens, are prior to the claims of all contractors or
subcontractors who have not, at the dates such rights and interests were acquired, filed their claims for such
liens.
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
