
572.8 Perfection of lien.

1. A person shall perfect a mechanic's lien by filing with the clerk of the district court of the county in which
the building, land, or improvement to be charged with the lien is situated a verified statement of account of
the demand due the person, after allowing all credits, setting forth:

a. The date when such material was first furnished or labor first performed, and the date on which the last of
the material was furnished or the last of the labor was performed.

b. The legal description of the property to be charged with the lien.

c. The name and last known mailing address of the owner of the property.

2. Upon the filing of the lien, the clerk of court shall mail a copy of the lien to the owner. If the statement of
the lien consists of more than one page, the clerk may omit such pages as consist solely of an accounting of
the material furnished or labor performed. In this case, the clerk shall attach a notification that pages of
accounting were omitted and may be inspected in the clerk's office.
