WHEREAS, the Sixty- second General Assembly of the State of Iowa enacted 
legislation to establish a department of social services to 
administer programs designed to improve the well-being and 
productivity of the people of the State of I owa; and 

WHEREAS, the state department of social services will combine the present 
funct i ons of the board of social welfare, department of social 
welfare, board of par ole, board of contr ol of state insti.tutions, 
and other state agencies and divisions; and · ., '· · ..... 

WHEREAS, the Genera l Assembl y directed that the Act be implemented no 
later than July 1, 1968; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Harol d E. Hughes, Governor of Iowa, acting pursuant t o 
the provisions of section six of Chapter 209 of the Laws of the 
Sixty- second General Assemb l y, do hereby order and direct that 



.,A Regional Delineation For t he State of Iowa" ;- dated December , 1967, which 
document is by reference made a part hereof . Basing its determi nations on 
established criteria , t he study recommends the designation of sixteen area 
planni ng and service regions and sixteen area c i ties. 

The designation of the s pecified areas and cities is not intended to 
alter the status of existing county or local services or to determine the 
responsibilities of county or local offices in any manner. 

The regionalization concept as defined i n the study provi des a means 
by which sta t e -planning and services may be coordinated from t he offices in 
t he state capitol , t hrough the f i eld serv i ce offices , to t he citi zen ; it 
provides an opportunity for government departments, agencies and commissions 
to provide better and more efficient services at a minimized expense to the 
taxpayer by sharing personne l, equipment and facilities; and it enables the 
citizen to reap the benefits of more efficient and effective s tate govern­
ment, with less confusion and less inconvenience. 

Article III IMPLEMENTATION OF THE REGIONAL CONCEPT OF STATE GOVERNMENT 

I n or der that pr eliminary s teps toward i mplementation of the r egiona l ! 
concept of government as herein specified , might be taken, t he several 
departments, commissions and agencies of the State of Iowa a r e her eby 
ordered and directed to s ubmit the following information to t he Office of 
the Governor, by May l, 1968: 

1. A description of an overall plan for implementing wi t hin 
t he particular depar tment, commission or agency the 
r egi onalization concept as defined i n the study . Thi s 
plan shall include: 

a. A tim~table fo r implementation . 

b. A determination of the field services which fit the 
regionalization concept. 

c . An estimate of cost of each maj or step in implementi ng 
the plan. 

d. Actions within t he department necessary for implementa­
tion . 

e . Projection of accomplishments toward implementation for 
a one year per iod . 

f . Narrative on progr am plans, describing in detail the 
methods a nd resources to be applied in the fir s t year 's 
efforts fo r regionalizati on. 

g. Set out plans for fiscal repor t i ng by regions . 

2. It is recognized that no set of multi- county areas ca n serve as 
t he framework fo r every purpose . Therefore, those departments 
wi th the special conditions described below will take the 
a ppropriate action noted: 

a. Those department s without a field service operation 
should simply r eport same . I f t he r e is no fut ure 
need foreseen f or field services, so state . 

b. Those department s with special problems indicating 
extreme difficulty in utilizing the regions, as 
set forth, should arrange for a meeting with the 
Director of the Office for Planning and Programming. 

I n addi t ion to t he above , the sever a l depa r tments , commissions, and 
agencies of t he State of Iowa are hereby reques t ed to take s uch preliminary 
steps as are feasible to pr ovide for the implementation of the regionaliza ­
tion concept .
