NOW, THEREFORE, I, Robert D. Ray, Governor of the State of 
Iowa, by the power and authority vested in me 
by the Constitution and the laws of Iowa do 
hereby create the Governor's Life Cycle Purchasing 
Advisory Committee to recommend improvements in 
~::s c~r=-c::t ~etho~:: cf go"=,,"'Crnment purch.?..sing whic!1 
would yield a cost and energy savings to state and 
local governments. 

The Committee will receive the full support and 
cooperation of the State's three principal purchasing 
centers: the Board of Regents, the Department of 
Transportation, and the Department of General Services. 
Likewise, through committee membership, local govern­
ment will be encouraged to fully and actively 
participate. The Committee will be assisted and 
advised by the Energy Policy Council which will 
coordinate preparation of the Committee's reporting 
and recommendations. 

The Committee shall meet as often as necessary during 
the remainder of this year so that its report and 
recommendations will be available to the Governor 
by December 1, 1980 . This. report should contain 
recommended changes in the Iowa statutes, local 
ordinances, administrative rul es, or operating practices 
which would lead to reduction of life cycle procurement 

local government.
