The funding for 
Agricultural Education is appropriated to the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship (DALS) 
and is transferred to the Iowa FFA Association.

Funding History  
The Legislature appropriated $25,000 from the Environment First Fund to the Iowa FFA Association in 
FY 2012.  The annual appropriation was moved to the General Fund in FY 2013 and remained constant 
until FY 2024, when it was increased to $50,000.
