Section 1. Section 256.9, Code 2024, is amended by adding7

the following new subsection:8

NEW SUBSECTION. 36. Develop and distribute to school9

districts, accredited nonpublic schools, and area education10

agencies a list of evidence-based professional development11

services that an area education agency may provide to a public12

school or accredited nonpublic school pursuant to section13

273.2, subsection 3, paragraph “b”.14

Sec. 2. Section 256B.3, Code 2024, is amended by adding the15

following new subsections:16

NEW SUBSECTION. 15A. Beginning July 1, 2024, oversee the17

operation of each area education agency to ensure the area18

education agency complies with all applicable federal and state19

laws related to special education.20

NEW SUBSECTION. 15B. Develop and distribute to school21

districts and accredited nonpublic schools a process to22

facilitate the development of individualized education23

programs and assist individualized education program teams24

with decisions regarding free appropriate public education25

and placement for students enrolled in accredited nonpublic26

schools.27

NEW SUBSECTION. 15C. Provide professional learning and28

other support materials and tools for individualized education29

program teams, including students, families, teacher service30

providers, and administrators of both school districts31

and accredited nonpublic schools to help such individuals32

understand the processes required under the federal law that33

are relevant to students enrolled in accredited nonpublic34

schools and to promote informed participation in individualized35

Establish sustainable accountability12

and data collection systems related to special education13

that meet federal and state legal requirements and encourage14

innovative models for meeting the needs of students.15

NEW SUBSECTION. 15G. Develop and distribute to school16

districts and accredited nonpublic schools an implementation17

plan related to identifying, evaluating, and promoting18

strategies and models for providing special education and19

related services with accredited nonpublic schools that improve20

the experiences and outcomes for students with disabilities.21

Sec. 3. DIVISION OF SPECIAL EDUCATION —— EMPLOYEES. From22

July 1, 2024, to June 30, 2025, the division of special23

education of the department of education shall do all of the24

following:25

1. Devote at least thirteen full-time equivalent positions26

within the department of education’s location in the city27

of Des Moines to oversight of the area education agencies,28

including the accreditation of area education agencies under29

section 273.10.30

a. At least one of the full-time equivalent positions shall31

be an administrator.32

b. At least one of the full-time equivalent positions shall33

be a bureau chief of special education.34

c. At least one of the full-time equivalent positions shall35

be a liaison for accredited nonpublic schools.1

d. At least one of the full-time equivalent positions shall2

be an employee whose primary job duties relate to the child3

find process for special education.4

e. At least one of the full-time equivalent positions5

shall be an employee whose primary job duties relate to best6

practices concerning the development and implementation of7

individualized education programs.8

f. At least five of the full-time equivalent positions shall9

be devoted to the accreditation of area education agencies.10

2. Within each area education agency, devote an amount of11

full-time equivalent positions, as determined by the division12

of special education of the department of education but not to13

exceed forty full-time equivalent positions in the aggregate,14

that is commensurate with the number of students enrolled in15

school districts located within the area education agency,16

to ensure that the area education agency complies with all17

applicable federal and state laws related to special education18

and to review the services the area education agency provides.19

DIVISION II20

AREA EDUCATION AGENCIES —— GENERAL PROVISIONS21

Sec. 4. Section 273.1, Code 2024, is amended to read as22

follows:23

273.1 Intent.24

It is the intent of the general assembly to provide an25

effective, efficient, and economical means of identifying and26

serving children from under five years of age through grade27

twelve who require special education and any other children28

requiring special education as defined in section 256B.2; to29

provide for media services and other programs and services30

for pupils in grades kindergarten through twelve and children31

requiring special education as defined in section 256B.2; to32

provide a method of financing the programs and services; and33

to avoid a duplication of programs and services provided by34

any other school corporation in the state; and to provide35
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H-8237 (Continued)

services to school districts under a contract with those school1

districts; to improve student achievement; and to close student2

achievement gaps.3

Sec. 5. Section 273.2, subsections 1, 3, and 4, Code 2024,4

are amended to read as follows:5

1. There are established throughout the state fifteen6

nine area education agencies, each of which is governed by an7

area education agency board of directors under the general8

supervision of the director of the department of education,9

except as otherwise provided in this chapter. Each area10

education agency shall have an area education agency board11

of directors that shall serve in an advisory capacity. The12

boundaries of an area education agency shall not divide a13

school district. The director of the department of education14

shall change boundaries of area education agencies to take15

into account mergers of local school districts and changes16

in boundaries of local school districts, when necessary17

to maintain the policy of this chapter that a local school18

district shall not be a part of more than one area education19

agency.20

3. a. The area education agency board shall furnish21

educational services and programs as provided in section 273.1,22

this section, sections 273.3 through 273.8, and chapter 256B23

to the pupils enrolled in public or nonpublic schools located24

within its boundaries which are on the list of accredited25

schools pursuant to section 256.11, which request to receive26

such services. The programs and services provided shall be27

at least commensurate with programs and services existing on28

July 1, 1974. The programs and services provided to pupils29

enrolled in nonpublic schools shall be comparable to programs30

and services provided to pupils enrolled in public schools31

within constitutional guidelines.32

b. The area education agency may furnish evidence-based33

professional development services to public or nonpublic34

schools which are on the list of accredited schools pursuant35
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H-8237 (Continued)

to section 256.11 if any of the following requirements are1

satisfied:2

(1) The professional development service is included on the3

list developed by the director of the department of education4

pursuant to section 256.9, subsection 36.5

(2) The director of the department of education grants6

approval to the area education agency to furnish the7

evidence-based professional development services.8

4. The area education agency board shall provide for special9

education services and media services for the local school10

districts in the area and shall encourage and assist school11

districts in the area to establish programs for gifted and12

talented children. The board area education agency shall13

assist in facilitating interlibrary loans of materials between14

school districts and other libraries.15

Sec. 6. Section 273.2, Code 2024, is amended by adding the16

following new subsections:17

NEW SUBSECTION. 4A. a. The area education agency may18

furnish services under subsection 3 or 4 to public or nonpublic19

schools located within its boundaries, or within the boundaries20

of a contiguous area education agency, which are on the list of21

accredited schools pursuant to section 256.11.22

b. Notwithstanding paragraph “a”, the area education agency23

may furnish services under subsection 3 or 4 to a public24

school located within the boundaries of an area education25

agency that is not contiguous if the school district shares26

a superintendent with another school district, pursuant to27

section 257.11, subsection 5, that receives services from the28

area education agency pursuant to paragraph “a”.29

NEW SUBSECTION. 12. The area education agency shall30

charge reasonable costs that are consistent with current31

market rates for the educational services, special education32

services, professional development services, and media services33

established by the area education agency.34

NEW SUBSECTION. 13. The area education agency shall provide35
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an annual report by January 1 of each year to the department of1

education, and to public schools and nonpublic schools located2

within the area education agency’s boundaries which are on3

the list of accredited schools pursuant to section 256.11,4

a detailed description of the educational services, special5

education programs and services, professional development6

services, and media services that the area education agency7

provides, and the cost associated with purchasing such programs8

and services from the area education agency.9

Sec. 7. Section 273.3, Code 2024, is amended to read as10

follows:11

273.3 Duties and powers of area education agency board ——12

additional powers of area education agencies.13

The board in carrying out the provisions of section 273.214

shall:15

1. Determine the policies of Advise and consult with the16

area education agency on policies and procedures for providing17

programs and services.18

2. Be authorized to receive and expend money for providing19

programs and services as provided in sections 273.1, 273.2,20

this section, sections 273.4 through 273.8, and chapters 256B21

and 257. All costs incurred in providing the programs and22

services, including administrative costs, shall be paid from23

funds received pursuant to sections 273.1, 273.2, this section,24

sections 273.4 through 273.8, and chapters 256B and 257.25

3. Provide data and prepare reports as directed by the26

director of the department of education.27

4. Provide for advisory committees as deemed necessary.28

5. Be Area education agencies are authorized, subject to29

rules of the state board of education, to provide directly or30

by contractual arrangement with public or private agencies31

for special education programs and services, media services,32

and educational programs and services requested by the local33

boards of education as provided in this chapter, including34

but not limited to contracts for the area education agency to35
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provide programs or services to the local school districts1

and contracts for local school districts, other educational2

agencies, and public and private agencies to provide programs3

and services to the local school districts in the area4

education agency in lieu of the area education agency providing5

the services. Contracts may be made with public or private6

agencies located outside the state if the programs and services7

comply with the rules of the state board. Rules adopted by8

the state board of education shall be consistent with rules,9

adopted by the board of educational examiners, relating to10

licensing of practitioners.11

6. Area education agencies may cooperate and contract12

between themselves and with other public agencies to provide13

special education programs and services, media services, and14

educational services to schools and children residing within15

their respective areas. Area education agencies may provide16

print and nonprint materials to public and private colleges and17

universities that have teacher education programs approved by18

the state board of education.19

7. Be Area education agencies are authorized to lease,20

purchase, or lease-purchase, subject to the approval of the21

state board of education or its designee and to receive by gift22

and operate and maintain facilities and buildings necessary to23

provide authorized programs and services. However, a lease24

for less than ten years and with an annual cost of less than25

the amount stated in section 26.3, subsection 1, does not26

require the approval of the state board. The state board shall27

not approve a lease, purchase, or lease-purchase until the28

state board is satisfied by investigation that public school29

corporations within the area do not have suitable facilities30

available. A purchase of property that is not a lease-purchase31

may be made only within two years of a disaster as defined in32

section 29C.2, subsection 4, and subject to the requirements33

of this subsection.34

8. Be Area education agencies are authorized, subject to35
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H-8237 (Continued)

the approval of the director of the department of education,1

to enter into agreements for the joint use of personnel,2

buildings, facilities, supplies, and equipment with school3

corporations as deemed necessary to provide authorized programs4

and services.5

9. Be Area education agencies are authorized to make6

application for, accept, and expend state and federal funds7

that are available for programs of educational benefit8

approved by the director of the department of education,9

and cooperate with the department in the manner provided in10

federal-state plans or department rules in the effectuation11

and administration of programs approved by the director, or12

approved by other educational agencies, which agencies have13

been approved as state educational authorities.14

10. Be authorized to perform all other acts necessary to15

carry out the provisions and intent of this chapter.16

11. Employ personnel to carry out the functions of the17

area education agency which shall include the employment of18

an administrator who shall possess a license issued under19

chapter 256, subchapter VII, part 3. The administrator shall20

be employed pursuant to section 279.20 and sections 279.23,21

279.24, and 279.25. The salary for an area education agency22

administrator shall be established by the board based upon23

the previous experience and education of the administrator;24

provided, however, that the salary for an area education25

agency administrator shall not exceed one hundred twenty-five26

percent of the average salary of all superintendents of the27

school districts that are located within the boundaries of the28

area education agency at the time the employment agreement is29

entered into or renewed between an area education agency and an30

area education agency administrator. Section 279.13 applies to31

the area education agency board and to all teachers employed by32

the area education agency. Sections 279.23, 279.24, and 279.2533

apply to the area education board and to all administrators34

employed by the area education agency. Section 279.69 applies35

12. Prepare Area education agencies shall prepare an annual4

budget estimating income and expenditures for programs and5

services as provided in sections 273.1, 273.2, this section,6

sections 273.4 through 273.8, and chapter 256B within the7

limits of funds provided under section 256B.9 and chapter8

257. The board shall post notice of a public hearing on the9

proposed budget on the area education agency’s internet site10

and by publication in the newspaper of general circulation11

in the territory of the area education agency in which the12

principal place of business of a school district that is a part13

of the area education agency is located. The notice shall14

specify the date, which shall be not later than March 1 of15

each year, the time, and the location of the public hearing16

submit the proposed budget to the director of the department17

of education for approval not later than March 1 of each year,18

and the director shall either approve or reject the proposed19

budget for changes within ten days after submission. The20

proposed budget as approved by the board director of the21

department of education shall then be submitted to the state22

board of education, on forms provided by the department,23

no later than March 15 preceding the next fiscal year for24

approval. The state board shall review the proposed budget of25

each area education agency and shall before May 1, either grant26

approval or return the budget without approval with comments27

of the state board included. An unapproved budget shall be28

resubmitted to the state board for final approval not later29

than May 15. The state board shall give final approval only to30

budgets submitted by area education agencies accredited by the31

state board or that have been given conditional accreditation32

by the state board.33

13. Be authorized to pay, out of funds available to the34

board reasonable annual dues to an Iowa association of school35
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boards. Membership shall be limited to those duly elected1

members of the area education agency board.2

14. a. The board may establish a plan, in accordance with3

section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code, as defined in4

section 422.3, for employees, which plan shall consist of one5

or more investment contracts, on a group or individual basis,6

acquired from a company, or a salesperson for that company,7

that is authorized to do business in this state.8

b. The selection of investment contracts to be included9

within the plan established by the board shall be made either10

pursuant to a competitive bidding process conducted by the11

board, in coordination with employee organizations representing12

employees eligible to participate in the plan, or pursuant to13

an agreement with the department of administrative services14

to make available investment contracts included in a deferred15

compensation or similar plan established by the department16

pursuant to section 8A.438, which plan meets the requirements17

of this subsection. The determination of whether to select18

investment contracts for the plan pursuant to a competitive19

bidding process or by agreement with the department of20

administrative services shall be made by agreement between the21

board and the employee organizations representing employees22

eligible to participate in the plan.23

c. The board may make elective deferrals in accordance with24

the plan as authorized by an eligible employee for the purpose25

of making contributions to the investment contract on behalf of26

the employee. The deferrals shall be made in the manner which27

will qualify contributions to the investment contract for the28

benefits under section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code,29

as defined in section 422.3. In addition, the board may make30

nonelective employer contributions to the plan.31

d. As used in this subsection, unless the context otherwise32

requires, “investment contract” shall mean a custodial account33

utilizing mutual funds or an annuity contract which meets the34

requirements of section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code, as35
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defined in section 422.3.1

15. Be authorized to establish and pay all or any part2

of the cost of group health insurance plans, nonprofit group3

medical service plans and group life insurance plans adopted by4

the board for the benefit of employees of the area education5

agency, from funds available to the board.6

16. Meet at least annually with the members of the boards7

of directors of the merged areas in which the area education8

agency is located to discuss coordination of programs and9

services and other matters of mutual interest to the boards.10

17. Be authorized to issue warrants and anticipatory11

warrants pursuant to chapter 74. The applicable rate of12

interest shall be determined pursuant to sections 74A.2, 74A.3,13

and 74A.7. This subsection shall not be construed to authorize14

a board to levy a tax.15

18. Be authorized to issue school credit cards allowing area16

education agency employees to pay for the actual and necessary17

expenses incurred in the performance of work-related duties.18

19. Pursuant to rules adopted by the state board of19

education, be authorized to charge user fees for certain20

materials and services that are not required by law or by rules21

of the state board of education and are specifically requested22

by a school district or accredited nonpublic school.23

20. Be authorized to purchase equipment as provided in24

section 279.48.25

21. Be authorized to sell, lease, or dispose of, in whole26

or in part, property belonging to the area education agency.27

Before the area education agency may sell property belonging28

to the agency, the board of directors shall comply with the29

requirements set forth in section 297.22. Before the board30

of directors of an area education agency may lease property31

belonging to the agency, the board shall obtain the approval of32

the director of the department of education.33

22. Meet annually with the members of the boards of34

directors of the school districts located within its boundaries35
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if requested by the school district boards.1

23. By October 1 of each year, submit to the department of2

education the following information:3

a. The contracted salary including bonus wages and benefits,4

annuity payments, or any other benefit for the administrators5

of the area education agency.6

b. The contracted salary and benefits and any other expenses7

related to support for governmental affairs efforts, including8

expenditures for lobbyists and lobbying activities for the area9

education agency.10

24. Be authorized to sell software and support services,11

professional development programs and materials, online12

professional development, and online training to entities13

other than school districts within the state and to school14

districts and other public agencies located outside of the15

state. The board may also sell to school districts within this16

state software and support services, professional development17

programs and materials, online professional development,18

and online training which the area education agency is not19

otherwise required to provide to a school district under this20

chapter or chapter 256B or 257.21

25. Require, by July 1, 2024, any person employed by22

the area education agency who holds a license, certificate,23

statement of recognition, or authorization other than a24

coaching authorization, issued by the board of educational25

examiners under chapter 256, subchapter VII, part 3, to26

complete the Iowa reading research center dyslexia overview27

module. Such persons employed after July 1, 2024, shall28

complete the module within one year of the employee’s initial29

date of hire.30

Sec. 8. Section 273.3, Code 2024, is amended by adding the31

following new subsection:32

NEW SUBSECTION. 26. On a quarterly basis, the area33

education agency shall prepare and submit to each school34

district that receives services from the area education agency35
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a report that includes all of the following:1

a. A monetary accounting of payments the area education2

agency received from the school district, including payments3

under section 257.35.4

b. A description of all of the following:5

(1) The special education services provided by the area6

education agency to the school district.7

(2) The services provided by the area education agency under8

part C of the federal Individuals with Disabilities Education9

Act.10

(3) The services provided by the area education agency that11

are related to the child find process for special education.12

(4) The services provided by the area education agency to13

accredited nonpublic schools and charter schools.14

Sec. 9. Section 273.5, unnumbered paragraph 1, Code 2024,15

is amended to read as follows:16

There shall be established a division of special education17

of the area education agency which shall provide for special18

education programs and services to the local school districts.19

The division of special education shall be headed by a director20

of special education who meets certification standards of the21

department of education. The director of special education22

shall be an employee of the division of special education of23

the department of education. The director of special education24

shall not be an employee of the area education agency, shall25

not receive compensation from the area education agency, shall26

not supervise or manage employees of the area education agency,27

and shall not directly provide special education services for28

the agency. The director of special education’s primary job29

duties and responsibilities to the area education agency are30

to provide oversight of the area education agency’s special31

education services. The director of special education shall32

also have the responsibility for implementation of state33

regulations and guidelines relating to special education34

programs and services. The director of special education shall35
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have the following powers and duties:1

Sec. 10. Section 273.8, subsection 1, Code 2024, is amended2

to read as follows:3

1. Board of directors.4

a. The board of directors of an area education agency shall5

consist of not less than five nor more than nine members,6

each a resident of and elected in the manner provided in this7

section from a director district that is approximately equal8

in population to the other director districts in the area9

education agency. Each director shall serve a four-year term10

which commences at the organization meeting.11

b. Five members of the board of directors of an area12

education agency must be residents of and elected in the13

manner provided in this section from a director district that14

is approximately equal in population to the other director15

districts in the area education agency.16

c. Four members of the board of directors of an area17

education agency must be appointed by the majority vote of18

the superintendents of school districts located within the19

boundaries of the area education agency. A member appointed20

pursuant to this paragraph must be a superintendent of a school21

district located within the boundaries of the area education22

agency; provided, however, that a superintendent appointed23

pursuant to this paragraph may designate any individual to24

serve for all, or the remainder of, the superintendent’s term.25

Sec. 11. Section 273.8, subsection 2, paragraphs c and d,26

Code 2024, are amended to read as follows:27

c. The board of each separate school district that is28

located entirely or partially inside an area education agency29

director district shall cast a vote for director of the area30

education agency board described in subsection 1, paragraph31

“b”, based upon the ratio that the population of the school32

district, or portion of the school district, in the director33

district bears to the total population in the director34

district. The population of each school district or portion35
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shall be determined by the department of education. The member1

of the area education agency board described in subsection 1,2

paragraph “b”, to be elected may be a member of a local school3

district board of directors and shall be an elector and a4

resident of the director district, but shall not be a school5

district employee.6

d. (1) Vacancies A vacancy, as defined in section 277.29,7

in the a membership position of the area education agency board8

described in subsection 1, paragraph “b”, shall be filled9

for the unexpired portion of the term at a director district10

convention called and conducted in the manner provided in11

subsection 3.12

(2) A vacancy, as defined in section 277.29, in a membership13

position of the area education agency board described in14

subsection 1, paragraph “c”, shall be filled for the unexpired15

portion of the term by an individual who is appointed by16

the majority vote of the superintendents of school districts17

located within the boundaries of the area education agency.18

Sec. 12. Section 273.8, subsection 3, Code 2024, is amended19

to read as follows:20

3. Director district convention. If no candidate files with21

the area education agency secretary by the deadline specified22

in subsection 2, or a vacancy occurs, or if otherwise required23

as provided in section 273.23, subsection 3, a director24

district convention, attended by members of the boards of25

directors of the local school districts located within the26

director district, shall be called to elect a board member27

described in subsection 1, paragraph “b”, for that director28

district. The convention location shall be determined by the29

area education agency administrator. Notice of the time, date,30

and place of a director district convention shall be published31

by the area education agency administrator in at least one32

newspaper of general circulation in the director district at33

least thirty days prior to the day of the convention. The cost34

of publication shall be paid by the area education agency. A35
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candidate for election to the area education agency board shall1

file a statement of candidacy with the area education agency2

secretary at least ten days prior to the date of the director3

district convention on forms prescribed by the department of4

education, or nominations may be made at the convention by a5

delegate from a board of directors of a school district located6

within the director district. A statement of candidacy shall7

include the candidate’s name, address, and school district.8

Delegates to director district conventions shall not be bound9

by a school board or any school board member to pledge their10

votes to any candidate prior to the date of the convention.11

Sec. 13. Section 273.10, subsection 6, Code 2024, is amended12

to read as follows:13

6. a. If the deficiencies in an area education program have14

not been corrected, the agency board director of the department15

of education shall take one of the following actions within16

sixty days from removal of accreditation:17

(1) Merge the deficient program with a program from another18

accredited area education agency.19

(2) Contract with another area education agency or other20

public educational institution for purposes of program21

delivery.22

b. The rules developed by the state board of education for23

the accreditation process shall include provisions for removal24

of accreditation, including provisions for proper notice to the25

administrator of the area education agency, each member of the26

board of directors of the area education agency, the department27

of education, and the superintendents and administrators of the28

schools of the districts served by the area education agency.29

Sec. 14. Section 273.11, Code 2024, is amended to read as30

follows:31

273.11 Standards for accrediting area education programs.32

1. The state board of education, in consultation with the33

division of special education of the department of education,34

shall develop standards and rules for the accreditation of area35
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education agencies. Standards shall be general in nature,1

but at a minimum shall identify requirements addressing the2

services provided by each division, as well as identifying3

indicators of quality that will permit area education agencies,4

school districts, the division of special education of the5

department of education, and the general public to judge6

accurately the effectiveness of area education agency services.7

2. Standards developed shall include, but are not limited8

to, the following:9

a. Support for school-community planning, including a means10

of assessing needs, developing collaborative relationships11

among community agencies, establishing shared direction, and12

implementing program plans and reporting progress toward goals13

for all students, including students with disabilities.14

b. Professional Evidence-based professional development15

programs that respond to current needs.16

c. Support for curriculum development, instruction, and17

assessment for services that address the areas of reading,18

language arts, math, and science, using research-based19

methodologies, for all students, including students with20

disabilities.21

d. Special education compliance and support.22

e. Management services, including financial reporting and23

purchasing as requested and funded by local districts.24

f. Support for instructional media services that supplement25

and support local district media centers and services.26

g. Support for school technology planning and staff27

development for implementing instructional technologies.28

Description 

House File 2612 as amended by Senate amendment H-8220 relates to education, including 

modifying provisions related to the duties and powers of Area Education Agencies (AEAs), the 

Department of Education (DE), the Department of Administrative Services (DAS), AEA funding, 

and the calculation of the teacher salary supplement (TSS) district cost per pupil (DCPP) and 

the minimum teacher starting salary. 

 

Division I — Division of Special Education of the Department of Education 

Current law requires the Director of the DE to provide guidance and standards to AEAs for 

federal and State education initiatives that the AEAs must implement statewide.  The Bill as 

amended transfers this responsibility to the Division of Special Education (DSE) of the DE 

beginning with FY 2026.  The Bill as amended also requires the DSE to oversee the operation 

of each AEA beginning with FY 2026. 

The Bill as amended requires the DE to coordinate with each AEA, and with the DSE, to 

develop a plan to transfer certain specified employees of the AEA from employment under the 

AEA to employment under the DSE.  The Bill as amended requires the DE to compile those 

plans and submit them to the General Assembly on or before January 1, 2025. 

 

Division II — Area Education Agencies — General Provisions 

The Bill as amended authorizes the AEAs to furnish evidence-based professional development 

services to public or nonpublic schools located within each AEA’s boundary, subject to the 

approval of the director of the DE.  

The Bill as amended requires AEAs to provide special education services to local school 

districts that request to receive such services by February 1 of the preceding school year.  The 

Bill as amended authorizes an AEA to provide the services to local school districts that request 

to receive the services after February 1 of the preceding school year.  The Bill as amended also 

authorizes AEAs to provide media services for local school districts in the area.  The Bill as 

amended establishes that these provisions are effective for FY 2026. 

The Bill as amended requires AEA boards to charge reasonable costs that are consistent with 

market rates for the educational services, special education services, professional development 

services, and media services provided by the AEA.  

The Bill as amended requires AEA boards to provide an annual report by October 1 of each 

year to the General Assembly and the DE related to student outcomes and use of moneys. 

Fiscal Note 
Fiscal Services Division 
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The Bill as amended limits the salary for an AEA administrator to 125.0% of the average salary 

of all superintendents of school districts that are located within the boundaries of the AEA.  The 

Bill as amended establishes that this provision applies to employment agreements entered into 

or renewed beginning in FY 2025. 

The Bill as amended requires AEAs to prepare and submit to each school district within the 

AEA’s boundaries an annual report on or before January 1 of each year containing information 

related to an accounting of payments and a description of services provided. 

The Bill as amended requires the director of special education to be an employee of the DSE 

and changes the makeup of the AEA boards of directors and the process for filling positions. 

The Bill as amended modifies several provisions related to the accreditation of AEA programs to 

incorporate the DSE of the DE into the accreditation process and to incorporate additional 

standards related to accreditation.  The Bill as amended provides that an AEA that was 

accredited on or before July 1, 2025, will remain accredited unless and until the DSE takes 

action to remove accreditation.  The Bill as amended establishes that these provisions are 

effective in FY 2026. 

The Bill as amended requires each AEA to terminate all directors of special education employed 

by the AEAs as of the beginning of FY 2025 and the DSE to employ a director of special 

education for each AEA. 

 

Division III — Area Education Agencies — Funding 

The Bill as amended provides that the funds calculated under Iowa Code section 257.10(7) 

(Special Education Support Services District Cost) and received by a school district or an AEA 

must be used for special education support services.  

Under current law, amounts calculated for special education support services, media services, 

AEA TSS district costs, AEA professional development supplement district costs, and 

educational services are deducted by the Department of Management (DOM) from State aid for 

each school district and instead paid to the school district’s AEA. 

The Bill as amended provides that beginning in FY 2025, the DOM must deduct the following 

amounts from the State aid due to each school district and pay the amounts to the respective 

AEAs:   

• The amount calculated for special education support services for the school district.  

• 40.0% of the amount calculated for media services for the school district.  

• The AEA TSS district cost.  

• The AEA professional development supplement district cost.  

• 40.0% of the amount calculated for educational services for the school district.  

The Bill as amended provides that beginning with FY 2026, and each fiscal year thereafter, the 

DOM must deduct the following amounts from the State aid due to each school district and pay 

the amounts to the respective AEAs:   

• The greater of the following: 

• 10.0% of the amount calculated for special education support services for the school 

district.  

• The amount calculated for special education support services that is attributable to 

nonpublic pupils served by the AEA. 

• The AEA TSS district cost.

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• The AEA professional development supplement district cost.  

• The amount calculated for media services that is attributable to nonpublic pupils served by 

the AEA. 

• The amount calculated for educational services that is attributable to nonpublic pupils 

served by the AEA. 

The Bill as amended modifies provisions related to the funding of media services and 

educational services provided by a school district or through an AEA.  The Bill as amended 

provides that funds not required to be paid to the AEA pursuant to Iowa Code section 257.35 

(AEA Payments) may be used by the school district for media services and educational services 

provided by the district or by contract through the AEA.  The Bill as amended authorizes a 

school district to use unreserved fund balances for media services and educational services to 

best maintain the level of special education services as determined by the school district.  

The Bill as amended provides that, for purposes of Iowa Code section 257.37 (Funding Media 

and Educational Services), “enrollment served” means the basic enrollment of all school districts 

within the boundaries of the AEA plus the number of nonpublic school pupils served by the AEA.  

The Bill as amended authorizes AEAs and school districts to expend for special education 

support services an amount that exceeds the payment for special education support services to 

maintain the level of required special education support services in the AEA or the school 

district. 

This Division applies to July 1, 2024, for school budget years beginning on or after that date. 

 

Division IV — Initial Teacher Compensation 

The Bill as amended increases the minimum annual salary for an initial teacher who has 

successfully completed an approved practitioner preparation program or holds an initial or intern 

teacher license issued by the Board of Educational Examiners (BOEE), as specified in Iowa 

Code chapter 284 (Teacher Compensation), from $33,500 to $46,251.   

 

Division V — Area Education Agencies — Required Evaluations and Reports 

The Bill as amended requires each AEA, on or before January 1, 2025, to submit a report to the 

DE and the General Assembly that contains information related to progress the AEA has made 

in reducing expenditures associated with certain positions by at least 30.0% by July 1, 2026, 

and a proposal for the reorganization of services provided by AEAs.  

The Bill as amended requires the DAS, in coordination with the DE and each AEA, on or before 

January 1, 2025, to submit a report to the General Assembly that contains an inventory of all 

real property and facilities owned by the AEAs, an evaluation of the value of all real property 

and facilities owned by the AEAs, and an evaluation of how the real property and facilities 

owned by the AEAs are used.  

 

Division VI — Teacher Salary Supplement District Cost Per Pupil 

The Bill as amended provides that, for FY 2025, the TSS DCPP for a school district must be the 

greater of the TSS DCPP for the school district for the base year plus the TSS supplemental 

State aid amount for the budget year or the per pupil amount necessary to allow the school 

district to provide a minimum teacher starting salary of $46,251, an increase of $12,751 
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compared to the current law minimum of $33,500.  Additionally, the Bill as amended provides 

that for FY 2026 and succeeding budget years, the TSS DCPP for each school district for a 

budget year is the TSS DCPP for the base year plus the TSS supplemental State aid amount for 

the budget year.  

 

Division VII — Department of Education Requirements 

The Bill as amended requires the Director of the DE to develop and distribute to school districts 

and accredited nonpublic schools a process to facilitate the development of individualized 

education programs, certain professional learning materials, and an implementation plan related 

to identifying, evaluating, and promoting strategies and models for providing special education 

and related services with accredited nonpublic schools.  The Bill as amended also requires the 

Director of the DE to provide professional learning and other support materials and tools for 

individualized education program teams and establish sustainable accountability and data 

collection systems related to special education. 

 

Division VIII — State Mandate 

The Bill as amended makes inapplicable Iowa Code section 25B.2(3), which would relieve a 

political subdivision from complying with a State mandate if funding for the cost of the State 

mandate is not provided or specified.  Therefore, political subdivisions are required to comply 

with any State mandate included in the Bill as amended. 

 

Assumptions 

• Information  regarding the cost of real property reporting under Division V is not available. 

• The DE’s and the DSE’s required staffing and responsibilities will be funded with current 
AEA staffing funding. 

• The pupil count and funding will follow the pupil to the AEA that provides the services. 

• The market rates for services provided and charged by the AEAs will be comparable to the 
costs and revenues provided under the current system. 

• The AEAs will not incur costs for services that are no longer provided by the AEAs. 

• The State percent of growth will be 0.00% each year. 

• There will not be an additional reduction for the AEAs beyond the $7.5 million reduction 
specified in Iowa Code section 257.35(2). 

• All resident accredited nonpublic pupils receive media and educational services from AEAs. 

Fiscal Impact 

The estimated fiscal impact of HF 2612 as amended, by division, is as follows: 

Division I relates to the DE’s and the DSE’s required staffing and responsibilities and will not 
have a fiscal impact since the required staffing and responsibilities will be funded with current 
AEA staffing funding. 

Division II relates to general AEA provisions.  The provision that specifies that AEAs can 
furnish services and programs to pupils will not have an overall fiscal impact since the 
assumption is that the funding will follow the pupil.  The provision related to directors of special 
education will not have an overall fiscal impact since the AEAs will be reducing staff and the 
DSE will be increasing staff.

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The market rates for services provided and charged by the AEAs will be comparable to the 
costs and revenues provided under the current system and will not have an overall fiscal impact. 

The reporting required from the AEAs may have little to no fiscal impact and can be completed 
within available resources. 

The provision relating to AEA administrator salaries will reduce overall AEA expenditures from 
all sources by an estimated $251,000 annually, beginning in FY 2025.   

The change in the accreditation process will not have a fiscal impact. 

Division III relates to AEA funding and will reallocate current AEA funding between AEAs and 
school districts.  The AEA funding allocation is displayed below in Figure 1. 

 

Division IV, relating to increasing the minimum teacher starting salary by $12,751 to $46,251, 
will increase General Fund expenditures for the TSS by an estimated $19.9 million in FY 2025, 
compared to estimated FY 2024, and General Fund appropriations will increase each year 
thereafter by the increase in the categorical State percent of growth. 

Division V, relating to AEA evaluation reporting, may have a minimal fiscal impact and can be 
implemented with available resources.  Information is not available regarding the cost of real 
property reporting and, therefore, a fiscal estimate cannot be made. 

Division VI, relating to the TSS DCPP, will not have any additional fiscal impact other than the 
fiscal impact estimated for Division IV. 

Division VII relating to DE requirements may have little to no fiscal impact and can be 
implemented with available resources. 

Division VIII relates to the inapplicability of a possible State mandate and will not have a fiscal 
impact.

Description 

House File 2659 increases the maximum number of medical cannabidiol dispensary licenses in 
the State from 5 to 10.  The Bill allows a licensee to hold any number of medical cannabidiol 
dispensary licenses.  

Background 

The Medical Cannabidiol Program was established in 2017, authorizing the manufacture and 
sale of products that contain both cannabidiol (CBD) and tetrahydrocannabinol (THC).  Through 
the Program, the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) can award up to five 
cannabidiol licenses in the State.  Currently, MedPharm Iowa holds two dispensary licenses, 
while Iowa Cannabis Company holds three dispensary licenses.   
 
Taxable sales of medical cannabidiol totaled approximately $13.2 million in FY 2023.   

Assumptions 

• House File 2659 may expand the availability of medical cannabidiol. 

• The number of active registration cards issued to patients may remain unchanged. 

• Medical cannabidiol taxable sales revenue may increase by 25.0% because of previously 
unmet demand. 

• Medical cannabidiol taxable sales and sales tax revenue are estimated to grow at an 
average annual inflation rate of 2.0% from FY 2024 to FY 2029.   

• Secure an Advanced Vision for Education (SAVE) refunds are 1.0% of taxable sales.  Local 
option sales tax (LOST) distributions are estimated to be 0.97% of taxable sales. 

• The HHS reports that approximately $100,000 of information technology (IT) costs and any 
additional licensing costs associated with validating and integrating new dispensaries and 
dispensary personnel will be absorbed by the Program’s current operational funding. 

Fiscal Impact 

House File 2659 is estimated to increase revenue to the General Fund, SAVE Fund, and LOST 
by the estimated amounts in Figure 1.

Description 

House File 2666 allows the net income from a farm tenancy agreement for an entity taxed as a 
disregarded entity, a partnership for federal tax purposes, an S corporation, a trust, or an estate 
to be deducted from the net individual income tax for a retired farmer who materially participated 
in a farming business for 10 or more years. 
 
The Bill takes effect upon enactment and is retroactively effective to tax years beginning on or 
after January 1, 2023. 

Background 

Iowa Code section 422.7 details how net income is computed for federal income tax purposes 
with State adjustments.  Farm tenancy income covering real property held by an individual for 
10 or more years is eligible to be subtracted from net income for State tax purposes.  Currently, 
Iowa Code section 422.7(14)(e) does not allow an entity taxed as a partnership for federal tax 
purposes, an S corporation, a trust, or an estate to deduct net income from a farm tenancy 
agreement for the net individual income tax.  The Bill would remove this ineligibility. 

Assumptions 

• According to the Iowa Department of Revenue (IDR), the Bill will entail administrative costs, 
updated forms, administrative rules, development, enforcement costs, and other related 
costs that cannot be estimated due to lack of information.  However, any fiscal impacts 
related to these challenges are not included in this Fiscal Note. 

• It is assumed that retired farmers who receive farm income from partnerships in 5 of the 
prior 12 tax years will have received at least 10 years of farm income during their entire 
working lives and are eligible for the deduction.  According to the IDR, the total farm rental 
income from partnerships that is passed through to qualified retired farmers is estimated to 
be $31,000 in tax year (TY) 2022. 

• It is assumed that retired farmers who receive farm income from S corporations in 5 of the 
prior 10 tax years will have received at least 10 years of farm income during their entire 
working lives and are eligible for the deduction.  According to the IDR, the total farm rental 
income from S corporations that is passed through to qualified retired farmers is estimated 
to be $27.4 million in TY 2022. 

• It is assumed that retired farmers who receive farm income from estates and trusts in 5 of 
the prior 7 tax years will have received at least 10 years of farm income during their entire 
working lives and are eligible for the deduction.  According to the IDR, the total farm rental 
income from estates and trusts that is passed through to qualified retired farmers is 
estimated to be $10.1 million in TY 2022. 

• Qualified total farm rental income for the entities in this Fiscal Note is estimated to be  
$37.6 million in TY 2023, and will grow annually to $41.5 million by TY 2030. 

• The marginal individual income tax rate per tax year is estimated below: 

• TY 2023 = 5.43% 

• TY 2024 = 5.02%

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• TY 2025 = 4.67% 

• TY 2026 and after = 3.90% 

• The fiscal impact of a tax year would be realized in the following fiscal year, except that  
TY 2023 and TY 2024 fiscal impacts would both be realized in FY 2025. 

• The income surtax for schools is a local option tax that is based on a taxpayer’s Iowa 
income tax liability.  Law changes that lower Iowa income tax liability also lower the amount 
of income surtax owed by any taxpayer subject to the surtax.  For this projection, the surtax 
is assumed to equal 2.5% of State individual income tax liability.    

Fiscal Impact 

The proposed deductions from the individual income tax in House File 2666 are projected to 
decrease net individual income tax liability and State General Fund revenue by the following 
amounts:  

• FY 2025 = $3.9 million 

• FY 2026 = $1.8 million 

• FY 2027 = $1.5 million 

• FY 2028 = $1.5 million 

• FY 2029 = $1.6 million 

• FY 2030 = $1.6 million  
 

The decrease in tax liability is also projected to decrease the statewide local option income 
surtax for schools by the following amounts:  

• FY 2025 = $99,000 

• FY 2026 = $44,000 

• FY 2027 = $38,000 

• FY 2028 = $38,000 

• FY 2029 = $39,000 

• FY 2030 = $40,000

Description 

House File 2667 relates to the Treasurer of State’s (TOS’s) duties, including Iowa Educational 
Savings Plan Trust and Iowa ABLE Savings Plan Trust requirements and disposition of 
unclaimed property.  The Bill is organized into two divisions. 

 

Division I, Section 1 — 529 Contribution Increase 

Description and Background 

Section 1 of this Division increases the maximum contribution to a beneficiary’s 529 college 
savings account or Iowa ABLE savings account that may be deducted for Iowa income tax 
purposes to not more than $5,500 per year.  The contribution limit will adjust annually to reflect 
the increase in the Higher Education Price Index, rounded up to the nearest $50 or $100.  This 
Division applies retroactively to January 1, 2024, for tax years beginning on or after that date.   
 
A 529 college savings account is an investment account designed to save for qualified 
education expenses.  College Savings Iowa is a 529 plan administered by the TOS.  Currently, 
under Iowa Code section 12D.3, the maximum contribution that may be deducted for Iowa 
income tax purposes in tax year (TY) 2023 is $3,785.  This amount is adjusted annually to 
reflect increases in the Consumer Price Index.  In TY 2022, the Iowa Department of Revenue 
(IDR) estimates there were 23,000 beneficiary accounts associated with taxpayers claiming the 
maximum deduction.  At both the federal and State level, 529 account withdrawals that are not 
for a qualified purpose are subject to income tax. 

Assumptions 

• The estimated fiscal impact is calculated using the current number of existing 529 plans. 

• 50.0% of taxpayers and associated beneficiary accounts that claimed the maximum 
deduction in TY 2022 will increase their contributions to the proposed new maximum. 

• An average State income tax rate of 5.0% is used for TY 2024, decreasing to 4.5% in  
TY 2025 and to 3.9% each year thereafter. 

• The Consumer Price Index is estimated to increase 2.0% between TY 2024 and TY 2029. 

• The Higher Education Price Index is estimated to increase 3.0% between TY 2024 and  
TY 2029. 

• Impact to the local income surtax is estimated to represent 2.7% of the impact to the 
General Fund for both the 529 contribution limit increase and the Roth Individual Retirement 
Account (IRA) transfer option. 

• Tax year impacts will occur in the fiscal year in which the tax year ends (TY 2024 impacts 
will occur in FY 2025).

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Fiscal Impact 

Increasing the maximum contribution to a 529 college savings account or Iowa ABLE savings 
account to $5,500 is estimated to reduce income tax revenue to the General Fund and local 
income surtax.  The estimated fiscal impact of Division I, Section 1, of HF 2667 is illustrated in 
Figure 1.

Division I, Section 2 — 529 to Roth Individual Retirement Account Transfer 

Description and Background 

Section 2 of this Division allows a transfer from a 529 educational account to a Roth IRA in 
accordance with the rules under federal Internal Revenue Code §529(c)(3)(E) to be exempt 
from State individual income tax.  This Division applies retroactively to January 1, 2024, for tax 
years beginning on or after that date.   
 
Under the federal Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2023, Pub. L. No. 117-328, transfers from a 
529 educational account to a Roth IRA account beneficiary are exempt from federal taxation.  
The Roth contribution limits and the aggregate lifetime limit are $35,000 if the 529 educational 
account has existed for at least 15 years.  This federal law was effective January 1, 2024; 
however, as of February 1, 2024, the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) has not provided any 
detailed guidance on the rules for these rollovers.   

Assumptions 

The fiscal impact calculation is based on an analysis completed by the federal Joint Committee 
on Taxation on December 22, 2022.  The analysis concluded that the 529 account change will 
reduce federal individual income tax revenues by the following amounts: 

• TY 2024 = $85.0 million 

• TY 2025 = $166.0 million 

• TY 2026 = $182.0 million 

• TY 2027 = $215.0 million 

• TY 2028 = $240.0 million 
 
The federal estimates were converted to State General Fund impacts using the following 
assumptions: 

• The share of federal tax statistics represented by Iowa taxpayers is assumed to be 0.8%. 

• The average marginal federal tax rate is assumed to be 12.5%. 

• The marginal Iowa individual income tax rate is assumed to be: 

• TY 2024 = 5.00% 

• TY 2025 = 4.50% 

• TY 2026 and after = 3.90% 

• Tax year impacts will occur in the fiscal year in which the tax year ends (TY 2024 impacts 
will occur in FY 2025).

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Fiscal Impact 

The estimated fiscal impact of Division I, Section 2, of HF 2667 for the creation of a new tax 
exemption for transfers from a 529 account to a Roth IRA is projected to reduce General Fund 
revenue and local income surtax as shown in Figure 2.

Division II — Disposition of Unclaimed Property 

Description 

This Division removes the requirement for publication of public notice by the TOS for 
abandoned property, making it optional and at the discretion of the TOS.  This Division also 
allows the TOS to waive the requirement of a claim form and pay or deliver property directly to a 
person if the person is shown to be the apparent owner.  The TOS may use State tax 
information to identify the property owner. 

Fiscal Impact 

The fiscal impact for Division II is anticipated to be minimal.
