NEW PROGRAMS, SERVICES, OR ACTIVITIES

Specifies that moneys in the Opioid Settlement Fund are only used pursuant to appropriation from the Fund
to the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) for the purposes of abating the opioid crisis in the
State, which may include but are not limited to purposes specified in Iowa Code section  for135.190A
moneys in the Opioid Antagonist Medication Fund.

STUDIES AND INTENT
Intent

Requires funds appropriated under Iowa Code section  to the HHS to be distributed through annual12.51
grants to recommended grant applicants. The grant application must emphasize that awarded grants provide
one-time State funding.

Nonreversion

Allows any unexpended funds in the Opioid Settlement Fund to not revert at the close of the fiscal year.
Notwithstanding Iowa Code section (2), interest or earnings on moneys in the Fund must be credited to12C.7
the Fund.

Required Report

Requires that following the annual review of grant applications, the advisory council compile a report to
submit to the General Assembly by December 15 each year.

Studies

Requires the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) to establish an advisory council to annually
review grant applications and make recommendations to the General Assembly for the funding of grant
applications.

Requires the Advisory Council to convene an initial meeting no later than September 1, 2024, and dissolve
upon the expenditure of all moneys in the Opioid Settlement Fund.
