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TheMidwest Interstate Low-Level RadioactiveWaste Compact is an agreement between the states
of Indiana, Iowa, Minnesota, Missouri, Ohio, and Wisconsin that provides for the cooperative and
safe disposal of commercial low-level radioactive waste. The Commission is the administrative body
of the compact and consists of one voting commissioner from each of the six member states. The
Commission meets at least annually.
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
