The Mid-America Port Commission was established by a three-state compact between Illinois,
Iowa, and Missouri in 1999. It is the only three-state port compact in the United States. Twenty-six
counties are included in the compact. It was established to help develop the most effective area for
logistics in the nation for both domestic and global freight. A major objective is to help regional
businesses successfully compete globally with the help of the most efficient transportation system —
linking water, rail, highway, and air.

The commission is governed by a nine-member board with three commissioners from each state.
Two commissioners from each state are appointed by the county board chairs from their respective
state and the other is appointed by the Governor of their state. Commissioners are allowed to serve
two six-year terms per type of appointment (county/governor).
