DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE
IN CONGREBA, JULY 4, 1776.

THE UNANIMOUSE DECLARATION OF THE THIRTEEN UNITED STATES
OF AMERICA,

(Adopted by the Contlnental Congress July 2, and authenticated and pro-
clalmed July 4, 1776.)

‘When in the course of human evénts It becomes necessary for one people
to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with another, and
to agsume among the powers of the earth the separate and equal station to
which the laws of nature and of nature's God entitle them, a decent respcet
to the opinions of mankind requires that they should declare the causes which
impel them to the eeparation. .

‘We hold these truths to be self-evident: that zll men are created equal;
that they are endowed by thelr Creator with certaln unallenable rights;: that
among these are Nfe, liberty and the pursult of happines=; that, to Becure
these Tights, governments are instituted among men, deriving their fust powers
from the comsent of the governed: thit, whenever any form of government
becomes destructive of these ends, it is the right of the people to alter or
abolish 1t, and to institute a mew government, laying its foundation on such
prinelples, and organizing Its powers in such form, 23 to them shall seem most
likely to effect thelr safety and happiness. Prudence, indeed, will dictate
that governments long established should not be changed for light and transient
cauees ; and, accordingly, all experience hath shown that mankind are more
disposed to suffer, while evils are sufferable, than to right themselves by
abolishing the forms to which they are accustomed. But when a long train
of abuses and usurpations, pursuing Invariably the same oblect, evinces a
design to reduce them under absolute deapotism, it 18 thelr rlght, it is thelr
duty, to throw off puch government, and to provide new guards for their
future security. Such has been the patlent sufferance of these colonles, and
such s now the necessity which constralng them to alter thelr former systema
of government. 'The history of the present king of Great Britain is a history
of repeated Injuries and usurpations, all having In direct oblect the establish.
ment of an absolute tyranny over these atatea, 'To prove this, let facts be
submitted to a candld world:

He has refused his assent to laws the most wholesome and necessary for
the public good.

He has forbldden hizs governors to pasa lawa of immediate and pressing
importance, unleas suspend in their operation till hia assent shonld he
obtatned, and, when so suspended, he has utterly neglected to attend to them,

He hai refused to pass other laws for the accommodation of large districts
of people, unless those people would relinquish the right of representatfon in
the legislature—a right inestimable to them, and formidable to tyranta only.

He has called together legisiative bodles at places unusual, uncomfortable,
and distant from the repository of their public records, for the sole purpose
of fatiguing them Into compliance with hia measures, .

He has dissolved representative houses repeatedly Tor opposing, with
manly firmness, his Invarions on the rights of the peopla,
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He has refused, for a long time after such dissolutions, to cause otherg
to be elected: whereby the legialative powers, incapable of annihilation, have
returned to the people at large for their exerclse; the state remaining, in the
meantime, exposed to all the dangers of invasion from without, and convulsions
within.

He has endeavored to prevent the population of these states; for that pur-
pose obstructing the laws for naturallzation of forelgners; refusing to pass
others. to encourage thelr migration hither, and ralsing the conditions of new
appropriations of landa.

He has obstructed the administration of justice by refusing his assent to
laws for establishing judielary powera.

He has made judgea dependent on his will alone for the tenure of their
offices and the amount and payment of their salaries.

He has erected a multitude of new offlces, and sent hither swarms of officers
to harass our people and eat out their substance.

He has kept among us, in times of peace. atanding armies, without the
consent of our leglslatures.

He has affected to render the military Independent of, and superior to, the
civil power.

He has combined with others to subject us to a jurlediction forelgm to our
conatitution and unacknowledged by our laws, giving his aseent to thelr acts
of pretended legislation—

For quartering large bodics of armed troops among us;

For protecting them, by a mock frial, from punishment for any murders
which they should conmumnit on the inhabitants of these states;

For cuttlng off cur trade with all paria of the world:

For imposing taxes on us without our consent.

For depriving us, in many cases, of the benefita of trial by jury:

For transporting us beyond seas, to be tried for pretended offenses;

For abolishing the free system of Englizsh laws in a neighboring provinee;
eatablizhing therein an arbitrary government, and enlarging its boundaries, so
as to render {t at once an example and fit Instrument for introducing the
same absolute rule into these colonies,

For taking away our charters, abolishing our most valuable laws, and
altering fundamentally the forms of gur governments;

PFor suspending our own Ilegislatures, and declaring themselves Inveated
with power to leglslate for us in all c¢ases whatsoever.

He has sebdlcated government here by declaring us out of his protection and
waging war agalnst ue. R

He has plundered our seas, ravaged our coasts, burnt our towns, and
destroyed the llves of our pecple.

He 1is, at thls time, transporting large armles of forelgn mercenarles to
complete the works of death, desolation and tyraony, already begun, with
clreumetances of cruelty and perfidy scarcely paralleled in the moat barharous
apes, and totally unworthy the head of a civllized nation.

Ha has conatralned our fellow-cltizens, taken captive on the high seas,
to bear arms agalnst thelr country, to become the executioners of their frienda
and brethren, or to fall thernselves by their hands.

He has excited domestic insurrections amongst us, and has endeavored
to bring on the inhabitanta of our frontiers the merciless Indlan savages, whose
known rule of warfare !s an undistingulshed destructlon of all ages, sexes and
conditions,

In every stage of these oppressions we have petitioned for redreas, in the
moat humble termas; cur repeated petitions have been answered only by repeated
injury. A prince whose character I8 thus maried by every act which may
define a tyrant I3 unfit to be the ruler of a Iree people.

Nar have we heen wanting In attentions to cur Eritish brethren. We have
warned them, from time to time, of attempts, by their legislature, to extend
an unwatrantable jurisdiction over us. We have reminded them of the cir.
cumstances of our emigration and settlement here. We have appealed to thelr
natlve justice and megnanimity; and we have conjured them, by the tles of
our common kindred, to disavow these usurpations, which would inevitably
Interrupt our connections and correspondemce. They, too, have been deaf
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to the voice of justice and of consanguinity. We must, therefore, acqulesce in
the necessity which denounces our eseparation, and hold them, as we hold
the rest of mankind, enemies in war, In peace friends.

‘We, therefore, the representatives of the Unpnited States of America, In
general congress assembled, appealing to the Bupreme Judge of the world for
the rectitude of our Intentlons, do, in the name and hy the authority of the
pood people of theze colonies, solemnly publish and declare, that these united
colonles are, and of right ought to be, free and independent states; that they
are abaclved from all allegiance to the British crown, and that all politieal
connectlon between them and the state of Great Eritaln ia, and ought to be,
totally dissolved; and that, as free and independent states, they have full
power to levy war, conclude peace, contract alllances, establish commerce, and
do all other actg and things which Independent states may of right do. And
for the support of this declaration, with a firtn reliance on the protection of
Divine Providence, we mutually pledge to each other our lives, our fortunes,
and our sacred honor.

Whereas the delegatea of the United States of America In congress assem-
bled d4id, on the fifteenth day of November, In the year of our Lord one
thousand seven hundred and seventy-seven, and in the second year of
the Independence of Awmerica, agres to certaln articles of confederation and
perpetugl union between the atates of New Hampshire, Massachusetts Bay,
Rhode Island and Providence Planiations, Connecticut, New York, New Jer-
sey, Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland, Virginia, North Carolina, South
Carolina and Georgla, in the wordy following, viz:

ARTICLES OF CONFEDERATION AND PERPETUAL UNION, BETWEEN
THE STATES OF NEW HAMPSHIRE, MASSACHUSETTS BAY, RHODE
ISLAND AND PROVIDENCE PLANTATIONS, CONNECTICUT, NEW
YOQRE, NEW JERSEY, PENNSYLVANIA, DELAWARE, BMARYLAND,
VIRGINIA, NORTH CAROLINA, SOUTH CAROLINA AND GEORGIA:—

Article 1. The style of this contederacy shall be “The TInited States of
America."” '

Art. 2. Each state retains ita soverelgnty, freedom and independence, and
every power, jurisdiction and right which iz not by this confederation expressly
delegated to the United States, In congress assembled.

Art. 3. The sald atates herehy meverally enter into a firm league of friend-
ship with each other for theilr common defense, the security of their libertles,
and thelr mutnal and general welfare, binding themselves to assist each other
againgt all force offered to or attacks made upon them, or any of them, on
account of religion, movereignty, trade, or any other pretense whatever.

Art. 4. The better to secure and perpetuate mutual friendship and _Inter-
courge among the people of the different atates in this union, the free
inhalbitants of each of these atates, paupers, vagabonds and fugitives from
justice excepted, shall be entitled to all privileges and immunities of free efti-
zens In the several states; and the pegple of each atate shall have free Ingress
and regress to and from any other state, and shall enjoy therein all the privileges
of trade and commerce, aubject to the same duties, impositions and restrictions
ag the Inhabitants thereof respectively: provided that such rtestrictions shall
not extend so far as te prevent the removal of property imported into any
state to any other state of which the owner is an inhabitent: provided, also,
that no imposition, duties or reatrietion, shall be lald by any atate on the
property of the United States, or either of them.

If any person gullty of or charged with treazon, felony or other high mis-
demeanor in any ptate sghall flee from Jjustice, and be found in any of the
United States, he shaill, upon demand of the gevernor or executlve power of
the state from which he fled, be dellvered up and removed to the state having
jurisdiction of his offense.

Pull faith and credit shall be glven in each of these states to the records,
gets and judieial proceedings of the courts and magiatrates of every other state. -

Art. 6. For the more convenient management of the general Interests of
the United States, delegates shall be annually appointed, in auch manner as
the legislature of each state shall direct, to meet In congress on the first
Monday In November, In every ¥ear, with a power reserved to each atate to
recall its delegates, or any of them, at any tlme within the year, and to send
others In their atead for the remainder of the year.

No state ahall be represented In congress by leis than two, ner by more
than seven, members; and no person shall be capable of being a delegate for

_more than three years in any term of aix years: nor ahall any person, being
a delegate, be capable of holding any office under the United States for which
he, or another for hia benefit, receives any salary, fees or emolument of any
kind.

Each state shall maintain 1ts own delegates in a tneeting of the states, and
while they aet as membera of the committee of these statea.
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In determining questions In the United States congress assembled, each state
shall have one vote.

Freedom of speech and debate in congress shall not be !mpeached or ques-
tloned in any court or Dplace out of congress, and the members of congress
ghall he protected in thelr persons from arrests and imprisonments, during the
time of thelr going to and from and attendance on congress, except for
treason, felony or breach of the peace.

Art. 6. No state, without the consent of the United Statesm in congress
aegembled, shall send any embassy to, or recelve any embasey from, or enter
into any conference, agreement, alliance or treaty with, any king, prince or
state; nor ahall any person holding any office of profit or trust under the Unlted
States, or any of them, accept of any present, emolument, office or title of any
kind whatever, trom any king, Drince or forelgn state; nor shall the Unlted
States In congresa assembled, or any of them, grant any title of nobility.

No two or more states shall enter into any treaty, confederation or alllance
whatever between them, without the consent of the United Fiates In congress
aseembled, apecifying =accurately the purposes for which the same 18 to be
entered Into, and how long it shall continue.

No state shall lay any Imposte or dutles which may interfere with any
stipulations in treaties, entered Into by the United States in congreas assembled,
with any king, prince or state, In pursuance of any treaties already proposed
by congress, to the courts of France and Spaln.

* No vessele of war shall be kept up in time of peace by any satate, except
such number only as ghall be deermed neceasary by the United States, In con-
gress assembled, for the defense of such state, or its trade, nor shall any body
of forces be kept up by any state, in time of peace, except such numbar only
as In the judgment of the Tnited BStates, In congresa assembled, shall be
deemed requisite to garrison the forts necessary for the defense of puch state,
but every state shall always keep up a well regulated and disciplined militia,
sufficlently armed and accoutired, and shall provide and constantly have ready
for use, in publlc stores, a due number of field-pleces and tents, and a proper
quantity of arms, ammunition and camp-equipage.

No state ahall engage In any war, without the consent of the United States
In congress assembled, unless such state be actually invaded by enemies, or
shall have received certain advice of a resolution belng formed by some nation
of Indians to lavade such state, and the danger is so0 Imminent as not to admit
of a delay, till the UUnited States, In congress assembled, can be consulted; nor
shall any state grant commlsslons to any ships or vessels of war, nor letters
of marque or reprisal, except it be after a declaratlon of war by the United
Btates in congress assembled, and then only against the kingdom or state, and
the subjects thereof, against which war has been 80 declared, and under such
regulations as shall be established hy the Unlted States in congress assembled,
unless such state be infeated by pirates, in which case vessels of war may be
fitted out for that occasion, and kept s0 long as the danger shall contlnue, or
uatll the United Statea, in congress assembled, shall determnine otherwise,

Art. 7. When land forces are ralsed by any state for the common defense,
&ll officers of or under the rank of colonel shiall be appointed by the legialature
of each state, respectively, by whom such forces shall be raised, or In such
manner 45 such atate ahall direct, and al! vacanciea shall be filled up by the
state which first made the appointment.

Art. 8. All charges of war, and all other expenses that shall be incurred
for the common defense or general welfare, and allowed by the United States
in congress assembled, shall be defrayed out of a common tressury, which
shall be supplled by the several states, In proportisn to the wvalue of all land
within each state, granted to, or surveyed for, any person, ag such land and
the bufldings and improvements thereon shall be estimated, according to such
mode as the United States in congress assembled shall, from time to time,
direet and appoint.

The taxes for paylng that proportion shall be lald and levied by the
aunthorlty and directlon of the legislaturea of the several atates, within the
time agreed upon by the United States In congress assembled.
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Art. % The United Btates, in congress assembled, ghall have the asole and
exclusive right and power of determining on peace and war, except in the
cases mentioned In the sixth article; of sending and recelving ambassadors,
entering Into treatfes and alllances, provided that no treaty of rcommerce
shall be made whereby the legislative power of the respectlve states ahall
be restrained frem imposing such imposte and duties on forelgnera as their
own people are subjected to, or from prohibiting the exportation or importa-
tion of any speciea of goods or commoditlies whatsoever; of establishing rules
for deciding, in all cases, what captures on land or water shall be legal, and
in what manner LriZzes taken by land or naval forces in the service of the
United States ghall be divided or appropriated; of granting letters of marque
and reprleal In times of peace; appointing courts for the trial of piracles and
telontes committed on the high seas, and establishing courts for recelving
and determining finally abpeals In all cases of capture; provided that no
memter of congress shall be appointed a judge of any of the sald courts.

The TUnited Btates, In congress assembled, shall alsec be the laat resort

on appeal In all disputes and differences now subsilsting, or that hereafter
may arize, between two or more states concerning boundary, Jurisdietion, or
any other cause whatever, which authority shall alwaya be exerclsed In the
manner following: Whenever the leglalative or executive authority or lawful
agent of anhy state In controversy with another shall present a petition to
congrese, stating the matter In questlon and praylng for a hearing, notice
thereof shall be given by order of congress to the legislative or axecutive
authority of the other atate In controversy, and a day assigned for the appear-
ance of the partiea by thelr lawful agents, who shall then be directed to appoint,
by Jjoint consent, commissioners or judges to constitute a court for hearing
and determining the matter In question; but, if they can not agree, con-
gress shall name three persons out of each of the Unfted States, and Ifrom
the list of such persone each party shall alternately strike out one, the
petitioners beginning, until the number shall be reduced to thirteen; and from
that number not less than seven nor more than nine names, as congress shall
direct, shall, in the presence of congress, be drawn out by lot: and the peraons
whose names shall be 80 drawn, or any flve of them, shall be commissioners
or judges to hear and finally determine the controversy, =0 always as a major
part of the judges who shall hear the cause shall agree In the determina-
tion; and If either party shall neglect to attend at the day appointed, without
showing reasons which congresa shall judge sufficient; or, belng present, shall
refuse to strike, the congrees shall proceed to nominate three peraons out of
each atate, and the secretary of congress shall strike in behalf of such party
abasent or refusing; and the judgment and sentence of the court to be appointed
in the manner before prescribed sghall be final and conclusive; and if any of
the partiea shall refuse to submit to the authority of such court, or to appear
or defend their claim or cause, the court shall nevertheless proceed to pro-
nounce sentence, or judgment, which shall in like manner be final and deciaive;
the judgment or sentence and. other proceedings being in either case trans-
mitted to congrese, and lodged among the acts of congress, for the security
of the parties concerned; provided that every commissfoner, before he aita In
Judgment, shall take an oath, to be administered by one of the judges of the
supreme or superior court of the atate where the cause shall be tried, *“well
and truly to hear and determine the matter In question, according to the
best of his judgment, without favor, affection or hope of reward:” provided,
. glsg, that no state shall be deprived of territory for the benefit of the United
Btates. .
Al controveraies concerning the private right of soll, claimed under differ-
ent grants of two or more states whose jurisdictions, as they may respect
such lands, and the states which passed such grants, are adjusted, the sald
grants or either of them belng at the same time claimed to have originated
antecedent to such settlernent of jurisdlietion, shall, on the petition of either
party to the congress of the TInited States, be finally determined, &s near
as may be, in the same manner ag 1§ before prescribed for deciding disputes
respecting territorial jurisdiction between different atates.

The United States, in congress assembled, shall also have the 8ole and
excluelve right and power of regulating the alloy and value of coin struck
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by thelr own authorlty, or by that of the reapective states, fixing the standard
of welghts and measures throughout the United States; repulating the trade
and managing all affairs with the Indians, not members of any of the staten:
provided, that the legislative right of any wstate, within its own limits, be
not Infringed or violated; eatablishing and regulating post offices from one
atate to another, throvghout all the United States, and exacting such postage
on the papers passing through the same as may be requisite to defray the
expenses of the sald office; appointing all officers of the land forces in the
service of the United States, excepting regimental officers; appointing all the
officera of the naval forces, and commlissioning all officers whatever in the
service of the Unilted States; making rules for the government and regula.
tlon of the sald land and naval forces, and dlrecting their operationsa.

The United States, In congress aseembled, shall have authority to appaint
a committes, to it In the recess of congress, to be denominated “A Commit-
tee of the States,” and to consiat of one delegate from each state; and to
appoint such other committees and clvil officers as may be necessary for
managing the general affairs of the United Btates under their direction: to
appoint one of thelr number to preslde: provided, that no peraon shall be
allowed to serve in the office of president more than one year in any term
of three Yyears: to ascertaln the neceseary sums of money to be ralsed for
the service of the Unlted States, and to appropriate and apply the same
- for defraying the public expenses; to borrow money or emit bills on the credit
of the TUnited States, transmitting every half wear to the respective states
an account of the sumsa of money so borrowed or emitted; to bulld and equip
a navy; to agree upon the number of land forces, and to make requisitions
from each state for ita guota, im proportion to the number of white Inhabi-
tants In such state, which requisition shall be binding; and thereupon the
legislature of each atate shall appoint the regimental officers, ralse the men,
and clothe, arm and equip them, in a soldier-like manner, at the expense of
the United States: and the offlcers and men, so clothed, armed and equipped,
ghall march to the place appointed, and wlithin the time apgreed on, by the
United States, In congress assembled; but if the United States, In congress
assembled, shall, on consideration of clrcumstances, judge proper that any
gtate should not ralee men, or should ralze a smaller number than 3 quota,
and that any other state should ralse a greater number of men than the
quota thereof, such extra nurmber shall he raised, officered, clothed, armed and
equipped In the same manner as the quota of such state, unless the legisla-
ture of such state shall judge that such extra number can not be safely spared
out of the same, In which case they ghall raise, offlcer, clothe, arm and equip
as many of such extra number as they judge can be mafely spared, and the
officers and men, so clothed, armed and equipped, shall march to the place
appointed, and wlithin the time agreed on, by the United States, In congress
assembled. :

The TInited States, In congress assembled, shall never engage In a war, nor
grant letters of marque and reprisal in time of peace, nor enter into any
treatlea or alliances, not coln money, nor regulate the wvalue thereof, nor
ascertaln the sums and expenses necessary for the defense and welfare of
the United States, or any of them, nor emit bills, nor borrow money on the
credit of the Unpited States, nor appropriate money, nor agres upon the num- -
ber of veasels of war to be bullt or purchased, or the number of land or sea
forces to be ralsed, nor appoint a commander-in-chief of the army or navy,
unless nine states assent to the same, nor shall a question on any other polnt,
except for adjournlng from day to day. be determined, unlesz by the votes
of a8 majority of the Unlted States, in congress asssmbled.

The congress of the United States shall have power to adjourn to any
time within the year, and to any place within the United States, so that no
period of adjournment be for a longer duration than the space of six months,
and shall publish the fournal of thelr proceedings monthly, except such parts
thereof relating to treaties, alllances or military operations as in thelr judg-
ment require secrecy; and the yeas and nays of the delegates of each state,
on any questlon, shall be entered on the journsl, when it {3 desired by any
delegate; and the delegates 'of a state, or any of them, at his or their requeat,
shall be furnished with a transcript of the sald journal, except such parts
as are nbove excepted, to lay before the lepislatures of the several states.
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Art. 10. The committee of the atates, or any nine of them, shall e author-

ized to execute, In the recess of congresa, such of the powers of congress. as
the United Btates, In congress assembled, by the consent of nine states, shall
from time to time, think expedient to vest them with; prowided, that no power
be delegated to the sald committes, for the exercise of which, by the articles
of confederation, the volce of nine states, in the congress of the Unlted States
assembled, 1s requisite.
. Art. 11. Canada, acceding to this confederation and jolhing in the measures
of the United States, shall be admitted into and entitled to all the advantages
of this union; but no other colony shall be admitted into the same, unleas
such admission he agreed to by nine atates,

Art. 12, Al bills of e¢redit emltted, moneys horrowed and debts con-
tracted by or under the authority of congress, before the assembling of the
United BStates In pursuance of the present confederation, shall be deemed
and considered as a charge against the United States, for payment and satis-
faction whereof the said United States and the public faith are hereby asclemnly
pledged.

Art. 13. HEvery state shall abide by the determinations of the United
Btates, In congress assembled, on all questions which by this confederation
are mubmitted to them. And the articles of thia confederation shatll be
Inviolably observed by every state, and the union shall be perpetual; nor
shall any alteratlon at any time hersafter be made in any of them, unleas
such alteration be agreed to in a congress of the TUnited Stantes, and be
afterwards conflrmed by the legislaturea of every state.

And whereas It hath pleased the great Governor of the world to Incline
the hearts of the leglslatures we reapectively represent in Congreaa to approve
of, and to authorize us to ratify, the sald articles of confederation snd per-
petual union, Know ye, that we, the underaigned dJdelegates, by virtue of
tha power and authority to us glven for that purpose, do, by these presents,
In the name and In behalf of our respective constituents, fully and entirely
ratify and confirtn each and every of the said articles of confederation and
perpetual union, and all and singular the matters and things therein con-
tained. And we do further solemnly plight and engage the faith of our
respective conatituents that they shall abide by the determinations of the
United States, In congress assembled, on all queations which by the safd
confederation are submiltted to them; and that the articles thereof shall be
inviolably ohserved by the states we respectively represent, and that the
union shall be perpetual. In witness whereof, we have hereunto set our
hands, in congress

of America.

We, the people of the TInited Statea, In order to form a more perfect union.
establish justice, insure domestic tranquility, provide for the common
defense, promote the general welfare, and secure the blessinga of lberty
to ourselves and our posterity. do ordain and establish this constitution
for the TUnited States of America.

ARTICLE 1.

Section 1. All leglisiative powers herein granted shall he vested In a con-
gress of the United Siates, which ahall consist of a senate and house of
repreaentatives.

Bec. 2, (1)* The house of representatives shall be composed of members
chosen every pecond wyear by the people of the several states; and the. electors
in each state shall hawve the qualifications requlsite for electors of the most
numerous branch of the siate leglslature.

{2) No person shall be a representative who shall not have attained to
the age of twenty-five years, and been seven years.a cltizen of the United
States, and who shall not, when elected, be an Inhabitant of that atate In
which he shall be chosen.

{3) [Representatives and direct taxes shall be apportioned among the
severa]l states which may he included within this union aceording to their
respective numbers, which shall be determined by adding to the whols number
of free persons, including those bound to service for a term of years, and
excluding Indlans not taxed, three-fifths of gll other perscuns.]t The actual
enumeratfon shall be made within three years after the first meeting of the
congress of the United States, and within every subsequent term of ten years,
in such manner as they shall by law direct. The number of representatlves
ghall not exceed one for every thirty thousand, but each state shall have at
least one representative, and, untll such enumeration shall be mads, the etate
of New Hampshire shall be entitled to choose three, Massachusetts eight, Rhode
Island and Providence Plantationg one, Connecticut five, New York alx, New
Jersey four, Pennsylvania eight, Delaware one, Maryland alx, Virginia ten,
North Carolina five, South Carolina five, and Georgla three.

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{4) When vacanciez happen In the representation from any state, tha
exacutive authority thereof shall I[ssue writs of election to fill auch vacancies.

{5} The house of representatives phall choose their speaker and other
offlcers, and ehall have the sole power of impeachment.

Sec. 8. (1) The senate of the United States shall be composed of two
senators from each state, chosen by the legislature thereof for six years;
and each senator shall have one vole.

{2) Immedlately after they shall be assembled In coneequence of the first
election, they shall be divided as equally asm may be Into three classes. The
peats of the senators of the first class shall be vacated at the expiration of
the second year, of the eecond class at the explration of the fourth year, and
of the third class at the explration of the sixth year, so that one-third may
be chosen every second year; and if vacancles happen, by reslgnation or other-
wise, during the recess of the legislature of any state, the executive thereof
may make temporary appointmentas untll the next meeting of the legislature,
which ehall then fill such vacancles.

{3} No person shall he a senator who shall not have attained to the age
of thirty years, and been nine years a citlzen of the Unlted States, and who
shall not, when elected, be an inhabitant of that state for which he shall be
chosgen.

{4} The vice-prealdent of the TUnlted Statea wshall be president of the
senate, hut shall have no vote, unless they be equally divided.

{6) The senate shall choose their other officers, and aleo a president pro
tempore, In the absence of the wvice-president, or when he shall exercize the
office of president of the United States.

(6) The senate shall have the aole power to try all impeachments, When
sitting for that purpose they shall be on oath or affirmation. When the
prepident of the United States is tried, the chlef justice shall preside; and
no person shall be convicted without the concurrence of two-thirds of the
members present

(7Y Judgment In cases of Ilmpeachment shall not extend further than to
removal from office, and disqualification to hold and enjoy any office of honor,
trust or profit under the TUnited States; hut the party convicted shall never-
theless be liable and sublect to indictment, trial, judgment and punishment,
according to law.

Hee. 4. (1) The times, places and manner of holding elections for sen-
ators and representatives shall be prescribed In each state by the legislature
thereef, but the congress may at any time by law make or alter such regula-
tionse, except a3 to the places of choosing senators

{2) The congress shall assemble at least once in every year. and such
meeting shall be on the first Monday In December, unless they shall by law
appoint a different day. -

Sec. 5. (1) Each house shall be the Judge of the elections, returns and
qualifications of its own members, and & majority of each shall constitute
a quorum to do business; but a smaller number may adjourn from day to day,
and may be authorized to compel the attendance of abszent members, In such
manner and under such penaltles as each house may provide.

(2) Each houss may determine the rules of its proceedings, punlsh its
membera for disorderly behavior, and. with the concurrence of two-thirds,
expel a member.

{3) Each house shall keep a journal of ita procesdings, and from time
to time publish the same, excepting such parts as may in thelr judewent
require secrecy; and the yeas and nays of the members of either house on
any question shall, at the desire of one-fifth of those present, be entered on
the fournal.

{4) Nelther house, during the sesslon of congress, shall, without the con-
sent of the other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to any other place
than that In which the two houses shall he sitting. '

Sec. 6. (1) The aenators and representatives shall recelve 2 compensa-
ticn for their Bervices, to be ascertalned by law, and pald out of the treasury
of the United States. They shall in all cases, except treason, felony and
breach of the peace, be privileged from arrest durlng their attendance at the
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sessions of thelr respective houses, and in going to and returning from the
same; and for any sapeech or debate In efther house they shall not be ques-
tloned In any other place.

{2) No senator or representative shall, durlng the time for which he was
elected, be appointed to any civil office under the authority of the United
Btates, which shall have been created, or the emoluments whereof ghall have
been increased, during such time; and no person holding any offtce under
the United States shall be a member of either house during hia continuance
in offlce.

Be¢. 7. (1) All bllls for ralsing revenue smhall originats In the houee of
representatives, but the senate may propose or concur with amendments, as
on other bills.

(2) Every bill which shall have passed the house of representatives and
the senate, shall, before it becomes a law, be presented to the president of
the United Statea; {f he approve he shall sign {t, but if not he shall return
it, with his objections, to that honse in which {t ghall have origlnated, who
shall enter the objectiona at large on thelr Journal, and proceed to reconsider
it. If after such reconsideration two-thirds of that house shall agree to pass
the bill, it ashall be sent, together with the objection®= to the other house, by
which it shall lkewise be reconsidered, and, if approved by two-thirdas of that
house, it shall become a law. But in all such cases the votes of both houses
shall be determined by wyeas and nays, and the names of the persons voting
for and against the bill shall he entered on the jJournal of each haotuse, respec-
tively. If any Bbill ghall not be returned by the president within ten dayvs
{Sundays excepted) after it shall have been presented to him, the same shall
be a law, In like manner as if he had signed it, unlesz the congress by their
adjournment prevent ita return, In which case it shall not be a law.

{3) Every order, resolution or vote to which the concurrence of the senate
and house of representatives may be necessary (eXecept on a question of
adjournment) shall be presented to the president of the United States, and,
before the same shall take effect, shall be approved by him, or, belng dis-
approved by him, shall be repassed by two-thirds of the senate 'and house
of representatives, ‘according to the rules and limitatlons prescribed in the
ecase of a Bl

Sec. 8. The conzresa shall have power:—

{1) To lay and collect taxes, duttes, imposata and excises, to pay the debts
and provide for the common defense and general welfare of the United States;
but all duties, imposta and excisea shall be uniform throughout the United
States;

{2) To borrow money on the credit of the United Btates;

(3) To repulate commerce with foreign nations, and among the several
states, and with the Indlan tribes;

(4) 'To establish an uniform rule of naturalization, and uniform laws
on the subject of bankruptcies throughout the United States;

{5} To coin money, regulate the value thereof and of forelgn coin and
fix the atandard of weights and measures;

(6) To provide for the punishment of counterfelting the securitles and
current coln of the TInited States;

{1y ‘To establish post-offices and post-roads;

{8) To promote the progress of actence and useful arts, by securing for
limited times to authors and Inventors the exclusive right to their reapectlve
writings and discoverles; .

{3) To constitute tribunals inferior to the supreme court;

(10) To define and punish piracles and felonles committed on the high
seas, and offenses against the law of nations;

{11) To declare war, grant letters of marque and reprisal, and make
rules concerning captures on land and water;

(12) To ralse and support armies; but no appropriation of money to that
use shall be for a longer term than two years;

(13) To provide and maintain a navy;

(14) To make tules for the government and regulation of the land and

naval forces;
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(16) To provide for calling forth the militla to execute the lawa of the
unlon, suppreses insurrections and repel Invasions;

(18) To provide for organizing, arming and diseiplining the militia, and
for governing euch part of them as may be employed In the service of the
United Statea; reserving to the states, respectively, the appointment of the
officers and the authority of training the militia according to the discipline pre-
scribed by congress; '

{17) To exercise excluslve legislatlon, in all cases whatsoever, over such
district (not exceeding ten miles square) a= may, by cession of particular states
and the acceptance of. congress, become the seat of the government of the
United States, and to exercise llke authority over all places purchased by the
consent of the legislature of the state In which the same shall be, for the erec-
tlon of forts, magazines, arsenals, dock yards and other needful bufldinge; and—

(18) To make all laws which shall be necegsary and proper for carrying
Into execution the foregoing powers, and all other powera vested by thia con-
stitution In the government of the United States, or in any department or
officer thereof.

Bec. 9. (1) 'The migration or !mportation of such persons as any of the
atates now exlsting shall think proper to admit shall not be prohibited by the
congreas prlor to the year one thousand elght hundred and eight, but a tax
or duty may be imposed on such Importatlon, not exceeding ten dollara for
each person.

(2) The privilege of the writ of habeas corpus shall not be susppended,
unlees when, in cases of rebellion or invagion, the publle safety may require it

(3) No blll of attainder or ex post facto law shall he passed.

{4) No capitation or other direct tax shall be lald, unless in proportion
to the census or enumeration hereinbefore directed to be taken.

{6) No tax or duty shall be laid on articles exported from any state.

{8) No preterence shall he given by any regulation of commerce or revenue
to the ports of one state over thoee of ancother:; nor shall vessels bound to or
from one state be obliged to enter, clear or pay dutles in another.

(7) Ne¢ money shall be drawn from the treagury but in consequence of
appropriations made by law, and a regular statement and account of the re-
celpts and expenditures of all public money shall he published from time to time.

(8) No title of nobility shall be granted by the United States; and no
person holding any office of profit or trust under them shall, without the consent
of the congress, accept of any present, emolument, office or title, of any kind
whatever, from any king, prince or forelgn state.

Sec. 10, (1) No state shall enter into any Lreaty, alliance or confedera-
tlon: grant letters of marque and reprisal;: coin money; emit bills of credit;
make any thing but gold and silver coin a tender in payment of debts; pass
any bill of attalnder, ex post facto law; or law impairing the obligation of
contracta, or grant any title of nobillty.

(2) No state shall, without the consent of the congress, lay any lmposta
or dutles on imports or exports, except what may be absolutely necessary for
executing {ts fnspection laws: and the net produce of all duties and imposts,
laid by any state on Imports or exports, shall be for the use of the treasury
of the Unfted States; and all such laws shall be subject to the revislon and
control of the congress,

(3} No state shall, without the consent of congress, lay any duty of tonnage,
keep troops or ships of war in time of peace, enter intoe any agreement or
compact with another state, or with a forelgn power, or engage In war, unless
actually Invaded, or in such imminent danger as will not admit of delay.

ARTICLE II

Rectlon 1. (1) The exccut!ive power shall ba vested In a pre=sident of the
United States of America. He shall hold his office during the term of four years,
and, together with the vice-president chosen for the satne term, be elacted
as follows:

{2) Each state shall appoint. In such manner as the legislature thereof may
direct, a number of electors, equal to the whole number of senators and repre-
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sentativea to which the state may be entltled {n the congress; but no senator
or representatlve, or person holding an office of trust or profit under the TInited
States, shall be appointed an elector.

The electora shall meet In their respective states and vote by ballot for two
persons, of Whom one at least shall not be an Inhabitant of the eame state
with themselves. And they ghall make a list of all the persons voted for, and
of the number of votes for each; which list they shall slgn and certify, and
tranamit sealed to the seat of the government of the Unfted States, directed
to the president of the senate. The president of the senate shall, in the presence
of the senate and house of representatives, gpen all the certificates, and the
votes shall then be counted. The person having the greatest number of votes
ghall be the president, If such number be a majority of the whole number of
electors appointed ; and if there be more than one who have such majority, and
have an equal number of votes, then the honse of representativea ahall immedi-
ately choose, by ballot, one of them for president; and if no person have a
mafority, then, from the flve highest on the lst, the sald house shall, In like
manner, choose the president. But in choosing the preeldent the votes shall be
taken by states, the representation from each state having one vote; a quorum
for this purpose shall consist of a member or members from two-thirds of the
states, and a majority of all the states shall be necessary to a cholce. In every
case, after the choice of the president, the person having the greatest number of
votes of the electors shall be the vice-preaident. But it there should remain
two or more who have equal votes, the senate shall choose from them, by ballot,
the vice-president. .

[The foregoing clause has been superseded and annulled by the twelfth
amendment, post.f

{3} The congresa may determine the time of choosing the electors, and the
day on which they shall plve their votes; which day shall be the same through-
out the Unlted States

(4} No person except a natural born citizen, or a citizen of the United
States at the tlme of the adoption of thia constitution, shall be ellgible to the
office of president; neither shall any person be eliglble to that office who shall
not have attalned to the age of thirty-five years, and been fourteen years a resi-
dent within the United States.

{6 In case of the removal of the president from offlce, or of his death,
realgnation, or inabllity to dlacharge the powers and dutles of the sald office,
‘the same shall devolve on the vice-president, and the congress may by law
provide for the case of removal, death, resignation or lpability, both of the
president and viee-president, declaring what officer shall then act as presi
dent, and such offlcer shall act zccordingly until the dlsabllity be removed
or a preaident shall be elected.

{8y The president shall, at stated times, receive for hla services a com-
pensation, which zhall neither be jncreased nor diminished during the period
for which he shall have been elected, and he shall not receive within that
period any other emolument from the United States or any of them.

{7) Before he enter on the execution of hiz office, he shall tike the
following oath or aflirmation:

“] do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will fafthfully execute the office
of president of the United States, and will, to the best of my ability, preserve,
protect, and defend the conatitution of the United States.™

e. 2. (1) The president shall be commander-in-chief of the army and
navy of the United States, and of the militia of the several states when called
intoe the actual service of the TUnited States; he may require the opinlon in
writlng of the principal officer in each of the executive departments, upon
any subject relating to the duties of their respective offices; and he shall have
power to grant reprieves and pardons for offenses against the United States,
except in cases of impeachment.

(2) He shall have power, by and with the advice and consent of the
senate, to make treatles, provided two-thirds of the senatora present concur;
and he shall nominate, and by and with the advlce and consent of the senate,
shall appoint, ambassadors, other publlc ministers and consuls, judges of the
supreme court, and all other officers of the United States, whose appolntments

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are not herein otherwise provide@ for and which shall be established by law.
But the congress may, by law, vest the appointment of auch inferlor officers
as they think proper In the president alone, in the courts of law, or In the
heads of departments,

(3) The prealdent shall have power to flll up all vacancles that may
happen during the recess of the senate, by granting commisasionsa, which shall
expire at the end of their next seasion,

Sec. 3. He shall from tlme to time give to the congress information of
the state of the Unlon, and recommend to their conaideration such measures
na he shall judge necessary and expedient. He may, on extraordinary occaslons,
convene both houses, or elther of them; and, In case of disagreement between
them with respect to the time of adjournment, he may adjourn them to such
time as he shall think proper. He shall recelve ambassadors and other publie
ministers. He shall take care that the laws be falthfully executed; and shall
commlission all the officers of the United States.

Gec. 4. The president, vice-premident, and all eilvil ofMcers of the Unlted
States, shall be removed from office on impeachment for, and conviction of,
treagon, bribery, or other high crimer and misdemeanors.

ARTICLE IIL

Sectfon 1. The Judicial power of the United States shall be vegted in one
supreme court, and in such inferfor courts a= the congress may, from time
to time, ordain and establish. The judgea, both of the supreme and inferlor
courts, shall hold their offices during goud behavior; and shall, at stated times,
receive for thelr services 2 compensation, which shall not be dlminished during
their continuance in office.

Bee. 2. (1) The fudielal power shall extend to all cases in law and equity
arising under this constitution, the laws of the United States, and treatiles
made, or which shall be made, under their authority; to all cagses affecting
ambassadors, other public ministers and consuls; to all cases of admiralty and
maritime jurisdietlon; to controversies to which the United States shall be =
party; to controversies between two or more states, between a state and
cltizena of another atate, hetween citizens of different states, hetween citizens
of the same state claiming lands under grants of different states, and between a
state, or the citizens thereof, and foreign states, citizens or subjects.

(2) 1In all cases affecting ambassadors, other publle ministera and eonsuls,
and those In which a state shall be a party, the supreme court shall have
original juriediction. In all the other cases, before mentloned, the supreme court
ghall have appellate jurizdiction, both ae to law and fact, with such exceptions
and under such regulations as the congreass shall make.

{3) The trial of 21l crimes, except In cases of lmpeachment, shall be by
jury: and such trial shall be held in the state where the sald crimes shall have
been committed; but when not committed within any state, the trial shall be
at such place or places as the congress may by law have directed.

Bee, 3. (1) Treason against the United States shall comnsist only In levy-
Ing war against them, or In adhering to their enemles, giving them ald and
romfort, No person shall be convicted of treason unless on the testimony of
Iwo witnesses to the same overt act, or on confessfon in open court.

{2) The congress shall have power to declare the punishment of
\reason, but no attalnder of treason shall work corruption of blood, or for-
feiture, except during the life of the person attainted.

ARTICLE IV.

Section 1. Full falth and credit shall be given In each state to the publiz
aets, records and judicial proceedings of every other state. And the COnETess
may, by general laws, prescribe the manner in which such acts, records and
proceedings shall be proved, and the effect thereof.

Sec. . (1) The citizens of each state shall be entitled to all privileges
and Immunities of cltizens In the several states.
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(3) A peraon charged In any satate with treason, felony or other erime,
who shall flee from justice and be found in another state, shall, on demand
of the executive authority of the state from which he fled, be delivered up,
to be removed to the atate having jurisdiction of the crime.

{3} No peraon held to aservice or labor In one state, under the laws
thereof, escaping into another, shall, in consequence of any law or regulation
thereln, be diecharged from such service or labor, but ghall be delivered up on
claim of the party to whom such service or labor may be due.

Bec. 8. (1) New atates may be admitted by the congreas Into this Union;
but no new state shall be formed or erected within the jurladiction of any
other atate, nor any atate be formed by the junction of two or more states, or
parts of states, without the consent of the leglslatures of the states concerned,
as well ax of the conpress.

{2} The congress shall have power to dispose of and make all needful
rulee and regulations respecting, the territory or other property belonging to
the United States; and nothing in this constitutlon shall be so construed as
to prejudice any clalma of the United States or of any particular state.

Bec. 4. The TUnited States shall guarantee to every state in this Unlon
a republican form of government, and shall protect each of them againat in-
vagion; and, on application of the legisglature, or of the executive {(when the
legislature cannot be convened), against domesatic viclence.

ARTICLE V.

The congress, whenever two-thirds of bhoth houses shall deem it necessary,
shall propose amendments to this constitution, or, on the application of the
legialatures of two-thirds of the several states, shall call a convention for propos-
ing amendmenty, which, In either case, shall be valid to all intents and purposes,
as part of this constitutlon, when ratified by the legielatures of three-fourtha
of the several states, or by conventions in three-fourths thereof, as the one
or the other mode of ratification may be proposed by the congress; provided,
that no amendment which may be made prior to the year one thouannd elght
hundred and eight shall in any manner affect the first and fourth clauses in
the ninth pection of the flret article; and that no state, without ita consent,
shall be deprived of its equal suffrage in the senate.

ARTICLE VI

{1) AN debts contracted and engagements entered into before the adoption
of this constitution shall be as valld apainst the United States under thie con-
stitution as under the confederation.

(2) 'Thia constitution, and the laws of the United States which shall be
made in pursuance thereof, and all treaties made, or which shall be made,
under the authority of the United States, shall be the supreme law of the
land; and the judgzes in every state shall be bound thereby, anything in the
constitution or laws of any state to the contrary notwithstanding.

(3} The senators and representatives before mentloned, and the members
of the several atate legislatures, and all executive and judicial officers, both
of the United States and of the peveral states, shall be bound by oath or
afirmation to support this constitution; but no religlous test shall ever be
required as a qualification to any offica or public trust under the United
Btates.

ARTICLE VIIL

The ratification of the conventiona of nine statea shall be sufficlent for the
establishment of this constitution between the states so ratifying the same.

Done in convention, by the ununimous conaent of the states present, the seven-
teenth day of September, in the year of our Lord one thousand seven
hundred and efghty-seven, and of the independence of the Unlted States of
America. the twelfth.

AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION.

{Proposed by congress, and ratified by the legislatures of the several states,
pursuant to the fifth article of the original constitution. For dates of
ratffication see foot note.*)

ARTICLE L

Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or
prohibiting the free exerclse thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech or of
the press; or of the right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petlition
the government for a redress of grievances.

ARTICLE II

A well regulated militla belng necessary to the security of a free state,
the right of the people to kKeep and bear arms shall not bhe Infringed.

ARTICLE III

No seldier shall, in time of peace. be quartered in any honse without the
consent of the owner; nor in time of war, but in a manner to be prescribed
by taw.

ARTICLE IV.

The right of the people to be secure In thelr persons, houses, papers, aml
effects, against unreasonable searches and selzures, shall not be violated; and
no warrants shall issue, but upon probable cause, supperted by oath or affirma-
tlon, and particularly describing the place to be searched, and the persons or
things to be =seized. :

AMENDMENTS TO CONSTITUTION 21

- ARTICLE V.

No person shall be held to answer for a capital, or otherwizse Infamous
crime, unless on a presentment or indictment of a grand jury, except In cases
arfaing in the land or naval forces, or in the militia, when in actual eervice,
in time of war or publie danger; nor shali any person be sublect, for the
game offense, to be twice put in jeopardy of life or limb; nor ehall be com.
pelled, in any criminal case, to be a witness againet himself; nor be deprived
of life, Hberty, or praoperty, without due procesa of law; nor shall private
property be taken Ior public use without just compensation.

ARTICLE VI

In all criminel prosecutfons, the accused shall enjoy the right to a
speedy and public trial, by an Impartial jury of the atate and diatrlet wherein
the ¢rime shall have been committed, which diatrlet shall have been previously
ascortained by law, and to be informed of the nature and cause of the accusa-
tlon ; to be confronted with the witnesses against him: to have compuleory pro-
ceag for obtalning witnesses in his favor; and to have the assistance of counsel
for hin defense.

ARTICLE VIL

In Buits at common law, where the value in controveray shall exceed twenty
dollars, the right of trlal by jury shall he preserved; and no fact, trled by a
Jury, shall be otherwlse re.examined in any court of the TUnited States, than
agcording to the rules of the common law.

ARTICLEH VIIL

Excessive bail shall not be regulred, nor excessive fines imposed, ner cruel
and vnusual punishments fnflicted.

ARTICLE IX,

The enumeration In the constitution of certaln rights shall not be construed
to deny or disparage others retained by the people.

ARTICLE X.

The powers not delegated to the TInited States by the constltﬁt!on, nar
prohibited by it to the states are reserved to the atates reapectively, or to the
people.

ARTICLE XI.

The judicial power of the United Btates shall not be construed to extend
to any suit in law or eqnity, commenced or prosecuted agalnst one of the
United States by citizens of another state, or by cltizens or sublects of any
forelgn atate.

ARTICLE XII

Section 1. The electors shall meet in their respective states, and vote by
ballot for president and vice-president, one of whom, at least, shall not be an
inhabitant of the same state with themselves; they shall name in thelr bhallots
the person voted for as president, and in distinct ballots the person voted for
ag vice-president; and they shall make dlatinct lists of all persons voted for
as preaident, and of all persons voted for as vice-presfdent, and of the number
of votes for each, which lista they shall sign and certify, and tranamit sealed
to the peat of the government of thé United States, directed to the president of
the senate; the president of the senate ehall, in the presence of the senate and
house of representatives, open all the certificates, and the wotes shall then be
counted ; the person having the greatest number of votes for preasldent shall
be tha president, If such number be a majority of the whole number of electora
appainted ; and if no persen have such majority, then from the perions having
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umbers, not exceeding three, on the liat of those voted -for as
::I;:sil:iie‘nl:s:h: house&ot representatives ahall choose Immediately, by ballot, the
president. But in choosing the preeident, the votes shall be taken by states, the
representation from each state having one vote; a quorum for this purpose
ghall consist of a member or members from two-thirdes of the states, and a
majority of all the states shall be necessary to a cholce. And If the house
of representatives shall not choose a president, whenaver the right of chelce
ghall devolve upon them, before the fourth day of March next following, then
the vice-president shall act as president, as in the cage of the death or other
constitutional disability of the president.

Sec. 2. The person having the greatest number of votes a8 vica-president
shall be the vice-president, if such number be a majority of the whole number
of electors appointed; and If no person have a majfority, then from the two
highest numbers on the list, the senate shall choose the wvice-president; a
quorum, for that purpoee, shall consist of two-thirds of the whole number of
senators, and a majority of the whole number shall be neceasary to a cholce.

Sec. 3. But no person constitutionally ineligible to the office of president
shall be eligible to that of vice-president of the United Btatea.

ARTICLE XIIL

Sectlon 1. Neither slavery nor Involuntary servitude, except as a punish-
ment for crime, whereof the party shall have been duly convicted, shail exist
within the TUnited States, or any place subject to their Jurisdiction.

Hee, 2. Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate
legislation.

ARTICLE XIV,

Sectlon 1. All persons bhorn or naturalized in the United States, and subject
to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the United States, and of the atate
wherein they reside. No state shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge
the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United Btates, nor shall any
atate deprive amy person of life, liherty, or property, without due process of

law, nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the
lawa.

Bec, 2. HRepreeentatives shall be apportioned among the several states
according to thelr respectlve numbers, counting the whole number of persons
in each state, excluding Indlans not taxed. PBut when the right to vote at
any election for the choice of electors for president and vice-president of the
United States, representatives in congress, the executive and judicial eificers
of a alate, or the members of the legiglature thereof, i3 denied to any of the
male Inhabitants of such state, heing twenty-one years of age, and citizens of
the United States, or in any way abridged, except for participation in rebellion
or other crime, the basizs of representation thereln shall be reduced in the
proportion which the number of such male ecitizens shall bear to the whale
number of male citizens twenty-one years of age In such state.

Sec. 3. No person shall he a senator or representative in congress, or elector
of president and vice-president, or hold any office, civil or military, under the
United Btates, or under any state, who, having previously taken an oath, as a
member of congress, or as an officer of the United States, or as a member of
any state legislature, or as an executive or judicial officer of any state, to
support the constitution of the United States, shall have engaged in insurrection
or rebelllon againat the same, or glven aid or comfort to the enemies thereof.

But congress may, by a vote of two-thirds of each house, remove such
disability.

Sec. 4. The validity of the public debt of the United States, authorized by
law, including debts Incurred for payment of pensions and bountles for servicea
in puppressing Insurrectlon or rebellion, shall not be questioned, But neither
the United States nor any state shall assume or pay any debt or obligation
Incurred in ald@ of insurrectlon or rebellion agalnst the United Etates, or any

clalm for loss or emancipation of any elave; but all mich debts, obligationa
and claims shall be held lilegal and veid.
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Bec. 5. The congresa shall have powar to enforce, by appropriate legistation,
the provislons of this article.

ARTICLE XV.

Sectlon 1. The right of cltlzens of the United States to vote shall not be
denied or abridged by the Tinited States or by any state on account of race,
color, or previous condition of servitude.

Sec. 2. The congress shall have power to enforce this artlele by approgpriate
legislation.

LAW AS TO PRESIBENTIAL SUCCESSION.

The presidentlal successzion 1s fixed by chapter 4 of the acts of the Forty-
ninth congress, firet sesslon. In case of the remowval, death, reaignation or
Ingbility of both the president and vice-presldent, then the =ecretary of state
shall act 28 president until the disability of the president or vice-president is
removed or a president 18 elected If there be no secretary of state, then the
gecrétary of the treasury will aclt; and the remainder of the order of succession
is ax followes: The gecretary of war, attorney-general, post-master general,
pegretary of the navy and secretary of the Interlor. The acting president must,
upon teking office, conveéne congress, if not at the time in session, in extra-
ordinary eession, Egiving twenty days' notice. This act applies only to stich
cabinet officers as shall have been appointed by the advice and consent of the
penate, and are ellgible under the constitution to the presidency.

CHAPTER 3592,—An Act to establish a Bureau of Immigration and Naturallzs-
tion, and to provide for a uniform rule for the naturalization of aliens
throughout the United States.

Be it enacted by thp Sencie and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress asgembled. That the deaignation of the Bureau
of Immigration In the Department of Commerce and Labor is hereby changed
to the “Bureau of Immigration and Naturalization,” which sald Bureau, under
the direction and control of the Becretary of Commerce and Labor, in addition
to the dutles now provided by law, shall have charge of all matters concern-
jng the naturalization of aliens.

That It shall be the doty of the sald Bureau to provide, for use at the
various Immigration stations throughout the United Etates, books of record,
whereln the commissioners of tmmigration shall cause a registry to be made
in the case of each allen arriving in the United Btatezs from and after the
passage of thia Act of the name, age, occupation, pergonal description (includ-
ing height, complexion, color of hair and eyee), the place of birth, the Iaat
realdence, the Intended place of residence in the United States, and the date
of arrival of sald allen, and, if entered through a port, the name of the vessel
in which he comes.

And it shall be the duty of said commlssioners of immigration to cause
to be granted to such allen a certificate of such registry, with the particnlars
thereof.

Bec. 2, That the Secretary of Commerce and Labor shall provide the sald
Burezu with such additional furnished offices within the c¢ity of Washington,
such books of record and facllitles, and such additional aesistants, clerks,
stenographers, typewriters, and other employes as may be necessary for the
proper dlacharge of the dutles imposed by this Acet upon such Buresu, fixing
the compensation of such additional employes until July first, nineteen hun-
dred and seven, within the appropriationa made for that purpose.

See, 3. That exclusive Jurisdiction to naturalize allens as citizens of the
United States Is hereby conferred upon the followlng specified courts: TUnited
States circuit and district courts now existing, or which may hereafter be
established by Congress in any gtate, United States district courts for the
Territories of Arizona, New Mexico, Oklahoma, Hawail, and Alaska, the
Supreme Court of the Diatrict of Columbia, and the United States courts for the
Indian Territory: also all courts of record In any state or territory now existing,
or which may hereafter be created, having a seal, a clerk, and jurisdiction In
actions at law or equity, or law and equity, in which the amount in contro-
versy s unllmited.

That the naturalization jurlsdiction of all courts herein specified, state,
territorial, and federal, shall extend only to allens resident within the respec-
tive judiclal districts of such courts.

The courtz herein specified shall, upon the requisition of the clerks of such
courts, be furnished from time to time by the Bureau of Imnmigration and
Naturalizatlon with such blank forms as may be required In the naturalization
of aliens, and all certificates of naturalization shall be consecutively numbered
and printed on safety paper furnished by said Rureau.

Bec. 4. That an allen may be admitted to become a cltizen of the United
States in the following manner and not otherwise:
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First. He shall declare on oath before the clerk of any court authorized
by this Aect to naturalize allens, or hls authorized deputy, in the district in
which puch alien resides, two years at least prlor to his admlssion, and after
he has reached the age of eighteen years, that it ia boma fide his Intentlon to
pecome’ s cltizen of the United States, and to renounce forever all alleglance
and fidelity to any foreign prince, potentate, state, soverelgnty, and particu-
iarly, by name, to the prince, Dbotentate, state, or aoverelgnty of which the
allen may be at the time a citizen or subject. And such declaration ghall aet
forth the name, age, occupation, personal description, place of birth, last for-
elgn residence and allegiance, the date of arrival, the name of the vesse]l, if
_any, In which he came to the United States, and the present place of residence
in the United States of sald alien: Provided, Aowever, That no alien whg, In
conformity with the law In force at the dete of hia declaration, has declared
his intention to become a citlzen of the Unilted States ahall he required to
renew such declaration.

Seeond. Not lese than two years nor more than seven years after he has
made such declaration of Intentlon he ghall make and file, {n duplicate, a
petition in writing, slgned by the applicant in'his own handwriting and duly
verified, in which petition such applicant shall state hig full name, his place of
residence {by street and mumber, if possible), his oceupation, and, if possible,
the date and place of his birth; the place from which he emigrated, and the
date and place of hia arrival in the United Statea, and, If he entered through
a port, the name of the vessel on which he arrived; the time when and the
place and name of the court where he declared his Intention to become a eiti-
zen of the United States; If he s married he sghall state the name of his wife
and, Iif possible, the country of her mnativity and her place of residence at
the time of fillng his petition: and i he has children, the name, date, and'
place of birth and place of residence of each child lving at the time of the
filing of his petition: Provided, That if he has filed has dectaration before the
passage of this Act he shall not be required to slgn the petition in' his own
handwriting.

The petition shall set forth that he ls not a disbellever In or opposed tu
arganized government, or a member of or afliliated with any organization or
body of persony teaching dishellef in or oppesed to organized government, a
polygamist er bellever in the practice of polygamy, and that it i& his Intention
to berome a citizen of the United States and to rencunce absolutely and for-
ever all alleglance and fidelity to any forelgn prince, potentate, state, or sov-
erelgnty, and particularly by name, to the prince, potentate, state, or sovereignty
of which he at the time of filing of hiz petition may be a citizen or sub-
ject, and that it is his intentlon to reslde permanently within the United
States, and whether or not he haz been denfed admission as a citizen of the
United Btates, and, {f denied, the ground or grounds of such denial, the court
or courts In which such decislon was rendered, and that the cause for such
denial has since been cured or removed, and every fact material to hias natural-
{xation and required to be proved upon the flnal hearing of hia application.
The petition shall alsc be verified by the affidavits of at least two credible wit-
nesses, who are citizens of the Unlted States. and who shall state In thelr
affidavits that they have personally known the applicant to be a resident of
the United States for a perlod of at least flve yearm contlnuously, and of the
atate, territory, or distriet in which the application is made for a period of
at least one year jmmediately preceding the date of the fillng of his petition,
and that they each have personal knowledge that the petitioner is a person of
goed moral character, and that he iIs in every way qualified, in thelr opinlon,
to be admitted as a citizen of the TInited States. At the time of fling his
petition there shall be filed with the clerk of the court a certificate from the
Department of Commerce and Labor, {f the petitioner arrlves in the TUnited
Btateg aflter the pasage of this Act, stating the date, place, and manner of his
arrival in the United States, and the declaratlon of intention of such petftioner,
which certificate and declaration shall be attached to and made a part of said
petition.
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Third. He ghall, before he i# admitted to citizenship, declare on oath in
open court that he will support the Constitution of the United States, and that
he absolutely and entirely renounces and ablures &ll allegiance and fdelity to
any forelgn prince, potentate, state, or soversignty, and particularly, by name,
to the prince, potentate, state, or soveralgnty of which he was before a citlzen
ot subject; that he will support and defend the Constitution and laws of the
United States against all enemies, forelgn and domestic, and bear true faith ana
allegiance to the same.

Fourth. It shall be made to appear to the satisfactlon of the court admit-
tIng any allen to citizenship that immediately preceding the date of his appll-
cation he has reaided continuously within the TUnited States five years
at least, and within the state or territory where such court is at the time held
one year at least, and that during that time he has behaved as a man of gocd
moral character, attached to the principles of the Comstitution of the Unlted
States, and well disposed to the good order and happiness of the same. In
addition to the oath of the applicant, the testimony of at least two witnesses,
citizens of the United ftates, as to the facte of residence, moral character, and
attachment to the principles of the Constitutfon shall be required, and the name,
place of residence, and occupatlon of each witness shall be set forth In the
record.

Fifth. In caee the allen applying to be admitted to citizenship has borne
any hereditary title, or has been of any of the orders of nobillty In the kingdom
or state from which he came, he shall, in addition to the above requisltes, make
an express renunclation of his title or order of nobility in the sourt to which
his application iz made, and his renunciatlon ehall be recorded in the court

fixth. When any alier who hzs declared his Intentlon to become a cltizen
of the Unlted States dles before he {s actuslly naturalized the widow and minor
children of such allen may, by complying with the other provisions of this Act,
be naturalized without making any declaration of Intention.

Sec. 5. 'That the clerk of the court shall, Immediately after fillng the
petition, glve notlce thereof by postlng in a publie and consplcucus place in
his office, or in the bullding in which his office 15 situated, under an appropriate
heading, the name, nativity, and residence of the allen, the date and place
of his arrlval In the United States, and the date, aa nearly as may be, for the
final hearing of hiz pettiion, and the names of the witnesses whom the appli-
cant expects to summon in his behalf: and the clerk shall, if the applicant re-
quests it, ismue a8 subpoera for the wiinesses so named by the said applicant
to appear upon the day set for the final hearing, but in case such wlinessss
cannot be produced vpon the final hearing other witnesaes may be summoned.

Bec. 6. That petitiona for naturalization may be made and flled during term
time or vacation of the court and shall be docketed the same day ag filed, but
final action thereon shall be had only on stated days, to be fixed by rule of
the eourt, and in no case shall final actlon be had upon a petitlon until at least
ninety daya have elapsed after fillng and posting the notice of such petition:
Provided, That no permon =hall be naturalized nor shall any certificate of
naturalization be issued by any court within thirty days preceding the holding
of any general election within its territorial jurladiction. It shall be lawful. at
the time and as a part of the naturalization of any alien, for the court, in its
diseretion, upon the petitlon of such allen, to make a decree changing the name

of sald allen, and his certificate of naturalization shall be issued to him in
accordance therewith,

Sec. 7. That no person who disbelleves In or who ia opposed to organized
government, or who is & member of or affiliated with any organization entertain-
ing and teaching such dlabelief in or opposition to organized government, or who
advocates or teaches the duty. necessity, or propriety of the unlawful assaulting
or killing of any officer or offcers, either of specific individuals or of officers
generally, of the Government of the United States, or of any other organized
government, because of his or their official character, or who is a polygamist,
shall be naturalized or be made a citizen of the TUnited Statea.
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Sec. 8. That no allen shall hereafter be naturalized or admitted as a citizen
of the United Btates who can not speak the English language: Provided, That
this requirement shall not apply to allens who are physlcally unable to comply
therewith, if they are otherwise gualified to become citlzens of the United
Staten: And provided further, That the requirements of this sectlon shall not
apply to any allen who has prior to the passage of thizs Act declared him Inten-
tion to become a citizen of the United States in conformity with the law in force
at the date of making such declaration: Provided furiher, That the require-
ments of Section Elght shall not apply te aliens who Bhall hereatter declare
their Intention to become citizens and who shall make homestead entries upon
the public lands of the United States and comply in all respects with the laws
providing for homeatend entriea on such lands,

Seec. 9 That every final hearing upon such petition shall he had in open
court before a judge or judgea thereof, and every final order which may be made
upon such petition shall be under the hand of the court and entered in full
upon a record Kept for that purpose, and upon such final hearing of such peti-
tion the applicant and witneazes shall be examined under oath before the court
and in the preserce of the court.

Sec. 10. That in case the petitioner has not resided in the state, territory,
or district for a perlod of five years continuously and immediately preceding the
filling of his petition he may establlsh by two witnesses, both In his petition and
at the hearing, the time of hia residence within the state, provided that it has
been for more than one year, and the remalning portion of his five years remi-
dence within the United States required by law to be establishd may be proved
by the depositions of two or more witnesses who are citizens of the United
States, upon notice to the Bureau of Immigration and Naturalization and the
Tnited States attorney for the distriet in which said witnesses may reside.

Sec. 11. That the United States shall have the right to appear before any
court or courta exercising jurisdictfon in naturalization proceedings for the pur-
pose of cross-examining the petitioner and the wiitnesses produced in suppeort
of hig petition concerning any matter touching or in any way affecting his right
{0 admiesion te citizenship, and shall have the right to call witnesses, produce
evidence, and be heard fn opposition to the granting of any petition in naturaliza-
tion proceedings.

Hec. 12. That 1t 1a hereby made the duty of the clerk of each and every
court exercising jurizdiction In naturalization matters under the provisions of
this Act to keep and fille a Quplicate of each declaration of Intention made before
him and to send to the Bureau of Immigration and Naturalizatfon at Washing-
ton, within thirty days after the Issuance of a certificate of citizenship, a
duplicate of such certificate, and to make and keep on file In hiz office a stub
for each certificate so issued by him, whereon shall be entered a memorandum
of all the essential facts set forth in such certificate, It shall also be the duty
of the clerk of each of sald courts to report to the said Bureau, within thirty
days after the final hearing and decision of the court, the name of each and
every alien who shall be denled naturalization, and to furnish to said Bureau
duplicates of all petitions within thirty days after the filing of the same, and
certified coples of such other proceedings and orders instituted in or issued
out of said court affecting or relating to the naturalization of aliens as may be
required from time to time by the said Bureau.

In case any such clerk or officer acting under his direction shall refuse or
neglect to comply with any of the foregoing provisfons he shall forfeit and
pay to the United States the sum of twenty-flve dollars in each and every
case in which such viclation or omisslon occurs, and the amount of such forfeit-
ure may be recovered by the United States in an action of debt against such
clerk, -

Clerkse of courta having and exercising jurisdictlon In naturalization
matters shall be responsible for all blamk certificates of citizenship received
by them from time to time from the Bureau of Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion, and shall account for the same to the safd Bureau whenever required

%0 to do by such Bureau No certificate of cltizenship received by any such

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be defaced or Injured In such manner as to prevent its use
‘f.f’ﬁe;':ﬁd;r?ﬁﬁea shall fn any case be destroyed, but such certifieate shall
be returned to the gaid bureau; and In case any puch qlerk shall fail to return
or properly account for any certificate furnished by the sald Buresu, as herein
provided, he shall be llable to the Unlted States In the sum of fifty doliars, to
be recoverad in an action of debt, for each and every certificate not properly
accounted for or returned. -

Sec. 13, That the clerk of each and every court exercising jurisdiction in
naturalfzation cases shall charge, collect, apd account for the following fees
in each proceeding:

For recelving’ and flilng a declaration of Intention and 1sening & duplicate
thereof, one dollar.

For making, fillng, and docketing the petition of an allen for admisslon as
a citizen of the United States and for the final hearing thereon, two dollara:
and for entering the final order and the issuance of the certificate of eitizen-
ghip thereunder, if granted, two dollars,

The clerk of any court collecting such fees s hereby authorized to retaln
one-half of the fees collected by him in such naturalization proceeding: the
remaining one-half of the naturalizatlon feea in each case collected by such
clerks, Tespectively, shall be accounted for in their quarterly accounts, “which
they are hereby required to render the Bureau of Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion, and paid over to such Bureau within thirty days from the close of each
guarter in each and every flscal year, and the moneys 8o recelved shall be paid
over to the disbursing clerk of the Department of Commerce and Yabor, who
shall thereupon deposit them in the Treasury of the United States, rendering an
account therefor quarterly to the Auditor for the State and other departments,
and the sald disbursing clerk shall be held responsible under his bond for sald
fees s0 recefved.

In addition to the fees herein required, the petitioner shall, upon the filing
of hiz petition to become a citizen of the United States, deposit with and pay
to the clerk of the court a sum of money sufficient to cover the expenses of
subpoenaing and paying the legal fees of any witnesses for whom he may
request a subpoena, and upon the final discharge of such witnesses they shall
recelve, it they demand the same from the clerk, the customary and usual wit-
ness fees from the moneys which the petitioner shall have paid to such clerk
for such purpose, and the resldue, if any, shall be returned by the clerk to
the petitioner: Provided, That the clerks of courta exerciging jurisdiction In
naturalization proceedings shall be permitted teo retain one-half of the fees In
any fiscal year up to the sum of three thousand dollars, and that all fees
recelved Ly sach clerks in naturalization proceedings Iin excess of such amount
shall be accounted for and paid over to said Bureau as In case of other fees
to which the United States may be entitled under the provisions of this Act.
The clerks of the various courts exercising jurisdiction in naturalization pro-
ceedings shall pay all additional clerical force that may be required In per-
forming the dutles imposed by this Act upon the clerks of courts from fees
recelved by such clerks in naturalization proceedings. And In case the clerk
of any court collects fees in excess of the sum of six thousand dollars in any
one year, the Secretary of Commerce and Labor may allow to such clerk from
the money which the United States shaltl recelve additional compensation for
the employment of additional clerlcal assistamce, but for no other purpose, if

In the opinion of the sald secretary the business of such clerk warrants such
allowance.

Sec. 14. That the declaratfons of intention and the petitions for naturaliza-
tion shall be bound in chronological order ir separate volumes, Indexed, con-
secutively numbered, and made part of the records of the court

Each certificate of naturalization issued shall bear upon fts face, in a place
brepared therefor, the volume number and page number of the petition whereon

. such certificate was lssued, and the volume number and number of the
stub of such certificate. pase
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Sec. 15, That it shall be the duty of the United Statey dlstrict attorney for
the respective dlatricts, upon adffidavit ahowing good cause therefor, to inatftute
proceedings In any court having jurisdiction to naturalize allens in the judicial
Qistrict in which the naturalized citizen may reslde at the time of bringing the
sult, for the purpose of setting aside and canceling the certlficate of citizenship
on the ground &f frard or on the ground that such certificate of eltizenship waa

- fllegally procured. In any such proceedings the party holding the certificate
of citizenship alleged to have been fraudulently or lllegally procurad shall have
slxty days personal notice in which to make anawer to the petition of the
United States; and If the holder of such certificate be abgent from the United*
Btates or from the distriet in which he last had his residence, such notlce shall
he given by publication in the manner provided for the service of pummona
by publfcation 'or upon absentees by the laws of the state or the place where
such suit is brought

If any allen who shall have secured a certificate of clitizenship under the
provisions of this Act shall, within five years after the issuance of such cer-
tiftcate, return to the country of his nativity, or go to any other foreign coun-
try, and tazke permanént residence therein, it shall be considered prima facie
evidence of & lack of Intention on the part of such allen to hecome a perma-
nent citizen of the United Btates at the time of filing his application for citizen-
ship, and, In the absence of countervailing evidence, it shall be sufficfent in
the proper proceeding to authorize ..e cancellation of his certificate of eiltizen-
ghip as fraudulent, and the diplomatic and consular officers of the United States
in foreign countries shall from time to time, through the Department of SBtate,
furnish the Department of Justice with the names of those within their respec-
tive jurledictions who have such cert.ficates of citizenship and who have taken
permanent residence in the country of thelr nativity, or In any other foreign
eountry, and such staternents, duly certified, shall be admisgible in evidence in
all courta in proceedings to cancel certificates of citizenship.

‘Whenever any certificate of citizenship shall be set aside or cancelled, as
herein provided, the court in which such judgment or decree is rendered shall
make an order cancelihg such certificate of cltizenship and shall send a cer-
titfled copy of auch order to the Bureau of Immigration and Naturalization ;
and in ¢age such certificate was not originally issued by the court making such
prder it shall direct the clerk of the court to iransmit = copy of such order
and judgment to the court out of which such certificate of citizenship shall have
beenn originally issued. And it shall thereupon be the duty of the clerk of the
court receiving such certified copy of the order and judgment of the court to
enter the same of record and to cancel such original certificate of citizenship
upon the records and to notify the Bureau of Immigration and Naturalization
of such cancellation.

The provielons of thie section shall apply not only to certificates of citlzen-
ehip issued under the provisions of this Act, but to all certificates of citizenship
which may have been Issued heretofore by any court exercising jurisdlction In
naturalization proceedings under prior laws.

Sec. 18. That every -person who falsely makes, fqrges, counterfeits, or
causes or procures to be falsely made, forged, or counterfeited, or Enowingly
alds or assistes in ré.lse‘ly making, forging, or counterfelting any certificate of
eltlzenship, with intent to use the same, or with the intent that the same
may be used by some other person or persong, shall be gullty of a feloay, and
& person convicted of such offense shall be punished by imprisonment for not
more than ten years, or by a fine of not more than ten %“housand dollars, or by
both such fine and imprisonment.

Seec, 17. That every person who engraves orf causes oI procures to be
esgraved, or assists In engraving, any plate in the likeness of zny plate de-
slgned for the printing of a certificate of citizenship, or who sells any such plate,
or who brings into the United Htates from any foreign place any such plate,
except under the direction of the Secretary of Commerce and Labor, or other
proper officer, and any person who has in his control, custody, or posaesalon
any metallic plate engraved after the similtude of any plate from which any
such certificate has been printed, with intent to use such plate or suffer the
same to be used in forging or counterfeiting any such certificate or any part
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thereof ; and every person who prints, photographs, or in =ny other manner
causeg io he printed, photographed, made, or executed, any print or impres-
slon Iin the likeness of any such certificate, or any part thereof, or who sells
any such cvertificite, or bringe the same into the United States from any for-
elgn place, except by dlrection of some proper officer of the TUnited States,
or who has in his possession a distinetlve paper which hae been adopted by
the proper officer of the Unlted £tates for the printing of such certificate, with
intent to unlawfully use the same, shall be punished by & fine of not more
than ten thousand dollars, or by imprisonment at hard labor for not more
than ten yeara, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

Sec., 185. That it 18 hereby made a felony for any clerk or other person to
{ssue or be a party to the Issuance of a certificate of citlzenship contrary to
the proviaions of this Act, except upon a final order under the hand of a
court having jurisdiction to make suoch order, and upon conviction thereof
such clerk or other person shall be punished hy imprisonment for not more
than five yrars and by a fine of not more than five thousand dollars, In the
discretion of the court.

Sec. 1%. That every person who without lawful excuse is possessed of
any blank certificate of citizenshlp provided by the Burean of Immigration
and Naturalization, with intent unlawfully to use the same, shall be impris-
oned at hard labor not more than flve yeara or be fined not more than one
thouzsand dollars.

Sec. 20. That any clerk or other offlcer of a court having power under
this act to naturalize aliens, who wilfully neglects to render true accounts
of moneys received by him for naturalization proceedingzs or whe wilfully
neglects to pay over any balance of such moneys due to the United States
within thirty days after said payment shall become due and demand therefor
hasa been made and refused, shall be deemed guilty of embezzlement of the
public money¥s, and shall he punishable by imprisonment for not more than
five years, or by a fine of not more than five thousand dollars, or both.

See. 21. That it shall be unlawful for any clerk of any court or his author-
ized deputy or assistagt exercising jurisdiction in naturalization proceedings,
to demand, charge, collect, or receive any other or additional fees or moneys
in naturalization proceedings save the fees and moneys herein specified; and
a violation of any of the provislons of this section or any part thereof is
hereby declared to be a mizdemeanor and shall be punished by imprisomment
for not more than two years, or by a flne of not more than one thousand
dollara, or by both such filne and imprisonment.

Bec. 220 That the clerk of any court exercigsing jurlsdletion in natuoraliza-
tion proceedlngs, or any pergon acting under authority of this Act, who shall
knowingly certify that a petitioner, affiant, or witness named in an aflidavit,
petition, or certificate of citizenship, or other paper or writing required to
be executed under the provislons of this Act, personally appeared before him
and was sworn thereto, or acknowledged the execution thereof or signed the
same, when in fact such petitioner, afflant, or witness did not personally
appear before him, or was not sworn therefo, or did not execute the same,
or did not acknowledge the execution thereof, shall be punished by a fine
not exceeding five thousand dollars, or by Imprisonment not to exceed five
Years.

Bec. 23, That any person who knowingly procures naturalization in vio-
lation of the provisions of this Act sghall be fined not more than five thousand
dollars, or shall be Imprisoned not more than five years, or both, and upon
conviction the eourt in which such conviction is had shall thereupon adjudge
and declare the final order admitting such person to citizenship vold.

Jurisdiction i3 hereby conferred on the courts having jurisdiction of the
trlal of such offense to make such adjudicauon. Any person who knowingly
alds, advises, or encourages any berson not entitled thereto to apply for or to
secure naturalization, or to file the preliminary papers declaring an intent
to become a citizen of the United States, or who in any naturalization pro-
ceeding knowingly procures or gives false testimony as to any matertal fact,
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or who knowlngly makes an affidavit false as to any materlal facts required
to be proved In such proceding, sahall he flned not more than flve thousand
doltars, or imprisoned not more than nve years, or both,

Bec. 24. That ho person shall be prosecuted, tried, or punished for any
crime arising under the provisions of thisz Act unless the indictment {a found
or the Information iz filed within flve years next after the commission of such
crime.

Sec. 26. That for the purpose of the prosecution of all crimes and
offenses againgt the naturalization laws of the United States which may have
heen committed prior to the date when thia Act shall go into effect, the
exlating naturalization laws shall remain fn full force and effect.

Bec. 26. That Section Twenty-one Hundred and Sixty-five, Twenty-one
Hundred and Bixty-seven, Twenty-one Hundred and Sixty-eight, Twenty-one
Hundred and Seventy-three, of the Revised Etatutes of the United States of
America, and Section Thirty-nine of Chapter One Thousand and Twelve of the
Stamtqs-at-large of the United States of Ametica for the year Nineteen Hundred
and Three, and all Acts or parts of Acts inconsistent with or repugnant to
the provisiens of this Act are hereby repealed.

within the United States within the meaning of the flve years' reﬁldence clausa
of the existing law,

Sec. 31. That this Act shall take effect and be in force from and after
ninety days from the date of itz passage: FProvided, That Sectlons (QOne, Two,
Twenty-eight, and Twenty-nine shall go into effect from and after the passage
of this Act.

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AUTHENTICATION OF RECORDS,

Revised Statutes of the United States of 1878

Section 905. The acts of the leglslature of any state or territory, or of any
country subject to the jurisdiction of the United States, shall be authenticated
by having the seals of such atate, territory, or country affixed thereto. The
records and judicial proceedings of the courts of any state or territory, or of
any such country, shall be proved or admitted in any other court within the
United States, by the aitestation of the clerk, and the seal of the court annexed,
if there be a seal, together with a certificate of the judge, chisf justice, or pre-
siding magistrate, that the said attestation is in due form, And the said records
and judiclal proceedings, s0 autheaticated, shall have such falth and eredit glven
to thern in every court within the United States as they have by law or usage
in the courts of the state from which they are taken.

Sec. 906. .All records and exemplifications of books, which may be kept in
any public office of any state or territory, or of any country subject to the juris-
diction of the Unlted SRtates, not appertalning to a court, shall be proved or
admitted in any court or eoffice In any other state eof territory, or in any such
country, Ly the attestation of the keeper of the said records or books, and the
geal of his office annexed, If there be a seal, together with a certificate of the
preelding justice of the court of the county, parish, or district in which such
office may be kept, or of the governor, or secretary of state, the chancellor or
keeper of the great aeal, of the state, or territory, or couniry, that the sald
attestation is in due form, and by the proper officers. If the sald certificate Is
given by the presiding justice of a court, it shall be further authenticated by
the eclerk or prothonotary of the sald court, who shall certify, under his hand
and the seal of hig office, that the said presiding justice is duly commissioned
and qualified ; or, if given by such governor, secretary, chancellor, or keeper of
the great seal, it shall be under the great zeal of the state, territory, or country
aforesaid in which it i3 made. And the sald records and exemplifications, so
authenticated, shall have such faith and eredit given to them in every court and
office within the United States as they have by law or usage In the courts or
offices of the state, territory, or country, as aforesaid, fromm which they are
taken. '

(1) Be it ordeined by the United States, in congress assembled, That the
said territory, for the purposes of temporary government, be one district; sub-
ject, however, to be divided into two districts, as future circumstances may, in
the opinion of congress, make it expedient.

(2) Be it ordained by the authority aforesaid, That the estates, both of
resident and non.resident proprletors in the said territory, dyving intestate, shall
descend to and be distributed among their children, and the descendants of a
deceased child, in equal parts; the descendants of a deceased child or grand-
child to take a share of their deceased parent in equal parts among them;
and where there shall be no children or descendants, then in equal parta to
the next of kin, in equal degree; and among collaterals, the children of a
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deceased brother or asfater of the Intestate shall have, in equel parts among
thetn, thelr deceased parent's mhare; and there shall, in ne case, be a distine
tlon between kindred of the whole and half blood; eaving, In all cazes, to the
widow of the intestate her ihird part of the real estate for life, and one-third
part of khe personal estate; and this law relative to descents and dotwer shall
remain in full force untll altered by the legislature of the digtrict. And until
the governor and judges shall adopt laws, as hereinafter mentloned, eatates
in the said territory may be devized or bequeathed by wille in writing, asigned
and sealed by him or her in whom the estate may be (being of full age), and
attested by three witnesses; and real estates may be conveyed by lease and
release, or bargaln and sale, elgned, sealed and delivered by the person, being
of full age, in whom the eastate may be, and attested by two witnesses, provided
such wills be duly proved, such conveyances be acknowledged, or the execution
thereof duly proved, and be recorded within one year after proper maglstrates,
courts and registers shall be appointed for that purpose: and personal property .
may be transferred by delivery. saving, however, to the French and Canadian
inhabitants, and other settlers of the Kaskaskias, Saint Vineents, and the neigh-
boring villages, who have heretofore professed themselves citizens of Virginia,
their laws and customs now iIn force among them relatlve to the descent and
econveyance of property.

{3) Be it ordoeined by the authority oforesaid, That there shall be ap-
pointed, from time to time, by congress, a governor, whose commisalon shall
continue In force for the term of three years, unless sooner revoked by con-
gress ! he ghall reside in the district, and have a frechold estate therein in one
thousand acres of land, while in the exercise of his office.

~ {4) There shall he appointed from time to time, by congress, a secretary,
whose commiasion shail continue In force for four years, uniess sooner revoked;
he shall reside in the district, and have a freehold estate therein in five hun-
dred acrea of land, while In the exercise of hig office. It shall be his duty to
keep and preserve the acte and laws passed by the legislature, and the public
records of the district, and the proceedings of the governor in his executive
department ; and transmit avthentic copies of such acts and proceedings, every
gix months, to the secretary of congress. There shall also be appointed a
court, to consist of three judges, and two of whom to form a court, who shall
have 2 common law jurisdiction, and reside in the distriet, and have each
therein a freehold estate in five hundred acres of land, while in the exercise of
thelr offices; and their commissicms shall continue in force during good be-
havior.

(5) The governor and judges or a majority of them, shall adopt and pub-
lish, in the district, such laws of the original states, criminal and clvil, as may
be necessary and best sulted to the clreumstances of the district, and report
tuem to congresa from time to time; which laws shall be in force in the distriet
until the organization of the general asgembly therein, unless disapproved of by
congress; but afterwards the legislature shall have authority to alter them
a8 they shall think fit.

(6) The governor, for the time being, shall be commander-in-chief Jf the
militin, appoint and commission all oﬂicers in the same below the tank of
general officers; all general offlcers shall' be appointed and cormnissloned by
congress. ,

{7) Previous to the organization of the general assembly, the governor
shall appoint such magistrates and other civil offlcers, In each county or town-
ship, as he shall find necessary for the preservation of peace and good order in
the same. After the general assembly shall be organized, the powers and
duties of the magistrates and other civil sfficera shall be regulated and defined
by the =ald assembly; but sll magistrates and other civil officers, not hereln
otherwise directed, shall, during the continuance of thls temporary govern-
ment, be appointed by the governor.

(8} For the prevention of crimes and Injurles, the laws ic be adopteil or
made shall have force in .all parts of the dfatrict, and for the execution of
process, criminal and civil, the governor shall make proper divisiona thersof;
and he shall proceed from time to time, as ecircumstances may require, to lay
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out the parts of the district in which the Indfan titles shall have been extin-
guighed, into countles and townships, subjlect, however, to such alterationa aa
may thereafter be made by the leglelature.

{9) 8o soon as there ehall be five thousand free male inhabltants of full
age in the district, upon giving proof thereof to the governor, they shall receive
authority, with time and place, to elect representatives from thelr countles or
townships, to represent them in the peneral assembly: provided that for
every flve hundred free male inhabltants there shall be one representative, and
#0 ¢n, progreesively, with the number of free male inhabitants, shall the right of
representation increase, wntll the number of representatives shall amournt to
twenty-five, after which the number and proportion of representativee shall
he regulated by the leglelature: provided that no person be eligible or gualified
to act as a representative, unless he shall have been a cltizen of one of the
Tinited Btates three years, and be a resident In the distriet, or unlesa he shall
have resided in the district three years, and in elther case shall likewlse hold in
his own right, In fee simple, two hundred acres of land within the same: pro-
vided, oimo, that a frechold In fifty acres of land Iin the dlstrict, having been a
citizen of one of the states, and being reaident In the diatrict, or the like freehold
and two years' residence in the district, shall be necessary to qualify a man as
an elector of a representative.

{10) The representallve thus elected shall serve for the term of two Years;
and in ecase of the death of a representative, or removal from office, the
governor shall issue a writ to the county or township for which he was a
member, to elect another in his stead, to serve for the residue of the term.

(11) The general assembly, or legislature, shall consist of the governor,
legielative council, and a house of representatives. The legislative council shall
conalst of five members, to continue in office five years, unless soomer removed
by congresa: any three of whom fo.he a quorum. And the members of the
council shall be nominated and appointed in the following manner, to wit: As
soon as representatives shall be elected, the governor shall appoint a time and
place for them to meet together, and, when met, they shall nominate ten
persona, realdents in the district, and each possessed of a freeheold in five hun-
dred acres of land, and return thelr names to congress; five of whom congress
ahalli appoint and commission to serve as aforesaid; and whenever a vacancy
shall happen in the council, by death or removal from office, the house of repre-
sentatives shall nominate two persons, qualified as aforesaid, for each vacancy,
and return their names to congress; one of whom congress shall appoint and
commission for the residue of the term. And every filve years, four months
at least before the expiration of the time of service of the members of the coun-
cll, the sald house shall nominate ten persons, qualified as aforesafd, and return
thelr names to congress; flve of whom congress shall appoint and commission
to serve as members of the council five years, unless sooner removed, And the
governor, legislative council and house of representutives shall have author-
ity to make laws, in all cases, for the good government of the digtrict, not
repugnant to the principles and articles In this ordinance established and de-
clared. And all hills, having passed by a majority in the house, and by a
majority in the ¢ouncil, shall be referred to the governor for his assent; but
no bill or leglslative act whatever shall he of any force without his asgent.
The governor shall have power to convene, prorogue and dissolve the general
assembly, when in his opinion it shall be expedient.

(12) The governor, judges, legislative council, secretary, and such other
officers a8 congress ghall appoint In the distriet, shall take an oath or afirma-
tlon of fdelity and of office; the governor before the president of congress,
and all other officers before the governor. As soon as a legislature shall be
formed in the district, the council and house assembled, In one room, shall
have authority, by joint ballot, to elect a delegate to congress, who shall have
a sgeat In congress, with a right of debating, but not of voting, during this
temporary government.
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ARTICLES OF COMPACT.

And for extending the fundamental principles of civil and religioua lberty,
which form the basiz whereon these republics, their laws and constitutions are
erected ; to fix and establish those principles ag the baasla of all laws, constitu-
tiong and governments which forever hereafter shall be formed in the wald
territory ; to provide also for the establishment of states, and permanent gov-
ernments therein, and for their admission to share in the federal counells, on
an equal footlng with the origlnal states, at as early periods as may be con-
.Bistent with the general interest:

It i3 Rhereby ordained ognd declared, by the authority aforesaid, That the
following articles shall he considered as articles of compact between the orlg-
inal atates and the people and states in the sald territory, and forever remain
unalterable, unless by common conscnt, to wit:

ARTICLE 1. No person demeaning himself in a peaceable and orderly man-
ner shall ever be molested on account of his mode of worship, or religlous
sentiments. in the sald territory.

ARrT. 2. The inhabitants of the said territory ahall always be entitled to
the benefits of the wrlt of habens corpus and trlal by jury. of a proporticnate
representation of the people In the legislature, and of judicial proceedings
according to the course of the common law. All persons shall he baliable,
unless for criminal offenses where the proof shall be ovident, or the presump-
tion great. All fines shall be moderate; and no ¢ruel or unusual punishments
ghall be inflicted. o man shall be deprived of his llberty or property but by
the judgment of his peers or the Iaw of the Iand; and should the public
exigencles malke it necessary for the common preservation to take any person's
property, or to demand his particular services, full compensation shall he made
for the same. And In the just preservation of rights and property, it is under-
gtood and declared that no law ought ever to be made or have force in the sald
territory. that shall in any manner whatever interfere with or affect private
contracts or engagements, bone fide, and without fraud, previously formed.

ART. 3. Religion, morality and knowledge being necessary to good govern-
ment and the happiness of mankind, schools and the means of education shall
forever be encouraged. The utmost good faith shall always be observed
towards the Indiana; their lands and property shall never be taken from them
without their consent, and in thelr property, rights and liberty they never shall
be invaded or disturbed, unless In just and iawful wars, authorlized by con-
gress: but laws founded in justice and humanity shall, from time to tikme, be
made for preventing wrongs peing done to them, and for preserving peace and
friendship with them.

Art. 4. The said territory, and the etates which may be formed therein,
shatl forever remain a part of tanls confederacy of the United States of
America, subject to the articles of confederation, and to such alterations therein
as shall be constitutionally made, anu to all the acta and ordinancea of the
United BStates, in congress assembled, conformable thereto. The Inhabitants
and mettlers In the said territory shall be subject to pay a part of the federal
debts, contracted, or to be contracted, anu 2 propertlonal part of the expenses
of government, te be apportioned on them by congress, according to the same
common rule and measure by which apportionments thereof shall be made on
the other states; and the taxes tor paying their propertion shall be lald and
levied by the authority and direction of the legislatures of the district or dis-
tricts, or new states, a9 In the original states, within the time agreed upon by
the United States, In congress assembled. The legislatures of those districts
or new states shall never interfere with the primary disposal of the soil by the
United Btates, in congress assembled, nor with any regulations congress may
find necessary for securing the title in such seil to the bone fde purchasers.
No tax shall be imposed on lands, the property of the United States; and in
no case shall non-resident proprietors be taxed higher than residenta. The
navigable waters leading inte the Mississippl and St Lawrence, and the carry-
ing places between the same, shall be common highways, anu Iorever free, as
well to the Inhabltants of the sald territory as to the citizens of the United
Btates and those of any other states that may be admitted into the confederacy,
without any tax, impost or duty therefor.
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ART. 6. 'There shall be formed In the sald territory not lesa inan three nor
more than five states; and the bounaarles of the states, as soon as Virginla
shall alter her act of cemsion, ahd consent to the same, shall become fixed and
established as tollows, to wit: The western atate In the said territory shall be
bounded by the Misslsalppi, the Ohio, and Wahash rivers; a direct line drawn
from the Wabash and Post Vincents, due north to the territorial line between
the Tnited States and Canada; and by the =ald territorial line to the Lake of
the Woods and Mississippl. The middle state ehall be bounded by the sald
direct line, the Wabash from Poat vincents to the Ohlo, by the Ohio, by a
direct line drawn due north from the mouth of the Great Miami to the said-
territoria! line, and by the eald territorial llne. The eastern state shall be
bounded by the last mentioned direct line, the Ohio, Penhsylvania and the said
territorial line: prowvided, however, and it {3 furthcr undersiood and declored,
That the boundaries of these three states shall be subject so far to be altered
that, i congress shall hereafter find It expedient, they shall have authority to
form ogne or two states in that part of the eaid territory which lies north of an
east and west line drawn through the southerly bend or extreme of Lake Michi.
gan, And whenever any of the sald states shall have aixty thousand free
inhabitants therein. such state shall be admitted, by ita delegates, into the con-
gress of the United States, on an equal footing with the original states, in all
respects whatever, and shall be at liberty to form a pertnanent constitution and
state government: gprovided, the constitution and government so to be formed
shall be republican, and in contormity to the principles contained in these
articles; and so far as it can be consistent with the general interest of the
confederacy, such admission shall be allowed at an earlier period, and when
there may be a less number of free Inhabitants in the state than sixty
thoueand.

ART. 6. There shall e neither slavery nor Involuntary servitude In the sajd
territory, otherwise than in the punishment of crimes, whereof the party shall
have heen duly convieted: previded cuoways Luu. any perszon escaping into the
same, from whom labor or service is lawfully claimed in any of the originat
states, such fugitive may be lawfully reclalmed and conveyed to the person
claiming his or her labor or service, as aforesaid,

Be it ordained by the authorily oforesaid, That the resolutions of the twenty-
third of April, one thousand seven hundred and eighty-four, relative to the
subject of this ordinance, be, and the same are, hereby repealed and declared
null and vold,

of their sovereignty and independence the twelfth.

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ORGANIC LAW OF MICHIGAN,

AN ACT TO DIVIDE THE INDIANA TERRITORY INTO TW(Q SEPARATE
GOVERNMENTS.

fApproved January 1f, I1805.)

SEcrioN 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representutives of

the United Btates of America in Congress aqssembled, That from and after the
thirtieth day of June next, all that part of the Indiana territory which lies
north of a line drawn east from the southerly bend or extreme of Lake Michi-
gan, until jt shall intersect Lake Erie, and east of a line drawn from the said
southerly bend through the middle of sald lake to its morthern extremity, and
thence due north to the northern boundary of the Unlted States, hall, for the
purpose of temporary povernment, constitute a separate territory, and be called
Michigan.

BEC. 2. And be it further enacted, That there shall be established within the
#ald territory a pgovernment in all respects similar to that provided by the
ordinance of congress, passed on the thirteenth day of July, one thousand
seven hundred and eighty-seven, for the government of the territory of the
United States, northwest of the river Ohio; and by an act passed on the
seventh day of August, one thousand seven hundred and elghty-nine, entitled
“An Act to provide for the government of the territory northwest of the river
Ohio ;" and the inhabitants thereof shall be entitled to and enjoy all and
singular the rights, privileges and advantages granted and secured to the
people of tle territory of the United States, northwest of the river Ohlo, by the
said ordinance.

laws to the speaker of the house of representatives, for the use of congress.
And in case of the death, removal, resignation or necessary absence of the
governor from the territory, the secretary shall have, and he is hereby author-
ized and required to execute and perform all the powers and duties of the
governor during such vacancy or necessary absence, or until another SOvernor
shall he duly appointed to fll such vacancy.

BEC. 4. 4And be it further enacied, That the lepislative power shall he vested
in the governor and a legislative assembly. The legislative assembly shall con-
sist of a council and house of representatives. The council shall conaist of
thirteen members, having the gualifications of voters as hereinafter prescribed,
whose term of service shall continue two years. The house of representatives
ghall consist of twenty-six members, possessing the same qualifications as pre-
scribed for the members of the councll, and whose term of mervice shall continue
one year. An apportionment shall be made as nearly egual as practicable
among the several countles, for the election of the council and representatives,
glving to each section of the territory representation In the ratio of Its popula.
tion, Indians excepted, as nearly as may be. And the said members of the
councll and house of representatives shall reside in and be inhabitants of the
district for which they may be elected. Previous to the firast election, the gov-
ernor of the territory shall cause the census or enumeration of the Inhabitants
of the several counties in the territory to be taken and made by the sheriffs
of the sald countfes, respectively, unleas the same shall have been taken within
three months previous to the third day of July next. and returna thereof made
by said sheriffs to the governor. The firat election shall be held at such time
and place, and be conducted in such manner, a3 the povernor shall appolnt and
direct, and he shall at the same time, declare the number of members of the
couneil and house of representatives to which each of the counties or districts
are entitled under this act. The number of persons authorized to be elected,
having the greateat number of votes in each of the said counties or districts
for the council, shall be deciared by the said governor to be duly elected to the
said council; and the person or persons having the greatest number of votes
for the house of representatives, equal to the number to which each county may
be entltled, shall also be declared by the governor to be duly elected; prowided,
the governor shall order a new election when there id a tle between two or more
persona voted for, to supply the vacancy made by such tie. And the persons
thua elected to the legislative assembly shall meet at such place and on such
day as he shall appoint; but thereafter the time, and place and manner of hold-
ing and conduecting all electlons by the people, and the apportioning the repre-
sentation in the several countles to the council and house of representatives
according to population, shall be prescribed by law, as well as the day of the
annual commencement of the sesslon of the said leglalative assembly; but no
session in any year shall exceed the term of seventy-five days.

8gc. 5. And be it further enacted, That every free white male citizen of the
nited States above the age of twenty.one years, who shall have been an
inhabitant of sald territory at the time of its organization, shall be entitled to
wote at the first election, and shall be eligible to any office within the =aid
territory, but the aqualifications of voters at all subsequent electlonz shall be
such as shall be determined by the legislative assembly; prowided, that the right
of suffrape shall be exercized only by citizens of the United States.

. Bpc. 6. And be it further enacted, That the legislative power of the territory
ghall extend to all rightful subjects of legislation; but no law shall be passed
interfering with the primary disposal of the soll; no tax shall be imposed upon
the property of the Unlted States: nor shall the la.nds or other property of non-
residents be taxed higher than the lands or other property of residents. All the
lawas of the governor and legislative assembly shall be submitted to, and, If
disapproved by, the congrese of the United States, the same shall be null and of
no effect.
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Sxc. 7. And be it further enccted, That all township officers, and all county
officers except Judicial officers, justices of the peace, sherifts and clerks of courta
shall be elected by the people In such manner as i now prescribed by the laws
of the territory of Wisconain, or as may, after the firat election, be provided by
the governor and lepislative assemmbly of Iowa territory. The governor shall
nominate, and, by and wlth the advice and consent of the legislatlve council,
ghall appoint all judiclal officers, justices of the peace, sheriffs, and all militia
officers, except thowe of the staff, and all civil officers not herein provided for.
Vacancies occurring In the recesa of the council sghall be filled by zppointments
from the governor, which shall explre at the end of the next »seasion of the
legislative assembly; but the sald governor may appoint, in the firat instance,
the aforesaid officers, who ahall hold their offices until the end of the next
session of the eald leglslative amsembly.

Spc. 8. And be it furtker enacted, That no member of the legislative assem-
Wiy shall hold, or be appointed tp, any office created, or the salary or emolu-
ments of which shall have been Increased, whilst he was a member, during the
term for which he ghall have been elected, and for one year after the expira-
tion of such term: and no pergon holding a commission or appointment under
the United States, or any of its officers except as a militla officer, shall be a
member of the sald council or house of representatives, or shall hold any office
under the government of the said territory.

SEC. 9. Amnd be it further enacted, That the judicial power of the sald terrl-
tory shall be vested in a supreme court, district courts, probate courts, and in
justlces of the peace. The supreme court shall consist of a chlef justice and
two assoclate judpges, any two of whom shall be a quorum, and whoe shall hold
a term at the seat of government of the sald territory annually; and they ghall
hold their coffices during the term of four years. The said territory shall he
divided into three judicial districts and a district court or courts phall be held in
each of the three distriets, by one of the judges of the supreme court, at such
times and places as may be prescribed by law; and the said judgea shall, after
their appointment, respectlvely, reside in the distriets which shall be sssigned
to thetn, 'The Jurisdiction of the several courts herein provided for, both appel-
late and original, and that of the probate courts, and of the justices of the
peace, shall be as lmited by law: provided, however, that justices of the peace
shall not have jurisdiction of any matter of controversy when the title or
boundaries of land may be Iin dispute, or where the debt or sum claimed exceeds
fifty dollars. And the sald supreme and district courts, respectively, shall
possess a chanecery as well as a common law jurisdiction. XEach district court
ghall appoint ita clerk, who shall keep his office at the place where the court
may be held, and the sald clerks shall also bBe the registers In chancery; and
any vacancy In said office of clerk, happening in the vacation of said court. may
be fillled by the judge of sajd district, which appointment shall continue until
the next term of satd court. And writs of error, bills of exceptlon, and appeals
in chancery causes, shall be allowed in all cases from the final decisions of the
gald distriet courts to the supreme court, under such regulationa as may be
prescribed by law; but in no case removed to the supreme court shall trial by
Jury be allowed in sald court. The supreme court may appoint its own clerk,
and every clerk shall hold his office at the pleasure of the court by which he
shall have been appointed. And writs of error and appeals from the final
decizgion of the sald supreme court shall be allowed and taken to the supreme
court of the Unlted States, in the same manner and under the same regulations
as from the elrcuit courts of the United States, where the value of the property
or the amount In controversy, to be ascertained by the oath or affirmation of
elther party, shall exceed $1,000. And each of the sald district courts shall
have and exercise the same jurisdiction in all cases arising under the constitu-
tion and laws of the United States as is vested In the circuit and district courts
of the Unlted States. And the firat six days of every term of zald courts, or
8o much thereof as shall be neceassary, shall be appropriated to the trial of
causes arising under sald comstitution and laws. And writs of error and
appeals from the final decisions of the sald courts, In all such cases, shall be
made to the supreme court of the territory, !n the same manner as In other
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cases. The said clerk shall recelve In all such cases the same feem which the
clerks of the distriet courts of Wisconsin territory now recelve for similar
services.

8gc. 10. 4And be it further enacted, That there shall be an attorney for the
sald territory appolnted, who shall continue in office for four years, unless
sooner removed by the president, and@ who shall recelve the same fees and
salary aa the attorney of the United States for the present territory of Wiscon-
stn. There shall also be a marshal for the territory appointed, who shall hold
his office for four years, unless sooner removed by the president, who shall
execute all process Issulng from the said courts when exercising their jurlsdie.
tion as circuit and district courts of the Inited States. He shall perform the
same dutles, be subject to the same regulations and penaltles, and be entitled
to the same fees as the marshal of the distriet court of the United States for
the present.territory of Wisconsin; and shall, !n addition, be pald the sum of
two hundred dollars annually as a compensation for extra services.

BeEC. 11. And be it further enccted, That the governor, secretary, chief
justice and assoclate judges, attorney and marshal shall be nominated, and, by
and with the advice and consent of the eenate, appointed, by the president of
the Tnited States. The governor and secretary, to be appointed as aforesald,
shall, before they act as such, respectively take an oath or affirmation betore
gome judge or justice of the peace in the existing territory of Wisconsin, duly
commissioned and qualified to administer an oath or affirmatlon, or before the
chief justice or some assoclate justice of the supreme court of the United
Btates, to support the constitution of the United States and for the faithful
dlacharge of the duties of thelr respective offices; whick pald oaths, when
#0 taken, shall be certified by the peraon bhefore whom the same shall
have beem taken, and such certificate shall he recelved and recorded by
the zald Aecretary among the executive proceedings. And, afterwards, the
chief Justice and associate judges, and all other civil officers in =sald terri-
tory, before they act as such, shall take a like oath or affirmation, before
8aid governor, or secretary, or some Judge or justice of the territory, who may
be duly commissioned and qualified, which said oath or affirmation shall be
certified and transmitted, by the person taking the same, to the secretary, to be
by him recorded as aforesaid; and, afterwards, the llke oath or affirmation shall
be taken, certified and recorded dn such manner and form as may be preseribed
by law. 'The governor shall recelve an annual salary of one thousand five hun-
dred dollara as governor, and one thousand dollars as superintendent of Indlan
affairs. The sald chief justice and assoclate judges shall each recelive an annual
salary of one thousand five hundred dollars. The secretary shall recelve an
annual salary of one thousand two hundred dollara. The said salaries shall bhe
pald quarter-yearly, at the treasury of the United States. The members of the
legialative assembly shall be entitled to recelve three dollars each, per day,
during their attendance at the session thereof, and three dollars each for every
twenty miles traveled in going to and returning from the sald sesslons, estl-
mated according to the nearest usually traveled route. There shall be appro-
priated annually the sum of three hundred and fifty dollars to be expended by
the governor to defray the contingent expensesa of the territory; and there shall
alse be appropriated annually a sum sufficient, t0 be expended by the mecretary
of the territory, and upon an estimate to be made by the secretary of the
treasury of the United States, to defray the expenses of the legislative assem-
bly, the printing of the laws, and other incidental expenses; and the secretary
of the terricory shall annually account to the secretary of the treasury of the
United States for the manner in which the aforesald sum shall have been
expended.

SEc. 12. And be it further enacted, That the inhabltants of the sald terri-
tory shall.be entitled to all the rights, privilegea and immunities heretofore
granted and secured to the territory of Wisconsin, and to its inhabltants, and
the existing laws of the territory of Wisconain shall be extended over gaid
territory, so far as the same be not incompatible with the provisions of thia
act, gubject, nevertheless, to be altered, modifled or repsaled by the governor
and legislative assembly of ihe sald territory of Iowa; and, further, the lawa
of the United Ftates are hereby extended over and ashall be in force in aald
territory, so far as the same, or any provisions thereof, may be mpplicable.
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8pc. 13, And be it further enacted, That the legislative assembly of the
territory of Towa shall hold its seselon at such tlme and place in said territory
as the governor thereof shall appolnt and direct; and at sald session, or as soon
thereafter as may by them be deemed expedient, the sald governor and legls-
lative assembly shall proceed to locate and establish the seat of government for
said territory, at such place as they may deemn eligible, which place, however,
shall thereafter be subject to be changed by the governor and legislative asgem-
bly. And the sum of twenty thousand dollars cut of any money in the treasury
not otherwise appropriated, 18 hereby granted to the said territory of Iowa,
which shall be applied by the governor thereof to defray the expenses of erect-
ing public buildings at the seat of government.

Sgc. 14, And be it further enacted, That a delegate to the house of repre-
sentatives of the United SBtates, to serve for the term of two yeara, may be
elected by the voters qualified to elect members of the legislative assembly, who
shall be entitled to the same rights and privileges as have been granted to the
delegates from the ecveral territories of the United States to the sald house
of representatives. The first election shall be held at such time and place, or
places, and bhe coanducted in such manner, as the governor shall appoint and
direct. The person having the greatest number of votea shall be declared by
the governor to be duly elected, and a certificate thereof shall be given to the
person 5o elected.

BEe. 15. And be it furiher enccted, That all sults, process and proceedings
and all Indictmenta and informations, which shall be undetermined on the third
day of July next, In the Adistrict courts of Wisconsin territory, west of the
Missiseippi river, shall be tranaferred to be heard, tried, prosecuted and deter.
mined in the district courts hereby established, which may include the sald
countles.

Sec. 16, And be it furtker enccted, That all justicez of the peace, con-
stables, sheriffs, and all other executive and judicial officers, who shall be in
office on the third day of July next, in that porilon of the presemt territory of
Wisconsin which will then, by thiz act, become the territory of Iowa, shall be,
and are hereby authorized and required to continue to exercise and perform the
dutles of their respective offices, as officers of the territory of Iowa, temporarily,
and until they or others shall be duly appointed 4o fill their places by the terri-
torial government of Iowa, In the manner hereln directed : provided that no officer
ghall hold or continue In office by virtue of this provision over twelve months
from the agaid third day of July next.

BEc. 17. And be it further enacted, That all causes which shall have been
or may be removed from the courts held by the present territory of Wisconsln,
in the countles west of the Mississippi river, by appeal or otherwise into the
supreme court for the territory of Wisconsin, and which shall be undetermined
therein on the third day of July next, shall be certified by the clerk of the =sald
pupreme court, and transferred te the supreme court of said territory of Iowa,
thera to be proceeded in to final determination, in the same manner that they
might have been in the sajd supreme court of the territory of Wisconsin

8gc. 18, And be it further enacted, That the sum of flve thousand dollars
be, and the same is hereby appropriated, out of any money in the treasury not
otherwlse appropriated, to e expended by and under the direction of the gov-
ernor of said territory of Iowa, in the purchase of a library, to be kept at the
seat of government, for the accommodation of the governor, legislative assem-
bly, judges, secretary, marshal and attorney of =aid territory, and such other
peraons as the governor and legislative assembly shall direct.

BEC. 19. And be it furiher enceted, That from and after the day named
in this act for the organization of the territory of Iowa, the term of the mem-
bers of the council and house of representatives of the territory of Wisconsin
shall be deetned to have explred, and an entirely new organization of the coun-
cil and house of representatives of the territory of Wisconsin, as constituted by
thia act, shall take place as follows: As soon as practicable, after the passage
of this aet, the governor of the territory of Wisconsin shall appertion the thir-
teen memhbers of the council, and twenty-six members of the h of repr ta
tives, among the several countles or districts comprised within sald territory,
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according to their population, as nearly as may be (Indians excepted). The first
election shall be held at such time as the governor shall appeint and direct,
and shall be conaucted, and returns thereof made, In all respects according to
the provisions of the laws of sald territory, and the governor shall declars the
person having the greatest number of votes to be elected, and shall order a
new election, when there iy a tie between two or more persons voted for, to
supply the vacancy made by such tle. The persons thus elected shall meet at
Madison, the seat of government, on such day as he shall apbolnt, but there-
after the apportioning of the representation in the several counties to the coun-
cll and house of representatives, according to population, the day of their
election, and the day for the commencement of the sesslon of tQe legislative
assemhbly, shall be prescribed by law,

Bee. 20. And de it further enacted, That temporarily, and untll otherwise
provided by law of the legislative assermbly, the governor of the territory of
Iowa may define the judicial districta of gald territory, and assign the judges
who may be appointed for sald territory to the several districts, ard also
appoint the time for holding courts in the epeveral counties in each diatrict, by
praclamation to be issued by him; but the lepislative assembly, at thelr Arst
or any subsequent sesslon, may organize, alter or modify such judielal diastrieta,
and asaign the judges, and alter the times of holding the courts, or any of
them.

AMENDMENTS TO THE ORGANIC LAW.

AN ACT TO ALTER AND AMEND THE ORGANIC LAW OF THE
TERRITORIES OF WISCONSIN AND IOWA,

fApproved Muarch 38, 1839.)

Sporion 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of
the Trnited States of Awmerice in Congress cssembled, That every bill which
shall have passed the Councll and House of Representatlves of the territories
of Iowa and Wisconsin shall, before it becomes a law, be presented to the
governor of the territory; If he approve he shall sign it, but if not, he shall
return it with his objections to that house in which it shall have originated,
who shall enter the objectlons at large on thelr journal, and proceed to recon-
gider it. If, after snch recnnsideration, two-thirds of that housze shall agree
to pass the blll, it shall be eent, together with the objections, to the other
house, by which it shall likewlse be reconsidered; and if approved by two-
thirda of that house 1t shall become a law., But in all such cases, the votes
of both houses shall be determined by yeas and nays; and the names of the
persons voting for and against the bill shall be entered on the journala of each
house, respectively. If any bill shall net be returned by the governor within
three days (Sundays excepted) after it shall have been presented to him, the
same shall be a law in like manner as if he had signed it, unless the assembly
by sdjournment prevent Its reinrn, in which case it shall not be a law.

SEc. 2. And be i¢ further enccled, That this act shall not be so construed
a3 to deprive Congress of the right to disapprove of any law passed by the
#said legislative assembly, or in any way jmpair or alter the power of Congress
over laws passed by sald amsembly.
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AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE ELECTION OR APPOINTMENT OF
CHERTAIN OFFICERE IN THE TERRITORY OF IOWA,
AND FOR OTHER FURPOSHS.

fApproved March 3, 18%3.)

SxcTioN 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Repesentatives of
the [United Stoates of Americo, in Congress assembled, That the legislative
assembly of the tercitory of Iowa, shall be, and are hereby authorized, to pro-
vide by lgw for the election or appointment of sheriffs, Judgea of probate,
Justices of the peace and county surveyors within the said territory, In such
way or manner, and at such times and places, as to them may eeem proper;
and, after a law shall have been passed by the legislative assembly for that
purpose, all electlons or appointments of the above named officers thereafter
to be ‘had or made shall be In pursuance of such law.

SEcC. 2. And be 4 further enacted, That the term of eervice of the Dpresent
delegate for satd territory of Iowa shall expire om the twenty-seventh day of
October, elghteen hundred and forty; and the qualified electora of sald terri-
tory may elect a delegate to serve from the said twenty-seventh day of October
to the fourth day of March thereafter, at such time and place as shall be
prescribed by law by the legislative assembly, and thereafter a delegate shall
be elected, at such time and plage as the legislative assembly may direct, to
gerve for a Congress, as members of the House of Representatives are now
elected.

WHERREAS the people of the territery of Jowa did, on the seventh day of October,
eighteen hundred and forty-four, by a convention of delegates called and
assembled for that purpose, form for themeselves 8 constitution and state
government ; and whereas the people of the territory of Florida did, in like

manner, by their delegates, on the e¢leventh day of January, eighteen hun-
dred and thirty-nine, form for themeselves a constltution and state govern-
ment, both of which sald constitutions are republican; and sald conventiona
having asked the admisasion of thelr respectlve territories inte the unlon
as etates, on equal footing with the original atates:

Bporion 1. Be {t enacted by ihe Senate and House of Representatives of
the Unfted Btates of America, in Conpress casembled, That the states of Iowa
and Florida be, and the same are hereby, declared to be states of the United
ftates of Amerlea, and are hereby admitted Inte the unlon on egual footing
with the original astates, in all respecta whatecever.

Smc, 2. And be it furtker enccted, That the following shall he the bound-
arles of the zald atate of ITowa, to-wit: beginning at the mouth of the Dep
Moines river, at the middle of the Misslsslppl, thence by the middle of the
channel of that river to a parallel of latitude pasaing through the mouth of
the Mankato or Blue-earth river, thence west along the said parallel of latitude
to & point where it {3 Intersected hy a meridien llne, seventeen degrees and
thirty minutea west of the meridlan of Washington city, thence due south to
the northern boundary line of the state of Missour]l, thence eastwardly follow-
ing that boundary to the point at which the same iIntersects the Des Moines
rlver, thence by the middle of the channel of that river to the place of he-
ginning.

8gc, 3. dAnd be it further enacled, That the said state of Iowa shall have
concurrent furiediction on the rilver Missiasippd, and every other river bordering
on the sald state of Iowa, so far as the said rivers shall form a common
boundary to sald state and any other state or states now or hereafier to be
formed or bounded by the same: Buch rivers to be common to both: and that
the safd river Miesisgippl, 2nd the navigable waters leading Into the same,
ghall be common highways, and forever free, as well to the Inhabitants of
sald state as to all other citizens of the United States, without any tax, duty,
imposat or tol! therefor, Imposed by the said state of Iowa.

8¢, 4. And be ft further enacted, That it is made and declared to be a
fundamental condition of the admission of sald state of Iowa into the union,
that so0 much of this act as relates to the sald state of Iowa shall be assented
to by a majority of the qualified electors at their township electioms, in the
manner and at the time prescribed in the sixth sectlon of the thirteenth article
of the constitution adopted at Iowa City the first day of November, anno
Dominl eighteen hundred and forty-four, or by the lepislature of sald state.
And, s¢ soon as such assent shall be given, the president of the [Inited States
shall announce the same by proclamation; and therefrom, without further pro-
ceedings on the part of Congress, the admission of the =aid state of Iowa
inte the union, on an equat footing In all respects whatever with the original
states, shall be consldered as complete.

BeC. . And be it further enacted, That said state of Floridae shall embrace
the territories of East and West Florida, which, by the treaty of amity, settle
ment and limits between the Tnited States and Spain, on the twenty-second
day of Fehruary, elghteen hundred and nineteen, were ceded to the United
States, ’

SEC. 6. And be it further enacted, That. until the next censua and appor-
tionment shall be made, each of sald states of Iowa and Florida shall be entitled
to one representative in the House of Representatives of the United States.

SeC. 7. And be it further engeted, That sald states of Iowa and Florida
are admitted into the unlon on the expresa condition that they shall never
interfere with the primary disposal of the pubuc lands lying within them, nor
levy any tax on the same whilat remaining the property of the TInited States:
provided, that the ordinance of the convention that formed the constitution
of Iowa, and which [s appended to the sald constitution, shall not be desmed
or taken to have any effect or validity, or to be Tecognized as In any manner
obligatory upon the government of the United States.
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AN ACT SUPPLEMENTAL TQ THE ACT FOR THE ADMISSION OF THE
STATES OF IOWA AND FLORIDA INTO THE UNION.

fApproved March 5, 1845.)

BecrioN 1. Be if enacted by the Sennte and House of Representatives of
the United States of America, in Congrezs assembied, That the laws of the
United States, which are not locally inapplicable, shall have the same force
and effect within the state of Iowa as elsewhere within the TUnited States.

SEC. 2. And be it furiher emacted, That the said state shall be one distriet,
and be called the district of Iowa; and a direct court shall be held thereln,
to consist of one judge, who shall reside in the sald district, and be called
a district judge. He shall hold, at the zeat of government of the said atate,
two sesslons of the sald district court annually, on the first Monday in Janu-
ary, and he shall, in all things, have and exercise the same jurisdiction and
powers which were by law glven to the judge of the Kentucky district, under
an act entitled "An act to establish the judicial courte of the United States.”
He shall appoint a clerk ror the said district, who shall reside and keep the
records of the said court at the place of holding the same; and shall receive,
for the services performed By him, the same fees to which the clerk of the
Kentucky district is by law entitled for aimilar services,

SEC, 3. And be if further enacted, That there shall be allowed to the judge
of the sald district court tne annual compensation of fifteen hundred dollars,
to commence from the date of his appointment, to be pald quarterly at the
treasury of the United States.

BeC, 4, And be 4 furither enccted, That there ghall he appointed in the
said district a person learned in the law to aet as attormey for the United
States; who cghall, in addition to his stated fees, be paid annually by the
United States two hundred dellars, as a full compensation for all extra serv-
ices; the said payments to be made guarterly, at the treasury of the United
Btates, .

BEC. 5. And be ¢ further enceted, That a .marshal ghall be appointed for
the safd district, who shall perform ihe same duties, be subject to the same
regulations and penalties, and be entitled to the same fees, as are prescribed
and allowed to marshals in other districta; and shall, moreover, be entitled
to the sum of two hundred dollars annually as a compensation for all extra
gervices.

SEC. 6. And be iz further enncted, That, In lleu of the propositions sub-
mitted to the Congress of the United States by an ordinance passed on the
first day of November, eighteen hundred and forty-four, by the convention of
delegates at Iowa City, assembled for the purpose of making a constitution
for the state of Iowa, which are hereby rejected, the following propositiona
be, and the same are hereby, offered to the legislature of the state of Jowa, for
their acceptance or rejectlon; which, if accepted. under the authority conferred
on the paid legislaiure, by the convention which framed the constitution of
the msajd state, shall be obligatory upon the United States.

1. That secHon numbered sixteen fn every township of the publlc lands,
and, where such sectfon has been so0ld or otherwise disposed of, other lands
efjuivalent thereto, and as contiguous a3 may be, shall he granted to the state
for the use of schools. .

2. That the seventy-two sections of land set apart and reserved for the
use and support of a university, by an act of Congress approved on the twen-
tieth day of July, eighteen hundred and forty, entitled "An act granting two
townships of land for the use of a university in the territory of Iowa,” are
hereby granted and conveyed to the state, to be appropriated solely ‘to the
use and support of such university, in such manner as the legislature may
prescribe.

3. That flve entire mections of land, to be selected and lotated under the
directfon of the legislature, in legal divislons of not less than one guarter
section, from any of the unappropriated landg belonging to the United Statea

within the sald state, are hereby granted to the state for the purpose of com-
pleting the public buildlngs of the pald state, or for the erection of publie
buildings at the peat of government of the sald state, as the legislature may
determine and direct.

4. That all salt epringa within the state, not exceedlng twelve in number,
with aix pections of land adjoining, or ap contignous as may be to each, shall
ba granted to the sald state for ite upe; the mame to be selected by the legla.
lature thereof within one year after the admission of said atate, and the same,
when ao selected, to be used on such terms, conditions and repulations as the
leglelature of the state shall direct: provided, that no esalt spring, the right
whereof 18 now vested In any Individual or individuals, or which may hereafter
be confirmed or adjudeged to any individual or individuals, shall, by thia section,
be granted to sald state; and provided, also, that the general assembly shall
never lease or sell the same, at any one time, for a longer period than ten
years, without the conasent of Congresa.

6. That five per cent of the net proceeds of sales of all public lands lying
within the sald state, which nhave been or shall be sold by Congress, from
and after the admisslon of sald state, after deducting all the expenses Incldent
to the same, shall be appropriated for making publiz roads and canale within
the sald state, as the legielature may direct: provided, that the fAive foregoing
propositiona hereln offered are on the condition that the legislature of the
sald state, by virtue of the powers conferred upon it by the convention which
frarmed the constitution of the sald state, shall provide by an ordinanece, irre-
vocable without the consent of the United States, that the sald state shall never
Interfere with the primary disposal of the aoil within the same by the United
States, nor with any regulations Congress may find necessary for securing the
title In such =oil to the bone fide purchasers thereof; and that no tax shall
be lmposed upon lands the property of the United States; and that in no case
shall non-resident proprietors be taxed higher than residents; and that the
bounty lands granted, or hereafter to be granted, for military services during
the late war, shali, while they continue to be held by the patentees or their
heirs, remain exempt from any tax laid by order or under the authority of
the state, whether for state, county, township, or any other purpose, for the
term of three years from and after the date of the patents, respectively.

BOUNDARIES OF TOWA.

AN ACT TQ DEFINE THE BOUNDARIES OF THE STATE OF IOWA, AND
TO REPEAL S0 MUCH OF THE ACT OF THE THIRD OF MARCH,
ONE THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDRED AND FORTY-FIVE AS
RELATES TO THE BOUNDARIES OF IOWA.

{Approved August 4, 1B46.)

Re it enccted by the Bencle and ifouse of Represeniatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembicd, That the following shall be, and they
are hereby, declared to be the boundarics of the Btate of Jowa In lieu of those
prescribed by the second section of the act of the third of March, eighteen
hundred and forty-five, entitled “An act for the Admission of the States of Iowa
and Florlds inio the Unlen,” viz.: Beginning in the middle of the maln channel
of the Misslssipp! river, at a. point due east of the middle of the mouth of the
main channel of the Des Molaes river, thence up the middie of the main channel
of the sald Des Moinea river, to a point on sald river where the northern
boundary line of the State of Migsouri as establiehed by the constitution of that
Btate, adopted June twelfih, elghteen hundred and twenty, crosses the salid
middle of the main channel of the eald Des Moines river; thence, westwardly,
along the zald northern boundavy line of the state of Miagouri, as established at
the time aforesald, until an ex:ienslon of said line Intersects the middle of the
main channel of the Missour! 14ver; thence, up the middle of the maln channsl
of the said Mis=ourl river, to a point opposite the middle of the main channel of
the Big Sioux rlver, according to Nicollet's map; thence. up the main channel
of the maid Blg Bloux river, acebrding o sald map until it is intersected by the
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parallel of forty-three degrees and thirty minutes north latitude: thence east
along sald parallel of forty-three degrees and thirty minutes, until said parallel
intersects the middle of the main channel of the Mississippl river; thence, down
the middle of the main channel of said Misaisalppi river, to the place of
heginning.

Sec, 2. And be it further enacted, That the question which has heretofore
been the subfect-matter of controversy and dispute between the state of Misaouri
and the territory of Iowa, reapecting the precise locatlon of the northern bound-
ary line of the atate of Mlssouri, shall be, and the same I8 hereby, referred to
the supreme court of the United States for adjudication and settlement, in
accordance with the act of the legislature of Missourl, approved March twenty-
five, eightean hundred and forty-flve, and the memorlal of the council and House
of Representatives of the territory of Yowa, approved January seventeenth,
elighteen hundred and forty-six, by which botl: partles have agreed to “the
commencement and speedy determination of such suit ag may be necessary to
procute a final declsion by the supreme court of the United States upon the true
location of ‘the northern boundary of that state;” and the said supreme court
iz herebLy inveated with all the power and authorlty necessary to the performance
ot the duty imposed by this section.

Bec. 3. And be 4 further enacted, That, until the next census and apper-
tionment shail be made, the state of Iowa shall be entitled to {wo representatives
in the House of Representatives of the United States.

Bec. 4. And be it further enacted, That so much of the act of the third of
March, eighteen hundred and forty-five, entitled "An act for the admission of
the statea of Iowa and Florida Into the union,’” relating to the aald state of
Iowa, as is Inconsistent with the provisions of thia act, be, and the same 13
hereby, repealed.

ADMISSION OF IOWA.

AN ACT FOR THE ADMISFION OF THE BTATE OF I0WA INTO THE
UNION.

(Approved December 28, 18486.)

Whereas, The people of the territory of Iowa did, on the eighteenth day of May,
anno Dominl eighteen hundred and forty-six, by a convention of delegates
called and assembled for that purpose, form for themselves a constitution
and state government—which constitution s republican In its character
and features—and sald convention has asked admiesion of the =zald terri-
tory into the Union as a state, on an equal footing wit:h the original
states, In obedience to “An act for the admission of the states of Jowa
and Florida into the Union,” approved March third, elghteen hundred and
forty-five, and "An act to define the boundaries of the state of Yowa, and to
repeal so much of the act of the third of March, one thousand alght hundred
and forty-five as relates to the boundaries of Iowa.," which sald last act
was approved August fourth, anne Domini eighteen hundred and tforty-six ;
Therefore—

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Represcntatives of the United Hiotes
of America in Congress assembled, That the state of Iowa shall be one, and is
hereby declared to be one, of the United States of Awmerice, and admitted into
the union on an equal footing with the original states in all respects whatsoever.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That all the provisions of “An act sup-
plemental to the act for the admission of the states of Iowa and Florida into
the Union,” approved March third, elghteen hundred and foriy-five, be, and
the same are hereby declared to continue and remaln in full force as applicable
to the state of Jowa, as hereby admlitted and recelved Iinto the Union.
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ACCEPTING PROPOSITIONS OF CONGRESS,

AN ACT AND ORDINANCE ACCEPTING THE PROPOSITION MADE BY
CONGRESS ON THE ADMISSION OF IOWA INTO
THE UNION AE A STATE.

(Approved January 15, 1848.)

SeperioN 1. Be it enacted and ordained by ihe General Assembly of the
State of Iowa, That the proposltions to the state of Iowa on her admission
Into the union, made by the act of Congress, entitled “An act supplemental to
the act for the admlpsion of the states of Jowa and Florida into the unlon,'”
approved March 3, 1845, and which are contalned in the sixth section of that
act, are hereby accepted ih lleu of the propositions submitted to Congress by
an ordlnance, passed on the first day of November, eighteen hundred and forty-
four, by the ronvention of delepates which assembled at Iowa City on the
first Monday of October, elghteen hundred and forty-four, for the purpose of
forming a constitution for sald state, and which were rejected by Congresa:
provided, the general assembly shall have the rignt, in accordance with the
provisiona of the second section of the tenth article of the comnstltution of
Iowa, to appropriate the five per cent of the net proceeds of males of all public
jands lylng within the state which have been or shalli be sold by Congress
from and after the admission of sald atate, after deducting all expenses inci-
dent to the same, to the support of common schools.

Szc. 2. And be it further enucted and ordaeined, As conditions of the grants
speclfied in the propositions first mentioned in the foregoing section, irrevocable
and unaiterable without the consent of the United States, that the state of
Iowa will never interfere with the primary disposal of the go0il within the
game by the United States, mor with any regulations Congress may find nec-
essary for securing the title in such s0il to the bona fide purchasers thereof,
and that no tax shall be imposed on lands, the property of the United States:
and that iIn no case ghall non-resident proprietors be taxed higher than resi-
dents; and that the hounty lands granted, or hereafter to be granted, for
military serviceg during the late war with Great Britain shall, while they
continue to be held by the patentees or their heirs, remain exempt from any
tax laid by order or under the authority of the state, whether for state, county,
township, or cother purposes, for the term of three years from and after the
dates of the patents reapectively.

Sec. 3. It 18 hereby made the duty of the secretary of atate, after the
taking effect of this act, to forward one copy of the same to each of our sen-
ators and representatives In Congress, who are hereby required to procure
the consent of Congress to the diversion of the five per cent fund indicated in
the proviso to the firat section of this aect,

8xc. 4. This act shall take effect from and after its publication in the
weekly newspapers printed in Iowa City.

PREAMBLE.

We, the people of the territory of Iowa, grateful to the Supreme Being for
the blessings hitherto enjoyed, and feeling our dependence on Him for
a continuvation df those blessings, do ordain and establish a free and
independent government, by the name of the State of Iowa, the boun-
daries whereof shall be as follows:

Boundaries. Beginning in the middle of the main channel of the
Misgissippi river, at a point due east of the middle of the mouth of the
mgin channel of the Des Moines river; thence up the middle of the main
channel of the said Des Molnes river, to a point on said river where the
northern boundary 1line of the state of Miesouri—as established by the
constitution of that state, adopted June 12th, 1820—crosses the said
middle of the main channel of the said Des Moines river; thence west.
wardly along the said northern boundary line of the state of Missouri, as
established at the time aforesald, until an extension of zaid line intersect
the middle of the main channel of the Missguri river; thence up the
middle of the main channel of the said Missourl river to a point opposite
the middle of the main channel of the Big Sloux river, according to
Nicollet's map; thence up the maln channel of the paid Big SBioux river,
according to said map, uatil it 15 intersected by the parallel of forty-three
degrees and thirty minutes north latitude; thence east along sald parallel
of forty-three degrees and thirty minutes until said parallel intersects
the middle of the main channel of the Missisgippl river; thence down the
middlé of the mafin channel of said Mississippl river to the place of begln-
ning.
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ARTICLE I--BILL OF RIGHTS.

Rights of persons, 1. All menh are, by nature, free and independent,
and have certain unalienable rights—among which are those of enjoying
and defending life and liberty, acquiring, possessing and protecting prop-
erty, and pursuing and obtaining eafety and happinees.

Political power. 2. All political power is Inherent in the people. Gov-
ernment 1g Instituted for the protectlon, security, and benefit of the people,
and they have the right, at all times, to alter or reform the same, when-
aver the public good may require it

Religlon. 2. The gonerazl assembly shall make no law respecting an
establishment of religlon, or prohibiting the Iree exerclae thereof; nor
phall any person he compelled to attend any place of worship, pay tithes,
taxes, or other rates for buflding er repalring places of worsghip, or the
malntenance of any minister or ministry,

Religious test- 4. No religious test shall be required as a qualifica-
tion for any office or publle trust, and no person shall be deprived of any
of his righta, privileges or capacitles, or dlagualified from the performance
of any of his public or private duties, or rendered incompetent to give
avidence in any court of law or equity, in consequence of his opinions
on the subject of religion.

Duellmg. 6 Any citizem of this state who may hereafier be engaged,
either directly or indirectly, in a duel, either as princlpal or accessory
hefore the fact, shall forever be disqualified from holding any office under
the Constitution and laws of this State.

Laws uniform. 6. All lawe of a general nature shall have a uniform
operation.

Liberxty of apeech nnd of the presn. 7. Every person may speak, write,
and publish his sentiments on all subjects, belng responsible for the abuse
of that right. No law shall be passed to reatrain or abridge the liberty
of speech or of the press. In all prosecutions or indictments for libel,
the truth may be given in evidence to the jury, and if it appear to the
jury that the matter charged =5 libellous was true, and wasg published
with good motives and for juatifiable ends, the party shall be acquitted

Personal security, 8 The right of the people to be aecure In their
persond, hgouses, papers and effects, against unreasonable selzures and
searches ghall not be violated; and no warrant shall {zsue buet on probable
cause, supported by oath or afirmation, particularly describing the place
to be searched, and the papers and things to be selzed.

Trial by jury. 5 The right of trial by jury shall remain inviolate;
but the general assembly may authorize trial by a jury of a less numher
than twelve men in inferior courts.

Rights of perpons accusned. 10, In all criminal prosecutions, the accused
ghall have a right to a speedy trlal by an lmpartial jury: to be informed
of the accusation against hlm; to be confronted with the witnesses againet

him;: to have compulsory process Tor his own witnesses, and to have the
assistance of counsel.

Indictment. 11. No person shall be held to answer for a criminal
offense, unlesz on presentment or indictment by a grand jury, except in
cases cognizable before a justice of the peace, or arisipg in the army or

navy, or in the militia, when in actual service, in time of war or public
danger.

Twice tried. Dail. 12. No person shall, after acquittal, be tried for
the mame offense. All persons shall, before conviction, be bailable by
sufflcient sureties, except for capital offenses where the proof Is evident
or the presumption great,
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Habens corpus. 12, The writ of habeas corpus shall not be suspended,
unless in case of rebelllon or invasion the publle safety may require it.

MiHiary. 14. The military shall be subordinate to the civil power, No
standing army shall be kept up by the state in time of peacve: and in time
of war, no¢ appropriation for a standing army shall be for a longer time
than two years.

Quartering soldiers. 15, No soldier ghall, In time of peace, be quir-
tered In any house without the consent of the owner, nor in tlme of war
except In the manner prescribed by law.

Treamon. 16 Treasor ggalnst the state shall congist only In levying
war against ft, edhering to its enemies, or glving them aid and eomfort.
No person shall be convicied of treason unless on the evidence of two wit-
nesses to the same overt act, or confession in open court,

Bail. Punishmenis. 17. Excessive bail shall not be required; exceasive
fines shall not be imposed, and cruel and unusua! punishments shall not
be inflicted.

Property. 18. Frivate property shall not be taken for public use with-
out just compensation.

Imprisvnment for debt, 19. No person shall be imprisoned for debt
in any c¢ivil action, on mesne or final process, unless in case of frand;
and no person shall be imprisoned for a militia fine in time of peace,

Petitlon. 20. The people have the right freely to assemble together
to counsgel for the common good; to make known their opinions to theilr
representatives, and to petition for a redress of grievances.

Attainder. 21. No bill of attainder, ex post facto law, or law Impair-
ing the obligation of contracts shall ever be passed.

Allens hold property. 22. Foreigners who are or who may hereafter
become residents ¢f this state, shall enjoy the same rights in respect
to the possession, enjoyment and descent of property, as native horn citi-
zZens,

Slavery., 23, Neither slavery nor involuntary scervitude, unless for the
punishment of erimes, shall ever be tolerated In this state.

Reservation, 24, This enumeration of righis shall not he construed to
impalr or deny others, retained by the people.

ARTICLE II.—RIGHT OF SUFFRAGE.

Electors. 1. Every white male citizen of the United States of the age
of twenty-one years, who shall have been a resldent of the State =ix
months next preceding the election, and the county in which he claims
his vote twenty days, shall be entitled to vote at all elections which are
now or hereafter may be authorized by law.

Privilege. 2. FElectors shall, in all cases except treason, felony or
breach of the peace he privileged from arrest on the days of election,
during their attendance at such election, going to and returning therefrom.

Same, 3. No elector shall be obliged to perform militia duty on the day
of electionm, except in time of war or public danger.

“Resident,” 4, No person in the military, naval or marlne service of

the United States, shall be considered a resident of thls state by heing
stationed in any garrison, barrack, or milltary, or naval place, or station,

within this state.
Exceptiom, 5. No idiot or insane person, Oor person convicted of any
infamous erime, shall be entitled to the privilege of an elector.

Ballot. €. All elections by the people shall be by ballot.
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ARTICLE III—OF THE DISTRIBUTION OF POWERS.

Deparimenta of government, 1. The powers of the government of
Iowa shall be divided into three s¢parate departments—the legislative,
the executive, and the judicial;, and no person charged with the exercise
of powers properly belonging to one of these departments, shall exercise
any funectlon appertaining to either of the others, except in cases herein-
after expressly directed or permitted.

LEGISLATIVE DEPARTMENT.

Legislative authoriiy. 1. The icgislative auwthority of this state shall
be vested In a senate and house of representatives, which shall be deslg-
nated the general assembly of the state of Iowa; and the style of their
laws shall commence in the following manner: “Be it enacted by the
General Assembly of the State of Towa."

Seanloms. 2. The sesslons of the general assembly shall be biennial,
and shall commence on the first Monday of December next ensuing the
election of Its members; unless the governor of the atate shall, in the
interim, convene the general assembly by nroclamation.

Members of the houwe of representatives. 3. The members of the
house of representatives shall be chosen every second year, by the quali-
fied electors of thelr respective districts, on the first Monday io August;
whaose term of office shall continue two vears from the day of the peneral
election.

ENgibility. 4. No perzon shall be a member of the house of repre-
sentatives who shall not have attained the age of twenty-one years; he a
free white male citizen of the United States, and have been an inhabitant
of this state or territory one year next preceding his election; and at the
time of his election, have an actual residence of thirty days in the county
or district he may be chosen to represent.

Sennators. 5 Senators shall be chosen for the term of four years, at
the same time and place as representatives; they shall be twenty-five years
of age, and possess the qualifications of representatives as to residence
and citizenship.

y aod ¢l d. 6. The number of senators shall not be less than
one-third, nor more than one.-half the representative body; and at the first
segalon of general assembly, after this constitution takes effect, the sena-
tors shall be divided by leot, as equally as may be, into two classes; the
seats of the senator® of the first class shall be vacated at the expiration
of the second year, so that one-half shall be chosen every two years.

Same. 7. When the number of senators is {ncreapsed, they shall he
annexed by lot to one of the two classes, so 85 t0 keep them as nearly
equal in number as practicable,

Electlons determined. 8. Each house shall choase its own officers and
Judge of the qualification, election, and return of its own members. A
contested election shalil be determined in such manner as shall be directed
by law,

Quorum. 9. A majority of each house shall constitnte a guorum to
do business: but a smaller number may aajourn from day to day, and
may compel the attendance of absent members in such manner and under
such penalties as each house may provide,

Authority of the houmen. 10. Each house shall sit npon Its own
adjournments, keep a journal of its proceedings, and puoblish the same;
determine Ils rules of proceedings, punish memters for disorderly behavior,
and with the consent of two-thirds, expel a member, but not a second time
for the samen offense; and shall have all other powers necessary for a
branch of the general assembly of a free and independent state.
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Protest. 11. Every member of the general assembly shall have the

"liberty to diseent from, or protest agalnst, any aet or resolution which

he may think Injurious to the public or an individual, and have the reasaons
for his dissent’ entered on the journals; amd the veas and nays of the
membpers of either house, on any question, shall, at the desire of any two
members present, be entered on the journals.

Privilege. 12, Senators and representatives, in all cases, except trea-
son, felony, or breach of the peace, shall be privileged from arrest during
the gession of the general assembly, and In golng to and returning from
the same.

Vacanelea. 13. When vacancies ocgur in either house, the governor,
or the person exercising the functions of zovernar, shall issue writs of
election to fill such vacancies.

Doors open. 14 The doors of each house shall be apen, except on
such occasions as, In the opinion of the house, may require secrecy.

Adjournments. 15 Neilther house ghall, without the consent of the
other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to any other place than that
in which they may be gitting.

Billa. 14, Bills may originate in either housge, except biils for revenue,
which shall always originate im the house of representatives, and may be
amended, azltered, or rejected by the other; and every bill having passed
both houses, shall be signed by the speaker and president of thelr respec-
tive houses.

To be approved, &e. 17. Every bill which shall have passed the gen-
eral assembiy shall, befere it becomes a law, be presenied to the governor. .
If he approve, he zhall sign it; hut if not, he shall return it with his
¢bjections, to the houae in .which it originated, which shall enter the same
upon the journal and proceed to reconsider it: if, afier such reconsidera-
tion, it again pass both housea, by yeas and nays, by a majority of two-
thirds of the members of each house present, it shall become a law not-
withatanding the governor's objections. If any bill shall not be returned
within three days after it shall have been presented to him, Sunday
excepted, the same ghall be a law in like manner as if e had signed it,
unless the general assembly, by adjournment, prevent such return,

Recelpin, £e. 18. An accurate statement of the receipts and expendi-
tures of the public money shall be attached to and published with the
lawsg, at every regular segsion of the genera! assembly.

Impeachment. 19. The house of representatives shall have the sole
power of Impeachment, and all Impeachments shall be tried by the senate.
When sitting for that purpose, the senators shall be upon cath or afirma-
tipn; and no person shall bLe convicted without the concurrence of two-
thirdas of the members present.

Who liable to, and Jndgwent. 20. The governor, secretary of state,
randitor, treasurer, and judges of the supreme and district courts, shall be
linble to impeachment for any misdemeanor In office; but judgment in
such cases shall extend only to removal from office, and dlsqualification te
hold any offlce af honor, trust, or profit, under this state; but the party
convicted or acquitted shall nevertheless be llable to Indictment, trial and
punishment, according to law. All other civil officers shall be tried for
misdemeanors in office in suchi manner as the general assembly may pro-
vide.

Members mnot sappointed to offlee. 21, No senator or representati/e
shall, during the time for which he shail have been elected, be appointed
to any civil office of profit under this state, which shall have been ereatad,
or the emoiuments of which shall have heen increased, during such term,
except such offices as may be filled by elections by the people.
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Disgunlificatlion. 22, No person holding any lucrative office under the
Unlted States, or thie astate, or any other power, shall be eligible to the
genergl assembly: provided, that offices in the mititia, to which there is
attached no annual salary, or the office of justice of the peace, or post-
magters whose compensation does not exceed one hundred dollara per
annum, ehall not be deemed lucrative.

Sume, 23. No person who may hereafter be a collector or holder of
public moneys, shall have a seat in elther house of the general assembly,
or be ellgible to any offlce of trust or profit under this state, until he shall
have accounted for and paid into the treasury all suma for which he may -
be liable.

Money drawn. 24. No money shall be drawn from the treasury but in
conasequence of appropriations made by ilaw.

[ fon of bers. 26. Each member of the general assembly
ghall recei\re a compensation to he fixed by law, for his services, t0 be
pald out of the treasury of the state. Such compeneation shall not exceed
two dellars per day for the period of flity daya from the commencement
of the seasion, and shall not exceed the sum of one doilar per day for
the remainder of the session: when convened in extra sesslon hy the
governor, they shall receive such sums as shall be fixed for the first fifty
daye of the ordinary session. They shall also receive two dollars for
every twenty miles they travel, in getting to and returning from their
place of meeting. on the most usual route: provided, however, that the
members of the firat general assembly under this constitution shall receive
two dollars per day for their services during the entire session,

Laws. 26, Every law sahall embrace hut onhe object, which shall be
expressed in the title.

Published. 27. No law of the general assembly, of a public nature,
phall take effect until the same shall be published and clreulated in the
several countles of this state, by authority, If the general assembly shall
deem any law of ilmmediate Importance, they may provide that the same
shall take effect by publication in newapapera In the state,

Divoree. 28. No divorce shall be granted by the general assembly.

Lottexlen. 29, No lottery shall be authorized by this state; nor shall
the sale of lottery tickets be allowed.

Ouith of members. 30. Members of the general asaembly shall, before
they enter upon the duties of their respective offices, take and subscribe
the following oath or affirmation: I do s=olemnly swear, or affirm (as
the case may be), that T will support the constitution of the United States,
and the constitution of the state of Iowa, and that I will faithfully dis-
charge the duties of senator (or representative, as the caze may be),
according to the best of my ability.” And members of the general assem-
bly are hereby empowered to adminiater to each gther the said oath or
affirmation.

Census. Apportlonment. 31. Within one year after the ratiflcation of
thiz constitution, and within every subsequent term of two yeara, for the
term of eight years, an enumeration of all the white inhabltants of this
atate shall be made, in such manner as shall bhe directed by law. The
number of eenators and representatives shall, at the first regular session
o the general assemhly, after such enumeration, be fixed by law, and
apportioned among the several counties gaccording to the number of white
inhabltants in each; and (the general assembly) shall also, at every suhbse-
quent regular sesslon, apportion the house of representatives; and every
other regular sesslon the senate, for elght years; and the house of repre-
sentallver ghall never be less than twenty-six, nor greater than thirty-
ning, untfl the number of white inhabltants shall be one hundred and
seventy-five thousand:; and after that event, at suech ratio that the whole
number of representatives shall never be less than thirty-nine nor exceed-
ing seventy-two.
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Distriets. 32. When a congressional, senatorlal. or representative dis-
trict ahall be composed of two or motre counties, it shall not be entirely
separated by any county belonging to another district; and no county

shall be divided in forming a congresslonal, senatorial or representa-
tive district.

Electiona by gencral nasembly. 33. In all electlons by the general
assembly, the members thereof shall vote viva voce, and the votes
shall be entered on the journal.

Salaries. 34. For the first ten years after the organizatlon of the
government, the annual salary of the povernor shall not exceed one
thousand dollars; secretary of state, five hundred dollars; treasurer,
four hundred dollars; auditor, six hundred dollars; judges of the supreme
and district courts, each one thousand dollars.

ARTICLE IV.—EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT,

Governor. 1. The supreme executlve power of this state shall he
vested In a chief magistrate, who shall be styled the Governor of the
State of Iowa.

Electlon sand term. 2. The governor shall be elected by the gualified
electors at the time and place of voting for members of the general
sssembly, and shall hold his office four years from the time of his instal-
lation, and until his successor zhall'be qualified,

Ellgibvility. 3. No person shall be eligible to the offlce of governor,
who has not been a citizen of the United States, and a resident of the
state two years next preceding the election, and attained the age of
thirty years, at the time of sald election.

Returne of electlon. 4. The returns of every election for governor
ghall be sealed up and transmitted to the seat of government, directed
to the speaker of the house of representatives, who shall, during the
first week of the gsession, open and publish them in presence of both
houses of the general assembly. The person heving the higheat number
of votes shall be governor; but in case any two or more have an egual
and the highest number of votes, the general assembly shall, by Jeoint
vote, choose one of pald persons 50 having an equal and the highest
number of votes, for governor.

Commander. 5 The governor shall be commander-in-chief of the
militia, the army and navy of this state. :

Dutles. B He ghall transact all executlve business with the officers
of government, civil and military, and may require Iinformation in wrlt-
ing from the officers of the executive department, upon any eubject relat-
ing to the duties of their respective officea.

Same. 7. He shall see that the laws are faithfully executed.

Yacauclen., 5. When any office shall, from any cause, hecome vacant,
and no mode is provided by the congtitution and laws for fllling such
vacancy, the governor shall have power to flll such vacancy, by grant-
ing a commission, which shall expire at the end of the next session of
the general assembly, or at the next election by the people,

Conveniny awsembly. % He may, on extraordinary occaslons, con-
vene the general assembly, by proclamation, and shall state to both
houses, when assembled, the purpese for which they shall have been
convened. o tal®

Mensnoge. 10. He shall communicate by message to the general asaem-
bly at every session, the condition of the state, and recommend such
matters as he shall deem expedient.
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Adjonrnment. 11, In case of dilsagreement between the two houaeas,
with reapect to the time of adfjournment, the governor shall have power
to adjourn the pEeneral assembly to .puch time as he may think proper,
provided, it be not beyond the tlme filxed for the meeting of the next
general assembly.

Diaguulifientlon, 12, No person shall, while holding any other office
under the Unilted States, or this state, execute the office of governor.
except a8 hereinafter expressly provided.

Pardons, &e¢. 13, The governor shall have power to grant reprieves
and pardong, and commute punishments after cenviction, exc¢ept In cases
of Impeachment.

Compensption. 14. The governor shall, at stated times, receive for
hile services, a compensation which shall neither bhe increased nor dimin-
ished during the time for which he shall have heen elected.

Seal of wtate. 15. There shall be a seal of this state, which shall be
kept by the governor and used by him offielally, and shall be called
the Great Beal of the State of Iowa.

Commliwalons, &e. 16, All grants and commissions shall be In the
name and by the autherity of the people of the stare of Iowa, sealed
with the great seal of thiz state, signed by the governor and counter-
aigned by the secretary of state.

Secretnary, auditor aod trcasurer. 17. A secretary of state, auditor
of puhlic accounts, and treasurer shall be elected by the qualified elect-
ors, who , shall continue in office twao vears. The secretary of state
shall keep a fair register of all the official acts of the governor, and
shall, when required, lay the same. together with all papers, minuies
and vouchers relative therete, before either branch of the general assem-
Bhly, and shall perform such other duties as shall be assigned him by
law.

Secretary acts ax governor. 18 In case of the impeachment of the
governor, his removal from office, death, resignation, or absence from
the state, the powers and dutles of the office shall devolve upon the sec-
retary of state, untll such disability shall cease, or the vacancy be Alled.

¥Further vacencles provided for. 1% If, during the vacancy of the
office of governor, the secretary of state shall be impeached, displaced,
reslgn, dle, or be absent from the state, the powers and duties of the
office of governor shall devolve upon the president of the senate; and
should a vacancy occur by Impeachment, death, resignation, or absence
from the state of the president of the senate, the speaker of the house
of representatives shall act ag governor till the vacancy bhe filled.

ARTICLE V.—JUDICIAL DEPARTMENT.

Courts. 1. The judicial power shall be vested in a supreme court,
diatrict courts, and such inferlor courts as the genersal assembly may
from time to time establish.

Supreme ¢ourt. 2. The supreme court shall consist of a chief jus-
tice and two aesociates, two of whom shall be & quorum to hold court.

Juidgen elected. Jurlwdiciiom. 3. The judges of the supreme court
ghall be clected by joint vote of both branches of the general assem-
bly, and shall hold their courts at such time and place as the general
assembly may direct, and hold their offiles for six years, and until their
successors are elected and gualified, and shall be ineligible to any
other office durlng the term for which they may be electgd. The
gubreme court ashall have appellate jurlsdictlon only in all cases in
chancery, and shall constitute a court for the correction of errors at
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taw, under such roestrictions as the general assembly may by law pre-
seribe. The supreme court may have power to issue all writs and pro-
cess necessary to do justice to parties, and exerclse a supervisory control
over all inferior judiclal tribunals, and the judges of the supreme court
shall be conservators of the peace throughout the state,

Diatriet judge elected. Jurladlictlon of diatriet court. 4. The distriet
court shall consist of a judge, who shall be elected by the qualified voters
of the distriet in which he resides, at the township election, and hold his
office for the term of flve years, and until his succeasor |l elected and
qualified, and shall be ineligible to any other office during the term for
which he may be elected. The district court shall be a court of law and
equity, and have jurisdiction in all civil and crimlnal matters arising
in their respective districts, in such manner as shall be preserlbed by
law. The judges of the district courts shall be conservators of the
peace {n their respective diatriets. The first session of the general
assembly shall divide the atate Into four districts, which may be lncreased
as the exigencies require.

Prosecuting attorney. Clerk of district cowri. 5. The gualified voters
of each couniy. shall at the general election elect eone presecuting attor-
ney and one clevrk of the district court, who shall be residents therein,
and who shall hald thelr several offices for the term of two yeara and
until their successors are elected and qualified.

Siyle of process. 6. The style of all process shall be, “The State of
Towa," and all prosecutions shall be conducted in the name and by the
.authority of ihe same.

ARTICLE VI—MILITIA.

Who conatitute. 1. The militia of this state shall be composed of
all able bodied white male citizenas between the ages of elghteen and
forty-five years, except such as are or may hereafter be exempt by the
lawe of the United States, or of thia state, and shall be armed, equipped,
and trained, as the general assembly may provide by law.

Qualification. 2. No person or pergons conscientigusly scrupulous of
bearing arms shall be compelled to do militia duty in time of peace; pro-
vided, that such person or Dersons shall pay an equivalent for auch
exemption in the same manner as other citizens.

Officers. 3. All commissioned officers of the millitia (staff officers
excepted) shall be elected by the persons liable to perform military duty.
and shall be commissioned by the governotr. s

ARTICLE VIIL—STATE DEBTS.

Limitation of winte Iindebteduess. 1. The general assembly shall
not in any manner create any debt or debts, llability or liabilities, which
shall singly or in the agegregate, with any previous debts or liabilities,
exceaed the aum of one hundred thousand dellars, except in case oI War,
to repel invasions. or suppress insurrection, unless the same =shall be
authorized by some law for some single object or work to be distinetly
epecified therein: which law shall provide ways and means, exclusive
of loans, for the payment of the Interest of such debt or liability as it
falls due, and also to pay and discharge the principal of such debt er
liability within twenty years of the time of the contracting thereof, and
shall be irrepealable until the principal! and the interest thereon shatl
be paid and discharged; but no such law shali take effect, until at a
general election it shall have been submitted to the people, and have
received a majority of all the votes cast for and against it at such elec-
tion: and all money raised by authority of such law, shall be applied
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only to the specific object therein atated, or to the payment of the debt
thereby created, and such law shall be published in at least one news-
paper in each Judlelal distriet, §if one {p published therein, throughout the
state, for three months precedlng the election at which It is submitted
to the people.

ARTICLE VIIL—INCORPORATIONE.

Bonking prohibiied. 1. No corporate body shall hereafter he created,
renewed or extended, with the privilege of making, izsuing. or putting
in circulation, any bill, check, ticket, certificate, promissory note, or
other paper, or the paper of any bank, to cireulate as money. The
general assemhly of this state shall prohibit, by law, any person or per-
sons, association, company or corporation, from exercising the privileges
of banking, or creating paper ito circulate as money,

Corporatioms. 2. Corporations shall not be created In this state.
by special lawas, except for political or municipal purposes; hut the gen-
eral assembly shall provide by general laws, for the organization of all
other corporations, except corporations with banking privileges, the
creation of which is prehibited. ‘The ptockholders shall be subject to
such lablilities and restrictions as shall be provided by law. The state
shall not directly or indirectly become a Bteckholder in any corporation.

ARTICLE IX.—EDUCATION AND SCHOOL LANDS,

Superintendent of public inmiroetlon. 1. The general assembly shall
provide for the election by the people, of a superintendent of public
instruction, who shall hold his office for three wyears, and whose duties
shall be prescribed by law, and who shall receive such compensation
as the general assembly may direct.

School fund. 2. The general assembly shall encourage, by all suitable
means, the promotlon of intellectual, sclentific, moral and agricultural
improvement. The proceeds of all lands that have been or hereafter
may be granted by the TInited States to this state, for the support of
schools, which shall hereafter be so0ld or disposed of, and the five hundred
thousand acres of land granted to the new states, under an act of
congress distributing the proceeds of the public lands among the several
states of the Unilon, approved A. D. 1841, and all estates of deceaszed
persons, who may have died without leaving a& will or heir; and also
such per cent as may be pgranted by congress on the sale of lands in
this state, shall be and remain a perpetual fund, the Iinterest of which,
together with all the renis of the unsold lands, and such other means as
the general assembly may provide, shall be Inviolably appropriated to
the support of common Bchools throughout the atate,

S¥atemn of common schools. 2. The general assembly shall provide
for a system of common schools, by which a school shall be kept up
and supported in each school district, at least three months in every
yvear; and any school diatrict neglecting to keep up and support such a
school may be deprived of its proportien of the interest of the public
fund during such neglect.

Fines, &ec., upproprinted. 4. The money which shall be paid by per-
sons as an equivalent for exemptlon from milltary duty, and the clear
proceeds of all fines collected Iin the several countles for any breach of
the penal laws, shall be excluslvely applied, in the =several counties in
which suech money is pald or fine collected, among the several school
dietricts of said countles, in the proportion to the number of inhabitants
in such districts, to the support of common schools, or the establishment
of libraries, as the general assembly shall, from time to time, provide
by law.
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Unlveraity fumid. 5. The general assembly shall teke measures for
the protection. improvement, or other dispoeition of such lands as have
been or may hereafter be reserved or grante@ by the United States, or
any persgn or persons, {o this state, for the use of & university; and the
funds accruing from the rents or sale of such lands, or from any other
apurce, for the purpose aforesald, shall be and remaln a permanent fund,
the interest of which shall be applied to the suppert of sald university,
wlth such branches as the public convenlence may hereafter demand, for
the promotion of literature, the arts, and sciences, as may be authorized
by the terms of such grant. And It shall be the duty of the general
assembly, as soon as may be, to provide effectual means for the Improve-
ment and permanent security of the funds of said university.

ARTICLE X—AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION.

Amendments. 1. If at any time the general assembly shall think it
necessary to revise or amend this constitution, they shall provide by
law for a vote of the people for or against a conventlon, at the next
ensuing electlon for members of the general assembly. In case a major-
ity of the people vete in favor of a convention, sald general assembly
ghall provide for an election of delegates to gz convention, to be held
within six months after the vote of the people In favor thereof.

ARTICLE XI—MISCELLANEOQUS.

Jurisdiction of Justicea of the peace, 1. The jurisdiction of justices
¢f the bpeace shall extend to all civil cases (except cases in chancery,
and cases where the question of title to any real estate may erise),
where the amount In controversy does nhot exceed one hundred dollars,
and by the consent of parties may be extended to any amount not exceed-
ing filve hundred dollars.

Connties. 2. No new county shall be Jaid off hereafter, nor old
county reduced to less contents than four hundred and thirty-two square
milles.

Settlers on the public Innds. 3. The general assembly shall not locate
any of the public lands which have been or may be granted by congress to
thig state, and the location of which may be gilven to the general assem-
bly., upon lands actually settle., without the consent of the occupant.
The extent of the claim of such occupant, so exempied, shall not exceed
three hundred and twenty acres.

ARTICLE XIIL—SCHEDULE.

Legal process mot affected. 1. That no inconvenience may arise from
the change of a territorial government to a permanent state government,
it is declared that all writs, actions, prosecutions, contracts, claims and
rights shall continue as If no change had taken place in this government;
and all process which may, before the organization of the judicial
department under this constitution, be fissued under the aunthority of
the territory of Iowa, shall be as valid as if lasued In the name of the
state.

Laws remaln in force. 2. All the laws now In force in this territory,
which are not repugnant to this conmstitution, shall remain I{n force until
they expire by their own lmitations, or be altered or repealed by the
general assembly of this state,

Fines go to state. 3. All fines, penalties and forfeitures accruing to
the territory of Iowa, shall accrue to the use of the state,

Prosecutions, recognizances, bomnds, &e. ¥ in. 4. All recognizances
heretofore taken, or which may hereafter be taken, before the organlza-
tion of the judicial department under this constitution. shall remaln valld,
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and shall pass to and may be prowecuted In the name of the state. And
all bonds exee¢nted to the governor of this territory, or to any other
officer In his officinl capaecity, shall pass over to the governor of the
state or other promr state authority, and to their successors Iin office,
for the uees therein rvespectively expressed, and may be sued for and
recovered accordingly. All criminal presecutlons and penal actions which
may have ariscen, or may arlse, before the organization of the judicial
department under this constitution, and which aghall then be pending,
may be prosecuted to Judgment and execution in the name of the atate,

Olficern continue. 5 All officers, civil and military, now holding their
offices and appolntments In this territory, under the authority of the
United States, or under the authority of this territory, shall continue
to hold and execute their respective offices and appointmenta uwntil super-
seded under this constitution.

First zencral clectlen, 6. The first general election under this con-
gtitution shall be held st such time as the governor of the territory, by
proclamation, may appoint. within three months after its adoption, for
the election oY a governar, two representatives in the congress of the
United States (unless congress shall provide for the election of one repre-
sentative), members of the general assemhbly, and one auditor, treasurer,
and secretary of state. Sald election shall be condueted in accordance
with the existing laws of this territory: and said governor, representa-
tives in the congress of the Unlted States, auditor, treasurer, and eec-
retary of state, duly elected at said election, shall continue to discharge
the duties of their respective offices for the time prescribed by this
constitution, and untll their successors are elected and qualified. The
returns of said election shall be made in conformity to the existing laws
of this territory. .

Apportlonment of members of peneral aaswembly. 7, TUntil the first
enumeration of the inhabitants of this state, as directed by this consii-
tution, the following shall i the apportionment of the general assembly:

The county of Lee shall he «ntitled to two senators and filve represent-
atives;

The county of Van Buren, two senators and four representatives;

The counties of Davis and Appancose, one genator and one represenia-
tive jointly;

The counties of Wapello and Monroe, one senator jointly and one
representative each;

The counties of Marion, Po!k, Dallas, and Jasper. one senator and two
representatives jointly;

The county of Des Moines, two senators and four representatives:

The county of Henry, one senator and three repregsentatives;

The county of Jefferson, onc sgenator and three representatives;

The counties of Loulszsa and Washington, one senator jointly, and one
representative each; .

The counties of Keokuk and Mahaska, one senater jointly and one
representative each:;

The countles of Muscatine, Johnson, and Iowa, one genator and one
representative jolntly and Muscatine one representative, and Johnson and
Town one representative jointly;

The counties of Scott and Clinton, one senator jointly, and one repre-
sentative each;

The counties of Cedar, Linn, and Benton, one senator jointly; the
county of Cedar one representative, and the countles, of Linn and Benton
one representative jointly:

The counties of Jackson and Jones, one senator and two representa-
tives:

The counties of Dubucue., Delaware, Clayton, Fayette, Buchanan, and
Blackhawk, two senators and two representativea jointly;
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And any country attached to any county for judiclal purposes shall,
unless otherwise provided for, be considered as forming part of such
county, for election purposes,

Flrat seanlon. 8, The first meeting of the general assembly under this
constitution shall he at such time as the governor of the territory may
by proclamation appoint, within four months after its ratlfication by the
people, at Jowa Cliy, in Johnson county, which place shall be the seat of
government of the state of Iowa, until removed by law.

Done in convention, at Iowa City, this eighteenth day of May, in the
yvear of our Lord one thousand elght hundred and forty-six, and of
the Independence of the United States of America the seventleth.

ARTICLE XII. SCHEDULE.

PREAMBLE.

We, the People of the Btate of Iowa, grateful to the Supreme Being for
the blessings hitherto enjoyed, and feeling our dependence on Him for
a continuation of those blessings, do ordaln and establish a free and
independent government, by the name of the State of Iowa, the hound-
aries whereof shall he as follows:

Boundnries. EBeginning in the middle of the main channel of the
Mlasisgippl river, at a point due cagt of the middle of the mouth of the
main channel of the Des Moines river; thence up the middle of the main
channel of the sajd Des Mclnes river, to a point on said river where the
northern boundary line of the state of Misscurl—a= established by the
constitutlon of that state, adopted June 12, 1820—~¢rosses the sajd middle
of the main channel of the said Des Moines river; thence westwardly
along the -said northern houndary line of the state of Missouril, as estab-
1ll1shed at the time aforesaid, until an extension of said line intersects the
middle of the main channel of the Missourl river; thence up the middle
of the main channel of the sald Miassouri river to a point opposite the
mlddle of the maln channel of the Blg Sloux rlver, according to Nicolett's
map; thence up the main channel of the sald Blg Sioux river, according to
the sald map, until it is imtersected by the parallel of forty-three degrees
and thirty minutes north latitude, thence east along said parallel of
forty-three degrees and thirty minutes, until sald parallel intersects
the middle of the main channel of the Misaissippi river; thence down the
middle of the mailn channel of the sald Misaizsippt river to the place
of heginning.

ARTICLE I.—BILL OF RIGHTS.

Rights of persons. Section 1. All men are, by mnature, free and
equal, and have certain Inalienable rights, among which are those of enjoy-
Ing and defending life and liberty, acquiring, possessing, and protecting
property, and pursuing and obtaining safety and happiness.
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Political power. Sec, 2, All political power 18 inherent In the
people. CGovernment is instituted for the protection, securfty, and benefit
of the people, and they have the right, at all times, to alter or reform
the eame, whenever the public good may require it.’

Religion. Sec. 3. The general assembly shall make noe law respect-
jng an sstablishment of religion, or prohiblting the free exerclise thereof;
nor shall any person be compelled to attend any place of worship, pay
tithes, taxes, or other rates, for bullding or repairing places of warship, or
the maintenance of any minister or ministry,

Religlous teast. Sec. 4. No religlous test shall be required as a
qualification for any office of public trust, and no person shall be deprived
ot any of his rights, privileges, or capacities, or dlsqualified from the
performance of any of his public or private duties, or rendered incompe-
tent to glve evidence in any court of law or equity, In consequence of
his opinlons on the subject of religion; and any party to any judicial
proceeding shali have the right {0 use as a witness, or take the testimony
of, any other person, not disqualified on account of {nterest, who may be
cognizant of any fact material to the case; and parties t0 suits may be
witnesses, as provided by law.

Dueling. Sec, 5. Any cltizen of this state who may hereafter be
engaged, either directly or indirectly, In a duel, elther as principal or
accessory before the fact, shall forever be disqualified from holding any
office under the constitution and laws of this astete.

Laws uniform. Se¢. 6. All laws of a general nature shall have a
uniform operation; the general assembly shall not grant to any citizen or
class of citizens, privileges or immunities, which upon the szame terms
shall not equally belong to =all citizens.

Liherty of speech and the press. Sec. T. Every' peraon may speak,
write and publish his sentiments on all subjects, being responsible
for the abuse of that right. No law shall be passed to restrain or abridge
the liberty of apeech, or of the press. In all prosecutions or indictments
for likel, the truth may be given in evidence to the jury, and if it appear
to the jury that the matter charged as libelous wasa true, and was pub-
lizhed with good motives and for justifiable ends, the party shall be
acquitted.

PFersonnl wmecurity. Sec. 8 The right of the peonle toe be =megure
in their persons, houses, papers, and effects, against unreasonable seizures
and searchee, shall not be violated; and no warrant shall lssue but on
probable cause, supported by oath or affilrmation, particularly describing
the place to be searched, and the persons and things to be seized.

Trial by jury; due process of law, Sec. 9. The right of trial by
jury shall remain {nviolate; but the general assembly may authorize
trial by a jury of & less numher than twelve men Iln inferlor courts; but no
person shall be deprived of life, liberty, or property, without due process
of law.

Rights of persons weeused. Sec. 100 In all criminal prosecutions,
and in cases involving the life or liberty of an individual, the acecused
shall have a right to a speedy and public trial by an Iimpartial jury;
to be Informed of the accusation against him; to have a copy of the
same when demanded: to be confronted with the witnesses against him;
to have compulsory process for his witnesses; and to have the assistance
of counsel.

When indictment necessary. Sec. 11, All offenses leas than felony,
and in which the punishment does not exceed a fine of one hundred
dollars, or imprisonment for thirty days, shall be trled summarily before
a Justice of the peace, or other officer authorized by law, on Informa-
tlon under ocath. without Indictment, or the Intervention of a grand
jury, saving to the defendant the right of appeal; and no person shall
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ba held to answer for any higher criminal offense, unless on present.
ment or Indictment by a grand jury, except in cases arising in the army
or navy, or in the mllltla, when In actual service, in time of war or
public danger.

Twice trled; ball. Sec. 12. No person shall, after acquittal, be tried
for the same offense. All persons shall, before conviction, be baflable
by sufficlent suretles, except for caplial offenees, where the proof is
evident, or the presnmpilon great.

Habeas corpua. Seec. 13. The wrlt of habeas corpus shall not be
suspended or refused when applicatlon is made as required by law, unless,
in case of rebellion or Invasion, the public safety may require it.

Military. Sec. 14, The military shall be subordinate to the civil
power. No standing army shall be kept up by the state in time of peace;
and in time of war no approprlation for a standing army shall be for a
longer time than two years.

Quartering noldiers. Sec. 15. No soldler shall, in time of pesace,
be quartered in any house without the consent of the owner, nor in timea
of war except In the manner preseribed by law.

Treason. Sec, 16, Treason apainst the etate shall econgist only In
levying war againet It, adhering to its enemies, or giving them aid and
comfort. No person shall be convicted of treason, unless on the evidence
of two witnesses to the same overt act, or confession In open court.

Bail; punishments. Sge. 17. Excessive bail ahall not bhe required;
exceasive fines shall not be imposed, and ¢ruel and unusual punishment
shall not be Inflicted

Eminent domain. Sec. 18, Private property shall not be tzken for
public use without just compensation first being made, or secured to
be made, to the owner thereof, as 300m as the damages shall be assessed
by a Jury, who eshall not take Into conslderation eny advantapges that
may tesult to sald owner on account of the Ilmprovement for which
it is taken.

Imprisonizent for debt Beec. 19 No person shall be imprisoned
for debt in any civil action, on meene or filnal process, unless in case of
fraud; and no person shall be imprisoned for a military filne in time of
peace.

Petitlon. Bec. 20, The people have the right freely to assemble
together to counsel for the common good; to make known thelr opinions
to their representatives, and to petition for a redress of grievances.

Atiainder; ex post facte low; obligntion of contract. Sec. 21. No bill
of attainder, ex poat facte law, or law Iimpairing the ohligation of con-
tracts, shall ever be panssed.

Rewsldent aliens. See. 22, Forelgnera who are, or may hereafter
become residents of this state, shall enjoy the same rights In respect
to the possession, enjoyment, and descent of property, as native born
cltizens.

Slavery. Sec. 23. There shall he ne slavery Iin this state: nor shall
there be Involuntary servitude, unless for the punizhment of crime.

Reservatlon of renta. Sec. 24, No lease or grant of agricultural
lands, reserving any rent or service of any kind, shall! be wvalid for a
longer period than twenty years.

Rights retnined, Sec. 25. This enumeration of rights shall not be
construed to impalr or deny others, retalhed by the people.

Intoxleating liguors, (Sec. 28. No person shall manufacture for sale,

or scll, or keep for sale, as a beverage ahy intoxicating liquors what-
ever, including ale, wine and beer. The general assembly shall by law
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prescribe regulations for the enforcement of the prohibition hereln con-
tained, and shall thereby provide suitable penalties for the violation of
the provisions hereot.)

[The foregoing amendment was adopted at a speclal election held on
June 27, 1882, The supreme court, April 21, 1883, in the case of Koehler
and Lang vs. Hill, and reported in 80th Iowa, page 543, held that owing to
certain irregularities the same was not legally submitted to the electors,
and did not become a part of the consztitutlon.]

ARTICLE IL—RIGHT OF SUPFRAGE.

Electors. Bectlon 1. Every male citizen of the United States, of
the age of twenty-one years, who shall have been a restdent of this ptate
alx months next preceding the election, and of the county in which he
claims his vote, sixty days, shall be entitled to vote at all electlons which
are now or hereafter may be authorized by law.

Privileged from arrest. Se¢, i, Electors shall, in all cases eXcept
treason, felony, or breach of the peace, be privileged . from arreat on
the days of electlon, during their attendance at such elections, going
to and returning therefrom.

From milliary dmiy. Sec. 3, No elector shall be obliged to perform.
military duty on the day of election, except in time of war or public
danger,

Persons in military merviee. Sec. 4, Mo person in the military, naval,
or marine service of the TUnited States shall he considered a reslident of
this state by being stationed in any garrison, barrack, or military or
naval place or station within this state.

Ingame. Sec. 5. No idiot or insane person, or person convicted of any
infamous crime, shall be entitled to the privilege of an elector.

Ballot. BSec. 6. All elections by the people =2hall be by ballot.

General election. Séc. 7. The general election for state, @latriet,
county and township officers shall ‘be held on the Tuesday next after the
first Monday in November.

[By proper action of the legislature (1% G. A., joint res. No. 12, and
20 G. A, joint rea. No. 13) the foregolng sectlon was submitted to
\rgtetc:ii:' the electors at the general e¢lection of 1884, and by them
adopte .

ARTICLE 1IL—-OF THE DISTRIBUTION OF POWERS.

Depariments of govermment. Sectlon 1. The powers of the govern-
ment of JYowa shall be divided into three aeparate departments: the
legialative, the executive and the judicial; and no person charged with
the exercise of powers properly belonging to one of these departments
shall exerclse any function appertaining to either of the others, except
In cases hereinafter expressly directed or permitted.

LEGISLATIVE DEPARTMENT.

Genernl assembly., BSection 1. The legislative anthority of this state
shall be vested in a gemeral assembly, which shall consist of a senate
and house of representatives; and the style of every law shall be—
“Be {t enacted by the Geheral Assembly of the State of Iowa.”

Sepalonm, Bec. 2. The sessiona of the general assembly shall be
blennial, and shall commence on the second Monday in January next
eneuing the election of its members; unless the governor of the atate
shall, in the meantime, convene the general assembly by proclamation.
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Representatives, Sec. 3. The members of the house of repreaenta-
tlvex shall be chosen every second year, by the qualified electors of their
reapective districts, on the second Tuesdey In October, except the yeara of
the presidentlal electfon, when the electlon ahall be on the Tueaday next
after the first Monday In November, and their term of office shall com-
mence on the firet day of January next after thelr electlon, and con-
tinue two years, and until thelr successors are elected and qualified.

{By the amenpdment (Sec. 7) inserted at the end of article 2 the election
now occura uniformly in November.]

Eligibility. Sec. 4. No peraon shall be a member of the housze of rep-
resentatives who shall not have attained the age of twenty-ome years; be
a male citizen of the United States, and shall have been an inhabitant of
this state one year next preceding hls election, and at the time of his elec-
tlon shall have had an actual realdence of slxty daya Iin the county or
digtrict he may have been chosen to represent.

[By an amendment to the constitution properly proposed (17 G. A,
Jolnt ree. No. §; 18 G. A. joint res, No. 6), and adopted by vote of
the electors at the general electlon in 1880, the worde “free white” were
stricken from the second line of thia sectlon.]

Senators. Sec. 5.  Sernators shal!l be chosen for the term of four
yeara, at the same time and place as representatives; they ahall be
twenty-five vears of age, and possess the gualificatlons of representatives
a3 to residence and citizenshlip.

Nomber and classification. Sec. § The number of senators shall
not be less than one-third nor more than one-half the representative body;
and shall be s0 clazaifled by lot that one class, belng as nearly one-half
as poassible, shall be elected every two yearss Whea the number of sen-
ators {8 Increased, they shall be annexed by let to one or the other of the
two classes, so as to keep them as nearly equal In numbers as practicable.

Electlons determined, Sec. 7. Each house shall choose its own
officers, and judge of the gqualification, election, and return of its own
members. A contested electlon shall be determined in such manner as
shall he directed by law.

Quorum. Sec. 8. A majority of each house shall consatitute a quorum
to transact business; but a smaller anumber may adjourn from day to
day, and may compel the attendance of ahsent members in such manner
and under such penalties as each house may provide.

Authority of the houses, Sec. 9. Each house shall sit upon its own
adjournments, keep a journal of its proceedings, and publish the same;
determine its rules of proceedings, punish members for disorderly behavior,
and with the consent of two-thirds, expel & member, but not a second
time for the same offense; and shall have all other powers necessary
for a branch of the general assembly of a free and independent state.

Protest. Sec. 10. Every member of the general assembly shall have
the liberty to dissent from or proteat against any act or resolutlon which
he may think injurious to the public or an Individual, and have the
reasons for his diesent entered on the journala: and the yeas and nays
of the members of elther house, on any question, shall, at the desire of
any two members present, be entered on the journals.

Privilege. Sec. 11, Senators and representatives, in all cases except
treason, felony, or breach of the peace, shall be privileged from arrest

during the sesslon of the general assembly, and In going to or retlrning
from the same,

Vacanecles. Se¢c. 12, When vacancies oceur in either house, the governot,
or the person exercislng the functlons of governor, shall issue writs
of election fo fill such vacancies. .
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Doors open. Bec. 13, The doors of each house shall be open, except
on such occasions as, in ilhe opinion of the house, may require agcrecy.

Adjowroments. Sec. 14, Neither house shall, without the consent
of the other, adjourn for more than three days, nor to any other place
than that in which they may be sitting.

Billa. Sec. 15. Bills may originate in either house, and may be
amended, altered, or rejected by the other; and every bl having passed
both housesa, ahall he algned by the sapeaker and president of their
reapective houses,

Approval. Fec. 16, Every bill which shall have passed the JEeneral
aszembly, shall, before it becomes a law, be presented to the governor.
If he approve, he shall slgn it; but if not, he ahall return it, with his
objectlons, fo the house In which it originated, which shall enter the
same upon thelr journal, and proceed to reconsider it; if, after such
reconsideration, it again pass both houses, by yeas and nays, by a majority
of two-thirds of the members of each house, it shall become a law, not-
withstanding the governor's objections. If any bill shall not be returned
within three days after it shall have been presented to him {Sunday
excepted), the same shall be a law Iin llke manner as if he had signed
it, unless the general assembly, by adjournment, prevent such return.
Any bill submitted to the governor for his approval during the Ilast
threg days of a session of the general assembly, shall be deposited by
him In the office of {the =ecretary of state within thirty @days after the
adjournment, with his approval, if approved by him, and with his
o.bjections, it he disapproves thereof.

Majority wvote. Sec. 17. No bill shall be passed unless by the assent
of a majority of all the members elected to each branch of the general
ansermnbly, and the question upen the final passage shall be taken imme-
diately upon 1tz last reading, and the yeas and nays entered on the
journal.

Receipta und expenditores. See. 18, An aceurate statement of the
receipts and expenditures of the public money shall be attached to and
published with the lawa at every regular sesaion of the general assembly.

Impeachment. Sec. 19, The house of representatives shall have the
agle power of impeachment, and all Impeachments shall be tried by the
senate. When pitting for that purpose, the senators shall be upon oath
or aMirmation; and no person shall be convicted without the concurrence
of two-thirds of the membera present.

Who liahle 'to; judgment. Sec. 20. The governor, judges of the supreme
and distriet courts, and other state officers, shall be llable to impeach-
ment for gny misdemeanor or malfeasance in office; wut judgment in
guch cases shall extend only to removal from office, and disqualification
to hold any office of honor, trust, or profit under thisz satate; but the
party cenvicted or acquitted shall nevertheiess be llable to indictment,
trial, and punishment according to law. All other civil officers shall be
tried for misdemeanors and maifeasance in office, in such manner as the
general assembly may provide.

Memberas not appeinted to office. Sec. 21. No senator or representa.
tive shall, during the time for which he shall have been elected, be
appointed to ahy civil office of profit under this state, which shall have
been created, or the emocluments of which shall have been increamed
during such term, except such offices as may be fllled by electiona by the
people.

nl-qullneatlonn: Sec. 22, No person holding any lucrative office
under the IInited States, or thia state, or any other power, sghall be
eligible to hold a eeat In the general assembly. But offices In the militla,
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to which there is attached no annual salary, or the office of justice of
the peace, or postmaster, whose compensation doea not exceed one hundred
dpllars per annum, or notary public, shall not be deemad lucrative.

Fallure to aecoumt. Sec. 23. No person who may hereafter be a
collector or holder of public moneyws, shall have a seat in either house
of the general assembly, or be eligible to hold any office of trust or prefit
in this state, until he shall have accounted for and pald Into the treas-
ury all suma for which he may be liable.

Money drawn. See. 24, No money shall be drawn from the treasury
but In consequence of appropriations made by law.

Gnmp'enlatlon of memhbern. Scc. 26, Each member of the flrst general
aEsembly under this constitution shall receive three dollara per diem
while in session; and the further sum of three {ollars for every twenty
miles traveled in going to and returning from the place where such
session ia held, by the nearest traveled route: after which they shall
recelve such compensation as shall be fAxed by law; but no general assem-
bly shall have the power to increase the compensation of i1ts members.
And when convened In extra sesslon they shall recelve the same mileage
and per diem compensation as fixed by law for the regular sesslon,
and none other.

Laws, when to tnke effeciy publication. Sec, 26, No law of the
general assembly, passed at a regular session, of a public nature, shall
take effect until the fourth day of July next, after the passage thereof.
Laws passed at a speclal sesgion =zhall take effect ninety daya after
the adjournment of the general assembly by which they were passed
{f the general assembly shall deem any law of immediate importance,
they wmay provide that the same shall! take effect by publication in
newspapers in the state,

Divorce. Sec. 27. No divorce =shall be granted by the general
assembly.

Lotteries. Sec, 28, No lottery shall be authorized by this state; oor
shall the sale of lottery tickets be allowed.

Acty; one subject; expresned In title, Sec. 23, Every act shall embrace
but one subject, and matteras properly connected therewith; which subject
shall be expressed in the title. But if any subject shall be embraced
in an act which ahall not be expressed in the title, such act shall he
void only as to soc much thereof as shall not he expressed in the title.

Local or apecial luws., Sec. 310. The general assembly shall not pasa
local or apecial lawa in the following cases:

For the assesament and collection of taxes for state, county, or road

purposes;

For laying out, opening, and working roads or highways;

For changing the names of persons;

For the incorporation of cities and towns;

For vacating roads, town plats, streets, alleys, or public squares:

For locating or changing county seats.

Lawy general and uniform; boundaries of counties. In all the cases
above enumerated, and !n all other cases where a general! law can be
made applicable, all laws shall be general, and of un!form operation
throughout the state; and no law changing the boundary lines of any
county shall have effect until upon being submitted to the people of the
counties affected by the change, at a general election, it shall be ap-
proved by & majority of the votes In each county, cast for and against it.

Extra comtpcensulion. Sec, 31, No extra compensatlion shall bhe made
to any offlcer, public agent, or contractor, after the service shall have
peen rendered, or the contract entered into; nor shall any money be
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paid on any claim, the subject-matter of which shall not have been
provided for by pre-existing laws, end no public money or property ahall
be appropriated for local or private purposes, unless such appropriation,
compensation, or clalm be allowed by two-thirds of the members elected
to each branch of the peneral assembly.

Oath of members. Sec. 2. Members of the general assembly
shall, before they enter upon the duties of their respective offices, take
and subseribe the following oath or afirmation: “I do solemnly swear
{or afirm, as the case may be), that I will support the comnstitution of
the United States, and the constitution of the state of Iowa, and that I
will faithfully discharge the duties of senator (or representative, as the
case may be), according to the best of my ability.” And members of
the general assembly are hereby empowered to administer to each other
the said oath or affirmation.

Census. Bec. 33. The pganeral assembly shall, in the years one thon-
seid elght hundred and fifty-nine, one thousand eight hundred and sixty-
three, one thousand eight hundred and sixty-five, one thousand eight
hundred and sixty-seven, one thousand elght hundred and sixty-nine, and
one thousand eight hundred and seventy-flve, and every ten years there-
after, cause a enumeration to be mede of all the Iinhabitants of the
atate. .

By pr}?fer leglslative action (11 G. A., chap. 58, and 12 G. A., joint
res. No. }, & proposed amendment atriking the word “white” from
this sectiom, as {t originally stood, was submitted to the electors at the
general election of 1868 and adopted.]

Apportionment. Sec. 34, The genate shall be composed of fifty members
to be elected from the several senatorial districts, eatablished by law
and at the next sesslon of the general assembly held following the
taking of the state and national census, they shall be apportioned among
the meveral counties or districts of the state, according to population as
shown by the last preceding census.

Districts. Sec. 36. The house of representatives shall consist of not
more than one hundred and elght members. The ratioc of representation
shall be determined by -dividing the whole number of the population
of the satate as shown by the last preceding state or national census, by
the whole number of counties then existing or organized, but each county
&hall constitute one representative distriet and bhe entitled to one repre-
sentative, but each county having A population in excess of the ratio
number, as herein provided of three-fifths ¢r more of such ratio number
ghall be entitled to one additional representative, but safd addition shall
extend only to the nine countles having the greatest population,

Ratlo of representation. Sec. 36. 'The general assembly shall, at the
first regular asession held following the adoption of this amendment,
and at each succeeding regular asession held next after the taking of
such census, flx the ratico of reprepentation, and apportion the additional
representatives, as hereinbefore required.

ARTICLE IV.—EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.

Governor. Section 1. The supreme executive power of this satate shall
be vested in & chief magietrate, whe shall be styled the governor of
the state of Iowa. )

Election and term. Sec. 2. The governor shall be elected by the
qualified electors at the time and place of votlng for members of the
general assembly, and shall hold his office two years from the tlme of
his installation, and until hils successoer is elected and qualified.

Lientenant-govermor; returns of electiona. Sec. 3. There shall he a
lieutenant-governor, who shall hold his office two ¥ears, and be elected at
the asme time as the governor In voting for governor and lleutenant-
governor, the electors shall designate for whom they vote as governor,
and for whom as leutenant-governor. The returns of every election
for governor and lieutenant-governor, shall be sealed up and transmitted
to the seat of government of the state, directed to the speaker of the
house of representatives, who shall open and publish them In the presa-
ence of both houses of the genersl assembly,

Election by genera)l assembly. Sec. 4. The persons respectively having
the highest number of votes, for governor and lieutenhant-governor, shall
be declared duly elected; but In case two or more persons shall have
an equal, and the highest number of wvotes ftor either office, the general
aasembly shall, by joint wvote, forthwith proceed to elect one of sald
persons governor, or lieutenant-governor. as the case may be.

When any offlee shall, from any cause, bhecome
vacant, and no mode 13 provided by the constitution and laws for flling
such vacancy, the governor shall have power to fll such vacancy, by
granting a commission, which ahall expire at the end of the next session
of the general assembly, or at the hext election by the people.

Convening =msembly. Sec, 11, He may., on extraordinary occasions,
convene the general assembly by proclamation, and shall state to both
houses, when assembled, the purpose for whkich they shail have been
convenad.

Memsage. Sec, 12, He shall communlicate, by message, to the general
asgembly, at every regular session, the conditfon of the atate, and recom-
mend such matters a5 he shall deem expedient.

Adjonrnment. Sec. 13 In case of disapreement between the two
houses with respect to the time of adjournment, the governor shall have
power to adjourn the general assembly to0 such time as he may think
proper; but no such adjournment shall be beyond the time flxed for the
regular meeting of the next general assembly.

Disqualifieation. Sec. 14, No person shall, while holding any office
under the authority of the United Btates, or thia state, execute the office of
governor, or lleutenant governor, except as hereinafter expressly, provided.

Termj compensation of Heutenant.governor. Sec. 15 The official term
ot governor and lieutenant-governor, shall commence on the second Mon-
day of January next after thelr election, and continue for two years,
and until thelr succeasors are eclected and guallfied. The lieutenant-
governor, while mcting asz governoar, shall recelve the same pay as pro-
vided for governor; and while presiding In the senate, shall recelve as
compensation therefor, the same mileage and double the per dlem pay
provided for a senator, and none other.

Pardons. Sec. 18. The governor shall have power to grant reprlaeves,
commutations and pardona, after conviction, for all offensea except treason
and cases of impeachment, subiject to such reguiations as may be pro-
vided By law. TUpon convigtion for treason, he shall have power to
puspend the execution of the sentence until the case shall be reported
to the general assembly at itz next meeting, when the general assembly
shall esither grant a pardon, commute the sentence, dlrect the executlon
of the sentence, or grant a further reprieve. He shall have Dower to
remit fines and forfeitures, under such regulations as may be prescribed
by law; and shall report to the general assembly, at its next meeting,
each cese of reprieve, commutation, or pardon granted, and the reasons
therefor: and alao all persons in whose favor remission of fines and
forteltures shall! have been made, and the several amounta remitted,

Lieutenant-governor to act as governor. Sec. 17. In' case of the
death, lmpeachment, resignation, removal from office, or other diaability
of the governor, the powers and duties of the office for the residue ot
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the term, or until he shall bhe acquitted, or the Adisability removed, shall
devolve upon the lleutenant-governor,

President of mennte. Bec, 18, The lientenant-governor shall be president
of the senate, bot shall only vote when the senate Is equally divided:
and in case of his absence, or Impeachment, or when he shall exercipe
the office of governor, the senate shall choose g president pro tempore.

Vacuneles. Sec. 1% If the Ifentenant-governor, while acting as gov-
erncr, shall be impeached, displaced, reslgn, or die, or otherwise become
incapable of performing the dutles of the coffice, the preaident pro tempare
of the senate shall act as governor until the vacancy ‘is fllled, or the
disability removed; and If the prealdent of the senate, for any of the
above caunses, shall be rendered {incapable of performing the duties
pertaining to the office of governor, the same ©ehall devolve upon the
apeaker of the houae of representatives

Seal of state. Sec. 20, There shall be a zeal of this state, which shall
be kept by the governor, and used by him officially, and shall be called
the great seal of the state of Iowa.

Grapts and commisslons. Sec. 21, All grants and commiasions shall
be In the name and by the authority of the people of the state of Iowa,
seeled with the pgreat seal of the atate, signed by the governor, and
counteralgned by the pecretary of state,

Becretary, audltor and treasurer. Sec. 22. A secretary of state, auditor
of state, and treasurer of state, shall be elected by the qualified electors,
whe shall continue in office two years, and until their successoraz are
elected and qualified; and perform such duties as may be required by Iaw.

ARTICLE V.—JUDICIAL DEPARTMENT.

Counrta. Sectlon 1. The judiclal power shall be wvested in a supreme
eourt, disirict court, and such other courts, inferior to the supreme court,
as the general assembly may, from time to time, establish.

Supreme comrt. Bec 2. The supreme court shall consist of three judges,
two of whom shall constitute a quorum to hold court.

[As to the number of judges, see statutory provislons.]

Judges elected. Sec. 3. The judges of the supreme court shall be
elected by the qualified electors of the state, and shall hold their court
at such time and place as the general assembly may prescribe., The
judges of the supreme court so elected, shall be classified so that one
Judge shall go out of office every two years; and the judge holding the
phortest term of office under such clasaification, shall be chief justice of
the court during his term, and 20 on In rotation. After the expiration
of their terms of office, under such classification, the term of eg.ch judge
of the supreme court shall be six years, and until his succeasor shall have
been elected and qualified. The judges of the supreme court shall be
ineliglble to any other office in the state, during the term for which they
shall have been elected,

Jurisdiction. Sec. 4. The supreme court shall have appellate juris-
dietion only in cases In chancery, and shall constitute a court for the
correction of errorg at law, under such resirictions as the general assembly
may by law prescribe; and shall have power to Issue all writs and
process necessary to secure justice to parties, and exercise a supervisory
control over all inferior judicial tribunals throughout the state.

DHstrict court and judge. Sec. 5. The district court shall consist ot
a single judege, who shall be elected by the qualified electors of the district
In which he realdes. The judge of the district court shall hold his office
for the term of four ¥eara, and untll his successor shall have been elected
and quelified; and shall be ineligibie to any other office, except that of
Judge of the supreme court, during the term for which he was elected.
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Jorisdictlon. Sec, 6. The district court shall be a court of law and
equity, which shall be distinet and separate jurisdictions, and have juris-
diction in civil and c¢riminal matters arising In thetr respective districts,
in such manner as shall be prescribed by law.

Conmervators of the pence. Bec. 7. The judges of the supreme and
districts courts shall be conservators of the peace throughout the state.

Style of procesn. Bec. 8. The style of all proceas shall be "The State
of Jowa,” and all prosecutionz shall be conducted in the name and by
the authority of the same.

Salarles. Sec, 3. The salary of each judge of the supreme court shall
be two thousand dollars per annum; and that of each district judge one
thousand six hundred dollara per annum, until the year eighteen hundred
and sixty; after which time they shall severally receive such compensation
as the general assembly may, by law, prescribe; which compensation shall
not be increased or diminished during the term for which they ahall have
heen elected.

Judieial distriets. Sec. 10. The state shall be divided Into eleven
judieial distriets; and after the year eightesn hundred and aixty, the
gpeneral assembly may reorganize the judiclal distriets, and increase or
diminish the number of districts, or the number of judges of the said
court, and may increase the number of judges of the supreme court; but
such increase or diminution shall not be more than one district, or one
judge of elther court, at any one sesslon; and no reorganization of the
districts, or diminution of the judges, shall have the effect of removing
a judge from offlce. Buch reorpanization of the districts, or any change
in the boundaries thereof, or any increase or dimlnution of the number
of judges, shall take place every four wveara thereafter, if necessary, and
at no other time.

[Amendment.] At any regular eesslon of the general assemhly, the
state may be divided into the necessary judieial districts for district
court purposes, or the sald districts may be reorganized and the number
of the districts and the judges of said courts Increased or dAiminished;
but no reorganization of the districts or diminution of the judges shall
have the effect of removing & judge from office.

When chosen. 8Sec. 11, The judges of the supreme and district courts
shall be chosen at the general election; and the term of office of each
judge shall commence on the firat day of January next after his election.

Attorney-general. Sec, 12, The general assembly shall provide, by
law, for the election of an attorney-general by the people, whose term of
office shall be two years, and until! his successor shall have been elected
and qualified.

County attorney. Sec. 13. The qualified electors of each county shall,
at the general election In the year eighteen hundred and eighty-six, and
every two vyears thereafter elect a county attorney, who shall be a
resident of the county for which he is elected, and shall hold his office
for two years, and until his successor shall have been elected and
qualified.

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Carrying into effect. Sec, 14, Jt shall be the duty of the generai
assembly to provide for the carrying Into effect of this artiele, and to
provide for a general aystem of practice in all the courte of this atate.

The grand jury. (Se¢. 1E) The grand jury may conaist of any
number of membera not lesa than five, nor more than fifteen, as the gen.
era]l assembly may by law provide, or the general assembly may provide
for holding persons to answer for any cripiinal offense without the inter-
vontion of the grand jury.

ARTICLE VI—MILITIA.

Whe copstitute, Section 1. The militia of thia state shall be com-
posed of all able-bodied male citizens, between the ages of eighteen and
forty-five vears, except such as are or may hereafter be exempt by the
laws of the United States, or of this state; and shall be armed, equipped,
and tralned, as the general assembly may provide by law.

.

[By proper legislative action (11 G A. chap. 9% and 12 G A. joint
res. No, XI) a proposed amendment striking the word “white” from this
section, as it originally stood, was submitted to the electors at the
general election In 1868 and adopted.]

Exemption. Sec. 2. No person or persons consclentiously acrupulous
of bearing arms shall be compelled to do military duty in time of peace:
provided that such person or persons shall pay an equivalent for such
exemption in the same manner as other cliizens.

Officers. Sec. 3. All commiesioned officera of the militia (staft officers
excepted) shall be elected by the persons llable to perform military duty,
and shall be commissioned by the governor.

ARTICLE VII—STATE DEBTS.

Credit not to be loamed. Section 1. The credit of the state shall
not, In any manner, be given or loaned to. or In ald of, any Individual,
association, or corporation; and the state shall never assume, or become
responslble for the debtas or liabilities of any individual, asscciation. or
corporation, unless Incurred in time of war for the benefit of the state,

Limitatlion. Bec. 2, The state may contract debts to supply casual
deficita or fallures in revehues; or to meet expenses not otherwise pro-
vided for; but the aggregate amount of such debts, direet and con-
tingent, whether contracted by virtue of one or more acts of the general
assembly, or at different periods of time, shall never exceed the sum of
two hundred and fifty thousand dollars; and the money arising from the cre-
ation of such debts ehall be applled to the purpose for which it was ob-
tained, or to repay the debis =0 contracted, and to no other purpese
whatever.

Losses to mehool fumds. Sec. 3. All loszes to the permanent school,
or university fund of this state, which shall have been occasioned by
the defalcation, mlsmanagement, or fraud of the agents or officers con-
trolling end managing the same, shall be audited by the proper author-
ities of the state. The amount so audited sha)]l he a permanent funded
debt agalnet the state, in favor of the respective fund sustaining the loss,
upon which not less than six per cent annual Interest shall be paid. The
amount of llability =0 ecreated shall not be counted as a part of the
indebtedness authorized by the second sectlon of this article.

‘War debta. Sec. 4, In addition to the above limited power to contract
debte, the state may contract debts to repel invasion, suppress insur-
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raction, or defend the state in war; but the momney arlsing from the debta
s0 contracted shall be applled to the purpose for which It waa raised, or
to repey such debts, and to no other purpose whatever.

Question of Imcurring debi smbmitted. Sec. 5. Except the debts here-
inbefore specified In this article, no debt shall be hereafter contracted by,
or on behalf of thlz state, unless such debt shall be authorized by some
law for some gingle work or object, to be distinetly specified therein;
and such law shall’ impose and provide for the collectlon of a dlrect
annual tax, sufficient to pay the intereat on such debt, ma it falls due,
and also to pay a.:;d discharge the principal of such debi, within twenty
yeara from the time of the contracting thereof; but no such law shall
teke effect untll at a general election It shall have hbeen asubmitted to
the people, and have received a majority of all the votes caat for and
agalnst it at such election; and all money railsed by authority of such
law, shall be applled only to the speclfic object therein stated, or to the
payment of the debt created thereby; and such law shall be published in
at least one newspaper In each county, if one 13 published therein,
throughout the state, for three months preceding the election at which
it ia submitted to the people.

Leginlatore may repeul. Sec. 6. The leglslatnre may, at any time,
after the approval of such law by the people, if no debt shall have been
contracted in pursuance thereof, repeal the same; and may at any time
forbld the contracting of any further debt, or liability, nnder =uch law;
~but the tax imposed by such law, In proportion to the debt or lability
which may have bheen contracted In pursuance thereof, zhall remain in
forge and be irrepealable, and be annually collected, until the principal.
and interest are fully palid.

Tax imposed distinctly stated. Sec. 7. Every law which i{mpoaes,
continues, or revives a tax, shall distinctly state the tax, and the object
to which it is to be applied; and It shall not bhe sufficient to refer to
any other law to fix such tax or object.

ARTICLE VIIL—CORFPORATIONS.

How created. Section 1. No corporation shall be created by special
lawa: but the pgeneral assembly shall provide by pgeneral laws, for the
organization of all corporations hereafter to be created, except aas herein-
after provided.

Property taxalle. Sec. 2. The property of ell corporatione for pecuniary
profit shall be subject to taxation the same as that of [ndividuals.

State not to be n mtockhbolder. Sec. 3. The state shall not become a
stockholder in any corporation, nor shall it assume or pay the debt or
liability of any corporation, unless incurred in time of war for the beneflt
of the state.

Municipal corporation. Sec. 4. No political or municipal corporation
shall become a stockholder in any banking corporation, d&irectly or
indirectly.

Aot creating banking assoclatioms. Seec. 5. No act of the general
aesembly, authorizing or creating corporations or associationa with bank-
ing powers, nor amendments thereto, shall take effect, or In any manner
be in force, until the same shall have been submlitted, separately, to the
people, at a general or special election, as provided by law, to be held
not less than threes months after the paszage of the act, and shall have
been approved by a majority of all the electors voting for and against
it at such election.
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State bank. Sec. 6. Bubject to the provisions of the foregoing pec-
tion, the general assembly may also provide for the establishment of a
state bank with branches.

Specle bauls, Sec 7. If a state bank be established, it shall be founded
on an actual specle basis, and the branches shall be mutually reaponsible
for each other's liabllities upon all notes, bllls and other isgues intended
for circulation as money,

General banking law, Sec. 8. If a general banking law shall be en-
acted, {t shall provide for the reglptry and countersigning, by an offlcer
of state, of all bills, or paper credit designed to circulate as money, and
require security to the full amount thereof, to be depoeited with the
state treasurer, In Unlted States stocks, or in interest-paying stocks of
states In good credit and standing, to be rated at ten per cent below their
average value In the clty of New Yorlk, for the thirty daye next preceding
their deposlit; and In case of a depreclation of any portion of such stocks,
to the amount of ten per cent on the dollar, the bank or banks owning
sald stock shall be required to make up sald deflclency by depositing
additional stocks; and safid law shall alse provide for the recording of
the names of all stockholders in such corporations, the amount of stock
held by each, the time of any transfer, and to whom.

Stoekholders responsible, Sez. 9. Every atockholder In 8 banking
corporation or Institution shall be indilviduoally responsible and Hable
to its creditors, over and above the amount of atock by him or her held,
to an amount egual to his or her respective shares so held, for all
itz llabilitles aceruing while he or she remains such stockholder.

Bill-holdern preferred. Sec. 100 In casa of the Iinsolvency of any
banking institution, the bill-holders shall have a preference over fte
other creditors.

-] 1 of le paymenits. Sec. 11, The suspension of specle
pa.yments by bn.nklng institutions shall never be permitred or sanctioned.

Amendment or repeal of charters; exclusive privileges. Sec. 12. Sub-
ject to the provigions of this article, the general assembly shall have
power to amend or repeal all laws for the organizatlon or creation of
corporations, or granting of special or exclusive privileges or Immunlties,
by a vote of two-thirds of each branch of the general assembly: and no
exclusive privileges, except as in thiz article provided, shall ever be
granted.

ARTICLE IX.—EDUCATION AND SCHOOL LANDS,
1—EDUCATION.

Hoard of educatlon. Section 1. The educational Interest of the state,
inecluding common &achools and other educational institutions, shall be
under the management of a board of education, which shall consist of
the lieutentant-governor, who shall be the presiding officer of the board,
and have the casting vote In case of a tie, and one member to be
elected from each judicial district in the state.

Whoe eligible. Sec. 2. No person shall be eligible as & member of
said board who shall not have attajned the age of twenty-five vears, and
shall have been one year a citizen of the state.

How elected. Sec. 3. One member of zaid board shall be chosen by
the gqualified electors of each distriet, and shall hold the office for the
terin of four years, and until hig successor is elected and qualified. After *
the first electlon under this constitution, the board shall be dlvided, as
nearly as practicable, into two equal classes, and the seats of the first
class shall be vacated after the expiration of two years; and one-half of
the beoard shall be chosen every two years thereafter,
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Firat sesalom, Bec. 4 The fltst sesslon of the bonrd of education
shall be held at the seat of government, on the first Monday of December,
atter their election; arfter which the general assembly may flx the time
and place of meeting. .

Limited. Sec. 5. The aesalon of the board shall be limited to twenty
days, and but one session shall be held In any one year, exeept upon
extraordinary occasions, when, upon the recommendation of {wo-thirds of
the board, the governor may order a special sesslon.

Secretary. Sec. 6. The board of education shall appoint a secretary,
who shall be the executive officer of the board, and perform such dutles ag
may be imposged upon him by the board, and the lawa of the atate. They
shall keep a Journal of thelr proceedings, which shall be published and
diatributed in the same manner as the jJournals of the general assembly.

Hules and regulaifons. See. 7. All rules and regulations made by the
‘board shall be published and dlstributed to the several counties, townships,
and school districts, as may be provided for by the board, and when sa
made, published, and diatributed, they shall have the force and effect
of law.

Power to make. BSec. 8. The hoard of education shall have full power’ .
and authority to legislate and make all needful rules and regulations 4n' ..
relatlon to common schools, and other educational institutions, that are-.,
instituted, to receive aid from the school or university fund of this state; -
but all acts, rules, and repgulations of said board may be altered, amended, or
repealed by the general assembly; and when s0 altered, amended, or re-
pealed, they shall not be re-enacted by the board of education.

Governor ex-officio n member. Bec. 9. The governor of the state ghall
be ex-officio, & member of =ald board.

Expensen. Sec. 10. The board shall have no power to levy taxes, or
make appropriations of money. Their contingent expenses shall be provided
for by the general assembly.

State umlvernity. Sec. 11. The state university shall be established at
one place without branches at any other place, and the university fund
ghall be applied to that institution, and no other.

Common schools. Sec. 12. The board of education shall provide for
the education of all the youths of the state, through a system of common
schoola, and such schools shall be organized and kept in each school dls-
trict at least three months in each year. Any dlstrict falling, for two eon-
secutive years, to organize and keep up a school, asz aforesaid, may be de-
prived of thelr portion of the school fund.

Compengation. Sec. 13. The members of the board of eduocation shall
each recelve the same per diem during the term of their session, and mile-
age going to and returning therefrom, as members of the general assembly.

Quorum; style of acts. Sec. 14, A majority of the board shall constitute
a quorum for the transaction of business; but no rule, regulation, or law,
for the government of common schools or other educational institutions
shall pass without the concurrence of a majority of ail the members of the
board, which ehall be expressed by the yeas and nays on the final passage.
The etyle of all acts of the board shall be, “Be it enacted by the hoard of
education of the state of Iowa.”

Roard may be abolished. Sec. 15. At any time after the year one thou-
sand elght hundred snd sixty-three, the general assembly shall have power
to aboligh or reorganize sald board of education, and provide for the aduca-
tional interest of the state {n any other manner that to them ahall seem
bast and proper.

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2—SCHOOL FUNDS AND SCHOOL LANDS.

Under coniroel of genernl nssembly. Sectton 1. The educatiomal and
aschool fund and lands, shall bhe under the control and management of the
general assembly of this state.

Permanent fund. Sec. 2. The unlversity lands, and the proceeds thereof,
and all moneys belenging to sald fund shall be a permanent fund for the
aole use of the state universlty, The Interest arleing from the aame shall
be annually appropriated for the support and benefit of sald university.

. Lands appropriated. BSec, 3. The general assembly shall encourage, by
all suitable meansa, the promotion of intellectual, seientific, moral and agri-
cultural improvement, The proceeds of all lands that have been, or here-
after may be, granted by the United States to this state, for the support of
achoola, which may have been or shall hereafter be sold, or dlsposed of,
and the flve hundred thousand acres of land granted to the new patates,
under an act of Congresa, distributing the proceeds of the public lands
among the several statex of the Unlon, approved in the year of our Lord
one thousand elght hundred and forty-one, and all estates of deceagsed
persons who may have died without leaving a will or heir, and also such
per cent as has been or may hereafter be granted by Congress, on the =ale
of lands in thls state, sha!l be, and remain a perpetual fund, the interest
of which, together with all rents of the unsold lands, and such other means
as the general assembly may provide, shall be inviolably appropriated to the
support of common schools throughout the state.

Fines, ete,, how appropriated. Sec. 4. The money which may have been
or shall be pald by persons as an edquivalent from exempiion from military
duty, and the clear proceeds of all fines collected in the several counties
for any breach of the penal laws, shall be exclusively applied in the several
countie= in which such money i3 paid, or fine collected, among the several
school districta of said countles, in proportion to the number of youths sub-
ject to enumeration In such districts, to the support of common schools, or
the eatablfshment of libraries, as the beard of education shall from time to
time provide.

Proceeds of lands, Sec. 5. The general assembly ahall take measures for
the protection, improvement, or other disposition of such lands as have
been, or may hereafter be reserved, or granted by the United States, or any
person or persons to thla state, for the use of the university, and the funds
acerulng from the rents or sale of such lands, or from any other scurce for
the purpoee aforesald, shall be, and remain, a permanent fund, the Interest
of which shall be applied to the support of said university, for the promo-
tion of Jiterature, the arts and sclences, a3 may be authorized by the terms
of such grant. And it shall be the duty of the general assembly, as zoon
az may be, to provide effectual means for the improvement and permanent
security of the funds of sald univeraity.

Agenta of school funds. Sec. . The financial agents of the school funds
shall be the same that, by law, receive and control the state and county
revenue, for other civil purposes, under such regulations as may be provided
by law.

Distribution. Sec. 7. The inoney subject to the support and mainte-
nance of common achools shall be distributed to the districts in proportion
to the number of youths, between the apes of five and twenty-one vears, in
such manner ae may be provided by the general assembly.

ARTICLE X.—AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION.

How proposed; sabmission, Section 1. Any amendment or amendments
to this comstitution may be proposed In either house of the general aszem-
bly; and If the same shall be agreed to by a majority of the members elected
to eack of the two houses, such proposed amendment shall be entered on
their journals, with the yeas and nays taken thereon, and referred to the
legialature to be chosen at the next general election, and shall be published,
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as provided by law. for three months previous to the time of making such
choice; and If, In the general assembly so next chosen as aforesaid, such
proposed amendment or amendmenta shall be agreed to hy a majority of all
the members elected to each house, then it shall be the duty of the general
assemhbly to submit such propoased amendment or amendments to the people
in such manner, and at auch tlme as the general assembly shall provide: and
if the people shall approve and ratify such amendment or amendments by a
majority of the electors qualified to vote for members of the general
agsembly, voting thereon, such amendment or amendments shall become a
part of the constitution of thia state.

More thon ope. Sec. 2. If two or more amendments shall be submitted
at the same time, they shall be submitted in such manner that the electora
shall vote for or agalnst each of such amendments separately.

Conventlom. Beec. 3. At the general election to be held in the year one
thousand eight hundred and seventy, and in each tenth year thereafter, and
also at such times as the general assembly may, by law, provide, the gques-
tlon “Shall there be a convention to revise the constitutlon, and amend the
same?" ghall be decided by the electora qualified to vote for members of the
general asgembiy: and In case a majority of the electors so qualified, voting
at such election for and against such proposition, shall decide in favor of a
convention for such purpose, the general assembly, at ita next session, shall
provide by law for the election of delegates to such convention,

ARTICLE XIL—MISCELLANEOUS.

Jurisdiction of josilce of the pence. Section 1. The jurisdiction of
justices of the pegce ahall extend to all civil cages (except cases in chancery,
and cases where the question of title to real estate may ariae), where the
amount in controversy does not exceed one hundred dollars, and by the
consent of parties may be extended to any amount not exceeding three
hundred dollars.

Countles. Sec. 2. No new county shall be hereafter created containing
less than four hundred and thirty-two square miles; nor shall the territory
of any organized county be reduced below that area; except the county of
‘Worth, and the countiesa west of it along the northern boundary of this
state, may be organized without additional territory.

Indebtedness of politieal or munielpal corporations. Sec. 3. No county,
or other political or municipal corporation shall be allowed to hecome in-
debted in any manner, or for any purpose, to an amount in the apggregate,
exceeding filve per centum on the value of the taxable property within such
county or corporation—to be ascertalned by the last state and county tax
lsts, previous to the incurring of such indebtedness.

Boundaries. Sec. 4. The boundaries of the state may be enlarged, with
the consent of congress and the general assembly.

Oath of offlce,. Sec. 5. HEvery person elected or appointed to any office,
ghall, before entering upon the duties thereof, take an oath or affirmation
to support the constitution of the United States, and of thia state, and also
an oath of office.

How vaeancles filled. Sec. 6. In all cases of elections to fill vacancles in
office occurring before the expiration of a full term, the person ao elected
shall hold for the residue of the unexpired term; and all persons appointed
to fill vacancies in office, shall hold until the next general election, and
until their successors are e¢lected and qualified.

Land grantw loeated. Sec. 7. The general agsembly shall not locate any
of the public lands which have been, or may be granted by congress to thia
state, and the location of which may be glven to the general asgembly,
upon landa actually settled, without the consent of the occupant. The
extent of the claim of such occupant so exempted, shall not exceed three
hundred and twenty acrea.
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Sent of government; stute unlversity. Sec. 8. The seat of government la
Lereby permanently ostablished, as now fixed by law, at the city of Des
Molines, in the county of Polk; and the ptate university at Iowa City, in the
county of Johnagn.

ARTICLE XIL—SCHEDULE.

Supreme luw, Nectlon 1. This constitution shall be the supreme law of
the state, and any law Inconsistent therewith, shall be void. The general
ussembly shall pass all laws necessary to carry this consatitution into effect.

Lawn in foree. Sec. 2. All laws now in force, and not inconsistent with
this constitution, shall remaln in foree until they shall expire or be repealed.

Proceeidiogn not affected. Heec. 2. All indictmente, prosecutions, suiis,
pleas, plaints, process, and other proceedings pending in any of the courts,
shall be prosecuted to final judgment and execution; and all appeals, writa
of vrror, cortlorard, and Injunctions, shall be rarried on in the several courts,
in the same manner as now provided by law, and all offenses. misdemeanors,
and crimes that may have been committed before the taking effect of this
constitution, shall be subject to indictment, trial, and punishment, in the
same manhner as they would have been had not thia constitution been made.

Fines inure to the state, Sec. 4. All fines, penalties, or forfeitures due,
or to become due, or accruing to the state, or to any county therein, or to
the school fund, shall ihure to the etate, county, or school fund, in the
manner prescribed by law.

Bonis in foree. Sec. 5. All bonds executed to the state, or to any officer
In his official capacity, shall remain in force and inure to the use of those
concerned.

Firat election for governor and lleutenant-governor. Sec. 5. The first
election under thiz constitution shall be held on the sepond Tuesday In
Qetober, in the year one thousand elght hundred and fifty-seven, at which
time the electors of the state zhall elect the governor and lieutenant-gover-
nor. There shall also be elected at such election, the successors of such
state senators as were elected at the August election in the year one thou-
gand eight hundred and fifty-four and members of the house of representa-
tives, who shall be elected {n accordance with the act of apportionment,
enacted at the session of the general assembly which commenced on the firat
Monday of December, one thousand eight hundred and fifty-six.

¥For seereiary, audlter, ete. Sec. 7. The first election for secretary, audi-
tor, and treasurer of stat{e. attorney-general, district judges, members of the
beard of educatton, disirict attorneys, members of congress, and such state
officers as shall be elected at the April election, in the year one thousand
eight hundred and fifty-scven (except the superintendent of public instrue-
tign), and such county officera as were elected at the August election, in
the year one thousand eight hundred and fifty-six, except prosecuting attor-
neys, shall be held on the second Tuesday of October, one thousand eight
hundred and fifty-eight: provided that the time for which any district
Jjudge or other state or county officer clected at the April election in the
year one thousand eight hundred and fifty-eight shall not extend beyond the
time fixed for filling like offices at the October election, in the year one
thousand eight hundred and fifty-elght.

For judges of supreme court, Sec. 8. The first election for judges of the
supreme court, and such county officers as shall be elected at the August
election, in the year one thousand elght hundred and fifty-seven, shall be
held on the second Tuesday of October, In the year one thousand eight hun-
dred and fifty-nine,

Firat scasion of genernl ussembly., Sec. 9. The firat regular sessgion of
the general assembly shall be held in the vear one thousand eight hundred
and fifty-eight, commencing on the second Monday of January of sziq year,
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Senatora. Sec. 10. Senators elected at the Aupgust eleclion, in the year
one thousand elght hundred and fifty-six, shall continue In office until the
gecond Tueaday of October, In the year one thousand eight hundred and
fifty-nine, at which time thelr succesaors shall he clicted as may be pre-
seribed by law.

Offices not vacated. Sec. 11. Every person elected by popular vote, by a
vote of the general assembly, or who may hold office by executive appoint-
ment, which office is continued by this constitution, and every person who
ghall be s0 elected or appointed to any zuch office, before the taking effect
of thias constitution (except as in this constitution otherwise provided), shall
continue in offlce until the term for which such person has been or may be
elected or appointed shall expire; but no such person shall continue in office
after the taking effeet of this constitution, for a longer perlod than the term
of such office, in this constitution prescribed.

Juilicial distrieis. Sec. 12. The genera! assembly. at the first session
under this constitution, shall district the state into eleven judicial districta,
for distriet court purpoees; and shall also provide for the apportionment of
the members of the general assembly in accordance with the provisions?!
this econstitution.

Submisslon of comstitntion. Sec. 13. Thia constitution shall be sub-
mitted to the electors of the state at the Aupust election, In the year one
thousand eight hundred and fifty-seven, in the several election dlstricts in
thie state. The ballots at such election shall be written or printed as fol-
lows: those In favor of the constltution, “new constitution—yes.'” Thoae
azainat the constitution, “new constitution—no.” The elections shall be
conducted in the same maner as the general elections of the state, and ithe
poll-books shall be returned and canvassed as provided in the twenty-fifth
chapter of the code, and abstracts zhall be forwarded to the secretary of
state, which abstracts shall be canvaseped in the manner provided for the
canvass of atate officers. And if it shall appear that a majority of all the
votes cast at auch election for and against this conatitution are in favor of
the =ame, the governor shall immediately issue his proclamation stating
that fact, and such constitution shall he the constitution of the state of
Iowa, and shall take efficcet from and after the publication of said procla-
mation.

Proposition to strikie cut the word “white.” Sec. 14. At the =2ame elec-
tion that thie constitution is submitted to the people for its adoption or
rejection, a propogition to amend the same by striking out the word “white,"”
from the article on the ‘right of suffrage,” shall be separately submitted to
the electors of this state for adoption or rejection, in the manner follow-
ing, viz.: a separate ballot may be glven by every person having a right to
vote at said election, to he depoaited In a separate hox. And those given for
the adoption of such propesition shall have the words, “shall the word 'white'
be atricken out of the article on the ‘right of suffrage? yes.!" And those
given against the proposition shall have the words “shall the word ‘white’
be stricken out of the articie on the 'right of suffrage? no.” And if at safd
election the number of ballots cast in favor of sald proposition, shall bhe
equal to a majority of those cast for and agalnst this constitution, then
said word "white” shall be stricken from said article and be no part thereof.

Milla county, Sec. 15. Until otherwige directed by law, the county of
Mills shall be in and a part of the sixth judielal district of this state.

Biennial elections. Sec, 1. The first general election after the adaptlon
of this amendment shall be held on the Tuesday next after the flrst Monday
in November {n the year one thousand nine hundred and six, and general
elections shall be held biennially thereafter. In the year one thousand nine
hundred and six there shall be elected a governor, lieutenant-governor, se¢-
retary of state, auditor of state, treasurer of atate, attorney-general, two
judges of the pupreme court, the successors of the judges of the district
court whoge terms of office expire on December 31st, one thousand nine hun-
dred and six, state senators who would otherwise be chosen in the year one
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thousand nine hundred and five, and membera of the house of representa-
tives, The terms of office of the judges of the supreme court which would
otherwise expire on December 31lst, in odd-numbered years, and all other
elective atate, county and township officers, whose terms of office would
otherwize expire in January in the year one thousand nine hundred and alx,
and members of the general assembly whose successors would otherwise be
chosen at the general electlion in the year gne thousand nine hundred and
five, are hereby extended one year and until their aucceasors are elected
and qualified. The terme of offices of senators whose succeemors would
otherwise be chosen In the year one thousand nine hundred and seven are
hereby extended one year and untll thelr successors are elected and qualf-
fled. The general assembly shall make such changes in the law governing
the tlme of election gand terma of office of all other elective officers as shall
he necessary to make the time of their election and {erms of ofiice conform
to this amendment, and shall provide which of the judges of the supreme
court shall serve as chief justice. The general assembly ehall meet in regu-
lar seselon on the second Monday in January, in the year one thousand nine
hundred and six, and also on the second Monday in January in the year one
thousand nine hundred and seven, and blennially thereafter.

[By proper leglsiative action (23 G. A, joint res, No. 5 and 30 G. A, joint
res. No. 1) a proposed amendment, addlnF the foregolng section number 18
to Article XJ?. was submitted to the electors at the general election in
1904, and adopted. Practically the =ame amendment waz adopted by the
people November 6§, 1900, but the supreme court Februa% 1, 1801, in the
case of the State of JIowa ex rel Marsh W. Bailey va 8. . Brookhart, re-
spondent, appellant, held that the amendment, section 16, wap not proposed
?}?d m}o ted as reguired by the conatitution, and did not become a part

ereof.

Fifth-—8trike the word “white” from section one of article six thereof.

No. 5, and 18 G. A. joInt
res. No. 8), by vote of the people, November 2, 1880, and certificate of the
board of state canvassers, December 3, 1580.

Strike out the words *free white” from the third line of sectlion four (4) of
article three {(3) of sald constitution, relating to the leglslative department.

By proper legislative action {18 G. A, Joint res. No. 8 and 19 ¢. A, jolnt
res. No. 8), by vote of the people, June 27, 1882, and certificate of the board of
gtate canvasgsers, July 28, 18R2,

Section 26, No person shall manufacture for sale, or sell, or keep for sale,
as A beverage, any Iintoxicating llquors whatever, including ale, wine and beer,
The general assembly shall by law prescribe regulatione for the enforcement
of the prohibition herein contained, and shall thereby provide muitable penalties
for the violation of the provisions hereof.

[The supreme court, April 21, 1883, In the case of Koehler & Lange vs. HI,
reported In 40th Iowa, page 643, held that the amendment, sectlon 26, as sub-
mitted to the electors did not become a part of the constitution.]

By proper legislative action (19 &, A,, Joint res. No. 12, aud 20 G, A., joInt
res. No. 13), by vote of the pecple, November 4, 1884, and certificate of the board
of state canvassers, December 10, 1854,

Amendment 1. The general election for state, district, county and townshlp
officers, shall be held on the Tuesday next after the first Monday in November.

Amendment 2. At any regular =zession of the general assembly, the atate
may be divided into the necessary judiclal districts for district court purposes,
or the sald districts may be reorganized and the number of the districts and
the judges of 8aid courts Inecreased or diminished ; but no reorganization of the
districta or diminution of the judges shall have the effect of removing a judge
from office. ' :

Amendment 3. The grand jury may conslst of any number of membera not
less than five, nor more than fifteen, as the general asgsembly may by law pro-
vide, or the general assembly may provide for holding persons to answer for
any criminal offense without the intervention of the grand jury.

Amendment 4. That section thirteen of article five of the constifution he
atricken therofrom, and the following adopted as such section:

Section 13. The qualified electors of each county shall, at the general elec-
tion In the year one thousand eight hundred and eighty-six, and every two years
thereafter, elect a county attorney, who shall be a resident of the county Ifor
which he is elected, and Eshatl hold his office for two years, and untfl hisg suc-
cessor shall have been elected and qualified. .

By proper legislative action (29 G. A. joint rea. No. 2, and 30 &. A. joint
res. No. 2), by vote of the people November eighth, one thousand nine humn-
dred and four and certificate of the board of state canvassers, November
twenty-ninth, one thousand nine hundred and four.

That section thirty-four ({34), thirty-five (35) and thirty-six (36) of article
three (3) of the constitution of the state of Jowa, be repealed and the following
be adopted in lieu thereof.

Sectlon 34. The senate shall be composed of fifty members to be elected
from the several senatorial districts, established by law and at the next ses-
gion of the general assembly held following the taking of the state and natfonal
cenang, they shall be apportioned among the several counties or districts of the
state, according to population as shown by the last preceding census.

Bectlon 35. 'The house of representatives shall consist of not more than
one hundred and eight members. The ratio of representation shall be deter-
mined by dividing the whele number of the population of the state as shown by
the last preceding state or national census, by the whole number of countles then
exiating or organized, but each county shall constitute one representative district
and be entitled to one representative, but each county having a population
in excess of the ratio number, as hereln provided of three-fifths or more of
such ratio number shall be entitled to one additional representative, but said
addition shall extend only to the nine countles having the greatest population.
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Sectlon 36, The general assembly shall, at the first regular session held
following the adoption of this amendment, and at each succeeding regular
gessipn held next after the taking of such censue, fix the ratlo of representa-
tlon, and apportion the additional representatives, as hereinbefore required.

By proper leglalative actlon (29 G, A, joint Tes, No. 6, and 3¢ G. A. joint
res. No. 1), by vote of the peopls November elghth, one thousand nine hundred
and four, and certificate of the board of state canvasesers, November twenty-
ninth, one thousand nine hundred and four.

B¢c, 16, The firet general election after the adoption of thile amendment
shall be held oen the Tuesday next after the first Monday in November in the
year one thousand nine hundred and six, and general elections shall be held
biennially thereafter. In the year one thousand nine hundred and six there shall
he elected a governor, lleutenant-governor, secretary of atate, auditor of state,
treasurer of atate, attorney-general, two judges of the supreme court, the succes-
sors of the judges of the district court whose terms of office expire on December
31st, one thousand nine hundred and six, state senators who would otherwise be
chosgen in the year one thousand nine hundred and five, and members of the house
of representatives. The terms of office of the judges of the supreme court which
would otherwise expire on December 31et, In odd-numbered years, and all other

The general assembly shall meet in
regular bession on the second Monday in January, in the year one thousand nine
hundred and gix, and also on the second Monday in January in the year one
thousand nine hundred and seven, and blennially thereafter.
