Primarily, references are made to section and chapter numbers of the
Code. The Rules of Civil Procedure and Rules of the Supreme Court
have been referred to by rule number. The Rules of Civil Procedure are
printed in the latter part of Volume II and references are preceded by
the letters R.C.P.

It should be pointed out that research of a general nature can be
greatly expedited by utilizing the Skeleton Index which is printed on
colored paper at the end of each volume of the Code.
