Substance Abuse-Related Deaths in Iowa

1)  Tobacco-related deaths decreased -7.1% from 2019 to 2021.

2)  Drug-related deaths increased 7.3% from 2019 to 2021.

3)  Alcohol-related deaths decreased -1.2% from 2019 to 2021.
