4)   Annual increases in the number of persons living with HIV infection are due to fairly stable HIV diagnosis rates and 

widespread use of multidrug antiretroviral therapies, which have allowed HIV-infected persons to live longer.

5)   Federal funds are grants primarily for prevention, education, surveillance, and support (including treatment and 

counseling) of HIV-infected persons, and indirect support costs for grant handling.

2012 – 2021

1)   HIV stands for human immunodeficiency virus, the cause of the condition known as HIV infection or HIV disease.  

Persons with HIV infections are classified according to a measure of their immune function.  

2)   The category HIV Diagnoses reflects all persons diagnosed with HIV infection for the first time, regardless of stage 

of infection, who were residents of Iowa at diagnosis.

3)   Deaths of persons with HIV infection are not restricted to HIV-related causes.  They include all causes of death.
