Nonprofit org anizations and c om m unities can apply to th e Iowa
Great Places Ad v isory Board for approv al as an Iowa Great Place.  Com m unities th at are desig nated
as an Iowa Great Place receiv e th e desig nation for th ree years and  are elig ible for tec h nical 
assistance and  g rants for v ertical infrastruc ture.  

Since FY 2012 th is Prog ram  has received  annual appropriations 
from  two sources totaling  $1.5 m illion:  
• Fund ing  prov id ed  by th e General Fund  (GF) supports
  ad m inistration of th e Prog ram , inc lud ing  salaries.  
• Fund ing  from  th e R ebuild Iowa Infrastruc ture Fund (R IIF) 
  supports g rants m ade to c om m unities.  These g rants are 
  intend ed  to support v ertical infrastruc ture.
