In May 2018, the lowa Department of Education received approval from the U.S. Department of Education

for the State’s Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) plan. As a part of the plan requirements, the

Department publishes school report cards with detailed information on performance of each school based
on certain indicators. Schools identified as needing support and improvement are categorized as
Comprehensive or Targeted, based upon overall performance or subgroup(s) performance. With this
designation, schools can receive State and federal support to improve performance.

Federal required assessments were waived in the 2019-2020 school year because of COVID-19. Schools
continued with their designations, which were based on 2018-2019 data. The lowa Department of Education

has submitted a waiver to the U.S. Department of Education to freeze the current designations for an
additional year, and there would be no additional comprehensive or targeted schools identified for the

2020-2021 school year.
