lowa Great Places — FY 2017

The lowa Great Places Program was created to showcase the unique and authentic qualities of
communities, regions, neighborhoods, and districts in lowa. The Program was established in

2005 lowa Acts chapter 150 (Grow lowa Values Fund Act), and has provided $17.4 million in grants
to a number of communities since FY 2006. Nonprofit organizations and communities can apply to
the lowa Great Places Advisory Board for approval as an lowa Great Place. Communities that are
designated as an lowa Great Place receive a designation for three years and are eligible for technical
assistance and grants for vertical infrastructure.
