FUNDING SUMMARY

General Fund FY 2024: Appropriates a total of $41.8 million from the General Fund and 642.3 full-time
 Development Authority (IEDA), the Iowa Financeequivalent (FTE) positions to the Iowa Economic

Authority (IFA), the Public Employment Relations Board (PERB), the Iowa Department of Workforce
Development (IWD) and the Iowa Board of Regents (BOR) for FY 2024. This is a decrease of $3.5 million
