 House File 2545, a bill for an act requiring the director of the 

department of education to conduct a comprehensive review of the 

state’s high school graduation requirements, core curriculum, core 

content standards, and educational standards and to recommend 

policy changes, and including effective date provisions.

 House File 2553, a bill for an act relating to the eligibility of 

students enrolled in nonpublic schools to compete in extracurricular 

interscholastic athletic contests or competitions provided by public
