House File 2571, a bill for an act relating to the ability of peace
officers to file a petition for emergency protective orders on behalf of
persons seeking relief from domestic abuse.

Read first time and referred to committee on Judiciary.

House File 2628, a bill for an act expanding the sales and use tax
exemption allowed for nonprofit blood centers.

Read first time and referred to committee on Ways and Means.

House File 2631, a bill for an act relating to the use of moneys
appropriated to support therapeutic classrooms, and including
effective date provisions.

Read first time and passed on file.
