CHAPfER 8. 

OONSTBUC'l'IO;N OP SBWBBS. 

AN ACT To authorize Citl. O~ized under Special Oharters to 
ProvIde for the Conatruotlon of Sewers. 

B, U tI1UICt«i by "hI fhn.eralAuemblll of 'hi &at" of I()UJ(J: 
SJICl'ION 1. That all oities in this State organized and exist· 

ing under speoial oharters having a population of not le88 than 
ten thousand nor more than fifteen thousand as shown by the 
now last preoeding State oensns, shall have power to oonstruot, 
re-oonatruot and repair sewen or to authorize the oonstruotion, 
I'8-OOnstruotion and repair of the same. 

SBO. 2. That all oities in this State organized and existing 
under speoial ohartan having a population of not less than ten 
thonsand, nor more than fifteen thousand, as shown by the now 
last preceding State oensns may provide by ordinanoe for the 

CltlflII divided. oonstruotion, re-oonstruotion and repair of se"en or may divide 
Intodlstr1et~. the oity into sewerage distriots in suoh manner as the oounoil 

may determine and pay the oost of the oonstruotion, re oon­
struotion and repairing the same out of the general revenue of 
the olty or &8Ieu the oost ufH?n the adjacent property or may 
leYT a oertain sewerage tax "lthin the sewera~ dlstriot out of 
whIch to pay for the oonstruotion, re·oonstruotlon and repair of 
the same, or may pay a part of the OOIt of suoh oonstruotioD, 
re-oonstruotion and repair out of the general revenue a part by 
the _ment of adjaoent property and a part by levying a tax 
UPOD all the property within the sewerage distriot, or may pay 
for the same by pursuing any two of the methods herein 
named. 

SBO. 3. That the whole of the sewerage tax to pay for the 008tof 
Tax ma,. be oonstruoting, re oonstruoting and repairing sewers in any of the 
lened. methods provided iD the last seotioD may be levied OD the prop­

erty at ODe time aDd the oity oounoil of aDY suoh oity may pro­
vide by ordiDanoe that suoh tax shall beoome payable aDd delin­
queDt, part in the year in whioh same shall be levied aDd other 
parte in subsequent years, apportioDing the same into as many 
parte and payable in as many years as the oity couDoil may by 
ordiDaDoe determine. OoDRaeta. 

S.,. (.. In makiDI{ oontracts with OODtra,oton for the oon­
,truolien, re-OODstruotlon or repair of sewer, the OODtracts prom­
iaiDg to pay the ooDtracton may be made in negotiable form 
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and the city m~y therein agree to levy and order the oolleotion 
of suoh tax therefor at suoh time or times as may haye been 
provided by ordinanoe and to pay for suoh oon8truotion, re·oon­
.truotion or repair from the prooeeds of suoh tax. when col­
leoted.

• 8:aoTIOlf 1. In all O&88S when a city of the second clals has 
determined or hereafter may determine to erect water works to 
be owned and operated by the city as provided in section num­
ber 471 of the Oode, it shall be lawful for Bach city to iSlue ita Ka,I'I::. 
bonds to procure the money for such purpose to an amount not. boDdI. 
exceeding five per cent upon the taxable property of sach city; 
but in no caae shall the aggregate indebtedness of the city by 
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
