or foreclosure of any mortgage deed or trait; but 8uoh incor-
poration confers no power or privelege not po88e88ed by nat-
ural penon8, except &I hereinafter provided.

SBOTION 1. That seotion 1091 of the code of 18'18 be and the 

same i8 hereby amended by addin~thereto the following words: 
"Corporation8 organized under thl8 ohapter 8hall endure for the OorporatiODl 
period of fifty yean from and after tlieir organization unle.ll::~d:::r.. 
sooner di8801ved by a vote of three fourths of all the members 
thereof or by operation of law, and all corporationl heretofore 
organized hereunder .hall be extended for a like period unle8s 
sooner dissolved in like manner.
