SECTION 1. Section eleven (11), Chapter one hundred thirty (130),
Acts of the Fiftieth (50th) General Assembly.is hereby amended by
adding the following paragraph:

“The share of any county for assistance and beneﬁts payable to
dependent Indian children living on an Indian reservation in said
c}oll.xlr(llty shall be paid by the State, from the “fund for aid to dependent
children”.

AID TO BLIND PERSONS

AN ACT to amend section three thousand six hundred eighty-four and three one hun-
dredths (3684.03), code, 1939, as amended by section two (2), chapter one hun-
dred forty-three (143), Acts of the Forty-ninth General Assembly, relating to aid
to the needy blind ami the amount of assistance that may be paid. :

Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:

SECTION 1. Section three thousand six hundred eighty-four and
three one-hundredths (3684.03), Code, 1939, as amended by section
two (2), chapter one hundred forty-three, (143), Acts of the Forty-
ninth General Assembly, is hereby amended by striking all of the
said section and substituting in lieu thereof the following: ‘“The
amount of assistance shall be fixed with due regard to the condition
of the individual, including all resources available to the applicant or
recipient, household situation and community in each instance, to-
gether with the essential need due to the individual’'s mental or
physical condition, subject to the rules, regulations and standards
‘adopted by the State Board.”
