APPROPRIATION FOR INAUGURAL EXPENSE
S. F. 222

AN ACT to appropriate funds to defray expenses of the inaugural ceremonies.
Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:
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SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated out of funds of the state
treasury not otherwise appropriated the sum of four thousand three
hundred seventy-four dollars and ninety-eight cents ($4,374.98), or
8o much thereof as may be necessary, to pay the expenses incurred
on account of the inaugural ceremonies and reception. Warrants
shall be drawn upon the treasury for the sum herein appropriated in
favor of the adjutant general upon the filing of vouchers therefor with
the state comptroller.

SEC. 2. This Act, being deemed of immediate importance, shall
take effect and be in full force from and after its passage and publi-
cation in The Toledo Chronicle, a newspaper published at Toledo,
Iowa, and in The Diagonal Reporter, a newspaper published at
Diagonal, Iowa.

EMERGENCY RELIEF FUNDS TRANSFER
H. F. 676

AN ACT to transfer funds from the old-age assistance fund of the social security*

department to the emergency relief fund of the social welfare department.

Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa:
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SECTION 1. There is hereby transferred from the appropriation
to the social welfare department for the old-age assistance fund for
the biennium ending June 30, 1961, as provided by section one (1)
of chapter nine (9), Acts of the Fifty-eighth General Assembly, the
amount of twenty thousand dollars ($20,000.00), to be used in the
following manner:

For emergency relief fund.... ... ... $20,000.00

SEC. 2. This Act being of immediate importance shall be in full
force and effect from and after its passage and publication in The
Tipton Conservative, a newspaper published in Tipton, Iowa, and the
Logan Herald-Observer, a newspaper published in Logan, Iowa.
