CITY OF OTTUlIW A. 

AN ACT to amend an act to incorporate tbe city of Ottumwa, approved July 
15tb,l856.

SEOTION 1. Be it enacted lYy the General .A88emlJl;y of the Amendment. 

8t.at8 of I()'IJ)a, That the charter of the city of Ottumwa, 
be, and the lIame is hereby amended 8S follows: By sub­
stitutingthe words "on the first Monday of April, A. D. 1857, 
in section 45," instead of c, on the first Monday of September, 
1856." 

SEO. 2. It is further provided that the officers elected by Term of offico. 

virtue of the aforesaid act as amended, shall hold their offi-
ces until their successors are elected and qualified. 

SEO 3. That the qualitied electors of said city shall on ~'!~ of elec· 

the first Monday of May, A. D. 1858, and annually on the 
Ilame day thereafter, elect a board of city officers. 

SEO. 4. This act to take effect and be in force from and 
after its publication in the Iowa City Reporter and Des 
Moines Courier: Provided no expense is incurred by the 
State for pnblication.

CHAPTER 80. 

CHANGE OF NAME. 

AN ACT to change tbe name of Pierce township, in Jones county, to Wyoming. 

SECTION 1. Be it 6'fIACt6d lYy the General .A88emb1n, oj! eM PieWree c~ged 
":/ U to yomlDg. 

State of I()'IJ)a, That the name of the township of Pierce, 
in Jones county, be, and the same is hereby changed to that 
of Wyoming. 

SEO. 2. This act to take effect from and after its publi­
cation in the Iowa City Republican, and the Eureka, a pa­
per published in Anamosa, in Jones county, without ex­
pense to the State.
