SEcTION 1. Chapter one hundred fourteen (114), Acts of the 60th
General Assembly is amended by inserting after the period (.) in line
twenty-one (21) of section ten (10) the following: “However, if his
conviction of a felony occurred more than five (5) years before the
date of the application for a license, and if the applicant’s rights of
citizenship have been restored by the governor, the commission may
issue a license notwithstanding such conviction.”
