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lieu thereof the following words “or four years at the option of the
applicant”. ‘

2. By inserting in line three (8) after the period the following new
sentence: ‘“However, if the licensee is sixty-five years of age or older
on the date of issuance of the license, such license shall be issued to
be valid for two years.”

SEC. 4. Section three hundred twenty-one point one hundred
eighty-four (321.184), Code 1966, is hereby amended by striking lines
five (5) through eleven (11), inclusive, and inserting in lieu thereof
the words “shall contain the verified consent and confirmation of ap-
plicant’s birthday by both the father and mother of applicant, or the
parent having custody in the event of the legal separation or the
death of one parent; if neither parent is living, the guardian or other
person having custody, or the employer, of such minor may consent,
Officers and employees of the department are hereby authorized to
administer such oaths without charge.”

SEc. 5. Any person under the age of eighteen who is not attending
a public or private school in which an approved driver’s education
course is offered or available, shall not be required to complete an
approved driver’s education course prior to being entitled to receive a
one-year probationary operator’s license from the department of pub-
lic safety.

SEC. 6. Any person who re-enters any private or public school
prior to age eighteen shall be required to attend an approved driver’s
education course.

CHAPTER 1146
MILITARY SERVICE EXEMPTION BENEFITS
S. F. 440

AN ACT relating to the granting of military service exemption benefits to dependents.
Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of lowa:
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SECTION 1. Section three hundred twenty-one point one hundred
ninety-eight (821.198), Code 1966, is hereby amended by adding at
the end of said section the following:

“The provisions of this section shall also apply to the spouse and
children or ward of such military personnel when such spouse, children
or ward are living with the above described military personnel out-
side of the state of Iowa and provided that such extension of license
does not exceed five years.”
