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CHAPTER 254 

BOARD OF CONTROL 

H. F. 403 

AN ACT to provide for the transfer, by the board of control of state Institutions, of 
certain funds from its industrial funds to Its support funds, and to make an appro­
priation for the purchase, by the said board of control, of butter for use in the 
institutions under the board of control, in accordance with the provisions of senate 
file No. 169, acts of the forty-first general assembly. 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

1 SECTION 1. Transfer of funds. The board of control of state insti-
2 tutions is hereby authorized to transfer from its industrial funds to its 
3 support funds the sum of fifty thousand dollars ($60,000.00) for the 
4 biennium beginning July 1, 1926, and ending June 30, 1927, in order 
5 to comply with the provisions of senate file No. 169, acts of the forty-
6 first general assembly. 

1 SEC. 2. Appropriation for butter. There is hereby appropriated 
2 for the biennium beginning July 1, 1926, and ending June 30, 1927, 
3 the sum of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000.00), or so much thereof as 
4 may be necessary, to be used by the board of control of state institu-
6 tions for the purchase of butter for use in the institutions under the 
6 control of said board, in accordance with the provisions of senate file 
7 No. 169, acts of the forty-first general assembly.

CHAPTER 265 

MISCELLANEOUS STATE EXPENSES 

s. F. 329 

AN ACT to make appropriations for the payment of state and other expenses. 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

1 SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated out of any funds in the 
2 state treasury not otherwise appropriated the following sums, or so 
3 much thereof as may be necessary to pay the claims and expenses 
4 indicated. 

1 SEC. 2. To the executive council for the replacing or repairing of 
2 tables and furniture in the law library, the sum of six hundred dollars 
3 ($600.00). 

1 SEC. 3. To Rev. C. W. Bast, Perry, Iowa, for services as chaplain on 
2 July 22nd 1924, 40th extra session, the sum of five dollars ($5.00). 
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1 SEC. 4. To C. W. Bonifeld for services rendered in the employ of 
2 the pharmacy examiners, the sum of ninety-one dollars and twenty 
3 cents <$91.20). 

1 SEC. 5. Executive council. To pay the cost of laundering towels 
2 for the 41st general assembly, the sum of one hundred seventy-five 
3 dollars <$175.00). 
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SEC. 6. To A. C. Gustafson for postage and stenographic expense 
prior to the opening of the 41st general assembly, the sum of fifteen 
dollars <$15.00). 

SEC. 7. To A. C. Gustafson for postage, telephone and telegraph, 
the sum of twenty-five dollars and eighty cents <$25.80). 

SEC. 8. To the Des Moines Rubber Stamp Co. for additional sup­
plies, the sum of thirteen dollars and twenty-three cents <$13.23). 

1 SEC. 9. To the Hertzberg bindery for rebinding one copy Web-
2 ster's revised unabridged dictionary. the sum of two dollars and 
3 seventy-five cents <$2.75). 

1 SEC. 10. To O. W. Lowery, the sum of twenty dollars <$20.00) for 
2 services January 12th to 31st 1925, account error in making up pay-
3 roll. 
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SEC. 11. To Walter H. Beam. for postage and telegraph expense, 
the sum of four dollars and eighty-three cents <$4.83). 

SEC. 12. Executive council. To cover the cost of installing new 
blinds in both the senate and house chamber. the sum of three thou­
sand dollars <$3,000.00), or so much thereof as may be necessary. 

1 SEC. 13. To Mabel Saverude for two days services as clerk to Sena-
2 tor Ramsey, January 30th and 31st, the sum of eight dollars <$8.00). 
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SEC. 14. To Emily Faris as extra compensation as clerk of the com­
mittee on appropriations the sum of fifty dollars <$50.00). 

SEC. 15. A sum sufficient· to pay the per diem compensation at the 
rate provided in house joint resolution No. 3 to the secretary of the 
senate and the chief clerk of the house and such assistants and com­
mittee clerks as they may select for. the period of time spent in the 
service of the state after the adjournment of the forty-first general 
assembly. 

1 SEC. 16. This act being deemed of immediate importance shall be 
2 in full force and effect after its publication in the Des Moines Capital, 
3 a newspaper published in the city of Des Moines, Iowa, and the Sioux 
4 City Tribune, a newspaper published in the city of Sioux City, Iowa.
