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The study committee shall transmit copies of its final report to the 

governor and the members of the sixty-eighth General Assembly, 1980 Session, 

not later than December 1, 1979. The final report shall include findings of 

fact and its recommendations. 

Sec. 24. When the board of review meets in special session from October 

15, 1979 to November 15, 1979 to hear protests on property valuation which 

have been adjusted in 1979 by the equalization order, the board shall also 

review any application for waiver of reduction allowed to be filed with the 

board under section eight (8) of this Act.

CHAPTER 26 
NATIONAL GUARD LIABILITY 

H. F. 706 

AN ACT relating to the liability of the state of Iowa for actions occurring 

while the national guard is not in state service. 

Be It Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

Section 1. section twenty-five A point fourteen (25A.14), Code 1979, is 

amended by adding the following new subsection: 

NEW SUBSECTION. A claim based upon damage to or loss or destruction of 

private property, both real and personal, or personal injury or death, when 

the damage, loss, destruction, injury or death occurred as an incident to the 

training, operation, or maintenance of the national guard while not in 

"active state service" as defined in section twenty-nine A point one (29A.l), 

sUbsection five (5) of the Code. 

Sec. 2. This Act shall take effect from and after its publication in The 

Thompson courier, Inc., a newspaper published in Thompson, Iowa, and in the 

Marshalltown Times-Republican, a newspaper published in Marshalltown, Iowa.
