A BILL FOR AN ACT APPORTIONING THE STATE OF IOWA INTO SENATORIAL 

DISTRICTS. 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

SECTION 1. That one senator to forty-seven thousand five hundred inhabitants, or fraction 

2 thereof equal to one-half in each senatorial district, is hereby constituted the ratio of appor-

3 tionment. 

SEO. 2. Lee county shall be the first district, and entitled to one senator, 34,859. 

SEC. 3. Van Buren and Davis counties shall be the second district, and entitled to one 

2 senator, 33,510. 

SEC. 4. Appanoose and Monroe counties shall be the third district, and entitled to one

SEC. 5. Wayne and Lucas counties shall be the fourth district, and entitled to one senator,

FOR AN ACT APPORTIONING THE STATE OF IOWA INTO SENATORIAL DISTRICTS. 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

SECTION 1. That one senator for forty-six thousand inhabitants, or fraction thereof equal to 

2 one-half, in each senatorial district, is hereby constituted the ratio of apportionment. 

SEO. 2. Lee county shall be the first district, and entitled to one senator, 34,859. 

SEO. 3. Yan Buren and Davis counties shall be the second district, and entitled to one 

2 senator, 33,510. 

SEO. 4. Appanoose and Monroe counties shall be the third district, and entitled-to one sen-

2 ator, 30,355. 

SEC 5. Wayne Jind Lucas CDunties shall be the fourth district and entitled to one senator, 

2 30,657. 

SEC. 6. Clarke and Decatur counties shall be the fifth district, and entitled to one sen-

2 ator, 26,848. 

SEO. 7. Ringgold, Taylor, and Union counties shall be the sixth district, and entitled to one 

2 senator, 42,700.
