Be it Enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Iowa: 

, SECTION 1. That sections twenty-eight hundred twenty-a (2820-a), twenty-eight hundred 

2 twenty-b (2S20-b), twenty-eight hundred twenty-c (2S20-c),and,twellty-eight hundred twenty"d 

3 (2S20-d) of the Supplement to the Code, 1907, be, and the same are hereby repealed and the 

4 following' sections enacted in lieu thereof. 

SEC. 2. Any independent school district containing, or contained in, any incorporated town 

2 or city of the first or second class shalJ be allowed to become indebted, for the purpose of build-

3 ing and furnishing a school house or houses and procuring a site therefor, to an amount not ex-

4 ceeding in the aggregate including all other indebtedness, two and one-half per centum of the 

5 actual value of the taxable property within such independent school district, such value to be 

6 ascertained by ],ast county tax list previous to the incurring of such indebtedness, anything 

7 contained in section thirteen hundred six-b (1306-b) of the Supplement to the Code, 1907, not-

S withstanding. 
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SEC. 3.' Provided, that before such iudebtedness can be contracted in excess of one and one-

. quarter per centum of the actual value of the taxable property ascertained as provided in sec­

tion two (2) of this act, a petition signed by a majority of the qualified electors of such inde-

pendent district, or in case the nun1ber of the qualified electors of such district exceeds five 

thousand, by at least ten per cent of the qualified electors of such independent district, shall 

be filed with the president of the board of directors asking that an election shall be called, stat-

ifig the purpose for which the money is to be used, and that the necessary school house' or 

houses cannot be built and furnished within the limit of one and one-quarter per centum of the 

valuation. In all cases contemplated in this section only voters who are also owners of prop-

erty in such school district shall be qualified to sign the petition provided for herein, includ-

11 ing women . . ' 
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SEC. 4. The president of the board of directors on receipt of such petition shall, within ten 

2 . (10) days call a meeting of the board who shall call such election fixing the time and place 

3 thereof, which may be at the time and pace 6f holding the regular school election, and give four 

4 weeks' notice thereof, by publication once each week, in some newspaper published in the said 

5 town or city, or if none be published therein, in the next nearest town or city in the county. 

6 At such election the ballot shall be prepared and used in substantially the following form: 

7 For the issuance of bonds in the sum of $ ............ for school house purposes. 

8 Against the issuance of bonds in the sum of $ ............. for school house purposes. 

SEC. 5. If a majority or more of all the electors voting as such election vote in favor of the 

2 issuance of such bonds, the board of directors shaIl issue the same and make provision for the 

3 payment of the same and the interest thereon 'as provided in sections twenty-eight htmdred 

4 twelve-d (2812-d), twenty-eight hundred twelve-e (2812-e), twenty-eight hundred twelve-f 

5 2812-f) and twenty-eight hundred thirteen (2813) of the Supplement to the Code, 1907. 

SEC. 6. This act, being deemed of immediate importance, shall be in full force and effect 

2 on and after its publication in the Register and Leader and Des Moines Capital, .newspapers 

3 published at Des Moines, Iowa. 
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
