2 September session, levy for secondary road construction and

4 1 A tax of not to exceed two mills on the dollar on all
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taxable property in the county cxcept on property within cities
and towns which ¢ontrol tieir own bridge levies,

2. A tax cf not to exceed one-half mill on the dollar on
2}l taxable property in the countly ¢xcept on property within
citics which control their own bridee levies.

0. A tax of nol 1o exceed eight and five-eighths mills on

the dollar on a!l property in the county, except on property

within citlex and towns, provided, that no countv shall be required,

as a condition precedent to bheing eligible. to receive
farm-to-market road funds on an egualization basis, Lo levy in
excess of five and five-einhths mills,

1. A tax nol to exceed five-eigr:ths mills on the doilar on
al! taxable property in the county.

Sec. 2. Threre 1s hereby created a secendary road fumd which
tond shall consist of :

1. Al funds derived from the secondary road tax levies.

2 AR funds aliotied to the county from the state road use
tox Tond.

2. All funds provided by individuals feor the improvement of
any sccondary road from their own contribulions.

4. Al other Tands which mav by law be dedicated to sawd
fund.

Se¢. 4. The secondary road fund is hereby pladged to and
shail be used for any or all of Lhe following purposes at the
opt on [ tke board of supervisors:

i. Construction and reconstruction of secondary roads and
costs maident thercto.

2. Maintenance and repair of secondary roads and costs

incident thereto.
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3. Pavment of all or part of the cost of construction and
maintenance of bridges in cities and towns having a population of
eight thousand (8,000}, or less and all or part of the cvost of
construction of roads located within an incorporated town, of
less than four hundred (400). population, which lead to state parks.

4. Special dramage assessments Jevied on account of
bencfits to secondary roads.

5. Payvment of interest on and principal of any bonds of the
county issued on account of secondary roads, bridges or culverts
constructed by the county.

6. Any legal oblization or contract in connection with
gsecondary roads and bridges which is required by law to be taken
over and assumed by the county, and

7. Secondary road equipment, materials, supplies and garages
or sheds for the storage, repair and servicing thereof.

Sec. 5. Section three hundred and nine point twenty-two
(309.22), Code 1954, is hereby amended as follows:

1. By striking from lines one (1), two (2) and three (3)
the words, “Before proceeding with any construction work on the
secondary road svstem for any year or vears” and inserting in
lieu thereof the words, “On or before the first day of November
of each year”.

2. By striking from lines five (53} and six (6) the words,

“or project” and inserting in lieu thereof the following “for
the next calendar vear”.

3. By striking all of said section after the word, “vear”
in line seven (7).

Sec. 6. In the preparation of the county secondary road

program required by section three hundred and nine point twenty-
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Lwo (309.22), of the Code, the bourd of supervisors shall meet
and consult with the township trustees as to the
improvements needed for the secondary roads in the various
townships.

Sec. 7. Section three hundred and eleven point seven,
(311.7), Code 1954, is herebv amended by striking the word,
“December” in line five (5) and inserting in lieu thercof the
word, “July”,

Sec. 8 Section three hundred and nine point fortyv-six

hundred nine point eight (209.8). Any amount so credited 1o the
sevondary read construetion fund and inzerting in lieu theoreof
the words, “to the secondary road fund. Anv amount so0 credited
Lo said fund”.

Sec. 17. The classification of secondary roads into “county
trunk roads” and “local county roads” is hereby abolished.

Wherever in any statute the words, “county trunk roads”. “county
road” or “local county road” appear, thev shall be construed to
mean “secondary road’,

Sec. 18, The classification of county road funds into

“secondary road construction funds” and “secondary road
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maintenance funds™ ia hereby abolished. Wherever in any
<tatute the words, “secondary road construction fund' or
“secondarv road maintenance fund” appear. they shall be construed
& 1o mean, “secondary road fund”.
