EXPLANATION

This bill defines "textbooks" for purposes of provisions of
the Code relating to nonpublic schocl pupil textbook services
to mean the following: books; bock substitutes, including
reusable workbooks; loose-leaf or bound manuals; and computer
software materials used as book substitutes. Currently,
textbooks adopted and purchased by a school district may be
made available upon request to accredited nonpublic school
pupils under terms comparable to those made available to
pupils attending public school, but only to the extent funds
are appropriated by the general assembly for the payment of
claims for textbooks.
