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EXPLANATION

This bill makes appropriations to several state
departments, agencies, and offices for the fiscal year
beginning July 1, 1994, and ending June 30, 1995. The state
departments include the department of management, the
department of general services, the department of personnel,
and the department of revenue and finance. State offices
include the offices of governor, lieutenant governor, the
secretary of state, treasurer of state, state-federal
relations, and the office of drug enforcement and abuse.

The bill also appropriates funds for membership in the
cormnission on uniform state laws, the council of state
governments, the national conference of state legislatures,
ané the national governors' conference. Funding is also made
to the capitol planning commission, the operation of Terrace
Hill, and the support and maintenance of the governor's
gquarters at Terrace Hill.

The Iowa special olympics is provided with funding and an
appropriation is made to pay state workers' compensation
claims.

The treasurer of state is also directed to provide annual
reports regarding the various linked investments for tomorrow
programs. The treasurer of state may also sell unclaimed
abandored property or destroy property if the cost of sale
will exceed its sale price. Receipts from the sale are
deposited quarterly instead of monthly in the state general
fund. Sufficient funds are kept in a separate trust fund to
promptly pay claims related to abandoned property.

The Code editor is directed to transfer chapter 644 of the
Code relating to lost property to chapter 556F in the 1985
Code of Iowa. This transfer will place the chapter in the
property division near other property laws.

The bill authorizes the director of the department of
general services to dispose of personal property by means
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other than sale if the property has little value and the
vehicle dispatcher may dispose of damage vehicles by written
bids. The director sets the vehicle mileage reimbursement
rate at or below federal internal revenue service rules and
may set higher rates for vehicles required by persons with
disabilities,

The bill also requires state departments to list lease-
purchase proposals in their budget requests to the governor.
If the lease-purchase proposal is not listed, the contract
cannot be entered into during the budget fiscal year.

This provision restricts executive branch agencies 1in
their ability to enter into lease-purchase agreements. while
additional review and oversight of lease-purchase contracting by
state agencies may be worthwhile, sufficient flexibility must be
provided to allow agencies to respond to situations which cannot be
planned, e.g. emergencies and new federal requirements.

For the above reasons, I hereby respectfully disapprove these items
in accordance with Amendment IV of the Amendments of 1968 to the
Constitution of the State of Iowa. All other items in Senate File 2229
are hereby approved as of this date.
