The lowa Department of Inspections and Appeals (DI1A) proposes legislation related to
the various responsibilities of several divisions within the DIA. The proposed legislation
makes changes to sections of Chapter 10A which directly relate to the responsibilities of

| the Audits, Inspections and Investigations Divisions by striking obsolete or unnecessary
references. In addition, the proposal creates a new article in Chapter 10A which specifies
the responsibilities of the Department’s Health Facilities Division.

When the Department was created during state government reorganization in 1986, the
Health Facilities Division was originally referenced in responsibilities assigned to the
Inspections and Investigations Divisions. Then-director Charles Sweeney used his
authority under Chapter 10A to create the Health Facilities Division as a separate entity
within the Department. However, the lowa Code has not been update to reflect the

| creation of the Health Facilities Division.

This proposal simply makes changes in Iowa Code Chapter 10A to reflect the current
organization structure of the Department. It has no fiscal impact on the Department or
any other entity in state government.
