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DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE,

In Congreas, July 4, 1776.

THE UNANIMOUS DECLARATION OF THE THIRTEEN UNITED STATES
OF AMERICA.

(Adopted by the Continental Congress July 2, and authenticated and proclaimed
Tuly 4, 1776.)

When In the course of human events it becomes necessary for one peopla
to dlzstlve the politicel bands which have connected them with another, and
to agssume among the powers of the earth the separate and equal ptation
to which the laws of nature and of nature’s God entltle them, a decent re-
spect to the oplnions of mankind requires that they should declare the causes
which impel them io the separation.

We hold these truihs to be self-evident: that all men are creatad equal;
that they are endowed by thelr Creator with certain unalienabla rights; that
among these are life, lberty and the purauit of happiness; thet, to secura
these rights, governmenta are Inatifarted among men, deriving their just
powers from the consent of the governed; that, whenever any form of gov-
ernment becomes destrucilve of these ends, it Is the rlght ot the people to
alter or abolish 1t, and to lnstltute a new government, laying its foundatlon
cn such princlples, and <rganlzing its powers in =uch forms, as to them
ahall geem most likely to effect thelr safety and happinesa. Prudenoe, indeed,
will dictate that governments long eslablished should not e changed for
light and transient ocauses; and, accordinely, all experlence hath shown that
mankind are more dizposed to =zuffer, while evils are sufferable, than to right
themselves by abolishing the forms 1o which they are accustomed. But when
a long train of ebuses and usurpations, pursuing jovariably the same object,
evinces p design tp rednee them under absolute despotiam, [t Ia their right,
it 18 thelr duty, to throw off such government, and to provide new guarda for
their future security. Such has been the patient sufferance of these colonles,
and such 1z now the necesslty which constralns them to alter thelr former
systems of government . The hlstory of the present king of Great Britaln s
a histary of repeated Inlurles and usurpations, all having in direct oblect the
establishment of an abhsoluie tyranny over these sitates. To prove this let
facts be submltied to 2 candld world:

He has refused hizs assent to laws the most wholesome and necessary for
the public good. .

He has forbidden his governors to pass laws of immediate and pressing
{mportance, unless suspended In their cperation 11l his assent shoutd be ob-
tained, and, when so suepended, he has utterly neglected to attend to them.

He has refused to paszs other laws for the accommodation of large - dla-
trictes of people, unless 1those people would relinguish the right of representa-
tlon in the legislpture—a right inest!mable to them, and formidable to tyranta
only,

He has colled together legislative bodies at places unusual, uncomfortahble,
snd distant frem the reposltory of thelr public records, for the sole purpose of
fatlguing them into ecomplience with his measures.

He ha= dissolved representative houkes repeatedly for opposing, with manly
firmness, hi=s invasions on the righta of the people.

He has refused, for a long time after such dissoletions, to cause othera to
be elected; whereby the Iegislative powers, incapahle of annihllation, have

returned to the people at larze for thelr axerclse; the state remalning, in the
meantime, exposed to all the dangers of invaszlon from without, and convul-
gfong within.

He has endeavored to prevent the population of thees states; for that pur-
pose obstructing the laws for paturalization of forelgners; refusing to pass
others to encourage their migration hither, and raising the copditions of new
appropriations of lands.

Ha has obatructed the administration of justice by refusing his assent to laws
for establishing Judiclary powers.

He has made judges dependent on hia will alone for the tentire of thelr officas
and the gmount and payment of their salarles,

Fip haz erected & muliitude of new offices, and pent hither swarms of officers
t1 hargss our people and eat out their substance.

Ha has kept ameng ws, 1o timeg of peace, standing armles, without the oon-
sent of our leglslatures.

He has affected to render military independent of, and superior te, the clvil
Dower.

He has combined with others to subjest us to a jurisdietion forelgn to our
constitution and unacknowledged by our laws, giving his assent to their acts
of pretended legislation—

For quartering large bodles of armed troops among us:

For protecting them, by & mock trial, from punishment for any murders
which they ghould commit on the Inhabitants of the states;

For cutting off our trade with all parts of the warld;

For Impoging taxes on us without our consent;

For depriving us, In many cases, of the beneflts of trial by jury;

For transporting ua beyond seas, to be tried for pretended offenses;

For abeolishing the free system of Engllsh laws Iin a nelghboring provinee!
establlshing therein an arbifrary government, and enlarging jta boundariea, so
as to render it at once an example and fit Instrument for introducing the same
abgelute rule into these colonies;

For taking away our charters, abolishing our most valuable laws, and alter-
Ing fundamentally the forms of our governments;

For suspending our own legislatures, and declaring themselves invested with
power to legislate for us in all cases whatsoever,

Ha hes abdlcted government here by declaring ws ovt of his protection mnd
waging war against us.

He has plundered our seas, ravaged our coasts, burnt our towns, and da-
stroyed the Iives of our people.

He is, at this time, fransporting large armies of forelgn mercenaries to com-
plete the works of death, desolation and tyranny, already begun, with cir-
cumatances of Jfuelty and perfldy scarcely parallel in the most Dbarbarous
ages, and tofally unworthy the head of a civilized nation,

He has constrained our fellow-cilizens, taken capfive on the Ligh seas, to
bear arms agalnst their country, to become the executloners of their friends
and brethren, or to fall themselves by thelr hands.

He has excited domestic Insurrectlons amonest us, and has endeavored to
bring on the Inkabltants of Gur frontiers the mercilesg Indian savages., whose
known rule of warfare !la an undistinguished destruction of all ages, sexes
and sonditlons.

In every stage of these oppresslons we have petitioned for redress, in the
most humble terms; our repeated petitions have been answered ouly by re-
peated injury. A prince whose character is thus marked by every wct which
may define a {yrant iz unfit to be the ruler of a free people.

Nor have we been wanting in attentions to our British brethren. We have
warned them, from tlme to time, of atfempts, by their legislature, to extend
an unwarrantahle jurladleiion over us, We have reminded them of the clir-
comsiancea of our emigration and ssttlement here. We have appealed to thelr
native justice and mamanimity; and we have conjured them, by the tles
of our common kindred, to dleavow these usurpatlons, which would Inevitably
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interrupt our connections and correspendence. They, toe, have been deaf 1o
the voice of justiee and consanguinity. We musf, therefore, acqulesce in the
necesgity which depounces our separatlon, and hold them, s.s wa hold the rest
of manklnd, enemies In war, in peace frignds,

We, therefore, the representatives of the United States of Amerles, in gen-
aeral congress assetnbled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the world for the
rectitude of our intentlons, 4o, In the name and by the suthority of the
good peopls of these colonles, solemnly publish and declare, that these united
eolonies are, and of right cught to be, free and independent states; that they
are absolved from all allegiance to the Britleh erown, and that al political
econnection between themr and the state of Great Britain iz, and ough to be,
totally dlgsolved; and that, as free and independent states, they have full
power to levy war, conclude peace, contréct alllances, estahlish eommerce,
and do all other acts and things which Independent states may of right do.
And for the support of this declaratlon, with & firm rellance on the protection
of Divine Providence, we mutually pledge to each other our Iwes. our fortunes
and our sacred honor.

We, the people of the United States In order to form a more perfect uniom,
establish justice, insure domestie tranquillty, provide for the common defense,
promote the general welfare, and secure the blessings of llberty to ourselves
and our posterlty, do ordaln and establish this constitution fer the Unlfed
States of Amerlca.

ARTICLE I

SpcTron 1 All legislatlve powers herein granted shall be vested In a con-
gress of the Tnlted Btates, which shall consist of a =enate and house of rep-
reséntativen.

(%) No bl of attainder or expost facto law shall be papssed.

{4} No capitation or other direct tax shall be lald, unless in proportion to
the cehsus or enumeration herelnbefore dlrected to be taken.

{5) No tax or duty shall be Izid on artlcles exported from any state.

(6} No preference shall be glven by any regulation of commerce or revenue
to the porte of one state over those of another; nor shall vessela bound to or
from one state be obliged te enter, clear or pay duties in snother,

{7} No money ehall be drawn from the treasury but {n conseyuence of ap-
propriatlons made by law, and s regular statement and agcount of the re-
eceipts and expendltures of all puhllc money ehall be published from tlme to
time,

(8) Mo title of nohllitjr shall be granted by the United Btates; and to per-
son holding any offlee of proflt or trust under them shall, without the consent
of the congress, accept of any prezent, emolument, office or title, of any kind
whatever, from any king, prince or forelgn state.

Feo. 10, (1)  No state shall enter into any treaty, alllance pr confederation ;
grant letiers of margue or reprisal: coln money: emit bills of credit; mzke
anything but gold and sllver coln a tender In payment of debts; pase any bill
of attainder, ax post fecto law, or law Impairing the cbligation of contiracte, or
grant any title of nobility,

(2} No etate shall, without the consent of congress, lay any Imposts or
duties on lmports or exports, except what may be absolutely necessary for exe-
cuting ita inspectlon laws: and the net produce of all duties and Imposta lald
by eny siate on imporis or exports, shell bhe for the use of the treasury of the
United States; and all such laws shall be =ubject {o the revision and control of
the congres=.

{23) No state ghall, withoot the consent of eongress, lay any duty of {onnags,
kaep iroops or ships of war in time of peace, enter Into any agreement or eom-
pact with another state, or with a forelgn power, or engage In war, unless
actually invaded, or Iin such imminent danger as will not sdmit of delay.

ARTICLE II

#EcTION 1. (1) The executlve power shull be vested in a presldent of tha
Uniled States of Amerlca. He shall hald his effice during the term of four years,
and, together with the vice-president chosen for the same term, he elected as
followh;

(2) Each state shall appoint, In such manner ag the legislature thereof may
direct, & number of electors, equal to the whole number of senators and repre-
gentatlves to which the stats may be entitled in the congress; but ne senator or
repregentative, gr person holdlng an offlee of trust or profit under the United
. 8tates, ghall be appointed an elector.

The electors shall meet in their respective states and vote by ballot for two
peraons, of whom one at least shall not be an inhabltant of the same atate with
themselves, And they shall make a l=t of all the persong voted for, and of the
number of votes for each; which 11st they shall =ign and ecertify, and transmit
sealed to the seat of the government of the United States, directed to the presi-
dent of the senate. The president of the senate shall, in the presence of the
senate and housge of representatives, open all the certificates, and the votes shall
then be counted, The person having the greatest number of votes shall he the
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president, ¥ such number be a majority of the whole number of electors ap-
polnted ; and if there be more than one whe hawve such majority, end have an
equal number of votes, then the house of reprezentatives shall immedlately
chonse, by ballot, one of them for president; and if no person have a majority,
then, from the five highest on the lst, the said housze ehzIl, In llke manner,
choose the president. But in choosing the president the votes ghall be taken by
states, the representation for each state having one vote; a quorum for thi= pur-
poss shall conslst of & member or membera from two-thirds of the rtates, and a
majority of ‘all the states shall be neceszary to a chelece. In every case, after
tha cholce of the president, the personr having the greatezt number of voles of
the electora shall be the vice-president. But if there should remaln twe or
more who have equal votez, the senate shall choose from them, by ballot, the
vice-president.

[The foregoing clause has heen superseded and annulled by the twelfth amend-
ment, post.]

(%) The congress may determine the tlme of cheosing the electors, and the
day on which they shall give their votes; which day shall be the same through-
out tha United States.

(4) No person except a natural born cltizen, or a cliizen of the Tnited

. Btates at the time of the adoptlon of this constitutiom, shall be cligible to tha
office of president; nelther shall any perzcn be eligible to that office whe shall
not have attained to the age of thirty-flve years, and been fourteen years a
resident within the United States.

(G} In cage of the removal of the presldent from office, or of his death,
reslgnatlon, or inabillty to discharge the powers and dutlea of the sald office,
the same =hall devolve on the vice-president, and the congress may by law pro-
¥ide for the case of remownl, death, reslznation or loability, both of the presi-
dent and vice-president, declaring what officer shall then met as presldent, and
such officer shall act aceordingly untll the Alsablilty be rémoved or a president
shall be elected.

{6) The president ehall, at stated tlmes, recelve for his serylcez e compen-
pation, which sghall nelther be fnereased nor diminished during the period for
which he mhall have heen elected, and ha shall not' receive withln that period
any other emwlument from the Unlted States or any of them.

{17) DBefore he enter on the execution of hiz offlee, he ghall taka the following
gath or affirmation;

“1 do golemnly swear (or affirm). that I will faithfully execute the offlce of
president of the United States, and will, to the best of my abilliy, preserve,
protect, and defend the conetitution of the United Btates.™

8gc. 2. (1) The president shall be commander-In-chief of the army and
navy of the Tnited States, and of the milltla of tha several states when called
into the actus]l service of the United States: he may regquire the oplhion in
writing of the principal officer in each of the execytive departments, upon any
pubject relating to the duties of their respective offfeea; and he shall have power
to Erant reprieves and pardons for offenees against the Unlted States, except In
caszes of Impeachment.

(2) He shall have power, by and with the advice and consent of the senate,
to make treaties, provided two-thirds of the sepstors present concur; and he
ahall nominate, and by and with the advice and consent of the senate shall ep-
paolnt, ambassadors, other publle ministers and coneuls, judges of the =upreme
court, and all other officers of the United Rtates, whose appointments are not
herein otherwise provided for and which shall be established by law. But the
congress, may by law, vest the appointment of such inferlor officers as they
think proper in the president alone, in the courts of law, or In the heads of de-
partments,

(3) The president shell have power to flll up all vacancles that may hap-
pen during the recess of the senate, by granting commisglons, which shall ex-
pirae at the end of thelr next session.
© B¢, 3. He shall from time to time give to the congress Information of the
state of the TUnlon, and r d to their lderation 2uch measzures as he
ghall judge pecessary and expedient. He may, on exiracrdinary occasions,
convene both houses, or efther of them: and, in case of dlzagreement between
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themn wlith reapect to the time of adfournment, he may adjourn them to such
tlme as he shall think proper. He shall recelve ambassadors and other publle
minlsters. Heo shall take care that the laws be falthfully executed, and epall
commisslon all the offfcers of the United States.

S8ec. 4. The president, vice-president, and all civil officers of the United
Biates, shall be removed from office on Impeachment for, and convietion of
treason, bribery, or other hlgh crimes and misdemeanora.

ARTICLE IIL

Smeron 1. The fudiclal power of the United States shall ha vested In one
suprems court, and in such inferfor courts as the congress may, from time to
time, ordain and establish. The Judges, both of the supreme and inferlor
eourts, shall hold their offices during good behavior; and shall, at stated times,
receive for their services m compensation, which ghali not bé dlminished during
their continnance in office, -

Bec. 2. {1) The judleial power shall extend to all cases In law and equity
arlslng under this constitution, the laws of the Tnlied States, and freatiea
made, or which shall be made, under thelr authority; to all ¢cases sffecting am-
bassadars, other public minizters end consuls; to all ceses of admiralty and
maritime jurizdiction; to controversles to which the United States shall be a
pariy; to controversies between two or more states, between a state and citlzens
of another state, hetween citizens of different states, betweea citlzens of the
same etate claiming lands under grants of different states, and between a state,
or the ecitizens thereof, and forelgn states, citlzens or subfects.

{2) In all cases affecting ambaseadors, other public ministers and consula,
and thosd in which a =tate =hall ‘be a party, the supreme court shall have
original juriediction. In all the other ceses, before mentioned, the supreme
court shall have gppellate furisdlctlon, both zs to law and fact, with such ox-
ceptione and under such regulations as the congress shall maks.

(3) The trlal of all crimes, except in cases of Impeachment, shall be by
Jury; and such trinl shall be held !n the stats where the said erlmes shall have
bean committed ; but when not committed within any state, the trial shall be at
such place or places as the congress may by law have directed.

Sgc. 8. (1) Treason sgalnst the United States shall consist only In levy-
ing war against them, or in adhering tc their enemles, giving them ald and
comfort. No person shall be convicted of treason unless on the testimony ‘of
two witnesses to the same overt act, or on cenfession in open coutt,

{2) The congress =hall have power to declare the punist of tr '
but no attalnder of treason shall work corraption of blood, or forfefture, ex-
cept during the life of the person ettainted,

ARTICLE IV.

BEcTION 1. Full falth and credit shall be Elven in each state to the publle
acts, records and judiclal proceedings of every cther state. And the congress
may, by general laws, prescribe ths manner in which such acte, records and
procgedings shall be proved, and the effect thereof.

Sec. 2. (1) The cltizens of each state shall be entltled to all privileges and
immunitles of citlzens {in the several states,

(2) A perzon charged In any staie with troason, felony or other crime, who
shall flee from justice and be found in ancther siate, shall, on demand of the
axecutive authority of the state from which he fled, be dellvered up, to be re-
moved t¢ the state having jurisdictlon of the crime.

{2y No person held to service or labor in one Egtate, under the laws thereof,
escaping into another, ehall, In consequence of any law or regulation therein,
be discharged from such aervice or labor, but shall ba Jdellvered up on eclaim of
the party to whom euch service or labor may be due.

SEc. 3, (1) New states may be admitted by the congrass into this TInloxn;
but no new state ghall he formed or erecied within the Jurigdiction of any other
state, nor any state be formed by the junction of two or more states, or parts
of states, without the consent of the legislatures of the =states concernsd aa
well as of the congrees,
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(2) The congress shall have power to dispose of, and make all needful rules
and regulations respecting the terrltory or other property belonging te the
United States; and nothing In this constitution shall be ap construed as to pre-
Judlce any claims of the United States or of any particular state.

SeC, 4. The United States shall puarantee to every state in this Tnion a
republican form of government, and shall protect each of them agalnszt lnvasion;
and, on application of the leglslature, or of the executive (when the legislature
cannoct be convened), agalast domestic viclence,

ARTICLE V.

The congress, whenever two-thirde of both houres shall deem It necessary,
shall propose amendmeants to this constitution, or, on the application of the legls-
latures of two-thirds of the several states, shall call a conventioh for proposing
amendments, which, in elther case, shall be valid to all Intents and purposes, as
part of this conatitution, when ratified by the legislatures of three-fourths of the
saveral states, or by conventlons in three-fourths thereof, .as the ones or the
other mode of ratification may be proposed by the congress; provided that no
amendment which may be made prior to the year one thousand elght hundred
and eight shall in any manner affect the first and fourth clauses {n the ninth
section of the first artiele; and that no state, without its consent, shall be de-
prived of its equal auffrage in the senate.

ARTICLE VI.

(1) Al debts contracted and engagements entered Ints before the adoptlon
of this constitution shall be ag valid sagalnst the Unlted States under this constl-
tutlon as under the confederation,

(2) This constitution, and the laws of the Tnited States which shall ba
made in pursuance thereof, and all treatles made, or which shall be made, un-
der the authority of the Unlied States, shall he the supreme law of the land;
and the judges in every state shall be bound thereby, anything In the constitu-
tlon or laws of any state to the contrary notwithstanding.

(3) The Eenators &nd representatives before mentioned and the members of
the several mtate leglelatures, and mll executive and judicial officers, both of the
IInited Stetes and of the several states, shall he bound by oath or affirmation to
support this constitution; but no religious test shall ever be required as a
qualificatlon to any offlce or public trust under the Unlted States.

ARTICLE VII.

The ratification of the conventiom® of nine states shall be sufficlent for the
establishment of this constitution between the states so ratifying the same.

Done in convention, by the unanimousg consent of the states preseat, the seven-
teenth day of Beptember, In the year o¢f our Lotrd one thousand seven hun-
- dred and elghty-seven, and of the independence of the United 8tates of Amer-
‘lca the twelfth, In witness whereof, we have hersunto subscribed our names.

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AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION.

ARTICLE I.

Congress shall make no Jaw respecting an establishment of religlon, or pro-
hibiting the free exerclse thereof; or ghridglng the freedom of speech or of the
press; or of the right of the people peaceably to assembls, and to petition the
government for a redreas of grievances.

ARTICLE IL

A well regulated millitiz belng necessary to the securlty of a free state, the
right of the people to keep and bear mrms shall not be Infringed.

ARTICLE IIL

Mo soldler shall, in t!me of peace, be quartered in any house without the con-
gent of the owner; nor in time of war, but In a manner to he prescribed by law.

ARTICLE IV,

The right of the people to be secure in thelr persons, houses, papers, and
effects, against unreasonabla searches mnd selzures, shall not be Violated; &nd
ne warrants shall jssne, but npon probable cause, supported by oath or Bfflra-
tlon, and partleularly describing the place to be searched, and the parsons or
things to be seized,

ARTICLE V.

No person shall be held to answer for a capital, or otherwlse Infamous crime,
unlesg on a presentment or indictment of & grand jury, except In cases arising
in the land cor naval forces, or In the militla, when In actual service, in titne of
war or publle danger; nor bhall any person he gubject, for the =ame offense, to
be twice put In Jeopardy of life or limbk; nor shall be compelied, o any criminal
case, {0 be n wliness agalnst himself; nor be deprived of life, liberty, or prop-
erty, without due process of 1aw; nor shall privete property be taken for publie
use without just compensation.

ARTICLE: VI,

In all eriminal prosecutions, the mccused shall enjoy the right to a speedy and
public trial, by an impartial jury of the state and dlstrict wherein the ecrime
shall have been committed, which distrlct shall have been previously ascertained
by law, and te be Informed of the nature and ceuse of the accusation; to he
confronted with the witneases against him; to have compulsory procesg for ob-
taining witnesses In his favor. and to have the assistance of counszel for his de-
fense,

ARTICLE ¥IL

In eaits at common law where the value In controversy shall exceed twenty
dollars, the right of trial by jury ehall be preserved; and no fact, trled by a
jury, shall be ptherwise re-examined in ahy court of the United Btates, than
according to the rules of the common law.

ARTICLE VIIL

Excessive bail shall not be required, nor excessive finez Iimposed, nor cruel
and unusual punishment inflicted.

ARTICLE IX
The enumeration In the constitufion of certain rights shall not be con-
atrued to deny or dlsparage othera retained by the pecple.
ARTICLE X,

The powersz not delegated to the Trnited States by the constlfutlon. nor pro-
hibited by it to the states, are reserved to the states respectlvely, or to the
people, ’
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ARTICLE XI,

The judleial power of the Unlted States shall not be construed to extend
to any suit in law or equity, commenced or prosecuted against one of the
United States by citizenz of another state, or by citizens or subjects of any
forelgn state.

ARTICLE XIL

SEcrion 1. The electors shall meet in their respectlve states, and vote by
ballot for presldent and vice-president, one of whom, at least, ehall not be
an inhebitant of the same state with themsclves; they shall name [n their
ballots the person voted for as presldent, and In distlnet ballota the person
voted for ae vice-president: and they shall make distinet lists of all per=ons
voted for as presldent, and of all perscns voted for as vice-president, and of
the number of wvotez for each, which lists they shall slgn and certify, mnd
transmit sealed to the =eat of the government of ihe United States, directed
to the presldent of the scnate; the president of the senate shall, in the presence
of the senate and house of representalives, open all the certificates, and the
votes ghall then be counted; the person having the greatest number of votes
for presidemt shall be t{he president, If such number be B majority of the
whole number of electors appeinted; aod if ne person have sSuch majority,
then from the perdons having the highest pumbers, not exceedlng three, on
the Hst of those voted for as president, the house of representatives shall
chooge immedlately, by ballot, the president, But in choosing the president,
the voles shell be taken by states, the representation from each state having
one vote; a quorum for this purpese shall conslst of a member or members
from two-thirds of the states, and z majority of all the atates shall be necessary
to a choice, And If the house of representatives ghall not chocze a president,
whenever the right of cholce shall devolve upon them, before the fourth day
of March next following, then the vice-president shall act as president, as in
the case of the death or pther constitutional disability of the preslient,

Sec. 2. The person having the greateat nuomber of votes as vies-presldent
shall be the vice-president, if such munber be a majority of the whole number
of electors appolnted; and if no person have a majority, thepn from the two
highest numbers on the list, the senate shall choose the vice-president ; a quorum
for that purpose, shall consist of two-thirds of the whole number of sénators, and
a majnrity of the whole number shall he necessary to a choice,

8Ec. 3. PBut no person constitutionally inellglble to the office of president
shall be eligibe to that of vice-president of the United States.

ARTICLE XIII

S@cTien 1. NMelther slavery nor involuntary servitude, except as a punish-
ment for crlme, whereof the party shall have been duly convicted, shall exiet
within the United Siates, or any placa bubject to thelr juriedlction, -

8me. 2, Congress shall haye power to enforee thls article by approprlate
legislation,

ARTICLE XIV.

SecrioN 1, All persong born or mnaturalized In the United States, and sub-
Ject to the jurlsdiction thereof, are citizenz of the United States, and of the
state wherein they reside. No state shall make or enforce any law which
shall abridge the privileges or Inmumunities of citizens of the Unlied States, nor
shall any state deprive any pergson of lifs, liberty, or property, witheut due
procesg of law, nor deny te any person within ite jurisdletion the equal pro-
tection of the laws.

B&x. 2. Representatlves shall be apportioned among the several states ac.
cording to their respective numbers, counting the whole number of parsons in
each atate, excluding Indlans not taxed. But when the right to vote at any
election for the cheice of electors for presjdent and vice-president of the Unlted
Btates, representatives in congress, the executive and judictal officers of a siate,
or the members of the leglstature thereof, 15 denied to any of the male In-
habltants of such state, being twenty-one years cof age, and cltizems of the
Unlted States, or In any way abridged, except for participation in rebellion or

other crime, the basle of representstion thereln shall be reduced in the propor-
tion which the number of such male cltizen® shall bear to the whole number
of male citiZens twenty-one yearz of age in such state

Begc. 8. No person shall o a senater or representstlve In congress, or
elector of president and vice-president, or hold any office, ¢ivil or milltary, undar
the Unlted States, or under any eiate, who, having previously taken an oath, as
a member of congress, or as an officer of the Tnlted States, or as a member of
any state legislature, or a3 an exscutive or judicial officer of any state, to sup-
port the conmtitution of the United &tates, shall have engaged in an insurrec-
tion or rebellion agalnst the same, or given ald or comfort to the enemies
thereof. But congress may, by & vote of two-thirds of each house, remove such
disahility.

BEc. 4. The valldity of the public debt of the TUnited States, authorized by
law, including debte inenrred for payment of pensions and bouniies for services
in suppressing insurrectlon or rebellion, shall not be guestloned. But nelther
the United Btates mor any state shall assume or pay any debt or obllgation
incurrad in ald of insurrectlon or rebellion against the United States, or any
claim: for loes or emancipation of any slave; but all such debts, ohllgatlons and
clalma ghall be held illegal and void.

Bec. 5. The congress shall have power to enforce, by appropriate legislation,
the provisions of thls article.

—_— ARTICLE XV,

SecTion 1. The right of citizens of the United States te vote shall not be
denled or mbridged by the United Siates or by any state on account of race,
color, or previous condition of servitude.

Smc, 2. ‘The congress Shall bave power to enforce thls article by appropriate.
legislation.

ARTICLE XVI.

The congress shall have power to lay and ccllect taxes on incomes, from
whatever =ource derived, without apportionment among -the several states, and
without regard to any censuz or ehumeration,

ARTICLE XVIIL

SecTioN 1. The senate of the United Btates shall be composed of two Sena-
tors from each state, eiected by the Dpeople thereof, for six years; and each
sengtor shall have one vote., The electors in each state shall have the quall-
fications requisite for electors of the moet numerous branch of the state
legislaturen,

Epc. 2. When vacancles bappen in the représentation of any hBtate in the
senate, the executive authorlty of such state shall 1ssue writs of eleciien to
fill such vacancies; provided, that the legislature of any stete may empower
the executive thereof to make temporary appolntment until the people fill the
vacancles by election as the leglslature may direct.

8Ec, 3. This amendment shall not be so construed as to affact the election or
term of any senator chosen before it becomes valid as part of the constitution.

LAW AS TO PRESIDENTIAL SUCCESSION.

The presidentlal suecession 1z fixed by chapier 4 of the acts of the Forty-
ninth congres=s, firat sesslon. In case of the removal, death, regignation or in-
abllity of both the president and vicepresident, then the seeretary of stats
shall aet as presldent until the disability of the presldent or vice-pre=ident 13
removed or a president !m electaed. If there be no secretary of state, then
the gecretary of the treasury will act; and the rémainder of tha order of suceces-
glon is ag followa: The secretary of war, aftorney-genersl, postmaster-general,
gecretary of the navy, and secrstary of the iInterior, The actlng president
must, upon taking offics, convene copgress, if not at the time in session, In
extraordinary seeston, glving twenty days’ notiee, This act applies only to
such cablnet offlcers as shall have been sppointed by the advice and consent
of the senate, and are eliglble under the constltution te the presidency.
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MAGNA CHARTA.

THE GREAT CHARTER OF ENGLIEH LIEFERTY GRANTHD BY KING
JOHN AT RUNNYMEDE, JUNE 15, 121E.

John, by the grace of God, King of England, Lord of Ireland, duke of Nor-
mandy and Aquitalne, eount of Anjou; to the archbizhops, hishops, abhots, earls,
barons, justices, foresters, sheriffs, prevoats, serving men, and te all his baillffs
gnd faithful subjects, greeting. Enow that we, by the will of God and for the
safety of our soul, and of the eouls of ali cur predecessors, and our heirs, to
the honor of God and for the exalting of the holy church, and the bettering
of cur realm; by the counsel of our venerable fathers Stephen, archbishop of
Canterbury, primate of all England and eardinal of the holy Roman church; of
Henry, archbishop of Dublin; of the blehops William of London, Peter of Win-
chester, Jocelln of Bath and Glastonbury, Hugo of Lincoln, Walter of Worces-
ter, Willlam of Coventry and Benedict of Rochester; of master Paodulf, sub-
4 of the he hold of the lord pope: of brother Aymeric, master of the
knlghta of the Temple in England ; and of the noble men, Willlam Marshal], eari
of Pembroke; William, earl of Salisbury; Wllliam, earl of Warren; Willlam,
earl of Arundel; Alan de Gelway, constable of Scotlend; Warln, son of Gerold;
Peter, son of Herhert; Hubert de Burgh, seneschal of Polctiers; Fluge de Neville,
Matthew, son of Herbert; Thomas Baseet, Alan Baseset, Philip @'Aunblgnl, Robert
da Roppelay, John Marshall, John, aon of Hugo, and othera of our fafjthful
sukjects;

1. First of all have granted to God, &nd, for us and for our heirs forever, have
confirmed, by thie our present charter, that the English church shall be free and
shall have lts rlghts intact and its libertlea uninfringed upon. And thus we will
that it be observed, As is apparent frem the fact that we, gpontapeously and of
our own fres will, before dlacord broke out between ourseives and our harons, @id
grant end by our charter ronfirm—and did cause the lord pope Innocent IIT to
conflrm—{freedom of electlons, which is coneidered most important and most
necesgary to the church of England, Which charter both we ourpelves shall
abzerve, and we will that it be obeerved with good falth by our heire forever.
‘We have also granted to all free men of our realm, on the part of ourselves and
our helrs forever, all the subjolned liberties, to have and to hold, to them and
to thejr heirs, from us and from our heirs:

2. If any one of cur eerls or barons, or of others holding from us in chief
through military service, shall die; and If, st the time of hia deasth, hia heir be
of full age and owe a rellef: he shall have hla inheritance by paying the old
telief ~—the heir, namely, or the heirs of &en earl, by paying one hundred pouvnds
for the whole barony of an earl; the heir or heirz of a barom, by paying one
hundred pounds for the whole barony; the heir or helrs of a knight, by paying
ong hundred shillinge at tnost for a whole knight's fee; and he who zhall owe
lesz shall glve less, sccording to the anclent custom of feea.

3. But if the heir of any of the above persoms shall be under ege and In
wardship,—when he comes of age he shall have hls Inheritance without relief
and without fine,

4. The adminlstrater of the land of guch heir who zhall he under age ehall
take nome but reascnable issues from. the land of the heir, and reasonable cus-
toms and services; and this without desttuction and waste of men and goods.
And 1f we shall have committed the custedy of any such land to the sherlff or
to any other man who ought to be responsible to us for the issuzas of it, and ha
cause destruction or waste to what 13 n bis charge: we will flne him, and the
land shall be handed over to two lawful and dlacreet men of that fee who shall
enswer to us, or to him to whom we shall have referred them, regarding thosa
izgues. And if we shall have glven or 20ld to any one the custody of any such
land; and he shall have caused destructlon or waste to lt. he shall Jose that cus-
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tody, and it shall be glven to two lawful and dlscreet men of that-fee, who lke-
wise shall answer to us, 28 hag been expleined.

5. The adminigtrater, meoregver, so long ag he may have the custody of the
land, shall keep In order, from the issues of that land, the houses, parks, war-
rens, lekes, mille and pther things pertaining to 1. And he shaill restore to the
helr when he comes ta full age, his whola land stocked with plows and wainnages,
aceording as the time of the walnnage requires and the Issues of the land will
reasonably permit.

6. Helrs may marty without disparagement; so neverthelaes, that, befora the
marrlage 1s contracted, 't shall be aonounced to the relations by blood by the
heir himaelf,

Y. A widow, after the, death of her husband, shall strelghtway, and without
difflenlty, have her marriege portion and her inheritance, nor shall she give any
thing In refurn for her dowry, her marrigge portion, or the lnheritance which
belonged to her, and which she and her husband held on the day of the death
of that husbend. And she may remain jn the house of her husband, after his
death, for forty days: wlthin which her dowry shall be paid over to her.

8. Nc widow shall be forced to marry when sha prefers to live without a hus-
band; an, however, that she gives =ecurlty not to marry without our consent
if she hold from us, or the consent of the lord from whom she holds, if ghe hold
frem another,

8. Neither we nor our balliffs shall seize any revenuse for any debt, Bo long
a3 the chettels of the debtor suffice to pey the debt; nor shall the sponsors of
that debtor be distrained s¢-long ag that chief debicr hasz enough to pay the
debt. But If the chlef debtor fail In paylng the debt, not having the where-
withal to pay it, the sponzors shall answer for the debt. And, if they shall wish,
they may have the lands and revenues of the debtor untll satiafaction shall have
been given them for the debf previously paid for him; unles2 the chief debtor
ghall show that he ig quit in that respect towarde those same sponsors,

10. If any one shall have taken any sum, great or small, as a loan from the

" Jews, and shall die before that debt iz paid,—that debt shall not bear Interest
=0 long ag the heir, from whoever he may hold, shall be under age, And if the
debt fall Into pur bands, we ghall take nothing save the chaitel contaimed in
tha deed. . -

11, And If any cne dles owing a debi to the Jews, hla wife shall have her
dowry, and shall restore nothing of that debt. Buot If there shall remain chil-
dren of that dead man, snd they shall be under age, the necessaries shall be
provided for them eccording to tha nature of the dead man’s holding; and, from
the residue, the debt shall be paid, saving the service due to the lords, In like
meanner shall be done concerning debts that are due to others besidea the Jews,

12, No scutage or aid shall be imposed In our realm unless by the common
counsel of cur realm; except for redeeming our body, a.l}d knighting our eldest
g0on, and marrying once of our eldest daughter, And for these purposes there .
shall only ba glven s reasonable ald. In llke manner shail ke done concerhlng
the al@a of the city of London,

13. And the cliy of London shall have all 1tz old liberties and free customa
as well by land as by water, DMoreover we will and grant that all other cities
and burroughs, and towna and ports, shall have all their lberiies and free
customs.

14, And, in order to have the common counsel of the realm Jn the matter of
assessing an aid otherwise in the aforesaid cases, or of Apeessiog @ scutage,—
we shall cause, under seal through gur letters, the archbishops, bishops, ahbots,
earls, and greater barons to be summoned for & fixed day—for a term, nzmely,
at least forty days distani,—and for e fixed plage, And, moreover, we shall
cause to be summoned in general, through our sheriffs and bailiffs, &l those
whe hold of us in chief. .And in all thosse letters of summons, we shall express
the cause of the summons. And when & summons has thus been meade, the
bueiness shall be proceeded with on the day appointed according to the counset
of those who shall be present, even though net all shall come who were sum-
moned,

2
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16, Wa will not allow any one henceforth to take an ald from his freemen
eave for the redemptlon of his body, and the knightlng of his sldest son, the
merrying, once, of his eldegt daughter; and, for these purposes, there ghall only
be given a reasonable ald.

18. No one shall be forced to 4o more eervice for a lmight'a fee, or for
another free holding, than is due from it.

17. Common pleas shall not follow our court, but shall be held in a certain
fxed plece.

18. Aesizes of novel dleseisin, of mort d'ancestor, and of darrein presentment
ghall not be held save In thelr own countles, end In thls way: we, or our chief
Justice, If wa shall be absent from tha kingdom, hall send two justices through
each oounty four times a year; they, with four knighta from each county,
chosen by the county, shall hold the aforesald assizes in the county, and on tha
day and et the place of the county court.

13, And if on the day of tho county gourt the aforesaid assizes can not bhe
held, a sufficlent number of knlghts and free temants, from those who werg
present &t the counfy court on that day, shall remain, 5o that through them. the
Judegments may be suitably given, according as the matier may have been great
or small.

20. A freeman shall only be amerced for a small offence according to the
tneasure of thet offenre, And for a great offence he shall be amerced accord-
ing t¢ the magnitude of the offence, saving hiz contenement; and a merchant,
In the same way, saving hiz merchandize. And a vllleln, In the zame way,
i he fall under cur mercy, shall be amerced, savipg his wainnage., And nons
of the aforesaid@ fines shall be imposed save upon oath of upright men from
tha neighborhood.

21. Earl? and barons shall not be amerced save through their peers, and
only according to the measure of the offence,

22, No olerk shall be amerced for hlz lay tenement except according to
the manner of the other persons nforesald ; and not accordlng to the amount of
hiz eccleslastical Leneflee,

29, Nelther a towe or & man shall be forced to make bridges over the rivera,
with the exeeption of those who from of old and of right ought to de it,

24. No sheriff, constable, coroners, or other balliffs of ours shall hold the
pleas of our crown,

25. All eounties, hundrede, wapentakes, and trithinge—our demesne manors
belng excepted—shall continue pecording to the old farme, without any lacrease
at all,

26. If any one holding from us a lay fea shall die, and our sheriff or bhailiff
can show our letters patent contalning our summons for the debt which the
dead man owed to us,—our sheriff or bailiff may he allowed to attach and enroll
the chattela of the dead man te the value of that debt, through view of lawiul
men ; in such way, however, that nothing shall ke removed thenee until the debt
ia pald which was plalnly owed to us, And the residue shall be left to tha
executorg that they may carry out the willl of the dead man, Angd If nothing ia
gwei to us by hlmm, all the chattela shall g0 to the use preacrlbed by the de-
ceased, saving thelr rezsonable portions to his wite and children,

27. If any freeman shall have dled intestate his chattels shall be distributed
through the hande of his near relatives and friends, by view of the church;
gaving to any one the debts which the dead man owed him.

28. No constable or other baillif of ours shall take the corn or other chatfels
of any ane except he strajghtway glve money for them, or can be aIlowed a
reapite 1o that regard by the will of the seller.

2%, No constable shall force any knight to pay money for castleward if he
be willing to perform that ward Iln person, or—he for a reasonable cauge not
being able to perform It himeelf—throvgh another proper man, And if we ghall
have led or sent him on a military expedition, he shall be quit of ward accord-
ing fe the amwunt of time durlhg which, through us, bha shall have been In
military service.

20. No sheriff or baillf of ours, mor any one else, shall take the horses orF
carts of any freeman for transport, unless by the wlli of that freeman.
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31i. Neither we nar ¢ur bafliffs shall take ancther's wood for castles or for
other private uses, unless by the will of him te whom the wood helonza

32, We =hall not hold the lands of those convicted of felony longer than a
year and a day: and then the lands shall be restored to the lords of the flefs,

%3. Henceforth all the welrs in the Thames and Medway, and throughout all
England, save on the sea goast, shall be done away wlth entlrely.

24. Henceforth the writ which is called Praecipe shall not be served on any
one for any holding ec @z to cause 2 fres man to lose his ecourt.

35. Thers shall ba but one measura of wine throughout the whole Tealm, and
cne measure of ale and one meazure of corn—namely, the London guart;—and
cne width of dyed and ruseet and hauberg clothe—namely, two ells below the
selvage. And with weights, moreover, i1t =hall be a= with measures.

368. Henceforth nothing shall be glven or taken for a writ of inquest in a mat-
ter concerning life or lmb; but it shall be conceded gratis, and shall not be
denied. :

37. I any one hold of us In fee-form, or in socage, of in burkage, and held
land of another by military eervice, we shall not, by reason of that fee-farm, or
gocage or burkage, have the wardship of his heir or of hiz land which {3 held
in fes from: anether. Nor shall we have the wardship of that tee-farm or sccage,
or burkage unless that fec-farm owe milifary service, We shall not, hy reason
of some petit serjeanty which someone holds of us thiough the service of glving
ua knives or arrows or the like, have the wardshlp of hiz heir or of the land
which he holds of another by military service.

33. No balliff, on hiy own slmple aszertion, shall henceforth put any one to
his Jaw, wlthout producing faithful witnesses In evidence.

29, No freeman shall be taken, or imprl d. or dis-seized, or outlawed, or
exiled, or in any way harmed—nor will we go upon or send upon him, save by
the lawiul Judgment of hia pesrs or by tha law of the land.

40, To none will we s&ll, to none deny or delay, right or justiee,

41. Al merchants may safely and sacurely go out of England, and come
Inte Epgland, and delay and pass through Eogland, as well by land as by water,
for the purpose of buying and selling, free from afl evil taxes, subfect to the
gocient and right customs—save in time of war, and If they are of the iand at
war againgt us. And if such be found in our land at the bkeginning of the war,
they shell be held, without harm to thelr bodies and goods, untl it shall be
known to ws or our chied lustice how the merchents of our land are to be treagesd
who shall, at that time, be found In the Iand at war agalnst va. And if ours
ahall be safe there, the others shall be safe in our land,

42. Henceforth any perszon, saving fealty to us, may go out of our realm angd
return to 1t, safely and securely by land and by water, except perhaps for .a
brief period-in tlme of war, for the common good of the realm. But prisoners
and outlaws are expected according to tha law of the realm; also people of &
land at war agalnst us, and the merchants, with regard to whom shall be done
a3 we have said.

43, T{ apy ops hold Irom any escheal—as Ifrom the honour of Wallinglord,
Nottingham, Bololn, Lancaster, or the other escheats which are In our hands
and are baronies—and shall die, hia helr shall not give another relief, nor shall
he perform for us other service than he would perform for a baron if that barony
were [n the hand of a baron; and we ghall hold it in the same way [n which
the baron hasz held it,

. 44, Persons dwelling wilthout the forest shall not henceforth come before
the forest justices, through common summeoenses, unless they are impleaded or
arg the sponsors of some pRTE0n Or perscna attached for mattera concerning the
forest.

48, We will not make men Justices, constables, gherlifs, or paillffs, unless they
are smch az know the law of the realm, and are minded to cbserve it rightly.

46. All barong whe have founded abbeys for which they have charters of
ths kings of Encland, or anclent right of tenure, shall have, as they ought to
have, their custody when vacant,

47. All forests constituted as such in our time shall straightwey be mnnulled;
and the same shall be done for river banks made into places of defence by us
in our time,
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48, Al evil cuetoms concerning forgsts and watrrans, and concerning foresters
and warreners, sherlifs and their servants, river banks and thelr guardians,
shall straightway be inguired into in each gounty, through twelve sworn knights
from that county, and shall be eradicated by them, entiraly, so that they shall
never be renswed, within forty days after the lnquest has been made; In such
manner that we shall first know about them, or our justice if we be not In
England.

49, We shall stralzhtway return all hostages and charters which were de-
liverzd to vs by Englishmen as & surety for peace or falthful service

50, We shall entirely remove from thelr bailiwlcks the ralatives of Gerard de
Athyes, so that they shall henceforth have no balliwick in England: Engelard
de Oygnes, Andrew Peter and Gyon de Chanceles, Gyon de Cygnes, Goelfrey de
Martin and his brothers, Phillp Mark and hls brothers, and Geoffrey hix nephew,
and the whole following of them.

61. And stralghtway after peace is restored we shall remove from the realm
gll the forelgn =oldlers, cross-bowmen, szervants, hirelings, who may have come
with horses and arms to the harm of the realm.

52. 1If any one shall have been disselzed by us, or removed, wlthout a legal
sentence of hls peers, from his lands, castles, libertles or lawful Tight, we shall
gtralghtway restore them to bim, - And if a dizpute shall srise concerning this
matter it shall be setiled according to the Judgment of the twenty-five barons
who are mentionad below as sureties for the peace. But with regard to all those
things of which any one was, by king Henry cur father or king Richard our
brother, disselzed or dlspoeseszed withuut legal judgment of his peers, which we
hare in gur hand or which others hold, and for which we ought to Eive a guar-
antee: We shall have resplte untll the common term for erusaders. Except with
regard to those concerning which a plea was moved, or an inquest made by our
arder, bafore wa took the gross, But when we rsturn from our pilgrimage, or it,
by chance, we desiat from cur pilgrimage, we shall straightway then show full
Justice regarding them, .

63, 'We shall have the game respite, moreover, and In the same manner, in
the matier of showIng Justice with regard to forests to be annulled and forests
to remain, which Henry our father or Richard cur brother consatituted; and In
the matter of wardships of lands which belong to the fee of angther—wardships
of which kind we have hitherto enjoyed by reason of the fes which gome one
held from us In militery service;—and in the matter of abbeys founded in the
fee of pnother than ourkelves—in which the lord of the fee may say that he has
jurlediction. And when we return, or if we deslst from our pilgrimage, we shall
atraightway exhlbit full jusiice to those complaining with regard to these
matters,

64. No one shall be taken or imprisoned on acepunt of the appeal of a woman
concerning the death of anoiher than her husband.

5. All fings impored by us unjustly and contrary to the law of the land, and
all amerciaments meade unjustly and contrary to the law of the land, shall be
altogether remitied, or it shall be done with regard to them according to the
judgment of tha twenty-five barons mentioned helow as suretles for thes peace,
or according to the judgment of the majority of them together with the aforessld
Stephen archilsheop of Canterbury, if he can be present, and with otheras whom
he may wish to asscclate with himself for this purpgse. And if he cannot be
present, the affalr shall nevertheless proceed without him; in such way that, 1f
one or more of the sald twenty-five barons shall be concerned In a similar eom-
plaint, they shall be removed as to thls particular decision, &nd, in thelr place,
for thiz purpose alona, others shall he substituted who shall be chosen and sworn
by the remainder of those twenty-five.

§6. If we have disselzed or dlspe d Welsk ot their lands or Ilbertlea
or other things without legal judgment of their peers, in England or In Wales,—
they shall straightway be restored to them. And if a dispute shall arise con-
cerning this, then actlon shall ba faken upon It In the March through Judgment
of their peers—concerning FEnglish heldlngs according to the law of England con-
cerning Welsh holdings according to the law of Wales, concernlng the holdings
in the March according to the law of the March, The Welsh shall do likewise
with regard to us and our subjects,
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57. But with regard to all those thinga of which any of the Welsh was, by
king Henry our father or kinz Richard our brother, &l ized or disp
wlthout legal judgmaent of hia peers, which we have In our hand or whlch others
hold, and for which we ought to glve a guarantee: we shall have respite until
the common term for cruseders. Execept with regard to those concernlng which
a plea was moved, or an loguest made by our order, before we topk the cross,
But when we return from our pilerimage, or if, by chance, we desizf from our
pilgrimage, we shall straighiway then show full Justice regarding them, accord-
ing to the laws of-Wales and the aforesaid districts,

B8, We shall straightway return the aon of Llawelin and all the Welsh hos-
tages, and the charters delivered to ue es security for the peace,

B9. Weo shall act towards Alexander king of the Bcots regarding the restora-
tlon of his eister#, and his hostages, and his libertles and his lawiy! right, aa
we shall act towards our other barons of England; unless jt pught to ba nther-
wise according to the charters which we hold from Willlam, his father, the
former king of the Scofs, And this shall be done threugh judgment: of hiz pears
in our court.

#0. Moreover all the subjects of our realm, clergy as well as lalty, shall, os
far as pertaing to them, observe with regard to thelr vassals, all these aforesald
cugtoms and liberties which we have decreed shall, as Tar as pertains to us, be
observed in our realm with regard to ourown.

61. Inasmuch as, for the sake of God, and for the bettering of our realm,
and for the more ready healing of the dlacord which has arisen hetween us= and
ofr harons, we have made all these aforesaid concesslons,—wishing them to
enjoy forever the entire and firm stabllity, we meake and grant to them thae
following security. that the barons, namely, may elect at thelr pleasure twenty-
flve barona from the realm who ought, with all their strength, to observe,
maintain and cause to be observed, the peace end privileges which we have
granted to them and conflrmed by this cur presént charter, In Such wise,
namely, that if we, or our jusiice, or our bailiffs, or any ¢na of our servania
shall heve transgressed agninst any one ln any respect, or shall have broken
some one of the articles of peace or security, and our {ransgression shall have
been shown to four barons of the aforesaid twentiy-five. those four harons shall
come to us, or, if we are abroad, to our justice, ehowlng te ua our error; and
they shall ask ue to cause that error to be mmended withput delay. And If we
do not amend that error, or, we being abroad, if our justice do not amend it
within a term of forty days from the tlme when it was shown to us, or, we
being abroad, to pur justice; the aforesald four barons thall refer the matter
to the remainder of the twenty-five harons, and thes: twenty-five barons, with
the whole lend in common, shall distraln end oppress us in every way In their
power,~—namely, by taking our castles, lands and postesslons and in every other
way that they can, until amends sball have been made according te thelr jndg-
ment. Saving the perzons of vurselves, our queen and our children. And when
amendg shall have bheenr made they zhgell be In accord with uws as they had heen
previgusly. And whoever of the land wishes o do so, shall ewear that in car-
rying out all of the aforésaid measures he will obey the mandates of the afore-
eald twenty-flve barons, and that, with them, he will oppress us te the extent
of hly power. And, fo anyone who wishes to do =0, we publicly and freely
glve permisalon to swear; and we will never prevent any one from &swearing.
Moreover, all those ln the land whe shall be uowlling themselves and of
their own accord to swear to the twenty-flve baronsa as to dlstralning and
oppressing us with them: such ones we shrll make to swsar by our mandate, as
has been said. And if any one of the twenty-flve barceng shall dle, or leave
the ecountry, or in any other way be prevented from carrying out the aforesaid
measures,—the remainder of the aforesald twenty-flve barons shall choose an-
other in hia place, according to thelr judgment, who shall be eworn in the same
way as the others. Moreover, in 8l things entrusted to ithose twenty-flve barons
ta be carried out, if those twenty-five shell be present and chance to disagree
among themselves with regard to s0me matter, or If some of them, havitg been
summened shall he unwilling or unable to be prefent; that which the majority
of those present shall decide or decres shall be considered binding and walld,
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Jjust as 1f all the twenty-five had consented to it. And the aforesald twenty-five
shall swear that they will feithfully observe mll the foregoing and will cause
them to be ghzerved to the extent of their power, And we shall obtaln nothing
from any one, either through ourselves or throvugh another, by which any of
thess concessions and liberties may be revoked or dimlnished. And if any such
thing shall have been obtained, it shall be vain and {nvalid, and we shall never
make use of it, elther through ourselves or through another,

§2. And we have fully remitted to all, and pardonad, all the ill-will, anger
and rancour which hiave arisen between us and our sublacts, clergy and lalty,
from the time of the struggle. Moreover we have fully remitted to all, clergy
and laity, and—aE far ps pertains to us—have pardoned fully all the transgres-
ajons commitied, on the occcasion of that same s{ruggle, from Easter to the =ix-
teenth year of our reign, until the re-establishment of peoace. In witnesa of
which, moreover, wa have caused to be drawn up for them leiters patent of
lord Stephen, archblshop of Canterbury, lord Henry, archblshop of Dublln, and
the aforesald blshops and master Pandulf, regarding that surety and the afore-
said concessions. .

$3. Wherefore weoe will and flrmly decree that the Englleh church shall he
free, and that the =ublects of our realm shall have and hold all the aforesald
libertles, rights and concesslons, duly and in peace, freely and quietly, futly and
entirely, for"themselves and their heirs, from us and our heirs in all matters
and in all places, forever, as has been said. Moreover 1t hag been sworn, on
our part as well as on the part of the barons, that all these above mentioned
provigions shall he gbserved with guod faith and without evil intent. The wit-
negzes being the above mentioned snd many others. Given through our hangd,
in the plain called Rennymede between Windsor and Stanes, on the fifteenth
day of June, in the seventeenth wear of our reign.

We, the People of the State of Iowa, grateful to the Supreme Belng for ihe
hlessings hitherto enjoyed, and feelicg our dependence on Him for a continua-
tion of those blesslogs, do ordain and establish a free and independent gov-
ernment, by the nama of the Htate of Towa. the houndariez whereof shall bae
as follows:

Boundaries. Beginning in the middle of the maln channel of the Mississinpl
tiver, at a polnt due east of the midile of the mouth of the main channel of the
Det Moines river; thence up the middle of the main channel of tha eaid Des
Molnes river, to e point on sald river where the northern houndary line of the
state of Missouri—as established by the conetitution of that state, adopted
June 13, 1820—crosses the sald middle of the maln channel of the said Des
Mplnes river; thence westwardly eleng the ezid northern boundary ling of the
atate of Missour], as established at the time sforssaid, until an extension of
said line intersects the middle of the main channel of the Missouri river; thenco
up the middle of the maln channel of the said Miseouri river to a polnt opposite
the middle of the main ¢hannel of the sald Missouri river at a polnt opposite the
middle of the maln channel of the Blg Sloux rlver, according to Nicollett's map ;
thence up the main channel of the =ald Blg Sloux river, according to the said
map, until it iz Intersected by the parallel of forty-three degrees end thirty min-
utes, north latitude: thence east along said parallel of forty-three degrees and
thirty mlnutes, untii eajd parallel interzects the middle of the maln channel of
the Mississippi river; thence down the middle of the main channel of the sgid
Missiszlpp] river to the place of bexinning.

ARTICLE IL—EILL OF RIGHTS.

Rights of persons. SECTION 1. AIl men are, by nature, fres and sguay,
and have certain Inalisnable rights, ameng which are thoze of enjoylng and
defending 1ife and liberty, scguiring, peossessing, and protecting property, aod
pursning and cobtalning safety and happiness.

Political power. S0, 2,  All political power 1s Inherent in the people.
Government is ingtituted for the protectlon, security, and beneflt of the people,
and they have the tight, at &ll times, to alter or reform the same, whenever the
public good may require it
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Religlon, Spc. 3. The general assembly shall make ne law respecting an
establishment of religlon, or prohibiting the free exerclse thereoi; nor shall any -
person be compelled to attend any place of worship, pay tlthes, taxes, or other
rates, for bullding or repairing places of worship, or the maintenance of any
minister or minjatry. -

Religfoun test, SE¢, 4. No religious test shall be required as a guallfl-
cation for any office of yublie truat, and no person shall be deprived of any of
hl# rights, privileges, or capacities, or disqualified from the performance of any
of his public or private dutles, or rendeved Incompetent to give evidence In any
court of law or equlty, in censequence of hls opinlons on the subjact of religlon;
and eny party to any Judlclal proceeding ghall have the right to use as it wit-
ness, or take the testimony of, any other persom, mot disquallfied on account of
joterest, who may be cognizant of any fact material to the case; and parties to
Buits may be wilinesses, aa provided by law,

Dueling. Sec. 5 Any cltizen of this state who may hereafter ba engagad,
elther directly or indirectly, In a duel, elther as princlpal or accessory befora
the fact, ehall forever be disgualified from heldlng any office under the coasti-
tution and laws af this state.

Laws oniform. SEC 6. All laws of a general nature shall have a uniform
operatinn; the general sssembly shall not grant to aoy citizen or clasa of
citizens, privileges or lmmunitles, which vpon the same terms shall not egually
belong to ell cltlzens,

Liberty. of speech and the press. Sec, 7. Every person may sheal, write
and publlsh hla sentiments on all sublects, belng responeible for the abuge of
that right. No law shall be paased {o restrain or abridge the lberty of speech,
ot of the press. In all prosecutlong or lndiciments for libel, the truth may be
glven in evidence to the Jury, and if it appear to the jury that the matter
charged as llbelous was true, and was published with good motlves and for
justiflable ends, the party shall be acqulited.

Persmonal securlty., Skc. §: The right of the people to be secure in their
peraoneg, houses, papers, and effects, against uoreagonable =elzures and searches,
shall not be violated; and no warrant shall !3sue but on probable cause, sup-
ported by oath or affirmatlon, particularly describdng the place te be pearched,
and the persons and things to be selzed

Trial by jury; due process of law, Sec, 9. The right of trial by fury shall
remain Invielate; but th: genersl asSembly may auathorlze trial by a Jury of a
lesg number Lhah twelve men In inferior courts; bBut noe persen shall be deprived
of life, llharty, or properly, without due process of law.

Righis of peraons mecnned. SEc. 10, In all griminal prosecutions, and in
cages Involving the lfe or liberty of an individual, the accused shall have a
right to g speedy and publle irial by an impartial jury; to be informed of the
accuzation againgt him; to hava & capy of the same when demanded; te be
confronted with the witnesses against him; to have computsory process [or hiz
witnesses; and to have the assistance of counsel.

When Indictment necessary. SBC, 11, All offenses less than felony, and
in which the punishment does not exceed a fine of cne hundred dollars, or lm-
prisonment for thirty days, shall be tricd summarlly befors a justice of the
peace, or other offlcer authorized by law, on informaifon under oath, without in-
dictment, or the interventlon of a grand jury, saving to tho defendant the right
of appezal; &nd no perton shall be held to enswer for any higher crlminal of-
fense, unless on presentment or indictment by a grand jury, except in cases
ariging In the army or navy, ¢r in the militia, when In actual service, in time
of war or public danger.
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Twice €tried; ball. Sm=c, 12, No person shall, after acquittal, be tried for
the same offense. All persons shall, before eonvietion, be hailable by sufflelent
Eureties, except for capital offen=es, where the proof i evident, or the presump-
tion great, )

Habean corpus, Sec, 13, The writ of habeas corpus shall not be sus-
pended or refused when application 1z made as required by law, unless, In case
of rebellion or invasion, the public safety may requlre it

Militery., &8gc, 14. The mllltary shall be subordlnate to the elvil power.
No standing army shail be kept up by the state in time of peece; and In tims
of war oo appropriation for a standing army shall be for & longer time than
two years,

Quarctering soldiery., BEC, 15, No soldier ghall, in tlme of peacse, be quar-
tered In any houee without the consent of the cwnher, nor in time of war except
in the manney prescribed by law.

Treason. SEc, 16. ‘Treason against the state shall conalat only in levying
war against !, adherlng to itz enemies, or glving them ald and comfort. No
person shall be convicted of treason, unless on the evldence of two wiitnesses to
the same overt act, or confessien In gpen court.

Bajl; punlshmenin, SEC. 17, Excessive ball shall not ba required; sxcess-
slva fines shall nat be imposed, and cruel end unusual punlshment shall not be
Inflleted.

Emioent domaia, Swc, 15, Private property shall not bhe taken for puhllc
use without just compensation first being made, or secured to be made, to the
owner thereof, as soon as the damages shall be assessed hy a Jury, who shall
not take Into conmsideratlon any advantages that may result to sald owner on
account of the improvement for which it 1= taken.

[Amendment.] The general assembly, however, may pass laws parmitting the
ownera of [ands to construct dralns, ditches, and levees for agricultural, sami-
tary or mining purposes acress the lands of others, and provide for the organi-
zatlon of dralnage districts, vest the proper authoritles with power to constroct
ang maintaln levees, draing, and ditches and to keep in repair azll drains,
ditchea and levees heretofore constructed under the laws of the stite, by special
azzesements upon the property bepefited thereby., The gZeneral assembly may
provide by law for the condemnation of such real estate as shall be nhecessary
for tha constructlon and malntenance of such draing, ditches and levees, and
pregcribe the method of making such condemnation.

Imprisonment for debt. SEC, 19. No pereon shall be Imprisoned for debt
in any civll action, or mense or fAinal process, unless in case of fraud; and no
person shall ke imprisoned for a military fine in time of peace,

FPetition. S8gc. 10. The pcoople have the right freely to assembls together
to counsel for the common good: to make known thelr opinionz to their repre-
zentatives; and tg petition for a redress of grievances,

Atialuder; ex posi facte low; obligation of contract. Sec, 21. No bill
of attzinder, ex post facto law, or law Impalring the obligation of coniracts,
shall ever be passed.

Renldent allens. See. 22, Forelgners who are, or may hereafter become
residents of this alate, ghall enloy the same rights in respect to the possesslon,
enjoyment, and descent of property, as mative-born cifizens.

Blavery, ZEec, 22. There shall be no slavery in this state: nor shall theres
be Inveluntary servitude, unless for the punlshment of crime.

Reservation of rents. SEC. 24. No lease or grant of agriculturg] lands, re-
=erving any ren{ or service of any kind, shall be walld for a longer perlod than
twenty ¥years.
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Righta retalned. SEC. 25, This enumeration of rights shall net be con-
sirued to lmpair or deny others, retained by the pecpla.

ARTICLE IL—RIGHT OF SUFFRAGH. -

Electora. SECTION 1. Every male citizen of the United States, of the age
of twenty-one ¥ears, who shall have been a resident of this state six monihs
next preceding the election, and of the county in which he clalme hls voie, sixty
days, shall be entitled to vote at all elections which are now or hersafter may
be authorized by law.

Priviieged from arrest. SEC. 2. FKlactors shall, in all cases eXcept treagon,
felany, or breach of the peace, be privileged from arrest on the days of electlon,
during their attendance at such clections, going to and returning therefrom.

From military dwty. SBo. 3, No elector shall be oblized to perform mill-
tary duty on the day of electien, except in tlme of war or publie danger,

Persona in military service. SEc. 4, No perscn in the military, naval or
maring service of the Unlted States shall be consldered a resident of this state
by being staticned in any zarrison, barracks, or milliary or naval place or sta-
tion within this state.

Insape. 8ec. 6. No Idict or insana perscn, or person convicted of any in-
famous crime, shell be entitled to the privilege of an elector.

Ballet. S2¢. 8. All elections by the people shall be by ballot

General election. Sgc, 7. The general electlon for atate, district, county
and township offfcers in the year 1316 shall be held in the =ame month and on
the same day as that fixed by the laws of the United States for the eclection
of prezidential electors, or of presldent and wice-presldent of the United States,
and thereafter such election shall be held at such time as the general assembly
mey by law provide. . .

ARTICLE ITI.—OF THE DISTRIEUTION OF POWERS.

Depariments of government. SECTION 1. The powers of the government of
Towa shall be divided into three separate departments: The legislative, tha
execufive and the fudielal; and no person charged with the exercise of powers
properly belonging to one of these departments shall exerecise any function ap-
pertalning to elther of the olhers, except i cases hereinafter expreasly dl-
rected or permitted.

LEGISLATIVE DEPARTMENT.

General assembly, S£0TION 1. The legizlative authority of this state shall
be veeted in & general assembly, which shall conslst of a senate and a house of
ropresentatives; and the style of every law shall he—“Be it epacted by the
General Assembly of the State of Jowa.”

Sempionm, SEC, 2. The sassions of the general asgsembly shall be biennial
and shall commence on the second Monday in January next ensulng the election
of its members; unless the govermor of the state shall, in the meantime, convene
the general assembly by proclamatjon,

Represenigiives. SEc, 3. The members of the house of representatives
shall be chosen every cecond year, by the gualified electors of their respective
dlatricts, on the second Tuesday in October, except the years of the presidential
alectlon, when the election shall be on the Tuesday next affer the firet Monday
in November, and their tetm of office shall commence on the first day of Janus
ary next after thelr election, and continue two vears, and untll thelr successors
arg glected and quelfied,

Eligihility. BSec. 4. Ne person shall o membker of the house 0f repre-
=sentatives who shall not have attained the age of twenty-one years; be a male
¢itlzen of the United States, and shall have been an inhabitant of this state cne
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¥ear next preceding his elaction, and at the time of his election shall have had
an actusl restdence of =ixty days in the county or district he may have heen
chozen to represent,

Benatorw. Sm¢, 5. Senators shall he chozen for the term of four years, at
the sama time and place as representatives; they shall be twenty-flve vears of
age, and possesg the qualifieations of representatives as to residence and eitizen-
ship,

Number and clasalficaiion. S2gc. 6. The number of zenators ghall not ba
lest than one-third nor more than one-half the repreesentative body: and shall
be so classified by lot that one class, belng as pearly one-half as pozsible, shall
be elected every two years. When the number of senators is locreased, they
shall be annexed by lot to one or the other of the two classes, so ae to keep
them as nearly equal in numberz as precticable.

Electiony defermined. Hgc. 7. Each house ghall choose itz own ofticers,
and judge of the quallfication, election, end return of ft= own members, A con-
tested election shall be determined In such manner as ghall’ be dlrected by law.

Quorem. Szc, 3. A malority of each house shall constitute & guorum teo
trangact business; but a small mmmber may adjourn from day to day. and may
compel the attendance of absent member2 in such manner apd under such pen-
alties ag each house may provide.

Aunthority of the house. Hec, 3. Fach house shall sit uwpon it ewn ed-
Journments, keep 2 journal of lte procesdings, and publish the aame; determine
its rules of proceedings, punlsh members for dizorderly behavior, and with the
consent of two-thirde, expel a member, but not & second time for the same of-
fense, and shall have all other powers neceseary for a branch of the general
assembly of a free and independent state.

Proteat. 320, 10, Every member of the general assamhbly shall have the
liberty to dissent from or protest agaelnst any act or resolution which he may
think Injurlou= fo the publiz or an Individual, and have the reseons for hias dis-
sent entered on the journals; end the yess and naye of the members of elther
house, on any question, shall, at the desire of any two membera present, be en-
tered ot tha journals,

Trivilege. Src. 11, Henatore and representatives, in all cases except trea-
=2qn, felony, or breach of the peace, shall be privileged from arrest during the
session of the general gssemnbly, and ln going to or returning from.-the zame,

¥acancles, SEC, 12, When vacancles occur Iln elther house, the gevernor,
or the person exercizlng the functlons of governor, shall Issue writz of alection
te fill euch vacancies.

Divrors open. SEC. 13. The doore of each house shzll be open, except on
guch oecaslons gs, in the opinion of the hou=e, may require secrecy.

Adjournmenta, 58c. 14. Neither house shall, without the coneent of the
other, adjourn for more than three days, mor to any other place than that in
which they may be gitting.

Bills. S5gc. 16. Blllz may crlginata in either house, and may be amended
altered, or rejected by the other; and every bill having passed both houses,
shall be signed by the aspeaker and president of thejr respective houses,

Approval, Sgc. 16. Every bill whlch shall have passed the general as-
sembly, shall, hefore it beccmes a law, be presented te the governor, If he
approve, he shall slgn it; but if not, he shall return it, with hie objections, to
the house in which it orviginated, which shall enter the same upon their Journal,
and procesd to reconsider it; if, after such reconsideration, It agaln pass both
houses, by yeas mnd nays, by & majority of two-thirds of the members of each
house, it shall hecome a law, notwithetanding the governor's ohjections. If any
bl shall not be returned within thres days after it shall have been presented to
him (Sunday excepted), the =same shall be a law in like manner as if he had
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signed {t, unless the general assembly, by adjournment, prevent such relurn, Any
bl submitted to the governor for his approval during the lest thres days of &
gemsion of the general asseinbly, shall he deposited by him in the office of the
secretary of etate within thirty days after the adjournment, with his approval,
if mpproved by him, and with kls oblections, If he disproves thereof,

Majority vote. BB, I17. No blll shall be rassed unless by the azsent of a
majority of all the members elected to each branch of the gencral assembly, and
the question upon the final passage shall be taken immedlately upon itz last
reading, and the yeas and nays entered pn the journal.

Receipts and expenditures. SEc, 18, An gecurate statement of the re-
celpts and expenditures of the public money shajl be attached to and published
with the laws &t every regular session of the general assembly.

Impeachment. 8gc. 1. The hoyse of representatives shall have the sola
" power of impeachment, and all impeachmenta shall be tried by the senate.
‘When eliting for that purpose, the senators shall he upon oaths or affirmation:
and np person #hall be convicted without the concurrence of two-thirds of the
membetrs present. : -

Whe liable to; judgment. =EC. 20, The governor, judges of the suprems
and distrlet courts, and other stato officers, shall be liable to impeachment for
any misdemeancr or malfeazance In pffics, hut judgment jo such cases shall ex-
tend only to removal from office. and disqualification to hold any office of honor,
trust, or profit under thiz state; but the party convicted or acquitied shall
navertheless be liable 10 indictment, trial, and punishment according to law. All
other clyll officerz shall be tried for miedemeanors and malfeasance in office, In
such manner as the general aszembly may provide,

Memb not appointed to ofilee. 5EC, 21. No senator or representative
shall, durlng the time for which he shall have been elecied, he appointed to any
clvil office of profit under thls atate, which shall have been created, or the emol-
uments af which shall have beei Increased during such term, except such offlces
a3 may be fllled by elections by the peopic.

Diggquallfcation. Sec. 22, No person helding any lucrative office undar
the Tnited States, or this etate, or any other power, shall be eligible to hold
a seat in the Zenmeral assembly. DBut offices in the militia, to which there i= at-
tached no annual salary, or the office of Justice of the peace, or posimAster,
whose compensation does net exceed one hundred doliars per annum, ¢r notary
pubile, shall not be deemed Iucrative.

Faiflure to account. SEC. 22, No perzon who may hereafter be a collector
or holder of public moneys, shall have g seat In elther house of lhe genaral as-
sembly, ar ba eligible to hold any offlec af trust or profit in this state, untli he
shall have accounted for and paid into the freasury &li sums for which he may
be Hable. :

Money drawn. SBC. 24, No mouey shall be drawn from the treasury but
in conseguence of eppropriations made by law,

Comp Hon of BEc. 26. Each member of the first general
assembly under this consititution shall receive lhree dollars per diem while in
session ; and the further sum of three doliars for every twenty miles traveled in
going to and returning from the place where guch session iz held, by the nearest
traveled route; after which they shall recelve such compensation as shall be
fixed by law; but no general assembly shall have the power to increase the
compensation of 1ta3 members, And when convened in extra seszsion they ehall
receive the same mileage and per diem compensation ag fixed by law for the
regular session, and none gther,
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Lawa, when to take effeci; publceation. SEc. 26, No law of the paneral
assembly, passad at a regular sesslon, of a publle nature, shall take effect
until the fourth day of July next, after the passage thersof. Laws passed at
a speclal session Ehall take offect ninety @ays after the adjournment of the
general assembly by which they were passed. If the general assembly =shall
deem any law of !mmedjate Importance, they may provide that the same shall
take effect by publication in newspapers in the state.

Mvoree. BEC, 27. No dlvorce shall be granted by the general assembly.

Lotierles, S5gc. 28, No lottery shall be anthorized by this ptate; nor
ghall the sale of lottery tlcketz ke mllewed.

Aecty: one subject; expreased In fléle. Sgc, 29. Every act shall embrace
but one sublect, and matters properly comnecled therewlth; which subjeet shall
he expressed In the title But If any sublect shall be embraced in an act
which shall not be expressed in the title, such zot shall be vold only as io so
much thereof as shall not be expresred in the title.

Local or apecial Iavws., Spc. 20, The general asgembly shall not pasas loeal
or gpecial Jaws# in the following cages:

For the asmsersment and collection of taxes for state, county, or road pur-
poses ;

For laying out, openlng, and working roads or highways;

For changing the names of peraons;

For the incorporation of citles and towns:

Fer vacating roads, town plats, sireets, alleys, or publle squares;

For lecating or changlng county seats,

Laws general and nniform; boundaries of countiea. In all the cases above
enumergated, and in all other cazes where a gpeneral law can be made applicable,
all laws shell ba general, a6d of uniform operation throughout the state; and
no law changing the boundary lines of any county shall have effect untl! upon
belng submitted to the peopls of the countles affected by the change, &t =
general election, it shall be appreved by a majorify of the votes in sach county,
cagt for and agalnst it :

Exirs compensation, SEc, 31, No extrs compensatlon shell ba made to any
ofticer, public agent, or contractor, after the service shall have heen rendered,
pr the confract entered Into: nor shall any money he pald on any clajm, the
subject-matter of which shall not have been provlded for by pre-existing laws,
and no public money or property shall be appropriated for local or priveie pur-
poses, unless such &ppropriztion, compensation, or clalm be mllowed by two-
thirds of the members elected to each branch of the general assembly,

Oath of memhbern. Sec. 32, Members of the general assembly phall, be
fore they enter upon the dutiea of their respective offices, take and subscribe
the following oath 4r afflrmation: “I do sclemnly swear (or affirm, as the case
may be), that I will support the consiitution of the United Btates, and the con-
atitution of the state of Iowa, and that T will faithfully discharge the duties of
senator (or representative, as the case mey be), according to the hest of my
ability,"” And members of the general aseemhbly are hereby empewered to ad-
miniater to each other the =aid oath or affirmation.

Cenwus,. SeC. 33. The general agsembly shall, in the years onhe thoumand
elght hundred and fifty-nine, one thousand elght hundred and eixty-three, one
thensand eight bundred and sixty-five, one thousand elght hundred and slxty-
saven, one thousand eight hondred and sixty-nine, and ona thousend elght hun-
dred and seventy-flve, and every ten years thersafter, cause an enumetation
to be made of all the inhabliants of the siate.

Seuatora; number; apporilonment. Sec, 34 The eenate shall be com-
posed of fifty members {o be elected from the several! zematorial districts, es-
tabllehed by law =nd &t the next session of the general sssembly held follow-
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ing the taking of the state and national cenzus, they shall be apportloned among
the eseveral counties or disiricts of the state, according to population as shown
Ly the last preceding census.

Rep tativeat her; apportionment; disiricis. Sz¢. 36. The hcuse
of reprsaentatIvss shal]l eonslat of not more than one hundred and elght mem-
bers. Tha ratlp of representation shall be determinad by dividing the wholae
number of the population of the state as shown by the last preceding stete or
national census, by the whole number of countles then exlsting or organized,
but each couniy shall constitute one representative dlstrict and be entitled to
one representative, but each county having a population In excess of the ratlo
number, ag herein provided of three-fifths or more of such ratlo number shall
be entitled to one additlonal representative, but said addltion shall extend only
to the nine pountfes having the greatest population.

Raile and apportlonment. SEC. 36, The general assembly shall, at the
firat regular session held following the adoption of this amendment, and at each
pucceeding regular session held pext after the taking of such census, fix the
tatio of representations, and apporiion the additicmal representatives, as herein-
before required.

Districis. &Ec. 37, 'When a congressipnal, senatorial, or representative
district shall be composed of two or more counties, it shall not be enfirely
geparated by any county belonging tn annther district; and no county shall be
divided in forming a congressional, Eenaterlal, or representative district

Eileciions by geseral aspembly. Sec. 38, In all electiona by the general
aszembly, the members thereof shall vote viva voce, and the vetes shall bs en-
tered on the journal,

ARTICLE IV~—EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT,

Governor, SzcTioN 1. The zupreme exXacutlve power of thls state shall ba
vested In a chief magistrate, who shall he styled the governor of the state of
Iowa.

Election and term, 3rC, 2. The governor shall be elected by the guallfied
electers at the time and place of votlng for members of the general assembly,
and shall hold hls office two years from the time of hls Installation, and until
his successor leg elected and quallfied.

Lientenani-govermort retarna of electons, Spgc. &  There ghall he a
leutenant-governor, who shall hold hiz office two years, and be elected at the
=same time a3 the governor. In vollng for governor and lieutenant-gpvrernor,
the electors shall designate for whem they vota as governor, end for whom, as
liguterant-governor. The return= of every election for governor and lisutenant-
governot, shall be sezled up and transmitted to the seat of government of the
state, directed to the speaker of the house of repregentatives, who shall open
and publish them in the presence of both housea of the general pesembly.

Election bF general asgembly. Seo. 4. The persons respectively having
tha highest number of votes, for governor and lfeutenant-governor, shall be
declared duly elected; but In case twe or more persons shall have an equal,
znd the highest numhber of votes for aither office, tha general assembly shall,
by joint vote, forthwith proceed to elect one of eald persoms guvernur, or llsu-
tenant-governor, a8 the case may be.

Contested electlons, SEC. B, Contested electiona for governor, or lieu-
tenant-governor, shall be determined by the general assembly In such manner
as may be prescribed by law,

Elgihility. Be. 6. No petrson shall be eliglble to the office of governor,
or leutenant-governor, who shall not have been a citlzen of the Unlted States,
and a resident of the state two years next preceding the election, and aitained
the age of thirty years at the time of sald election,
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Commander-in-chlef, SBc, 7. Tha governcr shall be commander-in-ghlst
of the mlilitla, the army, and navy of this state

Dutiea. SBc. 8. He shall transact 21l exicutive business with the officers
of government, civll sod military, and may require information {n writlng from
the officers of the executive department upon any subject relating to the duties
of thelr respective offives,

Execution of laws, BSE?, 9. He shall take care that the lawag are faith-
fully executed.

Vacanelew., Szc. 10, When any office shall, from any ceuse, become va-
cant, and no mods i provided by the constitution and laws for filling auch
vacancy, the governor shall have power to flll puch vacency, by granting a
commission, which shell explre at the end of the next sesslon of the general
assembly, or at the next electlon by the people,

Convenlng assembly. Sec, 11. He may, on extraordinary occecaslons, con-
vena the general assembly by proclamation, and shall state to both houses,
when assembled, the purpose for which they shall have been convened.

Messnge, SEC. 12, He shall comwmunicats, by message, to the generzl aa-
gembly, at every regular session, the condition of the state, and recommend
guch matters as he shall desm expedient.

Adjonrnment. H3gc. 13, In case of disagreement batween the two housea
with, respect to the tlme of adjournment, the governor shall have power to 2d-
journ the general assembly to zuch time as he may think proper; but no such
adjournment shall be beyond the tlme fixed for the regula.r meeting of the next
general assembly.

Idiagualificadon, 2w, 14, No person shall, while holding any aofffce under
the authoriiy of the TTnited States, or this state, execute the office of governor,
or lleutenaot-governor, except as hereinafter expressly provided,

Term; compenaaton of lleutennnt-governor. Szc. 15, The official term
of governor gnd Heutcnant-governor, shall commence on the second Monday of
Janugry next after thelr election, and continue for two ¥ears, and until thelr
succeszors are elected and gualified The lieutenant-governor, while acting as
governor, shall receive the same pay & provided for governor; and while pre-
siding In the senate, shall recelve as compenaation therefor, the same mileags
and double the per diem pay provided for s ssnetor, and none cther,

Pardons., Swc. 16, The governor shall have power to grant reprieves,
comimutations and pardone, after conviction, for all offenses except treason and
cases of impeachment, subject to such regulations as may he provided by law.
TUpon eonviction for treason, he shall have power to suspend the execution of
the sentence until the case shall be reported to the general assembly at its
next meeting, when the general assembly shall either grant a pardon, commute
the sentence, dlrect the execution of the sentence, or grant a further reprisve,
He shall heve power to remit fines and forfeltures, under such regulations as
may be pregeribed by law; and ghall report to the general assembly, at its next
meeting, each case of reprleve, comumnutation, or parden granted, and the reasons
therefor; and also all psrsons in whose favor remission of fines and forfeituras
shall have been made, and the several amounts remitted.

Lieotenant-governor to act #m govermor. Scc. 17. In case of the death,
impeachment,- resignation, removal from office, or other disability af the gov-
ernor, the powers and duties of the offlce for the resldue of the term, or until
he shall be acquitted, or the disability removed, shall devolve upon the leu-
teoant-governor,

President of wenate. S2EC. 18. The lieutenant-governor, shall be president
of the senate, but shall only vote when the senate !s equally dlvided, and in
cass of his atb , or impeach t, or when he shall exerciee the coffice of
governor, the senate shall ch a preshient pro t
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Vaecancies, SEcC, 19. If the lieutenant-governor, whlle acting as governal',
shall be impeached, dl=placed, reslgn, or dle, or otherwise become ineapable of
performing the dutfes of the offlea, the president pro tempore of the senate ghall
nct as governor until the vacancy 1s fllled, or the disabilty remnved; and if
the president of the semate, for any of the mbove gauses, shall be rendersd in-
capahle of performing the dutiss pertalning to the cffice of governor, the same
ghall devolve upon the speaker of the housze of representatives.

Seal of atate. Sgc. 20. There zhall be a seal of thiz state, which shall he
kept by the governor, and used by him oiflelally, and shall he called the great
=zeal of the state of Iowa.

Graniy and ¢ommlssions. Sec, 21, All grants and commisslonsa shall be
In the name and by the authority of the people of the state of Iowa, sealed
with the great seal of the state, slgned by the governor, mnd countersigned by
the secretary of state.

Secretary, anditor and treamurer. SBC. 23, A secretary of state, auditor
of state, and treasurer of Btate, shall ba elected by the gualified electors, who
shall continue in offlece two years, and untll thair successcrs are elected and
qualtified ; and perform euch dutles a8 may be reguired by law.

ARTICLE V.—JTUDICIAL DEPARTMENT.

Courte, B5ECTIoN 1, The judieial power ehall be wvested In 3 supreme
eourt, distrlct court, and such other courte, Inferior to the supreme eourt, as the
general zasembly may, from tlme to tlme, establish, :

Bupreme court. SEBEC. 2, The supreme court ghall consist of thres Judgen,
two of whom shall constitute s quorvm to hold court,

Judgea elevied. Skc. 3. The judzea of the supreme court zhall be elacted
by the qualified electors of the state, and shall hold thelr court at such time
and place as the general assemhbly may prescribe. The judges of the supreme
court so elected, ehall be classifled so that one judge shall go out of office every
two years; and the judge holding the shoriest term of office under such elassifi-
catlon, shall be chief justice of the eourt during his term, and so on In rotation.
After the expiration of their term= of office, under such classlflcation, the
term of efach judge of the supreme court shall be slx years, and until his
suceeszor shall have been elected and qualifled. The judges of the supreme
courts shall be Ineliglble to any other offlce in the state, during the term for
which they shall have been elected.

Jurisdiction. SEC. 4. The supreme court shall have appellate furlediction
only in cases in chancery, and shall comstitute a court for the correction of
errors at law, under guch restrictions as the general] assembly may by law pre-
scribe; and shall have pewer to lssue all wrlits and process necessary to secure
justies to perties, and exerclse a supervisory control over all inferior judicial
tribunals throughout the state.

Diatriet court and Judse. Sec. & The diatrict court shall consist of a
single judge, who shall be elected by the qualified electora of the dlstrict in
which he resides. The judge of the distrlet court sheil hold hix office for tha
term of four years, and until his suceessor shall have been elected and quall-
fied; and shall be ineligible to any other office, except that of judge of the
supreme court, during the term for which he wae elected,

Jurisdictlon, Sec. 8. The dletrict court shall be a court of law and
equity, which shall he dletinct and aeparate jurisdictions, and have juriadicton
in civll and criminal matters ariging In their respective di=tricts, in guch man-
ner as ghall be preserihed by ilaw.

Conservators of the peace, SEc¢, 7. The judges of the supreame and dia-
triet court shall be conservators of the peace throughout the elate,
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Biyle of process. SBC, §. The astyle of all process shall be “The Btaete of
Yowa,” and &ll prozecutions shall be conducted in the name and by the authority
of the same.

Salaries. BEC. 3. The salary of each judge of the supreme court shall he
two thousand dollars per annum; and that of each district judge one thouzand
aix bundred dollars per anpum, untll the yeer eighteen hundred and slxty;
gfter which tlme they shall =everally recelve such compensation.as the gencral
assembly may, by Jaw, preseribe: which cumpensation shall not be Increased
or dlminished during the term for which they shall have heén elccted

Judleial dlstriets, SEC. 10, The state shall be divided into eleven Judicisl
districta ; and afier the yoar eighteen hundred and sixty, the general sssembly
may reorganize the judieial districtzs, and increase or diminish the number of
distriets, or the number of judges of the said court, and may increase the num-
ber of judges of the suptemea court; but such increase or diminutlon shall nat
be mers than one distriet, or cne judge of elther court, at any one session; and
no reorganization of the districts, or diminution of the ludges, shall have the
affect of removing a judge from offlce. Such rearganization of the districts, or
any change In the boundaties thereof, or any increpze or diminution of the
number of judges, shall take place every four ¥ears thereafter, If necessary,
and at no other tims.

[Amendment.] At any regular session of the general mssembly, the atate
mey he divided into the necessary Jjudicial disiricts for district court purposes,
or the gald distriets may be reorganized and the number of the districts and
the judges of said courts increased or dimninished; but no reorganization of the
districte or diminutlon of the judges shall have the effect of removing a Jjudge
from office.

When chosen, Spc, 11, The Judzes of the guprome and distriet courts.
shall be chosen at the gemeral election; and the term of offica of each judge
shall commmence on ihe firat day of January next after his slection.

Attorgey-general. SEC, 12, The general assembly shall provide, by law.
for the election of an attorney-gensral by the people, wWhose term of coffice shall
be two years, and until his svucees=or shall have been elected and gualified.

County attorney., Fec, 13, The gqualified elactors of each county shall, at
the general electlon In the year eighteen hundred and elghty-six, and every two
Years thereafter elect a county attorney, who shall be a resident of the county
for which he i3 elected, and shall hold hie offlce for twao years, anﬂ untll his
succassor shall have been elected and quallfied.

Carrying into effect. S=C. 14, It ghall be the duty of the genersl agsembly
te provide for the carrying into effect of this article, and to provide for a genearal
eyatem of practiee in all the courts of this siate.

The grand jury. S&c. 15, The grand jury may consist of any number
of members not less than five, nor more than fifteen, as the general assembly
may by law provide, or the general assembly may provide for holding persons
to anewer for any criminal offense without the Intervention of the grand jury.

ARTICLE VI—MILITIA.

Who constitute, SZcTioN 1. The militia of this state shall be composed
of all able-bodied male citlzans, between Lhe ages of elghteen and forty-five
years, except such as arc or may bereafter be exempt by the laws of the United
States, or of thi=z state; and shall be armed, equipped, and trained, as the gen-
eral amembly may provide by law,

Exemption, SEC. 2. No person or perszons conscientiously serupulous of
bearing arms shall be compelled to do military duty in tlme of peace: provided
that fugh person or persons shall pay an egquivalent for such exemption in the
Eame manner ag ¢ther citizens.

3
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Officers, SEc, 3. All commipsioned officers of the mllltia (staff offlcers
excepted) shall be elected by the persons llable to perform military duty, and
shall be commiszloned by the governor.

ARTICLE VIIL—STATE DEBTS,

Credit not to be loaned. SpeTion 1. The ¢redit of the state shall not, In
any manner, be given or leaned te, or In ald of, any Individual, association,
or eorporation; and the stste shall never assume, or become responsibla for the
debta or Uabilities of any Individual, association, or corporation, unless incurred
in time of war for the benefit of the state.

Limiftation. #Egc, 2. The =tate may contract debis to supply casuzl daf-
felta or fallures In revenue; or to meet cxpenses not otherwise provided for;
but the aggregate amount of such debts, divect and contingeni, whether con-
tracted by virtue of one or mare acts of the general assembly, or at diffgrent
periods of time, shall never exceed the sum of two hundred and fifty thousand
dollars; and the money arising from the creation of such dabts shall be appHed

to the purpese for which it was obtained, or to repay the debts so contracted,
and te no other purpose Whatever,

Losgen to schooel funds. Sec. 3, All losses to the permanent school, or
univergity fund of thiz state, which shall have been occasioned by the defales-
tlon, mismanagement, or fraud of the agents or officers controlllng and manag-
ing the same, shall be audited by the proper authorities of the state. The
amount seo audited shall be a permanent funded debt against the state, In favor
of the respective fund sustainlng the loss, upon which not less than =ix per
oent annual interest shall be paid. The amount of linkility so created shall not

be counted as a part of the jndebtedness authorized by the sccond sectlon of
this article,

War debts. Eec. 4. In addition to the above limited power to contraet
debts, the state may contract debts to repel Invasion, suppress insurrection, or
deferd the state in war; but the money arielng from the debts so contracted
shail be applied to the purposze for which it was raelsed, or to repay such debts,
and to ne other purpose whatever,

Quertion of incorring debt submitted., BEC, §. Except the debts here-
Inbefore specifled in this article, no debt shall be hereafier contracted by, or on
behalf of this state, unless such debt shall be authorized by some law for some
single work or object, to be distinctly specified therein; and such law shall im-
pose and provide for the collection of 8 direct annual tax, sufficient to pay
the interest on such debt, as it falls due, and algo to pay and discharge the
principal of such debt, within twenty years from tbe time of the contracting
thereof; but no such law shall take effect untll at a general electlon it shall
have heen =ubmitted to the pecple, and have recelved a majority of all the votes
cast for and againet it at suck election; and ell money ralsed by authority of
such law, shall be applied enly to the specliic object therein stated, or to the
payment of the debt created thereby; and such law shall be publlshed in at
least one newspaper in each county, if one Is published thereln, throughcut the
state, for three months preceding the election at which It Is submitted to the
nenple

ure may 1, Smc. §. The legislature may, at any time, after
the approval of such law by the people, if no debt shall have been contracted
in pursuance therecf, repeal the same; and may at any time forbid the con-
tracting of any further debt, or liability, under such law; but the tax jmposed
by such law, in proportion to the debt or liability whlch may have besn con-
tracted in pursuance thersof, shall remein in force and be Irrgpealakle, and be
annually ¢ollected, until the principal and interest are fully pzid.

Tax Dmpored distinetly atated. Sw¢, 7. Every law which imposes, con-
tinues, or revives s tax, shall distinetly state the ta¥, and the oblect to which
it 15 to be applied: and it shall not be sulflicient to refer to any other law to
fix such fax or object.
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ARTICLE VIIL—CORPORATIONS,

How created. SEcTioN 1. No corperatiom shall he created by special
lawe; but the general assemhly shall provide by general laws, for the organ-
1zation of all corporations hereafter to be created, except as herzinafter provided.

Property taxable, SEc, 2, Tha property of all corporationz for pecunlary
profit shall be sublect to taxation the same as that of individuals

§tate not to be a mtockholder. 820, 3. The state shall not become a
stockholder in any corporatlon, nor ghall 1f gssume or pay tha debt or liability
of ahy corporgtion, unless incurred in time of war for the henefit of the state.

Manicipal corporation. SE. 4 No political or municipal corporatlon
shall become a stockholder In any banking corporation, directly or indirectly.

Act creating banking associntienms. 5®C. 6. No act of the general as-
sembly, gsuthorlzing or creatlng corporations or associatlons with banking
powers, por amendments thereto, shall take effect, or in any manner be in
force, until the same =hall have been submitied, separately, to the peonle, at a
general or =pecial election, sa provided by law, to be held not less than three
monthe after the passage of the act, and shall have been approved by a majority
of all the electors voiling for and sgalnst it at such electlon,

State bank. S=2C. 6. Subject to the provisions of the foregoing sectlon,
the general assembly may alao provide for the establishment of a state bank
with branches.

Specle basla. Sgc. 7. If a state bank be established, It shall he founded
on an actusl epecie basis, and the branches shall be mutuslly responsible for
each other's liabilltiss upon all notes, bllle and other Issues intended for clrous-
latlon as money.

General bankfng law, B5E¢ 3. If & general banking law shall be enacted,
it shall provide for the reglstry and countersigning, by an offfcer of stats, of
all bills, or paper credit deslgned to cireulate as money, and Tequirs securlty to
the full amount thereof, io be deposited with the state treasurer, in ITnited
States stocks, or in Interezi-paying stocks of atater in zood eredit and standing,
to be rated at tem per cent below their average value In the city of New York,
for the thirty days next precading thelr depesit; and in case of a depreciation
of any portion of such stock, to the amount of ten per cent. on the dollar, the
bank or hanks owning seld stock =hall be required to make up said deficiency
by depositing additional stocks; and sald law shall also provide for the record-
ing of the names of all stockholdors In such corperations, the amount of stock
held by sach, the time of any transfer, and to whomm.

Stockholders responaible, SEC. 9. Every stockholder In a hanking cor-
Poration or Institetlon shall be individually responszible end liable to its cred-
itors, over and abova the amount of stock by him or her held, to an amount

equal to hiz or her respective shares so held, for all its labilitles aceruing while
ke or she remaing such stockholder,

Bill-holderm preferred. SEC I0. In caso of the insolvency of any bank-
ing institution, the bill-holders shall have a preference over Its other crediters.

of apecie pay t 8pc. 11. The suspension of specle pays-
msants by haoking institutions shall never he permitted or sanctloned.

Amendment or repenl of chariern; exclusive privileges. SEC. 12. Subject
to the provisions of this article, the goneral assembly shall have power to
amend or repeal all laws for the organization or creation of corperations, or
granting of speclal or exclusive privileges or immunities, by a vote of two-thirds
of each branch of the general assembly; and ng excluslve privileges, except as
in this article provided, shall ever ba granted.
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ARTICLE [X.—EDUCATION AND &CHOOL LANDS.
1.—EDUCATION.

Hoard of eduweation. SgcTioN 1, The educational interest of the state, In-
cluding common schools and other adueational institutione, shall be under the
management of & board of education, which shall eoneist of the lieutenaht-gov-
ernoy, who shall be the presiding officer of tha hoard, and have the easting vola
In cage of a tle, and one memhber to be electad from each judicial district in the
state.

Whe ellgible. #rC, 2. No person shall be eligible as & member of pald
board who shall not have atialned the age of twenty-five years, and shall have
been one year a citizen of the state.

How ¢lected., SEC, 8, One member of gaid board shall ba chosen by tha
quallfied electors of each dlstrict, and shall hold the office for the term of four
years, and until his suecessor 13 elected and qualified. Afier the flrst election
under this constitution, the hoard shall he divided, as nearly as practleable, Intg
two equal claszes, end the seats of the flest ciase shall he vacated after the ex-
plration of two years: and one-half of the board shall be chosen every itwo
yearg thereafter.

First sesnlon. Src. 4. The first zeesion of the board of education shall he
held at the seat of government, oh the first Monday of December, After thelr
election; after which the general assembly may fix the time and place of mest-
ing.

Limited, Spc. 6. The messlon of the board shall be limited to twenty daya,
and but ono session shall be held In any one year, except upon extraordinary
occagions, when, vpon the recommendation of two-thirds of the board, the gov-
erngr mey order s special session.

Beopeiary. Hec. 6. The board of education shall appoint s secretary, whe
shall ba the executive officer of the board, and perform such duties az may be
imposed upon him by the beard, and the lawa of the =tate, They shall keep a
Journal of their procesdings, whilch shall be published and distributed in the
zame manner 48 the lournals of the general assembly.

Hules and regulations. SEc. 7. All rules and regulation= made by tha
board shall ba published and distribufed to the several counties, townghips, and
achaol districts, as may be provided for by the board, and when =0 made, pub-
lished, and distributed, they shall bave the force and effect of law,

Power o make, Sec, 8. The board of education shall have full power
and authority to legislate and make all needful rnles and regulations in relation
to common schools, and other educational institutions, that are instltuted, to re-
celve ald from the school or university fund of this state; but all zets, rules
and regulations of sald board may be altered, amended, or repealed by the gen-
eral azeembly; and when wo altered, amended, or repealed, they shall not be re-
enacted by the board of education.

Governor ex-ofilcio n member. 3rc. 8. The governor of the state shall
be, ex-officlo, 2 member of zald board.

Expenses. =0, 10, ‘Tha board =zhall have ne power to levy taxes, or
make appropriations of money. Their contingent expenses shall be provided for
by the general asgembly.

State nniversliy, SEC, 11, The state univerzity ghall be establlzshed at
ona place without branches at any other place, and the university fund shall be
applied to that inst!tution, and no other.
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Common sehools, SEc, 12, The board of education shall provide for tha
education of s8]l the youths of the state, through a system of common schools,
and such schools shall be organized and kept {n each school district at least
three months in each year. Any disirict falling, for two consecutive years, to
organiss and keep up a echool, as aforesald, way be deprived of thelr portlon
of the school fund.

Compenaation, SEC. 13. The memhers of the board of educatlon shall
each receive the same per diem during the term of thelr gesslon, and mileage go-
ing to and returning therefrom, as members of the general assemhbly.

Guorumi sityla of nects. SEC. 14, A majority of tha board shall constitute
g quorum for the transaction of busines®; but no rule, regulation, or law, for
the government of common schools or other educational instltutions shall pass
without the concurrence of o majority of all the members of the buard, which
shal]l be expressed by the yeas and nays on the final passage. The style of gll
acts of the board shall be, “Be it enacted by the koard of education of the state
of Towa."”

Bosrid may be abollshed, SEC. 16, At any time after the year gne thou-
gand elght hundred and sixty-three, the general aseembly shall have power to
abolish or reorganize said board of education, and provide for the educational
interest of the state in any other manner that to them shall seem. best and proper.

2 —8CIIQOL FUNDS AND SCHOOL LANDS,

Under control of the general amsembly. Bsorionm 1. The educational and
pchool fund and lands, shall be under the conirgl and management of the gen-
eral assembly of this state,

Permanent fund. SEBC. 2. The university lands, and the proceeds thereof,
and g£1! moneye belonging to sald fund shell be a permanent fund for the scle
uge of the stata university, The intersst arising from the game shall be an-
oually appropriated for the support and benefit of sald univernity.

Landns appropriated. SEgc. 3. The general asgembly shall ancourzge, by all
zyitable means, the promotion of intellectual, sclentific, moral, and agricultural
improvement. The proceseda of all lands that have been, or hereafter may be,
granted by the United States to this state, for the support of schools, which
may have besn or ghall hersafter be sold, or dizposed of, and the five hundred
thousand acres of lend granted to the new states, under an ect of congress,
distributing the proceedz of the publleglands among the several states of the
Tnjorn, approved {n the yvear of our Lord one thousand sight hundred and forty-
one, and all estates of deceased perzons who may have dled without leaving a
will or helr, and alsc such per cent. as has been or may hereafter ba granted by
congresza, on the eale of lands in thls state, ehall be, and remain a perpetual
fund, the interest of which, together with all renta of the unsold lands, and auch
other means as the gereral assembly may provids, shall he inviolably appro-
priated to the support of common schools throughout the state,

¥inew, ete., hovw appropriated. Sec. 4. The money which may heve been
or ghall be paid by perzons as an equivalent from exemption from military duty,
and the clear proceeds of all flnes collected in the several counties for any
breach of the penal laws, shall be exclusively applied In the =everal countlas {n
which such money Is paid, or fine collected, among the several school districts of
sald counties, in proportion to the number of youths subject to enumsration in
Such dietrlets, to the support of common schools or the establlshment of -
braries, as the beard of education shall from time to time provide.

Froeecedm of lands. SEC 5. The general assembly shall take measures for
the protectlon, improvement, or other dlgposition of such lands as have heen, or
maY hereafter be reserved, or granted by the United States, or any person or
persone to this state, for the use of the university, and the funds eceruing from
the rents or szla of such lands, or from any cther source for the purpose afore-
sald, shall be, and remain, a permanent fund, the interest of which shall he ap-
Plied to the support of said university, for tha promotion of literature, the arts
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and selences, ae may be authorized by the terms of such grant. And it shall he
the duty of the general assembly, as soon as may he, to provida effactual means
for the Lmprovement and permanent securlty of the funds of sald univarsity.

Agenta of school fondn. S2c. 6. The financlal agents of the zchool funda
ghall be the same that, by law, receive and control the state and county revenus,
for other clvil purposes, under such regulations a8 may be provided by law.

Distribuwtion. SBc, 7. The money subject to the support and maintenance
of common schoola shall be distributed to the distriets in proportion to the num-
ber of youths, befween the ages of five and twenty-one years, in such manoer
as may ba provided by the Eeneral assembly.

ARTICLE X.—AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION,

How propoesed; submission, 5EcTion 1. Any amendment or amendments
to thls constitutlon may be propozed in either houss of the general azsembly;
apd if the same shall be agreed tc by a majority of the members eloctad to
each of the two houses, such proposed amendinent shall be entered on thelr Jour-
nals, with the veas and nays taken therson, and referred to the legislature to be
chosien at the next genaral eleetidn, and shall he published, as provided by law,
for three months previous to the time of making such cheice; and If, in the
general assemhly 80 next chesen as nforesaid, such proposed amendment or
amendments shall be agreed to by » +ajorliy of all the members elected to
each house, then it shall he the duty of ‘he general assembly te submit such
praposed amendment or amendments to the people in gvch manner, and at such
time ge the general assembly shall provide; and If the people phall approve and
ratify such amendment cr amendments by & majority of the electors gualified
to vote for members of the general assembly, voting thereon, such zmendment
or amandments shall become a part of the constltution of this state.

Morxe than one. EEC. 2. If two or more amendments shall be submltted
at the sa®'~ 'me, they shall be submitted in such manner that the electors shall
vote for .. ugainst each of such amendments separately.

Conventlon, SEC. 3. Al the general election to be held in the year cna
thousand elght hundred and seventy, and in esch tenth year thereafter, and
glso at such times g3 the general assembly may, hy law, provide, the question,
“Bhall thers be a convention tp revise the conatitution, and amend the same?’
shall he decided by the electors quallfied to vote for members of the general
agsembly ; and In case & majority of the electors s¢ gualified, votlng at svch
eglection for and againet such proposition, shall declde in faver of a convention
for such purpose, the general assembly, at itz next sesalon, shall provide by law
for the election of delegates to such convention.

ARTICLE XIL—MISCELLANECQUS.

Jurisdletion of justice of the peace. SECTION 1. The jurlsdietion of jus-
tices of the peace shall exiend to all clvll cases (except cases in chancery, and
cages whera the question of title to real estate may srise), where the amount In
controversy does not exXeeed one hundred dollars, and by the consent of partlez
may be extended io any, amount not exceedlng three hundred dollars,

Counties. Sto, 2. No new county shall be hereafter created containing
less than four hundred and thirty-two square mileg; nor shall the territory
of gny organized county be reduced below that area; except the county of
Worth, and the counties wast of Lt along tha northern boundary of this
state, may be organized wlithout additional territory.

Indebtedness of political or municipnt corporations. SEc, 3. No county,
or other political ¢r munlecipal corporatien shall be allowed to become
indebted In any manner, or for gny purposfe, to an amount in the aggragate,
exceading flve per centum on the value of the taxable properiy within such
county or corporation—ito he gscertained by the last state and county tax lsiz,
pravicus te thg incurring of such Indebiedness.
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Boundaries. Sec. 4. The boundaries of the state may be enlarged, with
the consent of congres= and the general azsembly.

Onth of office. 2EC, 5, Every person elected or appeinted to any office,
shall, befors entering upon the dutles thereof, take an oath or affirmation
to support the constitution of the TInited States, and of thia state, and ‘also
an oath of cffice,

How veceneles lled. Sec. €. In all cases of elections to fill vacancies in
oflice oceurring befere the explration of a full term, the rersen so elected
shall hold for the res!dus of the unexplred term: and all persons appointed
to fill viacanciss in office, ahall hold until the next general electlon, and
until their successors mre elected and qualified.

Land grants loeated. Sx¢, 7. The goneral apsembly shall not locate any
of tha public lands which have been, or may be granted by congress fo thls
state, and the locatlon of which may be glven to the general assembly, upon
lands actually settled, without the consent of the cccupant. The extent of
the elaim of such occuplant so exemptad, shall not exceed three hundred
and twenty acres.

Seat of government| ytate aniverslty. SEc. 8. The seat of government Ia
hereby permanently established, as now fAxzed by law, at the clty of Des
Moines, In the county of Polk; and the state unlversity at Iowa Clty, in the
county of Johnsen.

The supreme executive power of the state ls vested In the governor, whose
term of office is two years. He receives an annual salary of $5,000 and an
allowance of $600 for house rent, and $1,200 for services as member of the
executive couneil.

Mo person shall be eliglble who shall net have been a cltizen of the United
Btates and a resident of this state twe years next preceding the election, and
attaind the age of thirty years at the tlms of said election.

He Is commander-in-chlef of the military forces of the state.

He transacts mll executive husiness wlith the offleers of government, clvil
and military, and may require information in writing from the officers of tha
executive department upen any subfect relating to the duties of their Tespective
offices. '

When any office, from any cause, beaepmes vacant, and no mode ls provided
b¥ the constitutlon and laws for filling such vacancy, the governor has DOWer
to fil! such vacancy, by grantlng a commlsslon, which expires at the end of
the next sesslon of the general assembly, or at the next election by the people

He may, on extraordinary occablens, convene the general sassembly by
proclamation, and shall gtate te both houses, when assembled, the purposa for
which they shall have heen convenad. '

He iz required to o icate, by £, to the general assembly, &t
every regular session, the condition of the state, and maey make such recom-
mendations to the body as he shall Judge expedient.

In case of disagreemant between the two houses with the respect to the tims
of mdjournment, the governor has power to adjourn the general assembly to
such time as he may think proper: but no such adjournment shall be beyond
the time fixed for the regular meeting of the next general assembly,

All bille must bBe eubmitied to hlm for approval, and p two-thirds voie of
both branches of the leglslature !s required to pass a bill over s veto.

The governor has power to gErant reprieves, commutation and pardons, after
conviction, for all offenses except treasen and cases of impeachment, subject to
suck regulations as may be provided by law. Tlpen conviction for treason. he
has power to suspend 1he execufion of the sentence until the case shall be
reporied to tha general assembly at its next meeting. He has power to remit
finet @nd forfeltures, under such regulations as may be prescribed by law;
and shall report to the general assembly, at Its next meeting, sach gcase of
raprieve, commutation, or pardon granted, and the regson therefor,

He appoints all principal offlcers of the state not elected by the peopls, and
certain officers connected with the state government, by and with the consent
of the senate.
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He slgne patentz for state lands, and appoints and commissiona notaries
public and commissipners in other states te take acknowledgments of deeds
for this siate,

He may demand fugitlves from justice from the executives of other states,

and may issue warrants, upon the requests of other governors, for fugitlves
found in this state.

LIEUTENANT-GOVERNOER,
Term of incuwmbent ends January, 1919,

ERNEST R. Moore, Cedar Raplds, Linn County. Born o Iowa.

The llentenant-governor s elected for & term of two years and 13 requlred to
have the sarme gualifications, as to age and resldence, eg the governor. Ha
does not glve bond.

In case of the death, !mpeschment, resignatlon, removal from offlce, or
other dizability of the governor, the powers and dutles of that offica devolve
upon the lieutenant-governor, for the residue of the term, or untll the governor
shall be acquitted, or the disabillty removed,

Tka Heutenant-governor ig president of the senate, but can cnly voie when tha
senate s egually divided. In c¢ase of his death or other disabillty incapacitating
him from discharging the duties of his offlce, the zame develve upon the presl-
dent pro tempore of the senate.

He receives the same mlleage and double the per dlem of a senator. He
malntalneg an eoffice at the cgpitel building during the meetings of the general
pssembly,

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The secretary of state iz the head of the department of state. He iz elected
by the people for a term of two wyears, and receives a msalary of $3,600 a year,
He {8 ex gfficlo & member of the executive councll, He is also ex officlo n
member of the hoard of trustees of tha gtate llbrary and the hlstorical depart-
ment of Towa and of the state hoard of healih.

The secretary of state counterslgns all commisslons and proclamations js-
sued by the governor, end keeps a record thereof In the eXxeentlve register.

Tha enrolled coples of the constitutionz end the laws of the state, the
authentleated copics of the journals of the senate end house of tha general
assemblies, and many other leglslative and state papera are flled in hiz office.
He prepares for publication certain laws and resolutlons passed by the general
assembly, and Ie charged with the work of dlstributlng the codes, code supple-
ments and sesszion laws. :

Certifleates of nomination and all papers and records pertainlng to the nomi-
nation, election and qualification of etate and district officers are flled in his
office.

All papers relative to the Incorporation of citles and towns, the annexatfon
or severance of territory, and the consolidation or abendonment of munielpal
eerperationa are transmitted to him and preserved as a part of the permanent
records of his office.

Artfcles of Incorporation of both domestlc and forelgn eorporations, as well
az all amendments thereto, are fllead and recorded In hia office, gnd certificates
of authority te transsct business within the state of Iowa are issued by him.
Applicationa for the registration of trade marks, labela snd forma of advertlsing
are made to him and certifleates lssued thereon,

Applications for the reglstratlom of motor vehlcles are also filed with him,
and he asslgns and keeps & record of the numbers issued

He edits, publlshes and dlatributes the Iowa Offlelal Register, and s re-
quired by law to place therain historical, poltleal and other statistica and
facts of general value, but nothing of a partisan character.

The records, flles, fleld notes and plats of survey, and other papers and
documents of the state land office are In his custody. Patents for schoal,
unlversity, agricultural college, rallroad, swamp and other lands, are prepared
in the land office, and, when signed by the governor, are countersigned by the
secretary of state and recorded in the patent record bocks In the land depart-
ment. He makea a biennlal report to the governor of the transactions of this
department. .

Iowa corporations organized for pecuniary proflt, and all foreign corpora-
tions authorized to do busine=a in this state, are required to report annually,
in July, to the secretary of ptate and pay him an anoual fee of one dollar
each, THe gecretary of state is required 1o send, during May and June of each
vear, to each corporation of record i his office, a notice, advising as to the
provisions of the law, and a blank for use of the corporation fn making report
On receipt of annual report and fee, the secretary of state iz required to issue
to the cerporation an annual permit,

The registration in tha office of the Becretary of State is required *to be
made of all charitable organizations soliciilng public aid in the state end a per-
mit must first be procured from his department before any =uch arganization,
Ita apents or representaiives may lawfully solicit publle donations In any
county, city, or township in Towa except within the county or adjolning countles
In which such associgtion or Institution is located.

An impertant branch of the work in the office of the secretary of state
Ia that relatlng to the administration of the go¢-called Rlee Sky Law, tha
sams being an sct pasged by the thirty-sixth general zssembly to prevent
fraud in the sale and dispositlon of etocks, bonds and other securities.

The statute fs similar In character to thvse passed in many of the other
states during the past fewe years, and the principle thereof has recently besn
upheld by the supreme court of the United States.

Although this law has only been in effect for a ghort time, it has resulied
in great good dn protecting the pecple of the state against gross fraud and
{impogition. ’

None of the companies or assaclations named can tranzact business in tha state
until they have recelved a certlficate of authority from the auditor,

The public revenues of the state are received and dishursed by the treasury
department; booka are kept in which are recorded the nmames of all persons
from whom money for any purpose s recelved, the time received, tha purpoge
for which the money wae remiited, and the amount therecf. Recelpts in dupli-
cate are issued for each item recelved, and the @upllcate is filed with the state
auditor. When remittance of state dues is made by bank draft, check or cer-
tificate of deposlt, such draft, check or certificate must he deposited for collec-
tion {n seme bank in the oity of Des Moines which has been previously desig-
nafed sz a deposltory for state funds, and no receipt for any sum remitted
by check or draft is issued by the tremsury department untll the depository
receiving the deposit notifies the department of the coilectlon thereof. All
couniy treasurers, anditors and superlntendenis of schools and all state offlgers,
boards or eommitslons are required to. remit to the state treasury, on or be
fore the 15th of each month, all moneys recelved by them during the proced-
ing calendar month, The treasurer of state, with the consent of the executive
council, may designate banks in the eity of Des Moines as depositories of state
funds. Each bank sp dasignated shall give bonds to be approved by the execu-
tive counell, and shall pay interest on dally balances at such rate end at such
timea as may be agread by the banks and the treasurer of stats, with the
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approval of the executive counell. At thi=s time euch deposltories pay Interest
moothly at tha rate of two per gent per annum

It is the special! duty of this department to enforce the law imposing a
tax upon collateral inherltahces. DMsbursements from the state treasury are
made cnly upon warrants issged by the state audltor and a record 1= kept
of each warrant paid, showing date of issue, date of payment, t¢ whom pay-
able, to whom pajd and upon what account drawn.  All accounts of each state
jnstitution under the board of control are paid by checks jssued by this depart-
ment in favor of the person to whom the gecount is payable, Thase accounts
are not pald untill after they have been awdited by the board of control and an
absatract of the total amount due on aeccount of each Institution and the namas
and portofflce addresses of the persons to whom each of the meyeral accounta
are payeble has heen forwarded to this department by the board of contral,
together with a warrant or warrantg of the auditor of state to cover the total
amount to be pald. The state treasurer 1s the custodian of the permanent
endowment fund of the Btate Agricultural Cellege. This fund amounts to about
$680,000 and is loaned at not less than five per cent, secured by Arst morigages
upon real estate in Towa. Only the interest may be used by the college. This
interest fs payable to the state {reasurer and js by him pald to the treasurer
of the college. The accountz of the depariment are examined once each guar-
ter by the auditor's department and may be examined by the governor at any
time. The total receipts of the department for the fiscal period ending June
30, 1916, were $13,928,461.3§, including agricultural endowment and interest
fund,

The Work of the Deportment of Publle Imatvuction. The dutles of the super-
intendent of publiz instruction are numerous and varfed, They may be classf-
fled am educaflonal, quasi-judiclal, and ex-offieio,

Educationnl. Ameng the duties of an educational natuTe may he named his
general supervision over the county superintendents of the state, which neceasi-
tates hlz mesting with these officers at least twice each year, and the publl-
cation of numercus eircslars of instructlon and sugsestion. He !s at the head
of the publlc schocl system of Iows, and his duties a3 such leader are to ap-
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paint institutes, and approve )nstitute facultles. He Is required by law to promote
ameong the people of the state a proper Interggt in the general sublect of education,
including industria] and commercial education, agriculturs, manual and voca-
tional training, domestle sclence and contlnuation work, Also to clessify and
deflne various publle schools belonging te hiz department, and to formulata
sultable courses of study therafor, and to publish and distribute such elassi-
leations and courseg of atudy. It is alse hiz duty.to colleet statistles, apd
repert on education, and educational guesiions, and the conditfon of tha pub-
lle schoola of the stats, and to publish them in reports and pamphlets. Among
the publications thet have become a part of the educatione! needs of the
state and are of natiomal note may be named: The Manual of Methads for
the Hlemeniary Schools of Iowa, Speclal Day Book, Educatlonal Directory,
Proccedings of the Inwa State Teachers' Assoclation, Summary of Standards
for Approved Graded and High Schopls, Approved High School Bulletin, Refer-
ence Books for the Approved High Schools of Iowa, Outlines in Agricultute,
Domestic Beience and Manual Training, Repgulatlons Governing the Issuance
of Uniform County Certiflcates, Outlines of Psychology and Sechool Manage-
ment, Qutline of Muale for Normal Tralning High Bchocla and Normal Train-
ing Courses in ¥our ¥Year High Schools, avd Iowa Day. Many cthers of minor
Importance on wvarlous subjects are published.

In order to aid him in organizing and classlfying the public schools of the
state, the superintendent of pullic instructlon I3 permitted Ly law to appoint
one normal training inspector, two graded and blgh school inspectors, and one
inspector of reral and consolidated schocle. He iz also empowered to dis-
tributa to the nermal tralnlng schools and the consolidated schools certain
ald which I= eet aside for these schools under certain conditions. It is hiz
duty to pass upon them fAnally, and to determine what schools shall receive
state ald.

For the purpose of increasing the facilities for tralning teachers for the
rural schools by requiring a review of such ecommon braoches as may be
deemed essentlal by the superintendent of publie instruction, and for inatruc-
tions fn elementary pedagogy, and the art of teaching elementary agriculture
and home econemlies, prevision i= made for nermal courses of study and train-
ing In such epproved four-year high schaols as the superintendent of publie
Instrucilon may deszignate,

Judiciel. The quasi-Judiclal duties of the superintendent of public fnstruc-
tion inclade the hearing of appeals from the decislons of county superintend-
ents, the rendering of opiilons, In writing, when requested by school officials
(but in fae{ opinlons are rendered te all whe reguest them} amd publication of
the school laws and notes on the same, 2nd pamphlets contalning seasiaon lawa.

Ex-officiec dufies, The superintendent of publie instruction i ex-officlo mem-
ber of the Towa library commission, president of the sducatiomal council, presi-
dent of the Stale Teachers' Reading Cirele board, and president of the Educa-
tlonal Board of Examiners.

Az executive of the BEducatlonal Board of Examiners, a great amount of
responsibility ie ineurred, since all licensez to teach are issued under authority
of thls board, and the work is conducted under his personal supervision.

Migcellaneous. Tn addition to the doties enumerated above he reports hl-
ennially to the geverner on the conditions of the public echools of the state,
and makes suggestions and recommendations as investization and experience
dictate. HMe must keep & complete account of the expenditures on account In
hiz department and the Fducational Board of Examiners and report the same
to the executive council. TIe mlso accepts mmany calls from rural and city
communitles to meet with them and discuss such school questions as may con-
front the school officials. This is especially true under the present system of
develpping the consolidated schogis, of which 230 have already heen organize.l

The powers and duties of the board of rellroad commisszioners are: To gen-
erally supervise all rallronds !n the atste, hoth steam &nd electric, except
street rellrpads; to Inguire fnto any neglect or viglation of the laws of the
state by any railroad corporalion doing business therein: to make examinations
and inspections of tha physical conditlons, ¢onduct and management of guch
rallroads and report their conditlon to said companies; to atop and pravent
rallroad companies, under certajn gircymstanges, from running or passing their
tralng over ungafa bridges: (o adjudge changes in =tation houses, rolling stock
and rates of fare; to make report on first Monday in December in each
year to the governor of itg doings for the preceding year, atcompanied with
appropriate suggestiona and recommendations; te recelve, tabulate, and report
npon the annual reports flled with it by rallrpad companies; to examine any
af the booke, papers or decwments of any such covperation: (o examline under
vath employes of such corporations; to lssue =ubpoenas, adminisier oaths and
compel the attendance of wltnesses; to make and flx maximum schedules af
freight rates for such corporations, such schedulee to be deemed reasonable
until dispreved: to examlne into rates in force, upgn gcomplaint that the rate
charged by a rallroad company, or that the maximum rates fixed by the com-
mlsslon &re unreasonably bigh or discriminaling, and to flx the rate @gain,
which must not be higher than any rate established by law, such declsion of the
commlg=lon is prima facle evidence that the rate so mede 18 a reascnable maxi-
mum rate; to bring suits to enforee ita orders; to ingulre into the manage-
ment of the bhuslness of such carriers and toc obtaln from them fefl and com-
plete information naecessary to epable the commisaioners te carry out the
objects of the law; to hear, Investieate and determine all complaints aleging
unreasonable rates; unjuet discrimination, undue preference, viglation of the
long and short haul clause; or other Infractions of the commission law, and
make proper crders thereupun: to estaflish joint through rates, upon applica-
tion, over two or more conhecting lines; and to have the zame guthorlty owver
express companies as the ot confers cooncerhing railroads.

Before any rallway company may condemn lands for additional depot grounds,
or for streightening or relocating track, the permissinn of the board must
be obtalned, Interlocking switches may he placed at grade railroad crossings
or draw bridges, thus obviating the necessity of stopping trains before pasaing
over such grado crossings or draw bridges, but before the interlocking switch
may be used, consent of the board must be cbhtained.

The thirty-fifth general assembly gave to the commission the power to grant
to individuals or corporatlons “engaged in the manufacture, sale, or distribution
for sale of electrle current for light, power, or heatlng purposes, the right with-
in the state, except in cities and towns, to erect and maintain poles, wires,
towers, fixtures and other negessary copstruction for the purpose of conducting
electricity for lightlng, power and heating purposes over, along and acrogsg any
public lands, highways or streams or the lands of any person or persons, and to
acqulre the necessary [ntergsts in real estate therefor,”” Tt also provided that
tranamission linea proceeding under the provieiomy of the law should be sub-
ject to “such reasenable regulatlons as the commission may from time to time,
preseribe.’”

The thirty-fourth general gssemhbly created the office of commerce counsel, to
bs appointed by the board of railroad commissioners for a term of four years,
fubjeet to eonflrmation by senate. The law provides that the counsel may
Rppaint aeslstants, subject to the approval of the board of railroad commis-
sloners. 'The dutles of the office brisfly are as follows:

To investigate and present mattera with reference to Intrastate rates to the
toard of callrosd comemissioners: to investigate on his own motlen, or at the
requent of the board, cases involving interstate rates in which Iowa is Interasted,
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end pregent the same to the interastate comimerce commisglon If the board so
directs. -

The attorney gemeral !n an opinion holds that the railroad commipsion may,
by resolution, direct the commerce counsel and his asslstants to assiet the da-
partment of justies in the state and federal courts, in cases involving orders
made by the raiflroad commission.

It 1z the duty of this board to andlt all claime excent those for zalaries of
varjous officers which are fixed by law and clalms on account of the Ilnsatitu-
tlons under the control of the Iowa Board of Control of State Instltutlons
mnd the Iowa Sitate Board of Education. Before approving any clabm it s
the duty of thig hoard to determine that guch claim Is fully and clearly author-
ized by law; that the offlcer, board, commiseion, department or executive coun-

The staff of the commander-in-chief conslats of an adjutant gemeral, with
rank of brigadier-general, who i chief of staff and acting qQuartermaster-gen-
eral, an assistant adjutant general, with rank of major, and twelve aide who
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have the rank of lieutenant-colonel, except that any person so appolnted, whe
has held & higher rank for & pe;iud of gne vear or more in the guard may he
appninted with thke rank of the highest rank so held by him, or the twelve
aids may be detailed for such service from the astlve membership of the guard,
but if so detalled they held their rank in the guard and shall perform the duties
of ald In additien to thelr regular dutjes.

The adjutant general i3 appolnted by the governor. He issues and transmlts
all orders of the commeander-in-chief and keeps a record of all appointments of
pfficers commissloned by the governor, of all the general and special ordars and
regulations, and of such matters as pertain to the organization of the military
force and his duties. He holds office for a perlod of four years, first period
starling July 4, 1915, and also performs the duty of quartermaster-general in
pddition to hiz duties as adjutant general. He has charge of the state arsenal
and grounda and all other property of the state kept or nused for military pur-
poses and receives and {=sues all quartermaster and ordnance stores and camp
equippage upon the order of the commander-In-chief. Ha furnishes at tha
expense of the staie such blanks and forme as are epproved by the commander-
in-chief. - In each year, preceding a regular session of the general assembly, or
at any olher tlme the governor may direct, ha makes out a detailed report of
the transactions of thiz office, the expensee thereof and such other matters as
shall be requlred by tha commander-in-chief for {he pericd since the last
preceding report,

All muster rells, reporis, refurns, enlistments, discharges and complete records
of the erganized militls are filed and made a matter of record fn- hiz office.
The records of Iowa soldiers of the Civil and Spanish-American wars are on
file fn his office ‘and all information desired from such records {3 furnished by
him. Certificates of military service of Towa soldlers of the late wars or past
=ervica in the organized militia are given by him under the spal of the state
He iz the dishursing officer of all staete appropriatiens for the use and support
uf the organized militia and as acting quartermaster-general all military prop-
erty ig committed fo his custody which he is required to issue for the use of the
militla, keeping an account of fthe same. He 18 reguired to furnish such
reports of the organtzed militla of the state as the secrefary of war may
from time to time require. As chief of staff he I3 to perform hiy dutles as
such officer as dirceted by the commander-in-chief or required by the laws of
Iowa governing jts organized mlilitin or by orders gnd regulstions.

In additlon to hiz duties as adjutart general the thirty-sixth genera] as-
semhbly reguired that he should perform the duties of custodian of the capitol
grounds and public buildings. )

It is the dufy of the custodian tp take charge of and protect the capitol
building and all furniture and other property connected therawith, to preserve
the same from injury; to control and take care of the capltol grounds, walks,
fences, trees, shrubbery, statuary and other property eof the state; to take
charge and have control of all buildings and grounds at the seat of government,
rot by law placed In charge of some oOther person; to eppoint t'he TECEsZALY
employes; to make swern statement at the end of each month of expenses
Incurred, and to make g report to the governar om or before the last day of -
September preceding each regular sesslon of the general assembly of all trans-
actions during the biennial peried, :

The office of Iowa Industrial Commissioner was created by chapter 147, acts
of the thirty-fifth general agzemhly, The measure relates to employers’ liabllity
for personal infury sustained by employes in line of duty, fixing compensation
therefor, securing the payment thereo! and providing for the appointment of
4 commmlssioner and deflning his duties,

The commissioner, by and wlth the consent of the executlve counecil, may
Bppoint a4 secretar¥ at a salary of not to ocxceed $1,600 per year, and =such
other cierns and employes a3 may be deemed penessary. The commrigsioner may
Make reles and regulatlons, not inconsistent with law, for carrying out the
provleioms of the act.

He s glven the power to subpoena witnesses, adminlster saths and to exam-
Ine much books and records of the parties to a proceeding or investigation as
relate to guestions In dispute or under investigation.
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There are numercus gther dutlegs to be performed by the commlssioner and
he ls, generally speaking, in a large measure the sdministrative officer of sald
act, .

The commissfoner of Insurance !s the executive head of the Insurance de-
partment of Towa and hag general contrgl, superviglon and direction of all ln-
surance buslness transacted in the state and Is charged with the executlon of
tha laws relating to insurance. All powers vested in, and &Il duties !mpozed
upon the auditor of thls state, relaticg in anhy way to insurance mgtters prior to
July 1, 1914, were on that date vested In mod made Incumbent upon the eom-
miszioner of insurance. .

The commiszioner §g authorized to conduct exeminatlonz of Insurance organ-
izations transacting business in the stete, covering In detall thelr financial con-
ditien, evidemce of =olvency and rnethods and practices of their offjcers and
mgents. Domestlc companles, asipciations and societlas are required to ba 50
examined at lsast biennlally. The actuary and chlef examiner are In charge
of the examipation werk which ie continueous, The companies are visited and
the audits made in their offices. A written report of the findings of the exam-
iners is flled with the department as a permanent record.

ATl depesits requited by law to be made with the atate by any such company,
association or mociety, are directly in charge of the commissloner and a careful
record 1s kept thercof, showing each ftem. A dally and monthly balance g
mainalned, showing the amount of securities on deposit to the credit of each
commpany, Esach security deposited is carefully examined and, before accept-
ance, must comply with the statutes governing investment of insurance funds.
The companies and mssociations are required to keep thelr deposit up to the
amount prescribed by law. No company or assoclation is permiited to . with-
draw eecurities sufficlent to bring the amount below the reserve required to be
maintained on deposit. The amount of approved securities representing capltal
stock and the legal reserve value of policles of Towa Hfe companies and a8so-
ciations on deposit In thla department on January 1, 1917, was $76,694,834.20,

A1l fees due the state from inyurance companies and asgeciations are paid to
the ¢ommizsiener of insurance,

The commissioner passss upon the art.lclea of incorperation of new inaur-
ance vrganjzations, and amendments thereto must also have his approval. No
policles can be sold in the state untll the polley forms have besn approved by
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him, and all sgents appolnted by the companles and assoclatlone to represent
them in the state must be licensed by the Insurance dspartment. The valus
of the supervision required to be exerclsed over all companies, essoclations
and socletles authorized to transact business in the atate, and the survelllance
of those attemptlng to do insurance business in Iowa, can hardly be estimat-
ed. As the insurance businegs jn the state has increased from year to year
this supervigion haes become the move necessary and lmportant to the citizens
of the stats,

Chapter 132, laws of the twentleth general mssembly of 1584, provided for the
creatlon of the Buresu of Labor Statistics, the appolntment of a comm.ia-
sloner, defining his dutles, and hls tenure of office,

The work as outlined in the above act was purely statistical and was designed
for the purpose of making Inquiry Into the conditiong surrgunding the em-
ployment of laber, Ity commection with the development of industrles both me-
chanical and those arising from the natural rescurces of the state, the advan-
tages and inducements offered in wvarioua loecalitles for the establishment of de-
slrable industries, the extent and productive value of industrles already estab-
lished and information relatlve to the liome life and general welfare of the
workers,



142 STATE EXECUTIVE DEFARTMENT

The work was carrled on with success by the different commlssloners and
assistants and proved itg value to the commercfal and manufacturing Inter-
ests of the state, alsec to the workers who were glven an opportunity from time
to time to express their views on the surrounding conditions, their desires for
morg favorable legislation, for hetter sanitation, ventllatlon, gnd more efficlent
meang of protectlon in the operation of dangerous machinery. Thesa reports
from the working people, strengthened by actual personal investigation made
by the commlssloners and exemplified In thelr reports, proved the necessity for
periedical and systematic inspection of the factoriez and workshops by com-
petent persons whose time couwld be devoted to thelr work, The frequent ap-
peals thus made, backsd by & desirc on the part of our leglslators that Iowa
ghould not be relegated to the rear in the general march for improvement, re-
sulted in the passage, in 1902, of a law providlng for such Inspection and the
enforcement of requirements made, together with means for the gupport of men
assigned to the work., A great siep in advance was thus made and tha work
has progressed by using up-to-date methods, similar to those in vogue in tha
older manufacturing states, thus establishing the mogt important feature of the
work of the department. All classes of establishments where labor is employed
have been visited, a long list of improvements have heen made tending toward
both safety and comfort, and proof is evident that the money provided was well
expended,

The passage of the workmen's compensation law materlally facilitated co-
operation between employers and the burean because of the rcognitien of the
principle that prevenmtion of accidcmis means economy in management.

Up to the close of 1906 no efficient means of restricting the employment of
children had heen provided. The existing law required that chlldren under
14 should attend scheel 18 consecniive weeks In esch year, but children of any
age could be put to work all the remainder of the year, many children of tender
age were found in the factories and stores. To remedy this evil the thirty-first
general assembly in 1906 enacted a law prohibiting the employment of chil-
dren under 14 {n facteries, workshops, storez and some cother places specifled, at
any time, under penalty. 'The work of enforcement was placed in the hands
of the commigsloner of the Bureau of Labor Statistles and his assistants. The
law has heen partly self-enforcing, A number of employers who had been em-
plo¥ing children under the age lmit dlsmissed them voluntarily. Only a few
employers have shown a disposition to opp the enfor t of tha law, and
when proof wag glven them by inspectors that they were vlolating it, they dis-
misged all under the age Imit at once, thus giving no Immediate cause for
prosecution. A better conditlen preveils !n Jowa now than heretofors, and by
perzistent effort on the part of memhbers of the department conditions will con-
tHoue to jmprove and a nearer approach to the ldeal conditlon will be attalned,

In this connection 1t should be noted that the thirty-slxth general assembly’
amended the former law by including a greater number of employments In the
reatriction list and also limitlng the hours of service of children betweea 14
and 18 years of age to 8 per day and 48 per week, and also restricling chil-
dren In the street trades in citles of 10,000 and over,

in the line of progressive legislatlon by the thirty-sixth genersl assembly,
the child labor law of 1905 was revized to harmonize with improved standards.

The thirty-sixth general assembly appreciating thet modern employment 1z
assuming more and more that which ig well termed ‘“seasonable employment,”
alag that the idle man is Industrial waste, made provision for a state free sm-
ployment burean In connection with the bursau of labor atatistles,

The statutes of Iowa provide the sentence of a prizoner convicted of a
felony shall be for the maximum term provided for the crime committed: thua
leaving to the court Impeoelng the senience no disoretion as to the time of con-
finament. The board of parole iz alven authorlty to release on parole outside
the prisvo walls, ]l prisoners, except those sentenced for life terms. The law
which provided for the fixing of a defnite time of prison service by the judge
before whom the trial was had, contemnplated punishment for the particular
crime; In other words, forfeifure of lherty on account of gufllt, for a length of
time which fn the judgment of the judge would be the penalty the man shoutd
suffer, . Hance, the oft repeated remark that a prisoner “has eerved a= long
ag he should be required te =erve for what he adid™

The tnaximum sentence coniemplates the keeping of a man in prison not alone
for punishment, but for discipline, irglning, edupation and reformatlon, as well
a5 example by which others may profit or he defaerred from committing erime:
this involves the consideration of past life, opportunltles, environment, mental
ability, erlminal tendencies or want of them, and evidences of reformation and
change in desires and ambitions. PBoards of pardon and parcie have time and
opporfunity to investigate all these things. The ehjert of the parele law 13, that
the man who glves evidence of the fact that he will be & law abiding citizen if
glven his Nberty, shall be released on parole, always taking into account what
would be a reasonable ferm to be served as an example. The marked difference
between the definite term flxed when sentence is pranounced and the fnde-
terminate sentenge 1= that the firat {s for punizghment on sccount of a partionlar
crime and the second contemplates not only the protectlon of soclety, but the
gtudy of the individual and the handllng of him with a view of securlng ref-
ormatlon from other causes than slmply fear of imprisonment, which is not
reformation at all, On the trial of a man indicted for crime, guilt or Innocence
may be establlshed by evidence, but the evidence proper to be used for that
purpese will nat determine what the man has heen, or is, except as one may
conclude irom the single illegal act of which he is found guilty. 'The parsled
man 12 kept under the control and supervislon of the hoard of parcle and in
the custody of the warden of the prizon: employment 1z found for him, he s
placed In charge of some one whose duty 1t is to be in eonstant touch with him,
to ald and encourage him, and keep ihe hoard advized of hls conduct. The
time he ig on parcle 15 net deducted from his prisan =entence, so If returned
to prison, he must gserve the balance of his sentence, unless parcled again. Tha
prisener, however, cannot be kept in prisen longer than the maximum time pro-
vided by statule for the crime for which He was convleted. Rules and rermla-
tlonz ara provided which must be observed by the man while on parols, and for
the violation of which he may be remanded to prison. This reformatory method
of handling prizoners had its origin in the law egtablishing the Klmira Reformas-
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tory in the state of New York in 1883 TNow more than half of (he states in
the union have adopted it, and in most cases the laws elosely follow the system
ag then approved in the state of New York., WNWo state enacilng laws providing
for the maximum senience and parole provisions has ever repealed them. No
state hae yet adopted the absolutely indetérminate scntence; although such a
sentence wae advocated by the auther of the New York law and is favored hy
practically al eriminolegists and thosze who have had experience in prison
management and adminiatration of parole laws. The law provides that the
board of parcle shall have the power to parole, under such rules and regula-

. tlone as it may adopt, all prisoners committed to the reformatory or peniten-
tiary excepting those sentenced for life. When such life sentence is passed
gther than for murder in the first degree the conslderation of those cases s
. primarily with the governor -wheo, upen application for pardon or commutatlon
of senfence, refers them 1o the board for advice. The law also provides that |
in cases of Hio sentence for murder jo the first degree applicationeg for pardon
shall be referrcd to the board of parcle by the governor for advice and rTecom-
mendation befors he passes upon them.

The office of dalry commissioner was established May 1, 1B86, On July 4.
1906, the office became that of the food and dalry eommissioner. On July 4,

1907, the fond law hecame effective and the work of the depariment was also
inereased by the passapge of the eommerclal feeding stuffe and egricultural seed
law. Later enactments make the department rcsponslble for the laws govern-
Ing the zale of palnt, llnseed oll, turpentine, calelum carhide and commercial
fortllizer, The 35th general assembly alsc zave tha department the enforce-
ment of the eanitary law, which provides for the proper sanitation aof all foed
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nr ing establist g, the weight and measure law which provides for
scale inspection and for gensral supervislon of weights and measures and the
use of suck apparatus In coonectlon with the purchase or sale of merchandlse;
and the cold storage law, which provides for the making of reporis of stocks
and gives the comrmissioner and asgsistants supervision over food products held
In storage and limits the tlme that foods may be cold stored.

The total annual expemnditures amount to approximately 375,000, The term
“food"” is deflned as including all articles used as food, drink, confectionery or
condiment b¥ man or beast. The inSpectors smployed by the dairy and food
department are glven authority to enter all places of buslness where food prod-
ucts are manufactured, stored or =zold and all wagons uszed. In the transporta-
tion of such products and authority js given for taking samples of any goods
offered or exposed for sgle within the state. The depairtment issues licenses to
all users for commercial purposes of the Bibcock test. The fee for the license
ja §2.50 per year for each operator. Milk Inspection is extended to all jncor-
porated clties and towns and a license fee of $1.00 & year is required of all per-
sona selling milk from stores or wehicles,

A lcense Tee of $3.00 15 collected for each scala or welghlng device whers a
fee s charged for welghlng and the same license {8 required of all bakeries,
candy factories, Ice creamr facteories, canning factorles, slaughier houses and
meat markets, Cold storage plants are required to pay an annual fee of $25.
Condimental stock foods and toniee are Included within the term “commercial
feeding stuffs” and each manuafacturer is required to pay a licenze fee of $I00
annually.

The =tate printer znd the state binder are elepted by the general assembly at
regular sessions hiennlally. . ’
By act of the 3Tth general assembly the posillons of Printer and Binder
were abolished at the end of the terms of the present incumbents, after that
time contracts will be made upon competitive bids for all printing and bind-
ing.
‘ THE STATE PRINTER

The state printer Is required to malntain his office at the seat of government
and provide m printing plant of sufficient capacity and equipment to print the
laws, journals, rcperts and do all other prirting required for the state officers,
boards or comvwnissloners having their offfces at the capitol, or by or for the
general assembly, under scheduole prices for compositlon and presswork and
provisions for measerement established by the general asgsembly and sot
forth ln detall In the eode and the sesslon laws.

The statutes make provision for the various reports to be printed and the
number of each im determined by the state document editor, subject to review
an appeal to the governor and all prioting which ls not specifically provided
for by bBtatute {s anthorized and ordered by a syatem of requizitions, bills for
same to be audited and checked by the state document editor and duly ap-
proved before ordared paid.

All paper stock used by the state printer is purchased by the state through
the execytlve council, and the slock 1s in charge of the secretary of the execu-
tive council, who Issues same to the state printer upon the requisition of

10
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the latter, charging same agalnst him, ltems of ecredit being obtained hy the
state printer to offset tha debit charges by measursment end computation of
amount of paper stock used by the printer and returned to the state In printed
documents, blanke and stationery.

There iz no fixed salary for this office, the state prioter receiving as his entira
compenaation the amounts named in the schedunles of prices Axed by the statutes
for printing actually done and delivered to and sccepted by the state., He i re-
quired to furnish a bond to be approved by the governor for faithful perform-
anes of duty, and 13 lable alse under same for any shortage that might goccur
in paper stock when an eccounting of same iz made,

THR BTATE HINDER,

The state binder 1s required to maintain an office at the state capitol equlpped
with machinery and appliances sufficlent to do the state work, He is required
to give a hond for the falthful performance of his duly and for state property
which comtes inte his hands. He furnishes hiz own bullding, light, heat and
power, as well as machinery.

He binds Bll books and publlcations printed by the state printer, The printed

- pheets of laws, journhals and othar publications, which are to be folded, stitched
or bound, are dellvered to the state binder by the state printer and a receipt is
given therefor., The state binder furnishes all material except paper required in
book binding, A1l leather, cloth, thread, gold leaf, glue, pasie, and other ma-
terfals are purchased and furnished hy the state binder without expense to the
state,

The state binder receives no =alary, but iz pald for hls work by the pisce on
a schedule of prices speclfled by law. His compensation comes from the profit
on the work performed and delivered. He is held responsible for less or damage
by fire or other cau=e to state work which is in his possession,

On the completlon of & job of binding, the hooks or pamphlete are delivered
to the document room, the supply department, or to other departments, as the
caze may be, and he recelves a recelpt therefor for every article, hook or
pamphlet dellvered.

The style of binding, whether to be sewed or stltched, with paper, board,
cloth or lesather covers, or without covers, i all specified by law and the num-
ber of coples In each atyle of binding !s named In the statute. Eome dlisere-
tlon, however, g sllowed the document editor jn regerd to the nmumber of coples
of reports and docuroetits to be printed and bound, as the demand for them
may vary from year 10 year.

The state printer and the state binder submit their bills for work done to the
document editor. He la required by -law to audit the blils, and to certify to tha
atate board of audit the amount which each of sald officers is entitled to re-
ceive for the work specified. Tha state board of audit then makes an additional
audit thereoi and certlfies the approved amounts to the auditor of =state, who
thereupon draws his warrants therefor.

The duties of the flsh and game warden, as defined Ly chapter 1o of the code,
are ags followe:

He shall make blennlally a report to the govermor of his dolnge, together
with such information for the protection of fish and game as he may think
proper. He shall make monthly an itemlzed statement to the executive couns
cil under cath of all moneys expended and for what purpose, and the number
and varieties of figh distributed and in what waters; alse all prosecutions
made under the law. He shall have charge of the re-stocking and distribution
of fish to the public waters of the state, and shall impartlally and equitably
digtribute the same. He shall faithfully and impartially enforce obedlence to
the provigions of the fish and game laws. He may suspend for a specified
Pericd specified portlons of fleh and game laws and issue permits authorlzing
the persons to whom sald permit is issued, to take from certain deslgnated
lake=z of the state, having sn area of not lesz then two square miles, certaln
fish designated in sald permit in any quantities and for all purpozes, He shall
not permit selning in paid lakes hetween the first day of December and the
fifteenth day of June.

He may grant certificates to proper p-artias to oollect birds, their nesta or
eggs for acientific purposes. He shall selze and take possession, without war
rant, any flsh, birds or animals which have been caught, taken or killed, at
any time, in a manner or for a purpose or had in possession or under control,
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or have been shipped contrary ta law, mnd shall sell the =ame for the purpose
of paying any costs, and balance of proceeds, If any, shall be turned ints the
sehool fund of the county in which the seizure is made. He shell seize and
deatroy or sell without warrant or progess, any net, seine, {rap, contrivanre,
materlal, and substance whatever while jn use or had and maintained fer the
purpose of catching, taking, killing, trapping or deceiving any fish, blrds or
animals contrary to the provislona of the fish and game laws., Ils may ap-
point such number of daputies as he may deam necessary, and their duties are
to report 81l violatlons of the law, t0 make arresta where crime iz committed
In their province, and to ald the warden in the eonforcement of the law, The
provieions of the law make the state and game warden & stale marshal,
and it i5 his duty to ferret cut offenders and bring them to justice

By an act of the thirty-third general assemhly, “ne persen shall hunt, kill
or take any wild animal, bird or game in this state with a gon without first
procuring a license.” 'The fee for such license is one dollar a year for each
citizen of the etate and ten dollars a year fur each non-resident or alien. The
county auditors of the atate issne the licenges. ' All licenses expira on the first
of July of each year. Owners of land, their children and tenants are not re-
quired to procure a license to hunt on their own premises. TProvislon is made
in the law for the amount of game that & nen-resident may take from the atate.
Pengltlez are provided for the enforcement of the law. Another law of the
thirty-third general assembly provides for an annuz] license under certain re-
strictions for the use of selnes and nets In the Missigsippl and Missouri rivers
where they form part of the boutidary line of the state.

By an act of the thirty-fifth general assembly, three distrlct deputy wardens
are provided for, to be appointed by the state fish and game warden, The slate
will be divided into districts with a man In charge in cach gs a general super-
visor,

By an.act of the thirty-slzth general assembly, no person shall keep game
birds in posszesslon for the purpese of propagation and sale, without first pro-
curing & license from the State Fish and Game Warden, the fee for which is
$5.00. :

Tha department of agriculture for the state of Iowa was created by legis-
lative enactment of the twenty-elghth general assembly in the year 1900. The
offiee of the department iz in the northeast wing of the state eapitel bullding,
in tha rooms formerly occupled by the, K Iowa state agricultural soclety (said
soclety ceased to exist when the department of agrlcolture was created). The
department is managed by a hoard, styled the state board of agrleulture, of
which the governor, presldent of the State Colliege of Agriculture and Mechanic
Arts, state dalry and food eomumissloner, and stats veterinarian are ex officlo
members; other members are & presldent, vies president, secretary, treasurer,
ang one member from each of the eleven congressional distrietz of the state.
The president, vice presldent, and district members are chesen at the annual
agricaltural conventign, which = composed of delegates from each of the coun-
ty and dlsteiet falrs, county farmers' imstitutes, state dairy association, horii-
cultural society, i{mproved stock breeders' assoclation, and members of the
etate board of agriculture. The presldent and vice president are elected for a
tertn of one yesr, and the district members for e term of two years. The
secretary and treasurer are elected by the board,

It im the duty of the department to lock after and promote the interests of

agriculture, agricultural eduestion, animal and other Industries of the state; to
iovestigate =ll subjects relating to the lmprovement of methods, appliances
and machinery, and the diversification of crops and other produeta; also to in-
vestigate reports of the prevalence of contaglous dizeazes among domestle ani-
mals, and the destructien of insects and fungus grasses, gralns and other
plants; the adulteration of foods, seeds and other produets, and te report the
rogults of such investigation, together with recommendations of remedial
measures for the prevention of dangere resulting thereform. It is made the
duty of the agricultural experlment station to co-operate with the department
of sgriculture in carrying on these Investigations.
. The passage of the pure focd bill by tha thirty-fifth general assembly, the
bill for the regulation and prevention of frauds in the sele of agricultural seeds,
and concentrated commercial feeding =tuffs, passed by. the thirty-second general
assembly, the bllle offered in the thirty-thlrd general sssembly for the de-
struction of noxious weeds, and the blll for the establishment of a Ilve =tock
sanitary hoard, and the control and suppression of dangerous or Infectlous
diseasegs of domeatic animals, were all the results of careful investigations
made by the department.

The department annuvally compiles and publishes the ‘Towa TYear Book of
Agrienlture.” This book containg useful informatlon upon varlous toples re-
lating to agriculture, live stock, a review of the weather and crops for the pre-
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ceding year, & B¥ynoDsis of the work and proceedings of the state dalry and food
department, state swine breeders’ and state dalry assoclations, and such other
matter az will be of interest to the farmer. It 18 also the duty of the mecretary
to earry out the provisiome of the stale law with refersnce to lasuing =tate
certificatea of enrollment of all pure bred stallions and jacks and certificates
of soundness for all grade stallions and jacks offered for publle =ervice, sale,
eXchange or transfer in the gtate of Iowa. It is wlso tha duty of the secreiary
to prepare and send out the blanks, and recelve the reports of the cpunty and
distrlet falrs entitled to receive slate aid, and the county fermers’ lnstitutes.

The thirty-third general assembly makes it the duty of the department to
prepare and furnish blanks annuvally to the asseszors for the purpese of listing
tha acreage and yield of farm crops, the number and value of live stock, and
pouliry and egg production.

By statute the gtate board of agriculture = made the custediar for the
ptate falr and expositfon grounds, It ls also rnade the board of managers for
the annual state falr end. expositicn. The slate doesd not provide any support
fund for the maintenance of the state fair, nor pay any of the yearly expenzes
or premiums of same, the statute providing that all expenditures connected
with the holding of the falr must he paid out of the fair recelpts. The title
to the state falr grounds is in the name of the state of Iows, all deeds and ab-
stracts being on file {n the state guditor's office.

The present investment of the state of Iowsa in the falr grounds property,
ineluding the origlnal appropriation of §50,000.00 for the first frame bulldings
and the appropriations since 1502 for permanent buildings and additienal
greund total $514,111.47.

The atate fair grounds contalns 282 1-3 acres, and was appralsed by a com-
mitteea wall acquainted with real estate values in and around Des Moines,
without iaking into consideration any improvements, at $469,753.03, The wvalne
of the buildings, perfonal property, ete., and a8 shown by the books of the
department 1s $729,606.45. Adding to this the value of real estate it gives
the total value of the plant at $1;199,389.48,

By deducting the total investment of the state In the falr grounds plant
from the present value we have the surplue or proflt to the state of $636,-
278,01, N - m

This profit 1z largely due to the increased value of the real estate =ince
the state scqulred the title In 1836 and the many !mprovements added to
the grounds In the past thirteen yearg from the profits of the falr,

The thirty-fourth general assembly. created the commiizslon of animal health,
the members of which are to be appointed by the governor and are to conslac
of the state veterinary surgeeon, whe i to be chalrman and executive officer
thereof, twoe veterinarians and two stockmen, When the terms of the mmem-
bers of the commlasion expire thefr successors are to be appointed, the vet-
erinarians to serve Tor three years and stockmen to serve for two years.

The comrnission is to hold at least two meetings a year and it haz power
gnd authority to mako such rules and regulations as may be necassary for the
prevention, suppresslon and quarantine of dlseases minong animsals in the state
and thoss belng driven or transported through or inte Iowa. Such rutes and
regulations are to be effective when approved by tha executlve council.

The state veterinary surgeon and the twe voterlnarians on the beard con-
stitute a hoard for the examination of applicants to practice veterinary medi-
cine, surgery and dentistry.
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The members of tha Animal Health Commission, pther than the state veteri-
Hary =urgeon, are to receive $100 & year for thelr services and In addition
thereto the vaterinarians, other than the ptate veterlnary surgeon, are to re-
celve §140 for their servicea as-members of the examinlng board.

The accesaion llst of the general, law and legislative reference departmenis
of the state library on the firgt day of July 1918, included 142,841 volumes.
The total accessions of the blennial perled ending Juna 30, 1918, were 11,835
volumes. The historical department is separately reported,

The lbrarian notez with satisfaction the gsteadily growlng utllization of
the state Ubrary by advanced students of literature, philosephy, sclance and
social problems, by debaterz In the high school and eclleges of the =state;
alzo by state legislators and those interested in state leglslatlon. This =atisfac-
tion ie enhanced by the steadlly increasing abllity of the library to sstisfy the
wants of those who vislt it with serious purpose. In fact the mission of the
general library as a reference llbrary—a flnal report for information in science
the mechanic arts, tha fine arts, biography, general history, llterature and phi-
losgphy, 18 finding generous recognition with students, scholars, educators, legis-
lators, clubs devoted te research work and the school, cellege and public
libraries of the state. With & =ingle additional assistant, a legislative reference
bureau has been developed during the past few years, and the use made of
the new bureau by legislators, legislative committee clerks and persons inter-
ezted in legislation, has steadlly increased to such an extent that legizlative
reference work must be extended and its efficiency increaBed In antleipation of
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the Increased demands certaln to be made upon its rescurces. ‘The thirty-
fourth zZeneral assembly added greatly to the future effleency of the =tats
library, and contributed largely to the relief of the library board, by inereasing
the appropriation of the several depariments az follows: The general libhrary,
irgm $56,000 to $6,000; the historical department from 3$6,000 to $6,000, and
the law department and legislative reference bureau from $4,000 to $6,000, The
tnelusion of the legiglative reference bureau Is the first legislative recogmition
of that lnecreazingly efficlent area of the =erviee beyund the appeintment of an
assistant for legislative reference work. The good work dome without an ap-
propriation, through aid rendered by the law and general llbraries, gives much
promise for the immediate future now that means are provided for Its maln-
tenance.

The law dapartment of the state lbrary has been materially strengthened
by recent purchases bringing down to date several high-priced seta, and in
other ways adding materially i the efficiency of that important departmerit.

The completlon of the valuable =zets of standard periodicals, legal, scientific
and miscellangous, 12 one of the gratifying results of recent years, making
the perio.dica.l feature of the library one of the strongest jn the country.

The preszing need of the state library i3 & medical Qepartment that shall
as effectively serve the medical profession as the lbrary now =zerves the legal
profeaslon. A hill has been introduced in the thirty-seventh general assembly
embodying this library nead.

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Ax now organized thlg department dates from the first day of July, 1832, Ti=
chlef purpcse 1= the sollection of hlatorical date relatlng to our own state and
the territary of the middle west, of which it originally formed a part. Special
effortn are made to collect Jowa newspapers from the earliest dates to the pres-
ent time; works of state and general western history, biography and genealogy |
works on the histories of all our wars from the earliest titnes; works relating
to the North American Indlans; county histories, maps, Iowa pamphlets, blog-
raphies of our noted men and women, printed or in menuseript: written or .
printed doruments relating to early setflers and eettlements: repnris, catalngurs
and hroadsides relating to the churches, eduecational and benevolent institutions
of the state; in short, every species of data which can throw light upon loeal,
etate or western history. Two hundred ninety-five Towa newSpapers are cur-
rently received, and 18 endeavoring te acouire all Towa papers. It has ceased
the collection of papers from other states. The library is especially strong In
genealogy, local history and the history of the clvil war.

The department pullishes The Annals of Iewa, an illustrated quarterly his-
torical magazine of eighty pages, which has now completed its twelfth volume.
Thiz {8 made up largely of original contributlonz In history and blography., By
Jdirection of the trustees It is sent free to every organized library in our state,
Itz price to subseribers i3 $1 per year. i

In addition to the Annals, the historical department 1=z to be eredlted with
tha following poklcatlons, viz., eleven blenmial reportz:  “John Rrowm Among
the Quakers and Other Sketches,'” by Hon, Trving B, Richman, “First Census
of the Original Countles of Dubuque and Des Moines," edited by Dr. Beni. F.
Shambavgh, “History of the Constltution of Towsa,” by Dr. Shambaugh. Re-
printe of the laws of Towa, 1888-39 and of 1839-40, and the hitherto unpublished
journalzs of the counecil and house of representativez of the extra eessfon of
1840. “Early Settlement and Growth of Western Towa,"” by Rev. John Todd,
Rafineeque; life and biography, by T. J. Fitzpatrick; Downing's Clvil War
Diary, by Alexander G, Downing,

The department has secured one hundred and thirty-flve fine olt portralty of
distinguizhed Towane, which ere nmow on exhibition In the art gallery of tha hiz-
torlcal buillding, and hap thousands of photographs and other black and white
portralts and exhibite. More are promiged in the near future,

The museum includes nine large cases for autograph letters, manuscripts
and portraits; g collection of recent, aboriginal and prehiztoric pottery found
In our own state; a large collection of prehlatoric implements, among which is
an Iowg axe weighing 31% pounds—one of the largest ever discovered—with
hundreds of flints; many teeth, tusks, and ather bones of tha mammoth and
mastodon, all of which were found in Towa; several large caseg of birde found
within pur state; many Iowa mammals: a case of Indian baskets, bead work,
jmpleoments and weapons, much of which were manufacturad by the Mesquakle
Indians of Tama county; a collesiion of arms—ceannon, mortars, rwlvel gu»s,
rifles, muskets, carbines, swords and pietoly, o use during the Civll, Bpanish
and Philippine wars; and duplicatez in bronze of moest of the historic medals
legued by the TInited Htates govarnment,

Chapter 142 of the laws of the thirty-firet general aszembly made provision
for the care and permanent preservation of the public archives by giving the
gtate Dbhrary and historical department custody of all the original public docu-
ments, paners, letters, records and other official manuscripta of the state exec-
ative and sdmingivatlve departments, offices or officers. councils, bhoards, be-
regus and commissions, ten years after the date of the current usze of such
.public Aocuments, papers, latters, records or other offielal manuscripts.

The act also provided that the public archiver shall be housed in the historl-
cal, memorial and art bullding in rooms to be known 28 the hall of public
archives,

Chapter 157 acte of the thirty-second general assembly provided that the
executive councll should superintend the arrangement, labeling, filing and
czlandering of the archives, the same fo be dellvered to the state library and
historical department for preservation,
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An aet of the thirty-sixth general assembly provided that all of the dutles
#nd responsitilities of the executive councll and the board of trustees of the
statpg 1brary and hiasterical department with respect to the publle archives are
transferred to the curator of the hlstorieal depariment to be administered
under the direction of the above board of trustees; empowers tha curator to
certify coples and ctherwisg hold the same relatign to the archives transferred
as, for Instance, that of the secretary of state to such as origlneted In hiz
aftice.

Lesldes the historieal department the state library and the Iqwa library eom-
misston are accommodated in the magnifleent hlstorieal building which 18 now
completad.

The oftice of state mine inspector was created by the elghteenth general as-
sembly In the year 1880. At that time the mining of coal In thls state was
in its infaney. But few large mines were in operation and tha tonnage of coal
waa gmall ag compared te that of the present tlme. Then but one Inspector
wat needad. Owing to the growth of the coal Industry the twenty-flrst general
axgemhbly amended the mining laws and provided for three Inspectors, and gave
the governer power to divide the state Into three Inspection dlstricts, Today
tha entire time of tha three Inspectors l= teken up with the work of inspecting
the mines of the state and sselng that they are worked in conformity with
the mining laws of tha state am regards safety to the smployes tharein, proper
ventilatlon, conditlon of the shafts, escapc ways in times of danger, safety
egatches on cages, condition of the cablez for holsting men and coal, and every-
thing that would tend te guard agalnet acclidents to men employed n the
mines.

A general office for the Inspectora iz maintalned in the state house and a
complete record is kept theraln of all inspections, accidents, ete., In record hooks
for that purpose. A monthly report of the general conditlen of all mines s made
to the mine inspectorz and o general report of the conditions of the mines of the
state, tonnage, accldents, numbher of employes, and other information relative to
the ceal industry, 13 published every two years. Coples of the state mining lawa
are also published and circulated. Blue prints of mapz of all mines in the
state, brought up to date once each year. are on flle In tha offices of the mine
inspectors subjeet te public inspection. A secretary, elected by the inspectors,
ha= charge of the general corregpondence and books In the office, as the dutles
of the threa inspectors keep them =almost constantly in the fleld

Tn 15800 Iowa produesd 6,117,285 tons of coal and emyplayed 13,041 men, a.nd
tn 1916 tha eoal productlon emounted te 7,530,088 tons, and 16,869 men Were
glven employment In and around the mines. Between 250 mnd 300 mines are
in operation in tha 22 counties, which are divided Into three Inspection districts. -

The first Alstrict includes the countles of Appanoese, Lucas, Tayler, Monres
fpart}, Wayne, Page and Adams, Mr. W. E. Holland of Albla, Ivwa, 18 the
inspector In this dlstrict, where mines employing 7,840 men, and producing
3,207,491 tonm of coz] during the calendar year 1915, are located,

The penalty for szelling without a vendor license ls not leas than $190 nor
mora than §200.

COMPEREATION,

The members of the board receive 3300 per year and raliroad expenses faor
sorviees as members of the state board of health, medlcal examlners, embalmers,
nurses and optometry. The sanitary englneer, who is also a mermber of the
board receives the sum of 32,600 per year, and necessary travellng and incldental
expenzes, The secretary veceives §3,000 per year, §2,400 as secretary of the
board of health, $300 as sceretary of the board of embalmers, and 3300 as
secretary of the board of medical examiners: the assistant eecretary 31,200
per yedr; chief clerk $300 per year; the director of the hacteriologleal laboratory
recelves hiz compensation from ithe stata unlversity. The cheml!st of the board
hag never received a salary but has received fees, but the office of state chemist
has been abolished, and all chemical and general laboratory work is to be done

. hereafter In the state bactericlogical lahoratory provided for the state hoard
of health by the leglslature and is lecated at the atate unlversity, Iowa City,
Towa.

The state hoard of health hes a. general supervision of the lives s&nd health
of the people of the state and has power to make riles and regulations Te-
specting the public health and declare that such. rules and regulations when
made shall have the force of legislative enactments.

The board through locgl boards of heslth establlshes, maintaing and releases
quarantine ; requires the dlsinfection of parscns and premises expoged to con-
taglon: supervises through its sanitary engineer the installlng of water works
systems, the eonstruction of sewerage eystems, and mekes sanitary surveys
throuzgh lts sanitary sngineer and the state laboratory of the hoard Iocated at
the state university, Iowa City. It investlgates intp the causea of diseases
and Issues to the peopla of the state instructions relative to the prevention of
transmissible dlseases and how to correct insanitary conditions in general
which may exist in any part of the state.

Tho board alse supervises the examinsatlon and registration of licensed em-
balmers. The result has been that the science gnd skill' as wall as the technique
of tha funeral direcior basz been greatly improved and the public hemlth has
been better protected thiéreby. In connectlon with this work the board has
adopted rules and regulatinns for the transportation of the dead so that bodies,
dead of infectious diseases, may be 80 prepared as to be shipped without inter-
terenre or danger to any point ln the Unlted States, Canada, Mexico, or Cuba.
The rules for the shipment of corpses are the same in the conntries Just men-
tioned—the benefits of which can hardly be apprectated unless one {a unfortunata
ensugh to require such services.

The hoard alse supervisez the examinatiom, and licenzes those who desire to
practice nursing as registered or graduste nurses.

It i requlred to make rules and regulations for the Inspection of petroleum
products; to determine the menner and methods, and to prescribe the instru-
ments and apparatus to be used for the government of Inspectors, Such rules
and regulationz shall be approved by the governor, and when so approved shall
be binding upon all inspectors. It is the duty of the state board of heglth, to
examine lamps and apparatus to be used, as shall be presented 1o such board,
and test sald lamps or apparatus, and if it shall And any lamp or apparatus to be
zafe, said board shall enter the findings of the hoard upon the records of the
proceedings of safd board. It iz further made the duty of the board to flx a-
standard of purity of cils and other llluminating materlala to be used jn miner
and to establish regulations for testing the same, and when so determined and
established shall be recognized by all of the courts of this state.

It is the duty of thls hoard to dispose of unclaimed bodies by directing to
what medical eocllege of the state such bodies shall be ment for anatomical pur-
potes,
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In addition to the abkove specified duties the board supervises the disinterment,
burfal and transportation of all dead bodies withln the state and keeps a record
of such disinterments and burlals,

The board alse has a thoroughly equipped and up-to-date hactericlogleal
labgratory at Iowa City, in connection with the state university, where upon
short notice tests are made to determine the prepence of tuberculesls, typhald
faver, diphtheria, rables, ete, and whore the hest methods of disinfection are
determined.

The physiclans of the board of health and its secretary are conatituted the
mentbers and secretary of the board of medical examiners and as such, de-
termine the standing of medical colieges, @xamine their graduates, and license
thosze who pass satisfactory examinations as physiclans and ocsteopaths, with
authority to refuse to issue certificates and to revoke those issued under cer-
taln specified conditions and the hoard glso issues pertificates on reciprocity with
other states aod Iz authorized to grant itinerant lcenses.

STATE BOARD OF HEALTH LABORATORY.

The thirty-second general assembiy, in providing for the state hygienle
laboratory, made an appropriation of slx thousand dollars ($6.000) annually,
or o inuch thereof as tay be neccssary for the salary of the directpr, as
eistanie and the runnlng expenszes of the laboratory.

At the first meeting of the state board of health following the passage of
chapter 101, acts of the thirtieth general assembly, it was decided at that
time, en acceunt of lmited funds, a great deal of work which the laboratory
should do in the Interests of the public health muat be postponed, and that
tha work of the laboratory must bhe llmited to the routine dlagwnostlc work in
connectlon with diphtheria, typhoid fever, tuberculosis and rables. DBeacause
of the gctlon of the thirty-second general assembly, in approprlating six thou-
sand dollars (§6,000) annually, the lahoratory 1z able to Jo more and hetter
work thar formerly. The bactericlegical and chemijeal analyses of public
water supplies are probleme of great importance and the state board of health
feels that these should receive more attentlon in the future than in the past,
hence it wounld recommend that the secretary and the director of the bacterio-
logical laboratory be consulted freely when the pubilec health 1s cminently con-
ecerned as in epidemics of typhoid fever. On s=uch occasions the director of the
laboratory shall make or cause to he made an investigation of the cpidemic and
have such bacteriological and chemicsl anaylses of water and other substances
made 8% are necesgary to the finding and the removal of the causes of such
epidemics. The rapid diagnosis of a certaln infectious discase like diphtheria,
being of such great jmporiance in order that proper treatment may be bhegun
as soon ad possitble, the board has devized & method (which places the
dizgnosls outfits for the collection of material, in the hands of every physlclan)
by establishing one or more culture stations in every city and town in the state
where the dfagnosia cutfits ave Wept constantisy on hand and glven fres of charge
to all physicians,

The eclvil engineer member of the state board of health was made inspector
of hotelz by an act of the thirty-third genersl assembly, but the thirty-slxth
€eneral assembly amended the law and made it obligatery upon the part of the
state bhoard of health to appoint a hotel inspector. who s=ball devote all of his
titne to the {nspection of hotelzs, and hiz office ghall be located with tha gtate
hoard of health, Capitol building. The botel inspector when appointed has
power with thé consent of the atate hoard of health. to appoint deputies.

Hia galary Is fixed at $1,500.00 g year and it Ia made his duty to inspect every
hotel onee each year, or oftener on complaint of three or more patrons, and to
require that the law relative to proper construction, fire escapes and cleanliness
be enforced. Iach hotel inspeeted {s required to pay a fee to the inspector,
which is to be turned into the state treasury.

The Jaw which provided for the organization of the Jowa Geological Survey
outlined Its work to be that of making “a complete survey of the natural re-
pources af the state In thelr economic and ecientific aspects, including the
determination of the characteristica of the varions formations and the Investi-
gation of the different ores, coals, clays, building astones gnd cotber usefu]l ma-
teriala.”

The present geological survey was organized In 1892 and since that time
has heen engaged In two lnes of research, The first of these is the detailed
study of the geology of the state by counties, In thiz work ai! the natural
features of Interest and value are studied and described, such aa the gen-
eral character of the eurface, itz #oils, water resources, deposlts of valuable
minerals and other llke teples. At present report?s have been published on
eighty-five countles of the state, Including an ares of 48,645 sgquare milez. As
fast ag a sufficient numher of counties are studied the reports on them are
guthered together and published as one of the annual reports of the survey,
together with maps of the countles imeluded, showing roads, streams, towns
and the various geological formatlons. .

The eecond line of work hag bean the carrying on of speclal Investigation of
the varlou® mineral rescurces of the state. Immedlately upon the crganiza-
tlon of the survey thas coal depoelts were made the object of study and what
was known of thefr structure, character and the modes of thelr exploitation was
published &z volume II of the survey reports. Mors recentily a Tuller acoount,
made possible by the greater development of the coal flelds, together with papers
on related subjects, hasg been lssued In volume XTX., In the sama volume are
glven the results of an extensive study of the peat depes!ts of northern Jowsa.
The gypsum heds of Fort Dodge also received early ntiention as dld the lead
and zinc depesits of northezstern Towa and the deep waters of the state, The
prellminary report on gypsum is glven in voluma IIT and = more comprehenslve
report le found in volume XIL, in connectlon with the report on the geclogy of
Webster county., A report on lead and zine appeared In volume V] and the
result of A later and more detalled study of the Dubuque county depositz was
jncorporated In the report ot the geclogy of that county, as found in volume X
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What waz learned of the desp wells of the state ln the early studies was
published in wolume VI, and tha subject has been studled continucusty ever
since. A report embodying all known data has been izsned recently az volume
XXI. The clays of the state received attention and are deserfbed in velume
XIV, the guarry products are discussed in volume XVII, and the results of
studjes of the limestone, sand and gravel deposlts of the state, with special
reference to thelr value for road huilding and concrete purposes, are glven in
volume XXIV. A subject which will ba of lnereasing importance as Iowa he-
cotnes mere of an industrisl center is that of water power. Thls is being
made the object of cloze study and it is hoped to isBue & report shortly. A
large amount of work remains yet to be done before our knowledge of the
geology of the state is complete, 22 much of the earller study wis of necepsity
ﬁargely reconnaisance work and meeds to be supplemented by the results of
later work done under more favorable conditions. Reporta on the geology and
physleal geography of the entire state are now in process of preparatiom.

For several vears past the state survey has co-operated with the national
surver in the making of topographic maps of the Deg Moines valley. These
maps show the character of the surface, the elevations above sea lavel, as
wall as cultural features. They are of especial value in coal prospecting, engi-
neering and drainage projects, Farts of Hamilton, Bocne, Story, Dallas, Polk,
Warren, Marion, Mahasks, Lucas and Monroe counties have heen coversd, These
maps are printed by the federal government and may be purchased at a cost
of tenl cents each from ths Unfied States geological survey or from the Yowa
geological survey. They are hounded not by county lines but by meridians of
longitude and parallels of latitude and esch map covers about 226 equare
miles. Topogtaphic surveys were made in the northeast part of Iowa by the
TInited State Geological Survey a number of years ags and the maps covering
thie area are avallable also.

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Tha Iowa Library Commission was creatsd by an act of the twenty-elghth
general apsembly in March, 1900, Two years later the Traveling Library
previoualy under the State Library was transferred to the Commlssion.

The eXxecutive officer of the Commission 1= the s=secretary who algo beara
the title of director of lbrary extension. The activities of the Commisslon
conglat (1) of the work of extension and supervision carrled on by the =ecre-
tary asslstéd by the organizer.

This consists of help glven by perscnal corregpondence and visits in the
inaugurating of illbrary preojeciz and the arouszing of Interest in the submis-
gion of the question of taX support in communitieg without public llbraries,
and of advice and heip in the selecticn of building plans, eguipment and furni-
ture, and the selectlon and purchase of books, in their classification and cata-
ioging, the jnstallation of modern methods and records whereby the efficiency
of the library iz greatly increased, the encouragement and Information of
library boards and the instruction of librarians, In additien addresses are
made by the secretary bafore library boards, teachers’ meetings, farmers'
Institutes and other public gatherings in the Interest of lbraries atd reading
throughont the state. All this help iz available to communities and libraries
without charge except the entertalnment of the organizer when employed in a
1lbrary.

{2) The second activity of the Commisslon Is the Traveling Library whleh
Iz made up (o) of fixed groups of B0 volumes each for general readlng by
gdults and children. These groups betome small Hbrarieg in the communi-
tles te which they go where they are reloaned to individual borrowers frea of
charge : (h) of a general loan or subject collection: for the use of students
deslring material on epeclfic sublects; (o) of books for the blind in New
York Point loaned to any¥ blind reader in the state; (d) of =tudy club outlines
and syllabl to agslst in the preparatlom of programs; (@) picture collections
for study club or exhibit purpozses. These are all loaned with no charge ex-
cept the cost of transpartation, the books for three monthe and the pictures
and outlines for two weeks,

(3) A perlodical clearing house Iz alzoc maintalned by the Commission
for the purpose of alding small Hbraries in completing s#etz of standard
peripdicals without cost. (4) The work of puhllcation Includes the Towa
Library Quarterly, leaflets, llsts and other material helpful i{n giving library
information and increasing the reading of good books throuzhout the state.

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The highway commipsion wasz first established in Iowa under chapter 106,
acts of the thirtieth general assembly, which constituted the Iowa State Col-
lege a9 an Inetitution to act as the highway commission for the state. From
1904 until 1912, work was carried on under this law.

The thirty-fifth general assembly reorganlzed the entire system of road
n.dmlnlstratlnn in the ptata and created a commission of threes men aa out-
lined above. The office of the commission iy located at the Iowa Btate Col-
lege and the duties preseribed by the law are such that an exiensive or-
ganizatlon i= necessary, Under the law as amended by the thlrty-slxth gen-
eral assembly the dutles of the comunission are as follows:

Firat. To tevise and adopt plans of highway construction sulted to the
needa of the different counties ol the atate.

Second. To disseminate Iinformation and instruction to read officers of
the state. -

Third. To issue an, annpal report to the governor relative to the opera-
tivns of the commigsion,

Fourth. To appoint such assistants @8 are necessary te carry on the
work of the commission,

Fifth. T make investigations as Lo conditiong of road and bridge work
in the counties.

Sixth. To have general supervision over the county and township officers
in the state and to enforce the provisions of the road law.

The office of state fire marshal was created by an act of the thirty-fourth
general asgemhly. .

The principal duties of the fire marshal are to investigate the eause, arigin
and clreumestances of every fire occurrlng in the state; to determine If any
bullding or struciures, by reason of want of proper repair or by reason of age
and dlapidated condition, are especially llable to fire and to order thelr re-
pair or removal; to require teachers in public and private schools to have
at least one fire drill a month and Instruct the pupils at least four times a
Vear In the causes and dangers of fires; to make an annual report to the
governor, For the purpose of enforcing the orders of the fire marshal suftabla
penalties and fines are provided and bhe and his depuly are empowered
to adminlster caths and compel the attendanee of witnesses. If the state fire
marshel shall be ol the opinion that there is evidence sufficlent to charge
any persen with the crime of arson or criminal conduct in comnection with
any fire he shall eause such person to be arreated.

Provision Is made for the appointment of a deputy fire marehal at a salary
of slghteen hundred dollars a year, and of a gtata Inspector or {nspectors,

The law authorizes him to ap-
point deputies to serve without salary for each county or group of counties,
who shall gssist him in the performance of hla dutles, and also make report to
him annually of forestry matters for the use of the hortleultural soclety.

The ohject of the law 1z fo encourage the planting of forest and frult trees
in the state. The acl provides that any perspn ownlng land in the atate mayw

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A fruit reservation shall not be less than one or more tham five acres In
ares, and can be clalmed for & perind of elght years after planting; provided
that there are not lees than seventy fruit trees growing on each acre, under

Forest and fruit tree regervations are #sEessed at a taxable value of ome

dpllar an acre.
Any landowner in this state wishing to enter a forest or Trult tree remerva-
tiom, or both, sheuld d¢ 50 when the pesessor is listlng property for assessment.

tification or examination to he entitled to admission, without condition, as a
student of such university or college, for which admisston the applicant must
have actually and In good faith acquired a geoeral eduecation substantially
equivalent to that Povelved in the completion of a high schaol course of study
of at least four yedrs extent,

If the applicant falls to hass the examination he may not take e second exami-
nation within thres months after such fallure.

Inspectors are furnizshed by the state with evitable apparatus for making
tnapection of all flluminating ofls sold within the state, which Includes miners
pil and olls uged for lluminating boats, railway cars and street ears, A
sample is taken by the inspector from each tank or barrel and soblected to a
test. For bdetreleumn oil (keresene) the closed cup test, I8 wuwsed. If the

and branders, all of which must be verified under oath and malled, together
with all fees collected, to the chief oil inspector of stats, who i3 redquired to ap-
prove same before Inspector's expenses can b allowed by the executive council
and a warrant ordered drawn by the audltor of state in payment thereof.

The etate weather and crop eervice was established in June, 1880, =ince
which date it has been maintalned in co-operation with the U, &5 weather bu-
rean, Under existing statutes the director is appointed by the governor upon
recommendatlon of the state heard of agricalture, and all expeuditurez are
drawn upon vouchers iszsued by the president and secretary of that board, It
15 made the duty of the director to establish volunteer weather and crop
stations to the number dbf iwop or more In each county, to appoint observers
thereat and recelve reports therefrom of meterological and crop condliions:
to tabulate reporiz for permapent records of climate and crops; to edit amnd
causs to be printed a monthly weather and crop review; to issue weekly
weather 2nd crop bulleting during the crop seasen, Apell 1 to October 1, and
to compile an annual report which shall contain a complete review and sum-
mary of the service for the year, which may include articles and paperg upon
the subfect of meterological selence and climatelogy, and which shall be print-
el and bound in such numberg as the executive council shall divect. The di-
rector's compensation for such service shall not axceed fiftecn hundred Jollars

The inspectors are appeinted by the governor to hold offlee for a term of
two years from the first Monday in May in the even-numbered years, Hach
inspector 1= required to make an annual report to the governor on or wefore the
first day of January, giving in detail! the number and date of licenses granted
pllots and engineers, number and kind of hoats Inspected, the fees recelved
therefor, and other matters considered useful and of generdl interest.

and tertified shall be ectitled to run for the =eazon following the date thereof.
In llke manner, upon the request of any pilot or engineer for a license as
such the inspector shall forthwith jnvest!zate the competency of the app]lca__p_t,
hie acquainiance with and experlence in his businese, his hahits a3 to sobriety,
and other gualificatlons, and, if found capable of performing well his dutles,
and of good habits, he shall issue his certificste avthorizing him to act as pilot
or engineer, as the casg may be, for five years from the date ilereof, vnless
=voner revoled for cause, which revocation when made shall take effect upon
the approval of the governor, The inspector mgy charge and require advance
Payment for inspection, for each =allboat, ane dollar, each boat propelled by
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other power with a capachty of not more than twenty perzona, five dollars,
those of greater capacity, ten dollars, and for each applicant tor license ez
pilat or engineer, three dollars.'

The penalty for hirlng or offering to hire such hoat for the carviage of pas-
sengers, withoui first securing the certificate gbove mentioned, or for permlt-
ting or vecelving for carriage a greater number of persons thaa authorized In
the said certificate, is & flne of not to exceed one thousand dollars or imprison-
ment in the county jail neot to exceed one year, or both fine and imprisonment.
The same penalty applics to anybody acting as a pilot or engineer without fArat
harving chtained a license, or having cobtained such license, continuing to fol-
low guch avocation after hls certificate hag been revoked.

The governer is authorized to appoint a competent man as inspector of
bees. It is the duty of such inspector, whem npetified in writing by at least
three beckaepers of any localily of the existence or supposed existetice of the
dizeaze known a& “foul brood” among the aplaries of ihe lacallty, to at once
thoroughly examine such aplarles as are reported and thus ascertain where
guch diseasze exists. The inspector Is glven power to make remedial orders
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as provided for by statute even to the extent of causing to be burned infectald
ecolonies of hees in any aplary together with all the colonies and hives in order
to prevent the further spread of the dizease.

Anyone who knowingly zells, barters or glves away, moves or allowe to Lo
moved a disemsed eolomy or colonles of bees or who exposes any infected
honey to the bees without the consent of the inspector shall he deemed gullty
of a misdemeanor and be Nable on eonviction to a fine of not less than %25
nor more than $100 or to imprisonment v ihe counly jall not excceding thirty
dayg, or both such fine and Imprisonment.

The inapectar 13 reguired to make an annual repart.

©en July 1, 1917, the inspector of bees will be under the supervision of the
director of agricultural extension and professor of enlomology of the Iowa State
Cecllege, by act of the thirty-seventh general assembly.

BOARD OF VOTIN‘G MACHINE COMMISBIONDTRS.

Tha voting machine commission was created by an act of the twenty-eightl
general assembly, providing for the use of voting machines at all state, county,
clty, town, and teownship elections. By thls act the governor was authorized
to appoint three commisgloners, not mmore than two of whom should be {rom
the same politleal party. The commissionerz are appoinied for the term of
five years, subject to removal at the pleasure of the governar.

Individuals or corporatlons owning or intercsted in any voting machine may
call upen the commissioners to examine the said votlng machine. After such
examination the commissioners ara to report the results to the secretary of
state, glving the capacity of such machine to register the vote of the peonle,
its accuracy and efficlency, and its mechanical perfections or lmperfectlons,

The state historleal society of Iowa was orgzanized Jaowary, 1557, The
objects of the. soclety today are practicafly the pame as set forth In its original
eonstitution, “To preserve In authentic form a library of books, pamphlets,
maps, charty, manuscripts, papers, paintings, statvary and other material 1l-
Ipstrative of the history of Iowa, * * * to exnibit faithfully the antiguities
and the past and present resources of the state; and to promote the study of
hlgtory by lecturss, and difuse and publish information relating te the de-
scription and history of Iowa’ The activitles of the state Matorieal society
of Iowa are now largely confined to critfeal historical research and publication,

Bince its worganization the soclety haas published thres diflerent quarterly
magazines. From 1863 to 1874, inclualve, it publlshed The Annals o6f Iowa,
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12 volumes, now catled the first =zerles. From 1885 to 1902, Inclusive, It
putbligshed The Towa Hislorical Record, 13 volumes, From 1%03 to daie the
socfety has published The Iowa Journal of History and Polities, now in ite
firfteenth volutne,

Numerous other publications have besn Jszued by the sgeiety, the most
Important of which are the Messages and Proclamsations of the Governars of
Iowa, in seven wolumes; The Execntlve Journal of Tows, 1838-1343; the Lucas
Journal of the War of 1812 five volumes In the Iowa Eccnomie History Berles;
eight volumes in the Iowsa Blographical Serles; three volumes in the Iowa Ap-
plled History Series; two volumes in the Iowa Social History Serles; the Pro-

Registration—To be valld in any county a certificate must be registered in
the office of the county superintendent.

Aceredited Bchools—The edueatinnal board of examiners makes regulatlons
for the granting of certificates to gragua.tea of the regular and colleglate
courses of the state universlty of Iowa, the gtate teachers college, and the
state oollege of agriculiure and mochanie arts, and determines what other
colleges and normal scheools of the state are entitled to like racognition.

Fibrary List—The board 1s required to prepare and publish a list of books
suitable for rural school libraries, from which list the Hbrary committee of all
rural schools mu=t make gelectlon when purchasing books for thelr libraries.

SUPREME COURT OF IOWA.
ORGANTEZATION,

The supreme court consists of seven judges, four of whom constitute a quorum
for the transacilon of business, but one alene may adiourn from day to day,
or to a particular day, ©or untll ihe next term.

The judge whose term firat expires ig the chlef jostice, and so on In rota-
tlon, cxecept when the term of lwo 0f the Justices explres at the same tlme the
senior In age. serves first as chlef Justice.

JURISDICTION.

The supreme court has appellate jurizdiction only ln cases in chancery and
congtitutes a oourt for the correction of errors at taw., It has appellate jurls-
dietion over all judgments and decisions of all eourts of records, except as
otherwize provided by law.

An appeal may also be taken to the supreme rourt from:

1. An order made affecting & substantial right in an actlon, when =such
order, in effect, determines the action and prevents o judgmont from which an
appeal might be taken;

2. A final order made in #pecial actions affecting a substaniial tight thera-
in, or made on a summary applleation In an action after judsment:

3. An order which grants or refuses, continues or modifies a provislonal
remedy ; grants or refuses, disselves or refuzes to dizsclve an Injunction or at-
tachment; or zrants or refuses a pew trial; or =ustains or overrules a de-
murrer ; Lo R

4, An intermediate order involving the merits or materlally affecting the
final decizion; ’

5. An arder or judgment ou habefs COrpus

If any of the abovo orders or judgments are made or rendered by a judge,
the mame gre reviewable, the same as if made by a court

TN ke chief justice aftee January I, 1918,
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The supreme court has power to issue all writs and procesacs necessary o
securs justice to parties, and to enfores its appellate Jurlsdiction, and it may
exercize gupervisory control over all infevior judicial tribunals,

It may enforce its mandates upon inferlor courts gnd cofficers by flne and
imprisonment, which imprisonment may centlnue until mandates are obeyed.

TERME,

There are three regular terms in each ¥year, held as follows, to-wit: The
firgt term beginnlng with the aecond Tuesday in January and ending with the
first Monday of May; the second beginning with the first Tueaday after the
first Monday fn May and ending with the third Monday of September, and the
third beginning with the first Tuesday after the third Monday of September
and ending with the third Haturday of December, .

The time sallotted to each term iz Aivided as nearly as practleable into
perfoda of four weeks each, the firat part of each neriod is devoted to the argu-
ment and submiseilon of cages, and the second to consultation and the prepara-
tion of opinions. Cases assigned for each period arve called in thelr order ae
shown on the term decket but no more submisslons are faken for one perlod
thgn In the judgment of the court can he properly considered and determined
before the next succesding session. Al causes on the docket are heard at each
term unlegs continued or otherwise disposed of by order of conrt

The regular public zessionz of the court are held in the supreme court ropm
at the capitol, commencing at % o'clock A ., standard time. ©On Tuezday and
Friday of the first and second week of each four weeks' period submission of
motions are taken hefore calling the calendar. Motlons noticed for a day when
the eourt is not slttlng are taken on the next moilon day on which the eourt
slts,

Judgmenis of affirmance, rulings and crdera In causes submitied and orders
authorized by law may be made and entered by the court at any time rega'rd-
lezs of the term of court,

APPEALE IN CIVIL CARES,

Appeals from the superlor and district conrts may be taken to the subreme
court at eany time within slx months from the rendition of the Judgment or
order appealed from:, and not afterwards. Wo appeal shall be taken fn anw
cause in which the amount in controversy betwecen the parties, as shown by the
pleadings does not exceed one hundred dollars, unless the trial judge shall, dur-
ing the term in which judgment is entered, certify that the cause is one in
which the appeal should be allowed, and upon such certificate belng filed the
same shall be appealable regardless of the amount in controversy, but this
limitation shall oot affect the right of appeal in any action in Which an ln-
terest in real estate Iz Involved, nor shall the right of appeal be afected by
the remission ef any part of the verdiet or Judgment returned or rendered,

APPEALS IN CRIMINAL CASKS.

Appeals from the final judgment of the district court may be taken In all
criminal cases withln six month after the judgment i renderéd; and either
the defendant or the state may sappeal. Upon appeal the supréme court may
affirm, reverse or modify the judzment or render such judgment a= the dlairict
court should have done. Tt may order a new irial or redace the punishment,
but ecannot inerease it If the state appeals, the court cannot reverse or
modify the judgment mo as to increase the punishment, but may afflrm it and
ehall point out any error in the proceedings and lfs decision shall be obligatery
as law,

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THE DISTRICT COURTS OF IOWA,

There are at the present time sixty-four fudges of the disirlet court of the
state of Towa. The atate is divided into tweniy-vne judicial districts and each
district iz entitled to from one to five Judges, the number being fixed by statute.
The judges are elected for termas of four years and receive an annual salary of
$2.500. Each judge appoints z shorthand reporter, who recelves %3 per day
for each day's attendance upon =aid court, and in eda=e the per dicm doeg not
equal $1L,600, then the county or counties composing the distriet make up the
deficiency in proportion to the number of days of court held in sueh "county or
countiss.

The following 1z the sectlon of the code governing lhe Jurlsdiction of the

district eourt:
Spcrron 225, Jurisdicti ciwil, erimdnal, probot of circuit court.
The district court ghall have general original and exclusive jurlsdiction of
gll agtlone, proceedings and remedies, bhoth civll and crlminal, except in cases
where exclusive or coocurrent jurlsdiction i3 or may hereafter be conferred
upon-gome cther court or tritunal by the constitution and lawg of the state, and
shall have and exercise all the powers usually possessed and exercized by
courts of record. It shall alsg possezs and exerelse Jurisdiction in all appeals
and writs of error taken jn civil and eriminal actlons and special proceedings
authorized to he taken from all fnferior courts, tribunals, hoards or offlcers,
under any provisions of the laws of this state, and shall have a general wu-
pervigion thereof, in all matters, to prevent and correct abuses, where no
other remedy is provided.

First. The district court of each county shall have erlglnal and exclusive
Jurisdicilon te probate the wills of, and to grant administration upon the es-
tatea of, all perzons who at the time of their death were residenta of the coun-
ty and of non-residente of the state who dis leaving property within the
county subject to administration, or whose property iz afterwards brought into
the county.

Second. 'To appolnt gloardlans of the perscng and property of rll persons
resldent In the county suhject to guardianship,

Third. Te¢ appoint guardiang of the proparty of all such persong non-resi-
dents of the state who have property withln the county sablect to guardlan-
ghip. or whope preperty le afterwards brought into the county.

Fourth., It shall have jJurisdictlon In all matters In relation to the appoint-
ment of executors and trustees, and the management and dlsposition of the
property of end settlement of such estates; provided, that where jurlsdiction
has heretofore heen acquired, the same shall be retalned umtil such esiate fs
closed,

The distriet coort shall pueceed to and exercise full authority and jurisdic-
tlon cover the records of the clrcuit court, and may enforce all judsments,
decrees and orders thereof in the same manper and to the same extent as it
.may exercise Iike jurisdiction and authority over its own records, and for the
purpose of the Ispuance of process, and of any and all other acts necessary te
the due gnd efficient enforcement of the orders, judgments and decrees of the
circuit courtz the records therveof shall be deemed recordz of the district
court. .

SUFPERIOR COURTA.

The statutez provide that any clty containing four thousand inhabitants,
whether organlzed under a special charter or under the general law for incor-
poration of citles and tewns, may establish a superior court. There are at
present seven of such courts, located respectively in the cltles of Councll
Bluffs, Cedar Raplds, Grinnell, " Keokuk, Oelweln, Perry and Shenandoah.
The judges are elected for terms of four years mnd recelve an annual salary of
$2,000, which 13 pald quarterly, the first two quarters belng pald from the clty
treasury and the last twn quarters from the county treasury of the county in
which =ald court 15 located,

The Judgez of the =uperjor courts appoint a shorthand reporter, who re-
celves flva dollare per day for each day's attendance upon eald court.

The following is a copy¥ of the section of the code, as amended, governing the
Jurisdletlen of the superlor court:

Beeron 2680, Jurisdiction—cliachments of real esiote—ocily prisons used,
Said court shall have lurisdiction concurrent with the dAistrict court in all
clvil matters, except In probate matters and actlons for divorce, allmony and
eeparate maintenance, It shall have exclusive arlginal Jurisdietton te try and
determine all actionms, elvil and criminal, for the violation of city ordinances,
and all jurisdiction conferred on police courts as now or me may hereafter be
provided by law, and eoncurrent jurlsdiction wiih justices of the peace. Write
of errors and appeals may be taken thersto from Justices’ couris in the town-
ship In which the court 13 held, and, by consent of pariles, from any other
township in the county. For the trial of eriminal actionz on information
and complzint, the court shall be open at such times and under such rules
29 1t ghall prescribe. In actions by a2itachment, where real property 18 levied
on by writ of attachment, the officer levying the wrlt shall make entry thereof
in the incumbrance boolk in the office of the cletk of the district court, in
like manner and with like effect as of levies made in the distrlet court. Parties
may be committed te the city prison for confinement or punizhment, instead
of the county Jail, at the option of the Judge. In the absence of the judge,
or I case of his inabllity te aect, then, durlng such time, proceedings for
the viplation of city ordinances may be had before a justice of the peace, re-
elding 1n such eity,
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Supserior courts shall hawve original concurrent jurisdiction with the district
courtz of the state of Iowa, in all matters pertaining ta the detentlon and
treatment of dipsomaniacse, inebriates and those addicted to the excessive use
of narcaotica, as provided 1n tlfle XII, chapter -z of the supplemcent to the
code, 1907, and the same proceeding shall be held so far as applicable, Wher-
ever the worda “disirict judge,” “dlstrict court” or “judge of the distriet court"
appeatr In title XII, chapter 2-a the same ghall ke construed to apply to the
superior gourts or the judge thersof to the same extent that the same a.pphes
to the district court or the judge thereof.

The bogrd of econtrol was orgeklzed on April 6, 1898, zmd took full con-
trol, ma provided by state, on July 1, 1808, of the institutione subject to its
control, At that time the varipus boards of trustees and commissioners ceased
to exist.

The board publiches guarterly a bulleiln of over one hundred ps.ges. de-
voted to the scientific Investigation of the treatment of insanity and epilepsy
and the feeble-minded, and Information emhodylng the experience of soldlers
homes, charitable, reforma.tnry and penal institutions In this ard other coun-
tries.

Ag provided by law, under the direction of the board the atate inatitutions
under itz contrel are supplled with goods for their support on competitive
bids, thus procuring proper supplies at the lowest market prices. An op-
portunity to bld is afforded anvone who asks for it

The board is required to jnvestizmtie the management znd filnencial condi-
tlon of the state institutions under its control, to determine questions as to the
sanity of patients in stats hospitals, and to determine when persone shall be
admitted fo them as state charges, and iz reguired to divide the atate into
hogpital districts. It 1= reguired t0 make hleonlal reports to the gevernor and
legislatlure showing the cost of operating the institutions for the preceding
two Years and to visit all institutions twice each year. Sovme member of the
bheard or its agent i= also requirad to visit sach hospital ¢onece each month.
It is required to meet the superintendentz and other heads of institetions in
quarierly conferences, to gather statislics, to publish g bulletin, to require of-
fieial bonds of certain ipstitution officers, 1o make & seml-annual invoice of
all the stores of the institntions, to fix arnwally the salaries of efficers and
employes not fixed by law, and te appoint a state archilect and perform other
dutles provided by law,

On July 1, 190%, the management and contrael of the 3tate University ,the
Iowa State College of Agriculiure and Mechankc Arts. and the Jowa Btate
Teachers College was aspumed by the Towa State Roard uf Ldaration. This
board consists of nina membears, who are appointed by the governor aml con-
firmed by the senate, under the provlsions of an act of the thiriy-third general
asgembly, approved by the governor March 29, 1909, and elfeclive on npublica-
tion. By chapter 141 of the actz of the thirty-fourth general sssembly, the
College for the Blind was placed under the control of this board. TUnder the
provigione of the law, not more than five members 0f the board may be nem-
hers of the same pelitical party; and not more than one alnmnas from each
of the institutions may he members of the board Ase reguired by the met,
three of the members of the hoard were appointed for two years, ihree for
four years, and thres for slx years. Subsequent appoiniments on the board,
axcept to A1l vacancles, arve to be for termns of six years. Offices at the seat
of the state government are to be furnished the board by the executive coun-
cil, and the hoard also maintains an office at each of the three instifutioms.
Membhers of the board are not reguired te give bond: and they are to reccive
a compengation of geven dollarz per day for the time actually employed in the
performance of their dutiezs not exceeding eivty dars in any one year, and
are alro allowed mileage at the rate of two centz a mile The hpard is
required te have four regular meetings each year and may hold additional
ones on the call of the president or secretary. The ditles of the board as
et out jn the act are as follows:

See, 4. The atate board of educatlon ghall have power to elect a president
from itas members; a president and treasurer for each of =aid educational in-
gtitutions, and professcrs, instructors, offlcers and employes: te fix the com-
pensation to be pald to such officers and emploves: to make rules and regu-
1ations for the government of sald =zchools, not inconsistent with the lawe of
the state; to manage and control the property, both real and personal, he-
langing to eaid educational institutions: to execute trustz o¢ other ohligatlons
now or hereaffer committed to the institutionsg, io direct the expenditure of
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all appropriationg the general assembly shall, from thme to time, make to sald
institutions, and the expentdlture of any cther money2; and to do =such other
acts as are necessary and proper for the execution of the powers and dutles
conferred upon them by law, ® * *

Members of the board choose, from outside their own membership, a finange
cominittee of three members, not more than two of whom shall be members
of the same political party. FEach member of the finance committee receives
a compensation of thirty-flve hondred dollate a year, and serves for three
yoars unless sopner removed by the hoard. The board designates one of the
finance committec & chairman and one as scoretary, and the secretary of
this cornmittee also serves &8 secreiary of the hoard. The secretary han
echarga of the general offices and of all books and papers of the beard at the
seat of government. The members of the commitiee, In addition to their
galaries, are entitled to mileage and necessary expenses. Each member of
the finance committee is reguired to flle & bond in the sum of §26,000.00, which
Iz to be approved by the governor. The members of the flnance committee are
required to visit each of the institutiens once a2 month, and to familiarize
themselvez with the work fhere being done,

The State University of Iowa, established Febroary 25, 1847,

An act of cohgress. July 20, 1240, authorized the secretary of the treasury
to set apart and reserve from sale of lande in the terrliory of Llowa for the use
and support of a university to be established when Iowa should becorne a
state. In 1846 Towa was admitted into the Union wlth & constitution which
provided that the general assembly should take measures to care for the lands
granted =nd for the application of the income to support the university, In
accordance with this provision the firgt general assembly on February 25, 1847,
paszed an act establishing and locating at Iowa City a state unlversify, The
capitel bullding and the land upon which it stood were donated to the univer-
slty in view of the contemnlated removal of the seat of government from Iowsa
City. Delay In removing the capital prevented the opening of the ingtitution
untll Mareh, 1865, The orgsnization of departments bagan in the same year.
From 186§ untll 1860, owing to the lack of funds, the normal department was
tha only one in operatlon, and the universlty was reorganized in 1880, The
lgw department was established in 1562, the medieal departments in 1870, the
tha homecpathic medjeal department Io 1876, the dental department in 1882,
the department of pharmacy in 1885, the graduate college in 1900, the college
of applied sclence in 1905, -the college of flne arts, or Mark Ramuey memorlal
Institute of fine arts, in 1911 (discontlnued in 1913), and the college of edu-
cation in 1813, In the course of the evolution of the umiversity the varlous
departments became, and now are, collegey.

From 1247 to 1870 the manggement ¢f the university was jn the hands of
trustees, elected throughout most of the perfpd by the legislatura. In 1370
the legislature substituted & board of regents, consisting, aslde from er-afficic

s, of one ber from each congressional distriet, In 1509, pursuant -
to an act of the thirty-ihird general assembly, the contrcl of the State TUni-
versity of Iowa, together with that of the Iowa State Teachers’ college and
the Towa State College of Agriculture and Machanic Arts, passed into the hands
of a state board of education, '

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The State University of Iowa iz an Integral part of the public schopl systom
of the_stato. As contemplaied in its astablishment, the work of the unlversity
i= based upen the preparation afforded by the duly aceredited high achools ol
the state, whose studenls are admitted to the undergraduate and professional
courges upon the presentation of the proper cevtlficales—exeent in the colleges
of medicine and law, which require two years of collegiate work in prepara-
tion. The state, through the university, undertakes to furnish Ilnstruction in
the varions branches reguisite for an education in the llberal arts, law, maedi-
cine, dentistry, pharmacy, fing arts, nursing, and engineering. It alsc aims
to enpcourage research work in all departments,

The general scope of the college work as-provided by law s as follows:

“There shall he adopted and taught practleal courses of study, embracing
in thelr leading branches such as relate to agriculture and the mechanic arts,
and euch other branches as are best calculated to thoreoughly educate the
agricultural and industrial claszes in the severa] pursuits and professions of
life, includlog military tactics, and, as a separate depariment, a school of
mineg, in which a completc gourse In theoretieal and practical minlng In its
different branches shall be taught” .

On BMarch 22, 1858, the legislature of Iowa pa.zaséd an act providing for the
egtabllahiment of a State College of Agricultyre.

On July 2, 1362, congress passed what became known as the “First Mor-
rill Endowment Aect.” This act provided for the donation of publie lande to
the several states which might found colleges for instruction In the branches
of learning relating to agriculture and mechanic arts. The quantity of land
te be donated under the provislone of this act was 30,000 arcres [or each eena-
tor and representative In congress under the census of 1860. TUnder this grant,
land to the amount of 204,308.20 scres was sclected and certified to the state
Ly the secretary of the interfor, On March 29, 1864, there was approved an
act of the legislature turning owver to the Jowa State Agricultural {ollege all
tha land above deserihed.

In additien to this the eollege of agricolture received 3,200 acres of land
in Jaeper county, under what was known as the “Flve Section CGrant.” Al
s land has heen sold, and the proceeds conslitute 2 permanent endowment
fund amounting at the prezent time to %836,777.97. The Intergst only on the
fund c¢an he used for the support of the college. ) .

The ¢ollege has been further aided by the general government by an act
of congress approved Ausust 30, 1890, known a= the “Second Morrill Act,”
which mives the sum of $25,000.00 per annum for the support of tha college.
and the Hatch act of March 2, 1837, end the Adame act approved March 16,

For ten years the leglalature mede a speclal levy of one-fifth of a mill for
the erection of buildings. This bhag resulted in the erection of a number of the
finest and most ugeful bulldings on the cellege catnpum. This tax expired
July 1, 1915, after which an appropriation of $150,000 per year ror two ¥years
becama - availabie for erection of bulldings,

In addition to thls, the wvariou= legislatures have made lteral appropria-
tions for the general suppert of the college.

This statlon derives ite support In part from the national governtnent and in

The work of the Agricultural Experlment Statlon now includes the follow-
Ing Hnes of investigation: Beils and farm crops, farm management, animal
husbandry, hortleulture and forestry, agricultural engineerlng, botany, dairy-
ing, entomology, chemistry, bacteriology and rural szociology. The resulta of
jnveatigations and experiments along theec lines are published in bullatin and
circulars which are dlstributed free to all residents of the state whe apply for
them. During the hbicnnial pericd ending June 20, 1916, the Agrieultural Ex-
periment Statlon published twenty-four (24) regular bulleting, sixteen (18}
research bulletins, fourteen (14) circulars, and two (2) press bulleting, mak-
ing a tota! of fAfty-six (56) bulletlns, aggregating over 766,000 copies.

The work of the Agricultural Experlment Station s of direct gervice to the
agriculfural interest2 of the state and nailon. The results of experiment sta-
tion investigations =zerve as the basizs for agricultural insiructlon from the
standpolnt of hoth the college and extension work. It 13 now universally rec
_ognized that 1litile progress can be made by agricnltural colleges, either In
teaching their student= or in carrying informatfon dlrectly te farmers, until
definite data have heen secured concerning the scientifle and practleal problema
which constilute the baslas of our present day agriculture, For thls reason the
work of the Apricumitural Experiment Statlon 1 of fundamental importance,
and should receive adequate support from both the natlon and tha state.

Such materials include
cement, concrete, brick, building tile, sewer pipe, drazin tile, asphalt and other
paving materialg, iron, steel, wood, stone, gravel, sand, clay, cement materials,
fuelz, water, pewage, and the like. PBelore the establishment of coemmercial
testing laborateries in Iowa, the Station In an endeavor to encourage the test-
ing of materialy made charges for this work only sufficlent to cover the actual
cost. "With the advent of commercial Iaboratories it becomes the duty of the
Ztatlon to encourage this industry just as it encourages others. The charges
for tests have, therefore, been made such that the Statlon will not assume
the role of competitor with cemmercial laboratories. The Station stands
ready to make check tests or to act as final aunthority on questions of this
nature, bhut would prefer that all routine tests be made by outsids laboratories.

reprasentatlves; was elected and chosen to succesd himself In 1308 apd
again in 1310, serving {n the th!rty-second, thirty-third and thirty fourth
Zeneral assemblies. Marrled January §, 1907, to Wiss Carrie Lamoreaux.
Waa elected lisutcnant-governor in 1312 and re-elected in 1914, Elected
governor in 1916, A republican in polltics

ERNEST R. MOORE,

JAeutenant-governer, was bern in Anamoss, Jones county, Lowa, Novem-
1, 186% He moived to Cedar Rap!ds, Iowsa, with his parentz in 1877 and
has since resided in that city. He lz of Scotch-Irlsh stock, his parents
settling in Jowa in the early fifties. Received his educatlon in the common
and high schegls of Ceder Raplds, Iowa, supplemented by private In-
strugtlon. Served upwards of ten yeare ln the Iowsa National Guard, re-
slgning his commission in the fall of 18997, On the outbreak of the Spanish-
American war he enlisted in Company ¢, Forty-ninth Yowa, as a private,
and wag afterwards commlesioned as firat lleutenant and quartermaeter,
serving on the staff in that capacity and seelng service in the Unlted
ftates and Cuba. Is a banker by professlon, being presldent of the Amer-
lcam Trust and Bavings Bank, one of the largest banks of Cedar Rapids,
Married December 25 1%02, to Winifred Evans. I1Ins heen n delegate from
his county te anll republican state econventions for the last elaven years.
Was a delegate to the republican national convention at Chicago in 1908,
which nominated William H. Taft and was secretary of the delegation
and a member of the conventlon committee on rules. Elacted representa-
tlve in 1906, re-elected in 19038 and 1910. Elected lieutanant-governor Nov.

WILLIAM B, ALLEN,

Auditor of State, was bern in Stephenson county, Illlnois, October 27, 1859,
Received his educatlon in the public achools of INlinols and Western (now
Leandar Clark) College, located at Toledo, Iowa. At the age of 16 ha went
to Grundy county, Iowa, working on a farm for about three years, after
which he located in Grundy Center. In November, 1381, ha removed to
Tolado, Iowa. In 1332 he entarsd the empley of the Chicage & North-
Weatern Rallway Company. In 1384 he returned to Toledo and engaged in
the Jewelry businesg. In 1836 was appointed deputy county treasurer of
Tama county and served asg such until Decemher, 1940, when he agaln
entered the jewelry business, contlnuing in that line in Tolede and Alli-
sen, Towa, until 1304, when he returned to Tolede, to enter the office of
the county auditor as depuly, scrved as such two years, He then served
two years more as deputy county treasurer, and In November, 1908, was
elected county suditer and served ln that capacity for four years. Dur-
fng 1913 and 1814 he was engaged In the real estate and Insurance busi-
nees, Was elected muditor of state November 3, 1514, and ra-slected No-
vember 7, 191§, Was married June 17, 1897, to Miss Mabel L. Clarke, of
Tolodo, Towa, and hag five children, A republican in pelitica.

Reslded ln Manchester until he was twenty-ona yeara of age when
he removed to Lamont, Buchanan county, where he organized the Lamont
Savings Bank, of which he was president until 1812, when he removed to
Manchester, Iowa. EKlected senator in 1908 and served durlng the thirty-
third and thirty fourth general assemblics. Appointed treasurer of state
May 15, 1917. A republican in politics.

HOBRACE MOORE HAVNER,

Attorney General, was born of American parentags near Corydon, in

BENJAMIN I. SALINGER,

At this point came the first country school which
he taught some threc miles southeast of Williams in Hamllton county.
Hsa next located at Spencer, Jowa, there he joined with a lawyer to take
on “justice practice” hecause not of age, After this tha subjlect of this
sketeh weni to Cherokee county where he engaged in school teaching,
herding, farm work, and between terms of school, working on estreats of
Aurelia, At this time he met Luey M. Boylan as his pupil, and married
her before either were of age. Went 1o the town of Manning, which was
then being astarted. Was the first school teacher there on an arrangement
by which the township had to pay ene half the wages and the citizens of
the town pald the other half. In the spare time justlce of the peace work
was done, a8 a member of a hawly formed firm of Doty, Hughes & Sal-
inger. The school job finally developed into that of being principal with
slx rooms scattered over the town. When hls majority was reached he
waa naturalized at Carroll by Judge €. F. Loufhorow, and shortly after
he was admitted te the bar by the sama judge on examination of a com-
mittee of the Auduben bar. Went into practice of law at Manning. and
aftar some fifteen years moved to Carrell, remaining in the practice there
until elected to the supfeme hench in November, 1914, by & non-partisan
election. 'The home of himself and Wwife remains at Carrell, Thels chil-
dren are Daisy K. Minchen, Benjamin I, Jr, and Louls Howard,

Mr, Salinger has held no other office except one term as school director
in Manning and two four vear terms of gupreme court reporter.

Politically he has been identlfied with the republican party. Ho cam-
palgned for it in New Tork In the national alection of 188%; In the Pa-
ciftc states in 1892; =ll over the country in 18%6, 1800 and 1904. His first
delegateahly to a congreselonal conventlon was the one held st Wehster
City in 1882, which gave J, P. Dolliver his firast nomination for congress,
Mr, Ballnger waes the chalrman of that conventlon.

He continuad In the practice of his profession until
elected dlstrict iudge of the fourth judicial distriet of Iewa, January 1,
1887, He continued !n that offlce until elected to the supreme bench in
1846, to succeed Judge Rothroek, to which position he was re-elected in
1902, 1905 and 1914, Judze Ladd never held nor has been a candidate for
any other office save that he served as school director several vears. He
has been a trustee of Morningelde College for many years. The degrees of

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THIHKTY-SEVENTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

THE LEGISLATIVE DEPARTMENT.

The legislative department of the state of Iowa Is vested in a general assem-
bly, which consists of a senate and house of representatives.

The senate consists of fifty members. ESenators arc elected for terms of four
years: twenty-one sepators being elected at one gencral electlon and twenty-
nina at the next.

The houss of representatives conslstz at present of ome hundred apd eight
metmbers, who are ciected for a term of twop years,

Sessiona of the general assembiy are held bleonially in the odd pumbered
vears, and they commence on the second Monday of Japuary,

The compensation of the members of the thirty-sgeventh general apsembly was
$1,000 for the mession. This is In &cecordance with an act of the thirty-fourth
general assembly which went inte effect July 4, 1811, They were also allowed
five cents a mlle {rom their hores to the capltal and returp for travellng ex-
penset. DMembars are permitied to draw such stationery as they need during
the sesaion, the cost to the state for the supplies varying from $L.50 to §14.00
per member, No allowance is permitted for postage,

The lleutenant governor is the presiding officer of the senate. His pay s
twice that of a member, being $2,000 for the sesasion of the Lhirty-seventh general
wssembly, - .

The speaker of the house is chosen by the membars from among their cwn
memberakip, His pay is' twice that of s member, being $2,0040 for the session.

The lientenant-governor appolnts all committees in the senate and the apeaker
of the housae all committaes jn the house,

In the regular proceedings of ihe senate motionz made by members are not
seconded but are put directly by the presiding officer, the formality of a second
being waived. In the housc all motions are seconded before heing placed before
the houee by the speaker.

Sessions In hoth branches of the peneral aesembly are opened by prayer.
Mo regular chaplaing are employed, but ministers from Des Moines and £lse-
where over the state are assighed dates for these services and are allowed $5
for each opening prayer.

Bille passed are re-written (enrolled) Ly the enrolllng clerk of the branch
of the geheral agsembly where the bill originates; they are then signed by the
president of ths =enate and speaker of the house In presence of these respective
bodies, In open sesslon; then by the governor, If meeting with his approval,
and then are flled with the secretary of state and by him bound in heck form,
after the close of a session.

JOINT RULES OF THE THIRTY-SEVENTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
COMMITTEE ON CONFERENCE.

1. Whenever either house shall amend a measure and the other house shall
refuse te concur In and sdopt the amendment, the heuse which has adopted such
amendment shall either inslst on or recede from the same, Eut when z measure
originating in one house i amended in the other, the house {n which ft originated
may amend such amendment and a motion therefor shall take precedence of a
motion to concur. In ease =aid house refuses to concwr, the house which adopied
the amendment may elther recede from or insist upon such amendment, and &
motion to recede takes precedence of a motion to insist, In caze a mollen toin-
=izt on the amendment be decided in Lhe negative, such action shall he deemed
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g3 receding from the amendment and so entered wpon the journal of the house.
In case the amendment {g insisted upon, the house so insisting shall request a
committes of conference on the subjeet of disagreement, and shall appeint a
committee therefor. The other house shall thersupon appoint such a committee.
Unless anotlhier number I3 specified fn said requesi, such conference commiitee
shall consiat of four members from each house, They shall meet at a convenient
time, 1o be agreed upon by their chairman, and having conferred freely esach
shall report to their respeetive house the resuolt of thelr conference, In case of
agreement, the repart ghall be firet made, with the papers referred accompanying
it, to the house which refused to concur, &nd there acted wpon; and such action
ghall he immediately regortad by the secrétary or clerk to the other house, the
papers referred accompanying the message. In case of dlsagreement of the con-

. ference committee, the pepers shall remaln with the house which insisted on the
amendment. The wgreeing repert of a conference commitice shall be made, read
and slgned in duplicate by sll the members of the committes, or by a majority
of those of e¢ach house, ona of the dupllcates heing retained by the committes of
each hguse.

TRANEMIGSION OF MEBEAGES.

2. When a message ghell be Eent frown either house to the other, it shall
be announced at the door of the house to which 1t iz sent by the doorkeeper
thereof, and ghall ke respectfully communicated to the chair by the person
hy whom it {5 sent, '

WHO HHALL TRANSMIT MHARAGES,

3. All messages between the two houses shall he commmoicated by the secrc-
tary or chief clerk of their respectlve assistants.

ENROLLING BILLA,

4. When a bill shall have passed both houses it shall be duly enrolled by
the enrolling clerk of the house in which it origlnated, and the fact of iis
origin shall he eertified by the endorsement of the secrétary or clerk thereof.

EXAMINATION 9F ENROLLMENT BY JOINT {OMMITTER

f. When the billz are enrclled they shall be examined by a joint commiitee
of two from the senate and iwo frewm the house of representatives, who shall
be a etanding committee for that purpose, and who shall carefully compare
the enrollment awith the engrossed bllle, as passed in the house, correct any
errars thereln, and make repori thereof forthwith to their respective houses.

SIGNATURE OF BILLZ,

6, After the report, esach bill shall be slzned, first by the speaker of the
house of representatives, and then by tha president of tha senate, In the presence
of their respective houmes.

TRANAMISEION TJ THE GOYVERKOR.

7. After a hill shall have heen thus signed In each house, it shall bhe forth-
With presented, by committee of the house in which the bill originated, to the
governar, for his approval, and they shall forthwith report the date of pre-
sentation, which shall be entered upon fthe journal of the house in which the
bill originated.

WHAT BHALL BE ENRCLLED.

8. AN orders, resolutions, memorials or other votes, which are to be pre-
sented tq the governor for his approval, shall be enrolled, examined, signed and
presented in the same manncr a8 bills,
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ENDUEREMENT OF BILLS,

9. When any bill, resolution or memcrial, which shall have passed in one
house, i# rejected or adopted In the other, notice of such actlen shall he Eiven
. th the house which paseed the sama. And each bill, resolution or memorial
ghall have properly endorsed thercom, &t the time of lts transmission, s state-
ment, signed by the sacretary or clerk, of the action which has bheen taken
" thereon by the houss transmitting the same, with the date theraof.

BEROCEDURE FOR SRCOND INTRODUCTION OF BILLS.

10. When a bill, resulution or memorial which shall have passed one house
Ia rejected in the other, it =hall not be again introducsd during the =seszion
without five days’ notlce and leave of a majorltsr of the memhbere of the house
in which the same ls =zouzht to be Introduced,

TRANBMISEION 0F ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS,

11. Each hpoee shall transmit to the other with any bill, reselution or
memorial all papers upen which the same ghall be founded.

FRINTING OF BILLS.

12. When any report, bill or resoluflon shall ba ordered printed by either
house, without stating the number, three hundred copies shall be printed for
the vze of both hou=ez, but when ghy bill or resolutlon which may have passed
one houee |5 prdered printed by the other, 8 greater number of coples shall not
be printed than the house making the order shall determine.

COMMUNICATION OF PRINTING. ORDHRS.

12. It szhall be the duty of the chlef clerk of the house of representatlves
and the secrstary of thé senate, when any document, except bills and resolo-
tions, is ordered to be printed in thefr respective houees, forthwith to communi-
cate such order to the other house,

ARRANGEMENT OF ROLL CALL IN JOINT CONYHNTION,

14, Tn-all lections in joint convention of the two houses, the names of all
membera ghall be arranged In glphabetical order, and they =shall be called
upon t¢ vote in the order in which they stand arranged.

DUTY OF COMMITTEE ON CLAIMS,

16. It shall be the duty of the commlttee on claima in each houze to keep
-& book of record, In which shall be entered cach clalm for money agalnst the
state referred to them, whether presented in favor of private persons or wunicl-
pal or other corporations, entering thereln the name of the clalmant, the
gmount of the c¢laim, the grounds therefor, with note of the evidence offered
in support of the same, and the final conclusion of the committee thereon, At
the close of the session said book of record shall be deposited with the aunditor
of state, to be kept by him, and he shall provide an Index, showing the names
of the claimants reeorded therein, At any subsequent session the same shall
be delivered, when desired, to the like comrhittee having jurisdictlon pf such
clalms and shall always be open to the examlnation of the sald commitiee of
elther honse.

RULES OF THE SENATE.
REGULAR ORDER OF DAILY BUSINESE,

1. The following order shall govern:

(1) Presentations of petitions and memerials, addressed Lo the senate or
the general assembly.

{2) Introduction of hills,

(3) Resolutlons,

{4} Communications on the president's table, including house messages.

{6) Reports of astanding committees, in order in which they etand in the
rules, except the committee on engrossed and enrolled hills, rules
and printing.

{6) Reports of select commiliess. .

{7} Unfinlshed business befare the senate.

(8) Third reading of bills,

(9) QGeneral order of the day.

PREZIDENT AWD HIZ DUTIES.

2, The president shall take the chalr at the hour to which the senate iIs
adjourned and call the senate to order; and, If & guorum be pregent, he shall
procesd with the regular crder of dally business, unless otherwize ordered by
the penate, or unless & epecial order for the day shall interfere therewith. Ha
ghell preserve order and decoruwm, and decide all guestionsz of order, subject to.
an appeal 1o the senate. He shall appoint all committees, unless otharwise
egpeclally ordered, Immediately preceding the adjournment of each morning
gession, or, In caee it cannot be done during that session, then as scon affer the
econvenlng of the mext following sesslon az he may find most eonvenient, the
president shall call for correctlons of the Joummal of the last day's procesdings.
He shall then cause any mistakes thereln to be corrected by tha secretary, and
the journal shall then be approved.

EPREPINENT PEO TEM, ETELECTION ANDO DUPTIES,

8. ‘The senate shall, al its pleazure, clect & president pro tem, who shall
held his offfce durlng the remaining portlon of the time for which the president
wae elected ; gnd when the president ghall, from any cause, he absent, the presi-
dent pro tem shall prezide, except When the chajr iz filled by apncmtment by
the president.

MESSENGERS.

4. There shall be appointed hy the llentenant governor, &t cach =sessjon of
the senate, to hold thelr positlons during such session, but subject to be dls-
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charged by the president of the semate for inefficiency or mishehavier, or other
reasons; In his judgment justifying such dizcharge, six messengers for the senate.
And the president may appoint other mészengers in the place of any discharged.

CALL OF SENATR AND ATTENDANCH

5. One-fourth of tha memhers may havo a call of the semate, and ahsent
members sent for and their attendance enforced.

MANNER OF SECURING RECOGNITION,

6, When = member. is sbout to speak, in debate, or deliver any matter to
the sepate, he shall risc from his seat and respectfully address himselt to
“Mr. Presldent,” and shall confing himself to the gquestlon under debats, avoid
personalities and the imputation of fmproper motives. No senator shall be
permitted to speak mere than fifteen minutes on any one questlon unless his
time i= extended by consent of a majority of the Senate,

VIVA VOCE YOTE. DIVISIOWN,

7. When the vote Is taken viva voce, questions shall be distinetly put in
this form: wiz: “Az many as are of the opinlon {as the case mmy be) say
‘aye’”  Armd after the affirmative vhice iz expressed: “As many as are of the
conlrary opinlon eay ‘Ne."" If the president doubt, or a division be called for,
tha sendte shall divide—those In the affirmative of the guestion shall first rise
from their seats, and afterwards thoze in the negative..

VOTING.

8. Every member present when a questlon is put shall vote, unless he shall,
Tor special cause, be excused by a vote of the senate; but no member shall
vote on any gquestion in the event of which he iz directly and personally In-
terested, or except by consent of the =enate, in any caese where he was not
present when hls name was called in the taking of tha vote. Provided, that
any memper who wa3 absenl by leave of the senate may vote at any time hefore
the result l= announced,

MOTIONS AND RESQLUTIONS, WIIEN IN WRITING.

3. All motions (except to adjourn, poetpone, or commit) shall be reduced to
writing, if required by any member of the senate. Any motion or resolution
may be withdrawn by the mover, provided the same has not been amended by
the genate, and that no amendment.is pending thereto.

DEBATE. WHAT MOTIONS I ORDER. FPEECEDENCE

10. Whan s gquestion 15 under debate, no motlon shall be recelved but to
adjourn, to lay on the table, for the previous gquestion, fo postpone to & day
certain, to commit or amenad, to postpone Indefinitely, which several motiona shall
have precedance in the order in which they are named; and ne metlon to post-
pofie to A day certain, to commit or postpone indefinitely, being decided, shall
be again allowed on the same day, and at the same stage of the bill or proposi- -
tion, A motion te strike out the enacting clause of a bill shall have the prece-
dence of & motion to amend: and, if earried, shall be considered equivaleni to
the rejection of the bill

‘MOTIONS NOT LERATABLW.

11; A motion te adjourn, to lay on tha table, and for the previeus question,
shail be decided without debate, and all Incidental questions of order arising
after the motlon 18 rmade for the previous question, and pending such motion,
shall be decided—whéther an appeal or otherwise—without debate.
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PREVIOUS QUWSTIONS.,

12, The previous question shall be in this form: “Shall the main question
ke now put?™ It =hall only be admittied when demanded by = majorily of the
members prezent, and its effect shall be to put an end to all debate, and bring
the senate to a dlrect vote vpoen the pending amendments and then upen the
main guestlon, unlese otherwise Indicated by the motion and ordered hy the
seénate, except that the member in charge of the measure under consideration
shall have ten minutes In which to close the discussion, immedlately bafore the
vote 18 taken upon the main guestion. If the previcus guesilon is decided in
the npegative, the senate shall proceed with the matter before it, the same am
though the previous gquestion had not been moved

DIVISION OF QURBESTIQON,

13. Any member may call for a divislon of a gquestion which shall be divided,
If {t comprehends propesitions In substance =o dlstinct that one. being taken
away, substantive propositions shall remain for the decision of the genate. A
motion to strike out and insert shall be deemed indivisible; but, a metlon to
strike out being lost, shell preaclude ncither atmendments to the matter atternpted
to be stricken out, nor & moetlon to strike out and insert,

WHO MAY MAKE MOTION TO RECONSIDER.

14. When a motion or guestion has been declded, any member having voted

- on the prevaillng side may moeve a reconslderation, on the same or next legisla-

tive day. “If any motion to reconsider a hill or jeint resclution i8 made wilhin

three days of the day fixed for the flnal adjournment, it shall be acted vpon
on the day the motion 15 made or the same shall be considered withdrawn.”

PRINTING IN RECORD.

15. A motion to print any paper prasented to lhe senate, may, on metlon,
he referred to the committee on printing, whose duty it shall be to report, at
the earliest flme practicable, on the propriety of printing,

INTRODUCTION OF PILLE AND JUINT REAOLUTIONH, READINGH, HOW WRITTEN.

16, Every bill shall be introduced on the report of a commitice, or by leave
and shall at once be given 1t first reading. Every bill and jeint resolution shall
have recelved three several readings previous to its passage; but ne bill or joint
resplutlon ghall have fts second and third readings on the same day, without a
suepension of this rule; and cvery bill and Joint resolution shall express in ita
title the objfeet thersof. All rulez of the scnate applicable to bills shall apply
with equal force to Joint resclutions. Each blll and propesed joint resolution,
when intredueed, shall he typewritten double-space, and accompanied by two
coples thereof,

PHETITIGNE AWD MEMORIALS, ENDOREEMENTS, FREEENTATION.

17, Before the same 18 presanted, there shall he endorsed on each petition a
brief statement of the subject matter therecf, and ch each blll and lolnt resclu-
tion the title thereaf, and in either case the name of the senator presenting the
same. In presenting = petition, the senator shall briefly state from his place in
the genate chamber the subject matter to which the petition relates,

FIRET READING QF BILL OR A JOINT RESOLUTION. OBIECTION.

18. The first reading of a bill or feint resnluticn shall be for information,
and, if objection be made to it, the question shall be: “Shall the hill (gr joiot
reaplution, as the case may bed. be rejected?” If no oblection be made, or the
question toe reject be lost, the bill or jeint resolution shall go to 1ty =econd
reading without further guestioning.
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EECOND HEADING. COMMITMERT. CONSIDERATION OW.

19, Upon the second reading of a hill or jolnt reselution, the president shall
refer the bHl to &n appropriates atanding < smmittee, unless otherwise ordered
by the senate. If ordered by the senate to be considered by the commlttes of
the whole, the senate shall {ix the day for its consideration. If the blll or joint
resolution be ordered to he engrossed, It shall be in order for lt= third reading
any session efter that day. No bfll or joint resolution shall bhe cemmitted or
amended until it shall have been twice read,

AFCROMRTATION EILLS. DUTIES OF COMMITTEE, TIME TO REPORT.

20. (a) All bllls carrying appropriations or involving the expenditure of
state funds shall be referred to the committes on appropriations, which the com-
mittee ghall report back to the senate not later than the first Monday after
March 1st. After the third legislative day prior to saild Monday., House bills
shall be reported back by sald commlites within three days from the reference
thersto. No amendment to any bill reported by the comumities on appropria-
tlons, or to mny Jtem thereof, ahall be in order, except such as is germane to
the subject matter of the bill, or item thereof, souebt to be amended, and shall
retrench expenditures and reduce the amounts of maoney covered by the blll
or items thereot.

WHEN INTRODTCED.

(B} Mo bill shall he intreduced in the senate after March 15th, except such
bills s may be reported from standing committess ag comunities hills.

SCHEDULE OF APPROPRIATIONG. WHEN MARR BY COMMITTEE.

(e} ©On or hefore the flrat Monday safter March 10th, the committee on
appropriations shall prepars an itemlzed schedule of all appropriations recom-
mended by the committes on approprigtions, and have the same printed and
l2id upon the desks of members, and no appropriation blll shall be taken up for
consideration and passage untll the third legislative day thereafter,

EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONE AND INSTITUTIONS TNDER THE BOARD OF CONTROL.

(d) PBillls carrvlng appropriations for the state educational Institytlons and
the instituticng under the charge of the hoard of control shall not he introduced
later than February 16th, and no hill carrying an appropriation for any purpose
shall be introduced after March 1gf, except by the commlttee on appropriationes

THIRD EHADING OF BILLS. ENGEOSEING. VOTH ON.

on rules and on printing to report at any time, when ne member 13 addressing

EPECIAL CORDER. WHEN CONSIDERED,

27. When any special order of the day iz not procesded with on the day
‘assigned, 1t shall stand as & general order on each succeeding day until disposed
of, unless otherwise ordered, but 1ts consideration cannot be moved until that
order of business 18 reachad, when it sbhall be taken up in order of its file, and
shall be taken up in order of precedence.

UNFINIEHED RUSINEES AFTER SPECIAL ORDER

2%, When the pending ¢question 18 interrupted by a “speclal order,” it shall,
wpon the disposel of the aspecial order, hefore the =enats In the same stage
as if it had not been go interrupted,

COMMITTEE CLERHS, QUALIFICATIONS.

29, Committees are permitted to. employ clerks by tha majority vote of the
whole conunittes, All applicants for the position of committes clerkshlp ahall
be examined by a commilttee of three appolnted by the president of the senate,
The elerk shall be selected by such vote, and In like manner may be discharged
for Inefficiency, or when the gervices of the clerk hacome unnecessary. All com-
mittee clerks shall be competent stenographers a&nd of good moral character.
Any clerk may be discharged for inefflclency, immorality or indecent or unbe-
coming conduet, whether in or out of the senate chainber; and, upon the request
of any senator or the president of the senate, mada to the chairman of a comr
mittee, a meeting of the commitiee shall be callad for the purpose of consldering
the guestion of the discharge of such clerk upon any of the grounds above
specifled,

DUTIES OF COMMITTER CLERKSH.

30, Clerks of eenate committees, when not engaged in duties pertaining to
such committees, or work asalgned them Ly the committes chairman, shall be
subject to the discretion of the secretary of the senata for any labor connected
with the dutfes or his position or hls asslatants. The secretary shall, from time
to time, make detall from eaid clerks to zaslst in preparing copy or correcting
proof for the delly journal,

- BREFORTS OF COMMITTRES,

31, All reporte of committees on bills or resolutions ghall be made In dupleate
and be accompanled with the original bill or resolution to which the repaort
relates. FProvided, that thiz rule shall not apply to the reports of committees
gn aprolled and engrozsed hills,

31-a. The chairman or clerk of a committee, except of the appropriatlon com-
mittee, to whom a bill is referred, shall note thereon the date of its reference,
and it shall be the duty of each commlttee to report back all bills In ite hands,
within fiftesn daya after the order of reference, unless & different time lp granted
by a vote of the senate.

33, Bmeking In the semate chamber Is hereby prohibited, whils the senate 1a
in sesslon. And any officer or employe whe shall (ndulge in smoking while on
duty in the senate chamber or doorways lea,dtng therete shall thereby subject
“himself to Uabllity of dlacharge.

ERENATE CHAMEER, ADMISSION TC. LOBBYING.

24, Admnsslon to the floor of the senate chamber shall he granted by the
doorkeeper to the governor and his private secretary, members of the hougs of
rapreseniatives, the state officers and thelr deputies, judges of the Beveral courts,
ex-metnbers of the leglslature, ex-state officers, and the regular reporfera of
the senate and clerks of commlttees, No perpons, except those herain specified,
shall be admitied, except upon special permyission of the president of the senate,
pr of a metmber of the senate. And no person shall be permitted, by members
or atherwise, to comme upan the floor of the senate or into the ecleak rooms fo
=olicit or influence genators in thelr officlal actlon, or to sell any artlele or to
soliclt suliscriptions. No officer, or employe elected or appointed by the senate
or any of its committees, shall solicit or endeavar to Influence members of the
legislature in their official actipn, - Any person vieolatlng this rule =hall ha sum-
marlly dismissed by the =senate.

PRESERVING ORDER.

'35, In ecase of dlsturbance or disorderly conduct In the lobby or gallery, the
presiding officer shall have the power to order the same cleared.

EXECUTIVE EBESIONE. WHO FPRESENT.

36. Befora acllng on executive business, the zenate chamber shall be clesred,
by directlon of the presldent, of all persons except members, the secratary, the
sergeant-at-irime, Imembers enjolned and the eecretary and sergeant at-arms
swore to observe secrecy.

COMMITTER MERTINGS. ANNOUNCEMENT.

27. When an adjournment has been crdered by a vote of the senate znd
pefore adjournment js deelared by the president of the senats, 1t shsll be In
order for the chalrman of the several committtess to announce in open =enata
the tlme and place of meeting of thelr respective committees.

9. Resclutlons, including concurrent resolutlons, shall not be acted upon by
the senate upon (he day the same are introduced or received by the zenate, bhut
ghall lie upon the table for gne legislative day if any member gbjecta to the
immediate conslderation thereof. But if no member chlect, the zame may have
immediate consideration, Nothing in this rule sha.ll abridge or prevent the
usnal right to reference to commiites,
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RULES OF ORDER,

40. Tha rules of parllamentary practice comprised in Cushing'z Manuai shall
govern the menate in &ll cases to which they are applicable, and In which they
ars not Inconsistent with the standing rnles or crders of the sanate, and joint
rules of the senate and house of representatives.

He shall
endorse on every bill or Joint or concurrent resoluiion the date of its introdue-
tlon, and by what =enator, or of its recelpt from the house, and also what
actlon relating thereto {s taken by the senate  The esslstant secretaries sghall
be under hls direction and he shall m=sign to them their several duties In con-
nection with the dyties of the secretary’'s desk.

the request of any five members, have the senate chamber Hghted up during
gny evening within the sesslon, cxeept Sunday, to an hour not later than 10
p. mL: shall ses that no person, except one authorized to do so, dlsturba or fn-
terfereg with the desks of the members, or with the books, papers, ete., thereof;
ahpll mee that the printed bills and dafly journals are, 2t the earliest practlea-
ble period, properly dlsiributed and file? upon the desks of senators; shall have
cherge of the flles in the senate bill Toom, and ghall aee that no copy of g blll
g given out except to or upon the order of the president, a semator, or state
officers; shall see that an additlonal deor-keeper is detailed for duiy at the
senate chamber upcon each day within the session, exeept Sunday, from 8:30
a. m, 15 10 p. m, but should not five members of the sehatc desire to occupy
the chamber to that hour, the detall may he relieved at 0 p. m.; shall have
charge of the messcngers of the senate and see that they severally perform
their duties, and shall promptly report to the president of the =enate any
inefficlency or viglations of duty on the part ¢f eald megsengers. He shgll
direct the file clerk, and bl eclerk, if any employed, in the discharge of thelr
duties,

DUTIEE OF DOORKEHFEH,

The door-keeper of the senate shall wear his appropriate badge of office.
shall have spacial charge of the main door of the chamber during the sittlngs
of the senste, and shall see that the other doors of the eenate ara properly
attended to; =szhall have general charge e.pd oversight of the addltional door-
keepers of the genate; shall detall such of the zdditional deorkecpers for such
general or special dutles as the sergeant-at-arms may deem proper and noces-
sary for the sfficiency of tha senate and the protection of property within the
chamber; shall see that the rule relating to the admissiom to the floor of the
chamber iz strictly enforced; shall, ten minutes before the opening of each
zession of the semate, see that the floor 13 cleared of gll persons not entitlad
to cecupy the same during the sesslon: shall attend to s=eating wisitors, and
shall announes =all committees and messengers from the governor or houze.

JANITOR'S DUTIES.

The janitor of the senate shall have charge, under the dircctlon of the ser-
geant-at-arme, of the elpak and retiring rooms adjoining the chamber, and
eshall see that the same are kept in proper order

MEZSENGERS AND THIIE DUTIEH.

The messengers of the scnate shall atlend the senate durlng its sittings and
perform the duties generally devolving on like. cmployes. Whila the senate ie
sltting, two of thelr number shall be detalled for service in front of the secre-
tary’s desk. The messengers shall he under the dlrection of the sergeant-at-
arms, while the senate l& not sltting, and shall attend to such duties as he
may assign them,

AL least four messengers shall be on duty in the senate chamber upen every
dey of the geasion, except Bundays, ftom £:30 a. m. until & p. m., whether the
senhate is in gession or not.

In
the absence of both the speaker and the speaker pro tempere, the house shall
name & Bpegker who ghall preside cver ft and perform all the duties of speaker
unt!l ‘such time as the speaker or apeaker pro tempore shall be present, and
his acts shall have the same force and validlty as those of the regularly
elected spesler,

COMMITTEE AFPOINTMRENTA.

6. All committees shall be appointed by the speaker, unlesg ctherwlse espe-
cially directed by the house.

SPEAKER'S VOTE.

7. In all cases of a eall of the yea® and nays, tha speaker shall wote; in
other cases he shall not be required to vote unless the house iz equally divided,
or unless his vote, If given to the minority, will make the divislon egqual, and
in case of such equal divislon the question shall be lost.

The assistant clerka shall
be under his dlrection and he shall asslgn them their weveral dutles in connection
with the work of the clerk’s desk.

EERGEANT.AT-ARMA.

The sergeant-at-arms shall wear the appropriate badge of ,hiz offlce, ghall
attend the house during its sessions, shall aid during the enforcement of order,
under the direction of the speaker ¢f the house, shall execute the commands of
tha house from time to time, together with such process, lzsued by the authority
thereof, as shall be directed to him by the presiding offlcer; shall, upon request
of any member, have the house lighted up during any evening within the session,
eXeept Sunday, to an hour not later than 10 p. m.; shall see that no person,
exgept those authorized so to do, disturbs or Interferes with the desks of the
members, or with the books, papers, ete., thereat; shall see that the printed bille
are proporly distributed and filed upon the desks of the members, shall have
charge of the files {n the house bill voom, and shall eee that no copy of the bill
ie given excent to or upon the order of the speaker of the house, or member, or
gtate officer; shall see that an additlonal deorkeeper is detnlled for duty at
the house upon each day within the sesslon, except Sunday, from 5:30 a. m.
te 10:00 p. m. ; but should no member of the house desire to occupy theé chamber
to that hour the detall may be relieved at 9:04 p, m.; shall have charge
of the messengers of the house and see that they severally perform their
duties, and shall promptly report ta the speaker of the house any inefliciency
or violation of duty on the part of said messengers.

DOORKEEFER.

The doorkeeper of the houss shall wear his appropriate badge of offlce:.
shall have special, charge of the maln door of the chamber during the sittings
of the house, and shall zee that the other doors of the house are properly at-
tended to; shall have general charge and oversight of the additiopal door-
keepers of the house; shall detall such of the additional doorkeepers for such
general or special duties as the pergeant-at-arms may desinl DTOPer or neces-
sary for the efficiency of the house and the protection of the property within
the chamber; shall see that the rule relating to admisslon to the floor of the
chamber s strictly enforced: shall, ten minutes befors the opening of each
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seszion of the bouse, see that the floor §s cleared of all perscns not entitled
to oeccupy the same during the session; shall atiend to seating wvisitors, and
shall announca all committees and messages from the governor or senate,

JTANITORS,

The janitors of the house shall have charge, under the direction of the ser-
geant-at-arms, of the cloak and retiring roomas adjolning the chamber, and
shall see that the same are kept in proper order.

MEEEENGERE.

The messengers 0f the house =hall attend the house durlng ite sittings and

. perform the dutles generally devolving on like employes. The meszengers shall

he under the direction of the gergeant-at-ame while the house is not sittibg,
and shall attend to such dutles as he may assign them.

COMMITTEE CLERKE.

66. Committee elerks of the house shall be under the general direction of
tha speaker, All commitiee nlerks shall be on duty at tha house frem 8:30 a
m. untll 5:30 p. m, unless otherwise ordered, Any clerk absenting bimself or
herselfl ‘rrom the house, except for the noom luncheon without permissicn from
the speaker, shall not receive any pay for the day or days on which he or she
ie absent.
