SEE NATURAL RESOURCES & QUTDQOR RECREATION. This Act prohubats the importation,
sale or distribution of purpie loosestnife (lythrum virgatum}.

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates 10 state budgetary matters by making ceductions o
appropriations made for FY 2000-2001 from the General Fund of the State and includes replacement

of a State General Fund appropriation for soil conservation with an appropriation for this purpose
made from the Environment First Fund.

Cooperative Associations == Mcembers, Nonmembers, and Memberships — Ficoitious Names

SEE BUSINESS, BANKING & INSURANCE. This Act amends a number of Code provisions
providing for business associations, including cooperative associations. The Act provides for non-
members, the use of fictitous names, and subscniptions for common stock or membersiup.

- Transportation — Miscellaneous Provisions

SEE TRANSPORTATION. This Act makes several changes relating to the transportation ot tracked
impiements of husbandry.

- Agricultural Licns

SEE BUSINESS, BANKING & INSURANCE. This Actamends provisions in Code Chapters 579A
and 579B providing for agricuhural licns upon commaodities produced under contract at an agneul-
tural operation, including a teedlot as specifically provided in Code Chapter 579A, by eitminatung
requirements for perfecting secunty interests that are mnconsistent with the requirements contained
in revised Article 9 of the Uniform Comnmercial Code under Code Chapter 534, and providing for the
super priority status of liens perfected under those chapiers.

- Ethanol Blended Gasoline — Related Taxes

SEE TAXATION. This Act promotes the production and consumption of cthanol. The Act provides
tor the refund of investment tax credits provided to cooperatives producing cthanol. It provades an
income tax credit tor retail dealers of gasoltne. The tax credit is available to a dealer if 60 percent of
all gasoline sold at a service station is ethanol blended gasoline. The tax credit equals 2.5 cents tor
each gatlon that is more than the 60 percent threshold requirement. The Act also amends provistons
providing an excise tax for motor fuel by adjusung the general rate and the rate lor cthanol blended
motor fuel based on the consumption of cthanol blended motor fuel.

HOUSE FILE 7
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- Sales and Use Taxcs on Iimigaton Equipment

SEE TAXATION. This Act exempts irmigation equipment from sales and use taxes when purchased
by a contractor or farmer if the equipment will be primarily used in agricultural operations. The Act
takes effect May 18, 2001, and applics retroactively 10 April 1, 1995, Because of the retroactive
application, any claims for refunds of taxes paid arc limited o $25,000) in the agpregate.

Appropriations — Agriculture and Natural Resourees

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to agriculture and natural resources by making appro-
priations to support rclated cntities. The Act also makes statutory changes. The Act appropriates
moncys from the Brucellosis and Tuberculosis Fund 1o the Depuriment of Agriculiure and Land
Stewardship to he used as 15 necessary to implement security measures for outbreaks of forcign
agricultural animal diseases such as foot and mouth disease. The Act amends Code Chapter 169,
regulating of livestock brands by the department. including by providing a $25 fee for recording
and renewing a brand, establishing a Branding Administration Fund for use by the department in
administering and enforcing the Coede chaprer, and providing for the deposit of the fees into the
fund.

- Miscellaneous Appropriations, Reductions. and Other Provisions

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. Division 11 of this Act climinates the $500 standing appropriation for the
poultry show exhibition reimbursement beginning with FY 2001-2002,
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SENATEFILE 62 - Processing, Storage, and Distribution of Honey — Residences

BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. Codc chapter 137F provides for the regulation of food establishments and food
processing plants by the Department of Inspections and Appeals, including the inspection and licensing of premises where food
products are prepared and distributed. This Act amends provisions m the chapter 10 exempt from regulation the premises of a
residence tn which honey is stored; prepared; packaged, including by placement in a container; labeled: or from which honey
is distributed.

SENATE FILE 209 - Controi of Infectious or Contagivus Diseases in Cattle and Other Animals — Paratuberculosis
BY JENSEN. This Act provides for the regutation of livestack, including by providing for the control of paratuberculosis and
the marketing of dawry caule.

PARATUBERCULQSIS. Somehimes referred 1o “Johne's discase,” paratuberculosis atfects livestock, but most often cattle and
especially dairy caule, The Act creates a new chapter requiring the Depanment of Agriculture and Land Stewardship to
establish procedures to determine whether cattle are infected with the disease. The Act requires the owner of infeeted cattle to
mark the right ears of the cattle with the letter “C” as required by the department. The Act prohibits a person {rom selling

infected cattle other than directly to a slaughtering establishment or to a concentration point for sale directly 1o a slaughtering
cstablishment.

The Act also establishes a paratuberculosis task foree for the purposes of studying the prevalence of paratuberculosis in this
state and advising the departiment regarding methods required to control it. The task force 1s composed of persons representing
the department. lowa State University. the lowa Veteninary Medical Association, the lowa Dairy Products Association, the lowa
Cattlemen’s Association, and the Livestock Marketing Association. The task force must submit a report containing findings
and recommendations to the Governor and General Assembiv by January 10, 2002,

MARKETING OF DAIRY CATTLE. The Act creates a new chapter regulaung the marketing of dairy cattle. The Act requires that
if a livestock market accepts dairy cautle upon express written condition that the dairy catle are to be maoved directly 10
slaughter, the darry cattle must be segregated with other livestock 1o be moved directly to slaughter until sold to a slaughtening

establishment. This requirement does not supersede requirements relating to the movement or marketing ot livestock infected
with an infeetious or contagious disease.

PENALTIES. Incases where a person violates provisions regulating paratuberculosis or the marketing of diary cattle, the person
15 subject 10 a civil penalty of at least $100 but not more than $1.000. In addition, the Act authorizes the departiment to file a
petitton i district court seeking injunctive relief.

SENATE FILE 211 - Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship — Miscellaneous Changes
BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. This Act amends and climinates a number of provisions related to the powers and
duties of the Department of Agricelture and Land Stewardship.

Code Section 7A 3 requires a number of agencics, including the department. to file financial and operauional reports on a
brenmal basis with the Governor and General Assembly. This Act strikes the requirement for the department and provides
conforming changes o Code Section 455E.11 relating to the expenditure of moneys from the Groundwater Protection Fund.

Code Secuon 99D.22 provides for a special day of pari-mutuel racing limited to Jowa-foaled horses or lowa-whelped dogs in
which a percentage of the purse is used o promote the horse and dog breeding industrics. The amount is required to be paid 1o
the department, which in turn must pay 1t by December 31 10 the breeder of the winning lowa-foaled horse or lowa-whelped dog.
Tius Act changes the December 31 date to March 31. [t also provides that the breeder of a quarter horse or standardbred horse
1 considered to be the owner of a brood mare at the time the foal is dropped rather than at the time of breeding.

Code Chapter 192 s amended to change the dates of publicauons used in regulating milk production, including those enutled
“Grade "A' Pasteunzed Milk Ovdinance, 1995 Revision™; "Procedures Goverming the Cooperative State-Public Health Scrvice/
Food and Drug Administration Program for Certilication of Interstate Milk Shippers 19957 and ""Method of Making Sanitauon
Raungs of Milk Supplies, 1995 Revision™ This Act amends the chapter to refer to the 1999 updated editions of those
publicauons. The Act authonizes the Code Editor to eliminate a number of references appeanng at the beginning of the chapter
that have been repealed or transterred to other sections in order to enhance the chapter's readability,

‘The Act repeals Code Section 159,10, which requires the department 1o publish “the lowa book of agriculture™; Code Section
139 15 which requires the department to make a bicnnial report to the Governor regarding the finances 2nd administration of
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the department; Code Scetion 159.30, which requires the department to designate, promote and market packaging products
which ar¢ degradable; and Code Section 15937, which requires the department to establish a special quality grains clectronic
bullenn board sysiem.

SENATE FILE 470 - Infectious and Contagious Diseases in Animals — Regulation and Remcdies

BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. This Act amends Code Chapter 163, which provides for the general regulation of
infectious and comagious discases in animals (livestock) by the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardshup. The chapter
regulates a number of pracuices including the shipment or movement of fivestock: the sale of infected hivestock: the issuance of
certificates related 1o movement, such as a certificate of health or certificate of inspection; feeding garbage to livestock: the
wdentificanon of swine consigned to slanghter: and licenses required to breed bulls.

A number of penaltics apply 1o violations of these provisions, including both eriminal and civil penaltics. The criminal penalty
1s generally a simple misdemeanor. Several provisions provide that a violation is a fraudulent practice under Code Chapter 714,
Penalties range from a sunple misdemeanor te aclass “C felony, based on the value of the property involved in the commission
of the offense. This Act eliminates those penalties and authorizes the department to establish, by rule, civil penaltics. The Act
provides that a person violating a proviston of Code Chapter 163, or a rule adopted pursuant to the Code chapter. is subject to
a civil penalty of at least S100 but not more than $1.000. In the case of a continuing violation, each dav of the continuing
violation 15 a separate violation. The Act provides that a person shall not be subject to a civil penafty totaling more than
$25.000, The Act also carves out one area where higher penalties are applicable. The Act provides that a person who falsifies
a health certificate, veterinanan inspection certificate, or certiticate of inspection is subject to a civil penalty of not more than
$5.000 for cach reterence 10 an animal falsificd on the ceruficate, with a maximum civil penalty of 325,000,

The Act authorizes the department or the Attorney General acting on behalf of the department to apply 1o the district court for
injunctive rebiet in order to vestrain a person from acting in violation of the Code chapter.

The Actrepeals current provisions that refer to penalties and dircets the Code Editor to reorganize the chapter into subchapters
as approprale.

SENATE FILE 524 - Grape and Wine Development

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Actcreates a new Code chapter that provides tor grapes and wine development.
‘The Act establishes a Grape and Wine Development Commission within the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship.
The commission is compased of four nonvoting. ex officio members, inchuding the Secretary of Agriculture, the Dean of the
College ot Agriculture of fowa State University, the Director of the Department of Economic Developent, and the Director of
the Department of Natural Resources, or their designees. The commission includes five voting members appointed by the
Secretary of Agriculture based on a list of nominations submitied by organizations representing growers and winemakers (with
two appointees cach) and retail sellers (with one appointee), with Senate confirmation.

The Act prevides fer the operation of the commission and the powers and duties of both the departinent and the commission,
ITe department 15 responsible for administering the provisions of the chapter, including establishing grape and wine develap-
ment programs, reporting 1o the comnussion regarding the status of grape and wine production, providing facitities for the
commission to meet and carry out its functions, and adopting rules as required, The commission is responsible for monntoring
the grape and wine industries and establishing relationships with governmental agencies and interested associations. “The
commssion may also contract with a viticuliarist or ocnologist to provide technical assistance under grape and wine develop-
ment programs as provided in the Act, and approve or disapprove applications for financial assistance under those programs.

The Act requires that the department, in cooperation with the commission, establish grape and wine development programs by
assisting persons in cstablishing, improving or cxpanding vineyards or winemaking operations. including wineries. The
programs may provide for wechnical assistance, including witicultural assistance to increase the size of vinevards, unprove
vicld, and enhance the character, composition and condition of grapes. It also provides for acnotogical assistance to produce.
preserve and transport commercially viable wines. The Act provides for financial assistance programs to assist persons begin-
ning or engaged in grape growing or winemaking.

be Act establishes a Grape and Wine Development Fund in the State Treasury under the control of the depariment. The fund
includes moneys deposited in the fund derived from the wine gallonage tax as provided mm Code Section 23,183, “The Act
amends the sccton by providing that of the revenue collected from the tax on wine imported into this state for sale at wholesale
and sold in this state at wholesale, which 1s in excess of the revenuc estimated to be collected from such wax as last agreed to by
the state Revenue Estimating Conference during the previous fiscal year, not more than $75,000 must be deposited into the
tund cach vear.
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HOUSE FILE 225 - Elcction of State Fair Board Directors

BY BRAUNS. This Act amends Code Chapter 173, which provides for the lowa State Fair. including its admimstration by the
lowa State Fair Board. The board is vested with authority over the lowa State Fair and other events held on the lowa state
farrgrounds, and is also responsible for the fairgrounds.

The lowa State Fair Board is composed of the Governor, the Secretary of Agriculture, and the President of lowa State University
(or thur designees), and clected members referred to as “congressional directors” because two members are elected from cach of
Towa's five congressional districts. A congressional district director serves aterm of two vears. and each year, one successor {rom
cach congressional district is elected at a convention to serve on the board.

The Act abolishes the congressional distriets in favor of six districts modeled after regions used to seleet the State Soil
Conservanion Committee (see 27 IAC 1.20), including northwest, north central, northeast, southwest, south central, and south-
cast regions of the state.

The Act provides that the current State Fair Board retains all its powers and 15 required to discharge its responsibilitics as
required in Code Chapter 173 as it did immediately prior 10 July 1, 2001, It requires the hoard to organize an election of ail
distrier directors and requires the convention held 1n 2001 to elect 12 district directors to the board. The board may propose and
the convention must establish staggered terms of oftice for the elected directors as provided in Code Section 1735

HOUSE FILE 469 - Termination of Agricultural Equipment Dealership A greements — Repurchases Required of Suppiter
BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. This Act requires a supplier of agricultural cquipment who has an agncultural equip-
ment dealership agreement with a dealer of agriculturai equipment to repurchase certain unencumbered items from the dealer
upon termination of the agreement by cancellation or nonrenewal. The Act requires the supplier to repurchase at its amorttzed
valuc any specific computer hardware or software that the supplier required the dealer to purchase within the last five yearx.

The Act also requires the supplier to repurchase special repair tools that were unique to the supplicr’s product line and that are
i complete and resalable condution. The supplicr must pay the dealer 75 pereent of the net cost of such tools if purchased
within the last three years and 50 percent of the net cost if purchased within the last four to six years.

HOUSE FILE 502 - Offenses Against Animal Facilities or Crop Operations

BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. This Act amends Code Chapter 717 A, which prohibits a person from injuring animals
or interfering with animai facilines. The chapter specifically prohibits a person, without the consent of the owner, from wilifully
destroyving the property of an animal factlity or injuring an amimal mamntained there. It prohibits such a person from exercising
control over an animal facility or an amimal maintained there with intent to deprive the amimal facility of an animal or property.
It also prohibits a person from entering onto or into an animal facility related to agriculwural production, cducatonal or
scientific purposes, or veterinary care, or from remaining there if the person has notice that the facility is not open to the public
and the person has an intent to disrupt ils operations. A person convicted under the chapter is subjeet to criminal penalties
ranging from a class “C” felony to a simple misdemeanor in part based on the amount of loss caused by the violation. A person
sulfering damages resulting from the toss has a cause of action against the violator for an amount equaling three times all actual
and consequential darnages plus court costs and reasonable attorney fees,

The Act makes threc fundamental changes to the chapter. It amends a number of definttions, including by providing that an
ammal specrfically includes pelt-bearing mammals and honey bees. 1t also provides a definition for "agricultural production™
that refers 1o the maintenance of an agricultural animal, which the Act defines as an amimal maintained for its parts or products
having commercial value or any animal classified as part of the cquine specics. Sceondly, the Act provides that the willful
mjury of an ammal inciudes the wansmission of a disease, including a contagious or infectious discase as provided under Code
Chapter 163,

Finally, the Act prohibits persons from destroying crops and disrupting crop operations. The provisions are similar to those
applying to ammal facilities. The Act defines “crop™ 10 mean grain and forage crops, but also includes trees, shrubs, vines, berry
plants. and greenhouse plants. “Crop operation property™ is defined to mean a ¢rop field, orchard. nurscry, greenhouse, garden,

elevator. seedhouse, barn, warchouse, or a vehicle used 1o ransport acrop. The Act provides a spectal definition for a “research
crop’” that 1s maintained tor scientific research,

The Actallows a person suffering damages 10 recover in the same manner as a person suffering damages resulung from the injury
w an ammal or destruction of propenty associated with an animal facility. The Act also provides special damages tor losses
related to a research crop. including damages accounting for foss of the crop’s expeeted scienuific value. The criminal penalties
are different for crops and crop operation property than for animais and animal facilities. For the destruction or damage to a crop
or crop operation property, the penalties are the same as under Code Chapter 716 (eriminal mischiet), ranging from a class “C”
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lclony to a simple misdemeancr based on the dollar amount of the loss, For exercising control over a crop or crop operation
aroperty. the penalty 15 an aggravated misdemeanor unless a rescarch crop is involved and then it is a class ") felony. For
cnlering onto of remaining on ¢rop operation property, the penaity is a serious misdemeanor unless a rescarch crop 15 involved
and then it is an aggravated misdemeanor.

HOUSE FILE 564 - Cooperative Associations — Reversion of Disbursements
BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. This Act creates an exception to requirements that property considered abandoned
must be wrned over 1o the Treasurer of Stale.

Generally under Code Chapter 556, the Treasurer of Statle takes custody of any stock, shareholding, or other intangible
ownershtp interests in a business association such as a corporation or cooperative association (cooperative) that is considered
abandoncd. Custody extends 1o any dividend or other distribution {e.g., dividends from common stock, patronage dividends,
carnings. or other sum accruing from that equity interest). If unclaimed, this property ts marketed, if necessary, and the property
ot proceeds are forleited to the General Fund of the State.  This Act provides that a cooperative associatuion (cooperative)
organized under Code Chapter 490 or 499 may retain the dividend or other distribution (referred 1o as a “dishursement™).

The Act provides that once a person’s membership or stock, subscription, or other ownership interest in a cooperalive associa-
tion is deemed abandoned under Code Chapler 536, the cooperative may retain the disbursement held by the cooperative for or
awing to the person. The cooperative may also deliver the disbursement to the Treasurer of State as abandoned property. H the
cooperanive elects to retain the dishursement, it must deposit it into a reversion fund. Any disbursement that is retamned by the
cooperative is forferted to the cooperative if the coaperative publishes at least one notice 1n a publication designed to reach the
cooperative’s membership and the dishursement is not ¢laimed according to procedures required by the cooperative within sis
months from the first publication date. The cooperative retains the discretion to pay a claimant even after forfeiture. Otherwise,
the disbursement must be used by the cooperative for purposes related to education or economic development.

HOUSE FILE 581 - Drainage or Levee District Election Districts — Size
BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. This Act increases the size of a drainage or levee district required to have election
districts from 3,000 acres or morce to 20,000 acres or more.

HOUSE FILE 623 - Grain Dealer Regulation — Exceptions

BY COMMITTEE ONAGRICULTURE. This Act amends Code Chapter 203, which provides for the regulation of grain dealers
by the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship. The Act amends Code Scetion 20831, to add an exception to the
definition of “grain dealer” The Act provides that a grain dealer does not include a limited liability company i it meets certnn
requirements: (1) a2 majority of voting rights in the limited liability company must be held by producers: (2} the purpose ot the
limited liabiitty company is to produce renewable fuel: (3) the Hmited lability company only purchases grain trom its member
producers: and (4) the hmited hability company does not rescll grain that it purchases,

HOUSE FILE 745 - Regulation of Foot and Mouth Discase

BY RANTS. This Act authorizes the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship to establish secunity measures to control
owibreaks of oot and mouth disease o this state. The department may provide for the prevention, suppression and eradication
of the disease. In cxercising its authonty, the department may provide for the quarantine. condemnation or destruction of the
ammal. The department may establish quarantined areas and regulate acuvities in the quarantined arcas; inspect or cxamine
animal premises; test animals; compel persons who own or control animals to provide information regarding the animnals,
including informauon regarding its movement or vaccination status: and provide for cleaning und disinfection of real or
personal property,

The At provides that if the department determines that there is a suspected outbreak, it must immediately notify the Governor
or the Governor’s designee and the administrative unit of the U.S. Department of Agriculture responsible tor controlling
oulbreaks 1n this state. If an outbreak is confirmed, the department must cooperate with the Governor, federal agencics such as
the U S Department of Agriculture. and other state agencies such as the Department of Public Defense in order 1o provide the
public with timely and accurate information regarding the outbreak,

Finally, the Act provides for the compensation of owners for the loss of animals condemned and destroyed under its provisions
in the same manner as owners are compensated under Code Section 163.15. That scetion authorizes the Executive Council 1o
compensate owners for losses resulting from the condemnation and destruction of animals infected with other contagious of
infecttous discases. The Act provides that upon the request of the Executive Council, the department 1s required to develop and
subrnit a plan for the compensation ol ownars of property other than animals who inadvertently incur a foss as a resull of the
department’s regulation of activities in a quarantined area. The Act provides for the approval of the plan and allows implemen-
tation retroactively, but not carlier than May 1. 2001, which is the Act's effecuve date.

The Act also requests the Legislative Council (o
study the civil commitment of persons with a substance abuse problem, and Hmits the drug courts to
persons who have been convicted of a criminal offensce and grants priority in the program to {elony
offenders.

SENATE FILE 537 - Tobacco Setiement Fund Appropriations
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to and makes appropriations from the Tobacco Scitle-

ment Endowment Fund and the Healthy lowans Tobacco Trust for varicus health services providers
and related programs.

HOUSE FILE 178 - Child Abuse and Protection — Drug Manufacture or Possession in Child's Presenee
SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. Thix Act applics child in need of assistance and child abuse provisions
of the Juventile Justice Code 1o children whose parent, guardian or carcgiver has manufactured or
possessed a dangerous substance in the presence of a child.

HOUSE FILE 726 - Appropriations — Health and Human Rights

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. Thix Act provides lor appropriations to the Department for the Blind, the
Towa State Civil Rights Commission, the Department of Elder Affairs, the Governor's Office of Drug
Control Policy. the Iowa Department of Public Health, the Department of Human Righls, and the
Commission of Veterans Affairs.

This Act, authorizing the Department of Agriculture and Land Siewardship 10
cstablish security measures to control outbreaks of foot and mouth disease in this state, provides that
the Executive Council may compensate owners for the loss of animals condemned and destroyed
under its provisions and may approve a plan 1o compensate owners of property other than animals
madverently destroved as a result of the department’s regulation. The Act takes effect Mav 1, 2001
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SENATE FILE 65 - Appropriations — Supplemental Funding for Low-1Income Home Encrpy Assistance
BY COMMITVEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides supplemental appropriations from state sources {or the federal
block grant for the Low-Incomne Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) tor FY 2000-2001.

The funding sources used for the appropriations include the Innovations Fund used for state government improvement projects
and the Groundwater Protection Fund. In addition, existing session law Jor FY 2000-2001 is amended to restrict the amount of
the federal and state LIHEAP moneys that may be used for weatherization and for administrative costs at the state fevel and tor
the community action program agencies at the local level.

SENATE F11.E 66 - Gencral Fund Expenditure Limitation Requirements — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This bill would have amended Code Scction 8.54, relating to the budget transmission and
paxsage provision of the State General Fund expenditure limitation. The section, which sets forth Towa's expendrture fimitation law,
establishes unitorm requitements used by the Governor and General Ass&;,mbly in the budget process for the General Fund of ihe State,

The bill would have eliminated a requircinent that the Governor in subinitting a budget, and the General Assembly in passing
@ hudget, not have recurring expendiwures in excess of recurring revenues. Rather, the bill would have required that the budgets
transmitted by the Governor and passced by the General Assemnbly not exceed the State General Fund expenditure limitation,

The bill also would have prohibited the Governor trom transmitting a budget with recommendced appropriations in cxcess of the
State General Fund expenditure limitation and the General Assembly from passing a budget with appropriatons in ¢xcess of the
linitation. The bill provided. in applying the expenditure limitation requirements, that the Governor and the General Assembly
could not rely on any anticipated reversion of appropriations in order to meet the expenditure limitation.

The Governor's veto message states that the expenditure limitation law has worked well, and that the bill's changes are
unnccessary and are unworkable in some cases.

SENATE FILE 267 - Supplemental Appropriations and Reductions

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to state budgetary matters by making reductions 1o appropriations
made for FY 2000-2001 from the General Fund of the State, making a supplemental appropriation, and transferring and
crediing certain other appropriations.

The supplemental appropriation is made to the Department of Revenue and Finance tor compliance acuvities.

Moneys crediled to the Enhanced Court Collections Fund during FY 2000-2001 prior to the Act's effective date arc transferred
1o the General Fund of the State along with moneys that would have been credited to the collections fund for the remainder of
the fiscal year, The collections fund was created 1o be used for judicial branch technology projects and other measures to
mmprove the administration of justice. The maximum balance for the collections fund in a fiscal year 135 $4 million.

The Act reduces appropriations for the following:

» [o the Department of Economic Development for business development operations, community assistance, tourism
operations and advertising, and business refunds under the School-to-Career Program.

s [0 the Department of Human Services for maintenance of the Healthy and Well Kids in Iowa (HAWK.I) Program,
purchase of local scrvices tor those persons with mental iltness, mental retardauon, or developmental disabilities {(MH/
MR/DD) who are a state payment responsibility, and risk pool funding for services provided to persons with MH/MR/
DD who are a county funding responsibility.

s To the lowa Department of Transportation for airport engineering studies and improvement projects and for the Ral
Assistance Program and to provide economic development funding.

tn addition, appropriations made o the Departinent of Agriculivre and Land Stewardship Irom the General Fund of the State for
the So1l Conservation Division are reduced and replaced with an appropriation made from the Environment First Fund.

The Act takes ctfcet March 13, 2001.
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THE GOVERNOR ITEM VETOED THE FOLLOWING:

L. A I percent across-the-board reduction of most appropriations made from the General Fund of the State. Cxceptions
from this reduction were made under the Act for appropriations made for the judicial and legislative branches, the
State School for the Deaf and the lowa Braille and Sight Saving School, vartous entitlement programs administered
by the Department of Human Services, debt payments for correctional factlity construction or enhancement
projects, state uncmplovment compensation and certain public emplovment retirement system obligations, certarm
federal obligations, various property tax credits and replacement funding, the Iowa Veterans Home, lowa
Communications Network debt service, wuition replacement used for debt services for projects at the state’s public
unversities, and for various types of school funding. The Governor's veto message stated that the education and
human services programs would bear the brunt of the cuts and that the Governor had requested the General
Assembly to provide targeted cuts rather than an across-the-board approach.

A reduction 10 the state contribution to the Judicial Retirement System for Y 2000-2001 and subscquent hiscal
years. The Governor raised concerns about reducing the contribution when the system isx not yot actuarially
sound. See S.F. 527 for a one-ume reduction in the contribution rate for FY 2001.2002.

SENATE FILE 509 - Supplemental Appropriations — Department of Transportation — Road Salt
2 COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes a supplemental zppropnation for FY 2000-2001 to the lowa Depant-
ment of Transportation (IDCT) from the Primary Road Fund for the purchase of saltto restock IDOT s vear-end salt inventory.

The Act takes eifect March 360, 2001,

SENATE FILE 525 - Federal Block Grant Appropriations

BY COMMITTLE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act appropriates moneys to various state agencies for the federal fiseal year
beginmng October 1, 2001, and ending September 30, 2002, from the following federal block grants: Substance Abuse
Prevention and Treatment, Community Mental Health Services, Maternal and Child Health Services, Preventive Health and
Heaith Services, Drug Centrol and System Improvement, Stop Violence Against Women, Local Law Enforcement, Residential
Substance Abuse Treatment for State Prisoners, Community Services, Communtty Development, Low-Income Home Encrgy
Assustance. Social Services, Mental Health Services for the Homeless, and Child Care and Development. See HE 732 lor
appropriations of the federal Temporary Assistance for Necdy Families (TANF) Block Grant.

The Act requures that moneys be distributed in accordance with the applicable federal requirements. The Act establishes a
procedure if more or less federal funding is received than predicted. In addition, the Act appropriates other federal grants,
recerpis and funds., and other nonstate grants, receipts and funds available in whole and in part for the state (iscal year beginning
July 1, 2001, and ¢nding June 30, 2002.

SENATE FILE 527 - Appropriations — Judicial Branch .
BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. The Act makes appropriations for FY 2001-2002 to the judicial branch.

The Act includes a reduction in the percentage of the state’s contribution to the Judicial Retirement Fund for Y 2001-2002.

The Act requires the judicial branch to transfer certain moneys in the Enhanced Court Collections Fund 1o the Division of
Criminal and Juventle Justice Planning of the Department of Human Rights and the Information Technology Department for the
continued development of the jusuce data warehouse.

The Act provides that up to $317.450 of the moneys deposited in the Enhanced Court Collections Fund may be used to
compensate judicial hospitalization referces.

SENATE FILE 528 - Appropriations — Transportation
BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations for FY 2001-20()2 from the General Fund of the

siate, the Road Use Tax Fund. and the Primary Road Fund to the lowa Depaniment of Transportatuon. The Act also makes related
L ode language changes.

The Act appropriates moneys from the General Fund of the State for airport engineering studies and improvement projects and
tor the Raul Assistance Program and to provide economic development project funding.

Appropriauons from the Road Use Tax Fund include appropriations for driver’s license production costs, salaries, operations.
administrauive services, planning, motor vehicles, unemplovment and workers’ compensation. county issuance of driver's
licenses, @ svstem provading toll-{ree telephone road und weather reports. membership in the North Ainerica’s Superhighway
Corndor Coaliion, payment ol the state’s portion of a street project. and indirect cost recoverics.
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Appropriations from the Primary Road Fund include appropriations for salarvies, operations, planning, highways, motor ve-
hicles, equipment, the roent system, unemployment and workers” compensation, disposal of hazardous wasles at field locations,
wmdirect costs, wastewater handling, roof replacement at ficld facilities, compliance with the federal Americans With Disabilittes
Act at department facilitics, and other capital projects.

The Act amends Code Section 312.2 1o allow the annual allocation for county treasurers” equipment and support te be used for
automation and telecommunications equipment and support for vehicle registration and litling and driver licensing rather than
only for data processing cquipment and support for vehicle registration and titling.

The Act amends Code Section 315.3 1o provide that the State Transportation Commixsion may temporanly transfer funds from
the Revitahize Towa's Sound Economy (RISE) Fund to the Primary Road Fund to meet road construction costs for which there
arc inadequate tunds in the Primary Road Fund. 'The transterred funds must be repaid to the RISE Fund within six months of
transfer.

The Act amends Code Scenon 321,196 10 remove provisions allowing a person to renew the person’s driver’s license by mail.
The Act also removes a corresponding reference in Code Scction 321,189,

SENATE FILE 530 - Appropriations — Justice System

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations for FY 2001-2002 to the departments of Jusuce,
Correclions, Public Defense, and Public Safety, the Iowa Law Enforcement Academy, the Office of Public Detender, and the
Board of Parole. Under the Act the total appropriation to the justice svstem of $358.4 mullion reflects a decereasc in appropria-
tions from the General Fund of the State of approximately $5.9 million or 1.6 pereent trom the FY 2001-2002 appropriations.

DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE. The Act appropriates $13.6 million to the Depantment of Justice, which represents a decrease of
$1.3 mijlion compared to the estimated FY 2001-2002 appropriations. These appropriations include amounts to the Office of
the Attorney Cieneral, the Prosecuting Attorneys Training Program, for victim agsistance grants, and for the Prosceuting Allor-
nevs Program. The Actalso provides an appropriation 1o the Office of the Attorney General to provide legal scrvices for persons
In poverty grants,

DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS, The Actdecreases the State General Fund appropriation to the Department of Corrections
by $8 8 millien compared 1o the estimated FY 2001-2002 appropriations.

INDIGENT DEFENSE. The Act appropriates $34 6 million for indigent defense and the State Public Defender™s Office, which
represents @ decrease of $1 nullion from the FY 20011 -2002 appropriations.

LAW ENFORCEMENT ACADEMY. The Act appropriates $1.36 million to the Law Enforcement Academy, which represents a
decrease of $95.000 from the estimated FY 2001-2002 appropriations.

ROARD OF PAROLL The Act appropriates $1.02 million to the Board of Parole. which represents a decrease of $60,000 from
the estimated Y 2001-2(X)2 appropriations.

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC DEFENSE. The Act appropriates $5.19 million to the Department of Public Defense, which
cpresents a decrease of $42,000 from the estimated FY 2001-2002 appropriations.

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY. The Act appropriates $39 4 million to the Department of Public Safety, which represents a
decrease of $4.9 million {rom the cstimated FY 2001-2002 appropriations. The Act permits the Department of Public Safety to add
two tull-tme equivalent posiuons (FTEx) for the prevention of crime against the elderly, provided that federal grant moneys have
been sceured. The Act provides that the additional FTEs are to be eliminated if the federal moneys are discontinued.

The Act makes a supplemental appropriation to the Fort Madison Correctional Facility for Y 2000-2001. The supplemental
appropriation takes effect May 30. 2001.

The Act requires drug courts 1o be offered only to offenders if an adjudication of guill has been entered. and that the drug courts
give priority to felony offenses over misdemeanocrs. The Act requires the Depariment of Comrecttons, in cooperation with the
judicial districts, 1o implement procedures 10 evaluate the drug courts.

The Act requites the departments of Justice and Corrections 10 assist local regional jail development authonities 1 1ssuing a
report regarding the development of regional jails.

The Act amends the 1998 Iowa Acts to extend the use of Wireless E9L 1 Emcergency Communicanions Fund moneys for purposes
of the Emergency Management Division for another (iscal year,
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STATUTORY CHANGES. The Act provices that the Department of Corrections 1s not required 1o pay the depreciation expense
10 the Depreciation Replacement Fund for repizcements and additions to the motor vehicle flect.

The Act appropriates moneys to a Sick Leave Benefits Fund created in new Code Section 80.42, to be paid upon the retirement
or disability of Department of Public Safety employees or beneficiaries who are eligible to receive monthly an acerued sick leave
benetit. The Act also provides that unobligated tunds and any accrued interest do not revert to the General Fund of the State. and
the departinent may transter moneys to the Sick Leave Benelits Fund to meet anticipated accrued sick leave benefits which may
be pard (o emiployees duning the fiscal year.

THE GOVERNOR ITEM VETOED THE FOLLOWING:

1. Scction 6, subsection 7, which required the Department of Corrections and all eight judicial district departments of
correctional services 10 prepare a report on the violator program.

This Act provides for the deposit of moneys i and the appropriation of moneys to
the Tobacco Sctilement Trust Fund. The Act provides for the deposit of money from gambling revenues, following deposits in
the General Fund of the State, the Vision lowa Fund, and the School Infrastructure Fund, for the fiscal peniod beginning July 1,
2001, and ending June 30, 2007, in the endowment for lowa’s Health Account of the Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund. The Act
also appropriates moneys from the General Fund of the State 10 the Tobacco Scttlement Trust Fund tor cach vear of the fiscal
period beginning July I, 2001, and ending June 30, 2007

The cifective date of the Act is the eifective date of the recerpt of the bond proceeds, following sceeritization of the Master
Sculement Agreement payments, by the Tobacco Settlement Authority and the deposit of the proceeds of the tax-exempt bonds
and the taxable bonds in the respecuve accounts of the Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund.
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SENATE FILE 535 - Appropriations — Education

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act appropriates monevs for I'Y 2001-2002 from the General Fund of the State

tunding,

COLLEGL STUDENT A COMAMISSION. Compared to FY 2000-2001, the commission’s appropriation is reduced by $5 8
milhon. The number of [TEs is unchanged The Act includes appropriations for general administrative purposes. forgivable
louns 10 lowa students attending the Des Moines University—Osteopathic Medical Center, an initiative directing primary care
physicians o areas of the state cxpericneing physician shortages, student aid programs, the Accelerated Career Education Grant
Program, the National Guard Educational Assistance Program, the Chiropractic Graduate Student Forgivable Loan Program.
and the Teacher Shortage Forgivable Loan Program. The Act nullifies the $2.75 million standing appropriation for the lowa
Work-Study Program for FY 2001.2002,

DEPARTMENT OF CULTURAL AFFAIRS. The Act lunds the Arts, Historical and Administration Divisions, histone sites, and
Commumty Cultural Grants. In comparison with FY 2000-2001, the Act reduces state moneys for department administration,
the Arts and Historical Divisions, and for cuttural grants by 6 percent and for historic sites by 7 perecent — a total reduction in
state {unding to the commission of $386,288. or 6.1 percent,

DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION. The Act appropriates maneys for purposes of the department’s general administration:
vocational education administration: the Board of Educationa) Examiners: the Division of Vocational Rehabilitation Scevices;
mdependent fiving: the State Library for gencral administration and the Enrich lowa Program: the regional library system.
which under I1LT 637 (sce Education) becomes the library service arca system; the Public Broadeasting Duvision; vocational
vducavon to secondary schools; school food service; the lowa Empawcerment Fund, texthooks of nonpublic sehool pupils: the
Vocational Agniculture Youth Organizauon and other youth activities; for connccting education and warkforee development,
and communuty colleges.

Programs that were tunded 1n the prior fiscal vear but are not funded in this vear’s Act include the Family Resouree Center
Demonstration Program, Educatuon Innovauon Project Grants, the Local Arts Comprehensive Bducational Strategies (LACES)
Program, employability skills assessments reimbursecments. Jobs for Amenica’s Graduates, and the Americorps Atter-Schoot
Imuative, However, these latter two are funded in Division V of HF. 755, With the tollowing exceptions, funding for the
majorily of programs ix reduced by 6 percent: for the Board of Educational Examiners, a reduction of 75.1 percent; for
independent living, a reduction of 18.4 pereent; for Towa Public Television, a reduction of 8 percent; and for the State Library.
a reduction of 46.1 percent. The Act increases funding for the Enrich lowa Program by 8% percent. The department’s total
appropriation is decreased by 12.7 percent from FY 2000-2001.

Frrich Jowa. The Act directs the Commission of Libraries to develop rules governing the allocation of state moneys for the
Ennch lowa Program to provide direct state assistance to public libraries and to fund the Open Access and Access Plus Programs,
A library that reccives tunding under the Enrich Iowa Program must provide the Open Access Program to its patrons.

{owa Empowerment Fund. The 6 percent reduction in School Ready Children Grants Account funds will be distributed based
on whether a designated community empowerment area first received funds in FY 2000-2001, or prior to that vear. Those
recerving funds in FY 2000-2001 receive 94 percent of the amount received in that year, while those first receiving funds prior
to FY 2000-2001 reecive 75183 percent of the amount the arca received in FY 2000-2001. adjusted for annualization. The Act
requites an area board 1o submit 1o the lowa Empowerment Board a written plan amendment extending by onc yuar the arca’s
comprebensive school ready children grant plan.

Family Resource Center Demanstration Program. The Act repeals the Code language cstablishing this program.

Phase 11 In statutory language, the Act continucs for FY 2001-2002 Phase 111 funding for the Iowa Mathematics and Science
Coalition. Phase 111 funding is also provided for the National Assessment of Education Progress and for the Ambassador to
Education ('Tvacher of the Year) position.
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STATE BOARD OF REGENTS. The Act appropnales moneys far board aperations, ition replacement, the Southwest Iowa
Graduate Studies Center, the Tristate Graduate Center, the Quad-Citics Graduate Studies Center, the State University of lowa,
fowa State Umiversity of Science and Technology, the University of Northern lowa. the lowa School for the Deaf. the Towa
Braiile and Sight Saving School, and for tuition and transportation costs for students residing in the lowa Braible and Sight
Saving School and the lowa School for the Deat. Division IV of H.E. 755 appropriates funds m licu of thosc appropniated in this
Act for tmnion repiacement. The tetal appropriation for the board and its insttutions is reduced by 5.8 percent from FY 2000-
2001,

Stuelene Health Centers. The Act prohibis student health centers at regents universitics from using stale monevs o fund
medically induced terminanon ol a pregnancy.

State Hospital-School. The Act changes the name of the state hospital-school to the Center for Disabihiics and Development.

SENATE FILE 537 - Tobacco Scttlement Fund Appropriations
BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Actrelates to and mmakes appropnations of moneys received from the Tobacco

Master Scttlement Agreement and deposited  the Tobacco Settlement Endowment Fund and the Healthy fowans Tobacco
Trust,

The Act makes appropnations to the Department of Human Scrvices (DHS) for FY 2001-2002 for all of the following:

1. Unless otherwise provided, to maintain the Medicaid Program reimbursement rate for all noninstitutional providers at
the rate paid under the federal Medicare Program during FY 2000-2001, and for continuation of the resouree-based
relative value system.

To maintain the Medicaid reimbursemnent rate for dental services at the usual and customary rate as provided during
FY 2000-2001.

To mamntain the Medicaid cost-of-living adjustment for rehabilitative treatment and support scrvices to children
providers as provided dunng FY 2000-2001.

To marntain the cost-of-living adjustment tor adoption, independent living, shelter cate, and home studics services
providers as provided during FY 2000-2001. '

To maintain the Medicaid rcimbursement rate for hosputals as provided duning FY 2000-2001.

To mamtan the Medicaid reimbursement rate for home health care services at the rate provided to such agencics as
provided during FY 2000-2001.

To maintain the Medicaid reimbursement rate for critical access hospitals at the rate provided such hospitals under the
federal Medicare Program duoring FY 2000-2001.

To mamtatn the expansion of home health care services and habilitative day care under the Medical Assistance
Program for children with special needs.

9. To marmain the expansion of respite care services provided through home and community-hased waiver services
under the Medical Assistance Program,

10. To maintain the reimbursement rate as provided during FY 2000-2001 for service providers under the purview of DHS.

The Act provides for supplementation of the appropriation for the Children’s Health Insurance Program and for the appropria-
uen tor the Medical Assistance Program. The Act appropriates funds to DHS to provide coverage under the Medical Assistance
Program to certamm women who requure treatment for breast or cervical cancer. The Act also codifies language 10 include this
optianal category of coverage under the Medical Assistance Program.

The Act appropriates funds to the lowa Department of Public Health for the Tobacco Use Prevenuon and Control Program and
tor additonal substance abuse reatment. The Act also appropreates funds o the department for development of a Healthy
lowans 2010 plan and designates funding for core public health functions including home health care and public health
nursing scrvices: for the implementation and support of a coordinated system of delivery of trauma and cmergency medicat
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services: for the Poison Control Center. tor development of scientific and medical expertise in environmental epidemiology:
for prevention strategies o address the lcading causes of deaths of [owans; and {or the Childhood Lead Poisening Prevention
Program. ‘The Act also appropriates funds 1o the department for grants o free health chinies to provide smoking cessation
products.

The Act appropriates funds to the Department of Corrections for day programming and the Drag Court Program.,

The Act appropriates funds to the Property Tax Relief Fund for FY 2001-2002 for assistance 1o counlics with limited county
mental health, mental retardation, and developmental disabilitics services fund balances 10 pay reimbursement increases in the
same amount as provided in FY 2000-2001. The Act provides that any moneys remaining at the end ot the fiscal vear from the
appropriation for FY 2000-2001 for assistance 10 countics with limited county mental health, mental retardation, and develop-
mental disabthties services fund balances to pay reumbursement inercases are to not revert, bul are o be deposited in the
Healthy [owans Tobacco Trust 10 be used for the purposes of the trust.

The Act appropriates funds from the Savings Account for Healthy lowans created withun the Tobacco Settlernent Endowment
Fund created in Code Sectton 12.05, 1o the Iowa Empowerment Fund for FY 2001-2002, for deposit in the School Readv
Children Grants Account and directs distrebution of the moneys as provided in 8.F. 535.

The Act appropriates funds from the Savings Account for Healthy Iowans to the lowa Departinent of Public Health for FY 2001 -
2002 for establishing and operating a substance abuse treatment facility and providing staffing for the factlity to be used to
provide substance abuse treatment for persons on probation and under the supervision of a judicial district department of
correctional services. The Act provides that the lowa Department of Public Health and the Department of Corrections shall enter
into a Code Chapter Z8E agreement to assist the lowa Department of Public Health in establishing security for the factlity. The
Act provides that a judicial district may, with the approval of the Iowa Department of Public Health and the Department of
Corrections, place a person who 1s on probation at the substance abuse treatment facility to assist the person in complying with
the terms and conditions of prabation.

The Act also amcends Code Section 12.65, the Tobaceo Scttlement Endowment Fund, 1o rename the fund the Healthy lowans
Tobacco Trust. The Act provides that moneys appropriated from the Healthy Iowans Tobacco Trust from the Endowment for
Jowa’s Health Account of the Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund established in Code Section 12E.12 and from any other source are
to be deposited in the Healthy Iowans Tobacco Trust. The Act eliminates the Savings Account for Healthy lowans that was
established within the Tobacco Settlement Endowment Fund.

The Act establishes a Substance Abuse Treatment Facility Advisory Council within the lowa Department of Public Health to
advise and make recommendations to the Director of Public Health. The members of the council consist of the directors of the
crght Judicial district departments of correctional services and representatives of the judicial branch, the lowa Department of
Public Health, the Department of Corrections, and the Governor’s Office of Drug Control Policy.

The Act provides that moneys appropriated in the Act that are uncxpended or unencumbered at the end of FY 2001-2002 are to
revest to the Healthy Iowans Tobacco Trust.

The Act providues that references in the Act to the Tobaceo Settlement Endowment Fund and to the Savings Account for Healthy
lowans are to the fund and the account as created in Code Section 12.65, and that unless otherwise provided. appropriations
from the fund and the account are from moneys in the fund and the account on or before June 30. 2001, and such monevs are to
remain available lor appropriation in FY 2001-2002 as provided in the Act.

The Act provides that the section of the Act relating to nonreversion of monceys appropriated for purchase ol service contract
providers and the section of the Act relating to the transfer of moneys remaining in the Savings Account for Healthy Jowans on
June 30), 2001, to the Healthy Iowans Tobacco Trust take effect May 29, 2001,

HOUSE FILE 413 - Student A chievement and Teacher Quality Program — Appropriations and Allocations

RY COMMITTLEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act appropriates $40 million from the Endowment for Iowa’s Health Account
of the Tobacco Senlement Trust Fund, established in $.F. 532 (see Business. Banking & Insurance), to the Department of
Educatton for FY 2001-2002 for purposes of the Student Achicvement and Teacher Quality Program as enacted by S.F 476 (see
Education).

The Act provides that any moneys in excess of the maximum balance in the Economic Emergency Fund after the distribution
of the surplus in the General Fund of the State at the conclusion of FY 206062001 and FY 2001-2002 shall be transterred to the
endowment. The amount transferved shall not exceed a total of $40 million.
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‘The Act amends S.F 476 (o provide the following.

* By July 1. 2003, each school district shall participate n the program if the General Assembly appropriates moneys tor
purposcs of the program.

s For the next iwo school years, a school district is eligible Lo receive state assistance for a beginning teacher mentoring
and induction program whether or not the district participates fully in the Student Achievement and Teacher Quality
Propram.

e Moneys received by a school district under an allocation formula based upoen the district enrollinent and the number
of icachers employed by the district as provided in the Act must be used to raise teacher salaries o3 provided under the
lowa Teacher Carcer Path enacted by S.F. 476,

o For the school vear beginning July 1, 2001, if the licensed employees of a school district or arca education agency
{AEA) are organized for collective bargaining purposcs, state moneys recetved to raise teacher salarics must be
distributed using a formula agreed o by the school board and the certified bargaining representative. In the event the
parties reach an impasse, the school board must divide the funds remarning after minimum salaries have been reached
among full-time teachers employed by the district or AEA whose regular compensation is equal to or greater than the
minimum carger teacher salary specified in S.F. 476.

HOUSE FILE 698 - Appropniations — Regulatory and Expenditure Matters — EXTRAORDINARY SESSION

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. Thus Actrelates to regulatory and expenditure matters by providing an appropriation for
additional ublity regulatory staffing, creating a state workforce atrition program and fund, authonzing the Treasurer of Siate to create
bond reserve funds for the Vision lowa and School Infrasmucture Funds. and authorizing the Depuartment of General Services to take
varnious actions involving development of a parking structure and office facilities on the Capatol Complex.

With the enactment of HE 577 (see Encrgy & Public Uulities), relating o energy generating facilities. the Utilities Board and
the Consumer Advocate are authorized 10 employ additional staff to perform regulatory activities relating to the development
of the facilities.

The Department of Management is directed 1o establish a Workforce Attrition Program and Workforce Attrition Fund for fiscal
year 2001-2002. Unless an exception 15 authorized by the department, 1f an cxceuttve branch emplovee voluntanly retires
during the fiscal year, the ageney must transfer to the fund the unused funding attributable to that employvee, In addition, the
ageney's table of organization must be revised to eliminate the positions in which the voluntary retirements occurred. However,
if the agency determines eliminating u position would severely impact the agency’s mission or serviees, the agency may appeal
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10 the department for an exception. If the department concurs with the agency’s determination, the exception 1s 10 be made. Any
balance 1n the fund is to be transferred to the General Fund of the State at the close of the fiscal year and the monevs cannot be
wransterred or used for any other purposce once they are credited to the fund.

Current law authorizes the Treasurer of State 1o create bond reserve funds for both the Vision Iowa and School Infrastructure
Funds. The reserve funds are 1o be used to secure the sale of bonds and notes for the Vision Towa Program and the School
Infrastrucwire Program. The Act continues the authorization but provides more specific requirements, mcluding prohibitions
against withdrawals below a certain balance, allowing for transfer of income derived from the reserve fund. and requiring the
Treasurey of State to annually ceruity amounts needed 10 be appropriated. if any, to restore reserve fund balances if they fail
below required amounts.

Tha Department of General Services is authorized to sell the state property, including siructures, located on the Capitol
Conplex at the northwest corner ot Grand and Pennsylvama Avenues upon which a parking structure is being developed. The
department may onter inlo an agreement with a public or private entity for development, operation or maintenance of the
parking structurc and for a long-term lease of office space located adjacent to the parking structure. The Act allows previous
appropriations made in 1998 and 1999 for parking structure development to be used for the agreement and lease and for
reambursements received to be credited to those appropriations.

The Act takes effect July 5, 2001, and applies retroactively to July 1, 2001.

HOUSE FILE 706 - Appropriations — Energy Conservation Programs Funding

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act appropriates moneys for FY 2001-2002 from the Encragy Conscrvation
Trust, which receives deposits of settlements from oil overcharge refunds, to the Division of Community Action Agencics of the
Depariment of Human Rights for energy conservatuon programs for low-income persons, and to the Departiment of Natural
Resourees for the State Energy Program and for administration of petroleum overcharge programs.

BOUSE FILE 718 - Appropriations — Economic Development

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations and transfurs from the General Fund of the State and
other funds to the Department of Economic Development, the State University of Iowa (SUI), the University of Northern lowa.
Towa State University of Scicnee and Technology (1SU), the Deparument of Workforee Development, and the Public Employ-
ment Relattons Board,

The Act makes a number of appropriations from the General Fund of the State to the following:

Patk. and the Institute for Physical Research and Technology.
The Public Employment Relations Board.

“The Actappropriates monceys from the lowa Community Development Loan Fund to the Departiment of Economic Development
for the Community Development Program.

‘The Act appropriates moneys {rom the Job Training Fund o the Department of Workforce Development for phascout funding
for exiting labor management projeets and for trans{er Lo the Workforee Development Fund. The Act also appropriates moneys
from the Workforee Development Fund Account to Lhe Workloree Development Fund for purposes of the Workforee Develop-
ment Fund. The Act allows up to $400,000 from the Workforce Development Fund to be used by the Department of Workforce
Development for admunistrative purposes. The Actamends the allocation of moneys in the Workforce Development Fund to be
used tor the Job Traiming Fund and for the High Technology Apprenticeship Program.

The Act appropriates moneys from the Administrative Contribution Surcharge Fund 1o the Department of Workforee Develop-
ment tor workforce development centers and for conducting lubor market surveys. The Act appropriates any moneys remaining
1 the fund on Junc 30, 2001, and the entire amount cotlected during FY 2001-2002.

‘the Act appropriates monevs trom the Special Employment Security Contingency Fund to the Depariment of Workforce
Development for the Division of Workers' Compensation. imamigration service centers, and the collection of labor marker
wformanon.
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The Act appropriates moneys [rom the Community Attraction and Tourisim Fund to the Department of Economic Development
{or tourism operations.

The Act requires the liguidarion. dissolution or sale of the lowa Seed Capital Corporation to be completed by December 31,
2001,

The Act amends provisions from the 1999 and 2000 Towa Acts by adding or ¢xtending nonreversion language 10 certain
appropriauons relating to Welfare-16-Work Grants, the New Employment Opportunity Fund. workforce development ceaters.
and immigration service centers. These provisions take eftect May 30, 2001,

The Act amends the statutory amount that shall be transterred to the Workforee Development Fund Accourt from 38 million in
any vear to 84 million in any ycar and makes corresponding amendments.,

The Act amends the age requirements for participants in amateur boxing contests Lo be consistent with the age reguirements ot
USA Boxing Incorporated. or 118 successor orgamzanon.

The Act amends the provisions of the Job Training Fund to allow moneys tn the fund to be used by a communny ¢ollege to
conduct entreprencur development and support activities.

The Act, for FY 2001-2002, moves $3 million of certificate of title surcharge moneys from the Road Usc Tax Fund to the General
Fund of the State.

The Act provides that the Department of Cconamic Development shall explore allocating shelter assistance moneys to home-
«oss shelter programs based in part on their abihity 1o move their clients toward self-sutficiency.

The Act requires the departments of Economic Development and Workforce Development o submit budyget proposals in the
traditional format as well as in the budgeting for results tormat.

The Act requires the ISCC Liquidation Corporation {formerly the lowa Sced Capital Corporation) to stbmit a wrilten report
relanung 10 the activities of the corporation during the previous year.

The Act reduces the standing limited approprtation for School-to-Curcer Program emplover refunds from S306L.0K) 1o $35.000
for FY 2001-2002.

THE GOVERNOR ITEM VETOLED THE FOLLOWING PROVISIONS:

E. A provision prohibiting the Departiment of Workforce Development from allocating any additionad penaliy and
interest revenue prior to January 30, 2002.
A provision appropriating moneys from the lowa Finance Authority 1o the Department of Economic Development for
purposes of providing technical assistance 10 communitics and local financtal mstituuens o help meet local housing
needs and for the Shelter Assistance Fund.

HOUSE FILE 719 - Appropriations — State Government Technology and Operations
BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates (o state government technology and operations by making appra-

priations to a number of entities concerned with technology and by making appropriations for a number of specific wechnology
Drojects.

The Act makes approprianons for FY 2001-2002 from the General Fund of the State for debt service for the lowa Communica-
tons Network (ICN). for subsidization of operations of the network as a result of charging authorized users video rates which
senerate less revenue than necessary to cover associated ¢osts ol the network, for support functions related 10 the netwark
provided by the Public Broadcasung Division of the Department of Education, for regional telecommunications councils for
informanon technology scrvices provided by the Informauon Technology Department to other state agencies, and for the
support of specified full-time cquivalent positions.

The Act appropriates 313 milhon from the Rebwild lowa Infrastructure Fund to the Pooled Technology Account under the
control of the Information Technology Department for the purpose of supporting various technology programs. Designated
arnounts are allocated from the Pooled Technology Account in descending prionity order to the Department ot Education for
ranster 10 the Community College Vocational-Technical Technology Improvement Program, the University of Northern [owa
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(UND for developing a Twenty-First Century Learning Imtiative, the Department of Education for Lthe purpose of making
fechnology available to students of accredited nonpublic schools. the lowa Telecommunications and Technology Commisston
for mainicnance and lease costs assoctated with Part 111 connections of the [CN. the Information ‘Technology Department for
costs refated (o the Justice Data Warchousc Technology Project, the Information Technology Departmeat for implementation of
an enterprise Jata warchouse, the Seerctary of State’s Office to replace the voter registration system, the Depariment of Workforce
Development for automation of the uncmployment system, and the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship for the E-
Commerce Electronic Licensing Project. The Act provides that cemaining amounts in the Pooled Technology Account shail be
allocated to implement the recommendations of the Information Technology Council,

The Act provides funding of $1 mullion for lowAccess. The lunding is provided by the transter to the Information Technology
Departinent of the first $1 million collected by the Fowa Department of Transportation for transactions involving the furnishing
ol a centified abstract of a vehicle operating record. The Act provides that the Information Technology Council shall report the
establishment of a new rate to be charged for access to and for value-added services performed through low Access, or a change
in the level of an exisung rate, to the Department of Management, and the department must notify the Legislative Fiscal Bureau
regarding the rate establishment or change.

The Act provides that the Informaton Technology Department inay ¢stablish a pilot project for fee collection for the fiscal vears
begmning July i, 2002, and ending June 30, 2005, with revenue daposited into the Pooled Technology Account.

The Act modifies provisions in Code Scction 304.13A regarding clectronie records 1o provide that an agency which produces
or makes avaulable for public inspection writlen reports or newsletters on and after July 1, 2001, shall mnaintain the report or
newsletter tn an glectronie form.

The Act amends the 2000 lowa Acts to allocate $1.4 million for debt service for the ICN.

The Act provides that certgin appropriations made for FY 2000-200) are not to revert but are to be used fot the purposes for
which appropriated for FY 20012002

The Actrequests that the Legislative Council establish an interim study commitice relating to distanee learning and related ICN
cducational issues with the objective of the study being to evaluate the viability of establishing the state of Iowa as a distance
icarnming center,

Provisions of the Act dealing with allocations of appropriations previously made for FY 2000-2001 take cltect May 30, 2001
THE GOVERNOR INEM VETOED THE FOLLOWING:

I Language requiring the Information Technology Department to notity the Department of Management prior to any fee
increasces.

2 Allocations from amounts contained 1n the Pooled Technology Fund for the enterprise data warehouse, justice data
warchouse, Department of Agniculture and Land Stewardship e-commerce electronic licensing, and the Departinent of
Workforee Development automated unemployment system,

3. A provision prohibiting the Informauon Technology Department from spending any pooled technology dollars on
asynchronous transfer mode network conversion for the ICN, an enterprise resource planning system, or digital broad-
casting facilities for Iowa Public Television.

4. A provision ¢xempting UNI from consulting with the Information Technology Departinent to cnsure that purchases
and contracts lor twenty-first century learming infrastructure are compatble with other state agencies.

5 Anallocation of fees that the judicial branch calleets for online information transacuons into the Pooled Technology
Fund.

6. Language csteblishing that amounts contained in the Pooled Technology Fund may be utilized for the Community
College Vocational-Techmical Improvement Program in future years.

HOUSE FILE 725 - Apptopriations — Agriculture 2nd Natural Resources

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to agneulture and natural resources by making appropriations Lo
support related entities, including the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship and the Department of Natural Re-
sources (DNR). Gencrally, moneys are appropriated from the General Fund of the State. However, in some cases, tnoncys are
appropriated from speaial funds and accounts and fees. The Act contains scveral special effective dates.

GENERAL FUND OF THE STATE APPROPRIATIONS. 'I'he Act appropriates moneys from the General Fund of the State to the
Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship and the DNR. For the Department of Agniculture and Land Stewardship,
inoncys are appropriated (o sapport the Administrative Division, the Reguolatory Division, the Laboratory Division, and the Soil
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Conscrvation Division. For the DNR, moneys are appropriated to Administrative and Support Services, the Parks and Prescrves
Diviston. the Forests and Foresiry Division, the Energy and Geological Resources Division. and the Environmenital Protecuion
Division,

The Actappropriates moneys from the General Fund of the State to support a numbcr of programs. Moneys are speaifically
appropnated to the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship to support the Farmers' Market Coupon Program: the
State Aptarist; hivestock market news reporting; the eradication of gypsy moth infestations; and the operatiuns of commer-
cial feed programs, pestivide programs, and fertlizer programs. The Act also appropriates moneys 10 Support programs
related 10 anumal health and industry, including for the eradication of pscudorabics and 1o support the racing horse and dog
mdustries in the state,

APPROPRIATIONS FROM SPECIAL FUNDS AND ACCQUNTS AND FEES. The Actappropriates moneys from the Brueellosis
and Tabcreulosis Eradication Fund to the Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship to be used as necessary to imple-
menl security measures for outbreaks of foreign agriculwural animal diseases such as fool and mouth disease,

The Act makes an appropriation from spectal funds and accounts and fecs to support a number of activities by the DNR. It
appropriates moneys from the State Fish and Game Protection Fund to support the Fish and Wildlife Division. Of this amount,
moncys are allocated to support retiring conscrvation peace officers. An appropriation is made from the Unassigned Revenue
Fond administered by the Iowa Comprehensive Underground Sworage Tank Fund Board to the DNR for administration and
expenscs of the Underground Storage Tank Scetion.

TRANSFERS. The Act provides for a number of transfers, including transters of snowmobile and vessel fees to the Fish and
Game Protection Fund for purposes of administration and enforcement of related laws and programs. The Act appropriates
moneys from marine fuel 1ax receipts to the DNR for purposes of matntaming and developing boating facilines and access 10
public waters. The Act appropriates moneys collected by the DNR for 1ssuing stormwater discharge permits for use by the
Energy and Geological Resources Division and the Environmental Protection Division. The Act authorizes the DNR Lo usc the
addituonal moncys for statfing as 15 necessary to reduce the department’s floodplain permit backlog and implement the Federal
Total Maximum Daily Load Program. The Act also appropriates moncys trom the Hazardous Substance Remedial Fund o pay
the department’s workers' ¢ompensalion INSUTARCE premmm,

MISCELIANEQUS. The Actrequests the Legislauve Council to establish an intenim study commttee 1o study Lthe quality of the
»late’s surface and subsurface waters. The Act requires that the DINR keep open state parks with monpeys produced from the
department’s increases in fees for parks and recreation arcas. It also requires that the department conunue o process permit
applications notwithstanding staffing considerations.

CODE CHANGES. The Act amends Code Chapter 109, regulating of bvestock brands by the Deparument of Agriculture and
Land Stewardship, including by providing a $25 fee for recording and renewing a brand, establishing a Branding Admintsira-
tion Fund for use by the department in administering and enforcing the chapter, and providing for the deposit of the fees into the
fund.

EFFECTIVE DATES. The following provisions take effect May 23, 2001

* A provision appropnating moneys from stormwater discharge permii fees 10 support the DNR’s Energy and Geologiceal
Resources [vision and Environmental Protection Division,

= A proviston that appropriates moneys from the Brucellosis and Tuberculosis Eradication Fund 1o the Department of
Agncullure and Land Stewardship Lo support security measures 1o control foreign agricultural animal discases.

THE GOVERNOR ITEM VETOED THE FOLLOWING:

I A provision appropriaing moncys from stormwater discharge permit fees to support the DNR's Encrgy and Geological
Resources Divicion and Eovironmental Protection Division

2. A provision that appropriates moncys {rom the Forestry Management and Enhancement Fund to the Department of
Agniculture and Land Stewardship for the cradication of gypsy moth infustations.

IIOUSE FILE 726 - Appropriations — Health and Human Rights

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides for appropriations to the Department for the Blind. the Towa State
Crval Rights Commission, the Department of Elder AfTairs, the Governor's Office of Drug Control Policy, the lowa Department
at Public Tealibi, the Department of Human Rights, and the Commssion of Veterans Affairs. Generally, moneys are appropriated
from the General Fund of the State. However, in somc cases, moneys are appropriated from special funds and accounts.
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CIVIL RIGHTS COMMISSION. The Act authorizes tha commission Lo exceed its designated staffing level o hire addijonal staff
1o process employment and housing complamts if the anticipated amount of federal funding acteally reccived is greater than
anticspated.

DEPARTMENT OF ELDER AFFAIRS. The Act appropriates funds to the Department of Elder Affairs for aging programs to
provide fowans 60 yuars of age and older with case management for the frail clderly, Alzheuner's support, retired senior
volunteer programs, resident advocate commutiee coordination, employment, and other services that may inciude, but are not
limned 1o, mental health outreach, adult day care, respite care, chore scrvices, telephone reassurance, information and assis-
tance, home repair services, imcluding the wintertzing of homes, and for the construction of entrance ramps that make residences
accessible to the physically handicapped.

‘The Act provides the intent of the Gencral Asscinbly that the Towa chapters of the Alzheimer's Association and Case Manage-
ment Program for Frail Elders collaborate and cooperate fully to asstst famulies in maintaining family members with Alzheimer's
disease w the community for the longest period of time possible.

The Act aiso permuts the departiment (o grant an exception for a limited period of time. or modify applicable requirements. relating
te comphance by persons regulated by the department or applicants for assisted living certification with any part of Code Chapter
I{MA conceming the conversion of buildings existing on July 1, 1998, ta accessibility for persons with disabalities.

GOVERNOR'S OFFICE OF DRUG CONTROL POLICY. The Act appropriates funds to the Governor's Otfice ot Drug Control
Policy, ircluding statewide coordination of the Drug Abuse Resistance Education (DARE) Program.

DEPARTMENT QF PUBLIC FIEALTI!. The Actapproprates funds to the lowa Department of Public Health, includimg funds for
addicuve disorders related to reducing the use of tobacco, aleohol and other drugs, and treating individuals affected by
addictive disorders, including gamblers; for adult wellness, relating to maintaining or improvang the health status of adults with
target populations heiween the ages of [8 and 60: for child and adolescent wellness, relating to promoting the oplimum health
status for children and adolescents from birth through 21 years of age, for chronie conditions, relating to serving individuals
wlentifiad as having chronic conditions or spectal health care needs; for community capacity, relating to strengthening the
heaith care delivery system at the local level; and for elderly wellness, {or optimizing the health of persons over 60 years of age.

The Act also appropniates funds for public protection, relating 1o protecting the health and satety of the public through the
establishment of standards and the enforcement of regulations. The department may expend funds reccived from liccnsing fees
il those additional expendiwres are directly the result of a scope of practice review committee, or unanticipated litigation costs
approved by the Director of the Department of Management in an amount not {0 exceed 5 percent of the average annual fees
collected for the previous two fiscal years,

The Act farther authorizes the department to retain fees collected from the certification of lead tnspectors and lead abaters 1o
support the cernfication program, and also authorizes the department to retain fees collected from the licensing, registration,
authorization, agereditation. and inspection of x-rav machines used for diagnostic mammogtaphy 1o support the department’s
rezulat:on of radiation machines and radiation materials. The Act also allows the department to retain [eexs charged 1o shippers
of radioactive material waste containers transporled across lowa for oversight and regulation purposes.

The Act also authonzes the department to retain fees collected from shippers of radicacuve waste matenal containers transported
across lowa it the deparunent does not obtain funding to support the oversight and regulation of this activity, and for x-ray
rudiology cxamination fees collected by the department and reimbursed to a privaie organization conducting the examination.

The Act also authorizes the department to retain and expend monceys for lease and maintenance expenses for the relocanon of
heensure boards from the Exceutive Hhills State Office Butlding from fees coticeied by the boards of Dental, Pharmacy, Medical,
and Nursing Examiners for FY 2001-2002. The Act authorizes the department (o retain and expend moneys froin fees collected
by the Board of Mcdical Examiners for reduction of the number of days necessary to process medical license requests and for
reduction of the numnber of days needed for consideration of malpractice cases. The Act additionally authorizes the Board of
Dental Exannners, for FY 2001-2002, 1o retain and ¢xpend moneys from licensing and examination revenues.

Eitective May 24, 2001, the Act also provides that for the period ending June 30, 2002, the State Board of Medical Examiners,
the State Board of Pharmaey Examiners. the State Board of Dental Examiners, and the State Board of Podiatry Examincrs shall
0ol lake any action against licensees who use an automatic dispensing system for prescription drugs in the absence ot a
pharmacist or practiioner provided that certain conditions are met. The Act also provides that the aforementioned boards shall
mect to dentify a statutory resolution of the issucs raised by the use of automated dispensing systems for prescription drugs and
submit their findings and legislative recommendations to the Governor and the General Assembly by December 1, 2001,
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DEPARTMENT OF HUMAN RIGHTS. The Actappropriates funds 1o the seven divistons of the Department of Human Rights

COMMISSION OF VETERANS AF FAIRS. The Actappropriates funds to the Commission ot Veerans Affaws for the Commission
ol Velerans AHairs administration and the Iowa Veterans Home and altows the lowa Veterans Home to retain reimbursements for
medication costs obtained from the federal Deparunent of Veterans Affars for FY 2001-2002 10 an amount sufficient for the
pavment of new and increased pharmaceutical costs and lease payments on a unit dose machine.

CAMBLING TREATMENT FUND APPROPRIATIONS. The Act appropriates funds available 1n the Gambling Treatment Fund
te the fowa Department of Public Health for the Addictive Disorders Program and for transfer 1o the Commission of Veterans
Allairs tor the lowa Veterans Home, Any funds remaining in the Gambling Treatment Fund after the aforementioned appropria-
nons are (0 be used tor funding ot administrative costs and programs which may include, but are not hmited to, outpatient and
follow-up wreatment for persons affected by problem gambling, rehabilitation and residential treatment programs, information
and referral services, education and preventive services, and financial management services.

The Act further provides that an amount ol the tax revenue recerved by the State Racing and Gaming Commission cqual (o 0.3
pereent of the gross sum wagered by the pari-inatual method is to be deposited into the Gambling Treatinent Fund for FY 2001 .-
2002.

(THFR PROVISIONS, The Act amends Code Scection 135,102, regarding the Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program in
the Department of Public Health. The Act requires the department to adopt rules regarding modcel regulations to be used in
instances 1in which a child is confirmed lead poisoned.

The Act increases the Drug Abuse Resistance Education (DARE) surcharge from $5 10 $10 for operating while intoxicated
offenses and offenses relaing to the possession, manufacture or delivery of comrolled substances. The Act also provides that
revenues from the DARE surcharge may be utiized for the DARE Program and other similar programs.

The Act provides for a study regarding comprehensive cancer control in the state. The study shall be conducted by the Director
of Public Health, in consultation with an ad hoc committee comprised of public health officials, health care providers, consumer
sroups, cducators, representatives from Lhe stale cancer registry, representatives from the cancer chapler team of Healthy Towang
2010, and other members decined appropriate by the director

The Act requires the Towa Veterans Homie 1o subinit a report o the Legislative Fiscal Comunitice by December 1, 2001, regarding
funding and budgcet practices.

The Ace exrends the Vital Records Modermzation Project until June 30, 2002, and allows unti] that date the continued
collecuon of increased fees for birth, mamage, death, and other vital records which are part of the project.

HOUSE FILE 732 - Appropriations — Human Services
BY COMMITTEL ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides appropriations 1o the Department of Human Services (DHS) for
FY 2001-2002 and includes provisions relating to human services and health care.

EARLY CIHLODIIOOD. The Act provides that federal Temporary Assistance for Needy Familics (TANE) Block Grant moneys
appropriated i 1998 and 2000 are 10 be used for funding of community-based programs targeted to children from hirth through
five years of age and developed by communuty empowerment areas. The Actallows DHS to transfer federal TANE funds to the
Child Carc and Development Block Grant and then allocate funding to community empowerment areas based upon criteria in
the Act. Monceys not distributed or which otherwise remain unobligated or unexpended at the end of the fiscal year revert to the
fund for federal grants in the state treasury. The Act provides a funding formula for distribution of the moneys.

TEMPORARY ASSISTANCE FOR NEEDY FAMILIES BLOCK GRANT (TANF). The Act appropriates moneys [rom the TANF
Block Grant Fund for the state fiscal vear beginning July 1, 2001, Uses for the moneys appropnated include the following: the
Famuly Investment Program; ficld operations; general admimstration: local administrative costs: child care assistance, inciud-
g provision of educanonal opportumities to registered child care home providers; emergeney assistance; mental health and
develepmnental disabilities community services; child and family services; child abuse prevention. pregnancy prevention
grants to be based on entena specified to the Act; echnology needs and other resources 0 mect federal welare reform
requircmnents; volunteers: individual development accounts; and Healthy Opportunities for Parents to Expertence Success
(HOPLS) Program.

FAMILY INVESTMENT PROGRAM (FIP). The Act provides an appropriation for FIP. With the passage of federal weltare reform,
the federat funding for this progriun is provided in the form of an anrnual block grant o the state. Consequantly, the Act maludes
PP and FIP-related program approprianons from the General Fund of the State and from the tund created for recurpt of federal
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funds. These appropriations are directed to the Food Stamp Employment and Training Program, the Family Developieat and
Sclf-Sutficiency Geant Program, income mainicrance reengineering. and for the diversion program and inceative grants.

The Act dsrects the department to continue expansion of the Electronic Benchits Transter (EBT) Program with a target datz for
stalewide implementation of Octoher 1, 2002, The Act provides that it 1s the intent of the General Assembly that electronic
funds transfer system equipment provided by a retailer be utulized to the extent practicable for EBT transacuions {or the purchase
of food from the retailer. The Act provides that TANF funds allocated for the EBT Program that remain uncxpended or
unobligated at the closc of FY 2(00-2001 are 10 remain avaitable for this purpose in the succeeding fiscal year. This proviston
1akes effect May 31, 2001,

EMERGENCY ASSISTANCE. The Actincreases the previous level of tunding for the Emergency Assistance Program. The Act
continucs the maximum grant level of $500 per family in any 1 2-month period. The Act requires DHS 1o continue the process
for retaining and redistributing refunds or rent deposits returned to the state under the Emergency Assistance Program. The Act
continues the allocation to the Community Voice Mail Program and the requirement {or the submission of semiannual reports
to DHS regarding partictpation o the program.

CHILD SUPPORT RECOVERY. The Act decreases the previous level of funding for child support recovery. The Act requires the
Ciild Support Recovery Unit (CSRU) 1o continae to work with the judicial branch to determine the feastbality of a pilot project
using a ceurt-appointed refcree for determination of child support awards, if iniuated by the judicial branch. The Act directs
DHS 10 cupend up to 331,000, including federal financial patticipation, to conunue the Child Support Public Awarencss
Campaign located in the Qffice of the Attorney General, and provides that surcharges paid by obligors and reccived by CSRU,
as a result of referral of support delinquencies by CSRU 10 any private collectton agency, are appropriated to DHS to pay the
costs of any contracts with the eollection agenctes. The Act also directs the department to tssuc federal access and visitation
granl moneys dircctly to private not-for-profit agencies that provide services designed to increase complhiance with the child
access provisions of court orders, including but not limited to neutral visitaton site and mediation services.

MEDICAL ASSISTANCE (Medicaid). Overall the Act increases the appropriahion for medical assistance {(MA) in comparnison
with the FY 2000-2001 appropriation. In addition, appropriations affecting reimbursements to various MA seevices providers
were made trom Tobacco Sertlement Funds (see S F 537) and in the Senior Living Trust Fund legistation {see H F 740). The Act
Joes all of the fallowing:

» Continugs the authorizauon for DHS lo trunsfer funds appropriated for MA o 1 scparate account for expenditures
required to provide case management services under MA for mental health, mental retardation, and developmental
disabilitics scrvices that are jointly funded by the state and county, pending final settlement of cxpenditures,

+  Provides for the continuation of the previously established AIDS/HEV Health Insurance Premium Payment Program.

s Transfers $930,000 from the lowa Department of Public Health to the MA Program for continuation of the Integrated
Substance Abuse Managed Carc System.

¢ Dirccts DHS, m administering the MA home and community-based waiver for persons with physical disabihties. to
provide that the total number of openings for persons with physical disabilitics served at any one time 15 limited to the
number approved in the waiver by the Secerctary of the U.S, Department of Health and Human Services The upenings
are to be filled on a first-come, first-served basis.

e Directs DHS, in consultation with the lowa Depariment of Public Health and the Department of Education, to continuc
0 utilize the Early and Peniedic Screening, Diagnosis, and Treatment (EPSDT) funding under MA 10 the extent
possible to inplement the screening component of the EPSDT Program through the school system, and utlize mater-
nal and child health centers, the Public Health Nursing Program, or school nurscs.

e Duects DHS 10 continue the MA waiver for home and community-based services to allow children with mental
retardation. who would otherwise require ICE/MR care, to be served in out-of-home scttings of up 1o eight beds.

¢ Dirccts DHS to continue working with county representatives in aggressively implementing the rehabilitation option
for services 1o persons with chronic mental finess under the MA Program and provides that county funding shall be
used 1o provide the match for federal funding. except for individuals with state case status tor whoum state lunding shall
provide the match.

»  Directs DHS, if the Health Care Financing Admunistration of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Scrvices
approves @ waiver request from DHS, to provide a period of 24 monihs of guaranteed cligibility for MA family
planning scrvices, regardless of the change in ¢ircumstances of a woman who was an MA recipient when the pregnancy
ended.

*  Drovides that the departinent may establish up to cight tull-time equivalent (FTE) positions to replace liscal agent staff
positions within the medical review and pharmacy units.

*  Directs the department to aggressively pursue options for providing MA or other assistance 10 1ndividuals with special
needs who become ineligible to continue recerving services under the EPSDT Program duetareaching 21 years of age,
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who have been approved for additional assistance under the exception to policy provisions but who have health care
needs 1n excess of funding available through the exceptions to policy process.

e Provides that $200,000 <hall be used o increase reynbursement of child protection centers.

e Dircets the department o adopt rules to provide that an individual applving for the Medically Needy Program 1s not
required o reapply for the program unless the icome disclosed i the intual application changes. The Act also directs
that to the greatest exlent possible, the application and continuing eligibility requirements for all MA-related pro-
grams shall be consistent.

e Provides thatif federal tunding js received, the department may participate in the federat Home Telecare Pilot Prograin,

HEALTH INSURANCE PREMIUM PAYMENT PROGRAM. The Act provides an increase i the appropriation compared with FY
2000-2001 for the Health Insurance Premium Pavment Program.

CINLDREN'S HEALTH INSURANCE PROGRAM. The Act appropriates $8.4 mllion to DHS for maintenance of the State
Children’s Health Insurance Program and receipt of federal financial participation. The Act authorizes DHS to ransfer funds
approprialed 10 be used to expand health care coverage to children under MA. The Act provides that moneys in the HAWK-1
Trust Fund are appropriated and shall be used to offset any program costs for FY 2001-2002.

MEDICAL CONTRACTS. The Act provides an increase in the appropriation compared with FY 200K-2001. The Act provides
that the Director of Human Scrvices may estabhish up to eight FTE positions to replace fiscal agent staff positions within the
medical review and pharmacy units.

‘The Act provides that o any managed care contract for mental health or substance abuse services entered into or extended hy
DHS on or alter July |, 2001, the request for proposals shall provide tor coverage of dual diagnosts mental health and substance
abuse treatment provided by the State Mental Health Institute at Mount Pleasant. Additionally, o the extent possible, DHS ix
to amend any such contraet existing on July 1, 2001, to provide for such coverage.

STATE SUPPLEMENTARY ASSISTANCE (SSA). The Act decreases this appropriation compared with the previous liscal vear.
The Act directs DHS 10 1ncrease the personal needs allowance of residential care facility residents at the same pereentage and at
the same ume the federal benefils are increased. The Act authorizes DHS to take necessary actions to ensure that {ederal
requireinenty are met and authorizes the ansfer of monevs from the MA Program it projections indicate that the wnount
appropnated for S5A 15 nsufficient and the funds proposed 1o be transferred are in excess of the funds necessary for the MA
Program. The Act also avthorizes DHS to use up to $75,000 for a rent subsidy program for certain adults who arc receiving
assistance under an MA home and community-based services warver and who were discharged from a medical institution in
which they resided or were at risk of instunional placement.

CIHILD CARE ASSISTANCE. This appropnation maintains the carrent level of funding trom the State General Fund tor ¢hild
care assistance. However, the TANF appropriation is significantly increased. The appropriation provides funding for the State
Chuld Care Assistanee Program and child day care resource and referral services. The Act requires DHS to use moneys deposited
in the Child Care Credit Fund for the State Child Care Assistance Program.

JUVENILE INSTITUTIONS. The Act makes appropriations to the [owa Juvenile Home at Toledo and the State Training School
at Etdora. The appropriation 10 the State Trainiag School at Eldors continues the limitation on the population levels to the
population gurdehines established in 1990 as adjusted for additional beds developed at the institutions and provides for usc of
funds appropriated tor grants for adolescent pregnancy prevention services.

CHILD AND FAMILY SERVICES. The Act decreases this appropriation compared with the previous fiscal year. The Act provides
tor continuation of the funding cap for group toster care and provides that if annualizabion of a region’s cutrent expenditures
indicates (hat the regron is at nisk of exceeding its overall expenditure target by more than 5 percent, DHS and Juvenile Court
Saervices are to examine current group foster care placements o identify children who may be appropriate for termination from the
program. Disposibonal heanings are to be set for those so identificd. The prowvision relating to the expendrture targets lakes clfect
May 31, 2001, The Act limtts the amount that may be expended under the appropriation for psychiatric medical institutions for
children (PMICs) and provides that all or a partion of the moneys allocated for PMICs may be transterred to the appropriation for
medical assistance. However, S.F. 4358 {sce Children & Youth) prohibits inclusion of PMICs other than substance abuse PAIICs in
the medical assistance managed care contract withoul specific legislative authorization.

The Act allocates Tunding for 30 highly stuctured juvenile program beds (informatly known as “boot cainp” beds), and
provides thai if the authonized number of beds 15 not culized, the remainming funds may be used for group foster care The Act
provides that the statutory requirements relating to the funding cap lor group foster care, which apply to the juvenile court, are
o contmue 1o apply wstead (o the Juvenile Court Services staff. The Act directs DHS w eontinue the goal that not more than
'S pereent of children placed m federally funded foster care be ptaced for more than 24 months
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he Act authorizes DHS (0 continue decategonzation of child weifare services funding: authorizes the use of funding for
encrgeney family assistance in certain circumstances. limits funding for shelter carc scrvices; provides funding for improving
DHS saiiing of foster cave and adoption services; pruvides for adeption of admunistrative rules by DHS. in consuitation with
child welfage services providers, 10 unplement outgome-based child welfare services pilot projests: directs DHS w continue 10
make adoption presubsidy and adoption subsidy payments available at the beginning of the month for the current month and
provides thal if DHS receives any bonus or incentive payments from the federal government relating to adoption that may be
used 10 supplement state funds, the depattment shall use a specificd portion for adoption recruitment; provides that any federal
funds reccived by the state during state fiscal year 2001-2002 as a result of state funds appropriated dunng the previous state
fiscat year for a service or activity funded under the Cluld and Family Services Section are 1o be used as additional funding for
the services provided under the scction and are o remain avatlable until June 30, 2003; directs DHS and Juvenile Court
Services 10 continue to develop critena for the department regional admiristrator and chief juvenile court officer to gramt
exceplions to extend ehgibility, within the funds allocated. for intensive tracking and supervision and for supervised commu-
mty treatroent to delinquent youth beyond age 18 who are subject to relcase from an out-of-home placement; provides funding
for chnical assessment services; provides funding for protective child care assistance; provides funding for court-ordered
serviges provided to juveniles (the portion of this provision relating to determunation ot allocation of this funding among
regions takes effect May 31, 2001), eliminates special funding to reduce the number or Jength of out-of-home placemems
known as the “Wrap-Around Funding Program’; provides funding for school-based supcrvision of children adjudicated delin-
guent and directs that to the extent possible, school-bascd supervision personnel shall be prepared with training or experience
rcluting to gender-speaific programuning; directs DHS to maximize the capacity 1o draw federal funding under the tederal Title
I'V-E Program: and provides that the department mayv operate a subsidized guardianship program if the program can be operated
under a warver from the federa) government without loss of Title IV-E funds.

JUVENILE DETENTION HOME FUND. The Act creates a Juvenile Detention Home Fund consisting of funds collecied by the
lowa Department of Transportation (IDOT) at the tume 1DOT suspends, revokes or bars a person’s motor vehicle license or
nonresident operating privileges. Moncys mn the fund are 1o be used for the costs of the establishment, improvement, operation,
and mamtznance of county or muliicounty juvenile detention homes. The Act provides for distribution of the moneys i the
fund as tollows: an amount cqueal to 10 percent of the costs of the establishment, improvement, operation, and maintenance of
county or multicounty juvenie detention homes 10 the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2000, up to the amount appropriated for
cligible detention homes: $80,06K) for renewal of a grant to a county with a population between E68,000 and 175.000 for
implementalion of a county's runaway treatment plan; for grants to counties inplementing a runaway treatment plan; and the
remander for additional allecations to county or multicounty juvemlic detention homes.

CENTRAL INTAKE FOR CHILD PROTECTION. The Act appropriates $250,000 to DHS (o ¢stablish a statewide central intake
unit 1o reccive child abuse reports, if statutortly authorized by the General Assembly in the 2002 Legislauve Session,

COMMUNITY-BASFD PROGRAMS. The State General Fund appropnation is increased by the amount of funding provided for
chikd abuse prevention grants that were funded in the previous fiscal year with TANF funding. Funds are to be used to provide
adolescent pregnaney prevention grants that are broad-based, focus on abstinence, and are targeted to middle schools. The At
provides that it is the intent of the Guneral Assembly that DHS and the lowa Department of Public Health continue o idemiity
¢xisting abstinence cducaion or comnunity-hased programs that comply with the requirements of federal law to match federal
abstinence cducation funds. The Act provides moneys for child abuse prevention grants.

FAMILY SUPPORT SUBSIDY PROGRAM. The Actincreases the program funding relative to the previous fiscal vear.

MENTAL HEALTH INSTITUTES. The Act provides appropriations 10 institutes at Cherokee, Clannda, Independence, and
Mount Pleasant. The Act directs the institute at Independence to continue the 30-bed PMIC facility under the net state
budgeting approach and in 4 manner that does not expend state funds in excess of the funds appropriated or make countics
responsible Tor the costs. The Act designates the revenues attributable to PMIC beds that are to be deposited in the institute’s
account. The Act dircets the Mount Pleasaat institute to continue the dual diagnosis unit 10 provide psychiatric treatment and
substance abuse treatment simultancously on a net budgeung basis. designates the revenues attributable 10 dual disgnosis
wirich are 1o be deposited 1n the institute’s account, provides that the cost of treating a dual diagnosis is Lo be charged one half
to the patient’s county of remdence and the other half 1o the state, and specifics payment provisions retating to county payment
of dual diagnosis treatment, The Act authorizes DHS (o provide persons being discharged from an mstitute with assistance in
obtaning tederal Supplemental Sceunty Income benefits.

STATE RESQURCE CENTERS. This appropriation is an increasc for the State Resource Center at Glenwood and a decrease for
the Statc Resource Center at Woodward compared with appropriations {or the previous fiscal year. The Act directs DHS 1o
conltnue operating the state resource centers with a net State General Fund appropriation.  Subject to the approval of DHS,
revenuces atttibutable to the state resource centers for FY 2001-2002 are to be depaosited into each center’s account. and the Act
designates the funding sources that are 10 be so deposited.
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SPECIAL NLEDS GRANTS AND STATE CASES. The Act mamntains the current level of funding for the Special Needs Grants
Program. The apprepriaton for MI/DD state caxes iy decreased compared with the previous year's appropriation.

MENTAL HEALTII AND DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITIES (MI{/DD} SERVICES FUNDING. The Actincludes a pumber of
provisions affecting provision of state funding of MH/DD scervices provided by countics. including the following:

e The months in which counties recetve the property tax relief payments of approximately $90 million annually are
changed from September to July and from March te January.

¢ Under current law, the state is required to annually provide funding for the growth in county MH/DD scrvices expen-
ditures. The Act changes the amounts and the distribution of the approximately $26.5 million appropriated for growth
and the approximately $19.5 million appropriated for the MH/DD Community Services Fund. The first appropriation
1s reduced by $1.6 million and the 1otal of both appropriations 1s reduced by approximately $15.5 nullion.

* In order to spread the $15.5 million reduction among countics, the Act provides that the funding formulas for the
appropriations are applied as though the appropriations were not reduced, but then 2 withholding factor 1s applied 10
cach county's formula amount, based upon a shding scale according to the relfative size of the ending balance in the
tounty’s MIVDD services fund.

o Unless a county complies with an cxisting statutory requirement for the December | filing of the annual {inancial
statement with the state, the county 13 not eligible for any MH/DD growth or community scrvices [und distribution.

PERSONAL ASSISTANCE. This appropriation is a decrease 1n the funding level for this pilot program for adult persons with
piysical disabilitics in an urban and a rura) arca compared with the previous fiscal year. The Act prohibits the pilot project and
any federal home and community-based waiver developed under the MA Program from being implemented in a manner that
would require additional county or stale costs for assistance provided. The Act also provides that beginning July 1, 2001, new
applicants shall not be accepted and an individual receiving services as of June 30, 2001, is to continue receiving services until
the individual volunianiy leaves the project or unul a program with similar services exists,

SEXUALLY VIOLENT PREDATORS. This appropriation provides for payment of costs associated with the commitment and
treatment of sexualty violent predators. The Act also provides that $350,000 of the monceys appropnated for FY 2000-2001 for
the program that remain unexpended or unobligated at the close of that fiscal vear shall aot revert to the General Fund of the
Staie but shall rainain available in the suceeeding fiscal vear for the purposes of the program.  The proviston relating to
nonreversion of funds takes etfect May 31, 2001,

FIFLD OPERATIONS, GENERALADMINISTRATION, AND VOLUNTEERS. The appropriation for ficld operations is decreased
compared with the appropration for FY 2000-2001. The Act provides that priority in filling FTE positions shall be gaven 1o
these positions related to emld protection services and provides that the appropriation includes increasced funding of $1,212,197
o address staffing 1ssues related o child protection services.

The appropriation [or general admnstration is a decrcase compared with the prior fiscal year, The Act allocates $57.000 for the
Prevention of Disabilities Council

[he appropriation for volunteers maintains the previous fiscal year appropriation.

ADDITIONAL FEDERAL FUNDING. The Act autherizes DHS 10 pursue approval of a stale Medical Assistance Program plan
amendmentto use MA funding for targeted case management services to children at nisk of maltreatment or in need of protective
services. The Act appropriates any additional federal financial participation to DHS. Amounls in excess of 33 million may be
used for addinonal child protection staff, administeative costs, and community grants.

MEDICALASSISTANCE, STATE SUPPLEMENTARY ASSISTANCE, AND SOCIAL SERVICE PROVIDERS REIMBURSED UNDER
THE DEPARTMENT OF HUMAN SERVICES. The Act establishes reimburscment rates for social services providers. However,
see 8.F 537 and HF 740 [or increases in retmbursements to some ol these providers.

The Act provides all of the following for fiscal year 2001-2002:

»  Ruimbursement for nursing facilities shall be determined uader a case nux reimbursement system.

»  Pharmacy dispensing fess shall be reumbursed using a single rate of $5.17 per prescription or the pharmacy's usual and
customary fee, whichever is lower. The department is dirceted (o implement a series of prospective diug ctilization
revicw edits on targeted drugs to facilinaie the cost-effective use of drugs and implement the edus in a manner that does
not change the therapy or the therapeutic outcome lor the patient. Beginming October 1, 2001, the department shall
implement a state maximum allowable cost list for preseription drugs. The Governor's veto message cautions that the
short implementation period 15 very ambitious.,
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» Reimbursement rates for hospitals for inpatient and outpatient service, home health care agencics, dental services, and
community mental bealth services are to be reduced by 3 percent {from the rates i effect on June 30, 2001,

¢  DHS is required to continue the revised MA payment policy for reimbursement for costs of screcning and treatment
provided in a hospital emergency reom pursuant to the prospective payment methodology developed by DHS for
payment of outpalicnt services under the MA Program.

e Rural health clinics, hospices, independent laboratones, and acule mental hospitals reimbursement rates are o be
increased in accordance with increases under the federal MA Program or as supported by Mcedicare-audited costs.

» Federally qualificd health centers shall receive cost-based reimbursement for 100 percent of the reasonable costs of
SErviCes.

s The maximum remmbuorsement rates for PMICs shall remain at the rate in effect on June 30, 2001, bascd on per day rates
for actual costs.

e Unless otherwise speaified, all nonmstitvtional medical assistance provider reimbursement rates are reduced by 3
percent from the rates in effect on June 30, 20001, with the exception of arca cducation agencics, lacal education
agencies, infant and toddler services providers, and those providers whosc rates are required to be determined under
Code Section 249A .20, relaung 1o reimbursement of noninstitutional health providers.

e Notwithstanding Code Section 249A.20, excluding anesthesia and dental services, the average raimbursement rales
for health carc providers eligible for use of the reimbursement methodology under that section shall be reduced by 3
percent from the rate in effect on Junc 30, 2001

+  The maximum reimbursement rate for restdential care facilities shall not be less than $24.50 per day for the time period
July 1, 2001, through Dccember 31, 2001, and shall not be less than $25.14 per day for the time peniod January 1, 2002,
through June 30, 2002. The Nat reimbursement rate for facilities electing not to file cost reports is established as not
less than $17.50 per day for the time peried July 1, 2001, through December 31, 2001, and not less than $17.96 per day
for the time period January 1, 2002, through June 30, 2002.

¢  The maximum reimbursement for providers reimbursed under the in-home health-related care program shall be at least

¢  The maximum reimbursement rates for social service providers are to remain at the rates tn effect on June 30, 2001,
unless a specific exception applies.

»  The group [oster care reimbursement rate for children placed outside of the state is to be calculated in the same manaer
as is used for in-state providers, unless the Direetor of Human Services determines that care cannot be provided within
the state, and the rate must be based on the actual number of days in a calendar month.

*  The maximum reimbursement rates for rehabiliiative ircatment and support services providers arc to remain at the rates
i affect on June 30, 2001,

s The reimbursement rate for shelter care providers is 10 be calculated using a cost report and the maximum rate shall be
$83.69 per day. However, if the provider’s cost report justifies the maximum rate, but DHS would reimburse the
provider at less than that rate, DHS is to reimburse a shelter care provider at the provider's actual and allowable unit
cost, plus inflation. not to exceed the maximum rcimbursement rate.

*  The depantment is 1o calculate the reimbursement rate for intermediate care facilities for persons with mental retarda-
tion at the 30° percentile.

»  Beginning July 1, 2001, DHS 1s to set child care provider reimbursement rates bascd on the rate reimbursciment survey
completed in December 1998, The rates arc to be set in a manner so as o provide incentives for nonregistered
providers to become registercd.

¢ The department may modify reimbursement rates for providers reimbursed by the department if funding is allocated for
that purpose from the Scmor Living Trust Fund or as specified in appropriations from the Tobacco Scttlement Endow-
ment Fund (see S F. 537 and HF 740).

TRANSFER AUTHORITY. The Act pertiuts DHS to transfer funding between the following appropriations, provided the com-
bined funding is not changed: Family Investment Program, Emergency Assistance Program, child care assistance, child and
family services, field operations, general administration, and MM/MR/DD/BI community services (Jocal purchase).

FRAUD AND RECOUPMENT ACTIVITIES. The Act permits DHS to expend funds recovered through traud and recoupment
investigations o perform additional fraud investigations as fong as the additional investigations are anticipated to recover
moneys in excess of both the costs of performing the snvestigations and the amount recovered in fiscal year 1996- 1997, The Act
hmuts the number of additional investgative stalf to five.
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ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS. The Act also does all of the following:

s Provides that inoneys appropriated for the frscal year beginning July 1, 2000, for home health care services, home
health carc scrvices and habilitative day care for children with special needs, snd respile care scrvices provided
through home and community-based waiver services which are unexpended or uncncumbered at the close of the fiscal
vear shall not revert but are to remain available to be used in the succeeding fiscal year to supplement the MA
appropriation made in the Act. This provision takes cffect May 31. 2001,

s Provides that moneys appropnated for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2000, for purchase of service contract providers
which are unexpended or unencurnbered at the close of the fiscal year shall not revert but are to remain avatlable to be
used 1n the succeeding fiscal year to supplement the medical assistance appropriation made in the Act. This provision
lakes effect May 31. 2001,

e Provides for additional options for accreditation of PMICs by an accrediting organization that 15 accepiabie under
federal regulation,

*  Extends the repeal of the Prevention of Disabilities Council to July 1. 2006.

s Creates the Towa Marriage Initiative Grant Fund within the state treasury for the purposes of funding services to
support marmiage and to encourage the formation and maintenance of two-parent families that are sceure and nurturing.
Federal moncys provided to the state for the cxpress purpose of supporting marnage or two-parent famihes arc to be
aredited to the fund.

¢ Creates a Juvenile Detention Home Fund in the state treasury. The fund is to consist of funds deposited from the
collecuon of fines by the lowa Department of Transportation (IDOT) at the time [DOT suspends, revokes or bars a
serson’s motor vehicle license or nonresident operating privilege. The moneys in the fund are to be used for the costs
of the establishment, improvement, operation, and maintenance of county or multicounty juventle detention homes in
accordance with annual appropriztions made by the General Assembly from the fund.

*  Provides that the reimbursement of a retailer providing clectromic funds transfer system equipment for ransactions is
reduced from 135 cents to 7 cents for each approved transaction and provides that the reymbursement of a retaler
providing clectronic funds transfer system equipment for transacuons who makes cash disbursements 1s reduced from
i5 cents o 7 cents for cach cash disbursement transaction.

s Permits the Department of Inspections and Appeals o provide access to a single contact repository for criminal and
abuse history checks made by employers, agencies, and other persons authonized access to child abuse information
who are required by law to performm such checks.

¢  Ehminates the specificd exemption for individuals with disabilities from participation in 4 fumily investment agree-
mnent and provides for exempuon if rules adopted by the department so provide.

»  Provides that funds dertved from the scitlement with a previous fiscal agent for the MA Program are not to revert (o the
General Fund of the State but are to remain avaitable for supplementation of the program.

s Provides that funds appropriated in the previous fiscal year for the Pharmacy Case Management Program that remain
unencumbcered or unobhigated at the close of the fiscal ycar do not revert to the General Fund of the State but are to
:emain avaifable unul the close of IFY 2001-2002.

THE GOVERNOR ITEM VETOED THE FOLLOWING:

i. An appropriation of $500,000 for the Towa Marriage Initiative Grant Program.

Language requiring DHS ta report how TANF funding is used to fulfill the four purposes outlined in tederal law for

the TANF Block Grant,

3. A statement of legislative interest that the EBT Program include the capability for child care service providers to
submit billings electronically and to receive payment through clectronic funds transfer, and the capability to
include electronic verification for medical assistance cligibility, The Governor states that resources tor tnple-
mentation were not provided.

4. Language dirccting DHS to continuce the case study for outcome-based performance standards for programs

serving persons with mental retardation or other developmental disabilities. The Governor states thar this study

has been completed and delivered 1o the General Assembly.

Language directing DHS, in cooperation with the Drug Ulilization Review Commission, to review the use of

ronscdating antihistamines for children and submit & report to the Governor and the General Assembly on or

belore November 14, 2001, regarding such use and recommendations regarding application of prior autharization
requirements 1o these drugs. The Governor states that the cormmission has already reviewed these drugs and
turther review would not be productive,

5. Language dirccung DHS 1o provide a report to the Healthy and Well Kids in Towa (HAWK-1) Bourd and o the
General Assembly by January 135, 2002, specifying the actual cost reported by each partictpating insurer of
providing monthly coverage to children under the HAWK-1 Program.

=]
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Language directing DHS to seek a federal watver to permit famulies with children who are eligible for the Medic-
aid Program to eleet to parucipate under the HAWK-I Program in licu of participation in Medicard, The Act
directed DHS to implement the provision if the waiver 1s approved. The Governor states that this proposal has
bcen rejected by the federal government.

f.anguage providing that DHS is 1o recerve input from the chairpersons and ranking members of the Jount Appro-
prniations Subcommiltee on Human Services prior to extending any managed care contract for mental health or
substance abuse services.

A statement of legislauve intent that the Iowa Juveniiec Home be used only for females beginming July 1, 2002, and
dirceting DHS 10 develop service options to approprately place males who would otherwise be placed at Toledo
with an optian tor developing a child in need of assistance program for males at the State ‘Trainimg Schoot a
Eldora. The Governor states that funding was not provided to implement the change.

An allocation of funding for a parking lot project and for two additional security guard positions at Toledo.
Language requiring DHS to provide notice to the legislative branch when a juvenile institution receives a citation
regarding noncempliance with a certification or regulatory requirement.

Language authenzing DHS to adopt emergency rules regarding the qualifications for rehabilutative treatment
service providers and for implementing other recommendations for regulatory improvements.

developmental disabilities services. In addition, an implementation schedule for the pilot project and a related
immediate cffeciive date were item vetoced.

Language providing for climination of the regional office administrative level within DHS ticld operations,
beginning July 1, 2001, with transfer of esscntial staff to the county cluster offices. The language provided that
regional geographic arcas cstabhished as of July 1. 2000, would continue to be used for implementaton of other
departmental programs that utilize the regions for geographic purposes. The language also directed the Director
of Human Services 10 assign any dutics that are otherwisc designated as dutics of the regional administrator to an
appropriate person.

. Language stating legislative intent that DHS work to expand community partnerships for child protection using

the Linn County approach with funding support from the Edna McConnell Clark Foundation and federal finan-
cial participation and to secure additional federal financial participation for activities currently funded with state,
counly of coOmMMmMURILY mMOneys,

Language providing that DHS shall not implement savings reductions for general adnunistration which reduce
service funding for disability rehabilitation programs or statcwide-supporicd cmployment programs or reduce
drawdown of federal funding; requiring DHS 10 report to the Governor, the General Asscmbly, the Legislative
Fiscal Burcuu, and the Legislative Service Bureau within 30 days of the notice of future reccipt of any bonus,
incentive, or other payment that may be used to supplement state funds, and providing that it is the intent of the
General Assembly that DHS negotiate with the state of Nebraska to maximize resources, including placement of
children of Nebraska residents in an Iowa state resource center and utilization by the department and others of the
¢inld protection center in Omaha, Nebraska.

. Language directing the department to increase cfforts to collect pharmaceutical manufacturer rebates in order 10

meet the national average relative to collection of such rebates.

. A directive lor the department to implement a generic incentive patient copayment program to cncourage the

dispensing and vse of less costly pharmaccutical alternatives and providing that the copayment amnount shall be
50 cents for a generic medication and $2 for a brand-name medication,

. A directive for the department 1o review and report to specified persons regarding the disparity between the

compensation provided 10 public employecs who provide chld welfare services relative to employees of pnvate
providers with comparable qualitications or job responsibilities,

A directive for DHS to eliminate nonesséntial equipment purchases for the balance of FY 2000-2001 beginning
May 31,2001, and providing that $500,000 of the moneys appropriated for FY 2000-2001 relating to equipment
purchases that are unexpended or uncncumbered at the close of FY 2000-2001 do not revert to the General Fund
ol the State but remain available until the close of FY 2001-2002.
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HHOUSE FILE 740 - Scnior Living ‘[rust Fund Appropriations and Nursing Facility Reimbursemcent
BY COMMITTEE ONAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations from the Scnior Living Trust Fund to the Department
of Bider Affairs and Department of Human Services (DHS).

The appropriation to the Department of Elder Alffairs includes funding for development of a comprehensive Semor Living
Program, funding for reeruitment and retention strategies for certified nurse aides. and funding for strategics for dependent adult
abuse detection, trarning and services.

‘The appropriation to DHS includes funding for grants 1o provide assisted living or long-term care aliernatives; for supplemen-
tation of the Medical Assistance (Medicaid) Program appropriation and to provide funding for reimbursement of health carce
services and rent expenses provided 0 persons through the Medical Assistance (Medicaid) Home and Community-based
Scrvices Waiver Program and the State Supplementary Assistance Program; and funding for rcimbursement of nursing facility
providers under a case-mix reimburscment methodology.

The Act establishes the moditied pnice-based case-mix reimbursement formula to be used for reimbursement of nursing facilities.
‘The Act also amends Code language to allow nursing facilities that have been approved providers under Medicaid for a two-year
period, rather than the current three-year period, to apply for nursing facility conversion grants under the Senior Living Program.

The Act provides that nursing facility conversion grants awarded on or after July 1, 2001, are to provide a service delivery
package that ix affordable for individuals cligible for services under the Medical Assistance Home and Community-Based
Scrviees Watver Program applicable to @ minitnum of 40 percent of the units,

THE GOVERNOR ITEM VETOED THE FOLLOWING:

1. A provision that required the department to adopt rules, regarding the evaluation of nursing facthty conversion grant
applications recetved on or afler Julyl, 1, 2001, to give greater weight in the scoring methodology to nursing facility
conversion projects that arc primarily the renovation and remodzeling of the existing nursing facility structure relative
10 the weight given to conversion projects that are pnimarily new construction.

2. A provision that required the department, beginning July 1, 2003, in determining the nondirect care cost component

of the casc-mix retmbursement rate o apply a bed occupancy tactor of 85 percent.

A provision that allowed a nursing facility to request an exception 1o the application of a geographic wage index in

determining the case-mix adjusted component of the modified price-based case-mix reimbursement tor nursing facilities

tocated in standard metropolitan statistical area counties.

4. A provision detining “affordable™ relating to rates for payment of services for the purposes of Code Chapter 249H, the
“Scnior Living Program.”

HOUSE FILE 742 - Appropriztions — Infrastructure and Capitat Projccts

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes and modifics prior appropriations from the Rebuild lowa Infrastuuc-
tre Fund for vanous capital and other projects. These appropriations include capital projects for the depaniments of Correc-
tions, Cultural Affairs, Educauon, General Services, and Public Defense, and for the State Board of Regents and the Legislative
Counzl,

The Act appropriates funds and modifies prior appropriatons from the Environment First Fund to the departments of Agnculture
and Land Stewardship, Economuc Development, and Natural Resources. The Act appropriates $10 million from the Environ-
ment First Fund 10 the Resources Enhancement and Protection Fund in lieu of the 320 million appropriated from the General
Fund of the State.

The Act makes appropniations for various capital projects from the Tax-Exempt Bond Proceeds Restricted Capital Funds
Account of the Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund for FY 2001-2002 if the Tobacco Setdement Authority securitizes Tobaceo
Mausler Settlement Agreement payments sold to the authority pursuaat to S.F. 532 (sce Business, Banking & Insurance) and the
bond proceeds are recerved by the authority and deposited in the Tax-Exempt Bond Proceeds Restricted Capital Funds Account
on or before June 30, 2002, The Act provides that some of these appropriutions are to be made from the Rebuild Towa
Infrastructure Fund 1l they cannotl be made from the Tax-Exempt Bond Proceeds Restricted Capital Funds Account. The
appropriations include appropriations to the departments of Cormrections, Economic Development, Education, General Ser-
vices. Natural Resources, Public Defense, and Transportauon. and to the lowa State Faie Authority, lowa Telecommunications
and Technology Commissian, judicial branch. and State Board of Regents. The Act also provides for the temporary appropria-
tion of funds trom the Rebuild Iowa Infrastructure Fund for certain capital projects funded from the Tax-Exempt Bond Proceeds
Restricted Caputal Funds Account until bong proceeds are deposited into the sccount. The Rebuild lowa Infrastructure Fund is
to be rennbursed from the account upon deposit of the bond procecds in the account.
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The Act amends several Code sections as follows:

¢ Code Scction 7E.5A, 10 require state agencies, withun their five-year capital budget requests, 1o identify specific
stances where the failure to address deferred maintenance has negatively impacted the agency's ability to implement
its mission and the proposed costs for annual routine and preventive maintenance based on an industry standard of |
percent of the estimated replacement cost of the agency's facililics.

» Code Section TE.SA, to require an agency requesting state moneys for a vertical infrastructure project to actively
pursue any federal funds for which the project may be eligible and demonstrate such pursuit prior to receiving state
moneys for the project,

¢ Cidde Sections 8.57 and 99E.10, to provide that if the total amount of gambling revenues directed 10 be deposited in the
Rebuild Iowa Infrastructure Fund is insufficient o make the designated deposits into the Vision lowa Fund and the School
Infrastructure Fund, the shortfall shall be paid from lottery revenues, These provisions take effect May 29, 2601.

* Code Scetion 12.73, 10 increase the amount of moneys allocated annually to the Department of Economic Develop-
ment for administrative costs related to administration of the Vision lowa Program,

e  Code Scenons 15F.202, 15F.204 and 15F.302, to provide that financial assistance under the Community Attraction
and "Tourtsm Program, the Vision fowa Pragram, and the School Infrastructure Program shall be provided only from
funds, rights and assets lcgally available to the Vision Iowa Board. The Act also adds provisions allowing such
assistance to be in the form of credit enhancements and financing instruments and strikes provisions allowing such
assistance to be in the form of guarantees. These provisions take effect May 29, 2001.

The Act strikes provisions in Code Sections 12.74 and 12.84 providing that the state pledges 1o and agrees with the holders of
bonds or notes 1ssued under the Vision lowa or School Infrasuucture Program that the state will not it or alter the rights and
powers vested in the Vision Iowa Board or the Treasurer of State to fulfill the terms of a contract made with ruspect 1o the bonds
or notes, oF In any way impatr the rights and remedies of the holders until the bonds and notes, together wath the interest on them,
including 1micrest on paid installments of interest, are fully met and discharged. These provisions take effect May 29, 2001,

The Act creates new Code Scetions 161D.8 and 161D.13 that require the Loess Hills Development and Conservation Authority
and the Southern lowa Development and Conservation Authority, respectively, to submit annual reports on their operanions,
accomphshments, budgets, receipts, ¢xpenditures, assets and labilities, and recommendations.

The Act amends a provision in H.F. 755 to provide that any cash balance in the Groundwater Protection Fund and in any of the
accounts withun the Groundwater Protection Fund not nceded for expenditure in FY 2001-2002 shall be transferred to the
General Fungd of the State.

HOUSE FILE 746 - Cornpensation for Public Employees

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to and appropriates $61.3 nutbion from the General Fund of the State
o fund salary adjustments and related bencfits for state appointed nonelected otficers, justices, judges, magistrates, emplovees
subject 1o collective bargaining agreements, and certain noncontract employees, In addition, $9 million is appropnated from
the Unassigned Revenue Fund administered by the Jowa Comprehensive Underground Storage Tank Fund Board o the Salary
Adjustment Fund to fund salary adjusunents.

The Act also creates a Terminal Liability Health Insurance Fund o pay the expensces at the end of the current state health
insurance contract and appropriates $9 million from the Unassigned Revenue Fund administered by the fowa Comprehensive
Underground Storage Tank Fund Board to pay the state’s share of the termrinal Lability of the state health insurance contract.

The proceeds of the Salary Adjustment Fund arc to be distnbuted by the Dupartiment of Management to fund the collective
bargaining agreements authorizing a 3 percent salary increase. The salaries of justices, judges, and judicial magistrates arc
mcreased approximately 3 percent as well as the pay plans for noncontract cmployees. An cligible noncontract employee may
FECeive aslep mcrease or is equivalent.
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The Stale Board of Regents is allocated appropnatons to fund ity collective bargatning agreements and provide mernit employ-
ees not covered under a collective bargaining agreement with increases comparable to similar contract-covered employees and
faculty and (he professional scicntific employces not covered under a collective bargamning agrecment with a percentage
increase similar 1o the University of Northern lowa faculty bargaining unit.

A salary model coordinator 1s funded in the Depantment of Management 1o maintain, in conjunction with the Legislative Fiseal
Bureau, the state’s salary model.

The Act allocates funds to the Department of Revenue and Finance to reimburse state agencics for overtime paid to employees
of the patient care hargaining vnut,

The Actprovides for health insurance incentive programs for contract and noncontract employees and provides for an inceative
payment to cligible employees. The Department of Personnel is authorized to collect an administration charge of $2 per
contriact on all health insurance plans to pay the admintstative costs of state bencefit programs.

THE GOVERNOR ITEM VETOED THEFOLLOWING:

I. A sentence in new Code Section 421,46, subsection 2, which would have restricted the reimbursement received by
statc agencices for expenditures related to the payment of the health insurance plans surcharge for the terminal habihty
of the health insurance contruct for state employees 10 the amount of moneys appropriated from the General Fund ot
the State for that purposc for the fiscal year.

2. A sentence in new Code Section 421.46, subscction 3, which would have reverted any remaining halance in the
Terminal Liability Health Insurance Fund, upon total payment of the terminal hability of the existing health insurance
contract adminisiered by the Department of Personng), to the credit of the Unassigned Revenue Fund administered by
the lowa Comprehensive Underground Storage Tank Fund Board.

Division IV — Debt Service and Tobacco Fund Appropriations

Division [V makes contingent appropriations from the General Fund of the State and the Tobacco Settlememt Trust Fund for
purposes of iwition replacement debt service, and for costs relating to the Tobacco Master Scttlement Agreement, The division
includes State General Fund appropriations made 1n hiew of appropriations made for the saine purposes tn othet enacted
legistation, such as tuition replacement in S.F. 532 (see Business, Banking & Insurance) and ICN debt service in HUF 715 (see
Taxauon).

The effective date of the division 1s the cffective date of the reeeipt and deposit of
bond payments by the authority.

Division V — Miscellaneous

Division V provides for the following:

Makes psychiatric scervices provided by a licensed physician part of the medical services that may be provided under
the Volunteer Health Care Provider Progran.

3. Changes from “on November 17 to by November ™ the time for a school distnct to determine its additional enroll-
ment because of special education for purposes of the state school aid formula. The division also provides that a child
over a compulsory age who is receiving private instruction may be registered in a public school for dual enrollment
purposes and a pupil who is enrolled for dual enrollment purposes butis participating only in extracurricular activitics
shall only be counted as onc-tenth of a pupil. The division allows a school district adjacent to a newly reorganized
area cducation agency 1o join to it.

SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT, This Act provides that if a city grants more than one cable television
franchise. the terms and conditions shatl not give undue preference or advantage to the new franchi-
see and the new franchisee shall be granted the same temitory as the existing franchisec and a
reasopable amount of time to build the new system throughout the territory.

- Factory-Built Structures —— Manufactured Home Installer Certification

SEE STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act modifics the definition of a factory-butlt structute to specifi-
cally include a mobile home, manufactured home, or a modular home and provides for the centifica-
tion of manufactured home installers pursuant 1o rules of the State Building Code Comumissioner.
The commssioner may cslablish a fee for cerufication of installers,

Transfer of Structured Settlement Payment Rights — Tort and Workers® Compensation Claims
SEE CIVIL LAW, PROCEDURE & COURTADMINISTRATION. 'This Act provides requirements
and procedures for the ransfer of structured settlement payment rights for tort and workers’ compen-
sation claims.

- Credit Union Diviston Employce Compensation

SEE STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act provides that employees of the Credit Union Division of the
Department of Commerce who are appointed by the Supcrintendent of Credit Unions to examine
accounts shall be paid according to a pay plan that is substantially equivalent to that paid by the
National Credit Union Administration and other federal supervisory agencics in this arca in the
United States.

- Allocation of Income of § Corporation — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

SEE TAXATION. This bill would have increased 1o 100 percent the amount of an S corporation
distribution received by a sharcholder, which is used to pay federal income tax, and is not allocable

to lowa. However, the hill would have taken effect only if Iowa's income tax receipts for FY 200i-
2002, as estimated by the Revenue Estimatng Conference, increase by $7.9 mtlion or more. This
increase in lowa's income lax receipts must be due to the enactment of federal income tax legtslanon.

- Capital Gain Deduction for Sales of Capatal Stock — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

SEE TAXATION. This bill would have provided a deduction under the individual income tax ot 50
percent (25 percent for the 20601 tax ycar) of the capital gain from the sale or exchange of capital
stock of a corporation acquired by the taxpayer on account of employment with the corporation.
The il would have applied retroactively to January 1, 2001, for tax years beginning on or after that
date,

- Unclaimed and Abandoned Property — Business Assoctation Property

SEE STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act makes a change in the state’s Disposition of Unclaimed
Property [_.aw to provide that “property” subject to the law does not include credits, advance pay-
ments, overpayments, refunds, or credit memoranda shown on the books of a business associaton
with respect 10 another business association unless this type of property is held by a bank or finan-
cial institution.

- Transportation — Misceilancous Provisions

SEE TRANSPORTATION. Thix Act makes scveral changes relating to vehicle manufacturers. dis-
tnbutors, dealers, and franchisers.

- Real Estate Appraiser Regulation

SEE STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act makes changes relating (o the regulation of real estate
appraisers, including changing the defimtion of the term “appraisal report” to include any commu-
nication of an apprarsal, and to provide that the real estate appraiser certficate is to bear the signa-
ture or facsimile signature of the member or members of the Real Estate Appraiser Examining Board
who are designated by the board to sign the certificate.

- Termination of Agncultural Equipment Dealership Agreements — Repurchases Required of Supplicr

SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act requires a supplier of agricultural equipment who has an agricul-
tural equipment dealership agreement with a dealer of agricultural equipment to repurchase cenain
unencumbered tems from the dealer upon termination of the agreement by cancellation or nontenewal.

- Cooperative Associations — Reversion of Disbursements

SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act creales an exception to requirements that property considered
abandoned st be wrned over to the Treasurer of State, by allowing a cooperauve association to
rctain a dividend or other distribution that is considered abandoned for return to s owner or for
forfeiture to the cooperative association according to procedures as provided in the Act,

- Grain Dealer Regulation — Exceptions

SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act amends provisions regulating grain dealers by excluding limited
liability companics producing renewable fuel from regulation.

- Employee Compensation for Travel Time to and From Worksites

SEE LABOR & EMPLOYMENT. This Act provides that unless a collective bargaining agrecinent
states otherwise, employees are not entitled to compensation for the time spent traveling to and from
the worksite on transportation provided by the employer, when during that ume no work s per-
formed, the transportation is provided as a convenience for the employees, and the cmplovees are
not required by the emplover to use that means of transportation.

- Property Exempt From Execution — Retirement Plan Contributions, Earnings, and Increases in Value

SEE CIVIL LAW, PROCEDURE & COURT ADMINISTRATION. This Actrelates 1o the amount of
contrtbutions to and accumulated increases 1n the value of certain retirement plans that are exempt
from a debtor’s obhigations.

- School-to-Career Program — Miscellaneous Changes

SEE EDUCATION. This Act amends the School-to-Carcer Program.

- Income Taxauon of Foreign Corporations — Temnporary Storage of Goods

SEE TAXATION. This Act provides that a foreign corporation 1s not required to file an income tax
return of 11s only activity involves the stonng of tangible personal property in lowa for 60 consecu-

tive days or less in a warehouse located in lowa if such storage is its only activity and the stored
property 1s not delivered or shipped so as 10 be included as part of the corporation’s gross sales
within the state. The Act takes effect April 30, 2001, and applies retroactively to January 1, 2001, for
tax years beginning on or after that date.

Community Development Program — Tax Credits — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

SEE TAXATION. This hill would have cstablished a Community Development Program, adminis-
tered by the Department of Economuc Development, to provide tax incentives (o businesses that
make contnbutions to projects in communities or neighborhoods that would benefit by these projects
or make cxpenditures to provide child care benefits 1o their employees. The tax mcentives would be
in the form of tax credits of up 1o $100,000 to offset the tax liability under the individual and
corporate income taxcs, the financial institution franchisc tax, the insurance gross premiums tax,
and the credit union moneys and credits tax.

Tax Administration and Related Matters
SEE TAXATION. This Act amends various provisions of state and locad laws to do the following:

»  Allow a business that is eligible to receive benefits under the New Jobs and Income Act to
file a claim for refund of sales and use tax paid by the contractor under 2 butlding contract
within one year of the project’s completion rather than the six months previously allowed,

*  Specify that a seller of cigarettes who does not meet the definition ot aretailer or wholesaler
shall be considered a retailer for purposes of computing minimum price if the person is
engaged in the business of sclling cigarettes o a retailer or final consumer.

»  Provide that for taxation as real property, fixtures used for cooking, refngeration or freezing
of value-added agricultural products or used in the processing of such products are not
considered attached to real property. Because it is nat considered attached, the fixture 15
not taxable as rcal property. This applies retroactively to January 1, 2000, for asscssment
ycars beginning on or after that date.

- Appropriations — Human Services

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides appropriations to the Department of Human Survices
and includes provisions rclated 10 human scrvices and health care and support tor low-income
workers. ‘The Act includes continuation of the previously established AIDS/HIV Health Insurance
Premium Payment Program, maintenance of the State Children’s Health Insurance Proyram, and
chikl care subsidies for working familics.

- Tax Admunistration — Addittonal Related Matters

SEE TAXATION. This Actimposcs the state sales tax on the gross receipts from sales of bundled
services conlracts; imposes the sales lax on mobile telecommunication service, requires out-of-state
providers to collect Towa sales or use taxes on communication services provided 10 consumers
within the state; amcnds the definition of “retailer maintaining a place of business in this state™
under the state use tax to specify that it includes lessors of tangible personal property within its
terms; adds hmited liability companies to the list of businesses that are exempt from the use tax for
the transfer of vehicles subject to registration between businesses where the purpose of the transier
is to continue the business or where such transfer is made by a corporation as part of its hquidatior
to its shareholders if the shareholders retransfer the vehicles to another business owned by them for
the purpose of continuing the business of the corporation; reduces the period for assessing the
environmental protection charge or for fiking a claim for refund of an environmental protection
charge paid from five to three years; and reduces the requirement that depositors of underground
petroleum must keep records from a period of five years to a peniod of three years for purposes of the
environmental protection charge,
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SENATE FILE 102 - Charitablc Gift Annuities
BY COMMITIEE ON COMMERCE. This Act regulates charuable gift arnuttics. A charitable gift anmuty 1s a ransfer of
properly by a donor 1o a charitable organization in return for an annuity payable over one or two lives.

Specifically, the Act provides for a qualified charitable gift annuily, which is tssued by a chanitable organmization and further
delined in the federal Internal Revenue Code. The Act provides that a charitable organization must have a mintmum value of
aither $300,000 or {ive times the face amount of the total outstanding annuites n unrestricted cash, cash equivalents, or
publicly traded securniues.

The Act provides that the issuance of a quahfied charitable gift annuity does not constitute engaging in the busimess of
wsurance in this state. The Act provides that this excepuion also apptics to qualified charitable gift annuitics issucd before July
1, 2001, the effective date of the Act.

The Act provides that an agreement for a qualified charitable gift annuity executed by a charitable organization and a donor
must bein writing. The annuity agreement must include a notice to donors stating that a quahificd charitable gift annuity is not
insurance under the laws of this state and is not subject to regulation by the Insurance Commissioner or protected by an
wisurance guaranty fund or association,

The Act provides that a charitable organization that issues a qualified charitable gift annurty must file a notice with the
commissioner stating information regarding the organization and its status as a charitable organization.

Failure to comply with the new Code chapter’s requirements docs nol prevent a charitable gift annuity from constituting a
qualified charitable gift annuity, The Insurance Commissioner may send a letter 10 the organization demanding compliance
with the Code chapter requirements or establish and impose civil penaltics of not more than $1,000 for each quahfied chantable
gift annuily 1ssued until the charitable arganization complics with the requirements.

The Act provides that the Insurance Commissioner may deterimne that the issvance of an annuity docs nol comply with the
Code chapter’s requircments, and that the entity 1ssuing the annuity is subjeet to the penaltes of Code Chapters 507A (lowa
Unauthorized Insurers Act) and 507B (Insurance Trade Practices). Issuance of a quabfied charitable gt annuity does not
constitute a violation of Code Chapter 307B, rcgulating unfair or deceptive practices in the tnsuranve industry.

SENATE FILE 169 - Real Estate Transactions by Attorney in Fact — Regulation — Multiple Similar Transactions

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE. This Act provides that a person acting as attorney in fact under a duly exccuted and
acknowledged power of attorney from an owner for purposcs of authorizing the final consummation und execution of any
contract for the sale, leasing or exchange of real estate on behalf of the owner 1s subject 10 the requirements of the Code chapter
that provides for the licensure and regufation of real estate brokers and salespersons tf the person, i the regular course of a
business oparated in the nature of a property management or brokerage business, makes repeated and successive transactions of
a hike character for compensation. Currently, a person acting as attorney in fact under a duly executed and acknowledged power
ot attorney from an owner for purposes of authorizing the final consummation and execution of any contract for the sale, leasing
or exchange of real estate 1s exempt from those requircments,

SENATE FILE 258 - Tobacco Settlement Authority — Extension of Time
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act provides for the extension of the existence of the Tobacco Settlement Authorsty
Act, Code Chapter 12E, until December 31, 2001. The Act takes effect March 1, 2001,

However, S.F. 332 repeals the scction amended in this Act that extends the existence of the authority to December 31, 2001,
eliminating the provision that would end the existence of the aathority on a certain date.

SENATE FILE 276 - Licensure of Insurance Producers — Deregulation of Legal Expense Insurance
BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE. This Act creates new Code Chapler 5228B. relating to the licensing of persons acting as
tnsurance producers, and makes certain changes to other statutes that relate to insurance producers and agents.

New Code Scction 522B 1 provides definitions for the new chapler. including “business entity,” “commissioner,” “home state,”
“insurance,” Umnsurance consubtant.” “insurance producer.” “insurer,” “license,” “limited lines tnsurance,” “limited lines pro-

o s

producer database,” “sell.” “solicit,” “rerminate,” “uniform application,” and “uniform business

oy

Jucer,” "negotiate,” Uperson,
ety apphication”
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The Act creates new Code Section 522B 2. which prohibits a person from selling, soliciting or negotiating insurance in this state
for any linc of insurance unless the person 1s Heensed as an insurance producer. Also requited to be licensed are persons who
offer to the public for a fee or commission any advice, counscl or service with respect to the benefits, advantages or disadvan-
tages promised under a policy of insurance.

New Code Section 522B 3 states that nothing 1n the chapter should be construed 1o requite an insurer 10 obtain an nsurance
producer license, and provides a bist of persons who are exempt from the licensure requircments.

New Code Section 522B .4 provides that an applicant (or an insurance producer license must pass a written examination, unless
previouslv licensed in another junsdiction, as provided in pew Code Section 522B.8. The Commussioner of Insurance 1s
authorized to adopt rules related 1o development and conduct of the examination, and may make arrangements for administer-
ing exaimnations and collecting fees. A person applying for the examination shall remit a nonrefundable fee and must reapply
for the examination if the person fails to appear, pass or remit all required fees and forms.

New Code Section 5228 5 provides that a person applying for a resident insurance producer license must be at least 18, not have
committed any act that is a ground for denial, suspension or revocation as set forth in new Code Section 522B.11, pay a $50
licensc Iee, pass the cxaminations for the lines for which the person has applied, and have the requisite characier and compe-
lence to receive a license as an insurance producer. A business cnlity may also obtain an insurance producer hicense by
completing an application, paying the appropnate fecs, and designating a licensed produccr as responsible for the entity’s
compliance with siate insurance laws and rules,

New Code Section 522B.6 provides that a license that is valid for three years and. so long as it is not suspended or revoked,
remains in ctfect as long as all requared fees are paid and continutng cducation requirements are met. Special provisions apply
for iate renewals and renewals affected by military service. The licensce must inform the commissioner of 2 change of address
withtn 30 days or be subject to penalty. The commissioner may contract with a nongovernmental entity to perform nunistenial
functions related to the licensing procedures,

An ansurance producer may qualify for a heense in one or more of the following lines of authority: (1) hte, including
endowmenis, anpuitics, accident, and death benefits: (2) accident and health or sickness insurance, including bodily njury,
accidental death, and disatibty; (3) property; (4) casualty, including death, injury, disability, or damage to property; (5)
vartable life and variable annuity products; (6) personal hines property and casualty insurance sold to individuals and familics
primarily for noncommercial purposes; (7) excess and surplus hines insurance provided by certain nonadmitied insurers; (8)
credet insurance, including credit life, disabulity, property, unempioyment, mortgage life, mortgage guarantee, mortgage dis-
ability, and guaranteed automobile protection insurance; and (9) any other line of insurance permitted under state law or by
rule,

New Code Section 322B.7 relates fo licensing for nonresidents. A nonresident producer license is issued if the person ix
licensed in good standing in the person’s home state, has submitted the request and paid the fees for licensure, hag submitied the
application submitted in the person’s home state or a uniform applicalion, and the person’s home state awards nonrestdent
licenses on the same basis. Notwithstanding any other provision of the chapter, a person licenscd as a limited lines producer in
the person’s home state shall reccive a nonresident limited lines insurance producer license granting the same scope of authority
as in the home state, upon application and payment of fees as previously described.

New Code Scetion 522B .8 provides that an individual who was previously licensed for the same lines of authority in another
state shall not be required to complete an examination if the person 1s currently licensed in the other state or if the request for
licensure 15 within 90 days of cancellation and the applicant was in good standing. Application to become a resident Licensce
in thrs state must be made within 90 days of cstablishing legal residency.

New Code Scetion 522B.9 requires an insurance producer deing business under any name other than the insurance producer’s
legal name to notify the commissioner prior to ustng the assumed name.

New Code Section 522B.10 allows the commissioner to issuc a temporary insurance produccr hicense for up to 180 days without
an examination, if necessary, in certan cases specified in the Code section. The commissioner may by order limit the authority
of a temporary licensee as necessary 1o protect insureds and the public, and may require the temporary ticensee to have a spopsor
who assumes responsibihity for 4l acts of the temporary licensee. The commissioner may also revoke a temporary license if the
public interest or that of insureds is endangered,

New Code Sceuon 322B .11 addresses dental, nonrenewal and revocation of licenses. The commissioner may place on probation,
suspend, revoke, or refuse 1o 155ue or renew a license or may levy a civil penalty for one or more of the following: (1) providing
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meaorrect, misleading, incomplete, or matenally untrue information 1n the hieense apphication; (2) violating any wnsurance laws, or
any regulation, subpocna or order of the commissioner of this or another state; (3) oblaining or altempting 1o obtain a license
through misrepresentation or frand; (4) improperly withholding. misappropnating or converling any moncys or properues re-
ceived in the course of doing insurance business, (5) tntentonally musrepresenting the termis of an actual or proposed insurance
contract or application for insurance; (6) having been convicted of a felony; (7) having admitted or been found to have comnutted
any unfair insurance rade practice or fraud; (8) using fraudulent, coercive or dishonest pracuces, or demonstrating incompetence,
untrustworthiness, or financial irresponsibility in the conduct of business in this state or elsewhere; (9) haviag an insurance
producer license or its equivalent denied, suspended or revoked in any other state, province, distnct, or temtory; (10} forging
another’s name 1o an application for insurance or to any document related to an insurance transaction; (11) improperly using notcs
or any other reference matenal to complete an examination for an insurance license; (12) knowingly accepting insurance business
from an individual who ts not heensed; (13) failing to comply with an administrative or court order unposing, a child support
obligation; (14) farling 10 comply with an administrative or court order related 1o repayment of loans to the College Student Aid
Commuission: (15) failing to pay state income tax or comply with any administrative or court order dirccting payment of state
mcome tax; and (16) failing or refusing to cooperate in an investigation by the commissioner.

The commussioner shall notify a person in writing of the reason for the nonrenewal of the license or denial of the apphication.
The licensee or applicant may request a hearing. The license of a business enlity may be suspended, revoked or refused if the
commissioner finds, after hearing, that an individual licensce's violation was known or should have been known and was not
reported to the commssioner, and corrective action was not taken, A person may also be subject to civil penalty.

New Code Section 522B.12 addresscs commissions, and provides that an insurer or producer shall not pay a commission or
other consideration for selling msurance if a person is required to be leensed and 1s not licensed. A person is prohibited from
accepuny a commission for selling insurance if the person is required to be licensed and 15 not licensed. Renewal comtissions
can be pard if the person was licensed al the time of the sale. An insurer or producer may assign a commission (0 an insurance
agency or to a person who docs not scll insurance, unless the payment would violate Code Chapter 507B, “Insurance Trade
Practices.” or Code Scetion 515,130, relating to prohibited rebates.

New Code Section 522B.13 requires that an insurance producer who acts as an agent of an insurer must be appointed by that
msurer, A business entity i1s not required to be appointed. The appointing insurer must file a notice of appointment within 30
days from the date of the agency contract, and shall pay an appointment fee and renewal appointment fees for cach insurance
producer appotnted,

New Code Section 322B.14 requires an insurer that terminates the appointment relationship with an insurance producer 1o
notfy the commissioner within 30 days of the effective date of the terrmnation. The insurer may be obhigated to report certain
other informanen known about the producer o the commissioner. The msurancee producer may file written comments concem-
ing the substance of the insurer’s notification, which shall become part of the commissioner’s record. The Act provides that a
civil cause of action shall not arise against (he regulatory and enforcement agencies in the absence of actual mahee as a result
of any statement of informanon provided pursuant to this Code section. An insurer or produccer that fails to report as reyquired,
or s found to have reported with actual mahice by a court, may have its license or certificate of authority revoked after notice and
hearing, or may be fined.

Documents and other information in the possession of the Insurance Division of the Department of Commerce are considered
confidential records not subject to subpoena or civil discovery, and the commissioner and other persons who received the
documents and other information are not required to testify in any civil action, The commissioner may share documents and
other information with other state and federal regulatory agencies, law enforcement authonties, and the National Association of
Insurance Comimissioners, provided that confidentality is maintained. Waiver shall not occur as a result of any diselosurc.

New Code Scction 5228 15 addresses reciprocity requirements for license applicants holding licenses in another state, includ-
ing when continurng cducation requirements are considered satistied.

New Code Section 322B.16 requires an insurance producer 1o report to the commissioner any administrative action taken
against the producer in another junisdiction or by another governinental agency within 30 days of the final disposition, and 10
report any criminal prosecution within 30 days of the initial pretrial hearing date, including any complaint filed and any other
relevant legal documents,

New Code Section 522B 17 provides that an insurer or producer who, after hearing, 1s found to have violated Code Chapier
522B inay be assessed a eivil penalty pursuant to Code Chapter 507B. A person who sells insurance without proper licensing
:3 subject to penalty according 10 the provisions of Code Chapter S07A, which provides for cease and desist orders and civil
penalties for violations of those orders.
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New Code Section 522818 provides that the comnussioner may adopt rules as necessary 1o carry oul the purpases of the chapter.

The Act repeals Code Chapter 522, relating to the licensing of agenls, and Code Chapler 523F, relating to legal capense
msurance.

The Act takes cffect January 1, 2002,

SENATE FILE 452 - Uniform Prescription Drug Information Cards

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE. This Act rcquires the 1ssuance of a uniform prescription drug card or technology by
providers of third-party payment or prepayment of preseription drug expenses. The Commussioner of Insurance is directed to
adopt rules for the uniform prescription drug information card or other wehnology applicable 1o those entities subject to
regulation by the commissioner, and the Director of Public Health is to adopt rules for the uniform prescription drug information
card or other leehnology applicable o organized delivery systems. The Act specifies the content and the forinat of the card. The
untform card or other technology is to be issued upon enroliment and reissued upon any change in the insured’s coverage that
unpacts ata on the card or other technology. The Act directs the comnussioner to review the Nauonal Council for Preseription
Drug Programs Implementation Guide or successor document on ap ongoing basis to determine changes and further directs the
commisstoner 1o madify or adopt rules determined appropnate.

‘The Act provides that the card or other technology may be used tor any health insurance or health bencfits coverage and that a
provider need not 1ssue a scparate card or other technology for preseription drug benehits if the card or othor technology can
accotninodate the infortnation necessary to process claims.

The Act specifies exemptions to the requirements of the Act. The Act applics to a heaith insurance or health benefits policy or
contract issucd and delivered, amended or renewed on or after July 1, 2003. The Act directs the commissioner to enforce the Act,

SENATE FILE 473 - Industries, Transactions, and Persons Regulated by Commissioner of Insurance
BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE. This Act relates to industnes under the jurisdiction of the Commissioner of Insurance,
including the regulation of secunties and of funcral merchandise and tuneral services.

SECURITIES REGULATION. The Act amends a number of provisions in Code Chapter 502 regulating the sale of securities,
wicluding the following:

e Codc Section 502,102, by amending a number of definitions, including the term “agent,” by creating a condition for
an exception to the term based on a person’s failure 1o receive remuncration paid for solicitation. The Act amends the
defimtion of “security™ by providing that the term includes investment or ownership interest descrnibed in the scction
regardless of whether it 15 evidenced by a written instrument.

»  Code Secuon 502.203, by creating additional exceptions from requirements for the registration of sccurities and filing
prospectus or sales literature, based on securitics that are exempt from registration under the federal Securities Act of
1933

+  Code Scction 502.207A, by climinating provisions allowing the commissioner to 1ssue a stop order for small issuers
under certain conditions.

e Code Scctien 502.302, by providing that that a person required to be licensed under the chapter (e.g., a broker-dealer.
ivestment advisor, of agent) who ohtains an initial or renewal license with an organization designated by the commis-
sianer must pay any reasonable costs charged by the designee for processing the filings. The Act also amends
provisions establishing {ces, including by decreasing the filing fee for investment advisers,

+  Codc Section 502,304, by providing that 2 disciplinary order or action may be taken against a registrant or a person
teprescnting the registrant for a violation of the law of a foreign jurisdiction governing the business ol insurance in the
same manner as the business of securities or banking.

¢ Code Scetion 502,304, by adding 10 the list of grounds for the denial, revocation, suspension, and withdrawal of
registralion to tnclude a ceasc and desist order issued by the federal Securities and Exchange Comimission or another
state. The Actincreases the maximum civil penalties for violations of the section and increases the penalty ceiling that
applics to a single proceeding.

e Code Scetion 502.603, by rewriting provisions Tequiring a person to attend and testfy or produce evidence in an
admintstrative proceeding notwithstanding a claim based on selt-incrimination in a criminal proceeding.

» Code Section 502.604, by providing for the imposition of a civil penalty upon a person who is tn violation of a
provision in the chapiter, a rulc adopted, or an order issucd under the chapter,

s (ode Section 502.605, by climinating a requisite element of knowledge by a person who willfully violates a provision
of the chapter punishable as a felony. The Act also provides that a defendant has the burden of going forward 1n a
cruninal proceeding 1o prove a claim based on an exemption, cxception, exclusion under a definition, or a precmption.
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The Act ercates 1 new Code Section 502 604 B, authorizing the Secunties Bureau to cooperate with law enforcement agencics.
including agences conducting criminal invesiigatons,

The Act repeals Code Secuon 502.2078, a section that requires the Dircctor of Revenue and Finance and the commissioner to
filc reperts with the General Asscmbly regarding the expedited filing by registration systen.

FUNFERAL MERCHANDISE AND FUNERAL SERVICES REGULATION. The Acts repeals Code Chapter 523A, relating to
tuncral scrvices and merchandise, and Code Chapter 523E, relating to cemetery merchandise, and combines the subject matter
of thosc chapters 1 new Code Chapter 523A. The Act also substantially amends the provisions.

Subchapter 1 provides introductory provisions. Code Sections 5234101 and 523A.102 provide the chapter's short title and
defimtions, including key terms such as “beneficiary,” “burial account,” “cemetery merchandise,” “credit sale” “delivery,”
“funcral merchandise,” “funcral services,” “nonguaranteed,” “provider,” “purchase agreement,” “purchase price,” “purchaser,”
“selter.” and “1otal purchase price.” A purchase agreement is an agreement to furnish cemetery merchandise, funeral merchan-
dise, or funeral services when performance or dehivery may be more than 120 days following payment on the account.
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Subchapter 2 provides for the establishment of trusts, deposit, and iavestment requirements. Code Scetions 523A.201 through
523A.205 pravide for the establishment of a trust fund; condiuons for administering the fund and for the pavment of refunds to
purchasers in the cvent that a scller ceuses doing business; require scheduled payments in the fund; provide for the management
of the fund by a financial institution: provide reporting requirements for an establishment that advertises or sclis cemetery
merchandise, funeral merchandise, or funeral services and reporting requirements for financial institutions serving as a trusiee;
and authorize the commissioner to conduct audits of establishments and inspect relevant records,

Subchapter 3 provides for the dishursement of burial account funds, burial trust funds, and insurance or annuity proceeds. Code
Sections 523A 301 through 523A.303 provide relevant definitions for the subchapter; require the identification of a provider
of cemctery or funcral merchandise and funeral services; and provide for the disbursement of moneys from an irevocable bursal
trust fund or from the proceeds of an insurance policy or annuily made payable to a seller or provider.

Subchapter 4 provides for trusiing alternatives, Code Seetions 323A.401 through 523A 405 provide for purchase agrecments
haanced by insurance proceeds, annuty proceeds, or certificates of deposit, provide for merchandise delivered to a purchascr
or warchoused: provide that trust requirements do not apply to payments for cuter bunal containers made of polystyrene or
polypropylene or cemetery merchandise delivered to a purchaser or stored in an independent third-party storage facility;
provide that lawn crypts may be dehvered in liew of trusting; place a number of conditions upon the delivery of cemerery and
funeral merchandise to a purchaser or to be warchoused, and provide that a scller may [ile a surety bond with the commissioner
in hicu of complying with the trusting requirements, subject 10 a number of conditions necessary to ensure the integnty of the
securitly.

Suhchapter 5 provides permit requirements for sellers of cemetery or funeral merchandise or funeral services. Code Sections
323A.501 through 523A.503 provide permit requirements for persons regulated by the chapter such as establishinents or
persons advertising or sciling cemetery or tuneral merchandise or funeral services, including procedures for application and
approval or denial by the cominissioner; and authorize the commissioner to deny a permit application or 1o suspend or revoke
a permit issued under the chapter based on 2 number of grounds. including a fraudulent act, the violation of state or tederal Jaw,
insolvency, or the avoidance of rusting requirements.

Subchapter 6 provides Tor purchase agreement requirements. Code Sections 523A.601 and 523 A 602 provide stylistic require-
mnents for purchase agreements (¢.g., that they be written i a clear understandable language and using a certain font and type
size). require that purchase agreements contatn major terms and conditions; and grant purchaser rights of recision, cancellation
and refund.

Subchapter 7 provides lor fraudulent practices, Code Sections 523A.701 though 523A.703 prohrbit making false or misleading
statements under the chapter, prohibit a seller from representing that the cominissioner has approved the seller; and list a
number ot grounds consututing a fraudulent practice, including violations of the chapter.

Subchapter 8 provides for the administration and coforcement of the chapter by the commissioner. Cede Sections 523A 801
through 523A.812 provide general enforcement authortty to the commissioner; provide for the scope of the chapter, which
covers any advertisement, sale, promotion, or offer made to furmish upon the future death of a person identified 1n a purchase
agreement, cemetery or funeral merchandise, or funcral services; authorize the commissioner to make public or private investu-
gatlons; require a person regulated under the chapier 1o cooperate with the commissioner and keep businuss records: authorize
the comuussioner to compel compliance, including by obtaining subpoenas, provide for mediation of disputes mvolving
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purchase agreements, issuc cease and desist orders, and bring actions in the district court in order to obtain tnjunctive relief;
authorize 2 court to award inpunctive relief, order the revocation or suspension of a permit, and order the production of records;
provide that a violation of the chapter is a fraudulent practice: authorize the commissioner to cooperate with governmental law
enforcement agencies; authonzc the commissioner to adopt rules and 1ssue orders; require a person regulated under the chapter
10 file relavant documents with the commissioner; authorize the commissioner or Attorney General to apply to the district court
to catablish a receivership for a selle’s business: authorize the commussioner to create an {nsurance Division Regulatory Fund
in order to pay for administration of the chapter, and provide for the revocaton or suspension of a license tssued by the Board
of Mortuary Science Examiners.

Subchaprer 9 provides for liquidation procedures. Code Seetions 523A.901 and 523A.902 provide grounds for liquidaton;
provide for the appointment of the commuissioner as liquidator and provide for the commussioner’s powers and duties; provide
limzitations on liability, require the isting of the failed business’s assets, prohibit the fraudulent transfer of assets and provide for
voidable preferences and licns; require the filing and verification of claims; provide for the prionity of distribution and for the
distribution of asscts; provide for the termination of procecdings: and require the auditing of the Hquidator’s books.

EFFECTIVE DATE ~ REGUIATION OF INSURANCE COMPANIES. The Act amends S.F. 300, as passcd by the General
Assembly, relating to insurance, by addressing the operation and regulation of 1nsurance companies, mutual insurance associa-
tions, the fowa Insurance Guaranty Association, and other insurance or risk-assuming entitics. The Act amends Code Scction
5078 4. providing tor unfair methods of competition and untair or deceptive acts or practices, by amending provisions requir-
ing a good faith effort to effectuate prompt, fair and equitable settlements of claims. The Act makes the provision cifective
January 1, 2002.

SENATE FILE 500 - Insurance Regulation
BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE. This Act makes changes to various insurance-related provisions throughout the Code.

The Act amends Code Scetion 8711 to provide that a political subdivision, including a city, county, community college, or
school corporation, that is sclt-insured for workers™ compensation is not required to submit a plan or program to the Commus-
stoncr of Insurance for review and approval. Current Code language requires employers to furnish certain proof of solvency and
abiiity to pay (0 be exempted from workers’ compensation insurance requirements.

Effective January 1, 2002, the Act repeals Code Section 432.12, regarding the premium tax credit for employer-sponsored
health plar premium credit.

The Act deletes the requirement 1in Code Section SOS.11 for the commissioner (o cerufy to the Department of Revenue and
Finance the amount of credit to be applied on future taxes due from a company that has overpaid amounts due to the state. and
10 notify the company of the amount. Current Code language gives the conunissioner the power to refund the overpayment or
apply 1t 1o current ot luture amounts due.

The Act amends Code Section 507.10 regarding the filing by the examiner of a verificd written report of examination by
deleting the words “under oath.”

The Act deletes a provision in Code Section 507A .4 relating to unawthorized insurers, which ¢xempts from that Code chapter
any hife insurance company organized and operated for the purpose of aiding educational or scientific institutions organized
and operated without profit to any private sharcholder or individual by issuing insurance and annuily contracts, This provision
takes cffect Janvary 1, 2002

The Act amcnds an unfair claim settlement practice in Code Section 507B.4 10 include expressly a reference to another Code
subsecuion on the pavment of mierest added by this Act. and adds an additional unfair claim settlement practice relating to the
audit of health care claims. The Act adds an unfair practice relating to the payment of interest on health insurance claims an
msurer farls to tuncly accept. This provision takes cffect January 1, 2602,

The Act adds new Code Section 3(07B.4A, specifying a person’s duty to respond timely to inquinies from the commissioncr and
a health insurer’s duty to accept and pay or deny aclean claim, as defined by the new Code scetion. These provisions, and Code
secrions amended to refer 1o this new Code section, take effect January 1, 2002,

The Act sirikes paragraphs in Code Section 513B 4 rclated to certain outdated restrictions on premiums, and strikes a subsection
pertaining 10 prenyuin rates variances for certain plans. The Act deletes the requirement in Code Scetion 513B.10 for a carrier
or organized delivery systom to otfer healih insurance coverage that constitutes a basic bealth benefit plan and a s1andard health
benefit plan. The Act strikes a paragraph from Code Scetion 513B.13 dealing with imitial appointuncents to the board for the
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Small Employer Carrier Reinsurance Program. The Act repeals Cade Scetion S13B. 14, regarding basic and standard health
benefit plan standards; Code Sections 513B.16 and 513B.18, applicability provisions relaung to basic and standard health
benefit plans; Code Section S13B.17A, regarding adoption of rules relating to restoration of small group health coverage; and
Code Sections 513B.31 through 513B.43. relating to basic benefrt coverage for small groups. Changes o Code Chapter 513B
take effect January 1, 2002,

The Act modifies the language used in Code Section 514F.1 for the definition of “health insurance coverage”

The Act adds new Code Section 514134, which requires notice of the avatlability of the internal appeal tnechanism to be
provided when a claun 1s demied, and notice of the external review process when a coverage decision is made. The Act amends
terims used 1n Code Section 514]J.5 relating to certificanon of a request for external review, and adds a paragraph relating to
wiitten notification of reasons for certification. The Act strikes existing Code Section 514).7. relating to critena for the external
review process, and inserts a new criteria section that reorganizes certain current provisions and contains a more detaled
process. The Act adds new Code Section 5141.15 10 provide that a carrier who fails to comply with the provisions of Code
Chapter 514J relating to the external review process, or related administrative rules, 1 subject to penaluies provided under Code
Chapter 507B relating to insurance trade practices.

The Act amends Code Section 515,35, to permut investments of up to 5 percent of the admitted assets of an insurance company
other than a lifc msuarance company, instead of 2 percent. The Act amends Code Section 513.51 to provide that all policies or
contiacts of tnsurance except surety bonds may be entered into with or without the seal of the company. The Act repeals Code
Section 15 122, relating to required compounents of advertising by agents for insurance other than life insurance.

The Act adds restdual value as a type of insurance coverage exciuded [rom the scope of Code Chapter 515B, titled “Insurance
Guoaranty Association”” The Act amends Code Section 515B.5 to specify that the Iowa Insurance Guaranty Association is not
obligated to pay an amnount in excess of the pohicy limutations of the insolvent tnsurer, regardless of whether the claim is based
m contract or tort. The Act strikes current Code Section 515B.16. regarding actions against the Insurance Guaranty Association,
and inserts revised language, including a provision that specifies that the Polk County District Court has exclusive jurisdiction
and venue of such actions,

The Act creates new Code Section 515F4A to provide a standard for judging the reasonableness of premiums charged to
benetits provided under a credit personal property insurance policy. This provision takes cffect fanuary 1, 2002

The Act amends Code Sections 518,23 and 518A 29 by deleting references to certified or registered mail, and specifying that a
certificate of matling constitutes proof of receipt of cancelfation or nonrenewal of policies by a county mutual insurance
a¥sOCI1AUON OF a state mutual insurance assacianon, respectively.

SENATE FILE 532 - Tobacco Scttlement Program — Miscellancons Changes

BY COVMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides for sccuritization of funding from the Tobacco Master Scttiement
Agreement. The Act atmends Code Chapter 12E, relating to the Tobacco Settlement Authority, to provide for implementation of
the program plan submitted by the Tobacco Settlement Authority to the Legislative Council and the Executive Council to
provide a secure and stable source of funding for the purposes designated in Code Section 12.65, which cstablishes the Tobacco
Scttlement Endowment Fund, which is renamed by the Act as the Healthy Towans Tobacco Trust. The Act directs the authonity
ta sell tax-exempt bonds in speeificd amounts o be used for capital projects, certain debt service, and payment of attorney fees
related to the Tobaceo Master Scttlement Agreement. The Act also authorizes the authority to issuc taxable bonds or tax-exempt
bonds to provide additional proceeds to be used for the purposes specified in Code Section 12.65.

The Act provides that the state reserves the night to alter, amend, repeal, or otherwise change the swucture, organization,
programs, of acuvities of the authonty, except that no law is to be enacted that impairs any obligation made under a sales
agreement or contract which would contravene constitutional provisions.

The Act amends the sccuon of Code Chapter 12E relating to the Tobaceo Settlement Trust Fund to provide for two separate
accounts within the fund. The net proceeds of the lax-exempt bonds are to be deposited in the Tax-Exempt Bond Proceeds
Resuicted Capital Funds Account 1o be used 1o fund capital projects, certain debt service, and payment of attomey fees refated o
the Tobacco Master Settlement Agrecment. The net proceeds of any taxable bonds or tax-exempt bonds 1ssued to provide funds for
the purposes specified in Code Secuon 12.65, any poruon of the state’s share which is not sold to the authority, and any other
moncys appropriated by the state lor deposit in the account are 10 be deposited io the Endowment for lowa’s Health Account.

The Act provides for a transfer of $35 mulhion from the Endowment for lowa’s Health Account to the Hualthy [owans Tobaceo
Trast for FY 2001-2002. For the fiscal year beginnng July 1. 2002, and annually thereafter. a transfer of $55 milhon plus an
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inflatiorary factor of 1.5 percent of the amount transferred in the previous vear is required to be transferred from the Fndowment
for lowa’s [Health Account 10 the Healthy lowans Tobacco Trust,

Moncys transterred from the Endowment for lowa’s Health Accoent and appropnated or transterred from any other source are to
be deposited 1n the Healthy lowans Tobacco Trust to be used in accordance with appropriations made from the Healthy lowans
Tobacco Trust for purposes related to health care, substance abuse treatment and enforcement, tobacca use prevention and
control, and other purposes refated to the needs of children, adults and families in the state. The Act climinates the Savings
Account for Healthy lowans within the wust.

The Act provides that until the sale of the portion of the state’s share is effective, the state’s share is to be deposited in the Healthy
fowans Tobacco Trust. Upon the cffective date of the sale, the state’s share is 10 be ransferred or deposited in accordance with
the sales agreement and Code Chapter 12E.

The Act takes effect May 29, 2001.

HOUSEFILE 222 - Bank Offices and Branches
BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE AND REGULATION. This Act allows banks in Iowa to establish addiuonal bank offices
in two phases.

‘The first phase provides that, notwithstanding other restrictions tn Code Chapter 524 to the contrary and subject to approval by the
supertntendent, a state bank can establish up to three bank offices at any location in Iowa in addition o the bank olfices that can
be established pursuant to Code Chapter 324. A branch of an out-of-slate national or state bank is also permitted to establish up o
three bank offices at any locution in lowa in addition 1o the bank offices that may be established under Code Chapter 524, provided
that no more than a total of three such bank offices may be established by all branches, collectively, of an out-of-state bank.

In a related actton, the Act provides that a bank that ix converted to a principal place of business or o a bank office of a united
community bank duc o merger or consolidation after January 1, 2001, may cstablish the number of additional bank offices 1t
would have been cntitled 1o establish under Code Section 524.1202 prior to the merger or conselidation,

The Act also divides Code Section 524.1203 into subscetions and deletes an outdated reference restricting interstate meypey
transactuons under 12 U S.C § 183 1(u) prior to June 1, 1997,

The second phase of the Act takes effect on July 1, 2004. Atthat ume, Code Scction 5241201 is amended to provide that a state
bank may establish any number of bank offices at any location in the state, subject to the approval and regulation of the
supcrintendent. In a related action, Code Sections 524.1202 and 5241213 (relating to united community bank offices) arc
repealed at that ime. Code Section 534214 1s amended to delete a provision relating to the restnictions on the number of offices
a bank may establish.

‘The Act takes cftect February 21, 2001,

HOUSE FILE 269 - Sccurcd Consumecer Loans for Motor Vehicles — Balloon Payments

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE AND REGULATION. This Act amends the Iowa Consumer Credit Code to eactude
consumer loans sccured by a certificate of title in a motor vehicle from the night to refinance the balloon payment without
penalty and at terms no less favorable than the original loan transaction.

HOUSE FILE 286 - Cooperative Associations — Members, Nonmembers, and Memberships — Fictitious Names

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE AND REGULATION. This Act amends a number of provisions in Code Chapter 499
providing for business associations (referred to as “associatons™). including cooperative associations, organized under the
chapter. The Act amends the following sections:

* Codc Section 499.3, which provides for dealing with nonmembers, The Act ehiminates a provision limiting the
arnount of business that ap association may do with a nonmember, bul provides that the association may elect 10 limit
its business dealings with nonmembers,

¢ Code Scction 499 4, which provides for the use of the term “cooperative ™ The Act provides that the chapier does not
control the use of fictitious names, but requires a cooperative association o file a copy of the resolution adopting the
ficutious name with the Secretary of State. The language is based on similar provisions governing names for pastner-
shups (Code Section 487.102), corporations (Code section 490.401), himited hability compames (Code Section
490A.401), and nonprofit corporations (Code Section 504A.6).

s Code Section 499.14, which provides for membership 1n nonstock assoctations. The Act provides that a coopetative
asxaciation 1s not required 1o charge an issuing price for such memberships.
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¢ Code Scction 499.16, which provides for subsenptions for common siock or membership in a cooperative associaton and
subscribers” nights, The Act provides that an association is not required to charge for common stock or mesbership.

The Act takes effect March 14, 2001.

HOUSE FILE 325 - Regulation of Multiple Employer Welfare Arrangements
BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE AND REGULATION. This Act refates to regulation of muluple cmployer welfare arrange-
ments { MEWASs) by the Commussioner of Insurance.

The Act repeals the sunset repeal date of July 1, 2001, thereby making regulation of MEWAS no longer subject 1o sunset,

The Act also amends Code Section 5G7A.4, subsection 10, which provides that MEWASs are excluded from consideration as an
unauthorized insurcr in the state if the conditions of the subsection arc inct. The subsection 15 amended o provide that one
condition is that ihe arrangement has been in existence and provided health insurance specifically in Jowa for at least five years
prior o July L, 1997, rather than the previous requirement of providing the health ingurance anywhere for at lcast five years pnor
1o July 1, 1997,

Tn addition, a new paragraph is added to the subsection o provide that a MEWA meeting the conditions i the subsection will
not be considered 10 be an insurance company or asseciation under Code Section 432.1, a member of the lowa [ndividual Health
Benefit Retnsurance Assoctation under Code Secuon $13C. 10, or a member insurer of the lowa Lifc and Health Insurance
Csuaranty Associztion under Code Sectton 308C.5, subsection 8.

MEWA s registered with the commissioner must annually file with the comrssioner a copy of the report filed by the MEWA with
the U.S. Departiment of Labor pursuant o 29 CER. §2520.101-2. Tn addiuon, until July 1, 2002, the MEWA is also required to
file an annual report detailing centain infonnalion regarding the MEWA's operation. Until July 1, 2002, both reports must he
compiled by the Insurance Division of the Department of Commerce and filed annually with the General Asscinbly, including
computations of pretium tax and reinsurance association assessments that would have been apphicable if the MEWAS were
NSUFANCT COMPANICS.

The Act also requests the Legistative Council to authonize an wnterim study commitiee to review the current status of the healih
insurance market in [owa with regard 1o MEWAS,

The Act takes eifect March 14, 2001.

HOUSE FILE 539 - Agricultural Licns

BY COMMITTEE ON AGRICULTURE. In 2000, the General Assembly enacied HLE 2513 (2000 Jowa Acts, Chapter 1149)
adopting revised Article 9 of the Untform Commercial Code (Code Chapter 554) ax proposed by the American Law Institute and
the National Conference of Commissioners on Uniform State Laws, and conforming amendments to a numbcer of articles within
the chapter as well as other chapters providing for securtly interests and liens.

With hinited vxeeptions, new Arlicle 3 governs the creation, prionty and enforcement of creditor’s consensual licns, which arce
defined as securily interests in personal property and fixtures. Revised Article 9, like its predecessor, provides generally for the
effectiveness of sccurity agreements and the rights and duties of creditors (1.e., secured parties), including partics having
possession and control of collateral. Much of revised Article 9 provides for perfecting a sccurity interest, usvally accomplished
by filing a financing statement. The article provides for the contents of tinancing statements and the location where such
financing staicments must be tiled (e.g., with the Secretary of State). In perfecting a security interest, a debtor is gencrally
assured rights in the collateral superior to a security interest perfected later in tme.

Prior to the revision of Article 9, liens created in statutes outside Code Chapter 554 were not affected by 1t provisions. These
hens include types of agricultural Liens such as those created in Code Chapters 579A and 579B. Under Code Chapter 379A, the
licn 15 crealed at the time caltle arryve at a {eedlot, and must be preserved by (ding a lien statement with the Secretary of State
within 20 days. Under Code Chapter 579B. the lien is created at the time Livestock arrve at a contract operation or the time that
a crop is planted, and must be preserved by filing a lien statement with the Sceretary of State. Revised Arnticle 9 provides filing
requirements for perfecting agricultural liens and therefore may control issues relating to priority of conflicting securily inter-
e31s and hens,

Thrs Act amends both Code Chapters ST9A and 3798 by eliminatng requirements for filing that are inconsistent with the
requrements contamed in revised Aricle 9 The Act expressly states that the two types of liens are agricultural hens. replaces
references to Lien statements with financing statements, and provides for their super prigrity status over other sceunty ipterests
and licns with the exception of veterinarian liens to the exient that these hens also have been perfected as agricultural lieny
under revised Arucle 9.
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The Act provides that where a production contract provides for continuous amival of livestock at a contract operation under
Code Chaper 379B, the contract producer must file a financing statement within 180 days from the dawe of amival. The Act
provides for the priority of competng liens perfected as required under revised Article 9, or effective but not perfected under the
article by following the first-in-time rule adopted under the Uniform Commercial Code,

HOUSE FILE 369 - Proposed Uniform Computer Information Transactions Act — Effect — Intent

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE AND REGULATION. This Act amends certain provisions of a 2000 Act that relate to the
Uniform Computer Information Transacttons Act proposed by the National Confercnee of Commissioners an Umiform State
Laws. Jtamends the effecuve date, from July 1, 2001, to Juty 1, 2002, for the repeal of a provision, relating to a chowkee of law
clause in a computer information agrecment, contained in the Iowa Uniform Electronic Transactions Act.

The Act also amends the 2000 Iowa Acts to provide that it is the intent of the General Assembly to consider the proposed
Umform Computer Informauon Transactions Act in the 2002 Regular Legislative Session, rather than in the 2001 Regular
Legslatve Session.

HOUSE FILE 733 - Health Insurance and Health Insurance Associations — Miscellaneous Changes

BY COMMITTEE OON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act amends sections of Code Chapters 513B, 513C and 514E, dealing wath
the fows Individual Health Benefit Reinsurance Association, the lowa Comprehensive Health Insurance Association, and
adjustment in coverage of basic and standard health benefit plans.

The Actamends Code Sections 513B.14 and 513C.8 to require the Insurance Comnussioner to adjust the health plan standards
at least every three years to reflect the current state of the applicable market.

The Act amends Code Section 513C. 10 1o provide that for policies written after January I, 2002, rates for the basic and standard
coverages shall be no lower than the maximum rate allowable by law. In addition, the lowa Individual Health Benefit Reinsur-
ance Agsogiation may increase cost sharing provisions with the approval of the commissioner.

The Act amends Code Section 5 H4E.2 1o make the [owa Comprehensive Health Insurance Association responsible for adminis-
tering the lowa Individual Health Benefit Reinsurance Association pursuant to all of the terms and conditions contained in
Code Chapter 513C, and aroends current provistons in Code Section S13C.10 in accord with this change wn locaton in the
Code.

The Act also amends Code Section 514E.2 regarding the composition of the board of directors of the Towa Individual Health
Benchit Reinsurance Agsociation, resulting in a merger of the boards of the lowa Comprehensive Health Insurance Association
and the lowa Individual Health Benetit Reinsurance Associauon. The Act adjusts the total number of members of the merged
board. The Act adds as memnber representatives the two largest domestic carriers of the individual health insurance in the state
as of the calendar year ending Decernber 31, 2000, measured by an earned premium standard, and representatives of the theee
largest camers of health insurance in the state, measured by an carned premium standard, excluding Medicare supplement
coverage premiums, that are not otherwise represcated. These are the same groups deleted under Code Section 513C 10 as the
board of directors for the lowa Individual Health Benefil Reinsurance Association.

RELATED LEGISLATION

- Compulsory School Attendance Age

SEE EDUCATION. Ths Act provides that if a child enrolled in a school district or accredited
nonpublic schoot reaches the age of 16 on or after September 15, the child is decmned to be of
compulsory attendance age for the entire academic vear.

- Fedcral Block Grant Appropriations

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act appropriates federal block grant and other ronstate moneys to
state agencies for the federal fiscal year beginning October i, 2001, and ending Scptember 30, 2002.
The Act includes funding for various programs mvolving children and famulies, ncleding Child
Care and Development, Maternal and Child Health Services, Community Services, and Social Ser-
vices Block Grants.

- Tobacco Setllement Fund Appropriations

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to and makes appropriations from the Tobacco Settle-
ment Endowment Fund and the Healthy Towans Tobacco Trust. The Act includes an appropriauon
to the Towa Department of Public Health for the Tobacco Use Prevention and Control Program,
which includes use of funds to promote and ensure retailer compliance with tobacco laws and
ordinances relating to persons under 18 years of age. and for lowa Community Empowerment
Scheol-Ready Children Grants,

- Dussolution of Mammiage — Financral Information ~ Court- Approved Courses

SEE CIVIL 1AW, PROCEDURE & COURT ADMINISTRATION. This Act provides that with
regard to the course that is required to be completed by partics to an action which involves issues of
child custody or visitation, if participation is waived or extended for g00d cause ar 15 othervase not
required, the court may grant a final dissolution of marrizge decree or enter & final custody order
cven though the parties have not completed the course. However, the court may order that the partics
reccive the information, in an alternative format, that would otherwise have been provided during
participation n the course. The Act also provides that the court, 1 its discrenon w a dissolution of
marriage action. may order a trusicee to provide information including but not limited o trust docu-
ments and financial statements relating to any henefictal interest a party to the pending action may
have in the tnust,

- State Buikding Code and Preemployment Records Checks

SEE HUMAN SERVICES, This Act relates to the performance of background checks on persons
secking employment at a residential care or nursing facility,

- Child Support Recavery Unit — Court Recosds Asgess — Sctoft Payments for Suppon

SEE HUMAN SERVICES, 'This Act relates to child support enforcement, “The Act authorizes the
disclosurc of certain otlicial juvenile court records and orduers relating o paternily, support, or the
termination of parental rights to the Child Support Recovery Unit, upon request, withaut court arder.
The Act also makes changes relative to orders far support lor which an obligation may have accrued
during a ume period for which a support order was not yetin foree,

- Enticing Away and Sexual Exploitation ot a Minor

SEE CRIMINAL LAW, PROCEDURE & CORRECTIONS. This Act makes changes to the crimunal
offenses of enticing away a child and sexual exploitation of a minor.

Limitation of Criminal Actions — [ncest — Sexual Exploitation

SEE CRIMINAL LAW, PROCEDURE & CORRECTIONS. This Act extends the statute of Lunita-
tions period for filing a enminal charge of incest and sexuval exploitation committed on or with a
person under the age of 18 by a counselor or therapist.

Adoptions — Interstate Legal Risk Placements and Standby Procedures

SEE CIVIL LAWY, PROCEDURE & COURTADMINISTRATION. This Act provides (hatin the case
of an interstate adoption, a child may be placed in the home of a prospective adoptive parent undet
a legal nisk placement prior to the termination of the parental rights of the hiolggical parent of the
child. The Act also establishes provisions for a standby adoption, in which a terminally 1ll parent
consents to termination of parcntal rights and the 1ssuance of a final adoption decree effective upon
the death of the terminally ill parent or the request of that parent for the issuance of a final adoption
decree.

Community Development Program — Tax Credits — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

SEE TAXATION. This bill would have cstablished a Community Development Program, adminis-
tered by the Department of Economic Development, to provide tax incentives to businesses that
make contributions to projects in communitics or ncighborhoods which would bencfit by the projects
or that make expenditures 1o provide child care benefits to their employees. The tax incentives
would be in the form of tax credits of up 1o 3100,000 1o offset the 1ax liability under the individual
and corporale income taxes, the financial institution franchise tax, the insurance gross premiums
tax, and the credit union moneys and credits tax.

Appropriations — Health and Human Rights

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides for appropriations to the Department for the Blind, the
fowa State Civil Rights Comnussion, the Department of Elder Affairs, the Governor's Office of Drug
Control Policy, the lowa Department of Public Health, the Department of Human Rights, and the
Commission of Veterans Afiairs, The Act requires the Department of Public Health 10 adopt rules
regarding model regulations to be used 1 instances in which a child 1s confirmed as lead poisoned.

- Appropriations — Hurnan Scrvices

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides appropriations (o the Department of Human Services
and includes provisions rclated to federal Temporary Assistance for Needy Famibes funds for Com-
munity Empowerment lmtiative child care programming, child carc emergency and start-up grants,
assistance 10 providers of school-age child care, and provision of cducational opportunities to child
care providers; implementation of the Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis, and Treaument
Program through the school system; the Medical Assistance Program (Medicaid) cligibility income
limit for pregnant women and infants under the mothers and infants category; conninued funding for
the State Child Care Assistance Program and child care resource and referral services; tunding for
court-ordered services provided to puveniles and for child support enforcement: and numerous other
provisions affecting children.
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SENATE FILE 63 - Child Endangerment
RY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act relates to child endangerment violations and the penalties for these violations
under the Criminal Code. The Actis popularly referred to as the “boyiriend bill.”

The Act amends Code Section 726.6, relating to child endangerment, in several ways. Under current law, child endangerment
violations can only be committed by a parent, guardian, or person having custody or control of a child or minor under the age
of 1% with a mental or physical disability. In the Cnimunal Code, “child” is defined as a child who 1s under the age of 14. The
Actadds a person who is a member of the houschold in which a child or minor resides as a potenual child endangerment violator,

In addition, the erm “person having control or custody of a child or minor” is defined 1o include any of the following: a person
who has accepted, undertaken or assumed supervision of the child or minor from the parent or guardian; a person who has
undertaken or assumed temporary supervision of the child or minor witheut explicit consent from the parent ar guardian: or a
puerson who operates a motor vehicle with a child or such a minor present in the vehicle,

The list of child endangerment acts is amended to include acts intended to cause bodily injury. Penaltics are revised 1o provide
that an act of child endangerment resulting in bodily injury ix a class "D felony and an act of child endangerment that docs not
result in bodily injury or senious injury is an aggravatcd misdemeanor.

Current faw provides that a felonious act of child endangerment 1s a foraible felony. The Act provides that a class “D” felony act
of child endangerment resulting in bodiby injury is not a forcible felony.

SENATE FILE 335 - Custody of Newborn Infants — Release at Institutional Health Care Facilitics — Parental Rights
BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESQURCES. This Act, known as the “Newborn Safe Haven Acl.” allows a parent of a newbom
infant 1o voluntattty release custody of that infant at an institutional health facility such as an emergency room or health care
facility that 1s open 24 hours per day, seven days per week. “Newborn infant” means a cmld who s, or appears to be, less than
14 davs of age or younger. The parent 1s immune from criminal charges for neglect or abandonment of the infant.

The parent may authorize another person to assist by relinquishing actual custody of the infant on behall of the parent. A persen
wiio assists tn this manaer has civil and enmmal immunity for reasonable acts made in good faith while assisting,

The Act does not require the parent or person assisting to relinguish physical custody directly to an individual on duty at the
facility. Howcever, the parent may telephone the facility or a 911 serviee to make someone aware that the infant has been left. For
purposcs of any judicial proceedings associated with the infant, the Act presumes that the person relinquishing custody is the
mlanl’s pareat or that the person relinquishing custody is authornized to do so by the parent.

The Act requires an individual on duty at the health facility to take physical custody of the infant and that individual may
request the parent or parent’s name and medical history information. However. the parent or other person is not required to
provide any information. The Act includes conhidentiality protections prohibiting unauthorized disclosure of information
regarding the custody release and a serious misdemeanor penalty,. The confidentality provisions allow the infant to later have
access W any record made regarding the release of custody.

The Act provides that the health facility staff may perform reasonable actions o protect the health and safety of the newborn
infant and provides civil and cnminal immunity for these actions. The Department of Human Services (DIHS) is responsible for
reimbursing a facility's aclual expenses in providing care to the infant,

The Act requires the institutional health faeility staff to notfy the department as soon as possible following assumption of
physicai custody of the infant and requires the department to act to assume custody of the infant. These actions inglude orally
notfying the juvemile court and the county attorney, requesting an ex parte order to take custody of the infant, and providing
written notification to the juvemle court and the county attorney of the department’s actions within 24 hours of taking custody
of the infant. The Act requires the county auorney, following receipt of notice, 1o file a petition alleging the mlant is a child tn
reed of assistance (CINA) and for termination of parental rights with respect to the infant. The Act requires the CINA hearing
102 be heid at the carliest practicable time and the termination hearing to be held within 30 days of the date the tnfant was left at
ithe faciliny, unless the juvemte court continues the hearing. An appeal of the lermination order must be fled within 30 davs of
the order's 1ssuance,

The Act requires nolice of the peutton to be provided to any known parent. any putative father registered with the state, the
individual at the bealth facility who received custody of the infant, attorneys and guardians for the infant, and others required
by the Juvenile Justice Code. Notice of the tzrmination hearing must be published twice prior to the hearning. Either parent may
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mtcrvene in the hearings and request that the court grant custody of the chuld to the parent. In order for custody w be granted,
ihe requestor must prove parentage of the child and the court mnust determine that granting custody is in the infant’s best interest.
[f the court grants custody to the requestor, the court may order scrvices for the intant and the parent.

The Act requires DHS to consult with the departments of Public Health and Justice in developing and distributing the following
materials: an information card that a health factlity may distribute to an individual who uses the Act to relcase custody of a
newborn infant; cducational matenials, announcements, and other matenials to develop public awarencss of the Act; and signage
to identify health facilities that may be used for releasing custody of a newborn infant.

The Act takes clfect April 24, 2001,

SENATE FILE 392 - Appeals From Juvenile Court

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act relates to appeals filed in juvenile court proceedings, The Act provides that an
appeal shall be heard by the appellate court at the earliest practicable time, if the order or decree from the juvenile court affects
the custody of achild.  The Act also authonzes the Supreme Court to prescribe new rules to cxpedite appeals from orders
terminanng parental rights.

SENATE FILE 458 - Scrvices and Proceedings Involving Juvenile Delinquents and Other Children

BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Act relates to children’s programs and provisions involving the Pepart-
ment of Human Services (DHS) and the juvenile court, including the Foster Home Insurance Fund, group child care providers,
juvenile delinquents and child in nced of assistance (CINA) dispositions, terminatton of parental rights, statf qualifications for
certain children’s services providers, and psychiatric medical insttrutons for chuldren.

FOSTER HOME INSURANCE FUND. The fund’s provisions are amended to add coverage for guardians appuinted on a
voluntary petition filed under the Juvenile Justice Code.

CHILD CARE PROVISIONS. The Act strikes language applying a separate cap on the number of preschool children who may
receive care from a joint group child care provider. Such a provider is mited o caning for up to 11 children at one tirne with not
more than four of infant age.

Under current taw, the departiment is operating # pilot project that combines registered famuly child care homes and group child
care homes into a single registered child care home classification with four levels. The pilot project was authorized to operate
In up te two counties in each of the department’s five regions. The Act authorizes the department to implement the pilot project
mn additional counues where there 1s an interest.

JUVENILE DELINQUENCY PROVISIONS. Duc o tederal requirements for financial participation in the costs of out-of-home
placemeants of children, lowa law for CINA placements has required court orders to include detenninations regarding the chald's
welfare and the reasonable efforts madc to prevent or eliminate the need for the out-of-home placement. The Act authorizes the
court, if the court deems it appropriate, to include child welfare and reasonable efforts determinations in an order under juvenile
delinquency proceedings placing a child in an out-of-home placement in shelter care or detention, or transferring legal custody
of the ¢child to an adult relative. child placing agency, or other private agency, to DHS for foster care or state wamning school
placement. or to a juvenile court officer for placement involving a community supervised trcatment program. The Act provides
a definition of the term “reasonable ¢fforts” that 1s applicable to all juvenile delinquency proceedings and other provisions of
the juvenile delinguency division of the Act. This definition is similar to the definition used for CINA proceedings.

The Act provides that a written court order for such an out-of-home placement may include the determination that the child
rernaining in the child’s home would be contrary to the child's welfare and that reasonable cfforts to prevent the permancnt
removal of the child have been made. The inclusion of such a finding is not to be deemed a prerequisite (or entry of the order;
however, the inclusion of the finding may assist DHS in obtaining federal funding for the placement.

The Act amends Code Section 232.53, relating to the duratien of depositional orders for out-of-home placements of juvenile
delingquens, m regard 1o the filing of written reports by persons supervising the children who are subject to the orders. The Act
makes the reports pant of the record considercd by the coun in any delinquency permanency hearing.

The Act establishes 2 process for permanency hearings for the review of those out-of-home placements of a child in which the
order included the finding that the child remaining in the child's home is contrary 1o the chid’s welfare.

CHILD IN NEED OF ASSISTANCE (CINA) PROVISIONS. The Act amends the requitements for temporary removal of achild
from the child's home pursuant to an ex parte court order. The Act removes a prerequisite that required reasonable efforts to be
made to prevent or climinate the nced for removal of the child. The court must sull determine that the cheld remaining in the
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child's home would be contrary o the child’s welfare. In addition. the court must make ths determination on a case-by-casce
basis and explicitly document in the order the grounds for making the determination.

One of the prerequisites in current law for obtaining an cx parte order is that it must appear that the child’s immediate removal
is necessary to avoid imminent danger to the child’s lite or health. The Act provides that indications of tmrmincnt danger
include errcumstanges in which the person responsible for the care of the chuld refuses or fails to comply wath the request of a
peace officer, juvemle court officer, or DHS child protection worker to provide results of a physical or mental examination of the
child, which may include a test for the presence of illegal drugs. Immunent danger is also indicated if the person responuble for
the care uf the chitd or another person who 1s present in the child’s home refuses or fails o compty with the request trom any of
the same requestors Tor the person 1o submut 1o and prowvide the results of a drug test,

The Act amends requirements for emergency removal of a child without a court order. Under current law, the court must be
mformed of such an emergency removal. The Act provides that upon being informed, the court may enter an ex parte order for
wemporary removal of the child,

The Act amends provisions relating ro hearings concerning temporary removal of a child or transfer of custody after a CINA
adpudication,  If the court deicrmines that a child’s removal from the home 13 to be continued or ordered, the court must
determine that the child remaining in the child’s home would be contrary to the child's welfare and that reasonable cfforts have
been made (o prevent or eliminate the need for the removal. In addition, the court must make this determination on a case-by-
case basis and explicitly document 1 the order the grounds for making the determination. However, the Act provides that
preserving the child's safety is the paramount consideration and if there 1s imminent danger to the child’s life or health al the
time of the court’s consideration, the court may continue the removal order or make the wransfer without making the otherwise
required determinations,

The Act makes the Code Scetion 232,102 definttion of “rcasonable etfonts” applicable to the entire Child in Need of Assistance
Division of Code Chapter 232, Current law provides that if sggravated circumstances exist, the court may waive the requirc.
ment for making reasonable efforts 1o climinate the need for the out-of-home placement. The Act requires clear and convincing
evidence of the exastence of aggravated circumstances,

The Act makes the Code Section 232,102 defintion of “reasonable efforts’ applicable to the entire Child 1in Need of Assistance
Division of Code Chapter 232, Current law provides that if aggravated circumstances exist, the court may waive the require-
ment for making reasonable efforts to eliminate the need for the out-of-home placement. The Act requires clear and convincing
cvidenec of the existence of aggravated circumstances,

The Act amends the law relating to termination, madification, vacauon. and substitution of dispositional orders in regard to
notice of hearings. Under prior law, notice was required to be provided by personal service unless the court ordered it to be
provided by certified mail. The Act provides instead that reasonable notice of this tvpe of hearing is to be provided 10 the
partics,

The Act amends the kaw relating to permancncy hearings under the CINA division. The Act strnikes a reference 1o permanency
hearings for juvenile delinquency to conforin wath the permanency hearing provisions included 1n the Act for juvenile delin-
auency. Inaddition, the notice of the permanency hearings is to be reasonable rather than by personal service or certified mail,
The Act modifics the Jaw authorizing the court to order long-term foster care placement in a home or facility as an option. Inlieu
of long-term foster care placement, the cowrt may order a “planned permanent living arrangement” tor the child, provided DHS
has docutnented to the court's satislaction a compelling reason that none of these other options arc in the child’s best interest:
transfer custody to a suitable person, transfer custody from one parent to anather parent, or transfer custody o a suitable purson
for the purposc of long-term care.

REHABIATATIVE TREATMENT SERVICES STAFF QUALIFICATIONS. The Actdirects DHS to change staff qualifications for
therapeunte foster care services funded by the Muedical Assistance (Medicatd) Program applicable o those statf providing
therapy and counseling services, and psychosocial evaluation and behavioral managemnent services. The change allows
persons wath a bachelor’s degree from an aceredited social work program to provide those scrvices without the additional
requuement of having full-time expericnce. The Act authorizes the department to take actions necessary (o obtain federal
approval for the change and to adopt rules using emetgency procedures. This provision takes cffect May 16, 200t

TERMINATION OF PARENTAL RIGHTS The Act revises a directive for the county attorney 1o peliton for termination of
parental nghts. Under current law, unless certain conditions exist, the county attorncy must file a petition if a child has been
placed 1o foster care for 3 months or more of the most recent 22-month period. The Act provides that the petition must be filed
by the end of the filteenth month.
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For JTuvenle Justice Code heanings that are heid following an adjudicatory hearing, the Act provides that reasonable notice
must he provided 10 the persons who were required 10 be notified of the original adjudicatory hearing, cxcept those who were
aotiticd and failed 1o appear. Current law requires notice to be provided by personal service or cerufied mail. In additon, in
juvenile delinquency proceedings, reasonable notice is 10 be provided to relatives who are providing preadoptive care to a
child and is to be warved for a person who was notified of the adjudicatory delinquency hearing and failed to appear.

PSYCHIATRIC MEDICAL INSTITUTIONS FOR CHILDREN (PMICs). The Act requires the department to work with private
providers of PMIC services to elimunate or reduce the requirement that the providers must collect chient financial parucipation
in the cost of services. The Act requires the departinent Lo submit proposals 1o the Governor and General Assembly in order to
achieve this purpose, Except for PMICs specialized o provide substance abuse treaunent, the Act prohibits the department
from including PMIC services in any managed care contract withoul express statutory auvthorization.

HOUSE FILE 178 - Child Abuse and Protection — Drug Manufacturc or Possession in Child’s Presence

BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Actapplies child in need of assistance (CINA) and child abuse provisions
of the Juvcnile Justice Code 1o a child whose parent, guardian or caregiver has manufacturcd or possessed a dangerous
substance in the presence of a child.

“Dungerous substance” means amphetaming or methamphetamine or precursors to these substances. In addition, the term also
includes a chemical or combination of chemicals that pose a rcasonable risk of causing a fire or explosion or other danger to the
lite or safety of persons in the vicinity while the chemical or combination is used or intended 10 be uscd ia the process of
manufacturing 2n illegal or controlled substance.

HOUSE FILE 560 - Regulation of Child Foster Care
BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Act relates to child foster care regulations involving medical care and to
foster family respite care delivered by child care providers.

The Act requires the Department of Human Services to adopt rules providing that if health records supplied under a child's case
permanency plan arc incomplete. steps will be taken to obtain the additional information from the child's parent or other source
and to supply the information Lo the foster care provider. In addition, emergency health coverage must be provided for children in
family foster care placement for situations in which the child is engaged in temporary out-of-state travel with the foster tamiiy.

The Act establishes an exception related to child care, which docs not generally allow child care to be provided for a penod of
24 hours ot more, so that a registered or licensed child care facility may provide respite care to a licensed foster family home for
a period of 24 hours or more,

The Acttakes effect May 2, 2001,

HOUSE FILE 598 - Child Protection Center Grant Program

BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESCURCES. This Act establishes a Child Protection Center Grant Program in the Iowa
Department of Public Heaith, Implementation of the grant program is conungent upon the availability of funding for the
program and state funding was not appropriated for FY 2001-2002.

Eligibility requirements for the program include use of national standards for child protection centers; having in place a
memorandum of understanding with local Department of Human Services offices assigned to child protection, local law
enforcement, county attorney, and other government cntihies involved with child protection activitics, providing for local
participation in the center and coordinating activities in the center; and providing for the usc of a cooperative team approach
in responding 1o child abuse, reducing the number of child interviews, and emphasizing the best interest of the child winle
providing comprehensive investigative, assessment and rchabilitative services.

The Director of Public Health 15 to use a broad-based commitiee of public and private interests o consider grant proposals and
to make recommnendations to the director.

HOUSE FILE 662 - Community Empowerment Initiative
BY COMMITTEE ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act refates to Towa’s Commumity Empowerment Inttiative.

The Act authorizes an area cducation agency to serve as fiscal agent for a community cmpowerment area board.

‘The Act provades # grant distnbuuon directive to the lowa Empowerment Board in the event at least $17.9 milhon is appropri-
afed for deposit in the School Ready Children Grants Account of the lowa Empowerment Fund for fiscal vear 2001-2002.
However, between §.F. 535 (see Appropriations) and S.F. 537 (sce Appropnations), only $15,817,250 was apprapriated. Senate
File 535, therefore, provides tor a percentage reduction from an area’s distribution amount for FY 2000-2001.
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The Act provides legislative tnrent for the egrslative Counctl to convene a summit meeung duning the 2001 legisiative interim
to consider the following 1ssucs: assessing the status of efforts for the existing programs directed to early childhood and funded
by the state to achicve full cooperation; implementing an approach to move toward statewide equalizatton of funding directed
to the tnitiative and to other state programs for sunilar purposes; and identifving other age groups or result areas that may he
incorporated within ar supported by the imtiative.

The Act takes effect May 2. 2001,

HOUSE FTLE 680 - Child and Depcndent Adult Abuse Reporting
BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Act relates to child and dependent adult abuse reporting, including
mandatory reporters of abuse, abuse reporter trauning, and requirements involving false reports of child abuse.

The following employment categories are added as mandatory reporters of child abuse: all social workers (previvusty the law
designated certain types of social workers), certified para-cducators, holders of a school coaching authorization, cmployees or
operators of Head Start programs, Family Development and Self-Sufficiency Grant Program providers, and Healthy Opportun-
tics for Parents to Experience Success - Healthy Families Towa (HOPES -— HFD Program providers.

For dependent adult abuse, simudar {o child abuse reporters, all social workers arc made mandatory reporters. In addition, any
mandatory reporter of dependent adult abuse ts required to cooperate and assist 10 the evaluation of a reported case of depen.
dent aduli abuse, whether or not the person reported the case of dependent adult abuse betng evaluated.

For both child and dependent adult abuse mandatory or permissive reporters, etaployers or supervisors are prohibited from
applying a policy, work rule, or other requirement that interferes with a person making an abuse report. A person who knowingly
interferes with the making of a report or appiies a requirement that results 1n the fature to make a repogt is civilly liable for the
darnages caused by the farlure.

If a fourth chald abuse report is made by the same person who made carber reports idenlifying the same child as the victim and
the same person as the perpetrator and the earlier reports were determined to be entirely false or without menit, under current law,
the Department of Human Services may terminate an assessment of the report, The Actrequires the department, upon receiving
such a report, to provide information regarding the reports to the county attorney lor consideration of cruninal charges.
Knowingly providing false ¢hild abuse informauon s a sunple mmisdemeanor.

Undcr prior law, although varnious licensed professions and licensed or registered facilitics and programs were required o mect
abusc idenitfication and reporter training requirements. no specific entity was wdentified as being responsible for ensuring the
requirements were met. Current law requires mandatory reporters 10 have initial training within six months of cmployment or
sell-employment and then to have at least two hours of additional raining every five years. The Act assigns the responsibility
for ensuring compliance wath the training requireinents to the following: for licensed protessionals, 1o the examining boards for
the hieensed professions; for mandatory reporters that arc in an unlicensed profession but employed in a program subject 1o state
teguianon. to the employer as a condition of regulation by the state agency; for peace officers, W the elected or appointed
official heading the employing agency: and for state or local government cmployees, to the appropriate depariment dircetor or
local government administrator,

For mandalory teporters who arc subject to a hicense examining board, the training requirement must be documented wpon
heense rencwal. An examining board may adopt rules providing for waiver or suspension of a person’s compliance with the
traimng requircinent for various reasons,

The training program curriculums for chuld abusce, for dependent adult abuse, and for persons who report both types of abuse are
subject to approval by the appropriate license ¢xamining board or by the abuse cducation review panel established pursuant to
the Act by the Direetor of Public Health.

County Sheriff Scrvices — Fees — Garnishment Release

SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Actincreases the fees a county shenff must collect for serving
various notices, warrants, orders, summons, executions, and subpoenas, and increases the hourly or
daily fees for atending property sales, suminoning and attunding jurics, or conveying patients 1o
and from public institunions.

Factory-Butlt Structures — Manufactured Home Installer Certification

SEE STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act modifies the definition of a factory-built structure to specifi-
cally include a mobile homne, manufactured home, or a modular home and provides for the centifica-
tion of manufactured home installers pursuant to rules of the State Building Code Commissioner.
The commissioner may cstablish a tee for centification of installers. All fees collected are credited to
the General Fund of the State and appropriated to the commissionet to pay the costs of admimsiering
the cernfrcation process,

Control of Infechious or Contagious Diseases in Cattle and Other Animals — Paratuberculosis
SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act provides for the regulation of livestock. including by providing for
the control of paratuberculosis and the marketing of dairy cattle. Under the Act, a person who
violates provisions regulating paratuberculosis or the marketing of dairy cattle 13 subject to a civil
penalty of at least $10X) but not more than $1,000. In addition, the Act authorizes the deparuncent to
file a pectition in the district court seeking injuncuive reticf

- Supplemental Appropriations and Reductions

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. 'This Act relates (o state budgetary matters by making reductions to
appropriations made for FY 2000-2001 from the General Fund of the State and includes a permancnt
reduction in the state’s contribution rate to the Judicial Retirement Fund that was vetoed by the
Governor,

- Custody of Newborn Infants — Release at Institutionat Health Care Factlities — Parental Rights

SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. '1his Act, known as the “Newborn Safe Haven Act,” allows a parent ot
a newborn infant 1o voluntanly release cusiody of that infant at ap institutional health facility. The
Act includes various civil and criminal immunity provisions for persons mvolved with making or
receiving the custody release.

- Public Records and Documents

SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act amends a number of Code sections relating to the recording
of mortgage documents, liens, miltary veteran discharges, and other instruments with the county
rceorder. The Act also repeals several sections that require ruled columns and an index form for
affidavits, morigages, and other legad documents. The amendments and repeals are proposed to

- Appeals From Juvemle Cournt

SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act provides that an appeal shall be heard by the appellate court
at the earlicst practicable ume if the order or decree affects the custody of a child. The Act also
authorizes the Supreme Court to prescribe new niles to expedite appeals from orders terminating
parcntal rights.

- Compulsory School Attendance Age

SEE EDUCATION. This Act provides that 1f a child enrolled 1 a school distnet or accredited
nonpublic school rcaches the age of 16 on or after Scptember 15, the child s deemed to be of
compulsory attendance age for the entire academic year.

- County Admimistrative Procedures, Filing Requirements, and Related Costs

SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act amends vanous powers and duties of various county offic-
crs relating 1o the payment of county obligations by check in licu of warrants, requires the county
treasurer to dispose of the tax list after 10 years, establishes specific requirements relating to a
certificate of change of title of real estate, and provides that service of notice on agents of nonresi-
dents will be given by certified and regular mail in lieu of personal service. The Act also provides
that the cost of a record search and cost of serving the notice by marl by a1ax sale ceruficate holder
is no longer added to the amount necessary to redeem a tax sale certificate. The amendment regard-
ing record search and cost of service formerly charged by a tax sale ceruficate holder wakes effect
April 18, 2001.

- Services and Proceedings Involving Juvenile Delinquents and Other Children

SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act relates to children’s programs and provisions invalving the
Department of Human Services and the juvenile court, including heanngs and orders for out-of-
home placements of children, hearing notice requirements, and permancncy hearings.

Infectious and Contagious Discases in Animals — Regulation and Remedies

SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act amends Code Chapter 163 regulating infectious and contagious
diseascs in animals by providing that persons violaung the chapier’s provisions are subject o civil
penalties 10 licu of criminal penaltes, and avthortzing the Department of Agnculture and Land
Stewardship or the Attorney General to apply to the district court for injunctive relief.

Law Enforcement Initiative Surcharge

SEE CRIMINAL LAW, PROCEDURE & CORRECTIONS. This Act provides for the assessment of
a $125 surcharge for deferred judgments and convictions of certain criminal otfenses in addinon o
any othcer fine, surcharge, or court cost assgssed in a criminal case.

Appropriations ~= Judicial Branch

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations to the judicial branch for FY 2001 -2062,
reducces the state’s contribution to the Judicial Retirement Fund, and provides thal monceys from the
Enhanced Court Cellections Fund may be used for compensating judicial hospitalization referces.

- Appropriations — Justice System

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations for FY 2001-2002 o the departments of
Justice, Corrections, Public Defense, and Public Safety, the lowa Law Enforcement Academy, the
Orftice of Public Defender, and the Board of Parole. The Act also requests the Legislauve Council 10
study the civil commitment of persons with mental iilness or a substance abuse problem.

- Campus Security and Sexual Abuse Policies and Reports

SEE EDUCATION. This Act suikes language that requires aceredited postsecondary institutions in
fowa to file wath the Diviston of Criminal and Juvenile Justice Plunning of the Department of Human
Rights a copy of an annual campus crime staustics report, along wath a copy of a written policy
relating 1o sexual abuse that the institutions disscminate to students,

- Rural Fire Protection

SEELOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act limits the hability of a rural water district or association for
failure o provide or maintain firc hydrants, facilities. or an adequate supply of water or water
peessure for fire protection 1if the facilities, hydrants or water used is nat for fire protwetion.

- Child Suppornt Recovery Unit — Court Records Access — Setoff Payments for Support
SEE HUMAN SERVICES. This Act relates 1o ¢hild support enforcement. The Act authorizes the
disclosure of certain official juvenile court records and orders relating to paternity, support, or the
termunation of parental rights to the Child Support Recovery Unit, upon request, without court order.
The Act also makes changes relative Lo orders for support for which an obligation may have accrued
during a time period in which a support order was nol yct in force.

- Workers'” Compensation and Other Liability — Miscellaneous Changes

SEE LABOR & FMPLOYMENT. This Act makes several changes 1o laws relaung 1o workers®
compensation, including the establishment of a new rate for the calculation of interest on centain tort
judgments and decrees. The provision establishing the new rate takes effect Aprit 26, 2001, and
apphies retroactively to February 28, 2001,

- Offcnses Against Animal Facilities or Crop Opcrations
SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act amends Code Chapter 717A, which prohibits a person from injur-
ing animals or interfering with animal facilities. by broadening the scope of the chapter’s applicabil-
ity, including broadening the types of animals and animal facilities and the types of injunies to
animals covered by the chapter. The Act also prohibits the destruction of crops or related property
and the disruption of crop operations, and provides for a cause of action and special damages and
enminal penaltics for violations of the prohibitions.

- Meat and Poultry Processors — Unclatmed Deer Venison

SEE NATURAL RESOURCES & OUTDOOR RECREATION. This Act provides that any deer
venison deposited for processing that remains unclaimed for two months after the licensed meat and
poultry processor has attempted to contact the venison owner shall be presumed to be abandoned
and may be donated 10 a local nonprofit, charitable organization. A licensced processor who reason-
ably inspects the meat at the time of donation and finds it fit for human consumption 15 exemplt from
civi] or criminal liabihity ansing from the condttion of the meat.

- Mavor-Council City Government — Appointment and Dismissal of Police Chict or Marshat

SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act provides that the marshal or chief of police of a city with a
mayor-council form of government, and without civil service or an intergovernmental agreement
providing another method of selection, shall be appointed and dismissed by the mayor with the
consent of a majonty of the cuiy council.

- Child and Dependent Adult Abuse Reporting

SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act relates to child and dependent adult abuse reporting, includ-
ing mandatory repurters of abuse, abusc reporter raining, and provides for civil liabvliny for employ-
crs or supervisors who apply a policy, work rule, or other requirement that interieres with a persen
making an abuse report.

- County Lease or Lease- Purchase Contracts and Records, Fees, and Tax Credits Affecting Real Property

SEF LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act provides for the division and transfcr of property pursuant
tu a dissolution, annulment, or separate maintcnance order,

- Appropnations — Health and Human Rights

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides for appropriations to the Department for the Blind, the
Iowa State Civil Rights Commission, the Department of Elder Affairs, the Governor's Office of Drug
Control Policy, the ITowa Deparument of Public Health, the Depanment of Human Rights, and the
Commussion of Veterans Affairs. The Act increases the Drug Abuse Resistance Educanon (DARE)
surcharge from 35 to $10 for operating while intoxicated offcnses and offenses relaung to the
posscssion, manufacture or delivery of controlled substances. Revenues from the DARE surcharge
shall be utilized for the DARE Program and other simiar programs.

- Mental Health, Mental Retardaton, and Developmental Disabihities Services

SEE HUMAN SERVICES. This Act relates to mental health, mental retardation, and developmen-
tal disability services and services funding, and to court orders for placement of persons with a
serious mental itmpatrment,
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HOUSEFILE 732 - Appropriations — Human Resources
SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropniations to the Department of [uman Services and
includes many child welfare, chld support, and juvenile justice ittems, including foster care, adop-
tion, and other child welfare services; funding for court-ordered services for juvemles and juvenile
Jetention; dircetives to juvenile court services, and other provisions involving the juvenile court.
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SENATE FILE 146 - Tobacco Settlement Agreement Modifications

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act amends the provisions of the Code relating to the Master Settiement Agrecment
entered into by the state and leading U.S. obacco product manufacturers. The Act makes changes to comply with the model Act
provisions that were to be adopted by all states panty to the agreement.

The Acttakes cffect March 30, 2001.

SENATE FILE 222 - Statute of Limitations — Unsafe or Defective Improvement to Real Property — VETOED BY THE
GOVERNOR

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This bili would have reduced from 15 to [0 vears the ume in which civil actions ansing out

of the unsafe or defective condition of an improvement to real property based upon tort and implied warranty could be brought.

SENATE FILE 337 - Transfer of Structured Settlement Payment Rights — Tort and Workers’ Compensation Claims

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE. This Actcreates new Code Chapter 682, titled the "Structured Scttlement Protection Act,”
which provides requirements and procedures for the transfer of structured scttlernent payment tights for tort and workers'
compensation ¢laimms,

The Act provides that not less than three days prior 1o the date on which a payec signs a transfer agreement, the transferee shall
provide the payec with a separate disclosure stalement.

The Act provides that a rransfer of structured settlement payment nghts shall not be effective unless the transter has been
approved th advance in a final court order or order of a responsible admunistrative authority bascd on certaun cxpress findings.
The Act, under cerlain circutstances, requires in camera proceedings by the court or responsible administrative authority and
prolubits certain mformation from being included in the order approving the transter.

The Act provides that the structured settlement obligor and the annuity issucr shall be, as to all partics except the transferee,
discharged and relcased from lisbibty for the structured payments. The Actidentifies the liabilittes of the transferee in relation
10 the structured settlement obligor and the annuity 1ssuer, and provides that the annuity tssuer and the structured senlemen
abligor shall aot be requirced to divide periodic payments.

The Act establishes the procedure that shail be followed in order to recetve approval of a transfer of structured seuleinent
payment righis, and provides for the venue where an application must be brought. The Act also provides cenain nolice
provisions. The Act provides for maintaining the confidentiality of certain termns of a structured scttlcment agreement ot transfer
agrecment,

The Act provides that the provisions of Code Chapter 682 shall not be waived. The Act includes jurisdictional provisions, The
Act provides that a transfer shall not extend to payments that are life-contingent unless certain procedures are agreed to. A
payee who proposcs to make a trznsfer shall not incur any penaity, forfeit any fee, of mcur any liability if the transfer does not
mect the requirements of Code Chapter 682

The Act applics to any transfer under a transfer agreement entered into on or after the thirticth day after July 1, 2001, the ctfective
date of this Act. Nothing in the Act shall imply that a transfer under a transfer agreement reached prior 1o that date 1s effective,

SENATE FILE 347 - Domestic Abuse Protective Ocders — Plaintiff’s Fees and Costs
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act eliminates filing and service of process fees for plaintitfs secking relief from
domestic abuse, and allows the court 1o determine whether these fees should be assessed to the defendant,

The Act also complics with the federal Violence Against Women Act funding cetification requirainents.

SENATE FILE 354 - Administration of Decedents’ Estates — Medical Assistance Claims

BY COMMITIEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act places limuts on the [iling time for medical assistance claims against a decedent’s
estate to 15 months after the dale of second publication of notice to creditors, or two months after service of nouce by ordinary
mail to the entity designated by the Department of Human Services, whichever is later. The Act applies o both testate and
Intestate estates.

SENATE FILE 523 - Distribution of Estates by Affidavit — Taxation
BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act amends Code Section 633,336 to permit, in cases where the value of the
estale docs not exceed $25.000, distnbution of an estate by affidavit, rather than probate.  That section cumrently scis the cap
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at $10.000. The Act also makes corresponding wnendments to Code Scetions 430.4 and 450,44, increasing the value of a
decedent’s estate that 15 exempt from inheritance taxation from $10,000 to $25.0K0).

HOUSE FILE 180 - Dissolution of Marriage — Financial Information — Court-Approved Courses

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act provides that with regard to the coursce that is required to be completed by parties
1o an action which involves issues of child custody or visitation, if participation is waived or extended for good cause or is
otherwise not required, the court may grant a final dissolution of marriage decree or enter a tinal custody order even though the
patties have not completed the course, The Act also provides that under these circumstances, the parties are exempt from
providing a centificate of completion of such course prier o the granting of the decree or the entry of the {inal order. The Act also
provides that under these circumstances, the court may order that the partics receive, 1 an aliernative format, the isformation
that would otherwise have been provided during participation 1n the course,

‘The Act also provides that the court, in its discretion in a dissolution of marriage action, may order a trustee 10 provide
information including but not Iimited to trust documents and financial statements relatng 1o any beneficial interest a pany to
the pending action may have in the trust,

HOUSE FILE 326 - Civil Rights Actions — Mediation

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act amends mediation language in the Crvil Rights Act to provide that formal
mediauon is not a mandatory step for every complaint filed with the Iowa Civil Rights Commussion. The Act turther provides
thar a mediator may be designated in writing by the commission to conduct formal mediation of a complaint filed with the
commission. Oace this destgnation is made. certam confidentiality provisions and privileges apply.

HOUSE FILE 334 - Determination and Pronouncement of Death

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act authorizes a physician assistant, a licenscd pracucal nurse, or a registered nurse to
pronounce death for a patient whose death occurs in a licensed hospital, a licensed health care facility, a Medicare-certified
home health agency, or o Medicare-cerufied hospice program.

The Act also amends the lowa Criminal Code o include the pronouncement of death by a physician assistant, a licensed
pracucal aurse. ot a vegistered nuese.

HOUSE FILE 567 - Adoptions — Interstate Legal Risk Placements and Standby Procedures
BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Actrelates 1o adoption.

The Act provudes that in the case of an interstate adoption, a child may be placed in the home of a prospective adoptive parenl
under a legal risk placement prior to the termination of the parental nghts of the biological parent of the child.

Under a legal nisk placement, the prospective adoptive parents must provide a legal risk statement, in wriling, acknowledging
all of the followmg: that the placement is a legal risk placement; that the court of the state of the sending agency retains
jurisdiction over the child for purposes of the termination of parental rights of the biological parents; that if tennination of
parenta rights cannot be accomplhished, the child must be returned promptly 10 the state of the sending agency; that the
prospective adoptive parents assume full legal, financial and other risks associated with the legal risk placement and that the
Departmeat of Human Services is held harmiess for any disruption or failure of the placement: and that the prospective adoptive
parents at¢ 10 provide support and medical and other appropriate care to the child pending termination of parental rights of the
binlogical parents and assume labadity for the costs associated with returning the child to the state of the sending agency if the
placcinent is disrupted or fails,

The Act specibies the mformation to be included in a legal nisk statement, defines “legal risk placement.” and provides for other
conforming changes in the Code 1o allow for a fegal nisk placement.

The Act also establishes provisions for a standby adoption, which 1s an adoption 1n which a terminally il parent conseots to
termination of parental nghts and the 1ssuance of a final adoption decree effective upon the occurrence of a future event, which
15 cither the death of the terminally il parent or the request of that parent tor the issuance of a final adoption decree.,

HOUSE FILE 634 - Property Excmpt From Execution — Retivement Plan Contributions, Eamnings, and Increasesin Value
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Actrelates to the amount of contributions to and accumulated increases in the value
ol certain cetiwement plans that are exempt from the payment of obligations of a debtor. The Act specifies that the amount of the
contrthutiens and accumulated increases in value of a federal Employee Retirement Income Security Act (ERISA) quahified
retireroent plan which 1s transferred to certain specified retirement plans is exempt from creditors. This includes Keogh plans,
Roth tndividual retirement accounts and annuities, repular individual retirement accounts and annuities, simplificd emplovee
penston plans, and salary reduction simplified employee pension plans,
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The Act provides that an individual may change brokers when transterring retirement funds from one qualificd retirement plan
o another without the risk that rolling over the retirement funds would make the retirement funds nonexempt.

The Actalso increases the amount of the maximurn txempt contribution 1o numerous non-ERISA qualiticd plans to the actual
amount of the contribution deducted for individual retirement accounts and annuities ot the maximum amount that could be
conuibuted and deducted in the tax year of the contribution, whichever is less. The Act also provides for a two-year look-back
provision Junung the maximum contribution to an amount that could be contributed to an individual retirement account,

House File 755 (sce Appropriations) amends this Act 1o specify that the exempuons for contributions 1o numerous non-ERISA
qualified plans shall not exceed, for cach tax year of conuributions, the actual amount of the contribution deducted on the
debtor’s tax return or the maximum amount which could be contributed to an individual retirement account and deducted in the
tax year of the contribution, whichever is less. This provision takes effect July 1, 2001,

The Act takes etfect April 25, 2001,

This Act prohibits a person {rom installing or reinstalling for compensa-
tion, distributing, or selling a nonoperative air bag that is part of an inflatable restraint systemn for a
motor vehicle if the person knows that the air bag i1s nonoperative.

SEE TRANSPORTATION. This Act makes several trangportation-retated Code changes. The Act
amends Code Scction 321,13 to provide that a person shall prevail at a hearing to rescind the
revocation of the person’s driver’s license or operating privitege for refusal to submut 10 chemucal
testing or {ailure of a chiemucal test of, in the cnminal operating while intoxicated action, the cournt
held that the peace officer provided false testimony affecting the determination of reasonable grounds
W beheve that an operating while intoxicated violation occurred. Such a holding is binding on the
lowa Dopartment of Transportation it the holding includes written findings of fact based on testi-
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mony under oath and that, in any cniminal prosecution under Cede Chapter 321J. the state shall not
stipulate to facts without probable cause to support the facts in order to obtain such a holding.

SENATE FILE 355 - Custody of Newborn Infants — Release at Instituttonal Health Care Faciliies — Parental Rights
SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act, known as the “Newborn Safe Haven Act.” allows a parent of
a ncwborn infant to voluntanily relcase custody of that infant at an institutional health facility. The
Act includes vartous civil and criminal immunity provisions for persons involved with making or
receiving the custody release and requirements for the county attorney and the juvenile court,

SENATE FILE 412 - Compulsory School Attendance Age
SEE EDUCATION. This Act provides that it a child enrolled in a school district or sceredited
nonpublic school reaches the age of 16 on or after September 15, the child is deemed 1o be of
compulsory attendance age for the cntire acadenic year.

SENATEFILE 458 - Scrvices and Proceedings Involving Juvenile Delinquents and Other Children
SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act reilates to children’s programs and provisions involving the
Department of Human Services and the juvenile court, including heanngs and orders for out-of-
home placements of children determined to be delinquent, hearing notices, and permanency hear-
nygs.

SENATEFILE 470 - ]nfectious and Contagious Diseases 1in Animals — Regulation and Remedies
SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act amends Code Chapter 163 regulating nfectious and contagrous
diseases 1 animaly by providing that persons violating the chapter’s provisions are subject to civil
penaltics in licu of criminal penaltics, and authorizing the Department of Agriculture and Land
Stewardship or the Attorney General to apply to the district court for injunctive relief,

SENATE FILE 525 - Fedoral Block Grant Appropriations
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Acl appropnates federal block grant and other nonstate moncys to
state agencics for the federal fiscal yeur beginning October 1, 2001, and cnding September 30, 2002,
The Act includes funding for various programs involving criminals and correcuons, including Drug
Control and System Improvement, Local Law Enforcement, and Residential Substance Abuse Treat-
ment for State Prisoners Block Grants.

SENATE FILE 530 - Appropnations — Justice System
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropnations for FY 2001-2002 to the departnents of
Justice, Corrections, Public Defense, and Public Safety, the lowa Law Enforcement Academy, the
Office of Public Defender. and the Board of Parole. The Act also hmits the drug courts to persons who
have been convicted of a criminal offense and grants priority in the program 10 feiony offenders.

SENATE FILE 537 - Tobacco Scttiement Fund Appropriations
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act rclates to and makes appropriations from the Tobacco Scttic-
ment Endowment Fund and the Healthy fowans Tobacco Trust. The Act codifics a provision direct-
ing the Director of Publhic Health to establish and opcrate a substance abuse trcatment facility for
persons on probation and under the supervision of a judicial district department of correctional
services, The Act appropnates funds to the lowa Department of Public Health for the establishment,
operation and staffing of the facility.

HOUSEFILE 192 - Access to Criminal History and Abuse Information — Depantment of Inspections and Appeals
SEE HEALTH & SAFETY. This Act authorizes certain enminal history and abuse record and
registry access to the Department of Inspections and Appeals for purposes of data verificaton and
record checks of applicants for employment with the departinent.

HOUSE FILE 341 - Abortion Intormed Consent — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR
SEE HEALTH & SAFETY. This hil would have established a new Code chapter, refating 10 a
woman providing informed conscnt prior to an abortion and including cnimunal penaltics tor per-
sons violating the chapter,

HOQUSE FILE 354 - Determination and Pronouncement of Death
SEE CIVIL LAW, PROCEDURE & COURT ADMINISTRATION. This Act amends the Towa Crinu-
nal Code 10 provide that a physician assistant, a licensed practical nurse, or a registered nurse may
make a pronouncement of death.

- Oftenses Agamnst Animal Facilitics or Crop Operations

SEEAGRICULTURE. This Act amends Code Chapter 7574, which prohibits a person from tnjur-
tng animals or interfering with antmal facilities, by broadening the scope of the chapter's applicabil-
iy, including broadening the types of animals and animal facilities and the types of injurics o
animals covercd by the chapter. The Act also prohibits the destruction of crops or related property
and the disruption of crop operations, and provides for a cause of action and special damages and
criminal penalties for vielations of the prohibitions.

- Meat and Poultry Processors — Unclaimed Deer Venison

SEENATURAL RESOURCES & QUTDOOR RECREATION. "This Actexempts a icensed proces-
sor from criminal habihity ansing from the condruon of unclaimed deer venison donated to a focal
nonprofit, chantable organization if the donor rcasonably inspects the meat at the time of donation
and finds the ventson fit for human consumption.

Child Protection Center Grrant Program

SEE CHII.DREN & YOUTH. This Act establishes a Child Protection Center Grant Program in the
[owa Depantment of Public Health if funding is available for the program. The grant requirements {or
centers include involvement of law enforcement and the county attorney (n operating the cenfer.

- Child and Dependent Adult Abuse Reporting

SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act relates to child and dependent adult abuse reporting, includ-
ing peace officers and other mandatory reporters of abuse, abuse repornter raimng, and requircments
for submission of information 1o the county attorney regarding false reports of child abuse.

Appropnations — Health and Human Rights

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides for appropriations to the Department for the Blind. the
[owa State Civil Rights Commission, the Department of Elder Affairs, the Governor's Otfice of Drug
Control Policy, the fowa Depariment of Public Health, the Department of Human Rights, and the
Comurussion of Veterans Affairs. The Act increases the Drug Abuse Resistance Educauon (DARE)
surcharge from $5 0 $10 for operating while intoxicated offenses and offenses relating to the
possession, manufacture or delivery of controlled substances. Revenues from the DARFE surcharge
shall be vulized tor the DARE Program and other similar programs.

Appropriaiions — Human Scrvices

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides appropriations to the Department of Human Services
and includes provisions related 1o human scrvices and health care. The Actincludes an appropria-
tion for payment of costs associated with the commitment and treatment of sexually violent preda-
tors and for support of juvenile detention,

- Miscellancous Appropriations, Reductions, and Other Provisions

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. Division II of this Act reduces the standing appropriation to the Depart-
ment of Corrections for FY 2001-2002 for payment of special court costs and attorney fees. Division
VI of this Act relates to scheduled vielatons. Scoate File 499 reorganizes the Code placement of
scheduled fines in Code Chapter 805 and changes some of those fines. Currently several Code
scetions prescribe unspeatied or specified simple misdemcanor penalties for violattons of those
sections but do naot refer to the applicable scheduled fine for those simple misdemeanor penaliics.
The following Code secttons are amended to delete the reference 1o an unspecified or specified
simple misdemeanor penalty anct to instead refer o the specific scheduled fine provided for the
violation in S.F. 499: Code Sections 321,17, 321.98, 321193, 321,216, 321.2168B, 321 216C,
321L.3, 321L.7. and 452A.52.
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SENATE FILE 83 - Uniform Citation and Complaint — Verification
BY COMMITTEL ON JUDICIARY This Act amends Code Section 805.6, relating 10 the issuance of a unifurm citation and
compiaint,

The Act requires a uniform citation and complaint o be issucd under oath and centified by the chief officer of the law enforce-
ment agency issuing the citation or the chief officer’s designee. Under cumrent law, which was ruled unconstitutional under
Article [ Section 11. of the Towa Constitution, the issuance of a uniform citation and complaint may be madc by an unsworn
writien statement if the person making the statement cerbifics the maiter 1s true under penalty of perjury.

A unmiform citatton and complaint is generally used for charging traffic viclauons under state law or local ordinance. and for
charging misdemeanors designated as scheduled violations.

SENATE FILE 94 - Sexually Violent Predators — Escape From Custody

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act prohibits a person who has been placed i or committed to a facility from leaving
or atiempting to leave such a facility without being accompanicd by authorized personnel unless the person has been releasced
or discharged. The Act also prohibits a person from knowingly and voluntarily being absent from a place where the person
should be present or leaving or attempting to leave the custody of personnel rransporting or guarding the person wiule away
from a facility,

The Act zuthorzes the Attorney General of the chief law enforcement officer of the jurisdiction where a violation occurs to notily the
public if the person is unconfined and is at large. The Attorney General mav also notify the victim or the tamily of the victun.

In addition, the Act does not prevent the state from transfering a person to another state under the Interstatc Compact on Mental
Health under Code Chapter 221,

A person who commuts a violation of the Act commity a simple misdemeanor or may be subject 1o contempt. Any civil
communent proceeding or treaiment process may be stayed by court order vntil a term of confinement 1s served for committing
a violation of the Act,

SENATE FILE 259 - Crime Victim Compensation Fund — Use of Moneys

BY COMMITTEL ON JUDICIARY. This Act amends Code Section 915 .94 relating 1o the Victim Compensation Fund. The Act
cxpands the authority of the Department of Justice to allow use of moneys from the fund for supporting the departinent’s
prosecutor-based victimn service coordination efforts. The Act allows the department to use up to $100,(K0 from the fund for
vichm scrviee provider taining,

SENATE FILE 346 - Crimes, Reports of Crimes, and Department of Corrections Activities
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act makes several changes to statutory provisions involving the Department of
Corrections and creates the offense of bestiality.

The Act provades that a person who perforins or attempts to perform, or coerces or attempts to coerce another person to perform,
asex acl with an animal commuts an aggravated misdemeanor. The Act also expands the definition of “child abuse™ to include
the commussion of bestiality in the presence of a minor.

The Act permits a peace officer or comrectional officer 1o use deadly force against a person attempling 1o cseape unjess the officer
knows the person s in cusiody due (0 a misdemeanor charge or conviction.

The Act requires the trial judge. prosecuting attorney, or presentence investigators to provide the department with any previ-
ously authorized presentence investigation report on any inmate sent 1 a correctional institution,

The Act cstabhishes a training fund in the deparument and requires the deparument to provide in-service training to emplovees,
including cmployees of a judicial district. The Act permits the department 1o recover the costs of the training from the judicral
disuicts that send employees to the training courses,

The Act permuts inmates (o make donations for reimbursement of victims” travel expenses.

The Act permits the recording of testtmony of certain investigations conducted by the department.  However, if the case
involviny the testimony 1s appealed. or an interested party requests and pays the costs, the testimony shall be transcribed. The
recording or transcription shall be filed and maintarned for at Jeast five years or unul the employce involved in the investigation
i3 no longer employed with the depariment, whichever 1s later.
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SENATE FILE 393 - Criminal Defendants’ Restitution Plans -— Petitions

RY COMMITTEL ON JUDICIARY. This Act provides that upon the filing of a peution for a heartng on the defendant’s
restitution plan. the defendant, the county attorney. the vicum, the Departiment ot Corrections, 1f the defendant ss confined in a
correctional institution, and the office or the individual who prepared the defendant’s restitution plan shall recerve nouce of the
heatmg prior 1o modifying the plan.

SENATE FILE 486 - Law Enforcement Initiative Surcharge
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act provides for the assessment of a $125 surcharge for certain criminal offenses in
addition (o any other fine, surcharge, or court cost assessed in a cnminal case,

The Act adds the surcharge to any drug-related cnminal offense under Code Chapter 125, 155 or 453B. The surcharge is added
to any burglary, (orgery. credit card, or theft-related offense. The Act also adds the surcharge on any offense involving damage
o property ot trespass upon property under Code Chapter 716, The surcharge is added to otfenses involving prostitution,
pandering, pimping, or furnishing drugs to an inmate, The surcharge also applies 10 a person who recerves a deferred judgment
for any offense listed in the Act.

The Act further provides that the surcharge assessed shall be remitted by the clerk ot the district court o the Treasurer of State
{or deposit in the General Fund of the State.

SENATE FILE 499 - Scheduled Fines — Miscellaneous Changes

BY COMMITIEE ON JUDICTARY. This Actinakes changes to scheduled fines and reorganizes Code Section 805.8 relating to
scheduled fines. The Act separates Code Section 803.8 into three new scctions — 805 8A (motor vehicle and wansportation-
related offenses). 805.8B (navigation, recreation, hunting, and fishing offenses), and 803 8C (miscellancous offenses). The Act
does not change any scheduled fines for offenses moved to new Code Scctions 805 8B and 805.8C: the offenses were merely
reorganized from Code Section 803 K into the new Code sections, The Act dous, however, change certain scheduled fines in new
Code Section 805.8A that relate to motor vehicle and ransportation offenses. (Only one offense was moved from the recreation
10 the transportation offenses, that being the improper operation of an all-terrain vehicle, with a fine decrease from $100 o $50.)
A scheduled violation is a simple misdemeanor that allows a defendant o pay a fixed fine plus cournt costs and surcharge
without ¢ver making a formal court appearance.

PARKING VIOLATIONS. The Act does not change the fine for parking violauons. The Act docs change violauons under Code
Sections 321L.3 {return ot persons with disabilities parkang permuts) and 3210 7 (falure to provide persons with disabilities
parking spaces) trom simple nusdemeanors 10 simple misdemeanors punishable as scheduled violarions, but the fine remains at
$100

REGISTRATION AND TITLE VIOLATIONS. The Act increases the fine from $5 to $10 for failure to carry a registration card
(321.32). miscellaneous registration violations (321.34), farlure to properly display plates (321.37), failure 10 properly main-
taun plates (321.38), and failurc to give notice of name or address or special fuel change (321.41). The Actincreases the fine from
$20 10 $30 for operating a vehicle that 1s not properly registered (321.17), failure to have required registration and financial
liabthty coverage if doing business 1n the state (321.55), and operating or allowing to operate without registration (321.9R).
‘The Act decreascs the fine from $100 to $30 for transfers of title by operation of law (321.47) and anlique car registration
violations (321.115). The Act also decrcases the fine from $100 to $50 for failure to have proper plates by 2 manufacturer or
dealer (321.57).

EQUIPMENT VIOLATIONS, The Act decreases the fine from $20 to $10 under Code Section 321.386 for fatlure to have or to
comply with motorcycle headlight provisions. The Act increases the fine from $10 to $15 for Failure to maintain certain
windshicld requirements (321.438). The Act decreases the fine from $100 to 320 or a viokation of special restrictions on lamps
(321 421: The Actincreasces the fine from 325 10 330 for movement of unsafe or improperly equipped vehicles (321.381). The
Act decreases the fine from $100 to $50 for improper operation of a golf cart (321.247) and for improper operauon of an all-
terram vehuele (321.234A). The Actchanges the penalty under Code Section 321.381 A (operation ot a low-speed vehiele) from
a simple misdemeanor to a simple misdemeanor punishable as a scheduled violation with a scheduled fine of $50. ‘The Act
inereises the fine from $20 10 $35 for defective or improperly used brakes (321 430).

DRIVER' S LICENSE VIOLATIONS. The Actincreases the fine from $20 to $30 {or operating with an expired license (321.174A),
instruction permat violations (321.180). graduated driver's heense violations (321, 180B). violations of restrictions placed on
hicense (321.193), and violatons of a school permit (321.194). The Act makes Code Section 321.216B (use of driver’s license
or nonoperator identification card to unlawfully obtain alcohol} a scheduled violation pumishable by 4 $100 fine. The Act also
trakes a4 violation of Code Section 321.216C (use of driver's heense or nonoperator identification card to unlawtully obtain
tebaceo products) a scheduled violation pumshable by a fine of $100.
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SPEED VIQLATIONS. The Act doss not change the fines for speeding violations.
SPEED VIOIATIONS ON A BRIDGE. The Actincrcases the finc under Code Section 321.295 from $15to $30.

OPERATING VIOLATIONS, The Actincreascs the fine from $15 to $20 under Code Section 321,236 for viclatwns of certain
local parking ordinances {designated one-ways, snow routes, U-turns, and processions). The Act increases the finc from 315
$25 for motorcycle violations (321.275); failure to gsve continuous turn signal (321.315); failure to stop or suddenly decreas-
ing speed (321.316); meorrect hand signal (321.363); driving with obstrucied view or control (321.363); and ¢oasting on a
downgrade (321.365). The Actincreases the fine from $20 1o $35 for failure to maintain control (321.288). The Act increases
the fine from $15 to $35 for driving on wrong side of highway (321.297); passing on wrong side of road (321.299); unsafe
passing (321 .3003), passtng oo ncar a bndge, intersection, or railroad crossing (321.304); violating one-way traffic designation
{321.305); improper use of lancs (321.306); wrning from improper lane (321.111); making unsafe U-turn (321.312); unsalc rurn
or falure to give signal (321 314); unsate backing on highway (321.323): duwving wn ot through a safety zone (321.340); unsafe
entry onto sidewalk or road (321.353); stopping on traveled portion of highway (321.354); and parking on certain roads
without activating parking lights (321.393). The Act decreascs the fine from $100 to 350 for overtaking on right (321.302) and
acts prohibited on fully controlled-access roads (321.366).

FAILURE TO YIELD OR OBEY VIOLATIONS. The Actincreases the fine from $20 to 335 for various failure to vickd violations
(321.257), failure to yield half of read (321.298), following too closely (321.307), following too closely bv motor trucks or
towing vchicles (321.308), unsafe starting of a stopped vehicle (321.313), failure to yicld to vehicle on the nght (321 319),
{atture 10 yicld upon left turn (321.320), fatlure 10 yicld upoa entering a highway (321.321), and failure to yicld to blind person
{321.333). The Actincreases the finc from $20 to $50 for tarlure 10 yield 1o a pedestrian (321.329). The Act decreascs the fine
from 310010 $35 for violation of a pedestrian’s right-of-way (321.327).

TRAFFIC SIGN OR SIGNAL VIOLATIONS. The Act increases the fine from 320 to $35 for violations of certain local traffic
ordinances (321.236), laiure 1o obey trafflic-control deviee (321.256), failure to maintain minimum speed when directed by
police officer (321.294), violation of posted highway signs which direct traffic (321.304), and failure to obey a stop or vield
sign (321.322).

RICYCLE OR PEDESTRIAN VIOLATIONS. The Actincreases the fine from $10to $13 for failure by a bicyck: nder to nnde on
proper seat or for too many persons on a bicycle (321.234), local authority regulation of bicycles (321.236), failure by pedes-
tnan or bicyele nder o ohey walk light (321.257), (ailure by pedestrian to obey teaffic-control device (321 .325), pedestrian
walking on wrong side of highway (321.326). pedestnan failure to use crosswalk (321.328), soliciting rides from within
roadway (321.331). unlawful use of white cane (331.332), improper light on bicycle (321.397), and use of siren or whistle ona
bicycle (321.434). The Act increases the fine from $3 to 315 for failure to display bicycle safety flag (321.275).

SCHOOL BUS VIOLATIONS. The Act incrcases the fine from $25 to $35 for violations by a school bus driver under Code
Sections 321 285 and 321,372, subsections | and 2. The Act provides that an excessive speed violation by a school bus of more
than 10 muiles per hour in excess of the limit is not a scheduled violation.

EMERGENCY VEHICLE VIQLATIONS. The Actincreases the fine from $10 to $35 for failure of a driver of an emergency
vehicle o exercise caution (321.231). The Act increases the fine from $20 o $33 for failure to maintain distance from a fire
tightung vehicle (321.367). The Act increases the fine trom $15 to $35 for crossing an unprotected fire hose (321 368). The Act
increases the tine from $23 1o $50 tor failure to yicld to an emergency vehicle (321.324),

RESTRICTIONS ON VEHICLES. The Aclincreases the fine from $25 to $100 for width and length violations (321.454), excess
side projection of load passenger vehicle (321.455), excess height (321.456), excess length (321.457), and cxcess projection
from front of the vehicle (321.438).

MOTOR CARRIER VIOLATIONS. The Actincreases the fine from $50 to $100 for improper hauling of food mutended for human
consumption {321.364) and hazardous material bansportation (321.450). The Act increases the fine from 315 to 350 for falure
to have proper carrier identification markings (327B.1). The Act increasces the fine from $1HX) to $250 for failure to have proper
evidence of interstate aathority carried or displayed and failure to register, carry or display evidence that interstate authonty is
naot required (3278.1).

LITTER AND DEBRIS VIOLATIONS. The Actincreases the fine from $23 to $35 for littering (321.369) and tmiling 10 remove
debris from the highway (321.370),

FAILURE 10 OBEYA PEACE OFFICER. The Actincreases the fine from $20 10 335 for failure to obey a peace officer (321.229).
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SEAT RELTVIOLATIONS. The Actinercases the fing from $10 10 $25 for faibing 1o wear a seat belt (321.445), The Actincreases
the fine from $106 10 $35 for fahing o secure a child 1o a vehicle (321.446).

OPEN CONTAINER VIOLATION. The Act increases the fine from $50 10 $100 relaung to open containers in 2 motor vehicle
(321 284 and 321 .284A).

RADAR-JAMMING DEVICES. The Actncreases the fine from $10 10 §50 relating to use of radar-jamming devices (321.232).

SENATE FILE 543 - Criminal Sentencing — Miscellanecus Changes

BY [VERSON AND GRONSTAL. This Act provides changes to criminal sentences for certain criminal offenses involving
burglury in the third degree, creates a sentence of a determinate term of confinement and an additional indeterminate term of
years for centain class D™ felonies, and extends the time for reconsideration of certain critninal sentences.

RURGLARY IN THE THIRD DEGREE. The Act changes the criminal penalties for burglary in the third degree or antempted
burglary 1n the third degree for a burglary perpetrated upon an unoccupied motor vehicle, motor truck, or vessel. The Act
provides that a person who commits z first offense burglary in the third degree on an unoccupied motor vehicle, inotor truck, or
vessel commits an agyravated misderneaner and a person who commits a furst offense attempted burglary in the third degree on
an unoccupled motor vehicle, motoer truck, or vessel commits a serfous misdemeanor. Under the Act, a person who commits a
second or subscquent oflense ur a burglary on any other type of unoccupied structure, which includes a personal residence,
comimuts a class D™ felony.

DETERMINATE SENTENCING FOR CLASS “D" FELONIES. The Act provides the court with a determinare sentencing oplion
1If mihgating circumstances exist and those ctrcumstances are stated specifically on the record. The court may, tn 1ts discretion.
sentence a person to a term of confinement at an institution within the Department of Corrections for a determinate term less
than the maxaimum indeterminate sentence of five years for aclass *D” (tlony. The term of confinement shall be for not less than
one yemr, However, sf the sentence also carries a tnandatory minimum sentence, the determinate term of confinement shall not
he less than the mandatory minimum sentence required by law. The court 1s not authorized to deter or suspend the sentence, or
cnter a deferred judgment of a determinate sentence under this sentencing option,

‘The Act provides that if a person is sentenced to a determinate term of confinement, the person shall not be cligible for parole
until vae-hall of the term has been served. Earned teme accrued and not forfeited shall not apply to cause the person to becotne
cligabie ur parole until the person has served one-half of the determinate term of confinement entered under this sentencing
optien. Pelerminate senteneing does not apply 10 an offense classified as a forcible felony, a felony under Code Seetion 321J.2,
felomes in Code Chapters 707, 708 and 709, a person sentenced as a habitual offender, felomes hsted 10 Code Section YO1A Y,
{elonies isted in Code Section 90212, or a felony comnnutted by a person on parole or work release, or while in the custody of
the Durector of the Deparunent of Corrections,

ADDITIONAL TERM QF YEARS FOR CLASS "D FELONS. 'The Actalso provades that if the person is sentenced to a deterini-
nate term of confinement under this sentencing opuion, the court shall also sentence the person 1o an addiuonal indeterminate
term of years not to exceed two years. The sentence of an additional indeterminate term of years commences immediatcly upon
the expirauon of the preceding determinate term of confinement and the person shall be assigned to the judicial district
deparunent of correcnional services by the Department of Corrections.

The Act requires the district department to place a person serving an additional indeterininate term of years in a level of sanction
and supervision appropnatg (o the person, pursvant to the district’s intermediate cniminal sanctions program under Codc
Chapter 901B. The district department may transfer a person along the continsum, if necessary and appropriate. If a person
viulates the terms and conditions of placement, the district department may transfer the person to a more restrictive placement
as provided in the district department’s program,

The Act provides that a person scrving an additional indetertrinate lerm of years may be discharged from the sentence in the
Same manner as a person seeving probation may be discharged under Code Section 907.9.

The Act provides that a person serving an addittonal idetermimate term of years shall recewve credit for any time served after
expiration from the preceding determinate term of confinement against the person’s sentence of an additional indeterminate
term of years,

The Act also pravides that if a person 15 paroled more than six months prior to the expiration of the person’s determinate term of

conhnement, the person shall not serve an additional indeterminate 12rm of years.

RECONSIDERATION OF SENTENCES. The Act provides that a felon's sentznce other than a class “A” felony or where a
manimuin sentenee of confirement is inposed may be reconsidered by the court within one vear from the date ot the felon's
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sentence Current law provides that a felon’s sentence may be reconsidered by the court within 90 days from the date of the
felon’s sentence.

EDUCATION. The Act provides thai the Department of Corrections, in cooperation with the Diviston of Crinunal and Juvenile
Justice Planming, the State Public Defender, and the Office of the Prosceuting Attorneys Training Coordinator, shall compile and
provide infomauon for distoibution about the changes (o criminal sentencing under the Act.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 3 - Sixth Judicial District Department of Correctional Services Lease-Purchase Agreement
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Joint Resolution permuts the Sixth Judictal Distnict Depantment of Correctional
Scrvices 10 exercise an oplion in an cxisting lease-purchase agreement to purchase 10 acres of real property located 1n Linn
County. in the altermative, the Joint Resolution permits the judicial district to enter 1nto a new lease-purchase agregmnent to
acgquare such propenty.

‘The Joint Resolution takes effect May 7, 2001.

HOUSE FILE 229 - Reserve Peace Officers
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act establishes a reserve peace officer foree with the judicial district departments of

caorectionad services,

The Act perrits the district board of a judicial distnict department of correctional services to create a force of reserve peace
officers The board may establish the force by entenng into a Code Chapter 28E agrecment or may create its own force within
the judicial district. The applicable director of the judicial district departinent of cotrectional scrvices 1s given supervisory
authority over the reserve officers, subject to the standards of the lowa Law Enforcement Academy. The Act also provides that
if a reserve force 1s established, the department shall appoint a certified police officer as supervising officer. The reserve police
force must be directly supervised by a certificd police officer who is on duty. Under current law, aregular force officer must serve
as supervising officer.

A reserve peace officer is a volunteer, nonregular, sworn law entorcement officer who serves at 2 mimimum compensation rate of
$1 per vear and has regulur police powers.

HOUSE FILE 272 - Felonious Miscenduct by Public Officer or Employee — Falsificd Writings

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act relates to felonious misconduct by a public officer or emaployce, The Act prohibits
a pubhic ofticer or employce from talsifying a writing, or knowingly delivering a falsificd woiting, with the knowledge that the
writing 15 falsified and that the writing will become a public record of a government body. The Act further provides a cross
reference to the statutory definitions of “public record™ and “government body™ as defined in Code Chapter 22, the public
records jaw. A pubhic officer or cmployee convicted of a violation of this Act 1s guilty of a class D" felony.

HOUSE FILE 287 - Interstate Compact for Adult Offender Supervision
BY COMMITTEE ONJUDICIARY. This Act establishes the Interstate Compact for Adult Caminal Offender Supervision.

The Act cieales an interstate commussion that will establish uniform procedures to manage the movement between states of
adult offenders who have been placed on probation or parole. The commussion shall aversee the interstate movement of
offenders in Lhe compacting states and monitor activitics in noncompacting states that may significantly affect the compactiag
state. The Acl provides that each state shall establish a state council to appoint the person who will represcat the state on the
interstate commission. The council is also responsible for developing policies and procedures related 10 the operation of the
commission in this state.

Membershup of cach state council shall include five members, plus the compact administrator. Al least one councat member
shall be fronr a minonty group. The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court shatl appoint one member 1o represent the judicial
branch, The Preasdent of the Scnate shall appoint one member to represent the Scnate. The Speaker of the House of Represen-
tatives shall appoint one member 10 represent the House of Representauves. The Governor shall appoint one member o
represeni the cxecutive branch and one member to represent victim groups. The Governor, in consultation with the judicial and
legisfauve branches, shall appoint the compact administrator.

The Act provides that the commussion shall receive notice of any court proceedings that may affcet the eesponsibiliies or
actions of the cornmission and shall have standing 1o intervenc in such proccedings.

The Act requices each compact state to pay an annual assessmeat to the commission. The assessment shall be based upon the
populatien of the state and the volume of interstate movement of offenders from the state.

The Act lakes effect July 1, 2002, or when 35 states have enacted the compact into law, whichever is later,
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HOUSE FILE 327 - Enticing Away and Sexual Exploitation of a Minor
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act refares 10 the eriminal offenses of entiving away a mwor and sexual exploitation
of & minor.

The Act changes the name of the cime of “enlicing away a child™ to “enticing awav a minor,” and makes changes to the
penalnes. The Act provides that a person commils a class “C felony f the person entices away s minor under the age of 13, or
a person believed to be under the age of 13, with the intent to commit sexual abusce or sexual explottation. A person commits
aclass “D" felony tf the person entices away a minor under the age of 16, or a person beheved to be under the age of 16, with the
intent to commuit an illegal act. A person commits an aggravated misdemeanor if the person attempts {o entice away a inmor who
1s under the age of 16 or a person believed to be under the age of 16. Under current law, a person commuts a class “D” felony [or
cnlicing away a minor and an aggravated nusdemeanor for attempuing (o enlice away a Minor.

The Act also provides ihat the offense is considered commutted in this state 1f the communication to entice away a mnor or
person believed to be a minor who is present in this state originates in another statc, or the cominunicalion 10 enuce away a
minor or person behieved to be a minor is sent from this state.

The Act adds “enticing away a minor under the age of 137 to the list of sexually predatory oltenses in Code Chapter S01A. A
person convicled of a sexually predatory offense will serve a greater sentence than 1f only convicted of the underlying offense,
A person who commits enticing away a minor under the age of 13 must register as a sex olfender.

The Act also makes changes to the deftnition of the criminal offense of “sexual exploitation of a minor.” Under current law, it
1s unlawful to induce or permit a minor to engage in a sex actif the person knows or should have known that the sex act may be
phatographed. filmed. or otherwise preserved in a negative, shde, book, magarinc, or other print or visual medwm. The Act
makes it also unlawful toinduce or permit a minor to engage in a sex act if the person knows or should know that the sex act will
be preserved in some manner on a compater, computer disk, or be placed in an clectronic storage syslem, or in any other type of
storage system. A person who commuts sexuaal explontation of a minor by unlawfully inducing or pennilting @ minor 1o engage
1 a sex act commits a class “C felony.

Under current law, it 15 unlawtul 1o knowingly purchase or possess images of a minor in a sex act if the image is 11 a negative,
shde, book, or magazine, or other print or visual mediom. The Act makes it also unlawtul to knowingly purchase or posscss
unages of a munor or what appears to be a munor engaged in a sex act 1f the images are contained tn a computer, computer disk,
or 1 an clectrome storage system, or in any other type of storage system. The Act increases the penalty for purchasing or
posscssing sexually explotive images from a senous nusdemeanor 1o an aggravated misdemeanor. If a person commits a
sceond or subsequent offensc of purchasing or possessing sexually exploitive images, the person commits a class “D felony.
Under the Act, a sceond or subscquent offense means that prior to 2 conviction for the offense of sexual explotation of a minor,
the person cither has a prior conviction or a deferred judgment of the same offense in this state or the person kas a prior
conviction, deferred judgment. or the equivalent of a deferred judgment in another jurisdiction for an offcnse substantially
similar to the offense of sexual exploitaton of a minor,

HOUSE FILE 458 - Limitation of Criminal Actions — Incest — Scexual Exploitation
BY COMMITTEL ONJUDICIARY. This Act extends the statute of limutations period for filling a criminal charge of incest and
sexual explontation by a counselor or therapist.

The Act provides that the statute of imitations shall be extended for tiling a ¢riminal charge of incest or sexual explontauon
committcd on or with a person under the age of FR 1o 10 vears afier the person reaches the age of 18, The Act also extends the
statate of limitations pertod for filing a criminal charge lor all other incest and scxual exploitation cases to 10 years after the
commssion of the act. Under current law, the statute of limitations period 1s three years.

HOUSF FILE 550 - Sex Oftender Registration — Criminal HIV Transmission

BY COMMITTEE (0N JUDICIARY. This Act adds the offense of criminal transmission of human immunodeficiency virus
tirough intunate contact to the list of aggravated offenses that require registration under the Sex Ottender Registry. Current law
generally requares a person Lo register as a sex olfender for a penod of 10 years. Persons convicted of aggravated offenses are
required Lo register for e, A person who is convicted of enminal transmission of human immunodeticiency virus commits a
class "B feloay,

The Act takes elfect Apnt 24, 2001,

This bill would have established a Community Development Program, admunis-
tered by the Departinent of Economic Development, to provide tax incentives to businesses that
make contributions (0 projects in communities or neighborhoods that would benefit by these projects
or make expenditures o provide child care benefits to their cmployees. The ax incentives would be
in the form of tax credits of up to $100,000 10 offset the tax liability under the individual and
corporate income taxes, the financial istiution franchise tax, the insurance £ross premiums tax,
and the credit umon moneys and credits tax,

- Appropriations — Economic Development

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes a number of appropriations from the General 'und of the
State, the lowa Community Devefopment Loan Fund, and the Community Atiraction and Tourism
Fund to the Department of Econornic Development for the administration of the deparunent and for
specific programs and funds.

HOUSE FILE 230 - lowa Economic Development Board Strategic Planning Duties

BY COMMITTEE ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT. This Act modifies the strategic planning duties of the Iowa Ceonomic
Doevelopment Board. The Act eliminates requircments that the board coordinate and tmplement & 20-year comprehensive
ceonomic development plan for the state and prepare a five-year strategic plan for state cconomic growth, and instead directs
the board to prepare a three-vear comprehensive strategic plan of specific goals, objectives and policies for stale ceonoinic
growth.

HOUSE FILE 349 - Economic Development Programs — Investment Tax Credits — Enterprise Zones
BY COMMITTEE ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT. This Act amends the Enterprise Zone Program administered by the
Depariment of Economie Development.

The Act creates a new type of cligible business under the program. The Act provides that a development business 15 eligible to
reecive incentives and assistance under the program if the business constructs. expands or rehabilitates a building space with 4
muinmoum capital investment of at least $500,000 in that part of a city or county in which there 1y a designated enterprise zone
The Act provides for two possible exemptions to the capital investment requirement. The Act provides that, upon completion
of the corstruction, expansion or rehabiitation project. the building space shall not be occupicd by retail business. A develop-
menl business shall complete the construction, expansion or rehabilitation of the building space within three years from the
time the business recerves approval from the department. Prior to applying for assistance, an cligible development busiress
shall enter into an agreement with at least one business lor purposes of locaung the business in ail or 2 portion of the building
space Fora period of at lcast five years.

The Act provides that an cligible development busiess that has been approved to receive incentives and assistance shall be
chigible L2 receive a new investment tax crechit for up o a maximum of 10 percent of the new investment; a sales, services and use
tax rclund; and a property tax exemption for all or a portion of the value added to the property. The incentives and assislance
may be recerved for a pertad of 10 years. The Act provides for the repayment of incentives and assistance received under the
program :f a development business fails to mecet the requirements of the program or if the butlding space 1s sold or leased to a
setail busness within five years of the completion of construction, expansion or rehabilitation.

The Act provides that a business cligible 1o receive incentives and assistance under the other portion of the Enterprise Zone
Programand located v a building for which a development business received incentives and assistance under the program shalt
receve reduced incentives and assistance. An eligible business shall not receive a benefit that bas already been received by the
clizgible development business.

The Act amends the new mvestment lax credil under the New Jobs and Income Act that is also curmrently available under the
Enterpnise Zone Program, The Act amends the term “new investinent directly related 1o new jobs created by the locaton or
expansion of an ehigible business under the program’” to remove the requitement that the cost of improvements made to real
property must be that which receives a partial property tax exemption for the actoal value added.  The Act provides a number
of tonforming amendments necessary as a result of adding the development business provisions to the Enterprise Zone Program.

The Act amends the housing business portion of the Enterprise Zone Program. The Act eliminates the $120.000 maxianum Linit
that a single-family home or cach unit of a multiple dwelling unit containing three or more units may be worth after completion
of the butlding or rehabilitation. The Act provides that new investment that may be used 10 compute the tax credit that a
housing business may claim shall not exceed the new investment used for the first $140,000 of value for each single-fanuly
home or {fer cach umit of a multiple dwelling untt building containing three or more units,
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The Act amends the sales, services and use tax refund allowed for cligible housing businesses (0 reyquire that the refund s for
axes paid by an chgible business, including an chigrble business acling as a centractor or subcontractor. This provision of the
Act takes clfect May 16, 2001, and 1< reroactively appheable to July 1. 1998, The remaimnder of the Act i retroactively
applicable W January 1, 2001,

HOUSE FILE 384 - Economic and Community Development and Job Training Programs

BY COMMITTEE ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT. This Act eliminates a number of provisions of the Code related to duties
and programs of the Department of Economic Development (DED). The Act ¢eliminates the management duty of DED for the
lTowa High Technology Council. The Act chiminates the Microenterprise Development Program and Revolving Fund. The At
chminates the ability of DED to enter into cooperative agreements o provide funds under the terms of Scchion 123 of the federal
Jub Traming Partnership Act of 1982,

The Act repeals Code seetions and deparimental duties relating to coordinating the formation of a statewide regional network
of private scetor small business economic developiment corporations; repeals the Rural Community 2000 Program and related
Code secttons; repeals Code sections related to local development corporations and financial axsistance for such corporations;
repeals Code sections and deparunental dutees related to the lowa Seed Capital Corporation. the lowa Export Trading Com-
pany, the lowa Business Investment Corporation, and the Iowa Capital Invesunent Board; and repeals the Job Training Partner-
ship Program. The Act makes conforming amendments to the Code as a result of Code provisions elrminated in the Act.

HOUSEFILE 694 - Housing T'rust — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR
RBY COMMITTEE ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT. This hill retated to housing by creating a Housing Trust Fund and a
Haousing Trust Commnssion.

The lowa Finance Authority (IFA) and the Department of Economic Development (DLD) would have jointly administered the
Housing Trust Fund. Moncys in the fund would be used for any housing-related program administered by IFA and DED.

The bill would have required the nine-member Housing Trust Commission, in sooperation with IFA, DED, the Attorney General,
and the [owa Department of Public Health, to provide the (General Assembly and the Governor with an mterim process report
regarding preliminary findings and a final report regarding the implementauon of the consohdation of all housing programs
under one agency. The il would have required the commission to submis an annual wnitien report to the General Assembly and
the Governor regarding, st a mimmum, the activities of the commission and any recommendations regarding legisiation

The tll would have repealed the provisions of the ball rctating 1o the commission on June 30, 2004,

I55ULE,

ITOUSE IFILE 680 - Child and Dependent Adult Abuse Reporting
SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Actrelates to child and dependent adult abuse reporting, mclud-
ing new education-related mandatory reparters of abuse, and abuse reporter training, and provides
for civil hiahility for emplovers or supervisors who apply a policy, work rule, or other requirement
that interferes with a pcrson making an abuse report.

INOUSE FILE 693 Appropriattons — Regulatory and Expenditure Matters — EXTRAORDINARY SCESSION
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. 'this Act relates to regulatory and expenditure matters and includes
authorization for the Treasurer of State 1o create bond reserve funds tor the School Infrastructure
Fund.

HOUSE FILE 718 Appropriations — Economic Development
SEFE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations from the General Fund of the State to the
University of {owa, the University of Northern Iywa, and Fowa Swate University Beginning with FY
2001-2002, the Act reduces the standing himited appropriation for the School-to-Career Program
cmployer refunds and allows moncys in the Job Traimng Fund to be used by a community college
to conduct entreprencur development and support activities.

HOUSEFILE 714 - Appropriations — State Government Technotogy and Operations

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to state government technology and operations by
making appropriations to a nurmber of entities concerned with technology and by making appropria-
tions for a nuinber of spacific technology projects. The Act makes appropriations for FY 2001 2002
from the General Fund of the State for the lowa Cominunications Network (KCN) and for support
functions related to the network provided by the Public Broadeasting Division of the Department of
Education. The Act appropriates moneys from the Rebuild Towa Infrastructure Fund to the Pooled
Technology Account and allocates amounts from the account Lo the Bepartment of Education {or
transfer to the Community College Vocational-Technical Technology Lmproveinent Program and lor
the purpose of making technology available to students of aceredited nonpubhic schools, and to the
University of Northeen lowa for developing a Twenty-First Century Learning Inutiative.  The Act
requests that the Legislative Council establish 2o interim study commuittee relaung to distance
learnming and related ICN ceducational issuces. The Governor e vetoed provisions prohibining the
Information Technology Department {rom spending any pooled technology dotlars on digital broad-
casting facilities for lowa Public Television, exempting UNI from consulung wath the Informaton
Teehnology Department to ensure that purchases and contracts for twenty-first century learning
infrastructure are compatible with other state agenscies, and establishing that amounts contatned n
the Pooled Technology Fund may be utilized for the Community College Vocanonal-Techimical
Improvement Programan future years,

HOUSE FILE 732 - Appropriztions - Human Services

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations to the Departnent of Hurnun Services and
includes provisions Tor grant funding 1o communily empowerment areas.
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HOUSE FILE 736 - Tax Administration — Additional Related Matters
SEE TAXATION. This Act provides 2 more namow apphication of the exemnplion of “cducanonal
insttunon” under the sales tax cxemption for sules used by educational institutions This results
the exemption being applied to these insututions which are prunarily educational instituticas as
opposed to those institutions whose educational activitics are an additional or imcidental activity.
This provision takes cffect January 1, 2002,

HOUSEFILE 739 - Application of Sales and Services Tax Recetpts to Bonded Indebtedness — Political Subdivisions
SEE TAXATION. This Act provides that local sales and services tax for school mfrastructure
receipts may be applicd by a political subdivision (o reduce a levy for the payment of bonds.

HOUSE FILE 755 - Misccllaneous Appropriations, Reductions, and Other Provisions

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. Division Il of this Act reduces the standing appropriations for IF'Y 2001 -
2002 for arca cducation agencies by $7.5 millwon, for school technology by $20 million, and for at-
tisk children programs by $1 million. Division V of this Act changes from “on November 17 to “by
November 1™ the tune for a schaol district to determime its additional enrollment becausc ol special
educanton for purposes of the state school aid formula. The division also provides that a child over
the compuisory school attendance age who ts receiving private instruction may be registered in a
public school for dual enrollment purposes and a pupil who is enrolled for dual enrolltnent purposcs
bul 13 parucipaling only in extracumncular activitics shall be counted as only one-tenth of a pupil.
The division allows a school district to join an adjacent, newly reorganized area education agency.
The division also provides changes in requirements for a tax increment financing (TIF) distict in
which revenues from the school district’s physical plant and cquipment levy are necessary to pay the
principal and interest on bonds issued by a municipality prior to July 1, 2001, to fund an urban
renewal project in the TIF district.
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SENATE FILE 203 - School Finance — Miscellaneous Changes

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. Thix Act provides for the continuation and refinement of budget guarantee provisions
curvently 10 ctfect for school districts and addittonally provides for reorgantzation incentives, on-ume funding. and mcentives
for the tormation of regional academics

‘The Act provides for the reimposition of rcorganization incentives for school districts, which had expired in the past few years.
The incentives :nclude reducing the untlorm levy for school districts of 604) pupils or less that reorganize, granting supplenen-
tary weighting for school districts that enter into a whole grade shanng arangement and commit fo studying reorganization,
and conlinuing the supplementary werghting after reorganization if the school district does revrganize,

The Act reauthorizes on-time funding for school districts experiencing increasing enrollment, and increases the level of on-time
funding from the 30 percent level currently applicable to 100 percent of the difference between the acteal enrollment and the
budgct enratiment,

The Act provides for supplementary weighting tor school districts that establish regional academies. A regional academy would
ofter advanced-level courses and vocational-technical courses, and could also include a virtual academy. The ol amount of
supplementary weighting granied would not excced the cquivalent of 15 additional pupils.

The Act provides for a technical correction to change the date by which the Department of Management annually notifies
county auditors of the level of the additional levy from June 1 to Junc 13

The Act provides tor the continuation of the 1({) percent budget guarantee, currently applicable to school districts, for the next
three vears, commencing with the school budget year beginning July [, 2001, This enables a school district to mamntain 100
percent of the previous year's budget, adjusted to include the amount of the budget adjustment the district receved in the
previous vear, Startig with the sehool budget year beginming July |, 2004, school districts will no longer be ehigible for the
100 percent “adjusted™ guarantee, but will be chgible tor a 101 percent guaranice without the adjustment for inclusion of the
previous year's guarantee, The Act provedes for an optional [0-year phascout of the 1N} percent adjusted guarantee tor «chool
distniets that would lose moncy based on the change to a 101 pereent nonadjusted guarantee  These school districts will be able
to utilize a guarantee of 90 percent of the differenee between the guarantee level caleulated for the school district for the school
budget year beginning July 1. 2003, and the amount caleulated for the current year if the guarantee were calculated to include
the “adjustnent” language. This option i decreased by 10 percent annvally, until July 1, 2013, when all school districts will
receng p budget guasrantee based on 101 percent, without the adjustment for the previous year's guaranice,

SENATE FILE 336 - Staie Regulation of Education Practitioner Rights, Responsibilitics, Practices, and Ethics

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. This Act rewnites a Code provision that directs the Board of Educational Examiners to
develop a professional code that, at a muimimum, addresses the habitual talure of & pracutioner 1o tulhll the pracutioner’s
vontractuai obligations 1o a school district. The Act strikes the word “habitual” from the requirement. but requires the board to
consider, when addressing fatlure to fulfill contractual obligatons., factors beyond the practitioner’s control.

SENATEFILE 412 - Compulsory School Attendance Age

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. This Act provides that 1f 4 child cnrolled v a school district or aceredited nonpublic
school reaches the age of 16 on or atter September 13, the ehid is deemed to be of compulsory atiendance age for the entire
academie year,

SENATE FILE 476 - Student Achicverent and Teacher Quality Program

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION . This Actestablishes @ Student Achievement and Teacher Quality Program with four major
cloments beginning teacher mentortng and induction programs. career paths with compensation levels that strengthen the
state’s abilily (o recruitand retain wachers, a team-based variable pay plan that provides additional compensation when student
perfermance improves, and professional development designed to support best teaching prachices. House File 413 (see Appro-
priations), which appropriates and allocates $40 mallion to fund the program in FY 2001-2002, amends a number of the
provisions of this Act

STATEWIDE TEACHING STANDARDS. The Actestablishes teaching standards, but allows school districts 1o establish criteria
Dased upen core Knowledge and skilt ariteria modets developed by the Department of Educatiun

SCHOOQL DISTRICTRESPONSIBILITIES. The Act reguires school districts to parncipate fully in the program by July 1, 2003,
However, H F 313 provides that a school district1s oaly required 1o participate of the General Assembly appropriates moneys tor
purposcs of the program. A school distticUis chgible for state program assistance if the district agrees o commu and expend
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tecal moneys, implement a begainming teacher mentoring and induction program, provide more contract days for professional
development, and adopt teacher career paths, a teacher career development program, a teacher evalvation program. and a team-
based vanable pay plan.

MENTORINGAND INDUCTION. The Actrepeals Code Chapter 256E, which provided for a pilot teacher mentoring program, but
replaces the program with a two-year statewide Beginning Teacher Mentoring and Inducuon Program. The Act requuires school
districts to provide such a program by July |, 2002, Effecuve July 1, 2003, licensure beyond 8 provisional hicense is tied 10
successful completion of a program, though the Act exempts teachers employed by accredited nonpublic schools or from other
states or countries who can document three recent years of successful teaching experience. A school distnet may offer ateacher a
third year in the program at the district’s expense. A probauonary teacher who fails to successfully complete the program may
appeal the determnation of the board to an adjudicator and the adjudicator’s decision may be appealed to the district court,

CAREFR DEVELOPMENT PLANNING/CAREER PATH. The department 15 directed to coordinate a statewide network of career
development for lowa teachers. A school distriet participating in the program must demonstrate that its program meets the
requirements hsted in the Act and incorporate its career development plan into 1ts comprehensive school improvement plan,
aligning career development with the school distriet's long-term student learning needs. Each teacher, with the cooperation of
the teacher's supervisor, must develop an individual tcacher carcer development plan based upon the Towa teaching slandards
and the needs of the teacher, students, attendance cenler, and the school district. The plan must be reviewed annually, The Act
permits the State Board of Education to approve the provision of teacher career development by public and private entities.

CAREER PATH COMPENSATION. The Actestablishes four teacher career levels: beginning, carcer, carcer 1], and advanced,
The Act requures that 4 teacher be comprehensively evaluated prior 1o advancing to the next level. Under the Act, a beginning
eacher must be pad $1,3G0 maore than the previous year's beginming teacher salary unless the district’s minimum salary for a
first-year begrnning teacher exceeds 328,000, and a carcer teacher must be pard at least $2.000 more than the average beginning
tcacher salary unjess the minimum salary for a carcer teacher exceeds $30,000. [t1s the intent of the General Asscmbly that
school districts pay a career [T teacher a salary that is at least $5.000 more than the mimimum career teacher salary and pay an
advanced teacher, who possesses the skills and gualifications to assume leadership roles and has received the recommendation
of a review panel, a salary at least $13,.5(0) greater than the minimum career teacher salary. No teacher shall reecive less under
the Act than the 1eacher receives for the 2001-2002 school year, but if a comprehensive evaluation in a career teacher's fifth vear
wndicates that the teacher no tonger mecls the standards, another comprehensive evaluation will be conducted in the following
school vear, If that evaluaton indicates that the teacher’s practice fails to meet the standards, the teacher will be inchigible 1o
recaive any additional pay increase other than a cost-of-iving rase.

EVALUATION REQUIREMENTS/REVIEW PANEL. By July [, 2004, under the Act, a teacher's performance must be reviewed
annually by a certified evaluator sclected by the pnincipal in consultation with the teacher. An administrator or the administrator’s
designee must comprchensively evaluate a teacher at least once every five years. A teacher denied advancement bused upon a
comprehensive evaluation may appeal the decision to an adjudicator, whaose decision is final. The department is directed to
establish up to five regional review panels for purposes of reviewing the portfolios of carcer 11 teachers seeking to recetve an
advanced designation and to perform random audits of the comprehensive evaluatons conducted throughout the state. School
districts and arca cducation agencics may collaborate 1o establish a pool of evaluators. A teacher who does not receive a
recomimendation [rom a review panel may appeal to an admunistrative law judge located in the Department of Inspections and
Appeals. The Act permits the use of Phase Il moneys under the Educational Excellence Program to be used to pay teachers wha
participate on a peer revicw leam or in peer coaching efforts.

EVALUATOR TRAINING PROGRAM. The department is directed to cstablish an evaluator training program (o improve the
skitls of school district ¢valuators in making employment decisions and recommendations for hicensure, and moving teachers
through a carcer path. The programs may be provided by a public or private entity and the department must distribute a lisg of
program providers to cach school district. An administrator who conducts evaluations of eachers must complete the training,
By July 1, 2002, undzr the Act, certificatton 1s a conditon of admimstrator heensure rencwal. The Act repeals language relating
lo an cvaluator license. A practiboncer gther than an administrator may also enroll in the program. Under HF. 413, a practilioner
who achicves certification prior o July 1, 2004, will be compensated $1,000 by the school district from moneys appropriated
by the General Assembly.

VARIABLE PAY TEAM-BASED PILOT PROGRAM. The Act establishes a Team-Based Variable Pay Ptlot Program for FY 2001-
2002, An approved school district must administer assessments at the beginning and end of the school year to demonstrate
growth in sludent achievement. The licensed practitioners employed at a participating attendance center demonstrating
improvementin student achievement will share 10 a cash award Lo be paid from moneys appropriated by the General Assembly
under H F. 4130 Other staff may also receive a cash award.
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REPORT The Act requares the department Lo annually report statewide program progress to the Senate and House Fducation
Commitees, the Legislatve Fdueation Accountability and Oversight Commitice, the deans of the calleges ol educanon at
apnroved practitioner preparatton anstitutions, the state board. the Governor, and to school distnicts.

PRAXIS 11, The Act requires the Board of Educational Examiners to adnunister the Praxis 1T examination for knowledge of
pedagarics and one content arca o cach applicant for a provisional teaching hicense  The fees for the exam shall be paid, as
provided 1n HF. 413, by the board (rom tunds appropriated by the General Assembly. The board 1s to compile and submit the
results of Praxis examinations to the Senate and House standing commuttees on Education and the state board by December 1,
2003, The provision related to the Praxis examination is repealed effective June 30, 2001.

PRACIITIONER PREPARATION CREIITTRANSFER STUDY. The Act requires the State Board of Regents to conduct a study of
the transier of credits between practtioner preparation institutions (o determine whether the current siuanion is fair and conststent,

LEGISLATIVE IMPLEMENTATION COMMITTEE. The Act requests that the Legislative Council establish a two-year legisla-
tve implemnentation commities o conduct a comprehensive study of team-based variable pay.

SENATE FILE 480 - Community College Faculty Licensing — Revicw

By COMMITTEE ON CDUCATION. This Act directs the Department of Education to establish a task force 10 conduct a
comprehensive review of the licensing of communuty college faculry by the Board of Educational Examincrs, including but not
limated to retated 1ssues such as tenure and termunation procedures. The department must submit 1ts findings and recommenda-
tons 10 the Scnate and House standing committees on Education by December 1, 2001

HOUSE FILE 89 - School Curriculum and Telecommunications — Supervision of Students

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCAFION. This Act provides that the supervision of kindergarten through grade 12 siudents
recetving curriculum via the lowa Communications Network may be provided by the licensed teacher at the oniginating site or
wiay be provided by the schoaol district recewving the cumicalum if the distnict deawdes it s advisable or +f the onginating xue
teacher requests b,

HOUSE FILE 191 - School Finance — Allowable Growth

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. This Act sets the state pereent of growth under the State School Foundation Program at 4
percent for the school budget year beginning Jaly 1, 2002, The Act is appbeable for computing state school foundation aid for
the school budget vear beginming July 1. 2002.

HOUSE FILE 270 - Campus Security and Sexual Abuse Policies and Reports

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Actstrikes languagce that requires aceredited postsecondary institutions in Towato file
with the Division of Criminal and Juveaile Justice Planning of the Department of Human Rights a copy of an annual report,
required by the federal Student Right-To- Know and Campus Security Act, which relates to carnpus crime statistics. Under the
Act, the mstitutions are ro longer required to file with the division a copy of a4 writlen palicy relating Lo sexual abusc that the
mauntions must disseminate to students.

HOUSFE FILE 293 - School Board Dutics — Officers — Annual Scttlements

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION, This Act ¢liminates language that requires the board of directors of a school district o
appoint a secretary and weasurer and settle the books for the previous fiscal year by August 15, However, the Act requires a
schaol board to scllle the previous year's books on or after August 31 and prior to the organizational meeting held after the
regular school election,

HOUSE FILE 294 - Compensation of Schoot Board Members

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. Thus Act permits a school board membcer to receive compensation from the school board
lor part-time or temporary employment as long as the total amount of compensation paid to the board member by the schoel
distniet does not exceed $2,500 annually.

HOUSE FILE 333 - Driver Education — Instruction Time

BY COMMITTEL ON EDUCATION. This Act requures the Department of Education to kimit the number of minutes of
classroom nstruction, per student per day, 10 an approved driver cducation course 1o [80 munutes. Rules adopted by the State
Board of Educanon currently set the maximum at | 20 minutes in a single day.

HOUSE FILE 389 - School Board Dutics — Suspension of Practitioners

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION, This Act provides a board of directors of a school district that is considerning termination
or conttnuance of a practiioner’s contract with an addiional opuon to suspend the practitioner with or without pay for a penesd
speaitied by the board,

HOUSE FILF 462 - Arca Education Agency Administrative Costs Reimbursement — Federal Individuals With Disabilitics
Education Act Funds

BY COMMITTEE OON EDUCATION. This Act provides that the 25 percent cap on the amount of federal medieal assislance

reimbursement that an area education agency (AEA ) may retan for the administrative costs of implementing reimbursement for

cligible services does not apply (o those services the AEA provides under the Infants and Toddlers With Disabilities Program

{Part C) of the tederal Individuals With Disabihities Education Act,

The Act takes effect Apnl 17, 20010,

HOUSE FILE 637 - Librarics, Library Services, and Administration and School Improvement Technology Funds

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. This Act changes the name of the regional library system to the library scrvice arcas,
provides for the appointment of the hbrary service area trustees rather than for election of the trustees, expands the duties of the
arcas, and requires the State Board of Education to develop a bienmial uniticd plan of service and service delivery in consulta-
tion with the library service arcas and the arca education agency (AEA) media centers. The Act also adds to the list of
cxpenditures an AEA may make using School Improvement ‘lechnology Block Grant moneys by allowing an AEA to coter 1to
a lease or lease-purchase agreement for technology.

ADDITIONAL SERVICES TO LIBRARIES. Current law requires regional libraries to provide supporting scrvices to hbsartes.
The Act provides that the services shall include consulting, conunuing education, interlibrary loan, and reference services (o
assure consistency of service stalewade.

LIBRARY SERVICE AREA BOARDS OF TRUSTEES. Seven regional ibrary trustevs are cugrently clected 1o cach of seven boards
serving seven regions, Under the Act, the library service area trustees are chosen from geographic districts drawn upon the same
county hnes as the regional system. Board membership shall iclude at least a representative of an AEA medta division, a
public hbrary twustee, a bbranan, a community college representative, a person representing library patrons, and two persons
representing the pubhe at targe. The terms of the clected regional library trustecs capire under the Acton July 1, 2001, The Act
teguires that the trustees assume alt outstanding obligauons of the regionat tibrary and be liable for the valid contracts of the
regional ibrary that the Iibrary arca replaces. The regional Library is divected to transfer its assets and utle to any reul estate it
owns tu the libracy service area.

AEAMEDIA SERVICES SUPPORT TQ SCHOOL LIBRARIES. The Actrequires AEA boards to assist in facilitaung interhibrary
loans between school districts and other libraries. The Act directs the AEAs 1o include as a membuer on its muedia center advisory
cominittee a library service area trustee or stafl member appointed by the Commussion of Libraries. The Act also permuts a
consorbum of AEAS to cooperauvely cngage 1n the technology activities authorized under the School Improvement Technol-
ogy Block Grant Program,

{IBRARY FUSION. The Act amends the Code chapter that provides for the establishment of county hibrary districts 10 allow a
library district to be established by one or more countics, one or more ¢ities, ot any combination of cities and counties,

DEPARTMENT OF MANAGEMENT STUDY. The Act direets the Department of Managemenl to coordinate a study of city and
counly support of pubhe library funding and determine whether cities and counties are in comphance with state funding
requirements, identify incquities between city and county funding, and determine the adequacy of the current miniroum levy.
The department must submit its hindmgs and recommendations 10 the Senate and House standing commiltees on Education and
the Joint Appropriations Subcommittee on Education,

HOUSE FILE 643 - Education — Miscellaneous Changes
BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. This Act makes the following siatutory revisions relating to the Department of Education,
school distnicts, and arca ¢ducation agencies {AEAx).

STATE BOARD QF EDUCATION. The Actstrikes language that requires the Siate Board of Education o adopt rules providing that
the cducational program each school and accredited nonpublic school must provide to at-risk students be based on the Child
Development Coordinating Council’s definition of “at-nsk swdent” The Act dirccts the state board to adopt rules requiring
accredited schools and school districts to teach from and use a “'gender fair,” rather than the current “*nonsexsst.” approach.

PROVISIONS REIATED TO ACCREDITED NONPUBLIC SCHOOLS AND SCHOOL DISTRICTS. The Acit repeals a prosision
requiring school districts 1o adopt goals to improve student achievement and perforiance and transmut a plan for achicvirg its
gouls to the departinent, along with a penodic assessment for use in determuning whether its goals have been achieved  The Act
aiso strikes and replaces language that requires school districts 10 delermine educational needs, develop goals. and cvaluate
anid repart progress, and requeres the local board W appoint an advisory commurttee to make recommendations. The Act changes
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language refating to the comprehensive school improvermnent plan that school districts and aceredited nonpubhe <chools are
required 1o subimt to the department. The new language requires accredited schools and school districts to appoint a school
improvemant advisory committee o make recommendations to the board or authories, which wall be used by the board or
avthories 10 determune the major educational needs, stedent learmng goals, long-range and annual improvement goals,
desired levels of student performance. and progress toward meeting the goals. The Act also requires that school districts
incorporate into their comprehensive school itmprovement plan the criteria and procedures for identification and integration of
at-risk children that districts have incorporated into their kindergarten admissions programs.

The Act eliminates a provision reguiring a school district to submat a progress report under the School Improvement Technol-
ogy Bluck Grant Program and requires licensed professtonal staff of the district to be responsible for technology integration
throughout the district.

The Act changes the date of the enrollment count for children requiring special education from December 1 to November 1. and
the date for a school district wo certify 1o the departinent its additional enrollinent because of speeial education is changed from
December 15 w November 150 The Act also provides that a student shall not be included in a district’s enrollment if the student
wits cligible to recerve a diploma in the previous year of enrollment or f the student continues earoliment m the district to take
courses for which the student may receive postsecondary course credil. In addition, the Act provides shared-time weighung for
all students i grades 9 through 12 who are dual enrolled.

School disiricts that request additonal allowable growth for programs for returming dropouts and dropout prevention must,
under the Act, nclude in their program plans the qualifications required of personnel delivering the program,

The Act permils a $choo) board to authorize 1ts superintendent to sign teachers’ contracts. The Act also requires school boards
1o provide not-lor-profit, professional education associatons equal access to teacher mailhoxes fou distaibution of professional
tierature.

TRANSPORTATION ISSUES. The Act pravides that when a school patron or school district board is dissanisfied with the
dacision of an AEA board regarding school transportation, the decision may be appealed to the Director of the Department of
Fducation.

I'he Act strikes language that requures the department to adopt rules establishing critena for issuing a statement of necessity, which
a school board or a school admimstrator must provide it a student 15 (0 be 1ssued a special minors” driver’s license. However, a
school board must adept a policy establishing the enteria for approval or denial of a special minors’ driver's license. The Act
pernuts a student 10 appeal the decision of a schoul admimstrator 1o the school board. “The decision of the school board 15 final.

ADIMTIONAL REPEALS. Provisions creating and setting forth the duties of the Youth 2000 Coordinating Council are repealed.
The Act also repeals provisions cstablishing a State Council un Vocational Education attached to the department.

HOUSE FILE 670 - Alternative Licensure — YETOED RY THE GOVERNOR

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. This bi) would have allowed 1ndividuals possessing at least a bachelor’s degree to be
licensed as admimistrators in schools with corollmenis of at least 5,500, and as teachers in vozational education fields or subject
areas or in shortage areas, upon completion of lwa 12-semester-hour courses and an internship,

Under the hill, approved nontraditional practitioner preparation programs would be required to include coursework in cduca-
ton theory, instructonal methods, and classtoom management. and administrator preparation programs would be requuired to
iclude coursewaork 1 cducation management, governance organization, and planning.

An institution providing nontraditional preparation programs would also be required to cnter into a wittien agreement with a
school district under which the school district would provide interns with a ane-year classroom teaching experienec ot one year
of adminwarative experience. Interns would be required to successfully complete the first 12 semester-hour course of swdy
pror o beginning the teaching or admimistrator internship. Upon completton of the first course of study, the institution
prepareg an indevidual would have been required 10 submit to the Board of Educational Examiners a recammendation for
licensure of the inteen.  1f the institution reeommended Jlicensure, the intern would be 1ssued a nontraditional conditional
hicense by the board. The Wl defined “nentradiuonal conditional license™ to mean the authority given to allow a person to
legally serve as a teacher or admunistrator on a temporary basis while the person completes a nontraditional practivoner
preparation nternship program.

The second course of study could be waived based upon the institution’s comprehensive evaluation of the intern The Wl
requared that the intern be monttored by the instiutron dueing the intern’s first mne weeks of employment as a teacher or during
the ntera’s year of cimplovient as an adnunistrator.
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Under the ball, individuals would be ehgible for licensure as an administrator 1f, beyond successtully completing the prepara.
ton program. the individual possessed at Ieast a master’s degree 1n business administration. public administration, or 2 compa-
ruble degree, or possessed at feast a bachelor's degree from an accredited postsecondary tnstitution and bife oxpericnce equiva-
fent 1o a master’s degree in a management field, and had been employed tor at least 10 of the last [5 vears in 2 munagement
posihinn.

An indiv:dual could be licensed to teach students in grades 9 through 12 1n the vocational education field or subject arca of the
individual’s academic background and employment experience, or in a teacher shortage area if, beyond successtully complet-
ing the preparation program, the individual possessed at least a bachelor’s degree from an accredited postsecondary wnstitution,
had beenemployed for at least live conseculive years in an arca reguinng knowledge and practical application of the individual’s
postsecondary academuc background, and could document successful expenience working with children, In addinion 1o these
requirements, an individual seeking a nontraditional conditional license to teach special educatton students in gradex 9
trrough (2 would need to document five years of successful expericnce working with children requiring special cducation. An
endividual issued a provisional teaching license after a successful teaching experience under a nontraditional license would be
required o successfully complete a two-year beginning teacher mentoring and induction program.

The bl dirceted the Board of Educational Exarminers to administer, For two years. the Praxas 1 examination for knowledge of
pedagogics and content to cach individual applying for a nontraditional teaching hicense.

The hill also required the Departiment of Education to compiie and report, analyze and compare, in consultation with the Board
of Educational Examincrs, information relating to nontraditional practitioner preparation internship programs and the require-
ments for practitioncer licensure or endorsement that require a master’s degree and the master’s degree requircraents established
by approved practitioner preparation graduate programs. The department was to have submitted its findings and recommenda-
tons in reports to the General Assembly,

HOUSE FILE 674 - Area Education Agency Accreditation and Reorganization or Dissolution

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATIOMN. This Act extends the area education ageney (AEA) accreditation approval pariod tfrom
three years to five years and permits two or more ACAs 0 voluntarily reorganize, allows an AEA (o initiate dissolulion
procedures. and requires that an AEA minate dissolution procedures if petitioned by at least 20 percent of the board members
serving on each school district board wiathan the area served.

Reorgantizanon and attachment of an affected AEA’s area can only take place if the areas affected are contiguous, 20 percent of
the school districts within the alfecled AEAs file a petition for reorgamization, a majority of the members of the affected AEA
huards approve the reorganization, or, in the case of dissolution, if a majority of the memboers of the affected school districts
voung zpprove of the dissolution,

PIANNING. The AEA boards contemplating a voluntary reorganization must develop and conduct studies of the agency
resources and programs, survey school districts to determine current and tuture needs, hold public heanngs, and consult with
the Dhrector of the Department of Education in the development of surveys and plans.

ASSETS AND LIABILITIES. The assets and liabilities of the alfected AEAs become the responsibility of the board of the newly
formed AEA.

DEPARTMENTAL REVIEW. The State Board of Education mnust review the plan and grant approval or return the plan with the
stade board’s recommendations. An approved plan takes effect on the following July 1.

CONTRACTS AND COLLECTIVE BARGAINING. Current contracts for the admimstrator and teachers of an affected AEA arc to
be preserved in the formation of the new AEA. The collective bargaining agreement of the AEA with the largest basic
earolhinent for the year prior to the reorganization serves as the base agreement.

SCHOGLDISTRICT PETITION TO JOIN. The Act perimuts school districts contiguous 1o or within a newly reorganived AEA to
peition (0 join a newly reorganized AEA or a contiguous AEA.

INITIAL BOARD. The Act provides lor the appointment of AEA directors o the initial board of anewly reorganized agency. The
watial board must call a dircctor district convention to elect members of the regular board. The imtial board has control of the
cinployment of all personnel for the newly formed agency for the ensuing school year, and may establish policy. enter into
coniracts, and complete such plannimg and take such acuon as is essential for the efficient management of the newly formed
AEA

ACCREDITATION. A newly tormed AEA 15 considered accredited for purposcs of budget approval by the state board. but must
meet state accreditation requirements and standards within one vear of reorganizing. The state board must inform the new
agency of the accredntation on-site visit schedule,
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DISSOQLUTION. 1 a dissolubion proposal has been prepared by area school boards and iy accompanied by a petition signed by
at jeast 20 percent of the school distnct boards within the arca served, the board of dircctors of an AEA must establish «

dissolution commission.

DISSOLUTION COMMISSION. The commisston must request stalements from contiguous agencics outliming each ageney's
willingness to accept territory altachments and must meet with the conliguous agency boards and wath local school boards in
drawing vp the dissolution proposal. Within one year, the commission must either send a copy ol its dissolution proposal to the
affected ACA board or inform the board that it cannot agree upon a disselution proposal. An agency board that objects to an
attachment of arca must send its objections in writing to the commission within 10 days, and the corunission may modify the
dessolution proposal. A new commmussion may be formed if agreement cannot be reached on a dissolution proposal.

DISSOLUTION HEARING. Within 10 days following the filing of the dissolution proposal, the alfected board must {ix a date
and publish notice for a hearing. The affected board musl review hearing testmony and adopt, or amend and adopt, the
dissolution proposal.

VOTE BY SCHOOL BOARD MEMBERS. Within 30 days of the hearing, the school boards of districts located within the affected
AEA and within the area served by AEAs to which area of the alfected AEA will be autached must vote on the dissolution
proposal. The dissolution proposal must pass by a simple percent of the votes cast. An approved dissolution proposal must be
forwarded to the state board for approval by November 1.

HOUSE FILE 695 - School-to-Carecr Program — Miscellaneous Changes
BY COMMITTEE ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, This Act makes amendments to the School-to-Career Program,

The Act adds a delinition of “employer,” which mncans an employer or a consortium of two or more emplovers.

The Act eliminates two provisions thag are currently required to be in an agreement between an employer and a participant for
a certified program.

The Act also amends a provision relating to the amount of a refund an employer may claim for each participant in the program
criploved by the employer.

HOUSE FILE 566 - Registered Voters, Eligible Electars, and Qualified Voters

BY COMMITTEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act makes several changes o the lowa Code regarding use ol the terms
“ehigible elector” “qualitied elector,” and “registered voter.” Prior 1o 1994, the term “qualtfied elector” was defined in the Code
as a person registered o vote, That term was changed o “registered voter” begianing in 1994, The Act changes “qualified
voters™ and “qualificd electors™ to “registered voters” in those Code sections overlooked in the origmal Jegislation.

The Actalso changes from regrstered voters 1o ghigible clectors thuse persons qualified to sign a petiuon required or allowed by
siatute  Eheible electors are persons quahified 1o register to vote regardless of whether they have actually registered. Pehiwon
requirements amended by the Actinclude peutions regarding unified law enforcement districts, 1ownship officers, local school
districts, land use districts, commission form of locul government, county bonds, county librares, county hospitals, ity
sevenue bonds, local option sales taxes. and retention of district court clerks.

‘The Act also amends Code Section 5337 10 define “qualificd voter™ to mean, for purposes of absentee voting by the armed
torces, aperson described under the term “armed forces of the United States™ who. except for mecting the residency tequiretient.
1s wtherwise eiigible 1o register to vote and 1o vote in [owa, The Act retans the term “gualificd” m Cede Scerion 468 514 to
desceebe those property owncrs chigible to vote on dranage district matters,

HOUSE FILE 758 - Congressional and Legislative Redistricting — EXTRAORDINARY SESSION

BY COMMITTEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Actestablishes congressional and legislative districts for the state effec-
tve during the 2002 and subsequent general clections. The districts are ¢stablished based upon population pursuant Lo the
1esults of the 2000 decenmial census. Pursuant 1o the requirements of Code Section 42.4, the Act provides for the election of
senators to the general assembhies which take office in 2003 and 2005 1n conformuty with the lowa Constitution and provides
for the fithng of a vacancy for a member of Congress or the General Assembly if a special clection s requirad prior 1o the 2002
general election. Refer to the appendices for maps of the Congressional. Scnate and House districts, prepared by the Legisiative

‘The
Act takes effect February 6, 2001,

- City Cable Television Franchises
SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act provides thatif a culy grants more than one cable television
tranchisc, the terms and condtiions shall not give unduc preference or advantage to the new franchi-
sce and the new franchisee shall be granted the same territory as the existing franchisee and a
reasonable amount of ome to build the new systamn throughout the temmitory.

- Federal Block Grant Appropnations
SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act appropriates federal block grant and other nonstate moneys to
state agencies for the federal fiscal vear beginning October 1, 2001, and ending Sepiember 30,
2002, The Actincludes funding for the Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Program known as
LEHEAP.

- Limited Sales and Use Tax Exemption for Residential Metered Gas and Electricity or Heaung Fucel
SEE TAXATION. This Act excpts from the sales and use taxes, for approximately two months. the
sale or furmishing of metered gas and of heating fuel for residential customers, The excinption
applics Lo the sale of metered gas if the utility billing date is during Macch 2001 or Apnil 2001 and
applies (o the sale of heating fuel if the sale or furnishing of it occurs during the period begianing on
February 5, 2001, and ending March 31, 2001, A uulity that cannot adjust us billing system 1o
provide for the exemption tn March can charge the tax but must give the customer a credit on the
customer's next billing. The Act also provides for the phaseout of the sales tax. over a five-year
pertod, on the sale and furnishing of metered gas and clectricity residential custotners and on the sale
and furnishing of fuel, including propane and heating fucl, used 1n residenual dwellings. The Act
takces cfleet February 5, 2001,

- Rural Fire Protection
SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. Thix Act requices a rural water district or associauon 1o cstablish a
rural fire protection program that provides access to designated soft-hose {ill stations, periodic
updated maps of soft-hose fill stations, and penodic informational mectings for all alfected fire
departments on procedures and facilities to enhance rural fire protection.

- Appropriatuons — Regulatory and Expenditure Matters — EXTRAORDINARY SESSION
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to regulatory and expenditure matters and includes an
appropriation for additional regulatory staifing, contingent upon the passage of H.F. 577. refatng to
energy-generating facilities.

- Taxation cf Electricity, Natural Gas, and Fuels Used for Residennal Energy
SEE TAXATION. This Actexemplts from the sales and use taxes the charges paid to deliver ciectrie-
ity or natural gas if the sale or use is cxernpt from sales and use taxes, The Act also amends a
previously enacted sales tax exemption that phascs out the sales tax on the sale or furnishing of
metered gas, clectricity and fucl (see H F 1 in Taxation).

- Appropriations — Energy Conservauon Programs Funding
SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act appropriates moneys tor FY 2001-2002 from the Energy Conser-
vation Trust to the Division of Community Action Agencies of the Department of Human Rights tor
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HOUSEFILE 731

energy conservation programs for low-mcome persons and 1o the Department of Natural Resovurces
tor the State Energy Program and for adminestration of petroleurn overcharge programs.

- Uunlity Replacement Tax

SEE TAXATION. This Act makes vanous changes to Code Chapter 437A, “Taxes on Elcctricity and
Natural Gas Providers.” based on the proposal of the Utility Replacement Tax Task Force.
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SENATEFILE 279 - Expenses Related to Regulation of Public Utilities — Assessments
BY COMMITTEE ON COMMIERCE. This Act amends Code Section 476.10, which deals with allocation of expenses incurred
by the Uvliues Board of the Department of Comuncree and the Consumer Advocate.

The Act provides that the board may allocate and directly charge to persons bringing or participating in a proceeding or matter
before the board expenses attributable to the respective duties of the board and the Consumer Advocate. The board and the
Consumer Advocate may consider the financial resources of the parties, the impact of assessient on parucipation by interve-
nors, the nature of the proceeding or matier, and the contribution to the public interest in making such direct assessments, and
may dechne to charge persons who intervene in a procecding in good faith without ¢xpanding the scope of the proceeding. The
hoard may il the person during a proceeding or at the conclusion. Presentation of a bill constitutes notice of direct assessment
and a demand for payment according Lo the tme frame established in the Act.

This direct assessment procedure tn the Act provides specific criteria for the board 10 constder in making an allocation, or in
dechining to allocate any cxpenses (o intervenors; applies to all proceedings and matters for which the board s responsible
under the law rather than a hmited hst of acuvities; applies to all persons before the board rather than just public utihities; and
coatains no limit on the yearly amount that a person may be assessed, rather than an anpual mit of two-tenths of 1 percent of
a public atility’s gross operating revenues.

The Act also addresses guarterly assessments based on the actual expenses of the Utilitics Division of the Department of
Commerce, less the dircet charges made to persons wnvolved in proccedings or other matters before the board. This quarterly
remnainder assessment 1s made to all persons providing service over which the board has junsdiction, in proportion to their
respective gross operating revenuces. Electric and gas public utilities that are not subject to rate regulation by the hoard under
Code Chapter 76 are assesscd at one-half the rate of other persons.

This quarterly remainder assessment procedure differs from current Code language on guarterly remnainder assessments by
applying the assessment process 1o all persons providing service over which the board has junisdicuon, rather than public
utihities; by permitting expenses allocable to 2 particular type of unlity to be assessed only to that type of entity over which the
hoard has jurisdicton; by using fiscal year guidelines only and deleung refercnees to specific dates in the procedure: and by not
luniting the yearly amount that a person may be assessed, rather than an @nnual Limit of two-tenths of | percent of a public
utiltiy’s gross operating revenucs from intrastate public utility operations during the calendar year, and a total of three-tenths of
| percent of the gross operating revenues in the last preceding year for both the direct and remaindcer asscssments.

The Act requires direct charges or remainder assessments 1o be paid within 30 days of nolice of the amoumt due, unless an
objection is liled. The board 1s required to set the matter of a filed objection for heanng and issuc an order in accordance with
the procedures in Code Chapter 476. The order is subjeet 10 review according to the procedures in the Code chapter. The Act
differs from current Code language rcgarding payment by requiring that the board provide notice, insiead of mailing notice.

The Actrequires the Utiliies Board to submit a written report o the General Assembly on or belore March |, 2002, regarding the
elfect of statutory changes on the direct and remainder assessments actually made on utilities. The report shall address the
amount of the assessment, the party to whom it was asscssed, a comparison of the assessments madc to the same party under the
previous statute. and any additional information the board deems useful to the General Assembly i evaluaung the statutory
changus.

The Act takes cilect March 14, 2001,

SENATE FILE 462 - Energy Loan Fund — Eligible Improvements

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESQURCES AND ENVIRONMENT. This Act amends a provision of the Encrgy Loan Fund
adimimstered by the Deparunent of Natural Resources (DNR). QOut of the fund, the DNR makes loans to the state, stale agencies.
political subdivisions, school districss, area education agencies, community celleges, and nonprofit organtzations for imple-
menting energy conscrvation measurcs identified tn a comprehensive engincering analysis. The Act strikes language requiring
recoupment of energy conservation costs within an average of six years and provides that a loan shall be made for all cost-
effective management tmprovements.

SENATE ¥FILE 515 - Public Utility Crossings — Railroad Rights-of-Way
BY IVERSONAND GRONSTAL. This Actcreates new Code Section 476.27. providing definitions and procedures for crossings
of railcvad rights-of-way by public utlities.




P02 ENERGY AND PUBLIC UTILITIES

The Act directs the Utilities Board of the Deparunent of Commerce, in consultation with the lowa Department of Transportation,
ta adopt rules prescribing the terms and conditions for a railroad crossing. The rules are to address notfication requirements,
mantenance and repair requirements, msurance requirements, procedures for payment of certaim costs and damages, cmergency
repair and mamienance requirements, engineering standards, expedited construction, and other pecessary tenmns and condi-
tons. The Act requires the ralroad and public utlity to each bear responsibility for each person’s own acts and onissions,
exeept that the public utility shall be responsible for any bodily jury or property damage typically covered by a standard
railroad srotective Liabibly insurance policy.

A standard crossing fee of $750 15 cstzbhished to cover the divect expenses of a railroad, to be paid by a public unlity seeking
1o commence a crossing. The fee is a one-time charge per cruszing 1o lieu of any license or other fec or charge and shall apply
to all crossings cxeept for crossings along the publie roads of the state pursuant 10 Code Chapter 477, The utility shall also
reimburse the ralroad for any actual flagging cxpenses in addition to the standard crossing fec.

The Act provides that any rules adopted by the board shall not prevent a railroad and a public utility from negotiating dafferent
terms and conditions applicable to a crossing. The Act staies that the new provisions shall not impair the authority of a public
ulthty to secure crossing rights by easement pursuant 10 the exercise of the power of eminent domain.

The Act altows a railroad or public utility that believes special circumstances exist for a particular crossing 10 petition the board
for relel. pursuant ro which the board shall determine whether special circumstances exist that necessitate ¢ither a maodification
of the direct expenses to be paid or the need for additional terms and conditions Tor the crossing. A ratlroad or pubhic utility that
clums to be aggricved by a determination of the board on the issue of damages for the rights granted to a public utility with
respect Lo a crossing may appeal in essentally the same procedural manner as a party may appeal an appraisement of damages
by 2 COURlY compensation commission under the procedures in Code Chapter 08 for crminent domain. An appeal of any other
determinztion regarding crossings by the board shall proceed pursuant to the provisions of the Towa Admimstrative Procedurs
Actin Code Chapter 17A,

The Act provides that, pending resolution of a claim of special circumstances by the board, a public ublity, upon securing the
payment of any damages. may proceed with a crossing in accordance with rules adopted by the board unless the board
determunes, upen application for cmergency relief, thal intervention is nccessary ether o prevent a crossing thal involves a
sigrlicant and imminent hikelthoud of danger 1o the public health or safety, or o prevent a crossing that is a serious threat (o
the sate ¢peration ot the radroad or o the curtent use of the rnlroad right-of-way.

The Act atso provides that new Code Section 476.27 applies to all public utility crossings as provided m the Code section, and
that the provision governs over any other conflicting provision of Jaw,

The AU appiies to a crossing commenced prior 10 July 1, 2001, 1f an agreement concerning the crossing has expired or s
termanated, and to a crossing commenced on or after July 1, 2001,

HOUSE FILE 577 - Electric Power Generation and Transmission — Miscellaneous Provisions — EXTRAQORDINARY
SESSION

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMERCE AND REGULATION. This Actmakes changes to provisions related to clectric utilities 1n

Code Chapters 476 and 476A, as well as making related changes tn other parts of the Code.

A new subscetion s added 1o Code Section 476.6 regarding emissions {rom clectric power gencrating facilitics. Coal-fired
facilines jocated in the state on July i, 2001 are required 1o develop muluyear plans and budgets for managing regulated
cmssions from the Tacility in a cost-effeetive manner. The inilial plan and budget must be tiled by Apnl 1, 2002, and updates
shall be filed at least every 24 months. Copies ol the mitial plan, budget and updates shall be served on the Environmental
Protection Diveston of the Department of Natura! Resources (DNR) and the Consumer Advocate, The plan, budaet and updates
shall be considered i a contested case procecding, and the DINR and the Consumer Advacate shall participate as partics. The
DNR shal state whether the plan or update meets applicable state environmental requirements for regulated emissions, and 1f
nut, skall recommend amendments to bring the plan 1o compliance with requircinents,

The Ctibitics Board ot the Department of Comuncree shall not approve a plan that does not mect applicable state requirements
for reguhited cimssions The board shall approve a plan or updaite and tiwe associated budget 1if 11 as consistent with the
legistative intent expressed under Code Scetion 476,53, and reasonably balances costs, environmental requircinents, economic
Jevelopment potentiat, and the reliability of the electne utility and generation system. The board shall issu¢ an order approv-
ing or reyecung a plan or update and the associated budget within 180 days after the filing. except that 30-day extensions may
b granled upon 2 showing of good cause. The reasonable costs incurred in preparing and filing the plan or update and
assoctates budget shall be imcluded in regulated retl rates. The board may liout investments or expeaditures under a plan,
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upddaic or budget that are proposed to be uadertaken prior to the time the related environmental benefit would be required under
fedural or state Taw. The board shall report to the General Assembly by January 21, 2003, on requinng the municipal unlines and
raral electne cooperatives (o comply with emission management requirements comparable to those required by this Code

The Act adds new Code Section 476 47, regarding alternate energy purchase programs. Beginning January 1, 2004, all electric
utilitics arc required to offer an alternate energy purchase program to customers based on cnergy produced by altcrnate encegy
production facilitics in fowa. and to file plans for such programs with the Utilities Board. Sixty days’ notice 1o customers of the
plan or any inadificabion is required. Certain exceptions may be applicable, and consumer-owned uttliies may apply for a
waiver of the requirements.

The Act also amends Code Section 476.33 by nserting completelv new language which states the intent of the General
Assembly 1o altract the development of electric power generating facilities within the state in sufficient quantity 10 cnsure
reliable electric service to lowa consumers and provide ceonomic benefits 1o the state, implemented m a manner that is cost-
effective and compatible with the environmental policies of the state, as expressed in the Code. The Act provides that if a rate-
regulated unlity files an application to construct in lowa a baseload generating facility cqual to or greater than 300 megawatis
or a combined cycle facility, or an alternate energy production facility, or if a ratc-regulated public utility leases or owns in lowa
in whole or in part a new such facility, the hoard shall specify ia advance, by order issued after a contested case proceeding, the
ratemaking principles that will apply when the costs of the facility are included in retinf rates. The board is not limited 10
traditional ratemaking principles or cost-recavery mechanisms. The board must find that the utility has a board-approved
cnergy cfficicney plan in effect, and that the utility has demonstrated to the board that it has considered other sources for long-
term electric supply 2nd that the facility or lease is reasonable when compared to other feasible alternative sources of supply.
These proof requirements may be met through a competitive bidding process established by rule. The utility may proceed with
construction or withdraw its application tor certification upon issuance of the order setting forth the ratemaking principles. The
principles apply to the faciity i any subsequent ralemaking proceeding.

The Act amends Code Scetion 476A .6 o provide that the board shall issuc a certificate if it finds three criteria have been met:
{1] the services and operations resulting from the construction of the tacility are compatible wath the electnic energy pohicy and
the econotnic development policy of the state as expressed in the Code and will not be detrimental to the provision of adequate
and veliable clectrie service: {2) the applicant1s willing to construct, maintain and operate the facility pursuant 1o the provisions
of the certilicate and Code Chapter 476A; and (3) the construction, mamtenance and operation of the facility will be consistent
with reasonabie land use and environmental policy, and consonant with reasonable utilization of air, land and water resources,
considering reasonably avatlable technology.

These critena replace priar statements regarding present or {uture public conventence, use and necessity; minjmum adverse
land use, aesthetic impact; bencficial purposes considering the econormnics of avatlable alternatives: details of a comprehensive
energy management program by the public utilily, including load management. interruptible service, wheeling agreements and
other ¢nergy sharing agreements, and energy cfficiency and renewable energy services and programs; long-term clectric
supply; and nongencration alternatives.

The Actamends Code Section 476A 15, to allow waiver by the Utilities Board of any of the requirements of Code Chapter 476A
if it determines that the public interest would not be adversety affected. The Code currcntly allows waivers only for facthities
with a capacity of 100 or fewer megawatts.

This Act creates a new subchapter of Code Chapter 476A, regarding electric power generators, that addresses joint agreemnents
for the acqusinon of ownurship, and for the planning, finsncing, operation, and maintenance of joint facilities devoted to
clectne power generation and transmission, and providing for the bonding authority of eleciric power agencies. The new Code
sections shail govern in the event of conflict.

The Act creates new Code Section 476A.20, which provides definitions for “clectric power agency.” “facility,” and “public bond
or obligatton ™ “Electric power agency’ means an entity as defined in Code Section 28F.2, which is an entity financing or
acyuinng cleetrie power facilities pursuant to Code Chapter 28F or Code Chapter 28E. “Public bond or obhgation™ means an
obligation us debined in Code Section 76,14, which is any obhigation isued by of on behalf of the state, an agency of the state,
or a political subdivision of the state. A “facility™ is an clectric power generating plant, or transmission line o system, ax
defined wn Code Secton 476A 1.

The Act creates new Coxle Section 476A 21, providing for the general authority of an electric power agency to enter inlo and
carry oul Jjoint agreements wath other parucipants for the acquisition of ownership of a jont facility, and for the planning,
financing. operation, and maintenance of the joint facility
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The Act creates new Code Secuon 476A .22 providing for the eleciie ponwer agency Lo excrcise all powers necessary and
appropriste that might be exercised by a natural person or private corporation for constructing or acguiring an c¢leetric power
factlnty,

‘The Act adds new Code Section 476A .23, providing for the issuance of public bonds to carry out any purposes and powers.
including the Toflowing: (1) the acquisition or construction of any project to be owned or leased by the electnic power agency.,
or any inerest in, or any right 10 the capacity of, such project; (2) the funding or refunding of the principal, interest, or
redemplion premums relating Lo any public bonds or oblizations issued by the electric power agency, whether or not the public
bonds or obligations or interest have hecome doe, (3) the establishment or increase of reserves to seeure or 1o pay the public
bond or abligations or interest: and (4) the payment of all other costs or cxpenses of the electne power agency necessary o carry
cut ils purposes and powers. A transmission facility shall not be financed with the proceeds from public bonds or obligations.
the tnterest on which 1s exenipl from federal come tax, unless the public 1ssuer of such public bonds or obltgations promises
that the nsuer shall comply with the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code to preserve the tax exemption of interest
payable en the bonds or obligations.

An electne power generating facility shall not be financed under the subchapter unless the tollowing conditions are met: (1) the
cleciric power gencrating facility 1s not designed to serve the requirements of retail customers of members that are municipal
electric wilitics established 1n lowa after January 1. 2001; and (2) the electric powcer agency files annually with the board
information regarding sales i sufficient detail to determune compliance with these provisions. The board shall report to the
General Asseinbly of any provision s violated.

The Act enacts new Code Section 476A 24, regarding publie bonds or obligattons authonzed by resolution of the board of
Jirectors of the ¢leetne power agency, or under a trust indenture or other security agreement, that must specificaily address a fist
of facts about the bonds. The bonds may be 1ssued 1n one or morc serics, and must not be subject to any restriction under other
law regarding the amount, maturity, interast rate, or other terms of obligation of a public agency or privaie person. Code Chapter

75, reparding the authorization and sale of public bonds, does not apply to public bonds or obligations authorized under Code
Sectuon 476A.24.

Thns Act creates new Code Section 4764 25, regarding public bonds or obhigations payable solely trom agency revenues or
funds The principal of and interest upen any public bonds and obligations 1ssucd by an electric power agency shall be payable
salely Trom the revenues or funds pledged or available for thetr payment. Each public bond or obligauon shall contain all of the
[ollowing terms: (1) that the princrpal of or interest on such public bonds or ubhigation 1s payable solely from revenues or funds
ol the clestre power ageney; (2) that neither the state, or a political subdrvision ol the state other than the elecirnic power agency,
ror a pubiic ageney that 1n a member of the electnie power agency s obligated to pay the principal or interest on such public
bonds or shligations: and (3) that the full faith and credit or the taxing power of the state or any political subdivision of the state
or of any such public agency is not pledged to the payment of the principal of or the interest an the public honds or obligations.

The Act creates new Code Scetion 476A.26, regarding sources for pavment and secunity for public bonds and obligations.
Public bonds or obligations are payable from the revenuces or funds of the electric power agency, subject 1o any agreements with
helders of parteular public boads or obligations pledging any particular revenues or funds, An electric power agency may jssue
types of public bonds or obligations as it may determing, mcluding that where the principal and interest are payable exclusively
from the revenucs frotn one or more projects of from interest in such project or projects, or a right to capacity of such project or
projects, or from any revenue-producing contract made by the electric power agency with any person. Any public bonds or
obligations may be sccured by a pledge of any grant. subsidy or contnibution from any public agency or other person, or a
pledge of any mcome or revenues, funds or moneys of the electne power agency from any other source,

The Act creates new Code Section 476A.27, which provides that public bonds or obliganons of an electric power agency may
be issucd pursuant (o the new Code secnons cstablished under Code Chapler 470A, and rates may be established in the same
manaer az provided in Code Sceton 28E.3 without the consent of any department of the state, New Code Section 476A 28
provides that all public bonds or obligations of an electic power agency shall be negotiable withun the meaning of the Uniform
Commercial Code,

New Code Scetion 476A 29 provides that the clectric power agency may 1ssue temporary bends ar obligations that shall be
exchanged for the definitive bends or obligatuons upon their issuance, and that public bonds or obligations may be issued and
delivered noiwithstanding that one or more of the officers executing them shall have ceased to bold office at the time when the
public bonds or obligations are acteally dehvered.

New Code Section 476A 30 provides that public bonds or obhgatons of an electric power agency may be sold at public or
private saie for a price and in a manner determined by the clectric power ageney. New Code Secuon 476A.31 provides that the
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followang porsons may legally invest any debt service funds. money, or other funds belonging to such person or within such
person’s control i any public bonds or obligations issued pursuani to the new Code scctions added 10 Code Chapter 476A: (1)
a bank. trust contpany, savings association, building and loan association, savings and loan association, or investment ¢om-
pany: (2) an insurance company, Insurance assoctation, or any other person carrying on an insurance business: (3) an exceutor,
admimstrator, conservator, trustes, or other fiduciary; and (4) any other person authorized 16 investin bonds or obligations of
the state,

The Act creates new Code Scction 476A.32, providing that the resolution, trust indenture, or other secunty agreement under
wiich any public bonds or obligations are 1ssued shall consutute a contract with the holders of the public bonds or obligations.
Code Section 476A 32 also provides that the document may contain provisions, among others, that address the following
termns. (1) the rerms and prowvisions of the public bonds or obligations; (2) the mortgage or pledge of and the grant of a security
interest in any real or personal property and all or any part of the revenue from any project or any revenue-producing contract
made by the electric power agency with any person to sccure the payment of the public bonds or obligations, subject 10 any
agreements with the holders of pubhc bonds or obligattons which might then exist: (3} the custody, collecuon, sceuring,
wvestinent, and payment of any revenues, assets, money. funds, or property with respect to which the electric power agency may
have any rights or interest: (4) the rates or charges for clectric energy sold by, or services rendered by, the electric power agency.
the amount to be raised by the rates or charges., and the use and disposition of any or all revenue; (5) the creation of reserves or
debt service funds and the regulation and disposition of such reserves or funds; (6) the purposes to which the procceds tfrom the
sale of any public bonds or obligations 1o be issued may be apphed, and the pledge of the procecds 10 secure the payment of the
public bonds or obligations, (7) limitations on the issuance of any additional public bonds or obligations, the terins upon which
additional puhlic bonds or obhgations may be issued and sccured, and the refunding of outstanding public bonds or obliga-
uons: (8) the rank or prierity of any public bunds or obligations with respect to any lien or security; (9) the creation of special
funds or moncys to be held for operaung cxpenses, payment or redemption of public bonds or obligations, reserves, or other
purposes, and the use and disposition of moneys held in these funds; (10) the procedure by which the terins of any contract with
or for the benedit of the holders of the public bonds or obligations may be amended or abregated, the amount of pubhe bonds
or obligations the holders of which must consent to such amendment or abrogation, and the manner in which consent may be
given; (11) the defimtion of the acts or onussions to act that shall constitute a default in the duties of the electric power agency
to holders of its public bonds or obligations, and the rights and remedies of the holders in the event of default, including. of the
clecing power ageney so determines, the right 10 aceelerate the due date of the maturation of the public bonds or obhganens or
the nght fo appoint a receiver of the property or revenues; (12) any other agrecments {or the benefit of the holders of the public
honds or obligations: (13) the custody, safekeeping and insurance for any of the clectric power agency's property or invest-
ments, inciuding the use and disposition of insurance proceeds; (14) the vesting of rights, powers and duties in a trustee; the
limiting or abrogating of the rightls of the holders of any public bonds or obligations to appoint a trustee; or the bHimiting or the
rights. powers and duties of such trustee; and (15) the appointment and cstablishment of duties and obligations of any paying
agent or other fiduciary.

The Act creates new Code Scetion 476A 33, providing that the electtic power agency may maorlgage or exegute deeds of trust of
the whole or any part of its property for the security of public bonds or obligations issued or to be issued.

New Code Scetion 476A.34 provides that an official, director, member of an clectric power agency, or any person executing
public bonds or obligations shall not be personally liable on the public bonds or obligations, or be subject to puersonal liability
or accountability by issuance of the public bonds or obligations.

New Code Secuon 476A.35 provides that an electric power agency may purchase pubhic bonds or obhigauons out of any funds
avatlable for such purchase, and may hold, pledge, vancel, or resell the public bonds or obligations i accordance wil any
agreements with the holders,

New Code Scetion 470A.36 provides that an electric power agency may pledge ils rates, rents, and other revenues as securnity for
the repayment and payment of moneys due and owed by it under any contract.

The Act provides that the Code Editor may change the use of the term “this chapter” in the remainder of Code Chapter 470A to
accommodate the addition of the new subchapter.

The Act alvo amends Code Scction 478.3, regarding petitions for electric transmission lines, to address the federal regulatory
process that governs many of the same activities regulated under state law, and to specify that the definition of “public” should
not be feied o consumers of the state of lowa,

The Act lakes eftect July 3, 2001,

The fund 1s to consist of moneys received from the sale
ol EPAct credits by IDOT, moneys appropriated by the General Assembly, and any other moneys
designated for such use. The Act defines "EPAct credit” as a credit issued pursuant to the federal
Encrgy Policy Act.

SENATE FILE 479 - On-Sitc Wastewater Systems Assistance Program
SEE HEALTH & SAFETY. This Act provides for a program 1o assist homeowners residing outside
the boundaries of a city with improving on-site wastewater systems and establishes a fund to support
the program,

HOUSE FILE 725 - Appropriations — Agriculture and Natural Resources
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act relates to agriculture and natural resources by making appro-
priations to support related entitics, including the Bnvironmental Protection Division of the Depart-
ment of Natural Resources. [t provides for an intenim study committee te consider issues related to
water quality. It also requires that the department continue to process permits according to require-
ments unrelated to staft avanlability,

HOUSEFILE 736 Tax Administration — Additonal Related Matters
SEE TAXATION. This Act reduces the period for assessing the environmental protection charge or
for filing a claim for retund of an environmental protection charge paid from five to three vears and
reduces the requirement that depositors of underground petroleurn must keep records from a period
of five years to a period of three years for purposes ol the environmental protection charge,
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SENATE FILE 410 - Indoor Seurces — Aic Quality Requirements — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR
BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENT. Tins bill related to the application ol certain air
yuality requirements 10 1indoot sources,

Under the bill, indoor sources would not be subject to centain notices of construction and other related requirements mandated
for other atr contaminant sources, The bill defined “indoor source™ as any emission unit or arr contaminant source which is aot
directly vented or directly exhausted to the outside atmosphere which includes, without limitation, any air exchange through
acneral ventilauon, windows, doors, and cracks. The bill would have allowed the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) to
establish a permut by rule procedure that allows a facilily to establish cmisston limits for indoor sources and (o 1ssue conslruc-
ton permits for indoor sources 1f reguested by a facility,

The bill would have protubited DNR from establishing any permit, registraion, licensing, preconstruchion noufication, or
recordkeeping requirements for indoor sources, but would not hmit DNR's authonity to implement the emission limitations
adopted by the UL S, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) under the federal Clean Air Act, the maximum achievable control
technologies required pursuant to the federal Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990, and the prevention of signiticant deteriora-
uon regulauons adopled by the EPA under the tederal Clean Air Act.

HOUSE FILE 267 - Department of Natural Resources — Waste Management Assistance Division
BY COMMITTLE ON ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION. This Act changes the name of the Waste Management Agsistance
Division of the Department of Natural Resources 1o the Land Quality and Waste Management Assistance Division,

HOUSE FILE 636 - Underground Storage fank Registration and Reporting — Corrective Action Benefits

RY COMMITTEE ON ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION. This Act amends provisions in the Innocent Landowners Fund in
Cade Chapter 455G, the Towa Comprehensive Petroleum Underground Storage Tank Fund Act, and provisions relating to the
reporting of underground storage 1anks in Code Chapter 455B. Jurisdiction of Departiment of Natural Resources (DNR)

Currently, benefils for the costs of corrective acton under the Innocent Landowners Fund are required to be provided o an
owner of 2 petroleum-contaminated properly who is not otherwise eligible to reccive benefits under the Remedial Program of
Code Chupter 455G, The Act expands provision of bencfits from the Innocent Landowners Fund to an owner or operator of an
anderground storage Lank, but makes provision ot such benefits, which is currently mandatory with regard to property owners,
discretienary with regard o property owners and owners or operators of underground storage tanks located on the property. The
Act provides that benefits from the fund shall be for corrective action costs. rather than for total corrective action costs,

The Act amends the debinition of “‘pracorrective action value™ 1o mean the purchase price of the tank site paid by the owner of
the tank site after October 26, 1990, This term ts used i Code Chapter 455G in relation 1o the recovery of remedial account
henefils upon the sale of a tank site for which remedial account bencfits wete received if the sale meets certain requizements

Ihe Act amends Code Chapter 4558 to ¢liminate a requiremnent that a person depositing a regulated substance in an under-
zround storage tank notify an owner or operater of the tank regarding the owncer’'s or operator’s notification requirements. The
Act provides that a person who sells, installs, modiftes, or repairs a tank used or intended to be used as an underground storage
tank shall noufy the purchaser and the owner or operator of the tank m writing of the notification requirements.

The Act prohibits the deposit or acceptance of a regulated substance in an underground storage tank that has not been registered
and tssued permanent and annual tank management fee renewal tags. The Act also prohibits the deposit of aregulated substance
m an underground storage tank after receiving notice from the DNR that the tank is not covered by an approved form of
ninanciel responsibiiity.

The Acteliminates an inspection requirement and related provisions for a person who conveys or deposits a regulated subsrance
in an underground storage tank. The Act prowvides that an owner or operator failing to register or obtain annual rencwal tags for
a tank shali pav an additional fee of 3250 upon registration of the tank.

The Act permats the DNR to deny issuance of a registration or annual tank management fee renewal tag for failure of the owner
or operator to provide proof that the underground storage tank is covered by an approved form of financial responsibility

HOUSE FILE 722 - Solid Waste — Tonnage Fees — Solid Waste Account Moneys
BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act amends provisions of the Code relating to solid waste tennage fees and
the Groundwater Proteetion Fund,
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The Actmcreases the amount a city, county, or public or private agency retains from the tonnage fee from $.95 to $1.20 of the S0
pereent waste reduction goul has not been met by the solid waste planning ares. The additional $.25 retaned shall be used for
wmplementing waste votume reduction and recychng requirements of a comprehensive plan. U a planning area mects or cxceeds
the 25 pereent waste reduction goat. bul docs not meet or exceed the SO percent goal, the planning arca may retain an additional
S 10 of the tonnage fee.

‘The Act provides that, of the tonnage fee moncys deposited in the Solid Waste Account of the Groundwater Protection Fund,
$1.55 of the tonnage fee 18 to be used by the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) for various purposcs, by the University of
Northern lowa Lo develop and mamtain the fowa Waste Reduction Center for the Safe and Economic Management of Solid
Waste and Huzardous Substances, and by the lowa Department of Public Health. The remaining monceys from the tonnage fees
shall be used for funding alternatives 1o landlills. The Act increascs, from $63.000 to $165.000, the amount of the lonnage fees
used by the Waste Management Assistance Division of the DNR for by-products and waste scarch service at the University of

Northern lowa.

The Act wkes etfect July 1. 2002, with the exception of the provision in the Act relating (o an increase in tonnage fee moncys
wwed by the Waste Manageinent Assistance Division of the DNR for by-products and waste search service at the University of

Northern lowa.

- Nonopcrative Air Bags — Installation, Distribution, or Sale — Penalty

SEE TRANSPORTATION. This Act prohibits a person trom installing or reinstalling tor compensa.

» Substitutes the lerm heaning aid “dispenser”™ for the termn “dealer” throughout Code Chapter {54A.

+  Changes provisions relating to the regulation of potable water purification systemns.

*  Ehmnates outdated provistons regarding the licensure of barber assistants.

SENATFE FILE 479 - On-Site Wastewater Systems Assistance Program

BY COMMITTEE (N NATURAL RESQURCLES AND ENVIRONMENT. This Act amends provisions enacted in 2000 creating
water qualily protection programs under Section 466.7 of the Code. The Act strikes and rewrites a proviston of that section
cstablishing a progiam 1o assist homeowners residing outside the boundancs of a city with improving on-site wastewater
systems. This Act provides financing options 1o assist homeowners and authonzes the Departunent of Nawral Resources o
execute agrecments with public or private entities required to administer the program.

The Act also establishes an On-Site Wastewater Systems Assistance Fund to support the program. The fund consists of a
hnancing account used to asstst homceowners and an admimstration account used 1o defray departmental expenses in carmying
vat the program. The Act provides that mmoneys in the fund include General Asseinbly appropriations, federal moneys available
under the tederal Clean Water Act. and moneys collected under loan agrecments from homeowners, Qf monceys deposicd into
the fund cuch year, the department must credit at least 96 percent of the moneys to the financing account and any remaining
maneys © the administration account. Moneys in the fund do not revert and interest carned on the moncys remains mn the fund.

The Act akes effect April 17, 2001

HOUSE FILE 179 - Animal Bites and Rabies — Law Enforcement Agency Dogs and Horses

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act provides an cxception 10 the provision requiring confinement of an ammal that
has bitien & person of is suspected of having rabies. The cxemption provides that the local board of health does not have the
authority to order the owner of a police scrvice dog or horse to confine the animal 1f, while acting i1n the performance of its
dulcs, the animal bies a person.

HOUSEFILE 192 - Access to Criminal History and Abuse Information — Department of Inspections and Appeals

BY COMMITITEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act authorizes certain criminal history and abusc record and reuistry
aceeas to the Department of Inspections and Appeals for purposes of data verification and record checks of applicants for
employment with the department.

The Act emends Code Sceuon 135C 33, relating to the single contact repository administered by the department for cinploy-
ment record cheeks of prospective employces of health care facilities, 10 authonize the department itself to access the reposiory
to verify data transferred to the repository from the department’s nurse aide registry and to conduct record checks of applicants
for employimicat with the department.
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The Act amends Code Scction 235A.15, relating to the central chitd abuse regustry, 1o authorize the departient to have access
to founded child abuse information for puiposes of record checks of applicants for employment wath the department. The Act
authorizes the department, for the same purposes, ta have access to dependent adult abuse information other than uafounded
furmation. House File 732 {sce Appropriations) authonizes the department to provide access to the registry to agencics
required to perform abuse registry and crimminal bstory checks for purposcs of employment.

HOUSE FILE 256 - Health Care Facility Regulation
RY GGRUNDRBERG. ‘This Act relates to regulation of health care facilities,

The Act provides thatf the State Fire Marshal finds a deficiency during an inspection of a facility prior to issuance of a license,
the State Fire Marshal 1s to provide notice which describes the nature of the deficieney. identifies the law, rule or standard
violated, provides options for correction of the deficiency, and specifies the tme allowed for correction of the deficiency at the
end of which ume the State Fire Marshal is to perform a follow-up inspection. The Act provides that rules and standards
promulgated by the State Fire Marshal are (o be promulgated in consultation with the Department of Inspections and Appeals
and, 10 the greatest extent possible, are to be consistent with the rules adopted by the department under the Health Care
Faoilities Code chapter

The Act provides that in adopting rules which establish mimmum standards for health care facilities, 1he department s to
consult with the State Fire Marshal. Rules relaung to firc hazards and fire safety are to be promulgated by the Stale Fire Marshal
in consultation with the department and are to be consistent with the rules adopted by the departiment.

HOUSE FILE 341 - Abortion Informed Consent — VETOED BY THE COVERNQR

RY BODDICKER, MERTZ, HOVERSTEN, DF. BOEF, JOHNSON, TYRRELL, BOAL, MANTERNACH, REKOW, BAUDLLR.,
ALONS, RAYHONS, HEATON, DIX. O’BRIEN, BROERS, ROBERTS, DOLECHECK, KLEMME, GIPP, BRAUNS, BARRY.
CORMACK, SUKUP, BRUNKHORST. RANTS, SHEY, SIEVERS, QUIRK, EICHHORN, CARROLL, RAECKER, FINCIL, TEIG.
HOFFMAN, MILLAGE, LARSON, GARMAN, VAN FOSSEN, CHIODO, EDDIE, VAN ENGELENHOVEN, TREMMCECL, SENG,
NDRAKE, HORBACH, und OSTERHAUS. This bill would have established angw Code chapter, relating (o & woman providing
informed consent prior o an abertion, 1o be known and cited as the “Woman's Right to Know Act.”

The bl would have specified 1he required informed consent provisions, including provision of certain information 10 a woman
by the physiaian or an agent of the physician. required ceruficatnoun by the woman of provision to the woman of the required
mfermaton, and receipt of the certilication by the physician prior to the performance of an aboruon. The bill would have
required the Towa Diepartment of Public Health to publish snformation relating to options for managing a pregnancy by October
1, 2001

The bull imcluded alternatives to providing informed consent as required by the chapter 1n the case of a medical cmergency.

The bill would have provided ¢riminal penaluies, including a criminal penakty of a simple misdemeanor for a person who
hnowingly or recklessly performs or atlemnpts (o perform an abortion 1o violation of the chapter. The bill would have prohibited
the assessment of a eniminal penalty against a woman upon whom an abortion is performed or attempted to be performed. The
bill also would have protubited the assessment of a criminal penalty against a woman for failure to comply with certification
requireinents af the department had not made the printed materials avalable as required. The bill would have provided for
protection of privacy of court proceedings relating o an action under the chapter,

The bill would have taken effect October 1, 2001,

HOUSE FILE 590 - Communicable and Infectious Discases and HIV — Care Provider Exposure — Testing
BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RCSOURCES. This Act relates wo the testing of individuals for communicable and infectious
discases or for the human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) when the individual has been assisted by a care provider

The Act defings “care provider” under the "Commumicable and Infectious Discase and Poisomings™ chapter (Code Chapter
L39A) and the “Acquired Immunc Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS)” chapter (Code Chapter 141A) for the purposes of dentifyimng
who 15 1o be notitied it an indradual to whom the care provider provided health care or other services s confirmed as having a
contamois of infecuous discase or HIV lollowing testing of the individual. Care providers under the Act are individuals who
are trained and authorized 1o provide health care services or services of any kind in the course of the provider's oificial duties,
lor compunsation or (n a voluntary capacity, who are health care providers, emergency medical care providers, fire tighters, or
pesce officers. Care providers also iaclude sndividuals who render etnergency care or assistance in an cimergency or due 10 an
scerdent as desenbed in the section of the Code that provides immumity for certan good faith actions in cimergency situations,
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The Actprovides for the deeming of consent by individuals who are provided health care or other services by a carc provider to
testing and 10 the notification of the care provider of the yesults of the test, if the care provider submuts u report of cxposure to
the entiy 10 which the individual is delivered by the care provider These entities include hospiials, corrections instilutinns,
and pails The Act provides a procedure for the tesung of an individual and for the notification of the care provider. for
confidentiality of the testing and the test results, and provides immunity from civit and criminal liability for individuals acting
tn good fauth compliance.

The Act cirects the emplover of the care provider to pay testing and counscling costs, as apphcable under the specific Code
chapter, resulting from an employee’s report of cxposure, and directs the Iowa Department of Public Health to pay the testing
and counscling costs related to an cxposure report of an individual who renders CMLTZEnCy Care or assistance voluntanly and
without compensation.

Under Code Chapter 139A, a violation of the provisions of the Act is a simple misdemeanor. Under Code Chapter 141A, a
person who intentionally or recklessly makes an unauthorized disclosure is subject to a civil penalty of $1.000.

HOUSE FILE 655 - Adult Day Services

BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Actdirects the Department of Elder Affairs to develop asystem of oversight
for adult day services. The Act directs the department, in cooperation wilh the Department of Inspections and Appeals. the
Department of Human Scrvices, the lowa Depantment of Public Health, the area agencies on azing, indusiry representatives. and
consumers, to develop a systent 1o address requirements for the operation ot adult day services in the state; oversight measures,
includimg evaluation of services and assessment of compliance with rules for adult day services: a system for formal investiga-
tion of consumer complamts relating (o these services: and coordination of requirements and funding sources available to adult
day scrvices. The Act also dircets the Department of Elder Affairs to adopt rules to implement the syatem.

‘The Act makes conforming changes throughout the Code that relate to the term “adult day services”

The Act provides that the Department of Elder Affairs is 1o implement the system on July 1, 2002, or at such time as the General
Assembly appropriates sufficient funding for such implementation.

This Act cstablishes 2 Child Protection Center Grant Program in the
Towa Department of Public Healthf funding is available for the program. The grant requirements for
centers include a center’s involvement with the local Department of Human Services offices as-
signed W child protection activities. State funding was not appropriated tor FY 2001-2002.

HOUSE FILE 662 - Community Empowerment Imtiative
SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act rclates to lowa’s Community Empowcerment Intuauve and
authorizes an arca cducation agency lo scrve as the fiscal agent for a local board and provides for the
Legislative Council to convene a sununit mecting to address various community €mpowuerment issues,

HOUSE FILE 680 - Child and Dependent Adult Abuse Reporting
SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Actrelates to child and dependent adult abuse reportung, inglud-
ing mandatory reporters of abuse, abuse reporter training, and responsibilities of the Department of
Human Serviees,

HOUSEFILE 732 - Appropriations — Human Services
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides appropriations to the Department of Human Services
and includes provisions relaied 10 human services and health care.

HOUSE FILE 740 - Scnior Living Trust Fund Appropriations and Nursing Facility Reimbursement
SEEAPPROFRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations from the Scnior Living Trust Fund te the
Department of Elder Affairs and Department of Human Services. The Actalso establishes the raodi-
fied price-based casc-mix reymbursement formula to be used for reimbursement of nugsing facilitics.

HOUSEFILE 735 - Miscellancous Appropriations, Reductions, and Other Provisions
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. Division [ of this Act apprapriates money for FY 2002-2003 10 the
Department of Human Services (DHS) for distribution to counties of the county mental health,
mental retardation, and developmental disabilities services allowed growth factor adjustment. The
Actalso supplements the appropriation made for FY 2001-2002 in H.F. 732 (see Appropnations) o
DHS for general admimstration.
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SENATE FILE {14 - Health Care Entities, Organizations, and Institutions — Names and Composition

BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Act relates to the compasition of the Medical Assislance Advisory Councul,
which advises the Director of Human Services concerming the Medicaid Program, The Act updates references © enfities
represented on the counci! due 10 name changes or termination of the existence of the enuty. The Actalso adds the lowa chapter
ol the American Academy of Pediatries, the lowa Psychiatric Society, the Towa chapter of the National Assoctation of Social
Workers, and the dean of Des Moines University—Osleopathic Medical Center Lo the composition of the council. The Act
makes conlornung changes in the Code to reflect the name changes.

SENATE FILE 198 - Family Investment Program — Postsecondary Education Assistance
BY COMMITTEE ON HUMAN RESOURCES. This Act relates to Family Investment Program requirements for supporred
postsceondary educahion assistance.,

The Act provides that Tor family investment agreements entered into on or atter July 1, 1996, the maximum ttme penod allowed
for supporied postsecondary cducation 1s a total of 24 months within a pertod of 48 consecutive months,

‘The Act provides for prospective application of the requirement and for retrospective application to those agreements contain-
ing posisecondary cducation provisions in effect on July [, 2001, that were entered into beforc that date. The Act requires the
Department of Human Scrvices 10 amend those agreements that are subject to retrospective applicability as necessary 1o apply
e 48-month maximum period within which the suppotted postsecondary education must be completed. Under prior require-
tents, the maximum tme period allowed for supported postsecondary education was 24 months within 36 consceutive months.

HOUSE FILE 228 - State Building Cede and Preemployment Records Checks
BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. ‘Itus Act relates 1o the dutics of the Department of Human Services (DHS) and o the
Department of Public Safety,

Code Seetion 135C.33, concerning background checks on a person seeking cmployment at a residential care or nursing facility,
v amended to requite that DHS perform a dependent adult abuse record check on a person sceking cmploymenl at saeh a
facihty. The amended Code section also requires DHS to notify the facility about whether a person has a record of tounded
dependeat adult abuse. Under cutrent Jaw, the Department of Public Safeiy must perform and provide nouce of the dependent
addult abuse record check.

Adduionally, the amended Code section provides that if 4 person 1s to be employed at the facility and the person has a founded
child or dependent adult abuse record, or has a criminal history, DHS shall onaly conduct an evaluation of the cmployablity of the
person 1f the facihty requests such an evaluation. The amended Code section also pruvides that a person with an abuse secord shall
not he employed at a facility unless an cvaluation has been performed. Under cutrent law, if a person has a founded child or
dependent adult abuse record or has a crimina) history. and the person is 10 be employed by the facility, the factlity is not required
to request an evaluation of the employability of the person from DHS, but the deparunent is required to conduct the evaluation.

Conde Section 103A.12. concerming the applicability of the State Building Code, 1s amended to provide that it 4 governmental
suhdivision accepts the applicabiliry of the State Building Code, the governmental suhdivision must file a certifivd copy of the
ordinance only with the Comnussioner of Public Safety. Under cutrentlaw, a governmental subdivision must also file a certificd
copy of the ordinance with the Secretary of State. [n addition, if a governmental subdivision votes Lo withdraw from the
applicability of ihe State Butkding Code, the governmental subdivision must file a certificd copy of the vote only with the
Commusioner of Public Safety. Cnder current law, the governmental subdivision must also file a certilied copy of the vote with
the Sceretary of State,

HOUSFE FILE 310 - Child Support Recovery Unit — Court Records Access — Setolf Payments for Support
B8Y COMMITTEE ON HIUMAN RESOURCES. This Act relates 10 child support caforcement.

‘I'he Act authunizes the disclosure of certain official juvemle court records and orders relating 1o patermity, support, of the
termanation of parentat rights to the Child Support Recovery Unit of the Department of Human Scrvices, upon regucst, without
court order.

The Act also tnakes changes relative 1o orders (or support for which an obligatuon may have accrued during a time period for
whivh a support order was not yet in force, such as a tme period when a c¢hild was receiving benehts under the Family
luvestment Program. The At provides that. unless the periodic payment piun for retroactive modification provisions apphies to
an order. and notwithstanding a payor's compliance with a penodic payment plan, the entire amount of an accrued support order
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< due and owing on the date of eniry of the judgment and 15 delinquent for the purpeses of tax refund setoft and for other
avariabic federal payment sctoffs. This provision is cffeetive Apnl 25, 2001

HOUSEFILE 727 - Mental Health, Mental Retardation, and Developmental Disabilitics Services
BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Actrelates to mental health, mental retardation, and developmentat disability
(MEH/MRDD) services and services funding, and 1o court orders for placement of persons with a serious mental impairment.

SERVICES FUNDING. Under lowa law enacted 1n 1994, 1995 and {996, often referred to as S.F 69, the state assumed a greatey
role in th: funding of MH/MR/DD services by limiting the amount of property tax funding for these services. Growth funding
for the costs of the services is a state responsibility with several funding pools used to disuibute the growth funding to counties.
Division | of the Act ¢liminates the incentive and efticiency pool and transfers the fiscal vear 2000-2001 unused balance o the
per capia expenditure target pool. This funding pool uses a formula based upon a county’s ME/MR/DD services expenditures
calculated on a per capita basis for the county's general populaton. The eligbility criteria for the per capita pool are revised
1o require a county to be levying the maximuin amount allowed under law, the county’s per capita expenditures to be below a
certain amount, the county’s services fund ending balance Lo be below a certain level, and the county to be in compliance with
state requirements for reporting financial informauon.

This division revises basic requirciments associated with the risk pool funding available to those counties with an unanticipated
service cost that would cause the county’s ME/MR/DD services fund balance to fall very tow or to deficit. Those counties
recciving nsk pooi funding that did not levy the maximum arnount allowed arc required to repay in the next succeeding fiscal
year at least 50 pergent of the assistance provided, The Department of Human Services (DHS) is required to provide the Risk
Pool Bourd with pertinent fiscal information regarding tunding sources and payments made.

This division also repeals law enacted in 2000 that restricted county use of the MH/MR/DD Services Fund for certain capital
cxpenditures. The repeals are effective upon enactment, May 21, 2001, and are retroactively applicable to Apnil 13, 2000, See
H.I' 732 i Appropriations) for related changes in FY 2001-2002 MH/MR/DD services funding distribution,

DISPUTED BILLINGS. Division I eliminates county responsibitity to pay tor certain disputed state billings for MH/MR/DD
services provided at a state mental health institute or resource center ar paad under the Medical Assistance (Medicaid) Programn
The services had to be provided prior 10 July 1, 1997, and disputed prior to the diviston’s effective date, May 21, 2001

STALE DISTRIBUTION CHARGES. Division 1l relates to the billing and accounting of charges for the state resource centers and
mental health institutes,

The Act requires various billings and charges to be remitted to or calculated by DHS in place of the Director of Revenuc and
Finance. In addition, the term “certificate” 1s changed 1o the term “certification statement.”

MH/MRDD SERVICE STANDARDS. Division IV provides that unless another governmental body sets standards for or licenses
a service available to persons with mental illness. mental retardation, developmental disability, or brain injury, the Mental
Health and Developmental Disabilitics Commission is required 10 adopt standards for the service. A service provider's compli-
ance with stundards for a service that are set by a nationally recognized body is deemed to be compliance with the cotimission’s
standards for that service. In addition, the commission is required 1o review the licensing standards used by DHS or the
Department of Inspections and Appeals for facilities providing scrvices to persons with memal illness or developmental
disabihities.

M PLACEMENT HEARINGS. Division V amends Code Chapter 229, relating to involuntary hospitalization of persons with
mental 1liness, This division was enacted in response 1o a federat court ruling, Saleido v, Woodbury County (119 F, Supp. 2d,
900 N.D Towa 2000), which found consutuuonal defects in fowa law. The Act provides that a person wha is subject 10 a
placement order for involuntary hospitalization has a right to request a placement hearing to deterniine if a placement order or
ransfer of placement 15 appropriate,  The placement hearing request must be filed within seven days of msuance of the
placement order and the placement hearing must be held four 10 seven days following the filing of the reguest. The person has
arighttoan attorney for the hearing. If the person’s placement expenses are payable in whole or in part by a county, the county
may present evidence at the hearing. The court 15 required to determine an appropriate placement, taking into consideration
evidence presented by all the parties. A placement order following the hearing is considered (0 be a placement authorized
through the county single entry point process (gencrally referred to as the county central point of coordinaiton process).
Drvisions V and VI make numerous conforming changes in Code Chapter 229 and other Code provisions.

HOUSE FILE 755 - Miscellaneous Appropriations, Reductions, and Other Provisions
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. Division 11l of this Act amends Code Scetion 400.8 to provide thal the
physical cxam of applicants for law enforcement and fire fighter positions is to be conducted in
accordance with the directives of the board of trustees of the Fire and Police Retirement System
rather than by the appointed three-member medical board. This division also delavs the effective
date of 2000 lowa Acts, Chapter 1077, Scetions 87 and 94, from July [, 2001, to July 1, 2002, These
delayed sections relate 1o the makeup of the medical board under the Statewide Fire and Police
Retirement System.
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SENATE FILE 98 - Unemployment Compensation — Natural Disasters

BY COMMITTEE ON BUSINESS AND LABOR RELATIONS. This Act provides that an employcr shall be relteved of charges
for uncmployment benetits paid to an individual due to a major natural disasier declared by the President of the United States.
The proposed rehiet of charges applies to a contributory employer but not 1o an employer who is required or has elected o
reimburse the Unemployment Compensation Fund.

The Act takes cffect May 25, 2001, and applies retwoactively to January 1, 2001

SENATE FILE 418 - Unemployment Compensation — Secial Sccurity Pensions — Employment by Indian Tribe

BY COMNITTEE ON BUSINESS AND LABGR RELATIONS. Tius Actmakes changes in the [owa Employment Security Law
relating o unemplovment compensation by providing that Social Security pensions are nondeductible {rom unemplovment
benefus as allowed by federal law and adding provisions gaverming unemployment compensation for employees of Indian

rihes.

The Act provides that cinployment by an Indian tribe 1s covered under Towa’s unempleyment compensation statute the same as
for government entitics unless an Indian tnbe exercises the option 1o be treated as a private contributory emplover or as a
governmental reunbursable employer. The Act also provides that farlure of an Indian tribe to make required unemployment
compensaton payinents may result in cessation of unemployment compensation coverage ol all employment by the Indian
tribe untl payment is made.

The Act kes eftect May 3. 2001.

HOUSE FILF. 154 - Paid Time Off for injured Department of Public Safcty Peace Officers

BY GIPP This Act provides that peace efficer members of the Deparunent of Public Safety who are excluded from the provisions
ol the Public Employment Retations Act shall receive paid ume off in the same manner as peace officer members who are
covered by a collective bargaining agreement when they ate injured in the line of duty.

HOUSE FILE 336 - Warkers' Compensation and Other Liability — Miscellaneous Changes
BY COMMITTEE ONLABOR AND INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS. This Actmakes several changes to laws relating to workers’
cempensation,

The Act specifies that linmited habulity partnerships will be treated the same as partnerships and muted liability companies for
purpnses of the Workers” Compensation Law. The Act also provides that disputed medical expenses under the Iowa Occupational
Duscasce Law and the Towa Occupational Hearing Loss Act are treated the same as those under the Workers’ Compensation Law:,

The Act provides that parlies may agree that lump sum scttiement proceeds paid in a contested case settlement are inteaded to
be puid at a rate over the emplovee’s lifetine.

The Actprovides that an application for a stay of ageney review shaib be filed in the district court, not in the Division of Waorkers®
Compensaton of the Deparument of Workforce Development,

The Act provides that the exemption of workers’ compensation benefits from collection proceedings prevails over new scetions
in the Umitorm Commercial Code that are effective July 1, 2001

The Act establishes a new rate for the calculation of interest on certain judgments and deerees that is based upon the Treasury
Cuonstant Maturity Index published by the Federal Reserve. This provision takes effect Apnl 26, 2001, and applies retroactively
o February 28, 2001,

HOUSE FILE 635 - Employee Compensation for Travel Time to and From Worksites

BY COMMITTEE ON LABOR AND INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS. This Act provides that unless a collechive bargainimg agree-
ment states otherwise, cmployees are not entitled 10 compensation for the time spent traveling to and frorn the worksite on
transporiatton provided by the employer when during that time no work 15 performed. the transportation 1s provided as a
convenienge tor the employees, and the employces are not requized by the employer to use that incans of transportation.

HOUSE FILE 696 - Lmployment Security Administrative Contribution Surcharge — Computation — {se of Funds —
EXTRAORDINARY SESSION

BY COMMITTEE ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT. This Act relates to payment of the ecmplovment secority admunistrative

contnibunon surcharge and the peninissible uses of the moneys in the Adnumistrative Contribution Surcharae Fuad.
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The Act requires the Department of Work{oree Development o develap a surcharge formula that provides a target revenue ievel
of not greater than $0.525,000 2nnually. The Act requires the department o reduce the surcharge established for any calendar
year proporiionate to any federal government fundsng that provides an increased allocation of moneys for workforce develop-
ment ollices, Any administrative contribution surcharge revenue collected in calendar year 2002 in excess of $6,525,000 shall
be deducted from the amount to be collected 1n calendar year 2003 before the department establishes the admimstrative
contnibutivn surcharge. The Act caps the percentage surcharge at a maximum of $7 per employee. The Act limits the use of any
interest accrued and collected on surcharges and interest earned and credited to the fund,

The Act provides that, o the extent possible, the department shall colocate the rural and satellite departmental offices tunded
by the surcharge at available community college facilities throughout the state and if colocation 1s not feasible at a community
college, then colocauon i other government entities must be attempted.

The Act Hsts ¢ertamn purposes ior which moneys in the Administrative Contribution Surcharge Fund shall be used and lists
certain prohibited uses.

The Act amends the repeal of the employment securily administrative contribution surcharge provisions tn the Code from July
1, 2001, to July 1, 2003.

The Act requires the department to establish performance measures for each worklorce development office site based on the job
secker entered employment rate, the job secker employment retention rate, the job seeker average wage at placement, the job
secker customer satistaction rating, the nurber of employers served, and the employer customer satisfaction rating, and requires
the deparunent to conduct an annual review of the performance measures, The Act also requires the department to consider
consolidation of offices and conduct a comprehensive analysis of the efficiency and clfectiveness of the department’s field
office systein. The Act provides reporling requirements related to the annual departmental offices reviews conducted by the
departinent.

The Act requures the department to establish pilot projects for the purpose of cvaluating the feasibility of charging and
collecting fees for certain customized or enhanced employer services.

The Act takes cfiect June 26, 2001,

15 located outside a ey, by the board of supervisors. The state 1s not required 10 reimburse any tocal
government as a result of the property tax cxemption provided in the Act. The Act takes cffect April
23, 2001,

- Tax Assessment of Property Rented or Leased to Low-Income Persons

SEE TAXATION. 'This Act provides that propenty that is rented or leasced o low-income individuals
and tamilies for use as habitation as authorized by the federal tax credit provision that limits the
amount of reat or lease payments required shall be valued on its actual earning capacity, based upon
the actual rents received, and its restricted use in arriving at market value for purposes ol praperty tax
assessments,

- Taxaton of Methane Gas and Other Gas Conversion Property

SEE TAXATION. This Act allows a taxpayer to file an exemption from property taxation for
methanc gas or other gas conversion property if the taxpayer colleets waste that would otherwase go
w the landfill and decomposes the waste to produce methane gas or other gases for conversion into
encrgy. The Act applies retroactively to January 1, 1998, for purposes of providing a lax credit for
electric generation taxes unpaid by a taxpayer for the 1998, 1999, 2000, and 2001 ax ycars if the
taxpayer is allowed a methane gas conversion property tax exemption for those vears. The property

Appropriations — Transporlation

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations for FY 2001-2002 from the General Fund
of the State, the Road Use Tax Fund, and the Primary Road Fund to the luwa Department of Transpor-
tation. Appropriations from the Road Use Tax Fund include appropriations for county sssuance of
drver's licenses. The Act also amends Code Scection 312.2 to allow the annual allocation for county
treasurers’ equipment and support to be used for automation and telecommunications equipment
and support for vchicle registration and tithng and driver licensing rather than only for data process.
ing equipment and support for vehicle registration and tithng,

- Appropriations == Justice System

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropniations for FY 2001-2002 to the departments of
Justice, Corrections, Public Defense, and Public Satety, the lowa Law Enforcement Academy. the
Office of Public Defender, and the Board of Parole. The Act requires the departments of Corrections
and Justice to assist local regional fail development authoritics in issuing a report regarding the
[casibihity of regional jails.

Animai Bites and Rabies — Law Enforcement Agency Dogs and Horses
SEE HEALTH & SAFETY. This Act provides that the local board of health does not have authornity
to confine certain police service dogs or horses.

- State Building Code and Preemployment Records Checks

SEE HUMAN SERVICES. This Act requites a governmental subdivision o lile with the Depart-
ment of Public Safety cerufied copies of any ordinance accepting the applicability of the State
Building Code, or a certified copy of the vote if the governmental subdivision votes 1o withdraw
from the applicability of the State Building Code. Under the current law, the governmental subdivi-
sion must also file copies with the Secretary of State.

- Felonious Misconduct by Public Officer or Employce — Falsified Writings

SEE CRIMINAL LAW, PROCEDURE & CORRECTIONS. This Actrelates to felonious miscon-
duct by a public officer or emplovee. The Act prohibits a public officer or emplovee trom falsifying
awrniting, or knowingly delivering a falsified wnung, with the knowledge that the wrting is falsified
and that the writtng will become a public record of a zovernment body.

- Transportatton — Miscellaneous Provisions
SEE TRANSPORTATION. This Act makes several changes relating to local highway project proce-
dures and requircments.

This Act provides that, duning any project. pulot project, or similar
miuakive undertaken by the Governor or the executive branch which includes the desrgnation of a
model comununity in the state, any city council. counly hoard of supervisors, or school district
included in the proposed model community must approve of the designation by a simple majoraty
vote prior o any state frnancial support being disbursed to a person under the project. pilot project,
or sunilar inittative,

Establishment of City Election Precincts
SEE ELECTIONS, ETHICS & CAMPAIGN FINANCE. This Act reguires calies to draw precincts,
when they are required to do so, in a manner thal promotes clectoral elficiency.

- Registered Voters, Lligible Electors, and Qualificd Voters

SEE ELECTIONS, ETHICS & CAMPAIGN FINANCE. 'This Act makes several changes to the
lowa Code regarding use of the terms “cligible clector,” “qualified clector,” and “registered voler.”
The Act also changes from registered voters to eligible clectors those persons gqualifted o sign a
pettion required or allowed by statute.  Eligible clectors are persons qualilied to register to vote
regardless of whether they have actually registered.  Pettion requirements amended by the Act
include petitions regarding unified law enforcement districts, township officers, local school dis-
niets, land use districts. commuission form of local government, county bonds, county libraries,
county hospitals, ity revenue bonds. local option sales taxes, and retention of district court elerks,

- Drainage or Levee District Election Districts — Size

SEE AGRICULTURE. This Act increases the size of a drainage or levee district required 1o have
clection districts from 3.000 acres or more to 20,000 acres or more.

- Libraries. Library Services, and Administration and School Improvement Technology Funds

SEE EDUCATION. This Act amends the Code section that provides for the establishment oi county
library districts to ailow a hbrary district to be established by one or more citics, one of more
counties, or any combination of citics and counties. The Act dircets the Department of Management
to conrdinate a study of aity and county support of public library funding and determine whether
cities and countics arc in compliance with state funding requirements, identify tnequitics 10 ety and
county funding, and determine the adequacy of the current mimimum levy.

Manufactured or Mobile Homes — Licensing and Regulation

SEE STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act clanifics that laws regulating mobile homes and mobile
home parks also apply to manufactured homes and manufactured home communinies, and regulates
the placement of storm shelters o manufactured home communities or mobile home parks.

- Community Empowerment [ninative

SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Act relates to [owa's Community Empowerment Inttiative and
authorizes an arca sducation ageney to serve as the fiscal agent for a local beard and provides for the
Legtslative Council to convene a summit meeting 10 address various community empowerment
i55UCs,

- Child and Dependent Adult Abuse Reporting

SEE CHILDREN & YOUTH. This Actrelates to child and dependent adult abuse reporting, includ-
ing peace officers and other mandatory reporters of abuse, abusc reporter training, and requirements
tor submission of information to the county attorney regarding false reports of ehild abuse.

- State and Local Competition With Private Industry — Notice

SEE STATE GOVERNMENT. This Actrequires the Administrative Rules Coordinator to sdentfy in
a notice of intended rutlemaking, and the Legislative Service Bureau to indicate in the explanation
ol a bilt or joint resolution, that a proposed service or product supplicd by a state agency or political
subdivikion may compete with private industry.

Homestead and Family Farm Tax Credits — Maiscellancous Changes
SEE TAXATION. This Act amends the homestead and famuly farm tax credits.

tn regard to the homestead tax credit, civil peralties tor fraudulent claiming of a credit and fatling o
notify Lhe asscssor of 2 change in the status of the homestead are established and reduced, respectively.
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In regard 1o the famuly farm tax credits, a claim may be filed at any time instead of during a certamn
period and once approved, the clamant nced not file again as long as the person actively engaged
in farming remains the same. A civil penalty ts cstablished for failure to noufy the assessor ol a
change in the person who is actively engaged in farming.

The Act takes effect July 1, 2001, and applies to homestead tax credit claims filed or on file and
family farn tax credit elaims filed on or after that date.

Community Development Program — Tax Credits — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

SEE TAXATION. This bili would have established a Cormnmunity Development Program, adminis-
tered by the Department of Economic Development, 1o provide tax incentives 1o businesses that
make contnbutions to projects in communities or neighborhoods that would benelit by these projects
or make expenditures to provide child care benetits to their employees. The tax centives would be
in the form of tax credits of up to $100,000 to offset the tax liability under the individual and
corporate income laxes, the financial institution franchise tax, the insurance gross premiums tax,
and the credit union moneys and credits tax,

Tax Admunssiration and Related Matters
SEE TAXATION. This Act amends various state and local tax laws to do the following:

s Specify that the length of titne over which an urban revitalization property tax exemption
may be allowed in situations where a timely application for exemption was not filed is
equal to the number of years remaining in the exemption schedule selected.

Provide that incoine from the sale ot obligations of Iowa and its political subdivisions is
taxable for purposes of the state individual corporate and income taxes and the state fran-
chise tax unless the law authorizing the obligation specifically exempts the income from
the sale from the tax.

Impose a duty upon the county auditor o notify, within 10 days, the Director of Revenue
and Finance of the outcotne of the election favoring the imposition, repgal, or rate change
of the local hotel and motel tax.

Impose loca! option sales and services tax only on motor fucls and special fuels in which
tax pursuant to the state motor fuel tax has not been imposed and, if paid, has not nor cannot
be refunded.

Prevent a lapse 1n the time from the sunset of a local optton tax 1f a jurisdiction votes 1o
continue the tax.

Change the period of time for a construction contractor Lo claim a refund of local sales and
services tax paid from six months to one year

Speaity the effective date of the order when the Director of Revenue and Finance revokes of
modifics a property tax exemption for a specific year either on the director’s own motion or
upon application by a taxpayer.

Provide that for taxalion as real property, tixturcs used for cooking, refnigeration or freezing
of value-added agricultural products or used in the processing of such products are not
considered attached to real property. Because it is pot considered attached, the fixiure 1s
not taxable as real property. This applics retroactively to January 1, 2000, for assessment
years beginning on or after that datce.

Pravide that the Industrial Machinery, Equipment and Computers Property Tax Replace-
ment Fund, currently funded with 2 standing unlimited appropriation, will be prorated o
pay claims if the General Asscmbly elects to place a cap on the fund in the future,
Specify that an appeal of a cigarelle permit suspension or revocatien must be made to the
authority that ssued the perrmt. Citics and counties bssuc permits 10 retail establishments
1 therr jurisdictions and the Department of Revenue and Finance issues distributor. manu-
facturer, wholesaler, and vendor permits.

Solid Waste — Tonnage Fees — Solid Waste Account Moneys

SEE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION. This Act amends provisions of the Code relating to the
amount of solid waste tonnage fees that may be retained by a solid waste planning arca and provi-
sions of the Code relating o how moneys in the Solid Waste Account of the Groundwater Protection
Fund are used.
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- Mental Health, Mental Retardation, and Developmental Disabilines Seevices

SEE HUMAN SERVICES. "this Act relates o mental health, mental retardation, and developmen.
tal disabibty xervices and cournty services funding, and to court orders for placement of persons with
a serious mental impairment.

- Appropriations -— Human Services

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act provides appropriations to the Department of Human Services
and includes provisions related 10 human services and health care. The Act includes provisions for
grant funding to local governments tor community cmpowcerment areas, juvenile justice funding,
and many other programs and appropriations aftecting humnan services programs administered by
counties. The Act includes significant changes to state funding provided 1o counties for mental
health and developmental disatalities services,

- ‘Tax Administration — Additional Related Matters

.

SEE TAXATION. This Act changes the dates for filing claims for various properly ax exempiions
to February 1 for purposes of unifornuty. This change applies 10 claims for exemptions filed on or
after January |, 2002, The Act also provides that any additional real estate transfer tax owed that
cannot be cotlected by the local county recorder shall be collected by the Departinent of Revenuc
and Finance in the same manner as individual income tax. The Act provides that if the department
collects the tax, the county is to be paid its proportionate share of the tax,

Miscellaneous Appropriations, Reductions, and Other Provisions

SEE APPROPRIATIONS. Division Il of this Act reduces the standing appropriations for FY 2001 -
2002 lor the county of Tama for the Indian Scttlement Office. Division V of this Act ¢hanges
requiremnents for a tax increment financing (TIF) district in which revenues fram the school district's
physical plant and cquipment levy are nccessary to pay the principal and mterest on bandsissued by
a municipality prior to July |, 2001, to fund an urban renewal project in the TIF district,

Nullification of Administrative Rule --- Administration Fee for Local Option Sales and Services Tax

SEE TAXATION. 1lus Joint Resolution nultlifies an administrative rule of the Department of Rev-
coue and Finance relating to the collection of a fee to recover the direct costs in the admintstration
of a local option sales and services tax. The Joint Resolution takes effect Apnl 10, 2001,
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SENATE FILE 57 - City Franchises — Utilities — Elections
BY JENSEN. This Act provides that an clection giving effect to an ordinance granting a city franchise 1s not required 1of the
ordinance grants an electic hight and power. heaung, or gasworks franchise or secks to amend, extend or renew an clectrie light and
power, heating, or gasworks franchise unless an election is petitioned for or the party sccking the franchise requests an clecton.

SENATE FILE 168 - City Cable Television Franchises

BY COMMITTEE (ON COMMERCE. This Act provides that if a city grants more than one cable television franchisc. the terms
and conditions shall not give undue preference or advantage (o the new franchisee and the new franchisee shall be granted the
same territory as the existing franchisee and a reasonable amount of time to build the new system throughout the temitory.

SENATE FILE 184 - County Sheriff Services — Fees — Garnishment Release

BY COMMITTEE ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act increases the fees the county shenff must colleet for serving various
notices, warrants, orders, summons, executions, and subpoenas by amounts ranging from 32 to $5 and increascs the hourly or
daily fees for attending property sales, summoning and attending juries, or conveying paticnts 10 and from public institutions
by amounts ranging from $5 per hour to $40 per diem. The Act also provides for the release of a garnishment by the shenff at
the request of the plaintiff or the plaintff's attorney.

SENATE FILE 186 - County Hospital Fund Tax Levy

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS.  This Act authorizes a tax levy of $2.05 per 51,000 of taxable value for improve-
ments and mantenance of a county hospital in a county having a population of more than 225,000, commencing with the lcvy
of taxes payable in the fiscal vear beginmung July 1, 2001,

The Act iakes effect apnl 25, 2001,

SENATE FILE 313 - County Board of Supervisors Appointees — Removal
BY RITTMER. This Act provides that the removal procedure apphicable to a person holding a county office applies only to
those officers appointed by the board of supervisors and removed by the board of supervisors.

SENATE FILE 372 - Public Records and Documents

BY COMMITTEE ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT. Thus Act amends a number of Code sections relating 1o the recording of
mortgage documents, liens, mititary veteran discharges, and other instruments with the county recorder. The Act also repeals
several sections that require ruled columns and an index {omm for affidavis, mortgages. and other legal documents. The
amendments and repeals arc proposed to remove impediments to the electronic recording of various lepal nstruments and to
unprove recording procedures.

Code Scctions 6B.33 and 334.5 are amended to substitute *document refeience”™ for references o “book and page.” Cade
Secuon 354 24 is amended to substitute the wording “a document reference” for references o “the book and page” [f a
vorrection Lo a plat s recorded, the recorder shall note the correction on the record in lieu of writing the word “'corrected” across
the affected part of the plat. Code Sections 558.49, 558.52, 558.55, and 558.59 are amended to strike the reference to index
books and the book and page of a recorded instrument. The terms are repiaced by referenee to a document reference number,
Code Scction 639 53 is amended to substitute “document reference number” for the words “book and page” Cede Scetions
655A.3, 655A 6 und 656.2 arc amended to add a document reference number as a means of identifying a mortgage, contract, or

real estate document.

Code Section 22.3 15 amanded to allow an authorized designee of a lawful custodian of public records to supervise the
examination and copying of public records.

Code scation 96,14 v amended to provide that the index of unemployment contiibution liens in a county recorder’s office does
aot liave 10 be keptin a book farm,

Code Scenon 331.602 s amended to strike a required notauon in the margin of a corrective instrument referencing the original
mstrument and a corresponding notation in the margrn of the original document referring to the new record. A requirement that
an instrument be recorded 10 a book is also stricken, as is a requirement that a copy of a dzed. bill of sale, or other transfer
document that s forwarded to the Director of Revenue and Finance must be a certified copy.

Codir Section 331.603 15 amended to strike a requirement that a recorded tastrument which involves a release or assignment of
a property previously recorded and reproduced in muiniature shall also be reproduced in miniature. Also, in licu of marginal
entries, the recorder shall make notations on the index and the record of the original instrument.
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Code Sevtiion 331.605A 15 amended to provide that the county treasurer. on behalt of the county recorder, shall establish and
ruuntan annterest-bearing account for the tees collected by the county recorder for the purpose of coilecting und maintatning
pubhic records.

Code Scction 331 606 is amended 1o strike a reference o the need for a book to mamtain an index.,

Code Section 331.607 15 amended to strike several references 1o books that a county recorder is required to keep. The term
“record” o1 “records’ 1s substituted. Code Section 331.608 1s amended 1o substitute the word “record” for “special book™ and
10 strike a requirement that a discharge book be approved by the Commission of Veterans Affarrs. Code Sections 422 26,
437A. 11 and 437A.22 are amended to stnike the term “books™ in reference to records or indexes for incoine tax licns.

Code Section 331,609 is amended to strike the requirement that a county recorder permanently attach a refiled notice to the
anginal notice of federal lien, In licu of the attachment, a county recorder shall make a notation on the original record referring
to the rebled notice,

Cade Scction 354 1 1 amended o provide that all documents presented for recordimg with regard 10 the plating and subdivi-
s1om of {and must comply with the recording requirements specified for all instruments,

Code Section 354 26 15 amended to provide that the recorder shall note the vacation, correction or replatting on the index and
record ol the ¢fticial plat rather than on the margin of the plat.

Code Section 380,11 s amended 1o provide that coning districts, building lines, or firc limits which are platted shall be indexed
and recorded without the use of books.

Code Section 42845 15 amended to strike the use of 2 deviee by the county recorder to evidence the payment of the real estate
transfer fax on a transfer document. The device is replaced by a methed of docurnentation as approved by the Departinent of
Revenue and Finance

Code Scecuon 558 45 is amended to strike the use of red ink for notation on indexes and reference to the book and page for a
tecorded instruimnent,

Code Section 566,33 15 amended by striking a provision which requires that the declaration of value of a real estate transfer
subautted to the county recorder include the existence of any known private bunal site located on the real estate,

The Act also repeals Code Sections 558.50, 558.51, 558.53, and 558.54. Code Section 5538.50 specifics the ruled columns and
an index fuem for atlidavits. Code Sceetion 558,51 requires separate index books for mortgages and saustactions or releases of
mortgages, descriptions of lots and land. conveyances of real estate, powers of attorney, alfidavits. copies of petitions in
bankruptey, decrecs of adjudication in bankruptey, and orders approving teustees’ bonds in bankruptcy. Code Scction 558.53
provides for an index and record of all deeds, mortgages, and related instruments affecting lots in citics and atfected plats. Code
Scction 358.54 provides that an instrument containing descriptions of land or lots in ciues, affected plats, and other iand shail
be recorded in one record and charged one fee, but the record shall be indexed in the land and city lot indexes.

SENATE FILE 453 - County Administrative Procedures, Filing Requirements, and Relusted Costs

BY COMMITTEE ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act amends various powerns and dulics of various county officers relating
tr the payment of county obligations by check in tieu of warrants. The county board of supervisors may authorize the county
suditar toissue checks in liev of warrants. If the authonity is granted, the teem “check” shall be substituted for the term “warrant”
m those instances where checks are used in licu of warrants. Outstanding checks and warrants shall be canceled one year after
the date of issue, deposited to the account on which the check or warrant was written, and credited as unclaimed tees and wrusts.
A person may clanm the amount of the canceled warrant or check for one year after the date of cancellation,

The Actalse requires the county treasurer 10 disposc of the tax hist delivered under Code Chapter 443 after 10 years from the date
ol recerpl

The Act provides that a ceruficate of change of title of real extate aiso mustinclude a name and complete maihing address o
cxpedite the mathing of 1ax statements and that to svoid intcrest on delinquent taxes, an eleetronic pavment must be received
on the first business day of the delinquent month.

Code Sechion 44711 15 amended to correspond to Code Sceuen 447 9 by providing that scevice of notce on agents of
nonresidenis will be given by certificd and regular mail rather than personal service.
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The costof a record search and cost of serving the notice by mail by atax sale certificate holder 15 no longer added to the arnount
necessary 1o redeemn a tax sale certificate, This change 10 Code Section 44713 takes effect April 18, 2001,

SENATE FILE 511 - Legalization of City of Davenport (rdinances and Amendments

BY TINSMAN AND DELUHERY. This Act provides that ordinances recently passed by the city of Davenport are legal,
regardicess of a flaw in procedures used in their adoption. Code Scetion 380.3 requires that a proposed ordinance. including a
proposed amendment 1o an ordinance, be considered and voted on for passage at three city council meetings before 1t poes into
cifect, unless a supermajority of council members votes to suspend the requirement.

Prior 10 July 1, 1997, a provision allowed a special process for the city to approve an ordinance after only two rcadings if a
summary of the proposed ordinance was published in advance and a copy of the propused ordinance was madc available for
pubhc examination (in cffect making the second reading equivaleat to the third and final reading).

In 1997, the General Assembly enacted H.I 638, which elimunated the provision allowing for two rcadings without a suspen-
s10n by a supermajority vote, Notwithstanding the elimination of the provision, the city of Davenport continued to rely upon
the provision's procedure to pass some of its ordinances. This Act provides that ordinances passed under the chiminated
pracecure from Tuly 1, 1997 10 July 1, 2000, arc legalized, validated and confirmed.

The Act takes effect Apnl 25, 2001, and 15 retroactively applicable to July 1, 1997

HOUSE FILE 301 - Rural Fire Protection

BY COMMITIEE ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act provides that a rural water district or rural water association must
cslablish a rural fire protection program which provides access to designated soft-hose fill stations, periodic updated maps of
soft-hose fill stations, and peniodic informational mectings for all affected fire departments on procedurcs and facibtics to
enhance rural fire protection. The Act also limits the liability of a rural water district or rural water associztion for farlure to
provide or maintain fire hydrants, lacilitics, or an adequate supply of water or water pressure for fire protection purposes if the
facilitics, hydrants or water used is not for fire protecuon. The Legislative Council is also directed to provide for a review of the
hability exemption or limitation for rural water districts or associations before July 1, 2000, and assess its effect on the provision
of fire protection n rural areas.

HOUSE FILE 309 - Instructional Support Program Participation — West Bend-Mallard School District

BY FREVERT AND MERTZ. This Act legalizes an instructional support program that was continued in violanon of Code
Section 257.18. Under that secuon, a school district may provide for an instructional support program that may be funded in
part by local tunding (an instructional support property tax, an instructional support tncome surtax, of a combination of both).

The Act provides that all acts and procecdings relating to the instructional support program for the West Bend-Mallard
Community School District, duc to the failure to approve an instructional support program as provided in Code Seetion 257 118,
heginning on July 1, 1999, and ending on June 30, 2001, are legalized, validated and confinmed.

The Act takes effect Apnil 18, 2001, and is retroactively applicable to July 1, 1999.

HOUSE FILE 535 - City Enterprises — Funding of Child Care Center Construction and Equipment

BY COMMITTEE ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act adds child care centers to the definition of “city enterprise” Child
care ¢enters include preschools, A city may issuc general obligation bonds, revenue bonds, or loan agrecments to fund
constrizetion and cquipping of a cily caterprisc.

‘The Act takes cffect Aprit 26, 2001

HOUSE FILE 624 - Mayor-Council City Government — Appointment and Dismissal of Police Chiel or Marshal

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act provides that the marshal or chief of police ol acity with a mayor-counail form of
goverament, and without civil service or an intergovernmental agreement providing ancther methed of sclection, shall be
appointed and dismussed by the mayor with the consent of a majonty of the ety council.

HOUSE FILE 663 - County Public Hospital Trustee Eligibility -—— Health Care Practilioners

BY COMMITTEE ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act allows a person who has niedical special staff privileges in a county
public hospital, or who recerves compensation greater than $1,500 per year from 2 county public hospital or from a person
contracting for services with a county public hospital, to serve as a trustee for that county public hospital if the person is a
heensed health care pracutioner whose sole use of the county hospital is to provide health care service (o mentally retacded
wdividuals.
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The Act also repeals the prohibilion against @ county public hosputal trustee having a pscuntary interest in commodines or

supphes used by the hospual.

HOUSE FILE 711 - Drainage or Levee District Tax Assessment Levy

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act provides that levies for deficiencics m dramnage or levee projeets shall
become due and payable in the saine manner as the original asscssment. The dratnage or levee 1ax assessments become due and
payable with the first half of ordinary taxes, and shall be collected in the same manner with the same interest for delinquency as
ordinary 1axes unless an alternative method of payment or optional installment method is seleeted.

HOUSE FILE 713 - County Lease or Lease-Purchase Contracts and Records, Fees, and Tax Credits Affecting Real Property
BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act includes changes in the admunistration of a counly by the board of
superyisors amd other county officers,

Code Sccuon 331,301 is amended to permit the board of supervisors to authorize lease or lease-purchase contracts without
following procedurces related to the issuance of essential corporate bonds if the cost of the lease or lease-purchase contract 1s less
than $25,000.

Code Scetion 425A.5 is amended to require county auditors to hst all racts of agricultural fand entitled to the family farm tax
vredit, determine the amount of credit, and cerufy the total amount of credit and total nutuber of acres entitled to the credit 1o
the Department of Revenue and Finance (DORFY on or before Aprit 1 of each year.

Moneys in the fund are subject to
appropriation annually by the General Assembly (o the lowa Departinent of Transportation for the
purpose of awarding financial assistance to an applicant who submits a plan for litter prevention,
improving waste management and recycling efforts, or a beavuficatton project along with its appli-
caton,

- Appropriations — Infrastructure and Capital Projects

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act requires the Loess Hills Development and Conservaton Author-
ity and the Southern Iowa Development and Conservaton Authority to submit annual reports,
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SENATE FILE 84 - Purple Loosestrife — Ban on Import, Sale, or Distribution

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESQURCES AND ENVIRONMENT. This Act prohibits the importation, sale or distrtbution
ol purple loosestrife (lythrum virgatum) or the seeds of the plant for any purpose. Under current faw, purpie loosestrile can be
used for ornamental gardens and retarlers of the plant must keep accurate records of sales and vanctics of the plant distributed.

SENATE FILE 125 - Interstate Wildlife Violators Compact Membership

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENT. This Act authonrzes the Department of Natural Re-
SOUESEs (0 enter into an Interstate Wildlife Violators Compact with one or more other states to enforce state laws and rules
relating 1o the protecuon and conservation of wildhfe subject to Code Section 28E.9.

SENATE FILE 339 - Hunting and Fishing Viclations — Fines

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENT. This Act provides that the scheduled fine of $100 for
vielations of Code sections hsted in Code Secton 805 8, subsection 5, paragraph “c.” does not apply to vwolations of Code
Chapters 482 (“Cominercial Fishing™) and 483A (“Fishing and Hunting Licenses. Contraband. and Guns”) for which another
scheduded fine is specified elsewhere in Code Section 805 .8, subscction 5.

SENALE FILE 407 - Licenses and Fees Regulated by Department of Natoral Resources

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENT. This Act amnends Code Scetion 481A 38 10 eliminate
the mandatory drawings for deer and wild trkey licenses which have limited quotas and strikes « subsection that suarantees the
Lssuance of a wild turkey license to landowners and tenants upon payment of the required fee.

The Act as0 amends various provisions of Code Chapter 483A relating 10 the clectrome heensing of hunters, fishers, and fur
harvesters The terms “license.” " license agent,” and “license document” are defined. A number of coordinating amendinents
arc inchuded to apply the terms “license.” “license agent” and “hicense document.” A license or license document may extend
ane of more priviteges 1o the licensee and onc of more of these license privileges may be suspended or revoked by a magisitate
for vialations A requiwemcnt that wild turkey and deer heense tags be scparable into 1wo parts 15 stricken. The Department of
Nawral Resources (DNR) 1s authonzed 1o charge an admimstrative fee related 1o the issuance of hunung, fishing, and fur-harvesting
Licenses. The Dircctor of the DNR 1s authorized to designate hicense agents. which could include ndividuals, businesses,
county reorders. or other governmental agencics. Code Section 483A.24 15 amended to provide that nonresident fishers under
16 vears of age are not required to have a fishing licanse. This is the same age requirement for tesideni fishers. Both residents
and nostesidents under 16 vears of age muat pay the trout fee for trout [ishing unless they arc actompanied by an adult licensed
for trout,

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 6 - Nullification of Administrative Rule — Unprotected Nongame Status of Reptiles

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENT. Tius Joint Resolution nullifies an amendment 10 an
admnstraove rule of the Departinent of Natural Resources that removes bmber rattlesnakes and gartar snakes {from a hist of
unprotected nongame wildlife.

The Jont Resolution takes cftect April 2, 2001.

HOUSE FILE 43 - Miourning Dove Hunting — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES. This bill would have authorized the Natural Resource Commussion 10
wstablish, by rule, 2 hunung season for mourning Joves. However, the commussion’s rules wonld have to prohibat the Laking of
a mourning dove while the dove ts perched on a power line.

HOUSE FILE 597 - Meat and Poultry Processors — Unclaimed Deer Yenison

BY COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES. This Act provides that any deer veinison deposited for processing and which
remans anclwmed for twvo months atter the licensed meat and poullry processor has attempled to contact the venison owner
<hall be presumed to be abandoned. The licensed processor may donate the abandoned deer venwson to & Jecal nonprofit,
Chanitable organization. The heensed processor 1s exempl from civil or crumnal liability arising from the condition of the mcat
[ the dunor reasonably inspects the deer venison at the time of donation and hinds the venson fit for human consumphon,

[YOUSE FILE 720 - Licenses Issucd by the Department of Natural Resources — Fees

LY COMMIETIEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Actincreases the fees for nonresidents wha wish to hunt, fish or fur hasvestin
thsstate The fee increases range from $.30 for a fur dealer license to $69.50 for a deer hunting hcense. Nonresidents who wish
1o hunt deer or wild nurkey must also purchase, in addition o the nonrestdent deer of wild turkey hunung license, a regular
hunting licerse for $80, or $30 it unider [8. and pay a wildiife habitat fee of $%.
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The Act increases the wildlife habisat fee and the migratory game bird fee for residents from $5.50 to $8.

‘The Act adds a fish hapitat fee of §3 tor both resident and nonresident fishers. The revenue must be used for developing fish
habiat, ‘The Natueal Resource Cotnmission must use not less than S0 percent of the revenue tor funding agreements with county
conservatian hoards (o carry out the purposes of Dish habitat development. Fishcrs who are less than 16 yeans of age or 65 years
of age or oldcr and persons fishing in private ponds arc not required o pay the fish habitat fee.

The Act increases the number of nonresident wild turkey licenses from 2,000 to 2,300 annually. Of the 2,300 ronresident wild
wrkey licerses authorized, 150 licenses shall be valid for hunting with muzzle loading shotguns only.

The Act increases the number of nonresident deer licenses from 7,500 to 8.500 annually. A nonresident owning land in this state
tay apply for one of the 6,000 nonresident heenses offered annually for hunting deer of cither sex. It unsuccessful. the
landowner shall be given preference [or one of the 2,500 antlerless only nonresident deer lieenses and the license shall be vahd
to hunt on the nenresident’s Jand only. The annual antlerless only fees for nonresident deer hunting licenses shall apply to the
nonresident landowners. A nonresident owning land in this state is eligible for only onc nonresident decr license annually. if
one or more parcels of land have multiple nonresident owners, only one of the nonresident owners is eligible for a nonresident
antlerless only deer license. If a nonresident jountly owns land in this state with a resident, the nonresident shall not be given
oreference for a avnresident antlerless only deer license.

The Act also allows an owner of a farm unit or a member of the owner's famuly and the tenantora membcr of the enant’s family
16 purchasc two antlerless deer bunting licenses for a fee of $10 cach. These licenses are in addition to the free deer hunting
liceases the owner and tenant or one of their respective family members arc entitled to receive. The Licenses are valid only on
an owner’s or terant’s fanm unit,

This Act tekes effect December 15, 2001, and applies to hicenses and fees for wildhfc and game activtties for the years beginning
on or after January 1, 2002,

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 11 - Nullification of Administrative Rule — Wild Turkey Harvest Reports

3V COMMITTEE ON NATURAL RESOURCES. This Joint Resolution nullifies two administrative rules of the Department of
Natural Resources that require the filing of a harvest report by a resident or nonresident hunter upon taking a wild turkey.

This Act climinates the requirements of the Iowa Economic
Development Board to coordinate and implement a 20-yvear comprehensive cconomic developtnent
plan for the statz and 1o preparc a five-vear comprehensive strategic plan of speaific goals, objec-
tives and policies for state economic growth,

HOUSE ¥ILE 256 - Health Care Facibty Regulation

SENATE FILE 85 - Factory-Built Structurcs — Manufactured Home Installer Certification

BY COMMITTEE ON COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act modifics the defimtion of a facu wy-built structure to
specifically include a mobile home, manufactured home, or 1 modular home ard provides for the certification of manufactured
hoine nstallers pursuant to rules of the State Building Code Commissioner. The commissioner may cstablish a fee for certifi-
cation ot installers. All fees collected arc credited to the General Fund of the State and appropriated to the commissioner to pay
the costs of admimistening the certilication process.

The Actalso provides that a governmental subdivision shall not require that a factory-built structure, manufactured in aceor-
dance with federally mandated standards. be renovated to incet the State Building Code or another building code adopted by
the subdivision when the factory-built structure is moved from one location to another unless the renovation is in contormury
with those specifications for the factory-butlt structure which existed when it was manufactured, or the factory-budlt structure is
being rented for occupancy. The Act also provides that an cxisting factory-built structure which is not constructed in comph-
ance with federally mandated standards may be moved from one mobile heme park to another without being required to be
rerovated 10 comply with the State Building Code or another building code adopted by a governmental subdivision unless the
tactory-bult structure is betng rented for occupancy or has heen declared a public nuisance,

The Act establishes a civil penalty. not exceeding $1.000 per violation, which the State Building Code Commissioner may
assess against a person who violates @ manufacturing or installation standard or fatls to allow or perform an act required by the
State Building Code or rules of the commmissioner. Each violation involving a separate manufactured home or a separate failure
ot refusal o allow an act to be performed or to perform an act as required by the State Building Code or a rule constitutes a
scparate offense. The maximum civil penalties for a series of vielations occurring within one year from the date of the first
violaton shall not exceed $1 million.

SENATE FILE 323 - Investments by Municipal Utility Retirement Systems

BY DRAKE. This Acl makes investments by municipal utility retirement systems subject to the standards that apply 1o
rnvestments for the fowa Public Emplovecs’ Retrement Fund contained in Code Scction 97B.7, subsection 2, paragraph **b,”
except that permissible mmvestments are hmted to those investments authorized in Code Scetion 12B10, subsecuon 3, and
investiments i ocertain diversthed comnungled investiment funds. The Act also exempts investments by muticipal utlity
retirement systems from the standards for investment of public funds that are otherwise specilicd in Code Section 12B.10,
subscction b, i2B.10B, subsection 3, or 12B.10C.

SENATE FILE 344 - Confidential Public Records — Communications From Persons Qutside of Government
BY COMMITTEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act amends Iowa’s Open Records Law to provide that communications
made to a government body by pursons outside of government concernng a consulting or contractual relanonshep or an

arrangement tor compensation with a government body are records open to the public.

SENATE FILF 384 - Credit Union Division Employee Compensation

BY COMMITIEE ON COMMERCE. This Act provides that cmployces of the Credit Union Divisien of the Department of
Commerce who are appointed by the Superintendent of Credit Unions 10 cxamine accounts shall be pad according to a pay
pian that 1s substantially cquaivalent to that paid by the National Credit Union Administration and other federal supervisory
ageneics m this arca in the Uniled States,

SENATE FILE 497 - [owa Public Employees’ Retirement System — Administration and Investments

BY COMMITTEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act modifies the governance and structure of the Iowa Public Employues’
Retircment System (IPERS). Under current law, IPERS 15 administered by the Department of Personnel through the chief
benefits oflicer and the chiel investiment officer, both of whom are selected by the department. The Treasurer of State 1s the
trustee of the [PERS Retirement Fund, and the IPERS Investment Board is statutonily required 1o advise the departmoent in the
formuiation of the investment policy for tha fund.

Under the Act, IPERS remains within the Department of Personnel. However, the management ot [PERS 15 made the direct
respenstbihty of the newly created [IPERS Division within the department. and all powers and duttes currently given to the
Departmen: of Personnel te manage and operate IPERS are given to the division. A chiel executive officer, who shall manage
the division. <hall be appointed by the Gavernor and be subject to confirmation by the Senate and can only be removed from
edfice Yor malfeasance m office. The Act requires that the yualifications for chief exceutive officer include maragement-level
neasion lund adnemistration expenience. The Act also requires the chief exceutive offtcer to coploy a chich investment officer
who shall he selected following consultatton with the investinent board ard a chief benelits officer who shall be selected
toiloving consehaton with a newly created benefits advisory committee.
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The curent IPERS investment board is modified under the Act 1n both structure and duties. Under the Act, the investment board
18 made the trustee of the IPERS Reurement Fund. The board is given the explicit authority, in consultation with the chicf
mvestment officer and other personnel of the division, to develop the investment policy and goal statement that will dircct the
imvestment activities coneerning the fund. The actual investment of the fund reimains the responsibility of the division subject
o the nvestment policy estabhished by the board. In addition, the investment board is given the authority to hire and fire the
actuary 1o be used as the technical advisor of the system. The board is also given the responsibility of adopung the actuarial
assumptions ¢ be used by the actuary in determining the condition of the retirement tund. The board is required 10 consult with
the chiel cxceutive officer, the actuary, and other relevant division personnel in the development of the actuarial assumptions.

The membership of the board is also modified under the Act. The Director of the Departinent of Personnel is replaced with the
Treasurer of State, who 1s made a voting member of the board. In addition, the three current members, who must be an executive
of a domestic Die insurance company, an cxccutive of & state or national bank operating within the state of Towa, and an
cxceutive of an industnal corporation located within the state of lowa, arc replaced with three members who must have
substantial insttutional investment or financial expenience. In addition, while the three current members of the board who arc
members of the system remain, the maoner of their selection is modified. The Act requires that the benefits advisory commiltee
submit 2 slaic of at Icast two nominees to the Governor to fill a vacancy for one of these positions, Howcever, the Governor s aot
required to appoint a member to fill one of those posttions from the slate of nominees submitted. The Actalso provides for four,
not two, legislative inembers of the board, but the tour legislative members are made nonvoting inembers of the new board. The
Act also estabhishes a mechanism for transitioning from the current board membership to the new board membership,

The Act also establishes a new benefits advisory committee. The duties of the committee are 10 submit nominces for the
Governor’s consideration to fill the positions on the investment board for members of the system and to review and make
recemmendations tw the division and the General Assembly concerning the provision of benefits and services to members of the
system Members of this board shall be comprised of representatives of constituent groups concerned with the system, includ-
ing representatives of employers, active members, and retired members, The clection of these members shall be done pursuant
to rules adepted by the division. The Director of the Department of Personnel and the person to be selected by the voung
inembers of the committee are also specilically included as voting members of the committee. OF the members of the cominitice,
nine shall he voting members who shall serve three-year terms. Of the nine voting menbers, four shall represent employers and
four shall represent employees. The ninth member shall be a member of the public and shall be chosen by the other cight voting
members of thie commitiee. OF the employer representatives, one shall be the Director of the Department of Personncl, one shall
reprcscnl a constituent group that represents the citics, one shall represent a constituent group that represents the counties, and
one shatl represent local school districts. Of the employee representatives, one shall be from a group that represents teachers,
Per drem expenses for members of the commuttee shall be paid in the same manner and amount as they arc paid lor the current
marbers o! the investnent board, whilke any additional expenses shall be incurred only upon the approval of the chief executive
officer. The Act also provides tor the establishment of a transition benefits advisory commuttee on July 1, 2001, The Act
establishes the exact membership of this transition committee and provides that it shall be dissolved by July 31, 2002, The
transilion commuittee is given the task of making recommendations in a report to the IPERS Division no later than July 1, 2002,
concerning the ruics to adopt in governing the new benefits advisory commuttee. The proposed rules in the report shallinclude,
al a munmum, provisions governing the selection of members to the committee and the selection of voting members of the

commutlee.

The Act provides that the admunistrative rules adopted by the Department of Personnel concerming IPERS shall, consistent with
this Act, remain in effect after the elfective date of this Act.

Except for the section ol the Act concerning the benefits advisory commities transition, which takes effect July | 2001, the Act
takes effeet July 1, 2002,

SENATE FILE 526 - Unctaimed and Abandoned Property — Business Association Property

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act makes a change in the state’s Disposition of Unclaimed Property Law to
provide that “property” subject 1o the law does not include credits, advance payments, overpayments, relunds, or credit
memoranda shown on the books of a business association with respect to another business association unless this type of
property is held by a bank or financial mstttion,

HOUSE FILE 73 - Military Honor Guard Services by Veterans Organizations
BY LICHHORN AND CORMACK. This Act provides that an honor guard unit of members of a recognized miilitary vetcrans
organizabien shall be allowed to perform any honor guard service on public property.
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HOUSE FILE 194 - Nonsubstantive Code Covrections
BY COMMITTEE ONJUDICIARY. This Actmakes Code changes and corrections that are considercd 1o be nonsubstantive and
nonvontroversial, including style changes.

Changes made include updating or correcting vanious names of and references to public and private entities, correcting internal
Code and subject matter reterences, updating century date reterences in a form, and making various grammatical corrections.
Subject matter areas in which the technical, grammatical, and other nonsubstantive changes are made include the folowing:
the Linked Investment Praogram: educational savings plans: the Vision [owa Program; the Information Technulogy Depaniment,
provisions relating to the execution of certificates of release from mortgages by the lowa Finance Authority: bio-based hydrau-
e fuids, greases, and other industaal lubricants: the State Histonie Preservation Officer; elections; the gifts 10 and lobbying of
pubhe officials, Workforee Development grants, labor stundards, borlers and unfired steam pressure vessels, controlled sub-
stances, cormnmunicable and infectious diseases and poisomngs; the Board of Nursing; soil and water conservation; pseudora-
bies, the Board of Veterinary Medicine; pestcides; the sale of cettain poisons; Civil Rights Commission proceedings; the
placement of juvemle delinguents; the Medical Assistance Program; paternuty delermunations; telecommunications usc in
schools: reorganizanon of school districts: storical preservanon districts; motor vehicle registration plates; the in-state use
and operatton of a motor vehicle by nonresidents; rural water districts; recreational lake and waler quahity districts; the
establishment of admintstrative agencics by cities: school infrastructure tax elections; homestead (ax credits; tax sales; the
towa Resources Enhancement and Protection Fund: groundwater protection; ¢conomic development, professional, and non-
profit corporations; registered architects; the Insurance Guaranty Association; county and state imutual insurance associations;
professional hability insurance; the Consumer Credit Code: adoption: and cnminal citations,

The changes relating to the Medical Assistance Program take effect Apnii 4, 2001, and are retroactively apphcable to March 31,
2000 the changes relating to 1lccommunications 1n schools, adoption, and educational savings plans take cffect Apnil 4, 2001,
and are retroactively applicable to July 1, 2000: and the change relating 10 motor vehicle registration plates takes effect April
4. 2001, and apphes retroactively to July 1, 1999,

HOUSF F1LE 239 - Notarial Acts and Officers

BY COMMITTEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act makes several changes relating to notarial officers and notarial acts as
provided in Code Chaptee 9E. Under the chapter, a notaniad officer includes a notary pubtic commussioned by the Secretary of
State and certain prescribed public oiticals. The Act provides that in order 10 be chygible as a notary public, 4 person must be
ot least 18 years old. In addition, a person who 3¢ disqualified from voung s incligible to obtain or retain a commisston. Prior
1 this Act. 1 notary pubiic could but was not required Lo usc a stamp of scal that included the words “Notarial Scal” and “Towa,”
and could include the name of the notary public. The Act requires the use of the stamp or seal and prescribes the information that
must he 1ncluded on the stamp or scal. For a notary public, the stamp or scal must include a reference 10 the notanal scal. the
person’s name, the commission number, and the expiration of the commission’s term. For a public official, the stamp or scal must
include 2 reference to the notarial seal, lowa. the person’s name, and the title of the person’s office. House File 755 (sce
Appropriaions) makex this Act effective January 1, 2002.

HOUSE FILE 292 - Information Technology Departinent — Financial Operations and Transactions

BY COMMITIEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act authorizes the Information Technology Department 1o accept dona-
nons. gifts and contributions and to use or cxpend the contributions in conducting departmental functions. The Act also
authorizes the department to charge a negotiated fee to recover a share of the costs related to research and development, instial
production, and derivative products of its proprietary software and hardware, telecommumieations architecture design, and
proprictary technology appheations developed to support authonzed uscrs. The fee may be negouated with and charged to
private vendors and other political entities and subdivisions. The provisions of Code Chapter 23A relatng 1o noncompetition
by stale agencies and pohiical subdivisions with private enterprise shall not apply to a fee negotiated pursuant to this Act.

The Act pevmits the department (o enter into nondisclosure agreements o protect the state of lowa's proprictary interests. The
Act also provides tor the transfer of moneys paid 1o a governmental catity utithzing fowAccess to the Treasurer of Staie for
deposit in the General Fund of the State, unless speaific disposition s provided tor elsewhere.

HOUSE FILE 352 - lowa Battle Flag Collection

BY COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION. This Act specifically authorizes the Histonical Division of the Department of Culwral
Atfarrs to manage the battle flag collection at the State Capitol grounds sn consultation and coordination with the Department
of General Services. The Act also provides that a portion of the battle flag collection shall remain on display at the State Capitol
and the State Historicad Building at al) times unless on loan approved by the Deparunent of Cultural Alairs,
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HOUSE FILE 383 - Designation of Model Communities — Approval

BY COMMITTEE ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT. Thiy Act provides that, during any project, pilot project, or simlar
imuatve undertaken by the Governor or the executive branch which includes the designation of a model communuty in the
state, any ey council, county board of supervisors, or school district included in the proposed model community destgnation
tiust approve of the designation by a simple majority vote prior (o ary state financial support being disbursed to a-pcrson undcr
the project. pilot project, or similar initiatrve.

HOUSE FILE 408 - Real Estate Appraiser Regulation

BY COMMITTEL ON COMMERCE AND REGULATION. This Act makes changes relating to the regulation of real cxtate
appratsers. The definition of the term “appraisal report™ is changed 1o include any communication of an appraisal. stead of
only those that are written. Code Section 543D.14, which describes the real estate appraiser certificate, is changed 1o provide
that the cemficate is to bear the signature or facsinile signature of the member or members of the Real Estate Appraiser
Examining Board who are desighated by the board 1o perform that duty.

HOUSE FILE 451 - Practice of Accounting — Licensure

BY COMMITTEE ON STATC GOVERNMENT. This Act creates new Code Chapter 542D, which establishes certification,
permitting and hicensure requirenents for accounting professionals in the state of Towa, and repeals existing requarements
contnined wn Code Chapter 542C. The Act is based on model legislation developed jointly by the American Institute of
Cerufied Public Accountants and the Natonat Association of State Boards of Accountancy.

The Act contains a statement of legislative intent to promote the reliability of mformation used for gwidance in financial
transactions or for accounting for or assessing the financial status or performance of commercial, noncommercial and govern-
mental enterprises. The Act sets forth the qualifications required to be met 1o be issuced a certificate ax a certitied public
accountant, providing that an appheant be of good moral character and mect established cducation, experience and ¢xamina-
uon requirements. The Act provides for the application, issuanee and renewal of certificates and permits to practice as a certificd
public accountant, licenscd public accountant, certified public accounting firm, and hicensed public accounting firm. A person
or firm holding a cerbficate or permit to practice issucd by the state of lowa prior to July 1, 2002, will be regarded as having met
the applicable requirements for licensure.

The Act addresses issues velated to nonlicensee ownership of accounting practices. All nonhicensee owners shall be active
participants in the fiem or in an affiliated entity and shall participale in a program of learning designed o maintain professional
corapetency, which shall include requiring compliance with requirements imposed by a regulatory authority charged with
regalation of a nonlicensce owner's professional or occupational license which is relevant to the fimn's services,

The Act provides enforcement and penalty provisions, provides for the use of titles and the scope of services that a licensee, firm
or nonhcensce nay pertorm, and provides for the regulation of comimission-based services and contingent fee services. The Act
also addresses confidentiality of client communications issues and cstablishes reciprocity provisions.

HOUSE FILE 470 - lowa Communications Network — Proprictary Interests

BY COMMITTEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act provides that the Jowa Telecommunications and Technology Com-
mission may charge a negoliated fee to recover a share of the costs related to research and development, nitial production, and
derivatve products of its proprietary software and hardware, telecommunicauons architecture design, and propriatary lechnol-
ogy applications developed to support authorized users. The fee may be negobated with and charged to private vendors and
other pohtical entities and subdivisions. The Act also permits the commission o enter 1nto nondisclosure agreements 10 protect
the state of Iowa's proprietary interests. The provisions of Code Chapter 23A relating to noncompetition by state agenctes and
poliical subdivisions with private enterprise shall not apply to a fee negotiated pursuant to this Aci.

HOUSE FILE 526 - Reciprocity Standards for Barhers — Study

BY HAFN. This Act provides for a study reparding reciprocity standards for barbers in other states. The stndy will be conducted
by the lowa Department of Public Health in conjunction with the Board of Barber Examiners, with the input of barber schools
and licensed barbers in the state of lowa. The objective of the study will be 1o determine ways in wiich the cxisting reciprocity
system between this state and graduates of barber schools and licensed barbers in other states can be iinproved to achieve greater
flexiolity and promote the relocation of qualified barbers to this state. The Act requires the lowa Department of Public Health
to submut it report of Jis conclusions to the General Assembly by December 5, 2001,

HHOUSE FILE 579 - Administration and Management of Executive Branch Personnel
BY COMMITTEE ON §STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act provides for changes relating to the administration and management
ef the Dicpartment of Personnel and the State Board of Regents.

The Act changes the 15-day umehne for public announcements of job vacancies o 10 days.
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This Act allows the Dircctor of Revenue and Finance to contract with a private organization 1o handle the payment andd
processing of workers” compgnsation claims,

The Act directs the Department of Personnel 1o {ile a report concerning the condition of affirmative action, diversity, and
multicultural programs in state agencies to the Governor and the General Assembly. The Act also directs the State Board of
Regents o file a report concerning the condition of affirmative action, diversity, and multicultural accomplishinents of the
board and its ipstitutions to the General Asscinbly.  Both reporis shall inchude information identifying funding sources and
nemized costs for these programs.

HOUSE FILE 656 - Manufactured or Mobile Homes — Licensing and Regulation

BY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act clarifies that laws regulating mobile homes also apply to manulactured hoines.
e Act defines a “manufactured home conununity™ and clarifics ihat laws applying to mobile home parks apply to manufac-
wred home commueities. The Act also provides that storm shelters in manufactured home communities or mobile home parks
¢annot be required to be located any closer than 1,320 fect from any manufactured or mobile home, although a local ordinance
may reguire a minimum of one storm shelier W be located 10 a manufaclured home community or mobile home purk .

HOUSE FILE 6386 - State and Local Competition ¥ith Private Industry — Notice

BY COMMITTEL ON STATE GOVERNMENT. "This Act requires the Admunistrative Rules Coordinator to identify in a notice
of intended rulemaking that a proposed service or product supplicd by a state agency may compete with private industry, The
Act also requares the Legislative Service Bureau to indicate in the explanation of a bill or joint resolution that 4 proposed
service or product supplied by a state agency or political subdivision may compete with private industry.

HOUSE FILE 6387 - Administration and Oversight of State Government

BY COMMITTEE ON STATE GOVERNMENT. This Act establishes new Code Chapter 8E, largely adinmistered by the
Department of Management (reterred to as the “department”) and principal state departments, including divisions of the
Department of Commerce (referred to as “agenaics”™), which are responsible for carrying out many of its provisions. The Actalso
provides tar cooperation between the department, the Department of General Services, the Department of Personncl, the
Department of Revenue and Finance, and the Attorney General. The State Board of Regents carnies oul the Act's provisions
independently of the Department of Management.

The new Code Chapter 1s gattled the “Accountable Government Act.” The Act provides for the review ol slale government
ageney performance and operations and provides for a system of planming, pertormance measurement, investment, and over-
stght,

STRATEGIC PLANNING. Many of the Act’s provisions concern strategic planning by the department and other agencies. The
Department of Management is tesponsible for developing a state plan (referred 10 as an cnlerprise strategic plan). Agencies are
responsible for developing their own plans (referred to as agency stralegic plans) based on the enterpnise strategic plan and
requiremeits of the chapter,

The Act provides Tor the development and revision of the strategic plans at the state and agency level, and requites broad pubhc
participation 10 formnulating the pians, and review of agency planning by the department.

Agencies are expected to carry out plans and achicve goals through the use of performance targets and performance measures.
‘The Act also provides for performance measures used to evaluate an agency's progress n reaching perlormance targets as weil
as data sources used 1n performance measurement. In addition, the Act requires agencies to develop performance plans based on
thetr own strategic plans,

The Act requares agencies to prepare reports describing progress in achieving agency goals, and performance targets consistent
with the strategic and performance planning.

INVESTMENT DECISIONS. The Act provides that agencics must incorporate methodologies in decisions 1o make major
mvestments, wiich may be based on return on investment and cost-benefit analysis.

CONTRACTS FOR SERVICES. The Act requires that all contracts for services benefiting an agency include umiform terms and
condttions as adopted by the Department of General Services, in cooperation with the Otfice of the Attorney General, the
Departmem ot Management, the Department of Personnct, the Department of Revenue and Finance. and state agencies. It
requires that service contracts provide that consideration be paid based on performance and that contracts contam methods o
oversee and review performance and comphance. The Act also requites the State Board of Regents to establish terms and
conditiens for service contracts caccuted by mstitutions governed under the State Board of Regents.

SEEAGRICULTURE. This Actin part amends the wine gallonage tax law by providing that of the
revenue collected from the tax on wine imported into this state for sale at wholesale and sold in this
state at wholesale, which is in excess of the revenue estimated 1o be collected from such tax as last
agreed 10 by the state Revenue Estimating Conference during the previous fiscal vear, not more than
£75,000 must be deposited into the Grape and Wine Developiment Fund each year to support pro-
grams to cslablish, improve or expand vineyards or wincmaking operations in this state as provided
in the Act.

- Drainage or Levee District Tax Assessment Levy
SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act provides that levies for deficiencies in dramnage or lovee
projects shall become due and payable in the samc manner as the origmal asscssment.

- Counly Lease or Lease-Purchase Contracts and Records, Fees, and Tax Credits Affecung Real Property
SEE LOCAL GOVERNMENT. This Act authorizes the county board of supervisors 10 approve
leases or lease-purchase contracts under $23.000 without following procedures for 1ssuing essential
corporate bonds, provides new dates for reporling agricultural land and family farm tax credit
informiation o the Director of Revenue and Finance, provides new dates for making agnicultural
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land tax credit payments, provides for the recording of real estate tnstatliment conwrzcts for a foe of
S10. and sinkes a recording reguirement for name changes on real estate records from a return of
marriage certficate.

SEENATURAL RESOURCES & QUTDOOR RECREATION. “This Actincreascs fees primarily for
nonresidents who wish to huat, fish, or fur harvest in this staic. The fee increases range from $.50 for
a {ur dealer license to $69.50 for a deer hunting heense. Tn addinon, nonresidents who wish to hunt
deer or wild turkey must purchase, in addition to the nonresident deer or wild turkey hunting license,
aregular hunung license for $80, or $301f under 18 years of age, and pay a wildlife habitat fec of $8.
The Act also creases the wildlife habitat fee and the nugratory game bird fee for residents from
83 50 to §8 and adds a new fish habitat fee of $3 tor both residents and nonrexidents, The Act takes
etfect Decermber 135, 2001, and applies o hicenses and fees for valdhife and game acuvities for the
years beginning on or after January |, 2002,

- Solhid Waste — Tonnage Fees — Solid Waste Account Moncys

SEE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION. Thix Act amends provisians of the Code relating 10 the
amount of solid waste tonnage fees that may be retained by a solid waste planning area and relating
t0 how moneys in the Solid Waste Account of the Groundwater Prolecction Fund are used.

- Mental Health, Mental Retardation, and Developmental Disabilitics Services

SEE HUMAN SERVICES. This Act relates 1o mental health, mental retardation, and developmen-
tal disability services and county services funding and associated levies, and (o court orders for
placement of persons with a serious tnental unparrment.

Appropriations — Human Scrvices

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriatons to the Department of Human Services and
includes changes 1n the distributon of property tax rehel payments to counties tor the costs of
mental health and davelopmental disabilities services,
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SENATE FILE 140 - Internal Revenue Code References and Income Tax Provisions
BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act updates the references to the Internal Revenue Code 10 make the federal

income tax revisions enacted by Congress in 2000 applicable for lowa income tax purposcs, with one exception relating to the
method for computing income from installment sales.

Code Sections 15,335, 15A.9, 42210, and 422.33 are amended 1o update references (o the state research activitics credit for
individuals, corporations, corporations in cconomie development arcas, and corperations 1o quality jobs enterprise zoncs 1o
mclnde the 2000 federal changes 1o the research activities credit,

The Actamends Code Section 422.7. relating to the computation of net income. to strike a subsection related 1o trusts that refers
to a section of the [nternal Revenue Code which was repealed. Code Section 422.7 15 also amended to provide that the method
for compuiing sncome from installment sales made by a taxpayer whose methed of accounting is the scerual method shall be the
accrual method and not the installment method, i.c., when the sale occurred rather than when installments are received.

The Act amends Code Scetion 422,13 1o rase from $4,000 to $3,000 the minimum net income that a dependent must carnin the
tax vear before the dependent is required to file a state income tax return.

The provisions of the Act relating to updating changes in the Internal Rovenue Code, installment sales. and (o the repeat of the
subsection related to trusts are retroactively applicable to January 1, 2000, for tax years beginning on or after that date. The
provision affecting dependents is retroactively applicable to January 1, 2001, tor tax years beginning on or after that date.

The Act takes effect May 16, 2001,

SENATE FILE 141 - Accelerated Career Education Program — Allocafion of Program Jeb Credits

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act amends the Accelerated Carcer Educaton Program to provide that,
pursuant 1o an agreement or a stalement of intent to enter into an agreement dated on or after July 1, 2000, program job credits
may be allocated retroactively 1o program costs incurred on or after July 1, 2000.

The Act takes cflect May 2, 2001, and is retroactively applicable to July 1, 2000.

SENATE FILE 449 - Indian Housing Authority Property — Tax Exemption

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act exempts from property taxation property owned and operated by Indian
housing authorities. Indian housing authotities are entities authorized 10 engage tn oOr assist in the development or operation
of low-income housing for Indians that is established under Indian or state law. The Act provides that an exemption agreement
must be signed by the city council or, if the property 1s located outside a caty, by the board of supervisors. The Act also pravides
that the state is not required to reimburse any local government as a result of the property tax cxcmption provided in the Acl.

The Act takes effect Apnil 23, 2001,

SENATE FILE 516 - Allocation of Income of § Corporation — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOKR

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. Under the stalc individual income tax, resident shareholders of § corporauions
doing business within and without the state are allowed to allocate income between Jowa and other stales in determining their
stale income tax. As part of the allocation procedurc. under current law, 50 percent of the amount of an S corporation distribu-
tion recerved by a shareholder, which is used ta pay federal income tax, is not allocated to lowa. The bill would have inereased
1hus pereentage to 100 pereent.

The bill would have taken effect only had the Revenuc Estimating Conference ¢stimated that as a result of ¢nactment of federal
1ncome tax legislation prior to January 1, 2002, lowa’s income tax receipts for FY 2001-2002 would increase by 37,9 million or
more. The bill would have applied to tax years beginming on or after January 1, 2002.

SENATE FILE 519 - Tax Assessment of Property Rented or Leased to Low-Income Persons

RY COMMITTEE ON WAYSAND MEANS. This Act provides that property, which 1s rented or lcased to low-income individu-
als and familics for use as habitation as authorized by the federal tax credit in IRC § 42 that limits the amount of rent or lease
pavments required, shatt be valued on its actual carning capacity. bascd upon the actual rents received, and its restricted usc in
arviving at market value for purposes of property tax assessments. “The fact that tax credit equity or other subsitized Ginancing
15 provided in relation to such property is not to be taken into account as income n determining assessed value.
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SENATE FILE 520 - Taxatios: of Methane Gas and Other Gas Conversion Property

BY COMMIUTTEE OGN WAYS AND MEANS. This Act allows a taxpayer to file an exemplion from property tlaxation for methane
zas or othe gas conversion property if the taxpaver collects waste that would otherwise go 1o the landiitt and decomposcs the
waste 10 produce mcthane gas or other gases for conversion into energy. Property used for the decomposition Process 18 not
eligible for the exemption,

The Act apphies retroactively to January 1, 1998, for puiposes of providing a tax credi for electric Zeneration taxes unpaid by
a taxpayer for the 1998, 1999, 2000, and 2001 tax years if the taxpayer is allowed a methane gas conversion property tax
cxemption for those years. By operation of law, property generating electricity is exempt from the electric gencration tax if it
s methane gas converston property that has recerved a property tax exemption. The property tax exemption [or [998, 1999,
2000, and 2001 must be applicd [or by June I, 2001, The claim for clectric generation tax credit lor those tax years muast be
applied for by July |, 2001,

The Act provides that Code Scetion 25B.7, which requires the state to fund property tax creduts or cxemptions enacted after
Jaswary 1. 1997, shall not applv.

The Act takes cltect May 16, 2001,

SENATE FILE 521 - Capital Gain Deduction for Sales of Capital Stock — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS.  This bill would have provided a deducuon under the individual income tax of 50
percent (23 percent for the 2001 tax year) of the caprtal gain from the sale or exchange of capital stock of a corporation acquired
by the taxpaver on account of cnployment with the corporation. The benefits of the deduction would have been realized by means
of arefund clatin, This involves the taxpayer filing a return wath tax liability determined without deduction for the capral gain and
aspeaial return wath tax hababity determined with the deduction for the capital gain. The reduction in tax liatnlity would be treated
as aclotn tor refund of the amount of the reduction. However, not tnore than $3 million 1n tax refunds would be allowed for any
tax vear. [t more refunds are clarmed, then cach refund claim 1s payable at a pro rata amount, which 1s the final amount of the
taxpayer’s actual refund. A taxpayer could make two elections for two different corporations during the taxpayer’s lifetime. The
bill would have apphicd retroactively to January |, 2001, for tax vears beginning on or after that date.

HOUSE FILE 1 - Limited Sales and Use Tax Exemption for Residential Metered Gas and Electricity or Heating Fuel
LY DIX, SUKUP, VAN FOSSEN, HORBACH, HANSEN, DE BOEF, RAECKER, KETIERING. ELGIN, RAYHONS, BROERS,
DRAKE, ALONS, KLEMME, BOAL, SHEY, TYMESON, HOFFMAN, TYRRELL. AND HAHN. This Act contains bwo parts. Part
one of the Act exempts from the sales and use taxes, for approximately two maonths, the sale or furaishing of metered gas used
for cnergy and heating tuel used for heating purposes for residential-type dwellings. The Act provides that the exemption
applics 1o the saie of metered gas if the utlity bilhing date 15 during March 2001 or April 2001 and applies to the sale of heating
fuet if the sake or furnishing of it occurs during the period beginning on February 3, 2001, and ending on March 31, 2001, The
Act provides that if a uudity cannot adjust its billing svstem to provide {or the exemption in March then it can charge the tax but
give the customer a credit on the customer’s next billing,

Part two of the Act provides for the phascout of the sales tax, over a five-year period, on the sale and furnishing of metered gas
and clectnaty te provide energy for residential customers and on the sale and furnishing of fuel, including propane and heaung
fucl, used to provide heat for residential dwellings. The phaseout begins in the 2002 calendar year and involves the reduction
of the tax rate of one percentage point over a five-vear period. The applicable reduced rate applhies if the date of the uthty
billing of the customer tor metered gas and clectricity used for encrgy is between Janvary 1 and December 31 or the sale or
furnmishing of fusl for heating occurs between January 1 and Decemnber 31

Part two of this Act 1s amended by HE 705, which maintains the phascout of the sales tax over a five-year penod and provides

the following:

1. The reducnon in the tax rate is once pereentage point beginning on or after January 1 through December 31 cach
year beginming January 1, 2002, ic., one percentage point reduction for each calendar year beginming wath the
2002 calendar year.

Tte reducuon in the rale applics to the sale or furnishing of metered gas, clectricity, and fucl, including propane
and heating Yuel to residential customers, which 15 used to provide encrgy for residential dwellings

‘I'te rate reduction of one percentage pont applies if the date of the utility billing or meter reading cycle ot the
residential customer for the sale or furmishing of metered gas and clectricity is 1o the specified calendar vear or of the
spie or furntshing of fuel for residential encrgy and the delivery occur during the specitied calendar year,

The Acttakes effect February 5, 2001,
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HOUSE FILE 705 - Taxation of Llectricity, Natural Gas, and Fucls Used for Residential Energy
BY COMMITIEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Avt contains two sections that are separate from cach other even though they
buth relate o clectricily and gas.

Section texcempts from sales and usc taxes the charges paid to deliver electricity or natural gas it the sale or use of the electricity
or natural gas v exempt from the sales and use taxes,

Section 2 amends a previously enacted sales tax exemption that phascs out the xales tax on the saie or furmishing of metered gas,
eiactricity, and fucl, See HF 1.

HOUSE FILE 707 - Income Taxation of Fureign Corporations — Temporary Storage of Goods

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act provides that a loreign corporation is not required to file an income 1ax
return of 1S only activity involves the storing of tangible personal property in lowa for 60 consceutive days or less in a
warchouse located in lowa if such storage is 1ts only acuvily and the stored property is nol delivered or shipped so as ko be
included as part of the corporation’s gross sales within the state.

The Act takes elfcct April 30. 2001, and applics retroactively to January I, 2001, for tax vears beginning on or after that date.
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HOUSE FI1.E 712 - Homestead and Family Farm Tax Credits — Misccllaneous Changes
BY COMMITTEL ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act amends the homestead and family farm 1ax credits,

The homestead tax credit is amended to provide that a person who received the credit as a result of filing a fraudulent claim or
affiduvit has to repay the amount of the credil along with a penalty of 25 pereent of the amount of the credit plus interest. Also,
the penalty for failure to noufy the assessor that the property is no longer used as a homestead is reduced from S0 percent of the
amount of the credit to S percent of the amount of the credit.

Prior to this Act, to obtain the family farm tax credit, an owner had to ile annually, The Act provides that after the first filing and
approval, the owner need not hle again unul such time as the person actively engaged in the farming of the tract of land changes.
In addition, the owner must notify the assessor of such change. The Act also provides a penalty if the person acuvely engaged
in farming changes and nottfication is not provided. The penalty equals the amount of credit paid plus 5 percent of the amount
of credit paid. The Act also allows the owner claiming the credit to file at any ume instead of between July 1 and Oxtober 15 as
under the prior law. However, if the cinm s filed after November 1, it shall be considered as being filed for the following year,
tt the tract 1s ransferred, the new owner must file for the credit

The Act takes effect July 1, 2001, and applics to homestead tax credic clatms filed or on file and family fann tax credit claims
filed on or afier that date,

HOUSE FILE 714 - Community Development Program — Tax Credits — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR

BY COMMITTEL (ON WAYS AND MEANS. This bill would have cstablished a Conununity Development Program to be
administercd by the Department of Economic Development. The program would provide tax incentives (o businesses that
make contributions o projects in communities or neighborhoods that benefit by these projects or which make expenditures o
provide child care benelits 10 therr cmploycees.

The tax incenuves would have been provided in the Torm of tax credits that would have been used o offset the ax Lability
under the individual and corporate income taxes, the financial institution franchise tax, the insurance gross premiums tax, and
the credif union moneys and credits tax. The amount of the community development tax credit, subject o limitation, cquals 50)
percent of the contributions made by the business o the project. Not more than $150.000 in tax credits could be allowed for any
one project. The maximum amount of credit a business could reccive for a project is $100,000. Projects and tax credits
assocrated with the projects would need to be approved by the Department of Economic Development. The total amount of tax
vredits approved in a fiscal vear could not cxceed $2 million,

The bl specitied that the ainount of the child care center tax credit would cqual 25 percent of the expenditures for providing
chuld care employee benefits, with a maximun credit of $100,000. These tax credits would also need 10 be approved by the
Diepartment of Economic Development. Not moere than $2 million of these credits could be approved in a fiscal year.

The bill would have taken cffect only if the Revenue Estimating Conference estimated that as a result ot federal income tax
legistanon coacted priot to January 1, 2002, lowa income tax receipts would jncrease for the 2001-2002 fiscal vear by at Yeast
7.9 million,
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HOUSE FILE 715 - Tax Administration and Related Matters
BY COMMITYER ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act amends various (ax provisions of statc law to do the following:

I Allow a business thats eligible to recerve benefits under the New Jobs and Income Actto iile a claim for refund of sales
angd use tax paid by the contractor under a huilding contract within one year of the project’s complction, rather than the
six-month time period previously allowed.

2. Specity that the length of time over which an urban revitalization property tax exemption may be allowed 1n situations

where a timely application for excmption was not tiled is cqual to the number of remaining years left in the excmption

schedule sclected,

Expand the scope of the techmicat advice received from other state agencies to include that related to all taxes

admintstered by the Department of Revenue and Finance (DORF) rather than just property taxes.

4. Authorize DORF to pay costs incurred by DORF associated with contracts with vendors to identfy nonfilers or
nonpayers of laxes. from tax. penalty and interest actually collected by the vendors from the sdentificd nonfilers or
nonpayers,

5. Specify that a seller of cigarettes who docs not meet the definition of a retader or wholesaler shall be considered a
retaier for purposes of computing minimum price if the person is cngaged in the business of selling cigarettes 1o a
retailer of linal consumer.

tr Provide that income from the sale of obligations of 1owa and its political subdivisions 13 taxable for purpascs ol the
state individual income, corporate income, and franchise Ltaxes unless the law authorizing the obligation specifically
exempts the income from the sale from the tax. These provisions apply retroactively to January 1, 2001, for tax years
begraning on or after that date.

7. Delete an ohsolete provision that applics to the refund of the excess tax patd on a construction contract fully executed
priorto July 1, 1992, when the sales rax rate was increased from four cents to ftve cents.

8 Allow a sales tax permit holder to keep the samc permit when the business is relocated in the state if the ownership
rematns the samc.

9 Replace the words “ehgible purchascrs™ with the word “distributors™ 1o reflect more accurale terminology as defined
in Code Chapter 452A . relating to motor fuel and special fuel taxes.

10, Impose a duty upon the county auditor W notfy, within 10 days, the Director of Revenue and Finance of the outeome
of the zlection favoring the imposition, repeal, or rate change of the local hotel and motel tax.

IT Tmposc local options sales and services tax only on motor fucls and special fuels in which tax pursuant o the state
maolor fuel 1ax has not been imposed and. if paid, has not or cannot be refunded.

2. Preventa lapse i time from the sunset of a local option tax if a jurisdiction votes to continue the tax.

13, Change the period of time for a construction contractor to claim a refund of local sales and services tax paid from six
months o one vear,

14. Provide that in addition to the sule of tangible property being cxempt from the usc tax if cxempt from the sales tax, the
renal of langible property and providing of services arc exempt it exempt for salc tax purposes.

15, Specify the effective date of the order when the Director of Revenue and Finance revokes or modities s property 1ax
exempuion for a specific year either on the dircetor’s own motion or upon application by a laxpaycr.

i6. Provide that for 1axation as real property, fixtures used for cooking, refrigeration or {recaing of value-added agricul-
wral products or used 1n the processing of such products are rot considered attached 1o real property. Because itis not
considercd attached, the (ixture is not taxable as real property. This change applies retroactively to January 1, 2000,
for assessment years beginning on or after that date.

17. Provide that the Industrial Machinery, Equipment and Computers Property Tax Replacement Fund, currently funded
with a standing unlimited appropriation, will be prorated to pay claims if the General Assembly elects (o place a cap on
the fund in the future.

18. Spucify the tax treatment of fratzrnal and social organizations within the state inheritance tax, This change apphies to
estates of decedents dying on or after July 1, 2001,

19. Specily that an appeal of 4 cigarctte permit suspension or revocation must be made to the authority that issued the
permit. Cities and countics 1ssue permits 1o retail establishments mn their respective jurisdictions, and DORF issues
distributor, manufacturer, wholesaler, and vendor permits.

HOUSE FILE 716 - Ethanol Blended Gasoline — Related Taxes

BY COMMITTEL ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act promotes the production and consumption el cthanol, The Act amcends
Code Scetion 15,333, which provides that an eligible business may claim a tax credit of up to 10 pereent of a new investment
that involves the creation of new jobs. Under Code Scetion 15.333, an ehgible business involved in the production of value-
added agnicultural products may eleet 1o refund the urused tax credit, This Act provides that ap ehgible bustness includes a
vooperative involved in the producnion of cthanol,




~ TAXATION

This Act also creates new provisions providing a tax credit for retail deaiers of gasoline who seil ethanel blended gasoline
{inotor (eel containing at least 10 percent alcohol). The new tax credit applics to both taxpayers filing as individuals under new
Code Sechion 422.11C as created by the Act and businesses under Code Scetion 422.33 as amended by the Act. The Act
provides a tax creddt for cach service stauon at which more than 60 percent of the total gallons of gasohine sold by the retail
dealer 1s ethanol blended gasoline. The amount of the tax credit1s 2.5 cents multiplied by the total number of gallons of ethano}
blanded gasoline sold at that service station thatis in excess of 60 percent of all gasoline sold at the service station during the
tax vear. The Act also provides for a refund or carryforward of any credit in excess of the taxpayer’s hability,

The Act also amends provisions in Code Section 432A 3 that provide for an excise tax on cach gallon of motor fuel sold in the
state. Previously, the gencral rate was 20 cents per gallon, but there were 2 nunber of exceptions, including an cxeeption for
cthanol blended gasoline. Until June 30, 2007, the rate currently in the Code is 19 cents per gallon of cthanol blended gasoline.
This Aci amends that section by providing that until June 30, 2007, the rates for unblended and blended motor fuel are adjusted
cach vear based on the number of gallons of ethanol blended gasoline that are distributed in this statc as expressed as a
pereentage of the 1o1al number of gallons of motor fuel distributed in this state. The Department of Revenuc and Finance must
determing the percentage basis. The rales will be set based on that determination effective for |2 months heginning on the
following July I. Under the new formula, the general rate for nonblended motor fuel fluctuates between 20 and 20.8 cents and
the spectal rate for ethanol blended gasoline Nuctuates between 19 and 20 cents. The Act does not affect provisions that provide
specizl rates for other tvpes of motor fucl.

The Act contains special applicability provisions, It provides that the income tax credit provisions for retail dealers apply (o tax
years beginming on and after January 1, 2002, The Act also provides that the excise tax provisions apply on and after July 1, 2002

HOUSE FILE 723 - Sales and Use Taxes on Irrigation Equipment

BY COMMITTEE ON WAY S AND MEANS. This Act exempts irrigation equipment from sales and use taxes when purchased
by a contractor or farmer if the equipment will be primarily used in agncultural operations. The exemption apphies whether the
equipment is installed above or below ground.

The Act takes effect May 8, 2001, and applies retroactively to Apnil 1, 1995, Because of the retroactive application. any claims
for refunds of taxes paid arc himited 10 $25.000 in the aggregate.

HOUSE FI1LE 731 - Utility Replacement ‘Iax
BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Actmakes changes to Code Chapter 4374, “Taxes on Elccinetty and Natural
Gas Providers.” The contents of this Act are the proposal of the Utility Replacement Tax Task Force.

The Act changes the definttion of “assessed value™ in Code Section 437A.3 to provide that certatn property ol a mumnicipal
atility, which 15 not a major addition. was initially assessed to the taxpaver as of January 1, 1998, and is not located in a county
where the 1axpayer had property that was assessed [or purposes of Code Chapter 437A us of January 1, 1997, should have the
value associated with the 1998 date. This change 1s applicable to tax years commencing on or after Janvary 1, 2001,

The Act changes the definition of “major addition,” with respect to the acquisition of property described in Code Scction
437A.16, which addresses all operating property and all other property that is primarily and directly used in the production,
generation, ransmission, or delivery of electncity or natural gas subject to replacement tax or Uanster replacement tax,

‘The Act adds new subsections to Code Scction 437A.6 to provide for a replacement generation tax on cvery hydrocleetne power
plant with a generating capacity of 100 megawatts or greater. and on every electric company that owns a joint interest in an
electric power generating plant in this slate and has a joint interest in less than five pole miles of transmission Hinas in this state,
These changes are apphicable (o tax years commencing on or after January 1, 2001.

The Act amends Code Section 437A 7 to exempt electric coeperatives that own, lease, or vwn and lease bess than 730 pole nules
of transmission lines in this state from the ransmission replacement tax imposcd under Code Section 437A.7, rather than
clectric cooperatives that own, lease, or own and lease between 50 and 750 pole miles of transmission lincs. This change 1s
apphicable to tax vears and asscssment years commencing on or after January 1. 2001,

The Act changes certarn tiling dates for tax returns for replacement taxes from February 28 10 March 31 in Code Sections 437A 8
and 437A.21. These changes are applicable tor returns duc for tax years and assessment years, respectively, commencing on or
after January 1, 2001,

The Act amends Code Secuon 437A 8 to change the date by which a gencration and transmission clectric cooperative must
notify the director if a distpibution clectric cooperative member or a municipal utilty purchasing member fails o make timely
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pavment of the replacement tax, The date is changed to within 10 days atter September [0 mstead of the current requirement
of wirthin 13 days of August 1. The Act expressly requires such notice 19 be tn wniting. and also requires the notice from the
dirgcton 10 the gencration and transmission clectric cooperative W be in writing, within hve days alter delivery ol snouce to the
director of nonpavmen:, The Act deletes language that addresses a payment to a gencrabion and transmisston cleetric coopera-
tive that 1s less than all of the required payvment. The generation and transmission clectrie cooperative must remit the amount
specified by the director W the appropriate counly treasurer by September 30, The Act also speaifies the allowable methods of

notfication and defines when a mailed notice is considered to be delivered,

The Act also amends Code Scenion 437A 8 1o require that all clectric companics, cleetric cooperatives, municipal utilitics, and
nateral pas companies tile a replacement tax retura, regardless of the amount of the tax lability,

The Act amends Code Section 4374 15 to chiange certain dates, and 1o add paragraphs addressing replacement tax allocaiion
when operating property is transferred or acquired.

Code Scenon 437419 15 amended to specify that its provisions apply 10 transfers of less than 2 100 percent interest in an
clestne pewer gencraling plant,

The Act amends Code Scetion 437A.24 to change the record retention requirement for laxpavers subjeet 1o the replacement tax
or statewide property tax from 10 years to five years following the iing of a return,

HOUSE FILE 736 - Tax Administration — Additional Related Matters
BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act amends vartous provistons of state and local tax laws, The Act does the
following

I, Imposes the state sales tax on the 2ross receipts from sales of bundled services contracts and authorizes the Director of
Revenue and Finanee to enter into agreements to deterimine the txable portion of a bundled services contract when
hoth taxable and nontaxable services are provided and a consuiner agrees 10 « single payment.

2. Imposes the sales tax on mobile elecommunicanon service, which the state is allowced 1o tax under the federal Moble
Telecommunications Sourcing Act signed ato law on July 28, 2000, and which becomus effective August 1, 2002, and
recognizes that comenunication services are furnished by out-of-state providers.

Moneys in the fund are subject to appropriation by the General Assembly annually to the Jowa
Deparuncnt of Transportation for the purpose of awarding financial assistance to an applicant who submits a plan for htter
prevention. improving waste management and recveling efforts, or a beautification project along with its application.

The Act provides that the Keep lowa Beautiful Checkoft ts subject Lo the limitation on the number of cheekoffs allowed on the
lowa individual income tax return and, for that reason, 1s subject o repeal.

The Act apphes retreactively to January 1, 2001, for tax years beginning on or after that date.

IIOUSE FILE 739 - Application of Sules and Services Tax Receipts to Bonded Indebtedncess — Political Subdivisions

BY COMMITTEE ON WAYS AND MEANS. This Act provides that local sales and scrvices tax receipts and local sales and
services tax for school infrastructure receipts inay be apphed for purpuses consistent with Code Section 76.4, which authonses
the reduction of a levy tor the payment of bonds when the governing authority of a political subdrvision has non-taxation-
related funds on hand o appropriate for the payment of bond interest or principal.

The tax credit equals 2.5 cents for
tach gailon that s more than the 60 percent threshold requircment, ‘The Act also amends provisions
providing an excise tax for motor tuel by adjusting the gencral rate and the rate for ethanot blended
motor fuel based on the consumption of ethanol blended motor fuel.

Appropriations — Ceonotnuc Development
SEE APPROPRIATIONS. This Act, for FY 2001-2002, moves $3 million of certificate of utle
surcharge moncys fron the Road Use Tax Fund to the General Fund of the State.

SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. This Act makes appropriations to the Department of Human Scrvices and
includes provisions designating the use of surcharges collccted by the fowa Department of Trans-
partation for motor vehicle licenses that were suspended, revoked or barred.

Miscellaneous Appropriations, Reductions, and Other Provisions
SEEAPPROPRIATIONS. Division [ of this Act reduces the standing appropriation for FY 2001-

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SENATE FILE 265 - Nonoperative Air Bags — Installation, Distribution, or Sale — Penalty

BY COMMITTEE ON TRANSPORTATION  This Act prohibits a person from installing or reinstailing for compensation,
distributing. or selling a nonoperative air bag that is part of an inflatable restraint svstem for a motor vehicle (f the person kaows
that the r bag is nonoperative. A violatton of the prohibition 5 an aggravated misdemeanor punishable by confinement for no
mwore than ong yvear and a fine ¢f at least $500) but not more than $3.(XX).

SENATE FILE 350 - Transportation — Additional Miscellancous Changes
RY COMMITTEE ON TRANSPORTATION. This Act makes several transportation-related Code changes.

The Act amends Code Sceton 324 20A 1o provide that all owners of commercial vehieles subject to the proportional registra-
uon provistons of Code Chapter 326 (“Registration Reciprocity”™) may apply to the Iowa Department of Transportation (IDOYT)
or the appropriate county treasuret for a certificate of title and that IDOT ot the county treasurer shall deliver the certificate to the
owner or 10 the first sceurity interest or encumbrance shown on the certificate.

The Act rerves a provision relating 1o the issuance of temporary entry and exit permts for purposes of miainlenange or repatt to
operators of commercial motor vehicles that are not registered in Towa by repealing current Code Section 307.31 and crealing
new Code Section 321.56.

The Act amends Code Scction 321,113, relaung to the antomanc reduction of motor vehicle registrauon fecs tor motor vehicles
that arc nie wodel years old or older. The Act changes the fees for vehicles that are ninc model years old or older to flat fees,
based on the model year ol the vehicle. However, o ensure that persons owning vehicles that are more than mne model years
ofd or older and registercd in this state on January 1, 2002, are not subject to a fee inerease, the Act makes the f1at fee schedule
inapphicabic o such vehicles until they are transferred W a new owner. The Act also adds provisions to Code Seetions 321113
and 422.9, relating to the deductibility of motor vehicle registration fees for state and federal income 1ax purposcs. These
provisions take effect Jznuary 1, 2002,

The Act amends Code Scetions 327189 and 321,190 1o prosvide that driver’s licenses and nonoperator’s wentification cands
issuced to persons unider 21 vears of age shali contain the same nformation as other driver’s ficenses and nonoperator’s dentfi -
catton cards - Carrenily, such licenses and cards are required to be idennical in form to other heenses and cards,

The Act amends Code Sections 321.208 and 321.343 1o specify when a person is disqualified [rom operating a commercial
metor vehele for cortan raticoad ghway grade crossing violations and 1o specify types of requirements the driver of 2
commervial inotor vehicle must fotlow when approuching a ralroad crosmng, 1n accordance with federal faw,

The Act amends the provisions in Code Section 321,215 relating to the issuance of a temporary restricted permit 1o a person whose
dover’s license was suspended or revoked for cedtain types of drving or other violations. To agree with current IDOIT pracuices, the
Act replaces references o temporary restricted permits throughout Code Section 321 215 and other Cade scetiong with references
to wemporary restneted heenses. The Act also speatfies that if a district court deternunes that an applicant necds a temporary
restricted heense for a purpose speeified in Code Section 321,215, the court shald order IDOT 10 1ssuc the apphicant a hicense.

The Act amends the child restraint device provistons 1n Code Section 321.446 to make the child restraint device requircments
viapphicable 1o the transportation of children in buses.

Ihe Act amends Code Scetion 321,449 to requice [DOT to adopt rules concerming hours of service for drivers of vehieles
operated for hirg and designed 1o transport seven or more persons, including the driver.

Code Section 321A 14 is amiended 1o provide that the suspension or denial of renewal or issuance of a person's driver's hicense,
vehicle registration. or nontesident operating privilege for nonpayvment of a judgment shall pot continue 1f TOOT regeives
cvidenae thai the judgment has not been renewed and is no longer enforceable,

The Actamends Code Section 32113 (o provide that a person shall prevail at a hearing to reseind the revocation of the person's
desver’s heense or opuerating privilege {or refusal 1o submit to chemical testing or fatlure of a chemical st f, in the criminal
operating while intexacated acuon, the court held that the peace efficer provided false testmoeny affecting the determinanion of
reasonahle wrounads o beleve that an operating while intoxicated violation occurred,

The Actalse provedes that such a holding s binding on [DOT f the holdimg includes writen findings of fact based on testimaony
under oath and that. v any cniminal prosceetion under Code Chapter 32 11, the state «hall not stuputate 1o facts without probable
cause to support the fagts i order to obtain such a holding
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The Act also defines “bulk ltguid commodities” as liqgmd commodities or compressed gases transported in a vehicle having a
total cargo wank shell capacuy of more than 2,000 gallons for purposes of Caode Chapter 3234, relaling 1o motor carricr
suthority. The Act makes certain application and educstion requirements applicable to motor carmiers of bulk Hquid commodi-
tres, as defined by the Act to include only vehicles with a capacity of more than 2,000 gallons, rather than 10 all metor carriers

o hiquid commoditics or compressed gases in bulk.
SENATE FILE 465 - Biodiesel Fuel Revolving Fund

BY COMMITTEE ON TRANSPORTATION. This Act creates a Biodiescl Fuel Revolving Fund to be adiministered by the lowa

Beparunent of Transportation (IDOT). The fund is 1o consist of moneys received from the sale of EPAct credits by IDOT, moneys
appropriaied by the General Assembly, and any other moneys designated for such use.

The Act requires an IDOT motor vehicle operating on biodiese! fuel to be affixed with a sticker notifying the traveling public
that the vehucle uses biodiesel fuel. The Act defines “biodicsel fucl.” for purposcs of the Act, as “soydiesel fuel™ as debined in
Code Scetion 159A .2, The Act alsa defines “EPAct eredit” as a credit jssued pursuant 1o the federal Energy Policy Act.

The Act also strikes provisions enacted in 2000 that dircet IDOT to conduct an ongoing biodtesel fuel pilot project begtaning
September 1, 2000,

The Act takes eflect Aprit 19, 2001

HOUSE FILE 321 - Transportation — Miscellaneous Provisions
BY COMMITTEE ON TRANSPORTATION. This Act makes scveral transportation-related policy changes in the Code,

Divisign | — Highways

Division [ of the Act amends Code Sectuion 306.19 by increasing the compensanion to an owner of property abutbing a road

project when the agency having junsdicuon of the road condemns, purchases property access rights, or alters by lengthening
any eaisting driveway on the owner’s property.

Code Scetion 309 35 s amended to increase the threshold at which a county enginecr must prepare detailed surveys und plans
for a secondary road construction project.

The Act creates new Code Sceetion 309.40 10 allow a county o contract for emcrgency highway or bridge work without
agvertising for bids i€ certatn conditivns are met. The Act amends Code Section 313.10 1o revise the conditions under which the
Towa Department of Teansportation (IDOT) may contract tor emergency highway or bridge work without advertising for bids.
‘The Actrequires the work o cost less than $500,000 rather than under $73.000. The Act also requires a county or IDOT to norify
the appropriate Towa highway contractors’ associations of the proposed work it possible.

The Act amends Code Sections 309.93 and 31214 1o require countics and cities to submit to [DOT detailed cost acenuntings of
ihe use of day lubor or public or private contracts for certain road and street projects and (o submit statements regarding the costs
of purchasing. leasing or renting construction or maintenance cquipment and accountings of the usc of such equipment for

certan road and street projects. These requirements do pot take cffect until July 1, 2002, and shall be impicmented pursuant to
rules adopred under new Code Scetion 314.1A, as created by the Act.

The Act anends several provisions in Code Chapter 314, relating to admimstrauve provisions for highwavs, Code Section
3141 1 amended to provide that a bidder on 2 highway construction project who 15 prequalified with IDOT shall be deeined
quahfied tor other governmental agencics” highway construction projects if the bidder follows the proper procedure,

The Act adids a provision to Code Scetion 314.1 stating that a public improvement thal involves the construction, reconsiruc-
uon or improvement of a highway, bnidge or culvert shall be advertised and let for bid if the project meets the applicable cest
threshold for competitive lidding requirements, except qualifying cmergency projects. notwithstanding any provisions to the
contrary. The Act provides that the cost threshold for ¢itics with populations of morc than 30,000 shall be $50,000. The Actalso
provides for the modification of the applicable bid threshelds by a bid threshold subcommittee pursuant to new Code Section
1448, us created by the Act, The Act permits an agency to readvertise and relet a highway, bridge or culvert project wathout
another public hearing if the speaifications are not substantiaity changed. The Act also amends Code Section 314, 1 to require

citizs o file statements with the euy clerk regarding cosls associated with a project on the municipal street system.  These
changes to Code Sectton 3141 take effect July 1, 2002,

The Actalso provides that it a city or county employee is displaced from employment as a result of acity's or county's comphiance
with (he competitive bidding requirements modified by this Act, the city or county shall offer the employee uther available
cinployment The eraployee shall be eligible for recall to the employee’s position. This provision takes effect July 1, 2002,
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The Act atnerds Code Scction 320.5 1o remaove a 20-year limitation on the leagth of ume for which a grant may be madce by INOT
or @ county hoard of supervisors to allow the laying of gas mains in highways outside cities 10 Jocal mumeipal distributing
plants or cempanies or to allow the laying of water mains in, under or along highways,

Division II — Vehicles

Division 11 of the Actdelings “tracked implement of husbandry” for purposes of Code Chapter 321 ay a fence-line feeder, grain
cast, or tank wagon that is mounted on a chussis attached to a pair of tracks that transfer the weight of the implement to the
ground or the rozdway surface. The Act amends Code Scction 321 463 to provide that a tracked implemeat of hushandry shall
not have 2 maximum gross weight over 96,000 paunds. The Act requires such an implement 1o comply with provisions relating
' operation over bridges an Lhe state and allows local authoritics to issue special permits for the operation of unplements
uxceeding the weights allowed in Code Chapter 321, The Act also adds a gross weight table to Code Section 321.463 providing
maxsmuin 2roess weishts for racked implements of husbandry traveling on noninterstate highway bridges.

Cexde Section 321.20B is amended (o provide that the provisions of that section requiring the operator of 3 vehicle to carry proot
ol tnancial hability coverage when operating the vehicle on a highway do not apply to snowmaobiles or all-terrain vehicles.

The Act creates a new subsection in Code Section 321.34 that provides for issuance of armed forees special motor vehicle
registration plates at no charge for persons eligible for Congressional Medal of Honor, ex-prisoner of war, or Legion of Merit
spectal registration plates or for disabled veteran registration plates,

Code Secuon 321.271 1s amended 1o allow the federal Motor Carrrer Safety Admimistration Itee access to and copics of wrilten
motor vehiele acoident reports ftled by law enforcement officers,

The Actamends Code Section 321 423 10 increase the speed limit at which a slow-moving vehicle must display an amber hight
tfrom 25 1o 35 miles per hour

Code Section 321.450 15 amended Lo allow for-hire davers who are engaged exclusively nntrastate commerce and who
vpuerate truchs and truck tractors exclusively tor the transportation of refined ul products to drive 12 hours, be on duty 16 hours
m a 24-hour penod. and be on duty 70 hours in seven consecutive davs or 30 hours in eight consecutive days.

‘The Act tnakes several changes in Code Section 321457 relating to the maximum length of vehicles operated on highways The
Act amends Code Seetion 321E.8 10 increase the allowable width for vehicles with indivisible loads or mobile homes wraveling
unlimited distances pursuant 1o an annual permit from 12 fect 5 inches to 13 feet S inches. The perrmit allows such vehicles to he
moved on nomnterstate mghways speaified by the permitting authority.  The Act alse climmates a provision i Code Section
32IE.8 restnicting veheeles with indivisible loads less than 100 fect long to trip distances not to exceed 50 miles in total aggregale.

Division [1T — Vehiele Manufacturers, Distributors, Dealers. and Franchisers

Division LT of the Act amends Code Secnion 322.3 10 prohibit a2 motor vehicle manufacturer. distribulor or importer, or an agent
or representative thereof, from reducing the amount of compensation for, or disallowing a claim for, sales or leasing incentives
provided 1o a motor vehicle dealer or a customer of a motor vehicle dealer including ., but not litnited to, rebates and discounted
interest rates if 12 months or more have passed since the claim was submitted to the manufacturer, distributor or imporier.

The Act amends Code Section 322.3 by ehiminating the prolubitions on the Licensure of motor vehicle distributors and

wholesalers as motor vehicle dealers and on the ownership, operation or control of a motor vehicle deaier by a motor vehicle
distributor or wholesater, Thus provision takes etfect Apnil 16, 2001

Code Sceuon 322.28 15 amended 10 speaify that a distributor or wholesaler of new motor vehicles shall not sell or offer for sale
new motor vehicles at retaul unless hicensed as a new motor vehicle dealer. This provision takes effect April 16, 2001

The Act amends Code Section 322 29 10 allow persons who install certain special equipment on new completed motor trucks to
be 1ssued 2 new motor vehicle wholesaler license without obtaining authorization from the manufacturer.

The Act also revises the provisions in Code Secuons 322.5, 322B.3 and 322C.3, allowing temporary permits for the display,
otitr for sale, and negotiation of sales of motor vehicles. mobile homes, and travel tralers at certain fairs, vehicle shows, and
vehicle exhubinons. The Act remuoves the reguirement that the fatrs, vehicle shows, and vehicle exhibrions at which dealers
may effer vehicles for ale and negotiate <ales be approved by IDOT.

The Act amnends several provisions in Code Chaprer 322A relatng 1o the condilions that shall not be considered lacts support-
mg a hinding of good cause for the lermination or noncortinuaton of a motor vehicle franchise or for catering into a motor

vehicle franchise for the establishment of an additional dealership in a community for the sume line-make of motor vehicies.
These provisiens take effect April 16, 2001,

Drivtsion IV — Mailings

Davitaon IV of the Act allows TROT 10 use first class mail rather than certified mail 1a several different circumstances. The Act
amends Coda Section 321.16 to require ITDOT to adopt rules regarding the giving of such natice, the updating of addresscs, and
the developmert of verification affidavits. The Act provides that a person’s refusal to accept or claim of failure 10 receive a
nouce mailed by first class mail to the last known address shall not be a defense to a charge of driving while suspended. revoked,
denied, or barred.

The Act also amends Cixle Section 321182, relating to applications for driver’s licenses, o require driver’s licensees (0 notify
IDOT when the licensee’s mailing address changes and provide the new address within 30 days of obtaming the new address,
The Act requires that applications for driver’s leenses and for rencwals of duver’s licenses contain a statement acknowledping
the applicant’s knowledge of the requirement. There is no penalty for a violation of the requirement.

The Act creates new Code Section 321 21T A, which allows a person who was not served with nottee of certan driver's hicense
suspensions or revocations to appeal to IDOT an extension of the suspension or revocation based on a convigtion of cedain
drving without a valid driver’s license violanons. The sole issue on such appeal is to be whether IDOT failed to send notice of
the underlying suspension of revocation to the person at the address in [DOT s records. Efitis determined [DOT tailed to send
the notice, the suspension ot revocation shall be rescinded and the conviction be expunged from the person’s record,

Division V. — Miscellancous Pravisions

Division V of the Act requires [DOT to conduct a study and present a report to the General Assembly by January 31, 2002,
regarding the comphance by utility companics with requirements regarding the relocation of clectrical or telephone transmis-
ston lines ar of waler and gas mains on highway construction or rcconstruction projects.

HOUSEFILE 561 - All-Terrain Vehicle and Snowmobile Operating Reguirements — VETOED BY THE GOVERNOR
BY COMMITTEE ON TRANSPORTATION. This il would have repealed the requirement that the operator of an all-terrain
veincle or snowmobile on a public rozad or street fly a flag or pennant on the all terrain vehicle or snowmaobtle. The bill also
would have repealed the prohibition on operating an ali-terrain vehicle while carrying a passenger.

HOUSE FILE 647 - Department of Transportation Release and Use of Personal Information

RY COMMITTEE ON JUDICIARY. This Act provides that the [owa Department of Transportation (IDOT) may release personal
informaton that is in the form of a person’s photograph to officers and employees of a law enforcement agency, emplovees of
federal or statc agencies or political subdivisions in the performance of the employec’s official duties, contract employees of the
Depattment of Inspections and Appeals 1n the conduct of an investigation, asd licenscd private investigation agencies, licensed
sceurtty services, and licensed employees of cither.

The Act aiso pronbits IDOT from releasing personal information that is in the form of a person’s photograph to persons other
than those listed and allows IDOT 16 collect reasonable fees for copics of records or cetan other services provided by IDOT,
Cusrently, IDOT is prohibited from selling personal informauon that 1s in the fortn ot a person’s photograph, but the prohibitton
does et prevent IDOT from collecting reasonable tees for copics of records or certain other scrvices provided by IDOT.

The Act requires 1DOT o assign an applicant for a driver’s license a distinguishing driver’s license numbcer ather than the
applicant’s social security number, unless the applicant requests that the applicant's social secunty number be so assigned.

HOUSE FILE 724 - lowa Heritage Licensc Plate Fees — Allocation

BY COMMITTEE ON APPROPRIATIONS. This Actrequires the Treasurer of State to credit all of the speaial fees collected rom
the sale of lowa heritage license plates to the lowa Herttage Fund. The Act also modities the percentage distribution of speaial
fees within the Towa Heritage Fund,
