Senator Connolly called the nmeeting to order. Following roll call, the mnutes
fromthe previous neeting were approved as distributed. Alist of bills and
subcommi ttee assi gnnents was handed out.

The chair recogni zed Senator Kibbie to take up SF 2147, a bill for an act
concer ni ng bingo conducted during county fairs. Senator Kibbie, Danielson and
Gaskill signed the subcomittee report recomrendi ng passage. The bill was
approved unani nously on short formvote. The bill was nmoved to the Senate
cal endar as a conmittee bill.

The chair recogni zed Senator Kibbie to take up SSB 3150, a study bill for an
act relating to conflicts of interest, |obbying activities, and receipt of
gifts by certain governnent officials and enpl oyees. Senator Ki bbie, Connolly
and Behn signed the subconmittee report recomrendi ng passage. The bill was
approved unani nously on short form vote. The bill was noved to the Senate
cal endar as a conmmittee bill.

The chair was noved to Senator Horn who recogni zed Senator Connolly to take up
SSB 3139, a study bill for an act providing for the oversi ght of persons
organi zed or doing business in this state on a nonprofit basis, providing for
fees, and nmaking an appropriation. Senator Connolly and Schnmtz signed the
subcommi ttee report recomendi ng passage. Senator Zienman did not sign the
report. After some discussion and a short Republican caucus the bill was
approved wi th anmendment on record vote with 8 senators (Connolly, Horn, Appel
Bl ack, Daniel son, Hatch, Kibbie and Schnitz) voting yes and 5 Senators

(Zi eman, Behn, Gaskill, Kettering and MKi bben) voting no. Senators Hahn and
Wbod were excused. The bill was noved to the Senate Cal endar as a committee
bill under rule 40.

There being no further business, Senator Behn noved to adjourn. The notion
passed unani nously.
