Senators Daniel son, Horn and Zi eman signed the subconmittee
report recomrendi ng passage. The HF 2547 was approved unani nously on short
formvote. The bill was noved to the Senate cal endar.

The chair recogni zed Senator Danielson to take up HF 2411, a bill for an act
providing for changes in electrician |licensure requirements for specified
licensure classifications, and providing an effective date. Senators
Dani el son, Horn and Zi enan signed the subcommittee report recomendi ng
passage. HF 2411 was approved unani nously on short formvote. The bill was
noved to the Senate cal endar.

The chair recogni zed Senat or Daniel son to take up HF 2410, a bill for an act
relating to alarmsysteminstaller or contractor certification and electrician
i censure provisions, and providing an effective date. Senators Dani el son,
Horn and Behn, signed the subconmittee report recomrendi ng passage. The HF
2410 was approved unani nously on short formvote. The bill was noved to the
Senat e cal endar .

The chair recogni zed Senator Danielson to take up HF 2390, a bill for an act
relating to the licensing and regul ati on of plunbers and nechani ca

prof essional s and providing effective dates. Senators Dani el son and Horn
signed the subcommttee report reconmendi ng passage. Senator Zi eman did not
sign the report. After discussion it was decided to defer final action on the
bill until the next comm ttee neeting.
