Senator Connolly called the meeting to order. Following roll call, the
minutes from the previous meeting were approved as distributed.

Senator Connolly asked unanimous consent to move to the committee as a whole
to take up the leadershop bill, Senate File 2414. Without objection, it was so
ordered. Senator Connolly recognized Senator Kibbie to take up SF 2414, a
bill for an act prohibiting the use of campaign funds as compensation to a
candidate and providing an effective date. After discussion, the bill was
approved unanimously in subcommittee on short form vote. The bill was moved
to the full committee. The subcommittee of the whole was disolved and
returned to the standing committee.

Senator Connolly recognized Senator Kibbie to take up SF 2414, a bill for an
act prohibiting the use of campaign funds as compensation to a candidate and
providing an effective date. The bill was approved unanimously by the full
committee on short form vote. The bill was moved to the Senate calendar.
