Today's Rebuild Iowa Committee convened at 2:25 PM with all members present.
The minutes of our previous meeting were approved as written with a motion by
Co-Chair Rep. D. Berry and a second provided by Rep. T. Taylor.

The respective parties went into caucus at 2:30 PM and resumed the meeting at
2:55PM. Upon resumption of the meeting, there were no new bills assigned and
the Chair, Rep. T. Schueller recognized Rep. K. Burt for his opening on HSB
253. A roll call vote was taken with the following results: Aye: 16 Nay: 0
Absent: 1.

HSB 235 by Rep. D. Jacoby was deferred.

Next, Chairman Rep. T.Schueller Recognized Rep. T.Taylor For opening remarks
on HSB 271. At this time, the Republicans called for caucus. Upon their return
at 3:15 PM, Chairman Rep. T.Schueller Recessed the meeting until after the
conclusion of tonight's Caucus.

Meeting reconvened at 8:05 PM in Room 19 with all members present.
Republicans called for a caucus and returned with several amendments for
consideration.

HSB 271 was again presented by Rep. T.Taylor in sub-committee, with the
following amendments discussed and voted on:

Amendment # 505 by Rep. T. Taylor was passed out of sub-committee by a
unanimous oral vote. Meeting went into 'Committee As A Whole' and a roll call
vote was taken.
Votes totaled: Aye: 17 Nay: 0 Absent: 0

Amendment # 501 by Rep. D. Pettingill was passed out of subcommittee by a
unanimous oral vote and committee returned to 'Committee As A Whole' for a
roll call vote, which resulted in the following: Aye: 17 Nay: 0 Absent: 0

The committee then dissolved to sub-committee again to discuss Amendment #
303 by Rep. J. Kauffmann, which was passed out of sub-committee unanimously by
a voice vote. At this time, the group returned to a 'Committee As A Whole' and
a roll call vote was called for. The results are as follows: Aye: 17 Nay: 0
Absent: 0

The committee again went into subcommittee with Amendment # 302 by Rep. M.
Sands. This amendment passed per oral vote out of subcommittee. Committee then
resumed "Committee As A Whole' status to consider this amendment. Roll call
resulted in: Aye: 17 Nay: 0 Absent:0

We then returned to sub-committee to consider HSB 271 as amended. This
revised bill passed unanimously via voice vote. Sub-committee then returned to
a 'Committee As A Whole' for a formal roll call vote on HSB 271 as amended.
Final bill was approved with: Aye: 17 Nay:0 Absent:0

Meeting was dismissed at 9:40 PM with a motion to adjourn made by Rep. J.
Kauffmann and a second by Rep. B. De Boef.
