Forristall also
offered Amendment 138 (an amendment to include the fiscal year 2013) and moved
for passage. It passed on short form.

After discussion on HSB 28 Representative Forristall moved the bill, and it
passed by roll call vote with 14 Ayes and 9 Nays. The Ayes were
Representatives Forristall, Taylor, J., Byrnes, Chambers, Cownie, Dolecheck,
Hanusa, Jorgensen, Koester, Lofgren, Miller, L., Pearson, Schulte, and
Sweeney.
