Roll call was taken and Chair Anderson declared a quorum was present.

Chair Anderson recognized Representative Rogers for opening comments on HSB
65. Following opening comments, Representative Rogers was recognized for
opening comments on Amendment .430 to HSB 65. The amendment passed by a voice
vote. Discussion followed. Chair Anderson recognized Representative Rogers
for closing remarks on HSB 65. Representative Rogers then moved passage of HSB
65 as amended. HSB 65 passed the Judiciary Committee 18-0, with 3 absent,
Representatives Heaton, Kaufmann, and T. Olson.

Chairperson Anderson announced that HSB 65 having received a constitutional
majority, would pass to the Floor of the House as a committee bill.

Chair Anderson announced that there will be a presentation by Professor Rachel
Caufield at the next meeting, February 17 on Iowa's Merit Selection Process
for the Judicial Nominating Commission.

Taylor moved to adjourn.
