Chairman Representative Sands called the meeting to order at 1:03 PM
Attendance was taken and quorum was present.

The meeting resumed at 1:38 PM

Chairman Sands recognized Representative Paustian for opening remarks on HF
2070. A bill for an act relating to certain property taxes for joint
county-city buildings and including applicability provisions. Representative
Paustian moved the bill. The bill passed by the vote of 24 Aye to 0 Nay
and 1 Absent. This bill will move to the house floor as a Ways & Means
committee bill.

Chairman Sands recognized Representative Byrnes for opening remarks on HSB
660. An Act relating to the administration of the sales and use taxes by
modifying provisions related to property purchased for resale and by creating
a sales tax exemption for certain items purchased for use in providing vehicle
wash and wax services and including effective date provisions. Representative
Byrnes was recognized for Amendment 4515. Representative Byrnes moved the
amendment and it passed on short form. Representative Byrnes moved the bill
as amended. The bill was moved and passed by the vote of 19 Aye to 5 Nay
and 1 Absent. The Nay votes were Isenhart, Kearns, Oldson, Peterson and
Willems. This bill as amended will move to the house floor as a Ways and
Means committee bill.

Chairman Sands recognized Representative Helland for HF 75. A bill for an act
exempting the sales price for the use of self-pay washers and dryers from the
sales tax. Representative Helland moved the bill. The bill moved and passed
by the vote of 22 Aye to 2 Nay and 1 Absent. The nay votes were Isenhart
and Kearns. This bill will move to the house floor as a Ways & Means
committee bill.

As there was no additional business to come before the committee
Representative Grassley moved to adjourn at 2:00 PM.
