CHAPTER 3
STATE COMMUNICATIONS

[Prior to 11/15/89, General Services[450] Ch 3]

401—3.1(18)  Intent.  These rules are intended to coordinate communication needs of state govern-
ment to effect maximum practical consolidation and joint use of standard communication services.

401—3.2(18)  Definitions.
3.2(1) Standard:  Those communications activities which affect the overall operation of state

government.
3.2(2) Data services:  The interconnection of computers, computer terminals and word process-

ing terminals.
3.2(3) Voice services:  The interconnection of standard telephone systems, lines and instruments.
3.2(4) Land-mobile services:  The interconnection of two-way radio systems.
3.2(5) Broadcast services:  The interconnection of the state-owned radio and television broadcast

facilities.

401—3.3(18)  Procedures.  The department of general services, based upon the recommendation of
the state communications advisory council, shall:

3.3(1) Adopt a master plan for efficiently and cost effectively meeting the communication needs
of state government.

3.3(2) Support such task forces as are needed to coordinate the development of standard commu-
nication, policies and procedures for state government.

3.3(3) Provide for training in use of standard communication services.
3.3(4) Promote and encourage usage of standard communication services by state, substate, and

local government agencies.

401—3.4(18)  State department and agencies.
3.4(1) Each state department or agency shall exert every effort to avoid duplication of existing or

planned standard communication services by submitting to the department of general services on or
before July 1, of each year, a report of any additional communication services for the ensuing year(s).

3.4(2) Included in any proposed service shall be a definition of needs; the equipment; services
and training needed; as well as a description of its coordination with other state, substate or local gov-
ernmental agencies.
