one, succeeded in being admitted as a stu-
dent in Mt. Pleasant College, Jefferson
county, Ohio, being obliged to sell a horse
that his father had given him as a present,
when a colt, in order to defray the expenses
of his tuition.

In December, 1849, he married Miss Lydia
Clendennon, in Barnesville, Belmont coun-
ty, Obio, and as a result of this marriage,
has now five children, all daughters,

Following the Star of Empire westward,
he emigrated to Iowa, in April, 1853, and
settled upon a farm in Warren county.
Here he met with a great misfortune, hav-
ing been completely burned out in the win-
ter of 1854-5, but being possessed with that
true courage so requisite to contend against
the ups and downs of western life, he imme-
diately set to work and replaced the home
he had lost by the fire. In the spring of
1857, he changed his location by moving to
Taylor county, where he opened a new
farm, on which he had erected a very fine
house. Just as he had his farm all fenced
and everything fixed up to make life com-
fortable, again he was pursued and over-
taken by the flery demon and once more all
his worldly goods perished in the flames.
By perseverance, good mapagement, and
industry he again succeeded in overcoming
this great misfortune, and during the war,
although not in the army, had so far recov-
ered from his loss as to donate largely, in
money and goods, for the benefit of the
needy wives and mothers whose sons and
busbands were fighting for the glory of our
flag, the houor of our country and the per-
petuation of the Union.

Although a southerner by birth and par-
entage, Senator Smith has always been a
thorough and steadfast republican in politics,
and strong in the principles of anti-slavery.
In 1858 he was elected clerk of the District
Court of Tavlor county, which position he
held for twelve consecutive years, having
been elected to the position six times in suc-
cession. In 1870 he established the Taylor
County Bank, of which he is now Presi-
dent. In all enterprises for the publi¢ good
he has always took an active part, and was

chiefly instrumental in obtaining to his sec-

ation of country the Creston branch of the
Burlingtoz and Missoari River Railroad of
which he graded fifteen mles under con-
tract.

Officially, he has not been extensively in
public life. In 1868 he was a delegate to
the Philadelphia Convention where he sup-
ported the nomination of Grant and Colfax.
As a further mark of the great confidence
the people repose 1n him, he was elected by
a popular vote of the citizens ot the Seventh
Senatorial District, comprising the counties
of Taylor, Ringgold and Decatur to repre-
sent them, and look after their interests in
the 14th General Assembly of the State of
Towa, for the period of four years commenc-
ing on the 1st of January, 1872,

Mr. Smith is a Quaker by religion, is six
feet two and a half inches in height, weighs
one hundred and sixty pounde, and is of a
sandy complexion, having deep sandy hair
and grey eyes. Such isa brief biographi-
cal sketch of Senator E. T. Smith.

JOHN PATTERBON WEST.

STATE SENATOR.

J.P. West is a native of Newtown Hamil-
ton, County of Armagh, Ireland, where he
was born February 9th,1825." He is the
youngest in a family of seven children. At
the age of three years he was taken by his
father to America. They settled in Beaver
county, Pennsylvania, where they resided
for six years and in 1834, moved fo Trum-
bull county, Ohio. During these years of
minority he labored apon his father’s farm;
clearing land and other arduous toil, ususk
in makiog a farm in a new country, covered
with a dense growth of heavy timber. His
education was limited to the common
schools, with the exception of six months
in an academy, in Southington, Ohio. Inm
1848 he was married to Miss Elizabeth
Harshman, a native of Washington county,
Pennsylvania, but for a short time a reesi-
dent of Ohio. From this union there has
been a family of eleven children; eight
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only of whom now survive, four boys and

four girls.

In 1856 he moved to Iowa, and settled in
Henry county, where he has since resided,
engaged in farming Politically he was ed-
ucated a Henry Clay Whig, and at the or-
ganization of the Free 8oil party in Obio,
he became an active member and at a later
date gave his hearty allegiance to the cause
of freedom as avowed by the Republican
party. He has served in several township
offices, his election in taat early day being
carried in the stronghold of Democracy,
over a popular democratic majority. In
1861 he was elected as representative in the
Ninth General Assembly. In 1865 he was
returned to the Eleventh General Asscmbly,
as a representative from Henry county. In
1869 he was elected to the State Senate and
is now, in 1872, serving in the second ses-

sion of his first term in the Senatorial of-
fice.

Mr. West enlisted in the 14th Iowa In-
fantry Volunteers; a regiment that did as
loyal service as any in the ficld and suffered
as severe depletion of their ranks, in scores
of well contested and bloody battle fields,

as any other body of their comrads in arms.
Besides the numerous engagements in which
they took part, they formed a portion of the
famous Red River expedition, and probably
did more to preserve that fatal army from
complete annihilation than any other regi-
ment in the command. He served as non-
commissioned officer in the army, refusing
a commission. He left the Legislature, then
1n session, for the field, requesting that his
per diem be stopped, but after his depart-
ure the following resolution was introduced
by Mr. Wright, and adopted by the House:

WHEREAS, The Hon. J. P. West has left
his place as a member of this House, for
the purpose of resuming his position asa
non-commissioned officer in the 14th Regi-
ment, Jowa Volunteers, thus relinquishing
a position of comparative ease for the perils

.. and privations of the camp and field; there-
 fore,

Resolved, (as an expression of our appre-
ciation of his high sense of duty,) his per
diem be and is hereby continued until the
end of the present session, and that the
Bpeaker and Chief Clerk are hereby in-

structed to 1ssue & certificate for the amount
of the same, as snon as the day of adjourn-
ment shall be defiaitely fixed, and send the
money to his family.

On leaving the Legislature he reported at
Marengo, Iowa, took charge of a squad of
men down from Davenport to the 14th, but
nearly all his regiment was captured ; this
delayed him till after the battle of Pitts-
burgh Landing. On his return from the ar-
my, he engaged again in farming, three and
one-half miles northeast of Mt. Pleasant.
His farm consists of 222 acres, well improv-
ed, which affords him a comfortable living
and a place that he delights to call “ home.”

Religiously, Mr. West is a Methodist,
which church he joined at the age of sev-
enteen years. He was lay delegate to the
first M. E. Conference that admitted lay
delegates, and served as chairman.

His height is 6.2 inches and he weighs 175
pounds. His bhair is dark brown, and eyes
blue. He has a large bead and active brain.
With a motive-mental temperameunt, he
works diligently to successful issues, com-
manding respect for his integrity and the ;
general tenure of an upright life. t

LAUREN FLETCHER ELLSWORTH.
