He was a minister in the Chureh  of
Christ and organized the first society
in Leon on the fivst Sunday in June,
1854, with about 25 members. e serv-
cd ax pastor of the chureh for fifteen
Veurs.

The populavity of Elder Porter is
attested by the fact that he was twice
elected to ofticiad positions in this coun-
ty. Inthe fall of 1863 the republicans
carried the county for the first time.
J. o Porter was elected  county treas-
urer, John R. Andrews representative
and Ira B. Ryan sheriff. In 1879 M.
Porter was elected representative and
served for two vears, He was alwavs
held in the highest esteem by the peo-

ple. He leaves many relatives and
