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The Law of Horse Salex,
If the seller gives a warrant that
fhe horse is sound .then the horse
must be sound. But if the seller or
the buyer point out the defects be-
fore the sale then the warranty only
covers blemishes not pointed out. The
seller Is not bound by matters of
opinion such as when he says he
thinks the horse is sound or that the
horse should be a good worker, or
that he thinks the horse can out-trot
every horse in town. A horse was
guaranteed well broke and gentle and
the buyer took him to the city where
he frightened at a trolley car and so
was unfit to drive in the city, but the
Jury decided the warranty only applfed
to the place where sold. A seller
warranted a horse sound as a dollar,
and the horse buyer tried and accept-
ed the horse and found that after the
horse stood still an hour or two [t
was string halt. A jury in this county
jmade the seller pay heavy damages.
In another case i horse was gnar-
anteed sound and gave a disease to
other horses belonging to the new
fowner and the seller had to pay all
’dmnng:-s. A warranty does not cover
defects mentioned and geveral cnases
hold thar a wuarranty does not cover
visible doefects,  But the thest advice
is to be your own judge and not kiek |
it you find something wrong.
