of two daughters still living: Viola, who was born in Sullivan county, New
York. and is now the wife of J. B. Mathews of Washington township, this
county; and Ellen, who was born in Polk county, Towa, and is the wife of Fred
3. Childs, whose sketeh appears elsewhere in this work. Two children died in
infancy:  Mary Alice, the oldest, was born July 19, 1854, and died Scptember
21, 18551 and John. the yvoungest child and only son, was born March 28,
1866, and died December 7, 1866.
Mr. Sarr always followed farming. renting land in the state of New York
after hiz marriage until 1856, when he removed with his family to Illinois.
A few maonths later he took up his abode in Polk county. Towa, which was then
the western terminus of the railroad, and there he hought a partially improved
farm. adding other improvements and modern equipments.  Some vears later
he =old that property and in 1869 located in Iardin township. Pottawattamie
county, where he purchased one hundred and sixty acres of wild land, which
, he improved. erecting good huildings thereon and bringing the fields to a rich
state of fertility. Ile did not =cll the place when. in 1876, he removed to
Garner township and purchased the one hundred and sixty acre farm on which
his son-in-law, Fred S0 Childs, now resides. Tt was at that time a tract of wild
land but hix labors transformed it into productive ficlds. while the improve-
ments he made nupon it converted it into a good farm on which he resided
until his death. A fter hiz removal (0 Garner township he bought an additional
tract of one hundred and twenty acres, =0 that at the time of his death he
owned {wo hundred and eighty acres in Garner township and one hundred
i and sixty acres in Iardin township. his possessions therefore aggregating four
, hundred and forty acres.

Mter a useful and well zpent life Mr. Sarr passed away in Garner town-
ship, June 16, 1891, and his widow now makes her home with her daughter
Mrs, Childs at the age of eichtv-two vears. She iz an carnest and consistent
i member of the Daptist chureh and @ most estimable lady.  Tn polities Mr. Sarr
’ was a republican and in 1888 was o delegate to the state convention of his party

in Des Moines. Ile served for two terms as township trustee and for several
vears a< justice of the peace.

Both died here at the home of their son L. . Putaon. Thev cune to Pat-
tawattamie county in 1871 with him, and the futher. who devoted his entire
life to general agricultural pursuits. died in 1572 at the age of seventy-three
years, his birth having occurred in 1799. ITiz wife, who was horn i 180,
departed this life at the age of cighty-five vears.  Their ehildren were a:
follows: Augustus D., now deceased. who =crved for about four vears in the
Civil war as a member of Company D, Third Misconrt Cavadry: Mrs. My E.
Storrs, deceazed: George M.: Mrs. Jane Naigle, deceased: Tueins R and Mrs,
Sarah Morriz. who have both passed away: Mr-. Ellen Morris of Carson: Dille,
of Center township: and Charles W.. of Oklahoma,

During the first ten vears of his life Ceoree ML Putnon wis a0 resident
of the old Granite state and then went with his paveni= to Orance connty,
Vermont, where they lived for -ix vears. Their next romoval took then to
Dixon, Lee county, Illinois, where Mr. Patnan contmmed vl Anens 162,
He then offcred hiz services to the governent. helievine fivmiv in the stiee
of the Union cauze and joining Company A, Seventv-fAfth THinois Valnntecer
Infantry, under Colonel Rvan.  The reciinent was assizned o the Devare-
ment of the Cumberland. Armiyv of the West, and he ook part o the Datiles
of Perrvville. Stone River. Chattanooga. Chickimanca, Lookont Monntain,
Missionary Ridge, all of the movements and enoazercnts of e Nihimta
campaign and the battles of Tranklin and Na-heilleo Toressee The was
present at every engagement in which the reenment took part and in fer wis
never off duty for a dav during hiz three vears’ <ervice. which continned
until the cloze of the war. when he was mustered out with the rank of first
sergeant and honorably dizcharged.  Iliz valor and lovalty were never called
into question and he i now numbered among the honored veterans 4o whon
the country owes: a debt of cratimde that can never 1o repaid.

Mr. Putnam returned to Iliinoiz. hiz parents havine in the memthne
located in Ogle comnty. where he remained untl the sprine of 1573 when he
came to hiz present farm ou section 3. Grove township, where he has since
resided. ITe began here with the northwest quarter of the seetinn—a tract
of raw prairie which stretched for miles around him. there bheine few homes
or other indications of modern improvement.  \dding to his farn a~ op-
portunity has offered. Mr. Putnam has beeome the owner of three Tnnndred
and thirty acres of rich and productive land in hiz honme place, together with
valuable farming property on ~cction 27, Center township. Al of the 1m-
provements upon his farm have been placed there T him=elf aud there are
now good buildings. fine shade trees and all of the modern aceessaries of a
model farm property. He raizes both stock and grain but feeds all of his
grain and buys more in order to be used in hiz stock-feeding interests. Through-
out his business career he has carried on general agricultural pursuits and has
so directed his labors and energies that prosperity has followed.

In politics Mr. Putnam has been a life-long republican. and his position
upon the questions and issues of the dayv is never an equivocal ane. He cast
his first presidential ballot for Abraham Lincoln in 1860 and since that time
he has been loval to the interests of the party. His fellow townsmen, recog-
nizing his worth and ability, have frequently called him to public office. He
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has held all of the township and school offices and has been school treasurer
of Grove townzhip for twenty-nine years. He was also township trustee for
a number of terms and has frequently been sent as a delegate to the state
conventions. Higher honors, however, awaited him, for in 1895 he was
elected to the state legislature and that he discharged his duties with prompt-
ness and fidelity and to the general satizfaction of his constituents is indicated
by the fact that he was twice re-elected, serving for three consecutive terms.
He left the impress of his individuality upon legizlation enacted during those
sessions and was recognized as an active working member, connected with
much of the important constructive work that iz accomplished in committee i
rooms. He belongs to Carson post, G. . R., of which he iz a charter member
and he also afliliates with the Masonic lodge of Carson.

Jt was not long after his return from the war that Mr. Putnam was mar-
ried, Miss Emily Jackson becoming his wife in 1868. She was born in Days-
ville, Ogle county, Illinoiz, December 16, 1841, and died upon the home
farm in Grove township. July 26, 1905. Her parents were William and Mary
(Moulton) Jackson, natives of Massachusetts, who spent their last years in
Illinois.  Mr. and Mrz. Putnam became the parents of seven children: Fred
E., of Grove township: Mrs, Edith M. Killinger of Center township; William
G., at -home: Myrtle E.; Blanche, the wife of L. N. Cleveland, of Clarinda,
Towa: Frances, the wife of Henry W. Lehmann, living at home; and Edna,
who completes the family.

Such in brief is the life history of George M. Putnam and over the record
there falls no shadow of wrong or suspicion of evil, for in business life he has
been diligent, persevering and upright, in political circles has been loyal to
hiz party, vet never forgetting that he owes a still higher allegiance to his
country. He is well known throughout the state and everywhere commands
respect, while in his home locality he has gained that warm personal regard
which arises from geniality, deference for the opinions of others and genuine
personal worth.

FRED E. PUTNAM.

Fred E. Putnam. the eldest son of Hon. George M. Putnam. was born
near Oregon, Illinois. December 26, 1868, and was but five vears of age when
brought by his parents to Pottawattamie county, since which time he has
lived in Grove township, while from the time he attained his majority to
the present he has carried on general agricultural pursuits. Seven years ago
he bought his present farm and during this period it has continuously been
his home. He has one hundred acres on section 4, Grove township, constitut-
ing a well improved tract of land. The fields bring forth rich harvests of
grain best adapted to soil and climate, while high grades of stock are found
in the pastures and indicate the progressive spirit which actuates Mr. Putnam
in all of his business undertakings.
